“In 1836, at the age of sixteen, a 
Highland Scotch Company v.as form­
ed in Kingston, and Sir Oliver xvns 
one of its members, and. 1 think, 
one of its officers. IIis Highland uni­
form of that date is still preserved 
by the 'family, but it was soon dis­
carded for the scarlet coat of a Lieu­
tenant in the 1st Frontenac Battal­
ion, formed in 1837. amt in 18<0, 
when the monument of Sir Isaac 
jtreck and Lieut .-Col. Macdonncll 
was restored. Sir Oliver curried the 
colors in the battalion in which he 
hail just received his commission.

North Oxford is full of stories 
about Sir Oliver’s readiness and wit. 
Jn spite of his blindness, he seldom 
failed to recognize a friend, and if 
lie did so, could turn it off with a 
compliment which always went 
home. The strongest Conservatives 
in the riding have been among his 
warmest friends, and have always îc- 
garded him as one of their own par­
ty. Mr. Win. Gray, now 92, and for 
many years Mayor of Woodstock, is 
among the Conservatives who al­
ways supported and esteemed Sir 
Oliver, and he has a number of good 
political stories which it would be a 
misfortune to lose.

“At the nomination meeting in 
1872, when lit* was opposed by Mc- 
Kellar, also a Liberal, lie made sal­
lies on the members of the Sanlield 
Macdonald Cabinet, and one of his 
telling shots was that as they had 
one Reformer in the Cabinet of five, 
and they had had pretty good legis­
lation. what would they expect if 
they multiplied that by four, and 
got five straight Grits? Tlio arithme­
tical problem was so simple and ef* 
f.-etix-e that-it brought a hearty re­
sponse.

“On the occasion of the famous in­
terview in April, 1893, between the 
Prohibitionists and Sir Oliver, when 
the latter promised prohibitory leg­
islation to the extent of the ascer­
tained powers of the Province, the 
Premier read a carefully prepared 
statement in reply to fervent 
speeches by Mrs May Thornley, Rev. 
Dr. Mack ay and others. At the con­
clusion Dr. Mack ay rose and rc- 
efuested permission to ask a ques­
tion. 'Yes.* replied Sir Oliver. ask 
me something out of the Shorter 
Catechism, for I know that hy 
heart.' The laughter whit h followed 
broke the strain of the occasion and 
disarmed the critics.’*

FOUNDERS OF ONTARIO

Mr. C. C. James Tells an Interesting Story 
of Early l vi*cr Canada.

Mr. C. C. James, Deputy Minister 
of Agriculture, reruntly drew in n re­
cent lecture he delivered in Toronto 
an interesting picture of the origin 
and methods of the founders of On­
tario and the conditions under which 
th y laid the fo undations of the so­
cial and economic organization of 
to-day. In those days tin* women 
were married in homes; un gowns, 
deerskin petticoats, and Squirrelskin 
bonn.-ts. lTen* lv*rs were scarce, and 
Magistrates performed the cen motiy, 
and so inadequate were the records 
kept that it was deemed wise in 
1793 by act of Parliament to legal­
ize all ii arriagx s made prexious 
thereto. l>i spile the plainness and 
Bvxeritv of the 1 if* those oi l people 
looked lack with regret to the time 
tv Pm there were no doctors, no 
Inxvyers and x. ry f. w preachers, 
n Pen peopl “said pro vers at homo 
ind trusted in I’rox ideat e.” ITe nl* o

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SAT DEMAND FOP, CHICK­
ENS.

The present time is most favor­
able for the production, fattening 
and marketing of farm chickens. 
There has been such a substantial 
increa^ in the consumption of 
chickens and eggs within the last 
few years that it is not possible 
to rear a greater numberof(suitable 
market chickens than can be sold 
with profit. Last year there were 
not sufficient chickens sold in Can­
ada to supply the home markets. 
As a result of the shortage ol 
chickens the trade with Great 
Britain was lessened. This is 
unfortunate on account of the 
great iftmand for Canadian chick­
ens in Great Britain and the good 
prices that are paid.

The Chief of the Poultry Divis­
ion, Mr. F. Or Hare, states that 
numerous letters have been received 
from produce merchants, poulterers 
and commision merchants who 
desire to learn in what localities 
chicken can be bought in great 
numbers and at reasonable prices. 
From several Canadian cities, and 
especially from Montreal, produce 
firms have asked to bo informed 
where market chickens suitable 
for shipping to Great Britain could 
be obtained in the greatest num­
bers. British poulterers and com­
mission merchants have repeatedly 
asked for the same information. 
The letter of . a well established 
produce house in London, England, 
was vecci7e I last week. This him 
wished to s'.art an undertaking for 
the purpose of importing Canadiai 
poultry to Great Britain. They 
desired information as to the pro­
bable success of such a project and 
the possibility of obtaining poultry 
(esjecially fowl) in largequantities 
and the best districts for the col­
lection, etc., of them. Last fall 
Cape Colony wished a poultry trade 
developed with that Colony. One 
shipment of Canadian chickens 
was made to Capo Colony which 
arrived in a satisfactory condition 
and pleased the trade. A new 
York firm wrote that they des:red 
to import Canadian chickens and 
were recommended by the Depart­
ment to a firm in the Maritime 
Provinces, from whom they pur­
chased chickens and were impressed 
favorably by them.

The above aud similar requests 
are difficult of solution even by one 
in touch with the Canadian pro­
duce firms and packing houses that 
are buying and marketing chickens. 
The majority of our established 
firms are equipped with a complete 
plant for marketing in Canada or 
Great Britain several times more 
chickens than they can buy. Their

THE CURING OF HAY.
- Since the hay crop is likely to 
be light this year, it is doubly 
important that it be handled to the 
best possible advantage and cut 
and cured in such a way as to 
secure the largest amount of 
nutrients in the most digestible 
and palatable form.

To this end it is well at th's 
season to bear the following facts 
in mind:

Early cut hay is relatively richer 
in flesh-forming element-; it is 
more palate ble and digestible; it 
has a sweeter aroma; but it bas 
the disadvantage of being much 
more difficult to cure. Grass, as it 
approaches maturity, gains consid­
erably in weight; part of this 
increase consists of starch and 
sugar, -which is valuable to the 
feeder, and part consists of crude 
fibre which decreases cigestihility 
and renders the hay less palatable. 
Early cut hay is more valuable per 
ton than late cut; but a larger 
amount of digestible nutrients per 
aero is obtained by later cutting. 
Late cut hay lias also the advan­
tage of being more easily and 
rapidly cured, thus diminishing not 
only the labor but also the risk of 
loss in harvesting. -t

Early cut hay is especially val- 
ualle for sheep, calves, colts and 
dairy cattle; while for fattening 
cattle, late cut hay will give as 
good results. In experiments con­
ducted by Prof Sanborn of New 
Hampshire, and Prof. Henry of 
Wisconsin, to Jetermine the rela­
tive value of early and late cut 
hay for fattening steers, the advan­
tage was a little in fivor of the 
lute cut hay.

contain the most honey, 
the morning after the dew has 
dried ofi. That cut in the morning 
may be cocked up in the afternoon. 
The mower should not be run 
later than 4 p. m., and all cut that 
day should be put into cocks before 
dew falls. This hay should he put 
into the barn the next day and 
well tramped into the mows. He 
especially emphasizes the follow­
ing conditions:

Do not cut in the morning until 
the grass is dry: Do not allow- 
fresh cut hay to lie on the ground 
over night exposed to dew or rain. 
If any hay should get wet with 
rain, let it stand in the cocks until 
thoroughly dry before taking to 
the barn.

Mr. Giendenning states that his 
hay came out as green as when it 
was put in, with the blossoms a 
beautiful pink color, which would 
indicate that ii had not heated so 
much as one would natuially 
expect.

The advantages of this method 
are: The saving of time between 
cutting and storing, lessening 
the risk of damage from rain. All 
leaves and blossoms, the most val­
uable parts of the plant, are 
saved. The hay is cleaner and 
brighter than that cured in the 
old way.

Of course hay cannot be cured 
by rule: conditions vary. A good 
method of curing on a gravelly, 
upland farm would be quite un- 
suited to the Hatter clay ami 
humus soil.

The length of time for which 
hay should be exposed in the 
swath will be determined by its 
ripeness, but the humidity of the 
atmosphere the temperature and 
moistness of the soil, the presence 
or absence of wind, etc. So that 
every man must be, in a large 
measure, a law unto himself, and 
his practice must be governed by 
personal experience.
