We will in ' no wise affect 
the one hundred and eighty genera­
tions gone, or the onw hundred and 
eighty generations to come, except as 
from the galleries of heaven the for­
mer generations look down and re­
joice st our victories, or aa we may by 
ear behavior start influences, good or 
bed, that shall roll on through the ad­
vancing ages. But our business is, Hks 
David, to serve our own generation, 
the people: new living, tfcoee whose 
longs now breathe -and whose 
hearts now beat And marie you, it is 
nota silent procession, but moving. 
It is a “forced march” at twenty-four 
miles a day, each hour being a mile. 
Going with that celerity, it has got to 
he a quick service on our pert, or no 
service at ati. We net only cannot 
teach the one hundred and eight 
generations past and will not see the 
one hundred generations to come, 
but this generation now on the stage 
will soon be off and we ourselves will 
be -off with them. The fact is that 
you and I will have to start very soon 
for our work or it will be ironical and 
sarcastic for any one after our exit to 
say of us, as it was said of David, 
“after he had served his own genera­
tion by the will of God, he fell on 
sleep.”

I will undertake to 'say that the vast 
majority of ttie human family are suf­
fering either for lack of food or the 
right land of food. Our civilization 
is all askew on this subject and God 
only can set it right

KEWnfBta THE POOR.
Many of the greatest eetetes of to­

day have been built out of the blood 
ana bone» of unrequited toil In olden 
times, for the building of forte and 
lowers, the inhabitants of Ispahan had 
to, contribute 70,000 human skulls, and 
Bagdad;90,Q<j0 human skulls, and that 
number of people were slain so as to 
furnish the skulls. But these two 
contribution» added together made 
only 160,000 skull», while into the 
tower of the world’s wealth and pomp 
and magnificence have been wrought 
the skeletons of uncounted numbers 
of'-the-half fed populations of the 
earth, millions of skulls.

Don't sit down at your table with 
five or tlx courses of abundant supply
and tTHnlf nothing of that family In
the next street who would take any 
one of those five courses between soup 
and almond nuts and'feel they were in 
heaven. The lack of the right kind of 
food is the cause of much orthe drunk­
enness. After drinking what many 
of oar grocers call coffee, sweetened 
with what many call sugar, and eat­
ing What many of Our Butchers call 
meat, and chewing what many of our bake*» call’ bread, many of the labor­
ing clasaea feel so miserablè they are 
tempted to put into their nasty pipes 
what the tobacconist calls tobacco, or 
go into the drinking saloohe for tniat 
the rum sellers caltoeèti Good coffee 
would do much 'in driving out bed 
rum. Adulteration of foodnas got to 
be an evil against which all the health 
officers and-alf ihetloctors and all the 
ministeri -anfi All thfe reformera and all 
the Christians need to set themselves 
in battle array. How can we serve 
our. generation with enough to eatt By 
sitting down in embroidered slippers 
and lounging back in an arm chair, 
our mouth puckered up around a Ha­
vana of the best brand and through 
clouds of luxuriant Smoke reading , about political economy and the philoe-

gristle and sending tnem a tenoerrom 
Beefsteak, fleet wut.scmeffamily who 
through sickness or conjunction of 
mMfdrtune have not enough to eàt and 
do for them what Christ did for the 
hungry multitudes of 'Asia Minor, 
multiplying the loaves and the fishes. 
Let tis quit the surfeiting' 6f ourselves 
until We cannot choke’ down another 
criimb of cake and begin the supply of 
others’ neéeèsities. 1 '

We often see on a small scale a 
recklessness about the welfare of others 
which A great warrior expressed bn a 
large scale, when his officers were dis­
suading him from a certain campaign, 
saying; “It would cost two htmiffed 
thousand live»,’’ replying with a 
diabolism that can never tie forgotten, 
“What ire’ two 'hundred ; thousand 
lives to met” - ' ' - i

So- far;from helping appease -the; 
world’s hunger, ibère ire-those -whom 
Isaiah describes art grinding-the'faces 
of the poor. YoU hUve Seen a fanner 
or a mechanic put a scythe or an ex 
on a grindstone, while some one Was 
turning tt round and round, and the 
man holding the ax bore on it harder 
and harder while the water dropped 
from-the grindstone, and the edge of 
the ax from being round end dull, got 
keener and keener, and the mechanic 
lifted ifte ax glistening and sharp and 
with edge so keen ha muet cautiously 
run his finger along teat while exam­
ining the implement he cat his hand 
to the bone. So I have seen men who 
were put against the grindstone of 
hardship, and while one turned the 
crank another would press the unfor­
tunate harder down and'harder down 
until he wds ground away thinner and 
thinner, his comforts thinner, his 
prospects thinner and hiaface thinner. 
Ana Isaiah shrieks out: “What mean 
ye that ye grind the f area of the poor?” 
It is an awful thing to be hungry. It 
is an easy thing -for us to be In good 
humor with all the world when we 
have no lack. But let hunger take 
full poeestion of us and we would all 
turn into barbarians and cannibals 
and fiends.

I am glad to know that the time is 
coming, God hasten it, when every 
family in the roqnd world will art 
down at a full table, and it will be 
only a question between lamb and 
venison, or between partridge and 
quail on toast, and out of spoons made 
out of Nevada silver or California 
gold the pastries will drop on 
tongues thrilling with thankfulness 
because they have full enough. I 
have no idea God is going to let the 
human-race stay hi its present predic­
ament. H the world winds up as tt 
âow-iaitwill bean awful failure at 
a world. The barren places will be 
irrigated. The pofnologists, helped 
of God, win urge on ' the fruits. The 
botanists, inspired of the Lprd, will 
help on the gardens. The raisers of 
stock will send enough animals fit for 
human food to the markets, and the 
last earthquake that rends the world 
will upset a banqueting table et which 
are seated the entire human race. 
Meanwhile, suppose that some of the 
energy we are expending in useless 
and unavailing talk about the bread 
question shotted .be expended in mer­
ciful alleviations.

Give us bread 1” And all 
through the great harmonies of mu­
sical academy and cathédral I. hear the 
pathos, the ground tone, thé tragedy 
of uncounted multitudes, whir With
streaming eyes and wan checks and 
broken hearts in behalf of themselves 
^nd their families, are pleading for

Let us take another look around to 
see'how we may serve our generation. 
Let us see as far as possible that they 
have enough to wear.' God looks on 
the human race and knows just how 
many inhabitants the world has. The 
statistics of the world’s population are 
carefully token in civilized lands, and 
every fewyears çffleers of government 
go through the .land »p<r count how 
many people there are m the United 
States or England and great accuracy 
is reached. But when people tell us 
how many inhabitants there are in 
Aria or Africa, at best it must be a 
wild guess. Yet God knows the exact 
number of people on our planet and 
he has made enough apparel for each, 
and if there be fifteen hundred million, 
fifteen thousand, fifteen hundred and 
fifteen people, then there is enough 
apparel for .fifteen hundred million, 
fifteen thousand, fifteen hundred and 
fifteen. Not slouchy apparel, not 
ragged apparel, not insufficient ap­
parel, but appropriate apparel. At 
least two suits for every Ming on the 
earth, a summer suit arid a winter

Ët A good pair of shoes for every 
ng mortal A good coat, a good 
ora good bonnet and a good shawl 
and a complete masculine or feminine 

outfit of apparel. A wardrobe for all 
nations adapted to all eûmes, and not 
a string or a button or a pin or s hook 
or an eye wanting. But, alas I where 
are the good clothes for three-fourths 
(St tile human race! The other one- 
fourth have appropriated them. The 
fact Is, there needs to be and will be 
a redistribution. Not by anarchistic 
violence. If outlawry had its way, 
it would rend and tear and diminish 
until instead of three-fourths of the 
world not properly attired, four* 
fourths wtould be in rags. I let you 
know how the redistribution will taka 
place. By generosity on the part of 
those who have a surplus and fair 
creased industry on the mart of those 
suffering from deficit. Not all, but the 
large majority of cases of poverty 1» 
this country are a result of idleness or 
drunkenness, either on the part of the 
present sufferers or their ancestors. In 
most cases the rum jug is the mael­
strom that has swallowed down the 
livelihood of those who are in rag*. 
But things will change, and by gener­
osity on tne part of the crowded ward­
robes, and industry and sobriety on 

*the part of the empty wardrobes there 
will be enough for all to wear. God 
has done his part toward the dressing 
of the human race. He grows a sur­
plus of wool on the sheep’s back, 
and flocks roam the mountains and 
valleys with a burden of warmth in­
tended for transference to human com­
fort, when the shuttles of the factorisa 
reaching all the way from the Chatta­
hoochee to the Merrimao shall have 
spun and woven it. And here come 
forth the Rocky Mountain goat and 
the oashmere and the beaver. Here are 
the merino sheep, their origin traced 
back to tije flocks of Abrahamio and Da- 
vidio times. In white letters of snowy 
fleece, God has been writing for a 
thousand years his wish that there 
might be warmth for all nations. 
While others are discussing the effect 
of high or low tariff or no tariff at all 
on wool you and I had better see if 
in our wardrobes we have nothing that 
we can spare for the shivering, or pick 
out some poor lad of the street and 
take him down to a clothing store and 
fit him out for the winter. Don’t 
think that God has forgotten to send 
ice and snow, because of this wonder­
fully mild January and February.

HOW MAY WE SERVE OUB GENERATION?

Again, let us look around and see 
how we may servo our generation. 
What short sighted mortals wo would 
be if we were anxious to clothe and 
feed only the most insignificant part 
of a man, namely, his body, while we 
put forth no effort to clothe and. feed 
and save his soul. Time is a little 
piece broken off a great eternity. 
What are we doing for the souls of 
this present generation? let me say 
it is age aeration worth saving. Most 
magnificent men and women are in it. 
Wfe make a great ado about the im­
provements in navigation, and in loco­
motion, and in art and machinery. 
Wè rémark what wonders of tele­
graph,and telephone, and stethoscope. 
What improvement is electric light' 
over a 'tallow candle I But all these 
improvements are insignificant com­
pared with the improvement in the 
human race. In olden times, once in 
a while, ; a great and good men or 
woman would come up and the world 
has’made a great fuss about it ever 
since, but now they are so numerous 
we ççarcely speak about them. We 
put a halo about the people of the 
past, brit I think if the times demanded 
them it would be found wo have now 
living in this year 1889 fifty Martin 
Luthers, fifty George Washingtons, 
fifty Lady Huntingtons, fifty Eliza­
beth Frys. During our civil war 
more splendid warriors in north and 
south were developed in four years 
than the whole world developed m the
Srevious twenty years. I challenge 

ie four thousand years before the 
flood and the eighteen centuries after 
the flood, to show me the equal of 
charity on a large-scale- of George Pea­
body. This generation of men and 
women is more Worth saving (ban any 
of the onehundiÿd and eighty gener­
ations that have passed off.

Bdt where shall we begin? With 
ourselves. That,is the pillar from 
which we must start. Prescott, the 
blirid historian, tells us hoW Pizarro 
saved his army for the right when 
they were about deserting him. With 
bis sword he made a long marie on the 
the ground. He said: “My men, on 
the north side are desertion and death, 
on the south side is victory ; on the 
north side Panama and poverty, on 
the south side Peru with all ,its riches.

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A SUGGESTION TO OUR BUSINESS 
MEN.

One of the principal needs in the buri­
ne»» and enterprise of Fredericton is one 
or two establishments, with ample 
capital, and with eneigiea confined to 
purchasing and transhipping country pro­
duce. - If we are to enlarge our business 
we must find for it additional support— 
further purchasing power. If we are to 
retain the greater share of the profitable 
business we now enjoy we must see to it 
that those who contribute to our profits 
find it to their advantage to do so. The 
principal trade which we can expect to 
enlarge is that with our country friends; 
and it is a like trade which we must 
strive to retain. What better agency 
can we find for the promotion of so rea­
sonable an object than establishments in 
our town for the purchase at respectable
figures of the produce of our friends; or, 
in other words, in what better way can 
we hope to enlarge or retain our business 
than by making Fredericton a reliable 
and profitable market for the diapoaal of 
country produce.

For a few years past there has been a 
gradual decline in our up river trade, 
Any of our business men who have 
familiarised themselves with the extent 
and character of their sectional trade 
will have long ago observed that much 
of the Queens bury, Southampton and 
Dumfries business, which in former 
year» they enjoyed, has drifted to 
another quarter ; and that with some 
other sections their business is on the 
decline. The reason of this is that the 
Woodstock market is considered more 
reliable than ours ; that is, people who 
take their produce to that town are al­
ways rare of disporing of it at a rate they 
consider at least reasonable ; and without 
huckstering it. He only complaint from 
up river of the Frederick» market is that 
it is not a sure market; people cannot re­
ly upon disposing of what they bring in, 
A Southampton mail a few weeks ago, 
in discussing the matter said, “ I have 
frequently told one or two of your mer­
chants that unless some arrangements 
were made by which our people could 
be led to depend upon your market that 
cur trade would leave yon altogether.
It is a fact, that unless our people have 
municipal or governmental business to 
transact they now choose the upper 
route far their market Their sympa­
thies are with you, but their business 
interests lie in the other quarter.”

Now is the time to protect ourselves, 
and to proride for an enlargement of 
our business. With the Prince William 
railway completed, if that is ever to be 
dime, and the central extended to town, 
our chances either of gaining or losing a 
large trade are pretty apparent. If we 
can offer sufficient market inducements 
to the people along the line of the Cen­
tral end to those along the Prince Wil­
liam, they will come to us, and trade 
with ns. If not, their facilities will be 
such that they can just as well aa not 
slip up or down to a more profitable 
market.

EXAMINE THE FIGURES.
I/>, i.y howlers will get very little 

comfort from the recent trade returns 
which show we arc trading more and 
more largely with the United States thsn 
with Britain. They will readily see that 
the explanation of this is to be found in 
the United States being our natural 
market and that our abominable pro­
tective policy virtually discriminates 
against Great Britain. We give below 
the figures as contained in the trade and 
navigation returns for 1883 :
.Imports from the United States...$48,481,848
Customs doty paid thereon.......... 7,131,006
Imports from Great Britain......... 39,293,721
Customs doty paid thereon......... 8,912,739
Average rate of doty on British

goods.......................................... 22-8
Average rate on United States

goods..................-..................... 14 7
We export also more largely to the 

United States than to Britain. We sent 
thirty-seven and a half millions of dollars 
worth of produce to the United States 
as against thirty-three and a halt 
•million dollars worth to Britain. 
A glance at the details of the report 
shows one how largely we depend upon 
the United States markets. We send
$478,260 worth of minerals to Great 
Britain and $3,341,308 worth to the 
United States. Offiah and iieh oil m Bent
11,544,701 worth to Groat Britain; but 
«2,123,583 worth to the United States. 
Of the products of the forest $8,932,177 
worth went to Great Britain and $10,622,- 
388 worth to the United States. Of mis­
cellaneous articles we sent $66,340 worth 
to Great Britain and $701,616 worth to 
the United States. Of agricultural pro­
ducts we sent $4,292,640 worth to Great 
Britain and $10,386,278 worth to the 
United States. It is only in animals 
and their products and in {manufactures 
that the British market draws more 
largely than the American market from 
ns. England took $7,595,000 worth of 
animals, whereas the United States took 
$688,392 worth; and $1,762.894 worth of 
manufactured articles, while the United
States took $1,623,025 worth.

Let thoieof our lory friends who keep 
oonatantiy shouting “British connection" 
and “ nothing but British ” reflect 
upon these figures and ask themselves 
wherefore do they shout.

TOSCARE UP TRADE.
In his report to the dominion govern­

ment on his trip to South America for 
the purpose of extending our trade with 
that country, Mr. Simeon Jones recom­
mends that a resident Canadian agent 
be appointed, and that a line of four 
thousand ton steamers be subsidised to 
run between the St. Lawrence and La 
Plata. Here then is the government 
sending a commissioner to South Ame­
rica to soare up trade there when we 
can have reciprocity in trade at our very 
doors with a people whose manufactures 
and products we stand so much in need 
ofi After shutting out our neighbors by 
barriers which tory manufacturers are 
constantly crying out to be strengthen­
ed, the government sends a commission­
er to hunt ont something that we may 
want, and to tell ns how to get it here. 
Mr. Jones and his tory friends claim that 
by carrying on trade with South America 
we would be working up an export trade 
with that country, but does the commis­
sioner not see that unless we purchased 
from them they would take but few of 
our products, and that unless the trade 
were a reciprocal one the steamers 
would constantly be sinking money from 
carrying little or nothing on their return 
voyages? Let the people of South Ame­
rica for the present took after them­
selves, and let the government direct its 
efforts towards removing those aboard 
barriers to bade with oar natural 
market, the United States, and 
with Britain, which, notwithstanding the 
cry of British connection in reality is 
forced to be a hostile foreign country.

BISMARCK'S FEARS.
Bismarck's advice to England, as it ap­

pears in another column, is prompted 
more from his anxiety in regard to Ger­
many’s interests alone, than from any 
good will toward England. Neither 
Russia nor Fiance can become recon­
ciled to the part Germany is playing, 
and it is'not improbable that the former 
power may precipitate a conflict. Should 
she choose to do this, she can count 
upon France as a powerful ally, ready to 
assist her in an attack from the west 
Bismarck recognises in the two an array 
of forces he can cannot well handle just 
as he would wish. Could he embroil 
England with France, or form an alliance 
with England, his ends would be served 
in lessening bis responsibilities and 
dangers. But England is not likely to 
be led into any such alliance, unless her 
interests in India may be jeopardised by 
a war between the other three powers. 
Bismarck’s fears of a French attack upon 
England are, no doubt, btaed upon a 
suspicion which Englishmen will not 
cats to entertain.

THE COAL ROW IN NOVA SCOTIA.
The rumpus in Nova Scotia among 

the friends of the dominion government 
over the increase in the I. C. B. freight 
rates on eoal from $2.49 to $3.70 per too 
uf2,000 pounds will no doubt culminate 
to the disadvantage of (the government; 
but in this the government has itself to 
blame. With the inception of the N. F. 
the government was very deeply im­
bued with the idea that'it could suc­
cessfully take the coal industry of Nova 
Beotia under its fostering care. It im­
posed an almost prohibitory tax on coal, 
and gave to the dealers a rate on the I. 
C. R. three-tenths of a cent a ton per 
mile leas thsn the actual cost of hauling. 
But this duty and the freight advantage 
has ooly had the effect of cutting off the 
supply of the English article, the Ameri­
can coal dealers having increased their 
shipments to Canada. Now the gov­
ernment see the absurdity of its policy, 
in regard to coal at least, and 
say, the L C. R. cannot continue 
longer to haul your coal at a rate below 
cost. Although we once protected you, 
we must now ran the machine on busi­
ness principals ; at least so taras you are 
concerned. The hardship, however, to 
the coal industry oomes in in the govern­
ment taking advantage of the winter 
months, when navigation is closed, to 
enforce their new rates, and of not giv­
ing the parties interested ample notice 
of its intention to increase rates.

At present the Spring Hill mines are 
about closed down, in consequence of 
the advanced rate, and about eleven 
hundred men and boys are idle the 
greater part of the time ; and likely to 
be thrown out of work for the winter.

WHO IS ALARMED ?
The following from the Ottawa corres­

pondence of the Boston Herald will ierve 
nicely as an answer to the Son’s screed 
on “the fear of the Liberals” that a gen­
eral dominion election will take place 
next year :—“It is learned to-nighton ini 
disputable authority that the govern­
ment has decided to postpone the gener­
al elections until another year. Active 
preparations have been going on in govf 
eminent circles in that direction for com4 
time, but alarmed at the strong feeling 
which bee sprang up all over th4 
country in favor of closer relations 
with the United States, in one form of 
another, the government most make 
some retraction of the strenuous opposi­
tion they have all along shown to any 
movement having that object in view be­
fore they dare appeal to the country tor 
re-election. This gives [color to the 
statement that the government will be 
more moderate this session in attacking 
the liberal policy of unrestricted reci­
procity. It ii also learned that the gov­
ernment have stated to their supporters 
that a general reconstruction of the elec­
toral districts of Quebec will take place 
before the general election, which simply 
means that the constituencies of that 
province tie to be gerrymandered to 
suit the political exigencies of the gov­
ernment end its followers.”

Flushing having been hauled up at SL 
John the early part of January for re­
paire, the only conveyance for mails 
and travellers to and from the island Car 
the remainder of the winter are two sail­
ing vessels, one of which runs once a 
week (when the weather permits) to and 
from SL John, and the other (when the 
wind is favorable) makes two trips a 
week between the island and Eastport.

Fortunately for us the weather daring 
the last month was remarkably fine. 
Consequently we got oar mails quite re­
gularly. The Flushing is to have a new 
boiler placed on board and an improved 
engine. As such extensive repairs will 
take considerable time, our hearts will 
not be gladdened by its return to the 
island before the Mayflowers make their
appearance.

Line fishing has been very good here 
this winter. Some days two men (the 
number in each boat) took over twenty 
dollars worth of fish. Some large sired 
codfish have been taken this reason here. 
Mr Henry Lambert caught one which 
weighed fifty-five pounds. A large quan­
tity of herring has been oanght here this 
winter too, but the very pleasant wea­
ther we were favored with last month 
was very unfavorable for the frosen her­
ring business. Hence oar fishermen 
have not done so well in that line as 
they generally do. On the whole, how­
ever, I think times are mnoh better on 
the island this winter than they hare 
been for several winters. News to this 
effect most be extant in SL John, as 
there is a man from there on the island 
soliciting alms from our benevolent and 
hospitable people. According to his own 
report he is doing very well here.

The Rev Mr Hartt from Carleton Co. 
has done a good business here in the 
farm produce line thiawinter. He brought 
eight hundred bushels of oats here one 
day last weak, and is finding a ready sale 
for them at forty-seven cents per bushel™

Last Thursday night the store of Mrs 
Mark Small of Woodward's Core, was 
broken into and a quantity of sugar, tea,
tobacco and cigars taken. A search 
warrant was issued by Justice Daggart of 
North Heed, and placed in the hands of
constable Samuel Lakeman, who found 
on the premises of William Davidson of 
Woodward's cove, a quantity of the 
stolen tobacco. Davidson and a young 
man named Moon, who works with hint, 
were at once arrested and planed in the 
lock-up at North Head. On Saturday 
afternoon they were examined before 
Justices K. Daggers and Wm Fraser. At 
the close of the examination the two 
men were sent bank to the look-up, from 
which they were to be taken to the 
county jail in SL Andrew's the next 
Thursday, if they oould not get bail in 
the meantime. On Monday, a friend of 
Moon’s went his security and thus se­
cured his release. On Tuesday night 
some unknown parties came to the relief 
of Davidson and set him free, and also 
famished him with a conveyance to carry 
him to Eastport, where it is said he is 
at present residing. Davidson has a 
wife and several children here.

Dr Noyes and his son have gone to 
spend the winter in Florida. The Dr. 
thinks of moving hie family from here to 
that place next summer, if he can dis­
pose of bis place here. A good doctor 
would do well to inresL There is a good 
opening here for a good young doctor.

There is considerable sickness here at 
present. Several of oar aged citisena are 
nearing the river of death.

Mias Rena Small, of Woodward’s Cove, 
is quite ill at present

The Rev Mr Dennis, (Methodist), was 
taken ill last Saturday night, and has not 
been able to leave his boarding house 
since. We hope his illness is only tem­
porary.

Mrs Dr Cameron is still quite poorly.
The Methodist Sabbath School concert 

that I reported in my last notes to Thb 
Gleaner, and which gave such good satis­
faction here, was repeated since at 
Forth Head where it was greeted by a 
full house. The sum of twenty-five 
dollars and eighty-five cents was taken 
at the door, It is said to be'one of the 
best S 8 concerts ever held on the island.

January passed out without giving us 
enough snow to make sleighing. Some­
thing unusual tor January to do. It is to 
be hoped February will not do the same.

THE PROSECUTION COES ON.
The Case Against Jas. Crangle 

Before the Court.

Wesley Nlchol Testifies to 
Having Purchased Liquor

From theDefendant Personally— 
A Long Time on the Stand.

ABOUT A BLACKSMITH SHOP.
The city CmmU Refuses U Revoke the

lleeue Created Peter Farrell te Erect a
Rtaekaaütfc Sfcep •* Klug Street.
A special meeting of the City Council, 

called At the request of four of the aldermen, 
in the interests ot the representatives ot the 
Torrent estate, was held in the council 
chamber last evening for the purpose of re­
considering the resolution passed at last 
Tuesday night's meeting granting Mr. Peter 
Farrell permission to erect a blacksmith shop 
on the lot on King street just below the Tor­
rens brick residence. The full board was 
present.

Mr. Wesley VanWart was present as solici­
tor for the Torrens estate, and upon motion 
was heard before the board. As reasons 
why the Council should revoke the license 
granted Mr. Farrel to erect the blacksmith 
shop he put forward two claims in the in­
terests of the estate for consideration. First, 
the depreciation in the value of the property 
that would result from the annoyance and 
inconvenience to which the people residing 
in the house would be subjected ; and second­
ly, the increase in insurance which would 
result from the running of a blacksmith’s 
shop in each close proximity. He 
held that the value of the property 
would be depreciated ene third by the erec­
tion of the shop, and tftt the council should 
consider the rights of people living in the 
vicinity.

▲ petition was read from Mr. Wm. J. 
Edgecombe, setting forth that he was about 
to erect a three-storey brick house, the plane 
and specifications for which were all pre­
pared and the contract signed, on the lower 
end of the lot upon which Mr. Farrell in­
tended putting np his blacksmith shop, and 
praying that, in consideration of the dam­
ages thut would accrue to him, if such shop 
were erected, the license granted at the last 
meeting of the council, be revoked.

▲Id. Gilman moved, seconded by Aid. 
Rstey, that the resolution granting the 
license be reconsidered.

‘ Mr. Farrell was then heard before the 
board and explained that he had his men al­
ready at work and had torn down some 
buildirfgs on the ground to make ready for 
the construction of the shop, that the build­
ing he intended putting np was to be a two- 
storey one, and that the chimney would be 
sufficiently high to carry away the smoke 
and sat from the surrounding houses.

▲14. Farrell asked the city clerk if, the 
council having granted permission and 
notified Mr. Farrell, and he having im­
mediately proceeded with the work of erect­
ing the shop upon such notification, if he 
would not have a claim upon the city for 
damages, provided he were now ordered to 
stop.

The city clerk was of the opinion that Mr. 
Farrell would have a claim for damages 
against the city for all expense incurred be­
fore being notified to step.

The motion for a reconsideration was sup­
ported in brief speeches by Aids. Gilman, 
McOready, Ester and McPherson, Aid. Par­
ker at considerable length putting forth Mr. 
Farrell’s claim and answering some of the 
objections raised by Mr. VanWart to the 
granting of the license.

Upon the vote being taken the motion for 
a reconiidaaaMon was lost by 6 to 4 and the 
council adjourned.

The C, P. R. Telegraph Agency Open.
The O. P. R. Telegraph agency in the city 

was opened for business yesterday morning, 
the wires having been connected with the 
instruments in the office aboutelevenjo’clock. 
The first message however, over the 0. P. R. 
Une was sent on Sunday afternoon from 
Scully’s field, by means of a pocket instru­
ment attached to the wires there, Mr. Small 
manipulating the key. Mr. Murray, of the 
Merchants Bank, enjoys the distinction of 
having signed the first message sent over 
the new line. It was addressed to a busi­
ness in Montreal. The first message 
from the office was sent yesterday morning, 
and was signed by Mr. Knudeon superin­
tendent of the Hew Brunswick Telephone 
Company. It was despatched to Montreal, 
and in exactly six minutes from the time of 
sending, the operator here was notified that 
the message had been delivered. Mr. Knud­
eon received an answer soon afterwards, the 
first received in Fredericton over the O. P. 
R. wires. The agency gives night and Sun­
day service. Fredericton has now direct 
telegraphic communication with Montreal, 
Winnipeg and all points on the O. P.B. 
as far west as the Pacfic Ocean-

The usual crowd filled the police court 
yesterday morning when the

Case Against James Crangle
for violation of the Canada Temperance Act 
was called for trial, Mr. Geo. F. Gregory 
appeared as counsel, with Mr. McOready for 
the prosecution, Mr. Jas. A. VanWart for 
the defence. At the request of Mr. Gregory 
the proclamation published in the Canada 
Gasette, declaring the Canada Temperance 
Act in force in Fredericton, was pat in evi­
dence. Mr. VanWart for the defendant, 
pleaded not guilty.

R. M. Campbell was the first witness call­
ed. He testified under Mr. McOready1 s ex­
amination, that he knew defendant, James 
Crangle. Defendant had a place of business 
in this city on the corner of Oarleton and 
Queen streets. Witness had been in hie 
place of business between the llth day of 
December last and the 26th day of January 
last, the dates named in the information. 
He thought he saw defendant there. Got 
something from him between those dates, 
some of Reddy’s beer and a cigar. That 
was all. That covered all he got from d^ 
fondant between those dates. He saw other 
persons there bnt did not remember who they 
were. Did not remember what they were 
doing.

Wesley Nichel, under Mr. Gregory’s ex­
amination, testified that he was a carpenter, 
resided part of the time in Fredericton and 
part at his home in Prinee William. Wit­
ness had been working the greater part of 
last five years at J. 0. RiSteen’s factory. 
Was not now in his employment. Had not 
been for the last two months. Two months 
of the past three he had been working with 
Mr. Lemont in hie repair shop. Was not 
now in hie employ, had not been since the 
first week in January last. Had not been 
working since. Was not married. Knew 
James Crangle, the defendant Had known 
him to be James Crangle for about a month- 
Purchased liquor from him recently. Went 
into his hall on the corner of Oarleton and 
Queen streets in this city, between nine and 
ten o’clock on either the 23rd or 24th ot 
January last. He entered by the Queen 
street door. The place he entered first was 
fitted np as a billiard hall. Was fitted up 
with balls, wires and tables. Was the place 
fitted up as billiard halls are usually fitted 
np-? (obj. to and disallowed.) The tables 
he referred to were billiard tables. There 
was no playing going on. There was one 
man, whom he did not know, in the first 
room he entered. From this room he passed 
through a door inte a small room in the rear. 
It opened off the large room he spoke of. 
Saw Mr. Crangle there. Defendant was in 
this small room when he first saw 
There was a counter in this room. There 
were shelves behind the counter, did not 
notice what was on the shelves. There 
were no seats in the room that he no­
ticed. Defendant was coming towards 
the door from the counter when wit­
ness first saw him. There was no one else 
in the room besides defendant. Witness 
could not describe .the man he saw in the 
first room as he had not noticed him particu­
larly. The man was sitting is the room. 
The door by which be entered the rear 
roop. remained open all the time he was in 
there. . The man he first spoke of was sitting 
does by the rear zoom door. He was sitting 
so that he oouH see what was going on in 
the inner room. Witness did not know 
whether he had seen that man before. Did 
not observe him any more after he passed by 
him into the rear eooea. There wee < 
way or small room between the billiard 
room and the room in which witness saw 
Mr. Crangle. Did not notice what was in 
this intervening room as he passed in. Was 
not fitted np in any particular way he re­
membered of. There were two doors be­
tween the billiard room and the room with 
the counter. He thought the doors were 
opposite each other.

Question—When yon say you think the 
doors are opposite as distinguished from 
they arc, do you mean to say that you have 
any doubt about it? (obj. and allowed.)

Answer—No, I do not, they were opposite 
each other.

The person he first saw would be in a 
position to see where witness was. Witness 
did not remember whether or no there was 
any pump on the counter. Witness went 
np to counter and Mr. Crangle went round 
behind it. Witness called for some brandy. 
Defendant gave it to him, and witness paid 
him for it. Defendant gave it to him in a 
task, which he (the witness) produced in 
court. Crangle got it from under the 
counter. Witness paid him 2S cents for the 
liquor and flask just as it was. Witness 
tasted the liquor in court and said it was 
brandy. Had tasted brandy before. The 
liquid was spirituous, intoxicating liquor. 
On looking at memo. on flask 
witness swore that it was January 23rd 
when he bought it. Made the memorandum 
at the time. When defendant gave 
the liquor he poured it out of 
another bottle through a funnel into 
the flask. When witness first went into the 
rear room and before he spoke to defendant, 
thq latter went out of that room and into 
the small room or hall-way, and returned 
to the inner room. Could not say for what 
purpose or whether he brought anything 
with him. The liquor had been in the pos­
session ot the witness ever since. Witness 
asked him for half a pint, and defendant 
gave it to him as such, but not measured. 
Did not notice whether defendant left any 
in the bottle he took it from.

Cross-examined by Mr. VanWart—Witness 
said he formerly resided in Prince William, 
in Pokiok Settlement. Had two brothers. 
His father’s name was William and brothers’ 
Edmund and DeVernot. One was 21 years 
ot age and the other 26. Mothers name 
was Jane. Her maiden name Was Marsh. 
She resided in Fredericton préviens to her 
marriage to hie father. Mr. George Marsh, 
who died a few years ago, was his uncle. 
Witness could not remember the names of 
his other nneles or of his aunts. Mr. Geo. 
Marsh’s family were living in Boston. Wit­
ness saw them in September. George Marsh, 
a son, was the young man who worked in 
Lemont’s some time ago. Witness never 
knew Mr. Crangle until about January 1st. 
Did not know how many times he had seen 
him previous to the evening he bought the 
brandy. Had no idea. Coaid not say 
when or where he first saw the defendant to
know him, nor could he give any idea. 
Gould not ray from whom he learned his 
name, or how he acquired the first know­
ledge of it. Could give no idea from whom 
he learned It er how he learned It Had seen 
defondant since on the street bnt could not 
lay how he knew him. He would swear 
that he law him more than ones. Could 
not eaj if he saw him more than twice. No 
one pointed out the defendant to him since 
he bought the liquor. Witness passed re- 
marks about defendant on the street to 
some persons. Could not say to whom. 
Could not tell how or gire any idea of how he 
acquired his name. Witness knew defend­
ant’s name the same way ea he knew Mr. 
Yen Wert’s. Mr. VanWart said he would 
not take that answer, but the court ruled 
that if that was all the witness knew the 
counsel would hare to be satisfied. Witness 
had no business dealings with Mr. Crangle 
except buying the liquor from him. Witness 
would swear that the man he bought the 
liquor from was James Crangle.

Q—Did you not buy this liquor for the 
purpose of laying information against Mr. 
Crangle ? (Obj. to by Mr. Gregory and a! 
lowed.)

A—I did.
Q—Wu it not bought from him tor the 

purpose ef laying information for third of­
fense for selling liquor contrary to low t

A—Wm not nwara that it would be »
third offence.

Mr. W, T. L. Reed, the broom manufac­
turer, furnished the witness with the money 
to purchase the liquor. When Mr. Reed 
gnre him the money to bay the brandy, he 
•eld that there wee liquor being sold here 

Fredericton contrary to law, and he 
thought it wu time » stop wu put to It, 
that we ought to take eootatope to prohibit 
It, end naked him if he ooald do anything to 
bring thus offenders to jaitiee. Witness 
told him he would do what he eould. Mr. 
Reed said that wu all eight. It wu not 
said what witneu wu to do. Mr. Bud 
asked him If he eould get Into the bar rooms. 
Witneu told him he thought be eonld. Mr. 
Reed told him he would do what he eonld 
and would famish him with some money. 
He gnre the money to the witness and 
they parted. The amount wu $1 tad wit- 

spent it all tor ram. Be did not drink 
the liquor he bought He only tasted it in 
court. Witneu acquired the taste for 
brandy when suffering from diphtheria. 
This wu about a year ago. Took It erery 
boor for about two month» nearly. Wit­
ness knew tbs tastes of other kinds of liquor 
—gin and whiskey. Could distinguish 
between the different kinds of whiskey— 
Scotch, Irish and Old Bye. Ooald not 
remember the nesses of any other blade of 
whiskey he could distinguish between. He 
knew the taste ef wine. Oeuld not dis­
tinguish Old Port from any other kind of 
wine. Witness, some years ago, befordhe 
became temperate, would take » glue, but 
was not addicted to ram. Would go to 
bar rooms to get it. Did not always get his 
liquor in hu rooms.

It being one o’clock the witness ns dis­
charged end the case adjourned until this 
morning, to be proceeded with aad finished, 

possible, before the other oaeee are re­
sumed.

The Crangle cue wu returned at eleven 
o’clock this morning. Wesley Nlchol eon- 
tinned his testimony under Mr. VanWart’s 
croee-examtoatlon until one o’clock aad 
had not then finished. Hie evidence wu 
precisely the same u to the Barker House 
case, which wu published to a reseat tune, 
excepting that he added Davis, Staples * 
Co.’» drag store te the list of pieces where 
he tried to get liquor and foiled.

The police court is peeked this tats moos 
Wesley Nlchol 1» still on the stand.

DEXTEROUS DANCERS.

Ufarabnc Blâmera Girls Who pick Up 
Straws with Their Eyelids.

Poised on tiptoe, bending their arms 
and limbs back as far as they will 
reach and picking up bits of straw 
with their eyelids the dancing girls 
of Bangkok are always exercising in 
the royal gymnasium. The new vol­
ume in the Zigzag series, “Journeys 
in the Antipodes/’ rives a very 
graphic description of the wonderful 
physical training of these girls, whose 
ages vary from 5 to 20 years. The 
curious and subtle feat of picking up 
a bit of straw with the eyelids can be 
learned only by the youngest of them, 
who are made to practice it in order 
to render them flexible in every part 
of the body. 1

There are two long rows of benches, 
one a little higher than the other. On 
the lower is a row of little girls, and 
on the upper bench are laid fine, pol­
ished bits of straw. At the sound of 
the drum the little girls all together 
bend back- the head and neck until 
they touch the bits of straw, which, 
with wonderful dexterity, they secure 
between the corners of the eyelids.

The cup dance is the most graceful 
and poetic of their dances. A row of 
young women, with a tier of cups on 
their neads, take their places in the 
center of the gymnasium. A burst of 
joyous music follows. On hearing 
tins they simultaneously, with mill- 
tary precision, kneel down, fold their 
hands and bow their heads until their 
foreheads almost touch the polished 
marble floor, keeping the cups steadily 
on their heads by some marvelous 
jerk of the ueck; then, suddenly 
springing to their feet, they describe a 
succession of rapid and intricate cir­
cles, keeping time to the music with 
their arms, head and feet

Next follows a miracle of art such 
as may be found only among people 
of the highest physical training. The 
music swells into a rapturous tumult 
The dancers raise their delicate feet, 
curve their arms and fingers in seem­
ing impossible flexures, sway to and 
fro like withes of willow, agitate all 
the musles of the body like the flutter 
of leaves in a soit evening breeze, but 
still keep the tier of cups on their 
heads. At other times a cup full of 
some liquid is placed on the floor in
the center of the hall. À girl will 
spring to her feet and dance about it 
in round wild eddies, and, suddenly 
laying herself down, keeping her arms 
folded tight on her breast, mil take up 
the cup with her lips and drain the 
liquid without spilling a drop.—New 
York Star.
