The Selection and Breeding of
Meat-yielding Live Stock.

erms: to iosure, 8?0; by the season,

A correspondent of the Thorough-
bred Stock Journal, thus gives his
ideas on this subject : —

“ The most important’gonsideration
in the selection of meat~yielding live
stock, is that each of the several des.
oriptions should be strictly adapted
to the climate and to the nature and
quality of the soil and pasture on
which it is to be kept. There is no
other country in the world of similar
extent in which there is an approach
to %0 number of whst are considered
to ba distingt breeds of cattle, sheep
and swine to that to be found in the
British Islands from which to make
advantageous choice. Although there
is very great difference in th® merits
of such, yet the most of them &re not
without properties which adapt them
Lo the districts and localities in whi¢h
they prevail. Having made such
choice, the selection of the individual
anjmals from which to'breed sbould be
determined upon, and in wbich cir-
4 ances tanding to abuceeesful re-
ult should b8 carefdlly adopted, and
those that may have a reverse effect
should be scrupulously avoided in the
practice of breeding.

From whatever description of ptock
animals may besolected for breeding,
they should always be of pure race or
breed, for it is well known that when
improvement was to be sought jn any
particular race by the crossing by an-
other distinot breed possessed of supe-
rior qualities, it is frequontly the case
that after some time—perbaps after
the lapse of several generations—the
characteristics .of .the unimproved
breéd have again: madq their appear-
apce. This s ‘termed G(avism, or
“ breeding -back,’” 'and whenever it
should occur the subject should be ex-
pelled from the breed berd or flock.

Anotber cause of a want of success
and a disappointment in tho practice
of breeding is the copling of the sexes
of animals of too close affinity of
blood. This ezerts a most pérnicigus
influence in not only producing con-
stitutional debility in eitber sex of the
progeny, and-rendering live stock in
existence in
which domestioatéd dnimal. muat of
necessity be kept to secure their use-

disease, but also in producing sterllltyl
in their breeding puwers.

However necessary pedigrce may
be in the herds and flocks of professed
breeders on which to rely for purity
of breed and to obtain a permanent
type of such, yet few man bawe the
talent of Bakewell, Bates, Booth, Ell-
man, Webb and some other distin-
guished breeders who have contributed
to produce unapproached excellonce
io the live stock of Great Britain, to
engage in and manage so critical and
difficnly § matler as breeding from
animals id‘ahy proximity of relation-
ship in blood with mpch chapgo of
success. It will be better and safer,
therefore, for the ordinary farmer to
trust to individual merits of breeding
stock for any properties he may de-
sire in them, than to rely on pedigree,
except, perbaps in the selection of a
sire, and then such must be posseesed
individually in an eminent degree
of the properties which are acknow-
ledged to constitate excollence. One
of the most important matters relat-
ing to the breeding of stock is the
seleotion of 8 male as free from defect
of any kind as can bo obtained to
which to put a fomale for the first
time, as it is upon this that the quality
of her produce during the whole of
ber after existence in a great measure
depends.

However perfect may be the males
to which a female may afterwards
congeive her produce by such is cer-
tain Yo bave in some quality or pro-
perty a resemblance to the male by
which she was pregnant for the first
time.

Although all breeding stock should
be kept in a condition to impart a
high degree of vigor, yet such con-
dition should not by any means tend
to obesity or fatness than which there
is no ocause so productive of barren-
ness in any variety of animgl. The
food of animals for,breeding purposes
should be abundant in phosphatic or
nitrogenous principles, and from
which carbonie or saccharino mattor
should be absent. Ailment of the lat-
ter natare particularly when contain.
ing sugar or molasses is sure to be
the cause of weak offspring, even
should conceptien hayo taken place.
To insure good progony the males
used in any description of breeding
stock should be muscu!ar in their form
and featuros, and: their sexual organs
should be petfect and weoll doveloped,
as an effeminate male or one in any
way imperfect in organs for his re-
quired furction is not to be depended
upon for the office of production. .
Having noticed the most important
circumstances tending to the success;
ful, or reverse rosult in the breeding
of stock, it may be remarked that in
order ta effect improvement, and tp
avoid retrogration in their quality,
breeding stock should be selected from
the worse instoad of a better climate
and pastures tban such on which it i
intended to be kept; and that a new
butdistinct breed of serupulous ppritg,,
possessed of suporior properties a
merits be adopred ‘rather than im:
provement be effected by crossing af
the risk of gtavism previously referrcd
to. Sheep being a variety of meat-
yiclding live stock, that is, with but
few exceptions, kept on open ground,
whatever may be the farm above the
level of the ses, it is only on soils
natorally "dry and unrotention of
water op which this variety of stock
should be bred. Tho enclosures in
which breeding shecp are kept should
more extensive than required for cat-
tle, and the herbage of breeding pas-
tures of sheep short in its habits of
rowlh, op § soil containing a large
proportion of sand in its composition.
and the constituent sand being cal-
careous, or of limestone, is decidedly
botter than that of any other mineral
origin, as for this variely of stock,
pastyres of wet soil and rank growth
of herbago arc always unhealtby.

Toe records go far to show that the
generation of endurance is a female
prerogative. Some of the best per-
formers appear to have inherited their
stamina from thpiy mother. The dams
of a majority of the most distinguished
borses were more remarkable for en-
durence than for speed, and the con-
verse of the proposition is true that
their sires were the most remarkable
for speed. The deductions from this
theory might be praved irom the
tabulated performances of our most
celebrated horses. It is confirmed by
observation and the examination of
the pedigree of performers. Speed in
the sire and endurange in the dam are
the prerequisites to transmit those
qualities unimpaired to their colts.
Mares that are so high strung as to
prove unmanageable. have produced
directly opposite tempered colts posses-
ging indomitale energy to perform
great tasks on the road er race-course.
It is better to breed from mares with
high strung, nervous temperament
than from those with dull phlegmatic
temperament. )

Vitality of Seed.

Tho seeds of most plants are en-
dowed with a remarkable power of
proserving their vitality for an almost
unlimited time, when they aro placed
in circumstances which neither call
their properties inlo active exercise
nor occasion the decay of their strgot-
ure. “The conditions most favorable
for this preservation,” says an aathor-
ity, “are a low or moderate temper-
ature, dryness of surrounding medium
and the absence of oxygen. In the
north-western " portion of Michigan
whero the extensive forests of pine
havo been cleared, there is observed
to atart into growth from the geed,
derso groves of seryb oak which attain
the height of three to twelve feet.

During tho lifetime of the pine no oak
was Luown to grow there, but as soon

as the pine disappeared the seeds of
the oak, which must have lain dor-
mant, no one knows how long, sprang
into life in localities where no oaks
bad previcusly been found within a
radius of a bundred miles. Perhaps
the most remarkable instance on
rocord, as presenting satisfactory proof
of tho lapse of at' least 1,600 or 1,700
yoars during which the seed was
dormant, is related by Prof. Lindley :
“I bave now before me,” he said,
‘““three plants of raspberries, which
have been raised in the garden of the
Horticaltaral Society from seeds taken
from the stomach of a man whose
skeleton was found thirty feet below
the surface of the earth at the bottom
of a baprow, which was opened at
Dorchester. He had been buried with
some coins of the Roman Emperor
Hardrianue.” (who reigned A. D, 117
to A. D. 138.)

The Plough a Fruit Destroyer.

R
Un the farm the plow is oonsidered
an enemy to the orchards. It has
always been impossible to plow the
orchards without damaging the trees.
There is always more injury than can
be seen. The trces are always more
or less bruised or mapgled, resulting
in decay, or they'are started loose and
set baok in growth. These injuries
may be geen; but the breaking and
barking of roots, and the wholesale
destruction of the ruvotlets is unseen
murder. Some argae that trees will
bear better by having the roots reduc-
ed in number, bt that is, at best, only
a temoporary beuefit. It cheeks the
growth to reduce the feeding capacity
of the tree, and this tends to produce
or bring forward the fruit spurs; but
it is belter to wait a little longer and
have a healthy iree and a lopger area
for fruit development. The destrac-
tion of fruit trees, by cultivating the
land, is enormaus. Whole orchards
are swopt away in a few years, and
the best of them are made short lived,

As a result of
the success of this experiment a corpe of
“ guides,” who are to be all skillful wheel-
men, is to be added to the London volunteer
brigade.

Alas, to
think of the degradation to which mapkind
must bave sunk before it can endure such
conditions of existence. This renders the
tenement population as obdusste against all
efforts made for their elevation. The case
seems almost hopeless, and this indeed is the
saddest aspect of city life.

A Touching Service in West-
minster Abbey.

Hor Majesty Reviews thirty thou-
sand Children in Hyde Park,

And is the Recipient of their En-
thusiastic Homage.

Tuesday, the 21st inst., the first day of the
fifty-first year of the reign of Queen Victoria
over Great Britain and her extensive Em-
pire, opened with perfect summer weather
in London. The crowds scattered over the
city were unprecedented in numbers and size.
Thousands of people, who selected locations
along the route of procession, in order to re-
tain them, occupied them all the night, and
many used camp stools or improvised rests to
enable them to withstand the long and tire-
some occupation. A steady stream of carri-
ages and pedestriaus poured constantly all
night until dawn through the city from all
directions towards the west end. At 9
o'clock the line of route was on each side a
compact mass of people. Everybody, de-
spite the discomfort of the crowding, mani-
fested the utmost good humor. The scene
at Westminstér Abbey was most brilliant.
Every seat was filled and every person pres-
ent was a distinguished person. There never
probably in modern times was assembled un-
der one roof an audience so well and &0 bril-
liantly arrayed. When this audience waa all
seated, the scene® presented was incompar-
able. When the sun shone brightly through
the noble stained glass windows of the
Abbey, its rays fell upon '

snd the picture was indescribable, When
the Marquis of Salisbury, the Queen’s Prime
Minister, entered and proceeded to the place
set apart for him, he was cheered, When
Mr. Gladstone was observed quietly edging
his way to his seat, he was also cheered.
The line of the procession from Buackingham
Palace to Westminster Abbey was from the
Palace portals along Constitution hill, Pic-
cadilly, Regent street, Waterloo place, Pall
Mall East, Oockspur street, Nortbumberland
avenue, Thames embankment, Bridge street
to the Abbey. The line of route was kept
by nearly 10,000 troops, representing all
branches of the service, and in addition six
hundred boye from the naval training ships
were drawn up at the base of the Nelson
monument. In' addition to the military,
many thousands of police mounted and on
foot, were on duty. The- particular feature
at Buckingham Palace, was that the two ser-
vicen were equally honored, the Guards
lining one side of the roadway of Bucking-
ham Palace gates, and on the other side the
blue jackets were posted. The same services
were also represented in a like manner at the
entrance to Westminster Abbey. The first
of the royal procession was composed of the
Iodisn princes, and a few minor German
princes. Punctuslly at 11.16 A. ., the
Queen, in an open carriage, emerged from
the Palace gates. At the sight of her,
thousands of voices were

the applause being accompanied by the music
of the many military bands stationed in front
of the palace. The Queen did not wear her
state robes, but was dressed in black. Her
carriage was drawn by eight ponies. The
Prince of Wales, the Duke of Edinburgh,
the Duke of Connaught, her sons, the Crown
Prince Imperial of Germany, the Marquis of
Lorne, Prince Ohristian of Schleswig-Hol-
etein, and Prince Henry of Battenberg, her
sons-in-law, and Princes Albert Victor and
George of Wales, Prince Albert of Edinburgh
and Prince William of Prussia, her grandsons
all rode in full uoiform beside the Queen’s
coach as a body guard. When the people at
the palace gates bad shouted themselves
hoarse, cheering for the Queen, they con-
tinued to cry out * Long life to the Prince
and Princess of Wales.” The Queen as she
left the palace, seemed to be in excellent
spirits,;and she smiled and bowed graciously
to the people on every side. The Queen’s
carriage was a large one of chocelate color,
wheels of red, and the IO{II arms in gold
embluzoned upor the panels, Red morocco
harnees was used for the horses, which were
otherwise decorated with royal blue ribbons.
All the servants wore state liveries of acarlet
and gold. The other carriages containing
members of the Royal Family

borsed with four bays each and all open. The
procession proceeded at a smart walking pace
into Constitution Hill, and then slowly made
its way until the Wellington arch was reach-
ed, where the first introduction to the Lon-
don streets ensued. Emergiog from the
Wellington sreh the firet to greet the Queen
were the convaleecent patients and others at
the hospital, which was packed from base-
ment to roof, seats having been erected for
many tbousands over the rooms of the hos-
pital. On reaching Piccadilly the Queen
was seen to look up at Apsley IHouse, and as
she passed the mansions of her intimate
friends, she glanced somewhat hastily at their
abodes, more especially when passing the
Duke of Cambridge’s, Baron Rothechild’s,
Besroness Burdett-Coutts and Jobn Bright's
old ngﬂmepu, It was not until Devon-
shire House was reached that the Queen be-
gan to realize the grand preparations that
bad been made to greet her. Here the Mar-
quis of Hartington had a spacious gallery
erected, from which many hundreds of gaily
dreased lgdies waved their bandkerchiefs and
cheered the Queen. Facing Devonshire
house, at the Bath hotel, anothey giganv.ic
booth had been erected, and from this point
to Westminster Abbey every point of van-
tage had been seized by contragtors for seats.

The Orinoco River, which runs through
the centre of Venezuels, is one of the
great rivers of the world. I1ts length is
estimated at 1,600 miles, the area of its
basin at 252,000 square miles, and at a
distance of 200 leagues from its mouth it
is three miles wide. Hitherto, owing to
the hostility of the Guaharibos Indians,
who live some distance west of its head
waters, its sources have been unknown.
A French explorer, however, has suc
ceeded this year in reaching and tracing
all the head streams of the river, and in
fixing their positions and the course of
the upper river by one hundred astro-
nomical observations. In 1885 he made
an unsuccessful eftort, but returned to his
difficult task last year.
