SAMORY IS WITH THEM.
Accra, Gold Coast, Africa, Dec. 20.—

ellies, the tribe of Adamnsis. The latter
were defeated with great slaughter.
It is also stated here that the Gold
Coast comnstabulary have also had an
encounter with Samory. If this be
true, it is grave news for the British,
as Samory has a powerful army of
horsemen and footmen, and would
seriously hamper them.
It has been previcusly thought that
Samory was friendly to the British.
THE PCRTE PENNILESS.
London, Dec. 20.—The Times prints
the following dispatch from Constanti-
nople: The Ministers were summoned
early to the palace today to devise
measures for supplying the urgent fin-
ancial needs. The treasury is empty,
and tht Ottoman Bank declines to
continue making advances on small
assignments of revenue, over which it
has no control. The provincial gover-
nors and military commanders are
pressing for money. Two menacing
documents addressed to the Sultan,
which are supposed to have been issued
by the malcontent party, have creat-
ed a great fuss at the Yildiz Palace.
HOT WORK IN FORMOSA.
London, Dec. 20.—The following tele-
gram has been received from Formosa
regarding the war there, under date
of Nov. 27. As there were signs of dis-
turbances in the neighborhood of Tail-
jin Yo on Nov. 22, a company of infan-
try was dispatched to reconnoitre.
The company was surrounded by
1,000 insurgents, but repulsed them
after some hard fighting, killing 60
of the enemy, wiile the Japanese lost
one killed. A detachment was dis-
patched for the purpcse of driving
the enemy from below Tasmui, and
on Nov. 26, made an attack wupon
the insurgents, entrenched in a forti-
fied village between the Tasmui Val-
ley and the Tongham River. During
the engagement five Japanese scldiers
were killed and 22 wounded, while the
eremy lost between 200 and 300 kill-
ed. On the lower bank of the river
800 insurgents made an attack on a
gcouting panty, but were repulsed,
having fifty killed, while the Japanese
had only three killed.
FIRMLY ON THE ROCKS.

{ship_ Spree, which ran ashore yester-

day morning on the Warden Ledge,
Near Totland Bay, Isle of Wight, the
steamer remains hard and fast. The at-
tempt to pull her off was made an hour
before high water, midnight, and was
not given up until an hour after mid-
night. The ’longshoremen say that the
Spree was traveling at the rate of
about 12 knots when she ran on the
ledge, and that in consequence she was
driven firmly on the rocks.

iigerod, from New York on Deec.
10 for this port and Dremen, stranded
on the Warden ledge, near Totland
Bay, Isle of Wight, at 5:10 a.m. yes-
terday. The efforts made to float her
proved fruitless and it is belleved that
much of the cargo of the stranded
steamship will have to be landed be-
fore she is floated. It is feared that
she will remain fixed where she is un-
til the high tides, a fortnight hence,
unless the removal of her cargo as-
sists in the efforts to fioat her.

Plﬂﬁiﬂﬂ for Peace,

Touching Appeal by the Blind Chap-
lain of the U. S. Senate.

Prays God That the Two Great Nations
‘Will Not Shed Each Other’s Blood.

‘Washington, Dec. 20.—One of the
most eloquent and significant prayers
in the history of Congressional pro-
cedure was delivered by the blind
chaplain of the Senate, Rev. Dr. Mil-
burn, at the opening of ithe Senate
broceedings today. With the debate
about to be renewed on the pending
Venezuelan resolution, his earnest in-
Vocation against the shedding of blood
between the two great English-speak-
ing peoples was followed with breath-
less attention by the crowded galier-
ies, and with noticeable attention and
respect by the Senators.

At the close of the prayer, on mo-
tion of Mr. Mitchell (Republican, Ore-
gon), the Senate directed that the in-
vocation be spread at length on the
record—an unusual mark of respect.

“Forbid,” invoked the chaplain in
Impressive tones, ‘“that the two fore-
most nations of the world which bear
the name of Christians, with one lan-
guage, one faith, one baptism, one
Lord, shall be embroiled in war, with
all its horrors and barbarisms. Grant,
we baseech Thee, that we may be saved
from imbruing our hands in each
other’s blood. Let the spirit of justice
and magnanimity prevail among the
rulers of both nations, and among the
people, the kindred people «of the two
lands, so ithat all differerme and diffl-
culties may be amicably and satisfac-
torily -settled, and the Lord’s name
may be glorified by the establishment
of concord, amity and brotherly kind-
ness. Let health, p.osperity, brotherly
kindness and charity pervade all our
land and our motherland.”

FEach successive cable indi-
cated still lower prices, and it was
finally reported that many ‘jobbers”
on the London Stock Exchange had
refused to accept orders. The unfor-
tunate news was coincided with pre-
parations by the gold shipping houses
for Saturday’s exports to Europe. In
the initial trading declines were made
all along the line extending to 4 1-2
per cent. Like the Liondon selling the
bulk of the sales represented liquida-
tion. Three failures were reported on
the Now York Stock Exchange and
one on the consolidated exchange.

City Hall

Showing the Piand Tduch on Paper.

Evenness of touch is the exclusive
quality that a piano gtudent thinks him-
self fortunate if he can attain in a dozen
years of laborious practice. One of the
reasons for the tediousness of progress in
touch study is the difficulty of telling
by the mere sound whether the notes
are pressed with absolute equality of
force. A devioe that can be relied upon
to give a graphic representation of the
tension and pressure of the fingers, in
such a form that a student can actually
gee what he is doing, and correct his
own errors, may be the means of saving
years of hard work te piano players.
Such an apparatus has been constructed
in France. It is quite simple in con-
struction, and consists chiefly ef a rub-
ber tube placed under the kevboard,
united at its extromities by a registering
drum, also of ribber. When the notes
of the piano are played, the pressure of
the tube causes a wave of air to be sent
through it into vhe drum, to which is
attached & pen that records 1its meove-
ment on a moving roil of paper. The
wave makes the drum vibrate, and the
motion is communicated to the pen,
which leaves irregular marks on the
paper. The Doard on which the tube
rests is regulated by means of wedges
adjusted by a screw. When raised, it
almost reaches the notes of the piamno,
and the appliance is then ready for the
work of registration. When no music is
being played the recording tape shows
simnply a straight line The instrument
is extremely sensitive, and the peaks
geen on the recording tape vary in height
according to the degree of force with
which a note is struck. In the case of
an even shake, the peaks show like a
long-drawn-out Tange of miniature
mountains, of uniform height and shape;
a characterless, lop-sided shake, on the
contrary, is shown on the paper as a
geries of weak, irregnlar and jumbled
markings. This instrumeng is liksly to
be of great servio2 asamn educational
agent. Kven artists of high attainments
can derive much benefit from i§, since
the performance of a piancforte classic by
a great artist can be graphically im-
pressed on the recording roll, and can be
afterward followed and studled from be-
ginning to end. This may prove to be
almost as valuable asa method of musie-
al tuition as the phonograph is found to
be in the teaching of language, accent
and enunciation. —Albany;Argus.

Sudden Demise of a Forest Minister—A
Brantford Clergyman Passes
Away.

THE BUSINESS OUTLOOK.

AS Shown by Dun & Co.’s Weekly State-
ment.

Toronto, Ont., Dec. 20.—R. G.YDun &
Co-’s weekly statement of trade in Canada
says: In Montreal wholesate circles the
week has been a quiet one. In groceries a
moderate sorting movement prevails. Dry
goods are quiet. Metals, oils, paints and
glass very quiet, Hides a shade stronger,
but leather does not show any signs of
activity.f Woolen manufacturers are re-
ported to be busy clearing up orders for
spring goods, but are light buyers of raw
material. Genera! collections do not show
material improvement.

There has been a fairly good trade in
wholesale circles at Toronto during the
week. Notion and fancy good dealers have
been very busy with holiday goods, and
jewelery houses report some activity.
Staple drygoods are quiet, but seasonable
goods in hardware and groceries are going
out pretty freely. Collections are a little
slow, while there are no material changes in
quotations. The retail trade of the city is
fairly active, there being an increase in the
volume of business as compared with the
past two seasons. The grain markets are
very quiet, with a further decline in wheat,
oats and peas. On the Northern white
wheat is selling at 65c, while red winter
sells at 63¢c, G. T. R. west. Oats are down
to 22¢, and peas to 49¢c west. The offerings
as a rule are large, and prospects for the
immediate future are not very bright. The
money markets are steady at unchanging
rates. The net circulation of Canadian
banks shows an increase for November, the
total reaching $36,197,000. The failures for
the week are 82; for same week last
year, 37.

MINE EXPLOSION.

Thirty-Eight Mecn Reported Killed at
Egypt, N. C.

Siller City, N. C. Dec. 20.—By a coal
mine explosion at Egypt, N. C., yesterdav,
43 men were either killed or imprisoned in
a shaft,

Advices at 6 o’clock state that 43 persons
were caught by the explosion, and that all
hope of rescue was abandoned owing to fire
damp, which several times overcame those
who attempted to rescue the imprisoned
men. Once two of the rescuers were in
sight of the victims, but had to retirein the
face of overpowering fire damp. A telegram
received here at 7 o’'clock says there are 38
dead, Telegraphic communication with the
scene of the disaster is difficult.

SAVE THE WESTERN FAIR.

Sam K. Stewart,

The Farmers’ Advocate has a
thoughtful article on the future of the |
Western Fair. It says that the Fair
has now “reached a critical stage.” It
must either go forward or backward.
“Last fall,”” says the Advocate, “wit-
nessed a serious defection of live stock
exhibits, and a chorus of well-ground-
ed complaints from breeders, imple-
ment men and others, presaging a still
more serious falling away in 18%6. To
further deplete the exhibits of horses,
cattle, sheep and other live stock, with
the interest maturally associated there-
with, would simply take the heart out
of the Western as an agricultural ex-
hibiton. Totally inadequate In con-
struction to begin with, all the old live
stock builaings long ago outlived their
usefulness, and in this enlightened day
are a positive disgrace. Their location
is bad, and general arrangements, if
anything, worse. (The poultry and
carriage buildings are in ashes.) With
a prize list below requirements, it is
not to be wondered at that breeders
have drifted away. Now, London
cannot afford to lose its place in the
circuit of great Canadian live stock
and agricultural fairs. To do that
would be to drop out of sight com-
pletely.

“In recent years the directors have
added some eight acres to their natu- |
rally beautiful grounds and have made
various improvements (but not in the
live stock deparsment), at &a cost
amounting in all to over $18,000; also
paying their way, and have a small
balance besides. The whole property,
however, belongs to the city of London,
which is the real beneficiary from the
Falr—not the exhibitors, as some
imagine, for few of them mach more
than pay expenses with their prize-
winnings. It is not a stock company,
nor do ithe directors receive remunera-
tion for their services.

“The directors are keenly alive to
the needs of the show, and have pre-
pared extensive plans for new stock
buildings, and a complete rearrange-
ment of the grounds in that depart-
ment, including the agricultural ma-
chinery, and which, if carried out in
a liberal spirit, would certainly go far
in keeping the Fair in the front rank.
It is estimated that the reasonable
sum of $25,000 would erect fairiy good
buildings, etc., as planned, and at the

proaching municipal elections the
citizens are to vote upon a bylaw for
{ granting that sum, as tkhe ¥air board
lv}@as neither the money nor the power
{ to do it. Since this money is all te be
sz_!rnt in the city, which also reaps the
chief advantage from the Fair itself,
| we presume the bylaw will meet with
