Powerful as Meheinet Ali is, he dares i ot 
enter into a contest with tne armies of Rus­
sia, with the combined fleets of England and 
Fiance,off Alexandria,where they will be very 
shortly, if bia demands should He unreasonable. 
He has now indepehdence and a splendid em­

pire, but he will not be allowed to overthrow 
the tLone o the Sultan.

“ The only accurate details I am able to 
furnish, and 1 venture to call them accurate- 
hot from my own knowledge, but from my 
complete confidence in the gentleman* who 
collected them, relate to the City ami Suburbs 
of Quebec. It was a woik of no small labour, 
as he had no authentic guide in his search, 
and ,vas literally obli <ed to hunt out schools 
in every street and alley within that large 
circle ; and as he Oiide the most minute en­
quiries respecting each, the following are the 
most import, it facts that they present
“There are in Quebec 22 boys’ and 23 

girls’s schools, amt j which latter are not, 
however, included V.oee of the Ursuline and 
Sœurs de la Congrégation, and other Nun.
