Sir Horace Plunkett saw that Irish
agricilture could not be éxpected to
flourish as it should until something
was done to remedy these conditions
Accordingly, he undertook to teach the
Irish farmers the advantages of co
operation; and when he had made
some progress along that line he in-
duced them to co-operate for the pur
pose of providing themselves with the
loans they needed. He has been at
work on co-operative schemes for a
quarter of a century, and he has madc
a great and honored name for him
self in so doing. But, it must be ad
mitted that the co-operative banks he
has established have not solved the
oroblem; and, as matters stand, they
ire a long way from solving it.
