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COLORED WOMAN MAKES MAR-

BLE STAYUE OF BLESSED
VIRGIN.

There is a preuvly statue of the
Blessed Virgin Mary in Carrara mar-
ble by a colored woman sculptor, Ed-
monia Lewis, in St. Francis’ Con-
vent, Chase and Forrest stre:ts, Bal-
timore.

Edmonia, who  has a studio in
Rome, is the only oolored sculptor
of note in the world, according to
the Oblate Sisters at St. Francis’

Convent. She was on a wisit 1o
Baltimore in 1868 and spent two
weeks with the Oblate Sisters at

their convent, at that time on Rich-
mond street. She was Lhe guest of

Rev. Peter Miller, chaplain of the
convent, and in recognition of his
many kindnesses to her she promis-

ed to send him a statue of the Bless

Grand Trunk at
the Franco-Bntish
Exhibition London.

It is a well known fact that at ali
the World’s Fairs and International
Exhibitions, held in the past decade,
the Grand Trunk has been most pro-
minently represented with attractive
displays, and in each case gold me-
dals and diplomas have been their
award. At the Franco-British Ex-
hibition which is to be held at Shep-
herd’s Bush, London, May to Octo-
ber, this year, the Grand Trunk are
not behind in 'their progressiveness,
and have erected a beautiful pavilion
covering about 2000 square feet of
space in a picturesque spot known as
the French Court.

This structure follows in design the
Renaissance style of architecture
with an artistic pillared entrance.
Over the entramce rises a group of
statuary representing the Grand
Trunk Railway System as ‘‘speed,”’
with an electric star surmounting
the head of the central figure em-
blematic of the “Star of BEmpire,”’
and on each sid: of this figure is re-
presented in smaller figures the At-
lantic and Pacific Oceans, the cen-
tral figure joining their hands, re-
presenting the spanning of the con-
tinent by the mnew National Trans-
continental Railway. This allegori-
cal group is a very imposing one and
the idea is appropriate.

The interior of the building is ar-
ranged in a combination of color
harmony of olive green and red. The
scenic views of ‘the Grand Trunk
Railway, as well as views of the
summer tourists districts and fishing
and hunting resorts in Canada are
beautifully portrayed by a series of

sepia tint and framed in a dull quar-
tered -0oak. The photographic work
has beenexecuted by Mr, u.
the well-known landscape photogra-
pher, who has excelled himself, if
possible, in this collection. These
pictures cover the walls to a dis-
tance of two feet from the ceiling,
and the entire interior has been set
off by a beautiful frieze made up of
grains and grasses from Ontario,
Manitoba, Alberta, Saskatchewan
and the West. In this frieze are em-
bedded specimens of Canadian = fish
and game mounted in an attractive
way, the whole forming a unique
and pleasing effect.

In the centre of the room a pyra-
mid has been erected, on which is
shown samples of the cereals of the
Province of Ontario, as well as na-
tural samples of fruit from the ‘‘Gar-
den of Canada.”

Animated moving picture machines,
projecting fishing, hunting and rail-
road scenes, are other features on
the floor space. Interesting and in-
structive literatture has been = spe-
(_;ially prepared for distribution, and
it is estimated that from fifteen
to twenty million people will wvisit
during its lifetime.

Through its aid all persons con-
wicted of certain crimes are put on
probation instead of being sentenced
to imprisonment. While on proba-
tion they are watched over by offi-
cers employed by the society. Thus
@ man gets a chance to reform with-
out the stigma of having served in
prison and at the same time he may
continue working and helping to
support his family.

Among the special work of  this

society may be named the Fresh Air’

and the Convalescent homes at
Spring Valley. Here, during the last
year, 10938 children get a two weeks
outing and 846G convalescent women
were cared for.

In the diocese there are eleven
day nurseries, which care for little
children while their parents are at
work, and they have an average at-
tendance of from 10 to 312 chil-
dren. In them each day about 1,000
children are cared for. ;

There are about twenty-two homes
for children in the diocese. They are
under the charge of 850 or 900 si
ters and care for about 10,000 chil-
dren. In the male department of the
Catholic Protegtory alone there are
under the charge of sixty-four Iro-
thers of the Christian Schools, 1,765
boys.

Six training schools are supported
where industrial classes embracing
such work as typewriting, steno-
graphy, etc., are held and religious
instruction is given.

There are 149 Catholic free ele-
mentary schools and three free high
schools, with about 100,000 pupils.

There are two boarding houses for
working boys and three for girls,
thus giving some home life to chil-
dren who would otherwise be derpiv-
ed of it. These institutions help
their charges to get work, and as-
gist them in saving their carnings.

There are five homes for immri-
grants. The Jeanne d’Arc Home
for ¥rench Lmmigrant Girls, the Leo
House for German Lnmigrants, St.
Raphael’s Home 107 Italian lmmi-
grants, St. Joseph’'s Howme for Pol-
ish and Lithuanian Immigrants, the
Mission of Our Lady of the Rosary
for the protection ol Iirish immugra~
tion girls.

To help seamen there have been
established St. Peter’s Union for Ca-
tholic Seamen and the Sailors’ Read-
ing Rooms. These are open daily.

There are also mission lodging
houses in the Bowery, where & m-ghx'vs.
lodging can be obtained for a momi-
pal sum.

Three schools for deaf mutes  are
in operation, caring for 404 chil-
dren so afflicted and therc are two
asylums for the blind.

pers amd their ever-widening circu-
lation.

In the face of such august and
high authorities, the Catholic jour-
nalist may sureiy feel encouraged to
prosecute his work with vigor for
the good of the Church, and may

safely ignore those lesser critics,
who, living altogether in the past,
do not seem to realize the potent

force for good which a strong and
sincere Catholic paper may exert as

Cardinal Logue
On Divorce.

Cardinal Logue, of Armagh, who
has seen and participated in the
grandeur' of Roman liturgy at Rome,
and elsewhere, made this statement
to a group of newspapermen on
Saturday last in New York:

“I never saw such an impressive
gathering in my life, and 1 never ex-
pect to witness such a demonstration
of loyalty to the Catholic faith.”
In an interview Cardinal Logue,
speaking of the divorce question,
said:

“I have watched and studied the
divorce problem here with a good
deal of interest, and the time has

come for all religious bodies to umite
upon this subject. It has been a
great pleasure to me to note that
the ministers of all the sects are
united in preaching against it. It
is not entirely a matter of religion.
The welfare of the State demands
that something should be done in
this country to check the evil.”

““A continuation of the divorce evil
means the degradation of the race.
The reason for this is very evident—

the welfarz of the family being the
foundation of the race.
‘‘Another evil, which one cannot

freely speak of, has been referred to
a number of times by President
Roosevelt. It appears that the fa-
milies here are not as large as they
should be. There is no excuse for
this, for this is not a poor country.
This matter of small families is di-
rectly opposed to the welfare and
glory of your country.”

Cardinal Logue declared that So-
cialism was making great advances
in England, and that he believed So-
cialism could be remedied by Chris-
tianity by relieving the poor.

The formation of the Brigade . of
St. Patrick, and the events in Italy
which led up to it—the invasion of
the Papal States and the seizure of
a part of them by the Piedmontese
troops, and the appeal of the Pope
to the Catholic world—were vividly
and rapidly described by the speaker.
In no c¢ountry in Europe was the
Papal appeal responded to with more |
affection and fervor tham in Irelamd.
The young men who went from their
homes at that time tp defend the in-
tegrity of the Holy See were con-
spicuous for their devotion and dis-
interestedness.

It was at Spoleto that Mr. Crean’s
lot was cast, when the invaders of
the States of the Church came on.
Major O'Reilly, ¢ man of admirable
tact and great capacities for making
the best of a weak situation, was
the commandant. The Irish trcops
had only one old cannon at their dis-
posal, but they were in possession
of the Rocca or Fort, high-perched
upon a hilltop overlooking the town
of Spoleto, and although the fort-
ress walls wene old they held to-
gether. All told, the men who man-
ned this fortress amounted to less
than six hundred; the Piedmont
e¢nemy, under command of Gen. Drig-
none, was composed of eight thou-
sand trained soldiers, havine {wenty-

four cannons. These scaled the wop-
posite height of Monte ILuco—ocover-
od all over with shrubbery and low
ilex trees which concealed them
from v The Papal troops made

a practice of raising their caps on a
stick aloove the walls so as to at-
tract the attention of the Piedmon-

tese, who at once opened fire on
them. They then saw where these
Piedmontese were by the smecke pro-
ceeding from, their rifles, and then

the Papal troops fired in turn, and
with effect, on them.

It was particularly interesting to
hear—from onc who knew—the ac-
count of the Irish officers in the
Austrian army who joined the Invish
battelion of St. Patrick in defence of
the 'ope; and it was a vivid picture
of  the chivalry of the past, and the
union of Irish hearts ail over the
world, to hear the incident related of
the arrival of several young men de-
sirous of defending the Pope  going
from Ireland to Vienna, in Austria.
When they arrived at the station thev
beheld there a tall, magnificent-look-
ing officer in the splendid white uni-
form of the service, and when they
dcsce'ndgd from the train they were
dumbfounded on hearing themselves
addressed in the Irish tomgue. They
could not speak; their emotions could
only find vent in a ringing cheer. It
was Col. Fitzgerald, of Waterford.

The end of this battalion of St.
Patrick, its deportation to Genoa,
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the conspicuous individuals who were
to be met with in it, and the per-
sons in it who after became famous
in other lands, such as Capt. Cop-
pinger, now a retired Major-General
of the United States Army, and John
Augustus O’Shea, were referred to
briefly by the lecturer, with touches
of color and outline in description
which hadall thevividness of pictures
drawn from life.—Irish World. &
