THE BIRTHPLACE OF JE.
SUS.

RY THEODORE L. CUYLER, D, D,

On the morning of the twenty-
eighth of last April [ mounted my |
perverse and ill-mannered steed at
the Pools of Solomon . yrawride to
Bethlehem. W

As we approached that place we
struck ioto well-cultivated fields,
and the barley was ripening.
Comely women passed us on the
bridle-path, some of them wearing
a veil like that of Rath, which is
capacious enough to hold “gix
measures of barley.” During the
hayvest season the farmers sleep
inrthe fields over night, as they
dud in the daysof Boaz. [tis said
that they still retain the salnta-
tions mentioned in the Book of
Rith : “The Lord be with thee!”
and “The Lord bless thee!” As
weé rode thro::zh several barley
fields, later in the day, I noticed s
most striking wverification of the
parable of the sower, The trav-
elled path was 80 narrow that
some fuls of grain from the
sower’s hand must have lodged on
the beaten track and been trodden
under foot of men and beasts,
There were several patches of
rank and angry thorns, which had
lch'm-ou zhly ‘l: choked” out the bar-

. n the “good und,”
:zich was fertililgd by 5:: wash
of lime from the adjacent hills,
the grain was rielding .its twenty
or thirty fold. Agriculturally,
limestone and water are the salva-
tion of the Palestinian valleys and
lower hill-sides. I can "easily
credit all that the Bible affirms
both as to the fertility and teem-
ing population of the Holy Land
in those days when reservoirs and
cisterns were on every hill-top and
terraces lined every declivity.

Bethlehem is the most beauti-
ful and thrifty town in modern
Palestine, am{ it is the one in
which the population is almost
eatirely Christian. Mussulmans

From the crypt we ascended
into the nave of the “ Church of
the Nativity,” the oldest Christian
structurc on the face of the globe.
Built by the Emperor Constan-
tine, about the year 330, theré is
strong evidence, that the nave
with its eleven columns of red-
dish limestone and- antique pave-
ment, is a part of the original edi-
fice. The six capitals of the col.

the Crusader was crowned king,
on Christmas Day, A. D. 1101,

original Christmas glory. Pro
b,l.;'g:louph and l&ro;ylodged at
the khan which stood on the
ground once owned by the family
of David. Justin Martyr, in the
second century, says t Jesus
was born in & grotto in Bethlehem,
Origen confirms it. The consci-
entious and careful Jerome sought
out the exact spot, and selectod
his caverd or cell so as to dwell
close by the birthplace of his
Lord. The tradition is unbroken,
and ns rival spot has ever been in-
dicated. Bethlehem has not been
beseiged, and torn to fragments,
and built over again and again like
poor Jerusdlem ; so that the
weight of argument is almost
overwhelming in favor of the site
now covered by the ancient
church, and I felt an assurance
that last April [ saw the spot on
which Chbristianity broke from
Heaven into this dark and sin-
cursed world,

From the roof of the convent
the outlook is glorious. To the
north is David's Well, and beyond
lies Jerusalem. Away to the east
are the verdant fields in which the
shepherds watched their flocks on
that original Christmas night.

the collections were the largest ever
taken in any church in Margaretville.
In the morning the Rev. Joseph
(aetz, of Amherst, preached with his
usual cfticiency, a sermon of beauty
and power ; and our very active and
energetic supernumerary, the Rev.
James Taylor, gave usan excellent
sermon in the afternoon. The writer
occupied the pulpit in the evening.
The new church is forty-seven feet
long and forty-four feet wide, with
cighteen feet posts, and is after the
Gothic style of architecture. It con-
tains three rows of circular pews
which will seat about three hundred
persons. The pulpit and altar are
very neat, with a small orchestra be-
hind the pulpit. The whole is tinish-
ed in the inside with white ash and
black walnut, and stained so as to pre-
sent a very pleasing and even beauti-
ful appearance.  The architect, Mr.
John Bowlby, deserves great credit.
He did his work in a most satisfactory
manner and proved himself a master
mechanic.  Too much cannot be said
in praise of our Methodist friends at
Margaretville. They are neither very
wealthy nor very numerous ; but

both numbers and wealth frequently
fail, riz. indomitable energy and per-
severance. They commericed this en-
terprise under the wise guidance of
Bro. Gaetz, amidst great discourage-
ments : and some, whose desire was
father totha prediction, prophesied
that the building ould never
be tinished.
