A MENACE FROM WASHINGTON.

President Grant, we judge by hie annual 
Message just delivered to Congress, intends 
to be a candidate for re-election. Ben But­
ler, a prospective rival candidate, has been 
bidding high for the support of the more 
reckless portion of the population, which, wc 
trust, are but a small minority. Butler has 
been advising American fishermen to resist 
the fishery Law of the Dominion by force, 
and he has been threatosing war in their 
behalf. President Grant, liaving the respon­
sibilities of office on liis shoulders, sets up a 
counter bid for popularity ; but it is evident 
that Butler will beat him in this line. He 
complains that the Dominion gave no warn­
ing of the change in our laws, by which the 
privilege of license to Americans to -fish 
within limits prohibited by the Convention 
of 1818 was withdrawn ; that vro acted in an 
unfriendly spirit, with the design of bearing 
harshly on American fishermen ; t^at if we 
attempt to enforce the law, in some particu­
lars, it will be his duty to take steps to i>ro- 
tect these fishermen ; that our Uw assumes a 
right of excluding American fishermen from 
our liÂrbors, except fur certain purposes, 
which right, he contends, is .not deducible 
from the Convention of 1818 ; and that, if it 
rests wholly on the Dominion law, it is a 
violation of the spirit of the treaty, fur 
“which the Imperial Government is alone 
responsible and ho asks Congress to arm

him with jAwcr to suspend the Bonding Act, 
and all lays under authority of which the 
vessels of (he Dominion are empowered to 
enter the ports of the United States. He 
also complains that we show an unfriendly 
disposition «towards the Republic 1 ‘ in the 
maintenance of a claim to exclude the citi­
zens of the *LTuitbfl States from .the naviga­
tion of the jtt. Lnirrence.”

In what way this disposition is manifested 
the President does not state. The fact is, wc 
aHow the Americans the right not only to 
navigate tlé’naturally navigable parts of the 
river, but dso the use of the canals we have 
mr.de to ofcreooM the obstructions to the 
navigation, as well .as of the'Welland, that 
commets la :es Eric and Ontario ; and we do 
this withou liaving obtained any correspond­
ing right tc uso the Erie Canal.

The questions raised about the Fishery 
Act, we eh; II not now discuss, further than 
to sav that yre do not regard it as obnoxious 
to ali the o ijectioos which the President has 
made. It • easy to see where he gets his 
ideas, as It the remedy which ho proposes 
to apply. Ie desires to revive the old Inter­
dict laws nl 1818 end 1820. There was some 
poor pretefcce for the enactment of those 
laws at tliàt tiine. Originally, all nations 
wlii^h had 4ilonies in America excluded them 
from all trWde but with the mother country. 
So universal was this rule, that it became 
part of thf international law of Europe, 
which the «rise courts regularly applied in 
c**oa of contraband trade with colonies 
through till intervention of neutrals. The 
Americans, < in retaliation, passed the In­
terdict laws of 1818 and 1820. But now 
the circumstance»! ore wholly different ; and 
it will lie swan go if Congress should now do, 
at the bidding ci President Grant, what it 
refused to wield l|to the eloquence of Daniel 
Webster. iiilfi^and revive those barbarous 
laws.

President? Grant docs not seem to see that 
the right <f passage, by the people of one 
country ovir another country, whether on 
land or wat^r, rests on a common ground— 
that of neccLity. “A river, as it is' a river,” 
says Grotiif», “ the property of those 
people who* the hanks are, or his. who hath 
the sovereign poW^r over them, whoso power 
it is to makg mills nr dams in it, and whatso­
ever is Lrej* in that river is his ; but tliat 
river, as it j I a flawing stream, remains com­
mon, and ci t-ry man'hath aright to drink or 
draw water nit of it, as well as he that owns

Tho cases in which there is, and those in 
whièh there is not, » right to charge a toll 
for inch passage are stated. The distinction 
is this : where a nation has been at no ex­
pense to provide the means of passage for 
■ fliers, no right of taxing the passage ex­
ist* ; bat Wither for the better securing of 
their merchandise, or if for this among other 
thiiçs, He Prince ekaJI be at any great 
thafige, than to recompense that charge, loll* 
nui’/ be impos'd upon those goods that tkaH bs 
thusseenred, so that they bo not excessive.

T-frt qs apply these principles to the case 
in hand. We do not deny the Americans a 
passage on the great river St. Lawrence ; but 
in those parts of it which run exclusively 
within Canadian territory, it is not naturally, 
a nâvigable river, for any sort of craft with 
whjch it would sow be possible to carry on com* 
mefee. This country has gone to a great ex­
pense in supplying the deficiencies of nature; 
and wo have a clear right to charge reason­
able tolls for the use of the artifiaial works 

. we have constructed. If, in express terms, 
the right of the United States to navigate 
th| St. Lawrence has not been conceded, It 
has in fact, as the constant practice of re­
cent times proves ; and if England once or 
twice obtained» treaty right to navigate the 
Mlesisrippi, without granting a eorelative 
right to Americans, in the case of the St. 
Lawrence, by the same instrumenter rnstru- 
meftts, it is an incident in the maritime 
hStory of the two countries, that has no 
pinaat significance. In point of fact, the 
United States makes the freest use of the 
St. Lawrence, while British subjects make 
nh use of the Mississippi. The facts, as they 
stand to-day, arc all on our side and against 
the Americans. The attempt of the Presi­
dent to make a grievance out of a state of 
things that has passed away must wholly 
ftil. And if he invokes the law oif nations, 
that law is just as strong in asserting our 
right of wiy over American territory to the 
iwean as that of Americana is to the use, 
With tiie limitations mentioned, of the St. 
Lawrence. Both rights rest on the common 
ground of necessity ; and to deny one is to 
invalidate the other.
i Bui, if wo reject the view of Gratine and 
adopt tha< of Zeiglcr and Puffendorf, the 
•ight of land or rirer passage still rests on a 
lommpn ground. Indeed, it ia impossible to 
uak j any distinction between canals and the 
and -but ef which they were dug, or other 

land, so far as right of passage goes. The 
latter author rests the right to levy a toll on 
.he same ground as Gratine; because the

’ ft
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sovereign of the country [passed over] is jnst 
to charge both in repairing ways, and in secur­
ing passages. This is true of our canals, 
which are built at government expense ; but 
it is not true of the railroads by which Cana­
dians reach the seaboard over American ter­
ritory, and which are the property of private 

' - companies, who charge tolls to reimburse 
their outlay.

To &peal the Bonding Act would be a 
roundabout way of denying right of way for 
Canadian merchandize over American terri­
tory ; and if accompanied by an interdict 
against the vessels of the Dominion to trade 
in American ports, it would prove little, if at 
all, less injurious to the citizens of the Re­
public than to ourselves. {

The complaint that American fishing vessels 
are notallowed to trade except in certain neces­
sary supplies, with the Dominion, (or to carry 
more supplies than they require, has nothing 
in it in the natun? of a partial interdict. It is 
obvious that a vast'number of small vessels, 
which can run into little creeks and bays, 
which vessels engaged in ordinary commerce 
cannot enter, possess most dangerous facili- 

. ties for smuggling, against which it is neces­
sary to guard. But any precaution taken 
against such an abuse, cannot afford any real 
excuse for the extreme measures of retalia- 

_ tion threatened.

SUBSIDIES TO RAILWAYS.

The friends of railway enterprise will have 
read with satisfaction that portion at least of

- the Lieut.-Governor's speech, which indi­
cates the determination of the Ontario Gov-

„ eminent to devote a portion of the surplus 
in the treasury in aid of railways to open up 
the unsettled territory of the Province. We 
think there can be but little diversity of 
opinion as to the wisdom of this policy.

- Every railway extended into the new terri­
tory to the north of us opens [up a new high­
way for the inroads of population • and im­
provements. It cannot be supposed, how.- 
ever, that direct aid in cash can be extended 
except sparingly ; but the immense public 
domain that forms a part of the patrimony 
of Ontario, ought to be made available for 
the encouragement of railways to a liberal 
extent. This is the most economical and 
effective way of filling up the country with 
po^mlalion, and of increasing its tax-paying 
power. These lands are now worthless and 
useless ; but once extend cheap colonization 
railways tlirough them and the timber, min-

. erals and other products will pour into mar­
ket, and such portions as are fit for settle­
ment will soon be peopled. By this increase 
of population the revenue from customs and 
excise will be rapidly increased ; and though 
the lands are given away, tlie country is in

every respect the gainer. Chtap raibrny$, 
is the solution to the difficult problem of how 
to turn the tide cf emigration and develop 
our unsettled territory. We hope no parsi­
monious policy will be adopted in this matter. 
The feeling of the country is in favor of an 
energetic effort to develop our resources and 
promote public improvements 4 and wo very 
much mistake 'the quality of the Ontario 
Ministry if they do not correctly interpret 
the views of the people on the railway ques­
tion, and give effect to ' them by decided, 
speedy and vigorous action.

NEW BUILDING SOCIETIES—A PRO­
FITLESS PROSPECT.

Several new societies of this class have been 
organized in Ontario within the past year, 
and three or four others are now being pro­
moted. The facility with which they may 
be formed under tho Building Society Act 
(Con. Stat. U. C., cap. LI1I.) is one of the 
assignable reasons for the increase of their 
numbers. Tbeirconvenience and advantages 
to the residents of towns, as savings banks, 
and the ready opening they afford for needy 
placemen, supply further inducements for 
tho multiplication of these so.ietios. tint we 
doubt the possibility of floating them in most 
cases, were it not for the popular notion that 
building society shares gi ve in exceedingly 
safe and profitable investment. This notion 
owes its origin to the decided, success which 
has attended a few of the oldest and best 
managed metropolitan societies, resulting in 
handsome dividends ami high quotations for 
their shares. But it is worth while to en­
quire whether this opinion resta on a sound 
basis, and to ascertain if tlielv is a reason­
able prospect that those who invest in this 
way are likely to realize their anticipations.

Building societies, iXCanad t have not been 
invariablysuccessful. Unsatisfactoryattcmpts 
have been made to establish them in Port Hope, 
Stratford, Goderich, Guelph, Sarnia, St. 
Catherines, and Hamilton—(ho most egre­
gious failure occurring in the latter city. 
The Farmers/*!! l Meeli irve >’ was probably 
the most succbssful of the terminating socie­
ties ; the shareholders were paid in full, 
which was the exception, andp »t the general 
rule. > Besides, it docs not follow, that be­
cause one, two, or three institutions of a cer­
tain class are successful, that others must 
necessarily be so, and csjioclally when the 
conditions of success are wanting. There 
are many reasons why these now societies 
cannot compete with wealthy yid established 
institutions, such as the Canada Permanent, 
tho Western Canada, and tho Freehold.

(1.) They cannot command the rates of 
interest on loans that were obtained by these 
old societies when their money was chiefly

made, although the expenses of management, 
commissions, ctei, are rather greater now 
than then. The effect of this is seen in the 
fact that the monthly payment on a loan for 
91,000 for ten years, negotiated in 1861, was 
914.70, whereas now it is only $12.60, mak­
ing a difference of $2.10 per month, or $252 for 
the whole term. This reduction is quite 
sufficient to account for tho difference be­
tween a profitable and a losing business, and 
might involve the necessity of failure.

(2.) Most of the mortgages held by the old 
societies were made at the old rates of in­
terest, which they are still yielding—an ad­
vantage which no now society «an partici­
pate in.

(3.) The established societies have large 
deposits, fthich they obtain at an average of 
say five per cent., which are loaned to yield 
about nine per cent. Every society must 
have $109,000 subscribed and ^49,000 paid 
up before it dare take deposits, and thess, 
with the other funds of a new institution 
for a considerable period in its early history, 
cannot, owing to (heir small amount, be readily 
invested.

(4.) The old societies have Urge reserve 
funds for which no interest is paid, and which 
help, with the deposits, to earn a dividend 
on the capital st-sek. Taking the Canada 
Permanent, for instance, they have about 
two dollars with which to earn a dividend 01 
every dollar of the capital.

(5) The larger societies are worked at a 
lower per centage of expense than the smaller 
ones. This appears from the following 
figures, which show the expenses and per 
centage of ^expenses to the business of 1863, 
the only return we have at hand :—

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is ono of the moat fertile sources of mischief 
to which financial institutions are exposed. 
No one would be thought competent to take 
the management of a bank without a previous 
training for his duties ; but it would seem to 
be supposed that any one whe is a tolerable 
book-keeper may undertake the conduct of a 
building society. No greater mistake could 
be made.

The case, then, plainly put is this, that 
these new societies must lend at as low rates 
as the largo societies, (if at higher rates a 
proportionate increase of risk is involved,) 
and as, at the best, they have relatively 
but about half the sources of profit enjoyed 
by the established and wealthier societies, 
they must therefore pay a proportionately 
lower dividends.

At the rates of interest now current it 
would have been impossible for the 
best of our societies to have built up their 
large reserves, even with all the other advan­
tages they possess ; and it is the existence of 
these reserves that accounts largely for the 
high rates quoted for their shares. The net 
rates received on loans are lower than the 
dividends paid by nearly all the established 
societies, so that in the absence of other im­
portant sources of profit they would be com­
pelled to reduce their dividends at once. 
One society that we know of, which has been 
in operation for a year or over, has not vet 
paid any dividend. Another, dill younger, 
has, but the amount of that dividend was 
admittedly realized from premiums received 
on sales of the company’s stuck—a ques­
tionable and very unreliable ssurcc of divi­
dend.

A result of the anxiety of these new socie­
ties to get business is the publication of 
deceptive announcements as to rates. Pro­
posals have been issued to lend money at 6, 
5} and 6 per cent. This is simply delusive. 
These s-icieties do not lend a dollar which 
realizes less than 8 percent., and seldom less 
than 9 per cent

We would much prefer seeing capital flow 
in other channels, where it would bring more 
profit to the lender, and confer a public ben­
efit ; and to this great end we are satisfied 
that the multiplication of small building 
societies does not in any way tend.

CULPABLE CARELESSNESS.

An adjourned meeting of the creditors of 
Mr. Robert Simpson, of Newmarket, was 
held in Toronto last Tuesday, at which were 
represented his local creditors, and sonic of 
the leading wholesale houses ÿi Montreal 
and Toronto. The insolvent bad been, up 
to the end of October, doing a large general 
business, was in excellent credit, and was 
believed to have been worth from $20,000

J

to $25,000 osier all liabilities. At that time 
he was bumt^out, only a few hundred dollars’ 
worth of big stock having been rescued. 
There was * insurance of only $8,000 to 
cover an estimated lues of over $48,000, and 
Mr. Simpson 4>ocaiue insolvent. The state­
ments presented at the meeting showed asaots 
valued at $2^760, to meet claims of $54,000 
or 44c. in thej dollar. After some discussion 
of the matter! developing facts to which we 
will presentle refer, Mr. Simpson, on being 
called upon jjto make some proposal for a 
composition, .finally offered to pay 37#c. on 
the dollar, wàh security, in three, six, nine, 
and twelve mouths, the $8,000 of insurance 
money and s^nie $600 in bank to be paid 
over at onc^ to the creditors. This offer 
was acceptedi by a large majority, and the 
meeting shortly after adjourned.

The examination into the books and affairs 
of the inscrivait, after his failure, nbreals a 
most culpable# carelessness in the conduct of 
his business,! which, when viewed in the 
light of its < inaeqUenoes, borders on crimi­
nality. In t le first place, the cash was im­
properly kep . Many and large sums, re­
ceived on «fcj »it and as loans, were used by 
Mr. Simpson n his business, and were never 
entered, evennn a sort of memorandum-cash­
book which lje ha4,, nor did they apjiear in 
the general Lash-hook at all. There was 
nothing to slow that a balance of cash had 
ever been struck since March, 1868. The 
other books ^ere kept in an equally careless 
way, and were utterly useless to show the 
state of his affairs. To such an extent was 
this the case Ihat, at the last stock-taking, he 
was led to believe himself worth over $20,- 
000, where** as nearly as could be dis­
covered, he was not, at the time of the fire^ 
worth, bn the most favorable calculation, 
over, $10,(XX^ and that without making al­
lowance for {bad <|ebt*. At the same time 
that tljis nefligenct as to his'books existed, 
Mr. SiUpsonfbore the very highest character, 
not only as » mart of the strictest honesty 
and integrity»—and in which respect he has 
not lost, in tie estimation of those who know 
hitn*bcst, byyvasonj of his failure—but also 
as one ol the-very best business men in the 
country ; and, moreover, it was stated at the 
meeting, by e gentleman friendly to Mr. 
Simpson, tha} his tqK.ks tcert in no wortt con­
dition tfran Ih»te any other retail trader 
throughout t4i# sectf'” °f «unfry.

If this be one, it1 indicates a most lamen­
table state ijf affairs. Here is a man who 
stood high iii publie estimation, whose credit 
was never qx^pstionld, and yet whose affairs 
were so recodSud itj his books as to utterly 
deceive him jus to;his real position. If he 
is as business-like as the best of his neigh­
bors, in wh.# a muddled condition must

carfessness is as had as fraud when 
the interests of creditors are sacrificed there­
by f not intentional fraud jierhaps, but in its 
results equally disastrous to those for whom 
thofkrader is morally a trustee.

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insure at all. If it were safe to leave four- 
fifths of his stock uninsured, it was scarcely 
worth while to insure the remaining one-fifth. 
He should, undoubtedly, have at the very 
least insured an amount sufficient to save 
hie creditors from loss in case of fire, sup­
posing he was willing to risk a cert ain pro­
portion on his own account. Uis neglect in 
this instance has cost his creditors pretty 
dearly, and has probably taught them a les­
son which they are not likely soon to forget. 
They, and all wholesale merchants should 
see tliat retailers, to whom they give credit, 
hare their stocks properly insured. The 
paltry saving obtained by insufficient insur­
ance, becomes an exceedingly unsatisfactory 
subject of Reflection, when a fire has swept 
away all that a man owns in the world, leav­
ing him, not merely penniless, but perhaps 
heavily in debt.

Although Mr. Simpsou’s creditors dealt so 
leniently with him, and while they acknow­
ledged that there was nothing to be said 
against him as a man of integrity, yet they 
were disposed to censure him, very strongly,' 
for his negligence. Some even contended 
that it was the duty of the wholesale mer­
chants of Canada, to weed out, not merely 
the dishonest, but equally the incompetent 
traders, whose invompetency was the source 
of so many and heavy losses ' to their 
creditors.

CORPORATION SEALS.

A case lately decided in Montreal has 
directed attention to the necessity of corpo­
rations using a common seal ia. all their 
important acts and transactions. In that 
case (Coates rs. Glen Brick Company and 
Welsh intervenant), the plaintiff held pro­
missory notes given on ■behalf of the Com­
pany, but signed only by the President and 
Secretary of the Company. The Company 
was incorporated under a Quebec statute, 
wl.ic^ provided that notes made by any 
agent in general accordance with hi* powers 
as such, *,* under the by-laws of the Company,’> 
should be binding on the Company. Thf 
Company’s by-laws did not specify how bills 
or note* should be given, and there was a 
general clause that only such “ contracta as 
were authorized by tlie Board of Directors,’ 
could be enforced. The plaintiff could not 
show that those were authorized by the Board 
of Directors, and his case- iras dismissed.

Corporations are of that peculiar class of 
entities that while operating in a real way, 
arc only in themselves a fiction—an abstrac­
tion. To express their acts, contracts, and 
transaction^- it was formerly thought neces­
sary that they should bo evidenced by the 
common seal of the corporation or body 
transacting the business. This doctrine has

been largely modified of late days, so much 
so that now many classes of corporations, 
especially in the Lnited States, do the prin­
cipal businees for which they are/incorporated 
without a common seal ; and some have even 
gone so far as to have their contracts litho­
graphed, signatures and all, leaving blanks 
to fill in names, amounts and other variable 
incidents. Both here and there special pro­
visions have been introduced into charters 
authorising the ratification of contracts by 
special modes, or in a particular manner 
peculiar to themselves. All these deviations 
from the common law produce confusion and 
difficulties that would be avoided by the 
continuance of a wclf^indcrstood and simple 
mode of authenticating corporation docu­
ments. Tliero is now scarcely any excuse 
for such laxity. Effective impressions are 
so easily and rapidly made on l«iper, that 
the case of accomplishing this object should 
have perpetuated it, especially when it is so 
important both for corporations and the pub­
lic. A responsible officer of the Company, 
having charge of attaching the seal to con­
tracts and other documents deliberated upon 
and authorised by the directors, would pre­
vent the possibility of contracts, notes, bills 
or cheques being made or d$awn without 
proper authority ; and the public could not 
be induced to accept or give currency to 
such documents without the peal. It has 
been decided by our courts tliat the seal of a 
deed or other document need not be composed 
of extraneous matter, such ns wax ; it is 
sufficient if an impression is iv.ado on the 
paper. Under these circumstances, “it would 
perhaps have been better,” as a learned judge 
expressed it, “and have avoided the uncer­
tainty which now exists, if the old rule had 
never been relaxed.” lire exceptions to the 
old rule, such as respects trading corpora­
tions drawing and accepting bill) of exchange, 
and making promissory notes without the use 
of a (common seal ; and those common to all 
corporations, “ matters of daily occurrence 
and of insignificant character;” and of later 
times that of txte\\Ud contracts, where the 
corporation accepted goods or labor, and 
were benefited by them ; in all such cases a 
common seal has not been regarded as neces­
sary. The ancient rule is therefore still sub­
stantially intact, and except for legislative 
enactment in particular charters, would be 
maintained by the courts. There ia more 
danger probably to tlio old rule from hasty 
legislation than from judicial decision.

It may- be, however, that the legislation, 
in relation to this subject, is but the rbflex of 
the popular notion that the seal is but a mere 
ceremony, of no value or importance. When, 
however, we consider that the expressions and 
evidences of the raoetSmportant acta of life

. are but ceremonies, we can readily acquiesce 
in a ceremony when associated with less im­
portant acts. The consequences of neglect­
ing such ceremonies are often so perplexing 
and dangerous to those interested that it can 
only be wondered at that they ever should 
be disregarded. A late case, (Cherry v. Jhe 
Colonial Bank of Australia, (L. R., 3 p , c. 
24), illustrates this very forcibly. The direc­
tors of a company authorised an agent, by 
letter, to draw the money of the company 
from a bank. He overdrew and the bank 
honored the cheque, on tho authority of thto 
letter of tho directors. An action was 
brought against the directors personally, and 
the court held that it would lie, as the letter 
was an implied warranty or guarantee to the 
bank that all would be right. This responsi­
bility would have been avoided by adhering 
to the old rule that the contracts of a corpo- 

• ration, to be binding upon it must be authen­
ticated by the common seal. It would also 
ensure consideration and deliberation as to 
the character of the contracts, and a common 
action on the part of directors in authorising 
their ratification. We are disposed, there­
fore, to resist encroachments on the old prin­
ciple, and to maintain a rule which, for five 
hundréd years, has dune good service in con­
nection with these mythical bodies, which of 
late years liave attained^ such gigantic pro­
portions and exerted such a powerful influ­
ence on the trade, commerce and material 
interests of all civilized nations. Those in­
terested in corporations as shareholders, and 
those especially more directly responsible in 
their management, should encourage a stricter 
system and more combined action than is at 
present the practice in corporate bodies. 
The tendency to allow comparatively irvo- 

’ sponsible agents to transact all important 
business by a flourish of penmanship, or a 
lithographic deputy will again, as it has often 
done before, produce speculative aiii^ rash 
transactions, and consequent loss and injury 
to all concerned. One thing is quite certain, 
this formal action would obviate all difficul­
ties about the evidence or liability of com­
panies on their contracts, and ^ would also 
save directors and officers from the uncer­
tainty of personal responsibility, and the 
public-the insecurity now often felt in deal­
ing with companies in consequence of the 
want of a great seal ; all of which are suffi­
ciently important Items to induce a reason­
able and well established precaution to be 
observed in this class of business operations.

The rich lumbering districts of Victoria 
and Carlcton Counties, New Brunswick, and 
the Northern part of Maine, are seeking 
more direct railway accommodation, and are 
likely to get it soon in the shape of a con­
tinuation of the New Brunswick and Canada
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Railway from Woodstock, in the former Pro- 
rice, through the valley of the St John to 
River du Loup, passing to the southward of 
Lake Tcmiscouata. It is understood that 
they have assurances of aid from tlse Quebec 
Government which will justify the almost 
immediate undertaking of the project. At 
present, supplies destined for the district 
named, have to pursue the circuitous route 
ria the Grand Trunk to Portland, from Port­
land to St. Andrews or St: John, thence by 
rail or water to Woodstock, and by tcarfis to 
the limits—traversing three sides of a square. 
The route proposed will take supplies from 
the banks of the St. Lawrence, without tran­
shipment, almost to the boundary line be­
tween Maine and New Brunswick, and will 
render the passage between the St. Lawrence 
and the Bay of Fundy shorter by over a 
hundred miles than by the Intercolonial 
road. A branch from Woodstock to Frederic­
ton, the capital of New Brunswick,' forms 
part of the programme.

Tub SomiKRX Railway.—The municipali­
ties have voted bonuses to this enterprise as fol­

Rond Kau Harbor.—This harbor is to be 
jreatly improved by the Dominion government.- 
Die entrance is to have a direction nearly north 
and south, and to be 250 feet in the clear, and to 
have a depth of 15 feet of water below the lake 
line in 1868. A great amount of pier work is to, 
be built, and a basin, having an area of some ten 
acres, is to be constructed, with 15 feet of water. 
On the western side of the entrance a breakwater 
is to lie built, and the ruins of the western pier 
are to be removed. The entrance arc to be about 
700 feet long, 250 feet apart, and 74 feet above 
the lake level."

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- MORAL STANDING OF MERCHANTS.

In the conduct of business on s hijh toned end 
honorable basis the merchant) who dial In hides, 
leather and ahocs probably are not enrpaaaed by 
those in any other lines of trade in the country ; 

• still there are almses, tririal, no doubt, but the 
tpore to be deprecated Iwcauae they are of seeming 

f unimportance, which have gradually crept into 
some departments of the trade, and it would be 
better for ns all if they were eradicated.

One of the most common causes of complaint in 
our business circles is the bad habit some firms 
have of—as we once heard a Ilaltimorr merchant 
express it—“stealing time." This might seem a 

. . harsh maimer of characterizing a transaction 
which is becoming rather too common, but the 
term is a correct one, as any candid mind must 
allow.

The specific complaint ma le here is in the case 
of one firm, let us say, in Massachusetts, buying 
rough leather in Philadelphia or ilaltimorr. Or 
bides in s western city, on SO or 60 days" time, or 
of s aho • firm in the Southern or Western States 
purchasing ahocs in Massachusetts in a simhiar 
manner, and where ( as usual in short time tran- 
Mvtions) no notes are passed. The evident umyr- 
standing at the time of sale is, that the buyer's ! 
money, or its equivalent, shall 1* in the dealer's 
liadda on the day named, or his honor goes to pro­
test, just the same as his note would do if that had 
been given.
, Such, however, is not always the case, and oc­

casionally we find very respectable firms who 
seem to think it sufficient "if they mail a check 

. when the time is out, or even a tew days later, 
thus causing delay in reaching its destination and 
being returned to their bank to lie cashed, so that, 
really, the original 30 day» will bedome 40 or 
more before the dealer gets the money which he 
had a right to expect promptly, and of course the 

f fmyer lias the use of money not hit own until his 
check gets back to the bank.

It sometimes occurs to us that, although firms 
who practice this kind of business may not know 
it, they are marked men, and whenever they go 
abroad to buy, their method of settling is taken 
into account by the seller. A few weeks ago we 
were in a warehouse when a customer from a dis­
tance was looking over a pile of rough leather 
which seemed to suit, but he was anxious to get 
a little off the stated price. The bill amounted 
to nearly a thousand dollars, and there was a dif­
ference between the parties of only ten dollars. 
“Well," said the buyer, “If you don't sell at my 
price. I’ll go borne without purchasing." "That's 
all right, responded the merchant, “go home 
and think it over, Jbut I cannot sell at less than 
my offer,” and upon tliat they netted. On our 
expressing surpnse that they slidhld let a cus­
tomer go away for a matter of ten dollars, we 
were told that the man referred to bought on 60 
days, but it was always 70 before they got their 
money, “And," said the merchant, “ Messrs.
-------- or--------- mentioning two or three other
firms who did business in the same city as this 
buyer, “could have that pile of leather at the 
price he offered, for they always make it a point 
to pay promptly, and 60 day* with them meant 60 
days.1.

In our copy books at school we formerly xr°te, - 
11 Evil communications corrupt good manners," 
and if firms who arc looked up to by the trade, 
and who are bringing up clerks to tske their 
places as busmens men in future years, allow 
themselves almost insensibly to glide into such ;

Kctices, it is certain that they are helping to 
er the standard of business morality, and in- ' 
jurieg net only themselves but also the high ' 

standing which our trades enjoy. These little 
dishonorable practices Sometimes injure the reputa­
tion of whole business communities, and we have 
now in our mind s city to whose business men we 
have often heard the term, “a setof cut-throat*,’’ | 
applied, and all because a few leading hous< s were ; 
un luly sharp and unscrupulous in their transac-1

tions. The hitte merchants in different cities

. HOW TO CHOOSE TEAS.

Tea being so important an article in a grocer’s 
stock, if, indeed, it is not the article upon which 
his success in business depends, the question,. 
“ How to Choose Teas ” must be one of peculiar 
interest, not only to the wholesale and retail 
dealer, but also to the consumer. There are 
various methods employed in choosing teas : the 
eye, the nose, and the taste must all he used to 
form a correct opinion of the samples before you. 
Every grocer is presumed to know the tastes of 
his own trade, and in choosing teas this must 
always be borne in mind. A good tea shows 
evidence of a careful preparation after picking ; * 
it should be niqely rolled and delicately dried ; 
when infused, the leaf should unroll itself with 
freedom, and «how fresh and green—not a yel­
lowish or dark brown hue, which is a sign of old 
tea. The Infusion should be clear, without any
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flouting «cum, the apjieatance of which denotes 
adulteration»

To judge of teas in their dry state, place the 
samples upon pieces of tea paper ; breathe deeply 
ujwi'i them, then apply the nose and take a lung 
inhalation. A choice article will have a rich, 
sweet, aromatic odor ; if damaged, a musty smell. 
Dy continued practice, the different peculiarities 
of the samples can easily he distinguished.

Tasting is the only reliable and satisfactory 
manner of testing teas. Use as many cuj* os 
there are samples to W tested, then weigh equal 
portions of each and place in the cujw ; next fill 
them up with water just brought to the boiling 
{•oint. The usual time allowed for drawing is 
from three to five minutes; the manner in which 
the leaf unrolls itself should l>e carefully noted. 
The leaf of a good tea ahonld be bright, tender, 
and of a soft feeding ; that of inferior qualities is 
dark aud tough. When sufficiently cold, begin 
at the end, and proceed in rotation with the tast­
ing process. This is dune with a spoon, by suck­
ing in the liquid sharply against the telate, and 
then expectorating the same. As the taster pro­
ceeds, he discovers some which he thinks will mit 
the tastes' of his customers ; these are pushed be­
yond the range of the others, and with these lie 
proceeds iu the same manner. Some teas will 
have a fine flavor and yet lack strength, while 
others, possessing strength, are devoid of the 
requisite flavor ; bv mixing the two, the'result 
will combine both strength and flavor. A good 
quality of tea should feel firm, crisp and hard ; 
an inferior quality, soft, s)>ongy, light; and bulky 
for their weight Keenness in size of leaf is de­
sirable, as is also freedom from stalk and dust 
the less dust in tea the Wttev it is, and the fine 
grades should be entirely free of it..—A>n. Orottr.

The inconvenience of the present rule of law 
with regard to ptoof of payment is evidently pro­
ductive of great inconvenience. To jiersons 
engaged in lsrgettnere.uitile transactions, the ac­
cumulation of ngeipts must be immense, ami tbe 
difficulty of .disloveriiifc the one wanted on any 
particular occasjnn must be great. Iu private 
families, where the prevailing virtue may not lie 
method, and whire there are no trained clerks to 
docket and r.rratfce, the annoyance of receipts is 
s*ill more sorelvl lt. Often are bills twice paid 
because the nxApU, though carefully deposited 
somewhere, can net be found when they are wanted.

A Homestead Law,—The operation of ahoroe- 
stead law was curiously illustrated in a case 
recently decided by the Uniteil States District 
Court, in the Stitt- of Missouri. Henry 
Beckerford, a bankrupt, was the owner of a lease­
hold estate having five years to run, which being 
sold by the assignee realized $1,490. After the 
sale, the bankrupt claimed $1,000 of the proceeds 
from the assignee, in lieu of a homestead. The 
claim was resisted by the assignee, and on the trial 
being had judgment was given in favor of the 
bankrupt. The case was subsequently appealed, 
rith the same result, it being held that the prev­
ision of the bankrupt law did not mullifv the
