Though it is better, perhaps, to build
an ice-louse in the fall of the year so as
to bave it ready for filling at any time
during the winter, yet it can be buili at
avy time. If the house in not 1eady
when the ice is, the ice can be put in g
pile on a proper foundation or bed and
a house put over it at convenience, An
old hay barn or shed can often be
utilized for"tha's l urpose, gnd in case of
an emergency ice can be kept without
any kind of a building over it if plenty
of sawdust or tan-bark can be had for
packing. In some places where lumber
is scarce and hay is plentiful and worth
little the walls of an ice-Louse have
been made of pressed hay, However,
whatever the method of storing, every
farmer should have a supply for family
and dairy use.

KILLED BY A LION.

Engineer on the Ujianda Rallway Meets
With A Terrible Death,

A despatch from London, says:—The
Central News says the Uganda railway
has now, reached Siniba camp, 240
miles from Mombasa. The enterprise
has suffered loss by the death of Mr.
W. H. Harrison, one of the engineers,
who died from the effects of a severe
mauling by a lion. Mr. Harrison
went out shooting with Mr. Boothby
anl a native servant. Near Kikiyu the
party came across a lion and a lioness.
Mr., Harrison shot and wounded the
lion, and the enraged beast then turn-
ed and sprang upon him, clutchipg
him by the left arm and dragging him
some distance away. Then, seeing the
servant, the lion dropped Mr. Harri-
son and sprung upon the native, There-
upon Mr. Harrison managed to secure
his rifle, and fired a second shot. This,
unfortunately, did not kill the animal,
which, now further infuriated, again
seized his assailant by the already
badly injured arm and mauled it in a
shocking manner.

Help arrived, the lion was shot, and
Mr. Harrison was carried back to
camp. where his arm was amputated,
but he died in a few days.

$300,000,000 FOR WORK.

England Has a Lot of Costly Schemes o¥
Hand.

A despatch from London, says:—
Bills are about to be introduced in
Parliament to zuthorize the expendi-
ture of more than $300,000,000 on the
new railroads, tramways, water-sup-
ply schemes, and streets in England.
One bill alone from the London
County Council to cut a new streel
from Holborn to the Strand seeks au-
thority to expend $25,000,000, while a
water-supply scheme urged by the
town of Sheffield, Derby, and Leices-
ter will cost $60,000,000. Vast as this
aggregate expenditure is, it repre-
sents scarcely more than half the out-
lay to be incurred if all the private
bills presented at the coming session
pass Parliament. The total is the
largest on record, and it denotes that
immense prosperity is finding an outlet
in extraordinary industrial activity.

AN INCENDIARY PARDONED.

Had Been Sentenced to Seven Years by s
Montreal Judge.

A despatch from Montreal says:—
Word has been received that the Gov-
ernor-General has pardoned John Beis-
er, who in June, 1896, was sentenced
in Montreal to seven years in the
penitentiary for arson. Beiser was a
furrier, and in September, 1895, was
arrested in company with Henry Cas-
tle, Isaac Davis, Wm. Thomas, and
George Payeur, on a charge of arson
in connection with the burning of a
store of a man named Trudeau. Cas-
tle left the country, and the others
were tried and acquitted, with the ex-
ception of Beiser, who was convicted
mainly on the evidence of the acquit-
ted George Payeur.

Hence a di-
lated pupil is often associated with a
feeble retina, which, of course, means
feeble vision. Short-sighted people
have often a greater convexily of the
front of the cornea, and this lends a
certain brightness to the eye. Apart
from these mechanical causes, there is
a very common, but unexplained, asso-
ciation of defective sight, and an irri-
table and easily inflamed eye, with
some of the rarer and more beautiful
colored irises. Tha much-admired vio-
let eye, and certain shades of gray and
blue, often suffer from such associate-
ed defects: Those with long eye-lashes
