THE WAY TO WIN THE WAR

It has taken some time for the
full import of the battle of Messines
Ridge to be realized.: In many res-
pects the British success stands as
the most remarkable feat of the
war. And. unlike other battles, the
attack was most-extraordinary in its
details. A high French officer has
said of the action: “It is a model of
what a modern attack should be.”

A model attack then should begin
underground. Operations, compar-
able to the building of sﬁ(bway tun-
nels, leading directly under the en-
emy ‘positions and undermining
whole ridges, must be pushed relent-
lessly for months. When the ob-
jective is attained, the most power-
ful of explosivés must be packed in-
to the galleries and made ready for
firing by an electric spark. 'On the
surface every device formerly en:-
ployed, including tanks, hand gren-
ades, bayonets, gas bombs, machine
guns, infantry and cavalry must be
multiplied.

THE SHOE CAME

Shoe & Leather Journal has Interest-
Stories .of Two -of Belleville's
Veteran Business Men

The - last issue of The Shoe &
Leather Journal, of ~Toronto, con-
tains the following interesting art-
icle in reference to two of Beélle-
ville’s most honored and respected
business' men, who are ‘‘veterans of
the shoe game’ ;~

“Belleyille can boast of two. vet-
erans in the shoe game, who were
doing business when the scattered
provinces of Canada were welded to-
gether in a homogeneous whole. To-
day these -self same gentlemen are
still going down to business on ‘the
fiftieth anniversary of Confederation.

“These pioneers are J. J. Haines
and John McKeown. Both have been
in business for fifty-three years, al-
though Mr. Haines started somie
months before Mr. McKeown. The
former is the head of the J. J. Haines
Shoe Houses, who have stores in
Belleville, Napanee, Trenton and
Smith’s Falls.

“In . conversation with ‘the Shoe
& Leather Journal the other day,
on conditions in 1867, he said:

“Yes sir, there have been some
changes in ﬂtty years 1n the shoe
business. ' Long boots were .the or-
der of the day then, and lots ot them.
Qur _shelves were crowded with
them and how our, arms ached on
Saturday night in the fall when the
head of the family had been to town
and fitted all the chlldren Qnt Ev-|
erythlng came loose, no cartona, and
for the:ladies, prunella boo&e were
the thing.

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HOTELS AND “TEMPERANCE”™ DRINKS.

The Ontario has been greatly gurprised to
learn of the sweepmg nature 'of the*monopoly
that the promoters of the bylaw proposed, at
Monday - night’s council meeting, to rgrant to
our standard hotels. _If this bylaw, as it
stood, had been passed, it would be illegal for
ice-cream parlors, confectionary stores or any
other places of business in the city to sell so-
da-water, ginger ale or even léemonade or but-
termilk, -and the standard hotels would have
the exclusive right to’ deal in . these drinks.
Surely any such proposal cOomes very mear to
the height of absurdity.

A glance at the following clause will show
how unlimited in its nature was the restriction
that those backing the bylaw had planned,~

. “The Municipal Council ' of the Corpora-
tion of the City of; Belleville enacts as follows,:’
That the keepers of Standard Hotels shall have
the exclusive right of m-seliing ‘in the munici-
pality of the City of Bellevﬂle" any and all oth-

That is to say he cannot change the prices of
meals and of rooms to correspond with the
ﬂuctuations in the prices of commodlties. He

,therefore suffers and often leses.

. In view of these facts and eons:derations,
we ¢an see a reasonable justiﬂcation for. the
modest special privilege of the exclusive right!
of retailing malted ‘and alcoholic temperance
beverages.
