money had been loaned in the States, and
that some -of /this was” being ~withdrawi
and sent to London. A laeal banker ‘stat-
ed vesterday that most of this money was
on short time loans, ana had been used
to move the crops and in the lumber in-
dustry. The bulk of it would be paid
pack to the Canadian banks between now
and the 1st of January, and this would
do much to ease the money market. The
war situation also tends to- tighten the
money markets, and one or two large
British victories over the Boers are need-
ed to restore confidence. Now that the
Britieh forces are being massed on the
Boer fromtiers, and the guns and munitions
of war are rapidly commng to hand, it wiil
ot be long before the news of a great
British victory will ‘come. At the same
time, there never was a time more .aus-
picious for purchasing shares. . There are
4 number of mining properties that are
on the eve of production.

meet them. Though they were tired from
the festivities at Nelson, and the ride

from there to this city, many remained
up until a late hour, conversing with their
Rossland friends concerning what they
had seen since they leftl the coast. By 2
o'clock, however, all had retired for the
night. Many of the visitors were anxious
to see all that they could of Rcs:zland,
and they were up ear:y in the morning
and were conducted about the city in
search of friends who acssde 'here whom
they had known at the coast and else-
where:

At 10 o’clock teams were 1 waiting,
and the visitorswere taken to the mines
for the purpose of inspecting them. Lhe
sisitors were in charge ot Mayor Good-
eve. Alderman Edgren, J. B. Johnson and
A. B. Clabon. They first visitd the com-
pressor plant of the Iron Mask. Then
they went to the War Eagle and saw the
jargest electric hoisting plant in the world.
\Vhile in the big building of the War
Kagle they went to the baleony, and from
this coign of vantage, they thad a. splen-
did view. The city lay like an unrolled
map before them, and so did many of the
mining propertiés of the camp, including
the Nickel Plate, Great Western, Centre
Star, Iron Mask, Le Roi and White Bear
and others. Next they visited the big
hoisting plant .of the Le Roi, and made
a thorough inspection of it. Then they
visited the workings or the Centre Star,
and walked through- the tunnels, and were
greatly astonished at the immense reserves
of ore which they saw blocked out there.
It may be said, too, that a fow went down
in the Le Roi and War Eagle, and in-
spected those mines at depth. What most
impressed the visitors, however, was the
fact that companies like the British Am-
erica corporation had invested about $3,-
000,000 in this camp, and that the Good-
erham-Blackstock syndicate had invested
somewhere in the neighborhood of $4,000,-
000. They realized the fact that comgpan-
ies like these mitist”have had the best of
expert advice “befort they put in their
money, and that they expected to get full
value on their investment. One visitor
remarked when he saw the hoist of the
War Eagle: ‘““There must be something
here in the ground to take out when they
put such expenmsive machinery as this in
position..” This remark seemed to strike
the crowd as something new, and another
of the party said: “This is a camp which
has passed the experimental stage, and
from what we have seen it gives assur-
ance that the mines here will contine to
produce for many~ years to come. We
have seen more actual mining today than
we have in all the other places we have
visited since we left. the coast.” The
party “arrived back at the Allan shortly
after 2 o’clock, and spent the time until
3 p. m. in looking about the city, and in
conversing with citizens, who had gather-
ed for theipurpose of entertaining them.

A Dinner at the Allan.

At 3 o’clock a dinner was given in hon-
or of the visitors at the Allan House, at
which there were 100 guests. It was one
of the best and most successful dinners
ever given in this city, and was thorough-
ly enjoyed by the visitors, as the trip up
to the mines in the cool, bracing air had
given each and every one an appetite.
Among the local people at the dinner were
Mayor Goodeve, Hon. T. Mayne Daly,
Alderman Edgren, J. B. Johnson, Mr. A.
B. Claybon, A. B. Mackenzie, J. 8. C.
Fraser.

After the viands had been discussed
and enjoyed Mayor Goodeve rose and
thanked the visitors on behalf the City
Council and the Board of Trade for
coming to Rossland to see what there is
here and said if they. were pleased with
what they had seen at the mines the peo-
ple of Rosland would be more than
repaid for their attempts at entertaining
them. Those who have examined the
mines here and observed the large de-
posits of ore could readily see why the
people here were not jealous of the other
camps which bave lately come into prom-
inence in the Boundary Creek country
and elsewhere. He told the visitors, too,
that nearly all the machinery which they
had seen at the four properties -which
they had visited had been mannfactured
by Canadians firms employing Canadian
workmen. (Cheers and applause.)

Then he declared that there was a
community of interests all over the Do-
minion which was being served by the
development of the mining properties
here, for the reason that as the mines
prospered so would the balance of the
country.

Turned in a Fire Alarm.

- At the conclusion of the banquet the
visitors were called out to the front of
the Allan house and  Mayor Goodeve
turned in a fire alarm to show them what
an efficient fire department Rossland has.

Interviews With Visitors.

Mr. J. Thompson, manager of the Hud-
son’s Bay company at Victoria, was seen
by a Miner reporter .efore his departure
and asked his impressions regarding the
trip and its probable effect on future
trade relations, and he replied: “I think
one result of the ‘trp will be o in-
crease the trade between this section and
the coast rities. There are a good many
goods which we handle that we ought to
have almost a monopoly of in this section.
For instance, we shonld be able to sell
considereble imported goods here such as
case goods form the Old Country, which
are brought around Cape Horn and which
can be landed in the coast cities =s
cheaply as they can in Toronto and Mon-
treal. | The company which I represent
is the larzest importer of this class of
goods in the coast cities. The .rade here
is worth looking after. What we hatz
seen today convinces us that this is so.
We have seen in the mines great bodies
of ore which is being taken out in large
quantities. The fact that eminent finan-
ciers, like those who purchased the War
Eagle, Centre Star, Le Roi and other
mines here is sufficient guarantee that
they have sterling merit. These financiers
did not put their money into thése prop-
erties and subsequently develop them at
great expense without having ‘the advice
of the best experts that could be secured
to - examine them, ‘lhese investments
were not made on uncertainties, but on

manent bodies of -pay ore.. These facts
give sssuranvce of the permanency and
prosperity of the camp and we feel that
when we come here seeking business it is
not of an ephermeral or uncertain nature.
and are certain that it will be both re-
liable and lastine. Mr. Thempsoon spoke
in an enthusiastic way of the hospitality
of the people of this and other places
which the partv had visiteu and said that
when our people ecome to the coast he and
those with him would endeavor to the ut-
most extent of their ability to reciprocate.
Mr. Thompson is a typical western man
and has been west of the Red river for
the past 19.years. : :

Mr. L: G; McQuade, vice-president of
the Victoria Board of Trade, said the re-
sult of the visit, he thought. would be to
give quite an impetus to the trade be-
tween the coast cities and the mining sec-
tion“in this vicinity. Many of the visitors,
he said, had no idea of the extent of the
mining section nor of the magnitude of
the trade. Mr. McQuade further said he
had seen occasional accounts in the papers
concerning the Le Roi and other mines,
but thought there was more or less ex-
aggeration in the items concerning them,
but from what they had seen during the
trip he thought only half the truth had
been told. He thought that a good trade
could be built up in stoves, crackers and
in goods such as jams, jellies and pickles
and other commodities. Whep the people
understood exactly the class of goods con-
sumed here they would probably begin~to
devise ways and means for manufacturing
them if they were not already’ doing so.
Mr. McQuade said the generous hospital-
ity and the warm receptions tendered
the party on every side and in every place |
that they visited would serve one purpose
as it would make him and his colleagues
feel that we wene their true friends,
whether trade resulted from their visit or
not. 1

Mr. S. S. Oppenheimer of Oppenheimer
Brothers, Vancouver, wholesale grocers,
said: “I simply state what all the party
feel to be a fact that the visit has ceen an
eye-opener. We have been’ received every-
where with open arms. There is a little
hitch in the freight rates which we would
like to have arranged. We have asked thet
C. P. R. to make a dividing line between
the Eastern and Coast cities on the Crow’s
Nest railway at Lethbridge and on the
main line at Calgary. Tne management
of the company has our petition under
consideration. This would give us a cer-
tain territory, which ivould include the
mining section, which we believe by rea-
son of its geographical position belongs
naturally to us. There are certain eom-
modities which come from the Orient and
from the Old Country by way of Cape
Horn which we should be able to handle
to better advantage than can our com-
petitors in this field. The people of Van-
couver see the benefits to be derived from
the Oriental trade as well asthey do the
trade of this section. We think that
Vancouver will be the Liverpool of the
Pacific coast. 'We have been handicapped
a little in securing the trade of this sec-
tion by the rates, but think that we see
our way to secure more.of it in the near
future than in the past. At least we will
make a strong effort to do so.”

Mr W. H. Ker of the firm of the Brack-
man & Ker Milling company, tFought that
the trip would result beneficially to every-
one who had the privilege of participating
in it. The visit, he declared, had shown
them how much was going on here. The
result would be an earnest endeavor on
the part of the merchants of the coast
cities to secure more of the trade of the
Kootenays and Yale. He thought that a
little mefe favorable freight rate was
needed, but still his firm had been able
to do some business in this section which
was satisfactory. Mr. Ker said he was
greatly impressed with the Phoenix camp
and particularly with the large bodies of
ore which he saw in th Knob Hill and
Old Ironides. He did not visit the mines
here, but judging from what he had heard
he was fully satisfied that in this camp
prosperity has only commenced.

Mr. C. F. Todd of the firm of J. H.
Todd & Sons, Victoria, wholesale grocers
a?absalmon cﬂ:dners, said he and the rest
of ‘the party: had a rati good time

of Rossland had been particularly kind
and hospitable and the entire trip while
enjoyable had been considerable of a rev-
elation to him as well as to others. He
thought it would add to the closeness of
the relations between the two sections of
the province in a way that would be
mutually advantageous.

Mr. James Ramsay of Ramsay Brothers
& Co., limited, said his firm was “already
‘doing a fair business in this section and
he hoped to add to it in the future. He
thought the coast cities by reason of their
geographical position were entitled to the
trade here. The freight rates might be a
little lower. He did not want any favors
but rather a fair show and with this he
felt that the coast cities would soon be
enjoying all the advantages of a very large
trade with the Kootenays.

NOTABLE VISITORS.

Roksland today will be visited. by =
delegation of mercaatile men from the
coast.

,cities. Ifor some reason or other they
bave not interested themselves’ in owr
mines and we have not bought their

representation of mining capital ever
gathered together in this province, which
met in session in Kossland yesterday to
discuss. the situation in the Kootenays.
Those present were, in the main, men of
knowledge and experience, and of wide
acquaintance with the conditjons in this
district, and many of them are universal-
Iy regarded as men of fair views and as
possessing a sincere desire for the best in-
terests of the industry and of the camps,
in which exist varied and important com-
mercial as well as mining interests. No
doubt, at the conference due regard and
consideration was had for all these inter-
ests, and it might, therefore, be expect-
ed that as a result of the meeting a yet
more assured feeling of confidence among
all classes may possess this camp, and
spread to every part of the district.

AN IMPORTANT EVENT.

The visitors from the coast have come
and gone, as others have, but their so-
journ in this and other mining camps in
West Kootenay and Yale divisions should
be more farreaching and benficial than
any event that has taken place for some
time. It is true that there have been
events of more importance to the camp
than was their sojourri here—like the com-
mencement of work on the Le Roi, the
building of the smelters at - Trail and
Northport, the construction of the- Col-
umbia & Western between Rossland and
Trail- and tne extension of the Corbin
system into the camp, and the advent here
of the Gooderham-Blackstock syndicate
and -the British America corporation.
From the expressions of the visitors it is
plain that they are impressed with the im-
portance of the mining industry in the
places which they took in, and that they
fully understand ‘the importance of secur:

nothing chimerical about the situation and
that the elements of chance and frayd
have been &dminated to a large‘exte

from the miining operations of this section
and that it is more of a legitimate indu}-

try than it was in its initial stages. They
see that some of the foremost and shrewd-
est financiers in the Dominion have made
investments here and hence they argue
that there must be good profits in the
mining industry, and that when men of
this calibre invest naﬂlions in mines there
must be both stability and assurance of
profit. They observed that thousands of
men are constantly employed here at good
wages in an industry that can be carried
on when there is six:.feet of snow on the
ground the same as it can when the sum-
mer sun is shining and ithe mountains
sides are hot and clear of snowbanks.
They saw in all this an opportunity for a
trade that will increase and grow with
the development of the mines. Naturally
they will endeavor, themselves, to increase
their business relations with us and they
will inform their colleagues of the oppbr-
tunitizs that exist here for doing business,
and the outcome will be that we will in
the future buy more goods of all kinds
than ever before from the coast mer-
chants, and this will be beneficial.

This world is one of reciprocity, and if
we trade with the merchants of the coast
cities naturally they will, in turn, invest
in ouf mining properties, and Vancouver
and Victoria have a great deal of capital.
The capital of the coast will;, therefore,
be invested, we believe, largely here, and

will remain in the provinee and this will
be better than if they were sent to places
outside of its confines. Hence, we believe
that the visit of the coast delegation will
'be beneficial to a large extent and that it
‘may be set-down among the important in-
cidents in the history of the camp.
.

SOWED FOR OTHERS TO REAP.

' During the ride of the coast merchants
from Trail to this city one of the party
was heard to say that there must have
been some powerful inducement to cause
the construction of a railway over such
steeps as are surmounted in making the
up journey between the two cities. The
same sort of expression was heard as
the loeomotive slowly lifted the train up
the steps of the switchback on Bulldog
mountain . ‘on ‘the ‘way into the Kettle
river  valley. 'Tp watch a locomotive
going up this swi back ‘reminds: epe of
a man climbing 4 ladder, and so a switch-
back may be called a train ladder. There
was business for a railway in coming .io
this city; in fact, at times, there is so
much traffic ‘that it taxes the capacity of
.he road and its equipment to such aneex-.
tent that business is sometimes delayed.
This traffic will grow and increase amd

The traffic on
this portion, of the road is so great at
 present that last week there were 108 cars
tied up at Robgon iand so fast are the
cars arriving at that point that it will
be pérhaps weeks “before the conjestion
can be reduced so that there will be no
surplus cars stopping at Robson or at any
other point along the line. The business
of the line fs one that will continue to
grow for many years to come.

The large traffic that is enjoyed by the
Colixmbia & Western is eas,ily explain-
able.. As a visitor who saw the immense
hoist of the War Eagle for the first time
exclaimed: “There 'must be something
down below, ‘when they put in so large
a plant to hoist it out with.” The traffic
on the Columbia & Western is due to the
many mines that lie along the  route
through which it is built. The mines are
but in the infancy of their production,
and when they reach youth and manhood
‘how much greater will be their output
and how much larger will be the number
of people which they will give employ-
‘ment to? The possibilities in this direc
tion seem to be large and the outlook of
the rosiest kind. If the existing mono-
poly in the Boundary country can be re-
tained that portion of the Columbia &
Western which extends through it, with
its several spurs and branches should be
one of the most profitable pieces of rail-
way in the world. The questions, how-
ever, are can the existing monopoly be re-
tained for any great length of time and
will the power that kept the Kettle
River Valley railroad from constructing
a line from the American side into the
Boundary country remain strong enough
in the future to ‘keep out all competitors
from so rich and fertile a section? We
think mnot, for there are times when the
people take the bit in their teeth, as it
were, and override the wishes of even
the mightiest of monopolists. There will
come a time when this will be done and
the residents of one of the richest and
most fruitful  spots in the province of
British Columbia will be given the bene-
fit of competition in the transporta-
tion business. The plan of building the
line of railway from Trail to Rossland and
from Trail to Greenwood was a magnifi-
cent-one and the results achieved so far
show that the individual who conceived
and partially carried them out, was one
who possessed a vision that was, indeed,
prophetic. It was mnot the project of
any of the Canadian Pacific engineers. 1t
was, however, the conception of Mr. F.
Aug. Heinze. He built the road betweeen
| Rossland ~and Trail and . between
‘4rail and . Robson. He had,thé rcute
surveyed into the Boundary and was
maturing his plans to build. This arous-
ed the jealously of the magnatés who
preside over. the destinies of the Can-
adian Pacific railway, who claimed that
the country hereabouts wus ‘“their tetri-
tory.”” - Thley declared that he must
abandon the splendid plan that he had
conceived and was carrying out or be
crushed by this juggernaut of the railway
world. It was one man of modest fortune
against the largest, the wealthiest and
probably the most unscrupulous: corpora-
tion in the Dominion. 1t was a single
man against an army. Mr. Heinze after
putting up & wonderfully good
fight against his big adver-
sariés was compelled to sell
out to them and give up a plant which
had he been allowed to carry out would
have made him the Cecil Rhodes of Brit-
ish  Columbia, : and this was one of his
plans for the betterment of the country.
The result now is that the Canadian Pa-
cihe railway is gaining the credit and
reaping the benefit of ~Mr. Heinze's
splendid plans and will probably continue
to do so for some time to come. Be this
as it may the people of the Boundary
country are entitled to'a competing rail-
way and they should be given one at the
earliest oportunity.

ONTARIO FEELING ITS GRIP.

For some years now the residents of Brit-
ish Columbia who ' have - watched  the
course of events in this province with an
impartial attention and desire for the
progress and prosperity of the country,
have- consistently -urged that restrictions
should be placed upon the C. P. R. which,
while in no way crippling its legitiglaw
operations as a public carrier, would ‘pre-
vent it from usurping a power to which
no corporation is entitled, and which has
given it here a dominating influence,
which is, and could not but be, evilly ex-
ercised, in the- commercial interests of
the people and in-the industrial develop-
ment of the country. Little heed was
paid to these warnings except in this pro-
vince and in Manitoba, which had suffered
severely from the same causes which were
seen to be obtaining in British Columbia.
‘The people of Ontario who had contribut-
ed the largest portion of the immense
fund required for the construction of the
tmnscontinental road, were blind to the
‘machinations and methods pursued by
the corporation into whose hands the man-
agement of the road had fallen, and they
turned a deaf ear to all complaints of in-
quitous traffic rates and extortionate deal-
ing with the communities who had been
placed at the mercy. of the company. The
government and parliament of Canada
were equally unconcerned, and they - not
only refused in the face of il appeals, to

& gries

nces,  but; they even de

the people the right to have a competitive

rcailroad, and thereoy créateu a monopoly
for the C. P. R. over iae greater portion
of the province. The resuit has beun ex-
actly what was foreseen by the C. P. R.
itself, and by all those who had ‘struggtea
against its achiévement of ithe deliberate
aim which it comceived at the outset jof
its career, and which it has never allowed
itself to deviate from for a moment. We
are suffering from ifs effects in numberless
ways. the chief of which are the exor-
bitant freight rates = which we -were in-
formed only a day ago by the merchants
from the coast = cities, prevented~ them
from placing their goods in the Kootenay
country at a profit; in the bottling up of
the mines of the Slocan, and in the effort
made to-freeze out all ‘smelting and re-
fining enterprises in the Kootenays, espec-

Sir William Van Horne, doubted the
richness and extent of the mines and re.

Dear Sir:—Aecting under your insiruc-
tions of the 28th October last, 1 visited
this property on the 30th October and
12:ch November, and now beg to submit
my report, Viz: ¢

Property—The property consists of a
fractional claim containing 45.40 acres, and
th's‘is owing to the location line being
nearly 200 feet short of the full allowance
of 1,500 feet.

Title—The ground was located by
George D. Root on the 22nd July, 1897,
and recorded at Rossland on the 23th
July, 1897. 1t is now owned by the
Evening Gold Mining Company, Limited,
who has had the property surveyed and
made application for crown grant.

Location—This property is situated on
Nigger mountain, about two miles north-
west. of the valuable  Velvet, Portland
and Victory-Triumph mines on Sophie
mountain, and ome mile north of the
promising property, Big Four, on Santa
Rosa mountain. It is situated close to
Melville townsite, and Big Sheep creek
passes close by the eastern side line,
while the west fork of Big Sheep creek
runs nearly parallel with the south end
line, and only a few hundred feet from
the property. It is in Trail Creek mining
division, British Columbia, seven mi'es
from Northport, Washington, .8, A,
12 miles from Rossland and one and a

half miles from International Boundary -

line.
Means of Access.—The position of Ro.ss-
land is too well known to need deserip-

_tion, and the first five miles of the jour-
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ney is over the main wagon road from
Rossland to Northport and the last seven
miles over Dewdney Trail, which leads
to Cascade City and passes through Met-
ville. (See map attached.)
Geology—TLhis part of the district is
largely made up of gramitic rocks of var-
ious texture and composition, and inter-
sected at ditferent angles by porphyritic
dykes. ‘I'nese rocks probably belong to
the lower division of the Palaeozoic age.
Ore Body—It is impossible to give an
accurate description of “this ore body,
owing to, the early stage of development,
surface &onditions and lack of strippirg

and prospect work. The ore body is °

proved by means of an open cut ‘and a
shaft, *which are upwards of 100 feet
apart, but what are termed foot and
hanging walls in the shaft cannot be
classed as such. This ore body, 1 think,
will be found much wider when depth 18
attained and crosscuts driven to the walls.
Judging from present indications this
will be found to be a replacement vein
trending at 72 west and 72 east, intersect-
ing the formation and standing, nearly
vertical, having only a slight dip to the
southwest. The matrix consists of gran-
ulitic gangue matter, thinly, disseminated
with chalcopyrites, blende, iron sulph’des
and galena.

Development—An open cut . has been
made .about eight feet wide and three
feet deep, from which small values - can
be obtained similar to the surface assays
where the shaft is sunk. This opening
shows similar vein matter.

A staft seven feet by five feet ‘s suak
on the vein matter to a depth of 10 feet,
and shows 30 inches of shipping ore at
that level. When I first visited the prop-
erty the shaft  was down seven fe.t and

the shipping ore was two feet in width,
but_ carried = considerably ~more blende,

even reaching 2612 per cent zinc. Some -

otter work has ‘been done on the prop-
erty, on-an iron capping, at different
points, but I found no values and will
give it mo consideration at present.

Further Development—The shaft sink-
ing should be carried on as quickly as
possible, and when a reasonable depth
has been attained then the ore body can
be crosscut and walls proved, also drifts
driven on the vein in mnorthwest and
southeast direction. ;

Water—Water for mining purposes can
be obtained on the property.

Timber—Timber of suitable
quality is growing on the claim.

Plant—If the preliminary development
by windlass is satisfactory, then a sieam
hoist must be erected, and probably .a con-
centrating plant will be required, and in
that case the ore dressing mill will be
siluated on Sheep creek and run by water
power.

Road—A wagon road is already in con-
struction to the Velvet mine, and C. P.
R. officials are surveying a railroad into
that district, but these are of little use
to the Kvening mine. A good road can be
cheaply built from the towm of Melville,
and on a slight down grade to a point
on the Red Mountain railway about five
miles from Northport. A sleigh road
shouldbe made over this proposed route

CO-OPERATION.

Large Mceting Last Evening in the Min-
ers’ Union Hall.

The Ross'and Trades and Labor council
called a special meeting Monday evening
in the Miner’s Union hall ‘to protest
against the employment of Chinese in the
city, and to organize a co-cperative so-
ciety.

Mr. John McLaren occapied the chair,

Foley, Mr. D, D. Birks, Mr. Devine and
Mr. Kirby. The hall was well filled, and
the audience was an vrderly amd enthu-
siastic one.

Mr. McLaren, on taking the chair at 8
o’clock, called the meeting to order, and
explained the reason why organized labor
felt “called upon to protest against the
employment of Chinese labor. The chair-
man invited anyone who desired to speak
on the subject, either for or against, to
come up on the platform. He thenre-
quested Mr. Devine to address the audi-
ence. ‘

Mr. Devine, who was received with ap-
plause, said ithat all present were well
aware what the Chinese question meant
in Rossland. Personally he had @0 hard
feeling against the Chinese, but thought
that they were not a desirable class to
make good citizens of, and upon that
ground he opposed them. Organized la-
bor had appealed to the business men of
the city in vain, and in self defence they
were obliged to take some definite step

be against the movement. The speaker then

took up the broad question of the relation-
ship of capital and labor in the past and
at the present time, and continuing, said
that the press could not be looked to far
aid. - He instanced a letter, twhich he .said
appeared recently in the morning paper,
with what he knew to be a fictitious sig-
nature attached, in which the writer op-
enly advocated the killing of labor agita-
tors, and he had found no adverse editor-
jal comment.. On the other hand, a labor
representative was obliged . to sign any
communication he might: send in before
it could be published, and from that time
on the writer was a marked man. Mr.
Devine urged upon laboring men to work,
and above all' things, to vote together.
Particularly should they be careful in
municipal matters to stick together. Class
representation in parliament should be
just in proportion to numbers, and if this
was accomplished, labor would bave the
great majority in all their assemblies. In
¢onclusion the speaker urged upon the
audience the desirability of supporting a
co-operative laundry as a first step in the

'right direction. ‘(Applause.)

Mr. Chris Foley, after making a few hu-
morous remarks, took up the Chinese ques-
tion in the United States as Dennis Kear-
ney found it when he commenced ' the
agitation against it in the seventies. “In
graphic langnage Mr. Foley depicted.the
history of the agitation, and he warned
his hearers that history was repeating it-
self in this country, and if they wanted
this undesirable class escruded from Can-
ada they must work and .vote together,
and concluded by appealing to those pres-
ent to heartily support. the co-operative
movement. - ' ?

_brass band discoursed music .on the out-
side. ‘'ne buzz of conversation cou:d be
heard on all sides, and introductions and
meetings of old friends were incidents
that occurred every few minutes. A num-
ber, too, went up stairs and sang, being
accompanied by the music of the piano.
So conversation and music whiled away
the time until the banquet™ commenced,
which event occurred at about 9:30. The
banqueters were ushered into a banquet-
ing hall in the Yale hotel that would have
been creditable to the largest city in the
Dominion. Here covers were laid for 250
guests. 'I'ie hall was handsomely decorat-
ed with British and American flags. Here
and there were handsome palms and oth-
er plants. Music Hioated down from a con-
cealed balcony and the effect was very
pleasant. ‘I'he tables were handsomely .de<
corated and the entire effect was artistic
and pleasant. Mr. Richard ~Armstrong
was chairman and filled the position with
tact, skill and ability, and there was
scarcely a dull moment from the time

|the banqueters entered the room until

they departed, shortly after 2 o’clock in
the morning. There was an abundance
of everything and the wine flowed as free-
ly as the Kettle river.

After the viands had been discussed
and the inner man satisfied, the chairman
proposed the toast, *““The ‘Dominion and
Provincial Parliaments.” Hon. T. Mayne
Daly responded, and he spoke elugistical-
Iy of the hospitality of the people of
Grand Forks, and in fitting teyms alluded
to the great results that had been accom-
plished there in a short time. He
landed the C. P. R. for its entertainment
and liberality in giving th2 business men
of the Kootenays and she coast an excur-
sion over their lines into the Boundary
Creek country. Mr. Daly spoke compli-
mengarily of the pioneers who, had fhrst
made known by their work the mineral
possibiiities of the Kootenay country, and
the Americans who had come into this
section in its early history wcra given a
due meed of praise. It was his opinion
that Mes:rs. Heinze and Corbin, who
built the first railroads into the country
were entitled to fheir just proporton of
eredit for their enterprise and far-see-
ing judgment. He spoke of the good feel-
ing that existed between the Americans
and British, and said he ‘hoped the Amer-
1cans who has settled in this country
would become citizens of the Dominion.
He thought the U. >, R. should be thank-
ed for giving the people of the Kettle Riv-
er valley a railway, and the freight was
Howing in fast now, but it would soon
be Hiowing out. As an instance to what
this outtiow might be, he told how the
Rosstand camp bhad exported last month
mmne products to the value ot $:60,000.
Mr. Daly then told how Conservatives had
tavored the building-of the U.- P. K. and
the settlement of @ British Co!umbia and
the Northwest T'erritories; and how much
the putting into eftect of this pohcy had
regulted in the building up of the western
portion of the Dominion. The building
of the road into the Kettle River valley
was one of the numerous results of this
policy. He spoke of the Canadian con-
tingent to South Africa as one of the most
precious ‘loads that the C. P. R. had ever
transported along its lines. {(Cheers and
applause greeted this remark.) :
Senator James Keid' responded to the
toast, **I'he Dominion and Provincial Par-
liaments,” and made a short speech, and
said among other things that any mistakes
made in the lower house of the Dominion
would be corrected in the upper house.”
Thomas Karl, M. P, for Victoria, made
a pleasing address, and thanked his hosts
for their hospitality, and said the peope
were under deep obligation to the C. P.
R. for extending its system into the Bouun-
dary country. . He spoke -of the great ex-

tent of the mineral resources of the Bouns

dary country, and disclosed ttat he -had
been told by one of the residents that
they had “acres of mines.” In the matter
of banquets he said Greenwood had done
well but he thought Grand Korks hal'done
better, for the reason that at Greenwood
they said they had no water, but in
Grand Forks they had plenty. I'he speak-
er said he hoped to see the C. P. R. ex-
tend the line, which is now close to Mid-
way, clean to the Pacific coast, so as to
.give the people a short line to the Pacific
coast cities, and -he was certain that there
would then be a greater celebration tham
even this one. (Applause long and loud.)

Mr., ¥. M. MclLeod proposed the toast,

INSURANCE RATES.

Public Meeting Last Egbt at the City
Hall—A Test ‘to Be Made.

Pursuant to the notice given in yester-
day’s Miner a pubnc meeting was held
last evening at the City hall to ¢
against the recent action of the Vaneou-
ver Board of Underwriters in raising the
insurance rates in the business portion of
the city. :
On taking the chair the Mayor stated
that he had been informed that owing
to the report of Mr. Davenport, a'gentle-
man from the other side of the line, the
Vancouver Board of Insurance Under-.
writers, who at present entirely control
the rates of insurance in force in Ross-
land, had raised the rate on the business
portion of the city from an average of
five per cent to in‘some instances as high
as 8 12 per cent. It had been stated
tne Mayor said, that Mr. Dayenport had
said openly before the board at a recent
meeting that the Rossland water supply
and the arrangements for fire protection
were entirely inadequate, that-the’chief
of the fire brigade had admitted this and
that at the recent fire on the “hill the
force of water was not sufficient to throw
a stream over a one-story bulding. -
All these statements, the Mayor said,
were absolutely 1alse and it was mneces-
sary to take some immediate steps to in-
form the Vancouver Board of the facts
and to ask that an inspector should be
sent here at once to look into the whole
question. The speaker then went into
the details of the water supply and show-
ed that during the fire on the hill in
September ‘last the two city reservoirs
were never lowered, but econtinued to ‘ov-
erflow, notwithstanding the fact that
three lines of fire hose were in use and
any number of private hose lines all over
the .southern portion of the city were al-
so using water to quench the showers of
sparks and burning wood that fell all
over on that night. He detailed the
precantions taken by the. waterworks sup-
erintendent and explained the . steps al-
'ready taken by the city to improve and
extend the city waterworks system.
In answer to. a question. by Mr. W. A.
Robinson, Alderman Lalonde stated that
the water reserve amounted to about
500,000 gallons. Continuing Mr, Lalonde
reviewed the action of the city in provid-
ing adequate fire protection and dwelt
upon the untruthfulness of Mr. Daven-
port’s -alleged report.
Both the Mayor and Alderman Lalonde
admitted that in portions of the outlying
sections. of the -city hydrants and mains
were wanted, but drew particular atten:
tion to the fact that in th ions the
rates had been ‘lowered, whereas in the
business portion of the town where the
fire protection was ample the rates had
been increased.
Mr. Grogan thought that the fire re-
ferred to by Mr. Davenport was a small
one in the rear of  the school house,
where there were no hydrants. Alderman
Lalonde pointed out that the rates had
been lowered in this section, but raised
in the business portion of the town, an
altogether: unfair discrimination.
Mr, R. Dalby Morkill, jr., said that it
was possivie there had been some mistake,
and after hearing the statements of the
Mayor and Alderman Lalonde he thought’
it would be wise to practically demon-
strate the falsity of the statements made
to the Board and have a test made at
once showing the force and capacity of
the ecity water system.. If this weré”done
in the presence of the city insurance
agents they would repert the matter di-
rect and join the Council amd citizens
generally in applying for anew .and  prope
rating. A motion to this effect was then
moved by Mr. Morkill, seconded by Mzr.
Daniels and carried, and the meeting ad-

GAS: AND STREET CARS.

‘Tramway Now Running in Nelson—Gas
Comipany Building There Also.

Some time ago it was announced that
a Nelson company had applied for a fran-
chise to run a line of electric street cars
in this city—the plan including a line
out to Sophie mountain, with other spur
lines in view. No application has ever
been formally made to the city council in
the matter, and it has apparently fallen
to the ground. In the meantime the Nel-
son tramway commenced operations yes-
terday, and the system.there will be fur-
ther extended when the winter is over.
The West Kootenay Power & Light com-
pany has plenty of power for sale to op-
erate a street railway- in this ‘city, and
radial lines of electric railways have for
some time been looked to as a means of
keeping the city merchants in touch with
many of the adjacent mines to Rossland
camp, in addition to affording a compara-
tively cheap means of getting out the ore..
1t is stated that the power company
is willing to give the necessary power on
reasonable terms to a responsible com-
pany, and what is wanted to start the
affair is. a local organization who could
secure the franchise from the city author-
ities on favorable terms. Provided that
care is taken at the outset to run the
project on strictly business lines, there
would appear to be_an opportunity for
our own peaple to start a well paying en-
terprise.

Boers Were in a Splendid Position and
the British Were Unable to Dislodge
Them--The Enemy Greatly Out-
numbered the Forces of

Lord Methuen. |

London, 'Dec. 14.—(4:45 a. m.)—Each

for the British, and the papers thig morn-
ing sorowfully admit that Lord Methuen’s
check at Magersfontein is the mosf seri-
ous event the war has. yet produced.

The Morning Post says: “We have had
our day of humiliation appointed fer us,
and let us accept it humbly and mobly,
and be better and stronger for the lesson
it has taught us. This last reverse will
make us a fresh butt in Europe. There
was never a more apt occasion to prove
to Europe what we are worth.”

The position Lord Methuen assumed is
thus described by a correspondent: “The
Magersfontein range teérminates om the
east with an abrupt saddle rock some -150
feet high. The Boer entrenchments are
all around this whole front. The pesition
1s some two miles long, due east and west.
The western ends of the trenches follow
the contour of the kopjes, and afford a
retreat.

It is estimated here that Lord Me-:
thuen’s forces amounted to 11,000 men,
and perhaps more. No reliable estimate
of his losses has yet been received. ‘Lhey
are believed to_have been a least 450. -

All the papers comment upon the ex-
treme -gravity of the situation, and upon
the momentous decision Lord Methuen
now has to take, whether to remain at
Modder river or retire on Orange rivei.

The 'fimes says: ‘‘At least 30,000 nd-
ditional men must be sent out. The jen-
tire available reserve must be called put,
and the militia and volunteers turned to
account. Kfforts must be made o in-
¢rease the local colonial Toxces, and fartier
offers of troops from Canada and other
colonies must be sougnt and accepted.”

The Standard, which comments < upon
the ‘“‘seemingly”astonishing number of the
Boers,” is drawn to the conjecture that a
substantial portion of the Boer com-
mandes have been recruited from the
Cape Dutch. All eyes are now turned
hopefully to General Buller, who, taking
into account the troops with General
White in Ladysmith, has altogether 30,000
men. e 3 e
't'he Standard says: ~“At this moment
there must be few men in Her Majesty’s
‘dominions who have as great a weight of
cares upon them as General Buller rcar-
ries on his shoulders.”

BRITISH CASUALTIES.

They Include the Marquis of Winchester
and Other Officers. a6t

Modder River, Dec. 12.—The British
casualties included the Marquis of Win-
chester, major of the second battalion of
the Coldstream Guards, who was' killed,
and Colonel Downham, of the first batfal-
ion of the Gordon Highlanders, who was
mortally wounded. When the Highland-
ers met the murderous peint blank fire of
‘the Boers, about 200 were mowed down,
and the Black Watch regiment, on reform-
ing, was only able to muster about 140
men. The Boers also lost severely in-ahe
trenches and also in the ‘wire entangle-
ments when they came into the open: in
an attempt to make a flank on the, Brit-
ish. N : "~
“"'he terrific British artillery " /fire pro-
voked no response except from the Boer
rifles, until nearly 4 o’clock in the aiter-
noon, when the Gordon Highlanders form-
ed up to remew the attack en the en-
trenched kopje. They advanced with the
utmost gallantry to the attack, close to
the place where lay their dead and wound-
ed comrades of the Highlanders’ brigade.
‘Ihe enemy opened with a heavy shrapnel
fire” as the British advanced, and it was
found physicatly impossible to take the
Boer trenches. 'The British got within
200 yards, but could not get nearer. 1t
was here that Colonel Downham fell. The
Boers had free recourse to barb wire en-
tanglements, which: offered great obstaclés
even after the damage inflicted by the
British artillery fire.

This morning (Tuesaay) both sides oc-
cupied the positions they held before the
battle. 'I'he greatest bravery was dis-
played by both officers and men. The
wounded include Lieutenant-Colonel A. E.
Kodrington and Captain Sterling, both of
the first battalion of the. Coldstfeam
Guards.

A detachment of the Beers -posted
among “some- thick bushes to the east,
maintained a most destructive fire on our
right. With the remarkable talent for tak-
ing ‘cover which the Boers always dispiay,
they were, generally speaking, virtually
invisible, and although the enemy’s ar-
tillery was practically silenced, this rifle
fire was so persistent and concentrated,
as well as unusually well aimed, thaf it
was absolutely impossible for the British
infantry to take the position by assault.
At the first advance .of the Highlander,
the Boers’ shooting, probably owing:to
the darkness, was somewhat high, other-
wise . the British losses would hayve been
still heavier. e

JULIAN RALPH'S ACCOUNT.

The Greatest Loss of the Day Occurred
in a Minute.

London, Dec. 14.—Mr. Julian Ralpn,
describing the battle at Magersfontein,
in a special dispatch to the Daily Mail,
says: “The Boers were entrenched at
Magersfontein, four miles from Modder
river.

- ATTACK OF TwnE BOERS.

The British Were Taken Unawares but
Stuck to Their Position.

North of Modder River, Dec. 11.—1he
Guards and the Highland brigade early
last night moved from Modder - river
camp, marching in a northeasterly direc-
tion. The objective point of the High-
landers was the eastern spur of the Boer
position, the Guards following the bank
of the river, while the Yorkshire light
infantry moved along the river side.

Just before daybreak the Highlanders
arrived within 200 yards of the Boers’
entrenchments at the foot of a hill. Un-
suspecting that the Boers were in the
vicinity, the British were still marching
in quarter column in close order, whea
they met a terrible fire from the flanks
and . were forced to retreat with heavy
loss. The troops reformed under shelter
of some rising ground and gallantly held
their position. Later the Gordons arrived
and the troops gradually worked their
way to within 300 yards of the Boer posi-
tion. /

In the meanwhile a naval gun at the
Modder river, the Howitzer batteries and
the artillery opened a terrific fire, en-
filading ‘the trenches and searching every
portion of the Boer position. The Boer
guns were entirely silent. In the mean-
while the Boers on the open ground di-
rectly in front moved with the object of
making a flank attack, but this was frus-
trated by the Guards and artillery. The
Boers recommenced shelling in the even-
ing, but no damage was done.

The British slept on their positions. It
is expected there will be a renewal of
fighting tomorrow. Toe losses on both
sides were very heavy.

General Wauchope Xilled.

London, Dec. 13.—The war ofhce has
received the folowing dispatch from Gen-
eral Forestier-Walker:

Cape Town, Dec. 12.—Methuen wires
that General Wauchope was zilled in ac-
tion yesterday.

Major-General Andrew C. Wauchope,
C. B, C. M. G., was-a high distinguisned
officer of the British army. He was brig-
adier-general commanding the first brig-
ade of the- Egyptian expeditionary force
in 1898. He entered the army in 1865, was
promoted colonel in 1889, served in the
Ashanti war in 1873, in the Egyptian war
in 1882, in the Soudan expedition of 1884,
and in the Nile expedition in 1884-85.
General Wauchope has been wounded
four times, three times severely.

METHUEN’S PROGRESS.

He Shelled a St_;ong Boer Position—The
Attack - Failed. ’

London, Dec. 13. The war office has
received the following dispatch from Gen.
Methuen, dated December 12:

“Qur artillery shelled a very strong po-
sition held by the enemy in a long high
kopje, from 4 until dusk, Sunday. It
rained hard last night. The Highland
brigade attacked at daybreak on Mon-
day, the south end of the kopje. The at-
tack was properly timed but failed. The
Guards were ordered to protect the High-
land right and rear. The cavalry and
mounted infantry, with a howitzer artil-
lery battery, attacked tht enemy on the
left and the (Guards on the right, support-
ed by field artillery. They shelled 'the
position from daybreak, and at 11:15 I
sent, the Gordons to ort. the High-
land* brigade. The troeps held their own
in front of the enemy’s. entrenchments
until dusk, the position extending, in-
cluding the kopje, for a distance of six
miles, towards the Modder river. - 'Today
am holding my position and entrenching
myself. 1 had to face at least 12,000 men.
Qur loss was great. g

A BASELESS FABRICATION.
Sensational Report That Boer Agents
