President Wilson has issued an-
other fulmination with reference to
the war. He may mean well but he
doesp’t act like it. In short, his ef-
forts are of just abont the same eali-
bre as the mess ‘he has made with
regard to. Mexico. In his message ‘ta |
the Senate he urged that the States |
should enter a peace league but he
took the extraordinary ground that
peace when it came must be agreed
to by equalq and not dictated *by vie=
tors. Does he imagine for one mom-
ent that the Allies are going to nego-
tiate with the Hohenzollern crowd
on any such basis as that. They
have been told in plain terms what
Great Britain and her associates in-
tend to demand and if they don’t
agree with that they’ll have to be
thrashed into it. That’s all. Mean-
while the food shorj in the Fath-
erland is becoming: ‘more #hd more
acute and the people are being told
to forget their hunger in love of
country,. to. cease their grumbling
and to bear their burdens with cour-

age.

THE RESULT 1N N. W. TORONTO.

As tﬁe Courier predicted, the re-
sult of the bye-election contest in
N. W. Toronto has served to put the
quietus on the alliance between the
Rowellites and those anxious to “‘get
at”’ Hearst because of his aholition
of the bars.

The *®@mbination worked in Perth
and also in S. W. Toronto, Wwhen
Hartley ‘Dewart was the victor, but
the stampede is at an end.

total value of §2,460,000,000, a
total only once exceeded in the
whole course of the country’s com-
mercial . history, to wit, in 1913
when export values reachbed $2,500,-
000,000. That even when it is kept
in view that values last year were
enhanced by the increased cost of
raw materials and of labor, and that
therefore, the comparison 1a; not
be so favorable in the respeet of
quantities. But even after making
that allowance, the figure of exports
attained is remarkable when the ex-
isting circumstances are considered
and the fact that it includes no part
of the output supplying military or
naval requirements. 2

In the great staple indush-y of
cotton, and although less was im-
ported into Britain than in 1915,
the exports of manufactured goods
in 1916 increased by over 12  per
cent. That British producers are
fully alive to the opportunities pro-
vided by the absence of German
competition is shown by the atten-
tion given to the markets of Central
and South America and of India,
which has always been of the grea‘-

est importance to the Lancashire
mills. Exports of woollen goodg in-

creased by ten per cent. Most as-
tonishing of all is the fact that, no*-
withstanding the diversion of many

more plants to the making of mun-
itions. Britain exported last year
iron and steel products to an extent
more than 20 per cent greater than
the previous year. The total value of
Britain’s exports and imports to-get-
her was $7,070,000,000, a record
very close to the total of the United
States.

BRINGING IT HOME

In the course of a recent editorial
on what it eonsidered should be the
attitude of the Opposition . .during
the present session of Parliament,
ihe Toeronto Globe made the-amaz-
ing statement:—

“‘During-+Hre war. the: Oppogition
in the Canadian Parliament has
scrupulously refrained from any aec-

Thé Ottawa Journal-Press, in re-

“The men who interfere from out-
side the Government and Legisla-
fure of Ontario may be ignorant or
may be sinister, but whether Na-
tionalist or Orangeist, whether
French-blooded or British-blooded,
they are enemies of both sides and |
the deadliest enemies of both the na-
tion and the Empire.”

On whom did this sinister charge
rest?

The Winnipeg Iree Press, the
leading ‘Liberal orgdn out West, gave
the reply at theé time as follows:—
“The responsibility for .this unfar-
tunate projection of an acute racial

eral Parliament tests -chiefly, we
are .bound to say, upon Sir Wilfrid

‘ealaniitous to the Doniinion.”
“Those who foreced this resolution
to-a vole in the House of Commons
are not entitled ito credit, because
their action had not the effect of
throwing the whole Dominion into
an immediate political convulsion.

Laurier was the man back.of this
whole movement, just as in the bye-
election in Dorchester, Quebee,  he
is back of Cannon, '‘who is ecalling
Hon. Mr. Sevigny ‘“traitor,”” because
he has-not stuck to a previous c¢laim
that Canada should keep out jof
Britain’s wars, This pominee of Big
Wilfrid is also trying to make the
habitants believe that the National
Service cards are a prelude to con-
scription, and that the Bordon gov-
ernment is trying to deliver them
‘“hand and foot ta England.”

The Liberal leader showed his
hand “over.'the school question to
an ‘extent which drove the Liberals
from the West, under the leadership
of Hon. Mr. Oliver, into the lobby
against him. Now the mask has be-
come still further removed in con-
nection with the plan of the Dor-
chester election contest.

Hon. W. D, McPherson goes baek to
Queen’s I'urk to proeeed with  his
new duties as  Provineial Secretary
with & majority of 1,878, or just
thirteen voles short of his majority
rolled up in the general election of
1914, when the total vote was fully
fifty per cent larger than that polled
yesterday. The DProvincial Secretary
opposed a quiet personal campaign
to every effort that the Liberals, led
by Mr. Dewart and Mr. Rowell, could

Stirring Address by Rev.
Dr. Spencer at Imman-
uel Baptist Church

The People at Immanuel Church
lasl. night came away with the feel-
ing that according to the Bible, the
Devil is no mere secare-crow of a
morbid imagination, nor a mere in-

fluence, neither a certain taint of
depravity in the human heart. 1n
scripture  he hore 21 different

names. Ie met his mateh in Jesus,
who overcame him as man. He was
the beguiler of our first parents. He
was often ““an angel of light.” Ie
was the ‘““‘God of this World,” and
blinded people’s eyes. The devil
brought this war on, God permitted
it; but truth and righteousness
would finally triumph. The Bible
said, “Hell was prepared for the
Devil and his angels.” If a man went
i{o Hell it was because he rejected
God’s Love. Hell was not preparcd
for man. Christian gsecience had
little truth in it. The Devil did
not object to a little truth. He was a
decciver and could blend truth ani
cerror to a nicety. This modern fad,
however, was neither Christian nor
scientific and was one of Satan’s
mastervieces. It was also of the
Devil to try and make people be-
lieve that il they died on the battle-
field they would merit salvation.

The special meeting of the towa-
ship council held in their chambers
at the Court House last night finaily
disposed of ihe question of the in-
stallation of ‘Hydro Eleetric Power
in the districts of Echo Place, Park-
dale and Grand View, by concludiug
arrangements for the purchase  of
th: equipment now owned by the
Western Counties Electric Company.
An offer was made to the former
holders of the ecuipment yesterday,

the sum in question being $4000,
this covering the entire equipment

exclusive of the meters and trans-
formers. In reply, a letter was re-

purchase shonld inelnde everything
except the lines running to the Glue
Works, the Starch Waorks, and the
Mohawk Institute, on account of
these lines being almost wholly on
private property.

A detailed statement containing a
list of all the lines owned by tha
Company in the township, and also
the names of all persons, formeily
supplied with Western Counties’
power, will be later submitted to the
township officials.

H. Hunt in the United States Dis-
trict Court sentenced Bopp to two
vears in the Federal prison at Mec-
Neils Island, Wash., one year in the
county jail, and assessed an aggre-
cate fine of $10,000 against him,
the prison and jail terms to run con-
currently.

Three of Bopp’s aides, Vice-Consul

London, Jan. 23—Compulsory na-
tional service tor women as well a
men is foreshadowed in the new re-
gulations which reauire every pass-
port to receive the vise of the Na-
tional Service Commission, which
body has the power to veto any per-
son of either sex between 16 and 60
years of age leaving Britain.

Zurich, Jan. 23.— Judgment was
pronounced at Vienna on January 4
against the Czech leader, Dr. Kram-
arz, and cther leading Czechs. They
were sentenced to penal servitude.

The juagment stated:

“We are convinced Kramarz and
his friends by their agitation led to
those regrettable manifestations of
the Czech population, which have
formed a serious obstructien to the
successful conclusion of the war.
They were responsible for the action
of a considerable number of Czech
soldiers who surrendered to Russia
instead of fighting for Austria.
Kramarz and his friends are also re-
sponsible for riots perpetrated by
Czech troops in different towns in
Austria. In short, Kramarz and his
friends are responsible for numer-
ous manifestations on the part of
Czech soldiers and ecivilians which
undermined military discipline and
operated to the advantage of Rus-
sia against Austria.”

This is the first time these Czech
manifestations have been officially
admitted by the Austrian authori-
ties. Hitherto it has been persistently
denied that the Czechs had shown
practical sympathy with Russia.
