CHEESEMAKING VERSUS
BUTTERMAKING.
Milk from cows kept on poor land

{s deficlent in fatty matter and is,
therefore, better adapted for cheese-
making than for buttermaking. Again
the more exercise an animal takes
the greater will be the waste or
preaking up of the tissue of the body,
and as this is the source from which
the curd in milk is derived, milk pro-
duced on lamd where herbage is scan-
ty will contain a larger proportion
of curd than milk produced on land
whose herbage Is abundant. Thus
the milk of unduly exercised cows, in
whatever manner the exercise 18
brought about, whether in search of
tood on poor land or in any other
way, will likewise have a large [ro-
portion of casein in it and a small
one of butterfat. i

In the heated summer term during
which cows are tormented by flies,
the evening’s milk is always poorer
In butterfat than the morning’s milk,
and on the same principle the bulk
of cows fed in the barn is richer in
fats than that of cows which roam

colts are lost avery spring.

Mares that are not working can be
kept in fine condition and produce
strong colts on a ration of two or
three quarts of oats, or equal parts of
bran and shorts, per day, together with
12 or 15 pounds of alfalfa or clover and
timothy hay. Some straw may be fed
with such a mixture of grain and hay,
but if the grain Iis omitted only the
best hay should be given. Alfalfa or
clover should be mixed with the timo-
thy, and only half or two-thirds of the
amount they will consume should be
allowed. It is equally as bad to feed
too much hay as too little.
EXERCISE MUST BE PROVIDED.

It is important that the mare have
plenty of exercise either by work or
in a pasture. If well fed and carefully
worked up to the time the colts are
born, mares will breed better and pro-
duce better colts. Severe pulling or
strains of any kind, however, must be
avolded, There may be more injury
coming from muddy pastures and
barnyards than from ordinary work.
Mares allowed to be idle all winter
are more apt to lose their colts when
put to work in the spring than are
those that have been steadily in har-
ness. If they are idle all winter they
must be very carefully handled when
put to work. It would not need very
much strain under such’ conditions to
cause the loss of the colt—less than
the average teamster would suppose.

According to the care given the stal-
lion is the colt crop affected. Many

The arcticests, who
received instructions in all probabil-
ity direct from the Kking, employed
brick for the building, which stands
to-day shorn of the speclaus gardens
which Du Cerceau shows In the orig-
inal drawing, now in the British
Museum. Louis XIV. was born under
the roof in 1638, and after the death
of Anne of Austria returned hither
to escape the uncongenial atmosphere
and restrictions of Parls. He had
no real affection for the place and
constantly paid tribute to the merits
of the old chateau at Versalilles, fin-
ally resolving to employ Mansard to
design and erect the grandiose palace.
The exiled James II. found an asylum
here after the revolution of 1688, and
fro mthis year until his death in 1701
numerous plots and intrigues were
hatched favoring a second restora-
tion.

" F00D HOARD IN
MASSACHUSETTS

5,000,000 Lbs. of Sugar in
One Warehouse

And Butter, Cheese, Eggs,
Elsewhere.

Boston Report—District Attorney
Pelletier to-day announced that in-
vestigators had discovered more than
5,000,000 pounds of sugar in storage
In a warehouse In the Charlestown
district. As the State laws made no
provision for action against hoarders
of foodstuffs, the district attorney
Instructed the inspectors to report
their finding tmmediately to the Fed-
sral authorities,

There nare 4,748,100 pounds of
granulated sugar, 52,500 pounds of
cube sugar, 333,600 pounds of syrup,

& by-product of sugar, and 193,700
pounds of yellow sugar in the lot, the
district attorney sald.

Millions of pounds of butter and
cheese and 14,000,000 dozens of eggs
also have been found in warehouses
here by agents of the Department of
Justice, it was sald. Selzure of some
of the great stocks of food Is said to
be contemplated by the Federal offi-
cials. Evidence of the discoveries Is
to be presented to a Federal grand
jary, which was convened to-day In
special session. '

Inguiry Into the large stocks of 0o
found here developed, according to
¥ederal agents, that virtually all ex-
port orders had been filled, and that
the supplies on hand were held for
domestic use.

FRANCE KICKS
ABOUT PERSIA

Says Country a Virtual Bri-
tish Protectorate

And Fears Effect On Sy-
rian Conditions.

Parls Cable — The Anglo-Persion

Treaty continues to be the topic of
the day in French and Peace Confer-
ence circles, the French discussing
sapecially the probable effect of the
agreement upon French iuterests in

Syria.

The Echo de Paris, which is credit-
eod with reflecting the views of the
French Peace Delcgation, publishes
the full text of the Anglo-Persian
agreement, and in its comment says:

“it the above stipulations do not
constitute a most complete Protector-
ate, then words have lost their mean-
ing. Doubtless nowhere is a formal
Protectorate mentioned, and doubt-
less a clause announces the independ-
ence and full integrity of Persia, but
the -substagce of the agreement will
fool no one.”

A strong party in the French Cham-
ber of Deputies is advocating the ex-
tension of French inflence in Syria.
Henry Franklin Boetillon has given
notice to President Deschanel that he
will in the Government on
the question when the Chamber meets
again on Aug. 26.

with French influence in SByria. The
papers argue that from time imme-
morial France has had great interests
in Syria, and claim that until such
time as Syria is able to govern her-
relf France should be designated to
afford her such financial help as she
needs to help her through her period
of formation,

In this connection the papers are
somewhat caustic in their comment
on the news that Prince Felsal, son of
the King of the Hedjaz, Is returning
to Paris to resume his place at the
head o fthe Arab delegation. They
print reports that the Prince Is dis
satisfled with the prospective Syrian
settlement.

“Let Great Britain make a sign”
says the Republique Francals, nd
Prince Feisal will submit. France is
not used to dealing with straw men,
The Confeyence belleves it is accom-
plishing miracles in procrastinating
and in postponing the settlement of
difficulties, Instead of solving them
immediately. Nothing embitters con-
flicts more than to leave them In
suspense.”

The Figaro says that the Anglo-
Persian agreement {s equivalent to a
Protectortae in Persia, and quotes the
‘Morning Post, of [mdon, as saying:
“Were we not concerhed in this mat-
ter, we should say this was a Pro-
tectorate."”

And no offence Is taken; no indigna-
tion meetings are held and no resolu-
tions drawn up in condemnation of
such insulting lzlangungk Apparently
nobody feels Insulted.

ARMENIA IN
DIREST CRISIS

Turko-Kurd Plot Against
New Republic.

Enver Bey is Leader On the
Ground.  u.am

Paris Cable — The Armenian dele-
gation in Parie has recelved from the
temporary Premier of the Armenian
Republic, M. Sikhatiesian, detalls of &
vast movement by Turks and Kurds
against the Republic and the Armen-
fan refugees who fled from Turkish
Armenia and the Caucasus.

Kragim Bey, M. Sikhatissian sayw,
with numerous Turkish officers, is at
the head of the movement, while the
leader on the ground is Enver Bey,
former Turkish War Minister. From
papers seized, the Armenian Premier
declares, it appears that the move-
ment is Instigated by Young Turk
agents. M. Sikhatissian continues:
“The Allled troops have already eva~
cuated the territory of the Armenian
Republic, and  the Armenian Govern-
ment's demands for help have been of
no avall. Please insist to the French
that Allled detachments should be
sent tmmediately to Armenia.

“We are in a very critical situa-
tion, the Allles muet either give us
military assistance or send ue am-
munition. Protest to the Peace Con-
ference and make the Allfed Gov-
ernment acquainted with the etate
of things.”

The Armenian delegation eays it
learns from other sources that be-
fore thie plot wae diecovered the in-
formation department of the Armen-
lan republic learned of the presence
at Sarikamish, Armenia, of unite be-
longing to the Turkish army, in
violation of the armistice terms im-
posed on Turkey. A Turkish division
la concentrated in Khorassan, Pereia,
and, encouraged by the withdrawal
of the Britieh troope, is trying to get
in touch with the Ruasian Bolshevik,
the mission eays.

“Blood is already being ehed In the

regione of Uakbitchovan Charouz
and OItl,” the mission’s announce-
ment continues. “Nothing" but the

hope of efficient intervention by the
Alllea cap frustrate this vast Turko-
Kurd plot and save the Armenian
nation, which has suffereq so much
already, from enother catastrophe.”

Commentary.—I. “Thy kingdom
come” (Matt. 6: 10). This expression
is a part of the prayer that Jesus
taught his disciples.
