country on which wè can expend the 
monies we can spare for this pur­
pose. and have a commencement 
made on the main lines of traffic,

You will understand that it will 
hardly, be possible for us to attempt 
to improve all roads that are sel­
ected this year. We intend, however 
to work on the worst places of the 
most used ones so far as the monies 
provided for this purpose will go.

We propose organising road gangs 
on the same principal as our bridge 
gangs are worked at present, a com­
petent foreman being placed in 
charge, who will be employed for a 
whole season. He will toe furnished 
with tools and implements and in­
structed to engage a permanent 
force sufficient, to carry on the -work 
independent of local labor, but will 
toe supplied with tools in order that 
he may give work to any local lab­
or that may come to the place of 
operation. We have found this course 
almost absolutely necessary, owing 
to the difficulty we have experienced 
this year in securing tools and la­
bor locally when the foreman *to 
whom we have entrusted the work 
were at leisure to oversee jit.

You will assist us very much toy 
presenting this letter to the first 
meeting of your council, and endea­
voring to have a reply sent to us (be­
fore February 16, in order that the 
truest ion may .toe thoroughly consid­
ered and a décision arrived at in 
good time for the commencement of 
work in the early spring.

Capital of Jamaica Wiped out

Ottawa Free Press Impeaches Railway Company 
for Responsibility for Coal Famine

Lawa Free Press impeaches the Can- cial side to this (question, 
adian Pacific Railway Co. respecting 
the coal shortage in the west. Hie 
article in full is as follows :

The people of the east have full 
sympathy with their brethern of the 
west because of the coal famine; with 
which they have been afflicted. The 
news of the settlement of the strike 
trouble at Lethbridge by the depart­
ment of labor and the reopening of 
the mines there was received with 
great satisfaction. It was presumed 
that this settlement would almost 
immediately provide relief, bût re­
ports of the coal famine and suffer­
ing still continue to come from the 
west weeks afterwards.

Now from an. official source comes 
a still greater surprise. It is stated 
that the Lethbridge strike had1 little 
if anything to do with the shortage 
of coal, and another arm of the fed­
eral government has been appealed to 
to provide a remedy for a condition 
of affairs that is alleged to be at 
the bottom of the whole difficulty.

The- mailed fist of railway monop­
oly, it is asserted is entirely respon­
sible for the trouble from which the 
west is suffering.

Some of the facts are set forth in 
a memorial which the board of trade 
of Frank, Alberta, has forwarded to 
the railway commission.

In the Frank district there are 
four -coal companies operating. They 
have spent altogether $9,000,000 in 
development and plant. They ore 
among the best equipped mines on 
the continent. The coal from -these 
mines is in a class midway -between 
anthracite and bituminous—oo ex­
cellent steam and coking coal and 
also well suited for domestic purpo­
ses. Working on a single shift of 
ten hours these mines are capable of 
a daily output of 4,500 tons. Work­
ing two shifts as could be done quite 
easily, the daily output woule be 
doubled to 9,000 tons. The com­
panies have the necessary equipment 
and the desire to produce that much 
coal. As a matter of fact they are 
only producing 2,000 tons of coal 
per day.

Why ? Because the Canadian Paci­
fic Railway Company does not sup­
ply them with sufficient cars to haul 
thd coal to the market awaiting it 
in Alberta end Saskatchewan. At 
the mercy of the railway the Frank 
mining companies are compelled to 
see their valuable machinery, meta­
phorically ‘‘eating Its head off.”

The explanation which t&e C.P.R. 
will give the commission i for thus fa­
tally handicapping an important in­
dustry will be watched1 with interest.

pliiNEW OFFICE
The daily shortage of coal by rea­

son of the Lethbridge strike was 
about 900 tons—the normal output 
each day being 1,200 tons. That 
shortage could have been completely 
covered by the Frank mines, togeth­
er with an additional 1,000 tons 
daily over and above! their present, 
output, hod the railway given -them 
an opportunity to dispose of the 
full daily product of a single shift.

The 
old council has not been abolished 
but has not held examinations at 
the regular times and quite a num­
ber of candidates have sought ad­
mission, to whom the door has not 
been opened, althoujÿi the council 
has continued to register those prac­
titioners from other provinces who 
could be admitted without examina­
tion on payment of the usual fee.
Some of these later arrivals the Al­
berta Medical Council refused to re­
cognise, end against one of them.
Dr. Lincoln of Calgary an injunc­
tion was laid for practicing medfcùnq 
without registration under the Al­
berta Medical Profession Act. Dr.
Lincoln was convicted and the mag­
istrate at his request, which 
was acceded to toy both councils 
stated a case for the court en banc.
The substantial question which the 
court was asked to answer was 
whether the Alberta legislature had 
jurisdiction to create a medical 
council for that province until the 
old council for the Territoriees was 
abolished. The matter was argued 
at considerable length last cue's, J.
A. Allan appearing for the appellant 
Dr. Lincoln and contending that the 
legislation was ultra vires and tl.at 
consequently the conviction against 
Dr. Lincoln should be (quashed. Jas.
Muir, K.C., repsesentld the college 
of physicians and surgeons of Alber­
ta, and S. B. Woods, deputy attorn­
ey general of Alberta, represented 
the provincial government and con­
tended that the old council was con­
tinued simply for the purpose of 
winding up its affairs.

Judgment was delivered today i-n 
favor of the appellant, holding the 
Alberta Medical act ultra vires and 
quashing the conviction against Dr.
Liecoln. The chief justice and Jus­
tices Wetmore and Newlands gave 
judgments as above, while Justices 
Harvey and Stewart dissented.

Calgary, Jan. 17,—Judgment was 
given today by the court en bene in 
a ca.se which is of much interest to 
the medical profession, and undodbft- 
ectly other professions which ere gov­
erned toy societies in existence under 
the ordinances of,, the North-West 
Territories.. When the new provinces 
were formed the autonomy acts pro­
vided that such societies as the med­
ical, legal and dental associations 
which regulate the right to practice 

profession in the territories 
should toe continued until atotaiebad 
by order of the governor. in council 
and that those societies should have 
the power to wind up their affaire 
and dispose of their assets. At its 
last session the Alberta legislature 
passed the medical profession act, 
creating a college of physicians and 
surgeons for Alberta, end inventing 
in it the right to practice medicine 
in that province under the act end 
that only those practitioners regist­
ered with the old council prior to 
May 1906, and those who should 
thereafter be admitted toy the new 
council are declared entitled-to prac­
tice in Alberta. ’ The Saskateheman 
legislature passed a similar act, but 
which contains a clause that it
