WROTE A LETTER TO CHRIST.

Armenian Traditions Showing King Ab-
, &ar's Intersst ia the Saviour.

“The Armenians,’’ said a clergynmn of
that race the other day, ‘“‘are the first
Christian nation ; we accepted Christ when
all others rejected him. Abgar, King of
the Armeniansat Etesia, the city of Abra-
ham, heard of ‘Christ, who wis at that
time in Jerusalem, healing the sick.
Abgar wrote a letter to Christ sayng:
““You must be God's son or God yourself,
for what you are doing no man in this
world can do. Pray come to my couatry,
it 1s not a large country, but it is large
enough for you and for me.’’

““This letter ie still in existence. .Itia
tn Cairo, in the famous ‘strong room' of
the museum, and has been read by many
Doglish scholars. I told the story of the
this letter to an English gentleman not
long since arrived from KEgypt, but I had
only fairly begun it when he sald: ‘Oh,
yes;, 1 know about that letter. I saw it
myself in the strong room at Calro, and
‘it 'was translated to me there ' This letter
is written in Armenian words, but with
Syrian letters, for at that period of our
history our languagze Was not complete,
and we were using the Greek and Syrian
letters 3

Christ replied to Abgar’s letter that his
mission forbude him to depart from .Joru-
salem, but that he would gend his apostles
into Armenia to teach and heal Shortly
after this Abgar, who was completely con-
verted to the Christian faith, sent a man
to Jerusalem to make a portrait of Christ,
as ho wished to behold his features.

“Shortly after this the Romans, hearing
of this wondoerful handkerchief in Abgar's
posssession, went to war with him for it.
The Armenians made a brave fight, but
were as a handful compared to - the
Romans and were soon in such straits
that It was clear the handkerchief would
be wrested from them At this orisis Ab-
gar determined that the sacred treasure
should never fall into the hands of the
Romans, and weighied the handkerchiof
with stones and throw it into a well in
KEtesia, and to this day the name of that
well is Surp Tuschrag, or St. Handier-
chief. Such s one of the stories of our
earlior Listory, for we do not admit that
it i8 mere tradition,

spoke Armenmian with Adam and Eve in
in the Garden of Kden, which was located
in Armenia, and our history also shows
us that the Armenians were the only peo-
ple who did not assist in the building of
the Tower of Bahel.™ Noah was alivo at
that time and spoke the language of
Adam, which was Armenian. After the
ark rosted on Mount Ararat, inp Armenia,
Noah named the first house he built Nahi-
coan, meaning ‘I just got down.’ VYes;

Candy Making.

A delloions and harmless candy for the
children is foe cream candy. This is fla-
vored 28 it is pulled, and may be cut into
gticks or small pieces if preferred, Boil
three cups of sugar, a quarter of a tea-
spoonful of cream of tartar and one half
cup of water together but do not stir the
syrup at all while boiling. Boil until
when a little is dropped into cold water it
s brittle. Turn on to a large well hutter-
ed platter or 4 marble slab that has heen
oiled, and as it cools fold the edges toward
the center. As soon as it can be handled
pull it until it is white.

Molasses is used instead of sugar in
making buttercups. Ioil together two
oups of Portu Rico molasses, one cup of
white, sugur, three quarters of a cup of
water, one tablespoonful of butter _and a
scant half teaspoonful of cream of tartar;
do not stir. When it is done it will be
easily formed into balls. Just before it is
taken from the fiee add a plece 'of par-
affin about a quarter of an inch . square;
this 1s added becausc it gives a hetter tex-
ture for pulling, and it also adds to the
look of the candy. 7Turn the~andy on to
a well buttered platter;- ‘and when it can
be handled pull until it is light colored.
Now lay it 'on a slightly floured table or
board, lay some white fondant in the
center and fold the candy over it carefully,
roli out into sticks three-quarters of am
inch in diameter, and cut into pieces with
shears.

Nougat is easily made, and is always a
favorite. Melt a pound of sugar in a
saucepan without water, stirring it con-
stantly until it has become a syrup,, Add
a cup of nut meats, salted and 7u-nmd
through, and stir briskly while adding.
Pour into buttered pans; any kind of nuts
may be used, and the candy is nice with
either peanuts, Knglish walnuts or cas-
tanas chopped. In measuring the sugar
remember that a pint.will equal a pound.

Sclentific Martyrs,

This strange parsimony which has come
over the man is not due to the fact tha
he has met with financial misfortune, nor
that he has suddenly become sordidand
mean. He is merely economizing ii his
expenses in order that he may have some
money with which to purchase Christinas
gfts for those he loves. Ttmay beawilsor
child, mother or sister, for whom he makes
these sacrifices, and there is no donb that
in the happi he brings to o s

lintels, the walls do hing muoch
deadening sound, and the oeilings, though
very often formed of polished wooden
panels, are not so frequently impervious
to rain; in fact, umbrellas and mackin-
toshes have on oocasions been used, even
in bed, as a protection from invruding
raindrops.

Such bungalows, whioch are the homes
of the middie clases, consist of three or
four bed rooms, a sitting room, kitchen
and small larder, with a compound (yard)
and a small garden attached, and cost in
town from about £20 to £25, and within
a ten minutes’ radius from the town about
£12 to £156 a month, most contragts and
all payments being made by the month.
Therefore, 40 move from one house to an-
other several times in a year'is not a very
unusual ocourrence, nor is it attended by
much difficulty, for the household goods
are fow, and the residents are averse o in-
crepsing the number of their possssions
from lack of space in which to place them.
“ Art’” muslin, packing-cases and paraffin
oil tins form a large item in the economy
of these who can not afford to import fur-
niture from home. Muslin window cur-
tains, sometimes of the lightest coloring,
are very effective in the bright sunshine,
which is seldom dulled for long. The pos-
sibilities of packing-cases are almost be-
yond limit, for, with a little dexterity,
they can be converted from dressing table
to divan, from linen press to larder, and
8o on, while empty oil tins filled with the
rich red virgin soil, which will grow al-
most everything, are, when planted with
oreepers, forns and flowers, and placed
along the stoop, almost as decorative as
the flower box which ocoupies the window
sill of & London house. More substantial

THE BEST DIPLOMATISTS.

They Ave Usually Men of Whom the Pube
lic Hears Nothing. 2

Sir Ldward Malet, ia his recent speech
at the dinner given in his honor by the
British colony in Berlin, dwelt as follows
upon the qualities which go to make up a
good diplomatist:

When it became known that I was about
to retire from the service, much specula-
tion arose as to who was likely to be my
successor, and the names of men who are
great inother branches of the service of
the Queen were suggested. For a reason
which I will attempt to explain it was ad-
vanced that it would be better to fill‘the
place with an outsider of distinction than
with one bel ing to the p t dip-
lomatic service. It is a very peculiar
thing about that servjce that the greatest
ability may be concealed beneath a bushel
It is our duty to proceed noiselessly in our
course. The surest proof of the merit of a
diplomatist is that he is not heard of. The
momwent a-fuss is made about him you
may be pretty sure that something is
wrong, for so long as he can keep every-
thing smooth, which is the object and es-
sende of his calling, he can attract no as-
tention. It is a guestion whether a very
brilliant man can ever be fitted for diplo-
maoy. The very keenness of his intellect
will impel him to dazzle the public by suc-
cesses great and small.

But the victories of diplomacy must be
achleved in silence,or their spoils are often
lost. I remember many years ago a dis-
tinguished outsider heing sent to repre-
sent us at a distant post. He was resolved
upon success, but he was also resolved that
his successes should be known. So he
telegraphed them to one of the most in-
fluential of the daily papers—I will not
say which—and I can assure you that we
were all duly 1 d with the d
of them, and dwelt, not perhaps withou!
envy, on the pi which was p d

ooccur very frequently, as homes are always
being sold up.

It behooves
us then as Christians not only to desire
this grace, but to seek for it and unoceas-
ingly ask for it; moreover we should en-

But it s not
true, as somo people suppose, that dirs
alone attracts these insects,or that careful
oleanliness will always keep them at a dis-
tance. It is not dirt they love, but damp-
ness and warmth, For this reasun they
infest our water pipes, sinks and bollers,
and for the same renson cockronches are
well-known torments un board ships and
particularly around tho boiler and engine
rooms.

For the samo cause,and algo on account
of its fondnaess for wheat bread, the *‘crot-
on bug'’ is common in hake shops, and
bakers who are careful to inorease the size
of their dough only with legitimate mate-
rials must keop asharp lonkout to restrict
Mr Kctobia Germanica to his proper place,
which is not in the currant cake.

The cockroach was an importation from
Asia to Europo, and this country acquired
it from the latter place, It has been cal-
culated that the first Asiatic cockroach
set foot in England four cenvurles ago.

They are extremely
fond of heer, spirits, syrup and all sweet
things. If you approach the pantry where
there is o large gathering of them you will
hear a nolse like heavy rain as they scam-
per away. They show great ability in
getting out of sight.

S8EASONS IN ALASKA.

Winter the Best for Travel in Spite of In-
tense Cold,

Rev. Wm. H. Judge, who, like Father
Barnum, is a Baltimorean, is statianed at
a mission house on the Shageluk, a tribu-
tary of the Yukon. The Bisters of St.
Anne have three hounses in the valley, and
are co-operating with the priests in the
work which shey are trying to carry on.
The priests are kept on the go constantly,
traveling hundreds of miles at a time in
dog sledges. They go up the Yukon as far
as the mines and the territory occupled by,
the Indians and along the coast to the
villages of the Esquimaux, who are essen-
tially a coast-dwelling people, never to be
found any distance in the interior, and
always relylng mainly for their food upon
fish and water animals, ‘‘Winter is the
time for traveling with us,’’ sald Father
Barnum, ‘*‘and more especlally the months
of March and April. We have only two
seasons, summer and winter, ten months
of winter and two months of summer, To
be more precise, we have ten months when
it ig so cald that it is dry and two months
of wet cold that correspond with the sum-
mers in the States. \

*“With us the summer is most of the
time exceadingly dreary on account of the
inrmense amount of fog. Howeyer, when
the weather is clear it is very‘) pleasant.
The chief beauwy of the season consists in
the duration of the lighs. The sky is bril-
liant all the sime, 'I'lie distance hetween
the points wherc the sun sets and where i
rises is so slight that the last hues of even-
ing merge into the glow of the aurora.

rific blizzards, lasting from three to five
days, during which’ one can not venture
out of doors exoept at the risk of life.

THEIR HARDEST CAMPAIGN,

Che British Army’s W Experience Was

inthe C

In the early part of the winter thg bat-
talions in the front wero msnn-rﬁﬁy on
duiy two nights out of three, and later
every alternate night. The life of thorank |
and fille was thus spent: The men were
mustered carrying great cont and blanket,
just befora dusk, and marched through a
sea of mud into the trenches. These were
out up by deep holes from which bolders
and stones had heen tuken, and into these
holes on dark nights the men often fell.
Whn the soldier renched his position he
had to sit with his back to the parapet and
his feet drawn close up under his body to
allow others to pass along the 4-foot wide
trench. If he was not detailed for a work-
ing party, nor for a picket in vhe trenches
or in advance of them, he might lie down, |
resting as best he could in a wet ditch, * |
* * * The rolicf of the sentrics could
snatoh a dog’'s sleep four hours out of six,
hoping their comrades would, by remain
ing on the alert, give them time to jump
up erd the cnemy was on them; but for
the two hours that cach man was out near
the enemy, the strain on the ngrvous sys-
tem would have bheen groat even to a
robust, well-fed man, The scntries had
necessarily to stand absolutely still, sitent
and watchful, and as the m'\'nrity‘*n( the
winter Became more and more marked,
numbers of men whose frames wers waak-
‘ened by want of adequate nutritions food
were found in the morning frost-bitten
and unible to move,

“One bhattalion which landed nearly 900
strong early in November was actually in
the trcnches slx nights out of s:ven, and
then became sn reduced, not only in num-
bers, but ‘also in the men's bodily
strength, that it was unable for some time
to go there again. * * - * When the
soldier got back to camp, he used ta lia
often in a puddle which chilled Lis Bones;
under a worn-ous tent, through which the
rain beat. The less robust would fall asleep
completely worn sut, to awake sbivering,
and in many cases to he carried to a hos
pital tent, scarcely moré comfortable than
the tent which they had left, and{ thence
to a grave in two or thre¢ d:vs. Thoso
