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The Jesunits and their Estates in Canada.

. A discussion has recently been started
in the Frenzh press of Quebec on the
subject of the restitution of the property
of the Jesuit order in Canada, which was
attached to the Crown domain in the
year 1800. The opening of this question-
at the present time would lead to the
presumption that this famous order had
been persecuted and its property confis-
cated. Such, however, is not the case.
The history of the Jesuits in Canada is
briefly as tollows, according to a French
authority :

They began to arrive here in 1625, at a
time when the Recollects had been here
about 10 years. In 1633, the Recollects
withdrew, but returned in 1672 to remain
here until the death of the last of their
number towards 1800. The Jesuits, from
the outset, devoted themsclves to the
education of the Indian, as well as of the
Canadian youth, and on this account the
Kings of France granted them at different
times large tracts of land which they
held as Seigneurs, like all the other
lands in New France. When the country
was ceded to England in 1763, the King
of England was substituted for the King
of France, but the change in no way
aftected the Seigneurs or their tenants.
Nevertheless, the Jesuits ended by being
made an exception, as will be seen. Pre
cisely about this time (1762-64) the ene
mies of the Jesuits had them expelled

-from France, Spain and Portugal. The
English Crown decided that, for the
future, no members of the Order from
abroad would be admitted into Canada.
Those, however, who were already in the
country, were neither inolested, nor dis-
turbed. In 1800 Pere Cazot, the last
of the survivors, died, and the Quebec
House of Assembly united the property
of the Jesuits to the Crown domain, the
revenues thereof being set apart for edu-
cational purposes according to the inten-
tion of the French kings in making the
original grants. It will thus be seen that
neither England nor Canada can be
counted among the persecutors of the
Order. On the contrary, its members
have invariably been treated by them
with kindness. It is only within thirty
years that the Fathers of the Orler re.
established themselves in Quebec and
Montreal, where they enjoy the fullest
liberty. Half of their number in the
country at present are native Canadians.

Christopher’s Island, Seigniory of Magda-
len Prairie, opposite Montreal ; Reaux Is-
land, Fiet of Pachigny, in the city of
Three Rivers ; Ilief near Three Rivers, La
Vacherie, near Quebec, St. Roche’s; a
farm near St. Nicholas, a lot in the Upper
Town, Quebec ; various lots in the Upper
Town, Quebec ; lots in Montreal, being
sites of the Champ de Mars, City Hall,
Court House, ete,

Mr. David, in urging the restitution of
these estates, remarks :—

“As for us Catholics, our dugy is to an-
nounce to the world, in the most unmis-
takable terms, that an injustice has been
committed, and that reparation is deman-
ded, if not in the name of religion, at
least in the name of justice.” .

Should the Jesuits succeed in estab-
lishing a legal claim to the' property
above, they would be the wealthiest reli-
gious community in America, or, for that
matter, in the world. But there are
other questions to be considered which
seem an insuperable bar to the restora-
tion.

COMPARATIVE WEIGHT AND YIELD OF EGGs.
—A correspondent of the Country Gentle-
man gives the standard yield and weight
of eggs for different varieties of domestic
fowl as follows :—

Light Brahmas- and partridge Cochins,
eggs 7 to the pound; they lay, according
to treatment and keeping, from 80 to 100
per annum, oftentimes more if kept well.
Dark Brahmas, 8 to the pound, and about
70 per annum. Black, white and buff
Cochins, 8 tothe pound; 100 is a large
yeald per annum. Plymouth Rocks, 8 to
the pound, lay 100 perannum. Houdans,
8 to the pound, lay 150 per annum; non-
sitter. La Fleche, 7 to the pound, lay
140 per annum; non-sitter. Black Span-
ish, 7 to the pound, lay 150 per annum.
Dominiques, 9 to the pound, lay 130 per
annum. Games, 9 to the pound, lay 130
per annum. Crevecceurs, 7 to the pound,
lay 150 per annum. Leghorns, 9 to the
pound, lay 150 to 200 per annum. Ham-
burgs, 9 to the pound, lay I70 per annum.
Polish, 9 to the pound, lay 1350, per
annum. Bantams, 16 to the pound, lay
60 per annum. Turkeys, eggs 5. to the
pound, lay from 30 to 60 per annum.
Ducks, eggs vary greatly with different
.5 ecies, but from 5 to 6 to the pound,and
from 14 to 28 per annum, according to
age and keeping. Geese, 4 to the pound
lay 20 per annum. Guineas, 11 to the
pound, lay 60 per annum,
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The Egyptian Climate.

While the circumstances of the Egyp-
tian climate are in general reassuring,
there are important differences between
various parts of the country and between
various seasons of the year. - The medical
records of the Frengh occupation, 1799-
1801, afford much informatlon on these
points; the English expedition under Sir
Ralph Abercromby, which landed at
Aboukir in March, 1801, and re-embarked
there in September of the same year, had
a less varied and on the whole more favor-

able experience of the Egyptian climate.’

One of the English medical chroniclers
found that the downfall was much less
copious than in other hot countries— ex-
cept near the sea coast; but this experi-
ence did not extend into the most un
healthy season. According to Baron
Larry, who was surgeon-in-chief to the
French army in Egypt, the seasons in that
country may be divided asfollows: He
begins with the season which happens to
be the one now current, lasting about
three or four months, from July onwards,
and corresponding generally to the rise
and overflow of the Nile. It is the damp
season, the season of morning and even-
ing mists, and the usual forms of camp
sickness—fevers, ‘ diarrhoeas and  ophtal-
mias. The second, which he names the
season of fruitfulness, begins about the
winter solstice, and lasts to the first week
of March. The prevailing westerly wind
in the damp season goes round to the
east, and for the most part remains in that
quarter. The nights are extremely cold,
but the days are as warm as a European
June, and all nature is fresh and revived.
The third season is what he calls the un-
healthy season ; it includes March, April
and part of May, and corresponds to the
time when the noxious kampsin is apt to
blow. The wind is from the south, and
about every fifth day it rises to a hurri-
cane, blows with that degree of violence
usually for four or five hours, and again
subsides. The wind is hot, and it carries
with it particles of sand from the desert,
as well as noxious emanations from fields
watered by the Nile. The season that
follows, from the first of June to the com-
mencement of the inundation, is the sea-
son of steady and invigorating winds.
The wind gets up at sunrise, and falls
suddenly after sunset. Passing over the
Mediterranean, these winds carry inland
much vapor, which condenses in torrents
of rain on the Abyssinian mountains, and
causes the annual rise of the Nile. The
nights are now cool, without being damp;
the heat of the day is extreme, and would
be insupportable but for the steady north
wind that tempers it: Itis the purest
and most healthy season of the Egyptian
year. There is practically no sickness,
and the French surgeon found that
wounds healed with remarkable rapidity.
That season is over for the current year,
and it will be the damp season—in so far
as Egypt is ever damp—which the tooops
will first encounter.

In Colorado is a ten-acre field which is
simply a subterranean lake covered with
soil about eighteen inches deep. On the
soil is cultivated a field of corn which pro-
duces thirty bushels to the acre. If any
one will take the trouble to did a hole to
the depth of a spade handle he will find
that it will fill with water, and by using a
hook and line fish four andfive inches
long may be caught.

Mexicans and their Married Life. ‘

The well-to-do Mexicans have their own
peculiar method of managing their mar-
ried life so that familiarty may not breed
contempt. Husband and wife have en-
tirely separate apartments, and neither
is expected to enter the apartments of
the other except on invitation. These
apartments are in the same house, or at
least in the same enclosure, yet they are
usually separated by a considerable space.
Each has a separate set of attendants or
servants, and nothing seems in common
between them except at table, at which
they always eat together, the nursery for
the children and the yard or court, with
its flowers, figs and vines. When the
husband desires the company of his lady
in his apartments he writes an invitation
in terms of the most formal and lofty
politeness, encloses ‘it in a perfumed
envelope, seals it, and sends it on a silver
tray in the hands of a servant. The lady
acknowledges the invitation in the same
way, and if she accepts, which she is most
likely to do, she appears at the door of
his apartments at the appointed hour, in
bridal costume, escorted by one or more
of her ladies in waiting. These then re-
tire. The husband receives her at the
door, leads her to a little table, where he
treats her to chocolate or tea, cakes,
fruits, etc. In the midst of the apart-
ments he has a room furnished in the
most exquisite way he is capable of,
which he holds sacred to his lady and
never occupies unless'she is present.
This room is his pride. He spares no ex-
pense to make it as unique and charming
as poss’ble. When the gentleman has
received his lady into his aparments
it is not proper to leave
until  they  have breakfasted,
which .does not usually oceur until
nine o’clock. After the lapse of some
days—I did not know how many—eti:
-quette requires that the lady shall return
the husband’s compliments by a similar
invitation nicely sealed in a perfumed
envelope on a silver tray. He acknow-
leges the invitation with' many thanks,
and if he accepts, which it is presumed
he is quite sure to do, he first indulges in
the bath, prigs himself up in his best
array, patronizes his perfame bottles and
his pomades, and at the appointed hour
is received by the queen of his affections,
who is dressed like a bride to ®lo honor
to the occasion. She has also, in the
midst of her apartments, a room which
she holds sacred to her husband and
which she never occupies unless he is
present. It may be supposed that this
sacred room is her pride above all things,
and to adorn and watch over it, the chief
occupation and joy of her life. They
remain together in the lady’s apartments
till' breakfast, after which they again
separate.

WAR IN EGYPT.

DeLesseps has just arrived at Paris. In’
an interview he said the first fact that
should be known regarding the Egyptain
matter is that the movengent is a national
one. He was convinced that Arabi has
the whole nation at his back. His force
is probably betwen 25,000 and 30,000
Arabs, and he has arms for 200,000, and
when he needs men he can get them.
He had every reason to be satisfied jwith
the manner that Arabi had behaved to-
ward the canal.

The English had no need of the canal
for their operations. DeLessps said Arabi
had not placed a price on -his head, but
after the English had landed at Suez he
had received a letter fron Arabi, sa'ying
that he knew it was not his fault, and
giving him notice that the: sweet water
canal would be English sailors had
behaved very bg}, firing right and left
in the streets and Kkilling many Arab
woman and childern, and one of DeLessps
own employees. The English army is
very well organized. He thinks the war
will bea long one, and the final results
cannot yet be forecasted. No serious
operations could be undertaken unless
the bad weather and the overflow of the
Nile were at an end-that would be in
October. The war would be no military
promenade. Itwasnot true that Arabi
Pasha had mutilated the- English dead
and wounded; he had heard nothing of
that from officers in Egypt. England
had been long intending to get her finger
into Egypt on some pretext or another.
The whole Egyptian trouble has been
caused by the intrigues of Edward Mallet
and for the purpose of  giving England

herﬂs opportunity. He had not seen any

actual fighting but there had been many
more killed and 'wounded among the
English then they had reported; also
many cases of sunstrokes and a -little
cholera. When he had been in Egypt
before, when troubles had begun, he had
found some opposition to Arabi among
the Bedouin chiefs, but now they were,
he believed, all for Arabi, even those who
before had opposed him. Arabi had
said to him (DeLessps) that they were
Egyptians before they wese any thing else
Even if Arabi were killed or captured,
the war would not on that account come
to an- end. The English might buy
some chiefs, but that would not help
them much. The Khedive was a. man
who would never be able to govern the
country. Even if the English succeeded
in re-establishing his authority, it would
énd, if the English were successful, in
his either being deposed by them or in
his being a merely nominal ruler. At
present he was a prisoner and nothing
that he did had any weight with the Eng-
lish people. De Desseps said that the
Suez canal trouble’ could not occur with
the Panama canal, because the Americans
never interfered in matters that did not
concern them, while it has been the in-
variable practice of England to be always
meddling in other peoples affairs. He
had no apprehension that Panama would
ever hear cannon fired. Work on the
Panawma Canal was progressing favorably
and was being pushed forward with the
utmost activity. He leaves Paris on Mon-
day.
Kassassiy, Sept. 3.

A despatch to the Times from Kassassin
dated yesterday, says the enemy keeps a
close watch all about our camp, and
numerous Bédouin horsemen are prowling
in the vicinity, rendering it wnsafe to
venture far out. Last night one of the
Life Guards was killed. His body was
recovered and found te be mutilated.
Arabi Pasha has an excellent position
here, and is in direct communication by
failway with Deagazery and Saliheyeh,
and water for his forces is brought up by
rail and canal. Hisactive cavalry succeed
in masking his movements and keeping
them secret.

An Indian cavalry detachment and, the
Royal Irish Dragoon Guards scoured the
country between the camp and this point
and Maxama and returned without
seeing any marauding Bedouins.

Uneasiness among the Europeans con-
tinues unabated. Sensational rumors of
every kind are circulating to-night and
it was reported that the French consul
general had asked for transports to re-
move French subjects, but it is proved
to be entirely groundless. The British
military authorities have mapped the
town into districts which are connected
by telephone and they feel satisfied that
this will enable them to quell any unfor-
seen outbreak.

At 5o'clock this evening the English
heavy guns near the Cairo railway began

shelling Arabi Pasha’scamp. The enemy
replied, there shells falling within ten
yards of Fleming depot, Ramleh lines.
Two more British guns joined in the fire,
whereupon a lively cannonade ensued.
The enemy continued to make excellent
practioe, all their shells falling close to
the British camp. The water in the
canal broke through the dam to-day. and
is one and a half meters high. A Greek
who recently arrived here from Cairo gives
a gloomy account of the situation there.
He fears that when Arabi Pasha is de-
feated, he will destroy the city. He
estimates that there are at Cairo only
1500 troops will join in pillaging the city
at the first opportunity. He says that
Circassians are maltreated if seen on the
streets in Cairo.

Lord Dufterin, yesterday informed the
Sultan that England would assent to’
landing of 2,000 or 3,000 Turkish troops
at Port Said. It is understood that
Dervish Pasha will command the ex-
pedition and Baker Pasha will be chief of
Staff.

Paris, Sept. 5.—A despatch from Con-
stantinople to-day states that the Anglo-
Turkish military convention has been
signed. :

The Times' Port Said despatch reports
that large numbers of Bedouins have
again been seen on the banks of the
canal between Port Said and Ismailia.

The enemy has apparently been rein-
forced. :

Some rebel officers: from Salihiyeh
arrived at Ismailia to tender their sub-
missiom. Over 8,000 Arabs are now re-
ported to be fortifying Salihiyeh. The
enemy are embarking their baggage and
military stores from Fort Ghemileh.

Salihiyeh has been abandoned by
Arabi. Itis not expected that we shall
be ready-to advance for a week.

Mahmoud Ishmy has written a report
addressed to the Khedive with plans
revealing the positions and strength of
the enemy. ‘The translation will be sent
to General Wolseley. From Internal evi-
dences it is believed its statements are
correct.

The substance of Mahmoud Ishmy’s
information has been telegraphed to
Gen. Wolseley. It is believed that the
influence of Mahmoud Ishmy’s will be
useful in bringihg over rebels.

M. Victor Lesseps, in a report to the
Suez Canal Company, says General
Wolseley informed him that the English
Government accepted the responsibility
for damage and obstruction to the traffic
of the canal. :

A body of 100 marines made a raid to
day on the villages between Alexandria
and Meks and arrested alk persons who
were unable to give a good -account of
themselves. The authorities are taking
stringent measures to prevent the indis-
criminate land of persons without means
or employment. One hundred and fifty
such persons who landed here yesterday
have been sent to the Arsenal pending a
decision as to whether or not they shall
be compelled to return on board the
vessels from which they disembarked.

Four Bedouins who were caught looting
in Pawleh have been sentenced to death.

A despatch grom Port Said to the Daily
News says the fresh water canal at
Ismailia is falling rapidly. The water
company has reduced the supply at
Ismailia and Port Said.

Arabi Pasha has established a line of
defence from El Karaim to Salihirgeh.

Gen. Wolseley is making every effort to
organize a complete system of field
supply for the force. The task is much
more serious than the foreign element in
Egypt is willing to admit. Meanwhile
the enemy is content to be purely on
the defensive. It is rumored that Arabi
Pasha has brought heavy guns from
Cairo to Tel El Kebir to silencc the
British 40 pounders on the arme train.
Matters are proceeding smoothly at
Kassassin. Food is abundant at present,
but the daily consumption is sd great
that it wi'l nog be easy to provide sup-
plies for further use.

The Sultan’s proclamation to the
Egyptians has been issued. It declares
Arabi Pasha a repel for disobeying the
orders of the Khedive and of Dervish
Pasha, thereby provoking the interver-
tion ot England. .

It states that the declaration conferred
upon Arabi Pacha was bestowed at the
instance of Dervish Pasha, in consequence
of Arabi Pacha’s protestations of fidelity.
In conclusion the proclamation exhorts

all Egyptians to obey the Khedive.

A Horrible Death.

The schooner Benson, of which .Capt
James Anderson was commander, had
gone to Lake Superior for a cargo of
timber, she and two or three other crafts
being towed by the tug Metamora. The
tow arrived safely at the camp on Serpent
River, and the work of leading commene-
ed. On the aecond day after araival,
while the timber was being put aboard
the Benson, an accident occurred, and
the horrible death of Capt. Anderson was
the result. Great iron grips are used -te
draw the huge, heavy slippery sticks of
timber into the vessel. In some way
these grips slipped when Captain Ander-
son was standing by, and flying up, caught
the captain by the head and literally
tore his head off. The sight was a sick-
ening and horrible one, and the acd-
dent cast a gloom over the entire
camp, and especially over the crew
of the Benson. The hardy sailors,
some of whom had been through
war, ashore and afloat, said they never
witnessed anythimg so terrible before,
and certainly hoped they never wounld
again. What made it more terrible was
that a second before the captain was in
robust health, a whole-souled, large-
hearted, good-natured friend, talking im
his jocular way with the men. When the
latter heard the grip slip, saw the body
slung twenty or thirty feet, and-the head
remain in strings in the fearful death of
the horrible tool, it was more than they
could stand. The decapitated body and
and the head and fragments were dres-
sed as well as possible by an undertaker
and forwarded by boat and rail to the
family at Port Dalhousie. Capt. Ander-
son had hosts of friends, and was highly
esteemed generally. :

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ADMINISTRATION OF CROWN LANDS

The Sun refering to the recent land
sales says: -

There was scarcely any ‘tomplaint among
the operators because of the one year limit.

This is an extraordinary statement even
for the Sun to make, and indicates either
a surprising ignorance of the facts, or a
wilful disregard of them. We grant that
a few friends of the Surveyor General,
who feared competition if the licences
were for a term of years, speak in favor
of the present arrangement, but the
large majority of those present at the
land sale, we may say nineteen out of
every twenty, condemned the one year
system. A few would say that it did not
particularly affect them individually, but
that the principal was wrong. The con-
demnation was almost universal. How
any person who professes to know any-
thing about lumbering, can pretend that
a license for one year only is as valuable
as one for five years, passes our compre
hension; and why this retrograde step
should have been taken is equally inex-
plicable, unless rumor gives the true ex-
planation, when it says that certain
operators, warm personal friends and
political supporters of the Surveyor Gene-
ral. finding themselves likely to be finan-
cially unable to secure the blocks ot land
they desired for a term of years, had
sufficient influence to bring about the
change.

But it is not only of the stumpage regu-
latons that the lumbermen complain.
Frequent complaints are made of the
unfortunate characteristics of the head
of the department, which were conspicu-
ous during and after the land sale. We
do not care to discuss such matters, and
would make no reference to them if it
were not that they were obtruded upon
public notice, @s though to challenge
criticism. We do not think fhat the
affairs of the Province would suffer, if the
gentleman who is charged with the ad-
ministration of Crown Lands, would pay
a little more regard to—we will say, the
dignity of his official position.

We regret also to say that complaints
were made that the Surveyor General
has employed his offi~ial powers to the
disadvantage of persons who -happen to
be politically opposed to him, and the
instances which could be cited in support
of the statement are numerous and con-
vincing. 2

In the adwministration of the routine
€rown Land business and the settlement
of disputes between applicants for grants
the Surveyor General has gained almost
universal condemnation. His reputa-
tion throughout the country is that of a
man who i thoroughly unreliable, while
he is dilatory in the extreme.

It was an open secret that one of Mr.
Fraser's chief troubles, in the last year
of his premiership, was how best to get
rid of the Surveyor General; and at the
close of the last session, when Mr. Adams
made such an extraordinary exhibition
of himself over the Act relating to
constables, it was freely stated that Mr.
Fraser’s unwonted firmness was inspired
by a hope that he could exasperate the
Surveyor General up to the point of re-
signation. But he did not do so, and
the Department is still presided over by
a man whose name to-day in Fredericton
is associated with expressions of sympathy
. and support for two of the worst crimi-
nals this city has ever produced. It is
impossible that outraged public opinion
can much longer submit to these things.

The Sun has worked itself up intoa fifth
rate fury overa paragraph in which we
wished to intimate our belief that we had
not seen the last of the railway combina-
tions which - would be formed, and it
has discovered a new_pet name for the
Herawp. This time we are the oracle of
the Ring. We propose to avert ourselves
of the privilege of an oracle and to give
the Sun a little of the information it
pines for. The probability is that a strong
effort will be made to make St. Andrews
the winter port of the Dominion. No
less an authority than Sir Charles Tupper
has said that “St. Andrews must oe the
winter port of Canada”” Mark the ex-
pression, not simply may be, but must be.
In proof of his faith in this prediction Sir
Charles Tupper has purchased twelve
hundred acres of land near St. Andrews,
and is now in-England, it is said, princi-
pally to organize a company to purchase
his "estate and convert it into cattle
yards, and also to make arrangements
for the construction of wharves for ocean
going vessels at St. Andrews. In this
effort he will be seconded by Sir Leonard
Tilley, formerly of St. John, but now of
St. Andvews; who besides is the owner of
property there, and as financial Minister
of Canada has no doubt great influence
if he choses to exercise it. We are not
aware whether “the Ring” of which the
Sun says we are-the oracle includes the
two valiant knights; but we refer our con-
temporary in its search- for knowledge
to those gentlemen for answers to the
questions which he showers upon ‘us. . {t
is.a question however if-the Minister of
Finance will feel called upon to answer
any enquiries from a St. John newspaper,
as it is long since he has ceased to take
any interest in that city, and can scarcely
manage to exist in its foggy atmosphere.
The brightness of his knightly ornaments
may perhaps be dimmed by the damp-
ness.

The Reporter favors the building of the
Miramichi Valley Railway, but seems to
feel very badly about somebody whose
motives have been ‘‘impugned” and
whose actions have been “misrepresented
by a certain portion of the press.” Itis
certainly very naughty for any portion of
the press to impugn or misrepresent.
We are not quite sure what is meant by
this, but we are really quite certain that
it is something very wrong. Perhaps it
means insinuations that writers, who are
endeavoring to do good in a humble way,
are endeavoring to do harm; perhaps it
means gratutious insults to persons who
have been lucky enough to get hold of
money without working for it. We have
ourselves had an experience of what it
means to be maligned by “a certain
portion of the press” in every possible
way financially, intellectually, socially
and even in family relations, if it is
against such things as this that the
Reporter raises its voice, we congratulate
it, even although we may think it tardy
in its recognition of the impropriety of
such conduct. We do mot wish to be
understood as intimating that our con-
temporary has offended in the manner
above indicated. It is very much to be
regretted that it is impossible apparently
to discuss public questions in Fredericton
without laying ourselves open to all
manner of personal charges. We may
meet with the editors of our contempo-
raries and converse agreeably upon suth
subjects; but if we venture to make a
suggestion in print, at once there comes
an avalanche of abuse and misrepresen-
tation. Let us have an end of such
things, and discuss public matters with-
out dragging in selfish considerations.

THE INLAND FISHERIES.

It is reported that it is contemplated
in certain official quarters to hand over
to the Dominion Government all the un-
granted land on the streams within this
Province, which are suitable for salmon
fishingstations. We do not know that the
view is entertained by the whole Govern-
ment, and we hope it is not, because it
would be a great error to hand over to
the Dominion authorities lands which
with a little care would prove a source of
considerable revenue to the Province. It
has been established after considerable
litigation, which had to be carried on by
private individuals at their own cost, that
the right to the fisheries on the inland
streams is vested in the riparian owners,
and the Province yet holds the title to
many fishing stations, which, if offered at
public competition for short terms of
years, would bring a good price. It is
argued by those who faver handing the
land over to the Dominion that - the
streams would thereby be protected ; but
it is well known that the protection which

is afforded under the present system
amounts to very little, while ii the fishing
| privileges wera leased to private indivi-

dualsthey would be interested in bearing
a large part of the expense of an efficient
system of protection. The people will
hardly submit to the handing of thecee
lands over to the Dominion Government,
That body has already sufficient of a hold
upon,this Province. As we have said, re-
ports do not assign to all the members ot
the Government opinions favorable to
such a transfer, and it is probable that in
the end wise councils will prevail and
nothing of the kind be done.

THE WAR.

It cannot be cbjected that Wolseley’s
method of conducting a campaign is dila
tory. Since he landed at Ismailia, there
has been a constant succession of col-
lisions witlj the enemy, and although on
one occasion the day’s fighting resulted
in at least no advantage to the British,
on the whole the advance has been suc-
cessful, and the position of Arabi has
been greatly weakened. We note the
Egyptian forces are more effective in
artillery than in any other arm. The
boasted Bedouin cavalry, of which so
much was foretold, has proved itself to
be little else than an ill-conditioned rabble
which keeps out of danger, and reserves
its ardor for the pillaging of frightened
fellaheen and assaults on defenceless
women. Their artillery is proving itself
formidable, clearly establishing that it is
upon an effective service of field artillery
that the greatest dependence can be
placed in warlike operations, This is the
lesson of the Franco Prussian war re-
peated. Fortunately the British are more
than able to compete with their oppo-
nents in heavy guns. The brilliant charge
made by the British cavalry on Monday’s
battle, which is more particularly des-
cribed elsewhere shows that the pluck
and daring of the army is unimpaired.
The campaign will no doubt be very
severd; but it cannot be very protracted,
because the Egyptians cannot be in a
position to keep the. field very long
against a foe which is able to cut them off
from a supply of ammunition suitable for
use in the improved weapons.

= \LBY-LAW NEEDED.

Now that we have a pavement on a
part of Queen street, through which the
dust and other matter which collects up-
on it will not pass, it is necessary that a
by-law should be enacted, requiring the
occupiers of the premises in front of
which the pavement is, to sweep it
thoroughly every mbrning, and after
water works have been introduced, to
wash it off at least once a day, as is done
in large cities. In this way can the pave-
ment be kept in a proper state.

WE wish to urge upon Mr. Colter not to
allow the season to pass without making
the needed improvements on the Nor-
mal School grounds. Their present con-
dition is not at all creditable to the city
or the government, and we do not think
the public will begrudge the small outlay
necessary to put them in proper shape.

Tae CouNty Gaon.—The HefALp having
diricted attention to the state of the gaol, we
thought it well to send a representative to
see the gaoler and ascertain if any steps had
been taken to make itsecure. M Long was
very emphaticin his condemnation of the
condition of the building. He said that it
was by no means a safe place for the confine-
ment of desperate criminals, or indeed of any
man, whois charged witha crime sufficently
gerious to make him willing to run some risk
to secure his liberty. At present Mr. Long
keeps a watch upoa the prisoners up to mid-
night, and after that hour one of the police-
men takes charge of the outside of the gaol.
In this way any attempt at escape will be
readily detected, but it is absurd that such
precautions should have to be taken, and it is
a question whether it is cheaper in theend to
pay for the alterations necessary to make the
prison secure, or for the services of the men
who have to watch it. In the basement of
the building are cells. Those are in such a
condition thatto keep a man confined in
them for any length of time is to place his
life in danger. An expenditnre, and by no
means a large one, is needed to provide
sewerage. Surely the committee of the
County Council, which is charged with this
matter does not propose for the sake of
saving a few dollars to allow this very
objectionable state of things to cortiune.

A LARGE SNAKE.—A gentleman from the
rural districts called at this office on Tues-
day afternoon to give us a paragraph, he
said, about a large spotted snake which he
bad noticed several times on the McLaughlin
Road, in Dundas parish, about 16 miles from
here. Although our informant says he did
not see the reptile, he vouches for the truth-
fulness of the story./ It was first noticed
about two years ago, and since then by an-
other party about six monthsago. There-was
great excitement raised over the matter, and
it was proposed to go in search of the monster
but the incredulons scouted the idea, and
it was finafly abandoned. On Sunday
last a young man coming through the woods
“for a short cut,” met the snake, and he, it
is said, became greatly alarmed, (as his
blanched features too intelligibly told when
he reached the village) and began to tell his
experience. He described the snake as meas-
uring about 15 feet long, about as large round
ag a six-inch stove-pipe, and spotted on the
back. As the adventurer is regarded as very
truthful, many who were loth to listen to the
story at first have now given credence to it
and are discussing the propriety of going out
in search of the venomous creature to, if pos-
sible, secure it for & curiosity.— Moncton
Transeript.

OrrFiciAL.—A Post Office order reached
Fredericton Friday, payabie to the Gov-
ernment of New Brunswick. The city Post-
master, with admirable appreciation of the
politieal situation, deciined to recognize the
existence of such a body.

WAR IN EGYPT.

Lonpox, Aug. 30.—The Telegraph has
the following :

Ismailia, Aug. 28.— When morning
came, great excitement prevailed in our
camps, at Kassossin, in consequence of
the Egyptians showing themselves in con
siderable force in various directions.
Gen. Graham presently sent Major Hartt
with an escort of mounted infantry under
Lieut. Pigott to ascertain their strength
and exact position. Major “artt pro-
ceeded two miles towards Tel El Kabir,
when the enemy opened fire with two
guns. Pigott dismounted his men and
returned the fire briskly, his men holding
their ground well for some time, though
eventually they were obliged to retire up-
on our camps. At 10 o'clock, 4,000
Bedouins appeared on our right and front
two miles, but on our guns opening fire
they retired. About three o’clock their
infantry advanced in open order upon
our left, bringing up several. guns which
they placed at short distances from each
other, and presently showed several
pieces of artillery on our right. Our guns
openéd fire and our men turned out to
face the .attack. The fight. now
was warm, and during the whole
afternoon the little garrison made a good
defence. Meanwhile the cavalry, which
was five miles in our rear, had been twice
signalled by Gen. Graham to support
him, and had advanced almost to our
position without encountering the enemy.
By 7.30 p. m. the whole_ force, consisting
of the first and second Life Guards, the
Horse Guards, 7Tth Dragoons. part of 4th
Dragoons and I9th Hussars, with four
zuns, set out to succor the troops at
Kassossin. Col. Stewart, who directed
the course of the brigade, disposed the
men so excellently that he was able to
pilot them safely to the point of contact
without coming under the fire of guns,
which were then pounding the Kassossin
camp. He led the way along the ridge
to out flank the enemy ann turn his
position. Col. Russell brought his men
over four miles of heavy ground so that
by nine o'clock, when they halted on the
stay line, they found themselves 8o close
to the Egyptians that shells went over
their heads in quick succession, landing
nearly half a mile in their rear. From
the position the cavalry had gained
they could see the enemy close on
the horizon in very large numbers, where-
upon Russell dismounted the cavalry and
ordered a sharp musketry fire, but they
found that the enemny was closer than
anticipated. Just then Gen. Lowe dash-
ed up and gave, the command to mount
and form 1n line and charge. Secarcely
had the words been uttered when the
Household Cavalry and Dragoons swept
on _to. meet the ine. In a very few
moments the horseinen had charged the
enemy with great bravery, and the outer
guns having ceased {firing, mingled with
the Egyptians and cut them up seriously.
A general rout hereupon followed, Arabi’s
artillerymen getting their guns away,
while his infantry fell into a disordered
mass upon the banks of the canal, a few
dashing into the water to save themselves,
It would be difficult to imagine a more
complete success than was now seen.
The bravery of the cavalry in charging a
blind position, the strength of which it
was impossible to tell, rendered the enemy
almost panic-stricken. Russell’'s horse
fell dead, but he seized another and before
the en‘emy’s position was- gained he was
well in front once more. The enemy fell
back rapidly. We now command the
country leading to Tel El Kebir. Great
pertinacity and bravery were shown dur-
ing the day by the mounted infantry and
the detachment of the 4th Dragoons with
them. Lieut. Pigott was mounted. All
along the line the greatest care had been
taken to provide for emergencies, which
shows how judicious are the arrangements
of Gen. Wolseley. The men who took part
in this gallant achieveinent had worked
for nearly twenty-four hours on empty
stomachs but never dreamt of grumbling.
The British cavalry charged straight at
the guns, sabering gunners and flying in-
fantry beyond them. The battle was
ended at a stroke. A-scene of wild con-
fusion ensued. Some of the guns were
still firing and bodies of infantry kept
up a fusilade. Our infantry at Kassassin
had a hot time. Hundreds of shells
burst in the confined space. The shelter
trenches afforded but insufficient pro-
tection. The Egyptians came on and
in spite of the heavy fire of our men
rapidly gained ground, and would soon
have rushed on our entrenchments when
the roar of our guns on the left followed
by the rush of our cavalry proved too
much for them and from that moment
they thought only of flight.

Loxpox, Aug. 30.—An important order
was received at Woolwich, to-day, to for-
ward to Egypt at once a formidable light
siege train. It will weigh, with equip-
ments, 2,000 tons, and will require 1,136
officers and men. The ordnance will con-
sists of 36 pieces of artillery of various
calibres, including 10 forty-pounders and
10 twenty-five-pounders.

Additional troops have been ordered to
the frontier where the Gevernment has
determined to concentrate 4,000 men
immediately. The Hora (new-spaper)
says that this number will be sufficient if
a movement of Turksis only instigated
by the Turkish local commander, but if
the impulse emanates from Constantino-
ple the struggle will prove serious.

- Despatches from the frontier claim that

the Turkish troops were repulsed: on
Monday and Tuesday with considerable
loss. The Greeksoccupy a strong posi-
tion at Vigla, which is exactly on the new
frontier, to the north of Searbos. The
Bishop of Latamona, with eighty peasants,
has joined the Greeks.

Gen. Hawley and a brigade of High-
landers under Gen. Alison, have embark-
ed in four transports. including the Iberia,
France and Lucitania. The British au-
thorities state that their destination is
Ismailia. :

Sir Evelyn Wood has assumed com-
mand of troops in Alexandria and
vicinity.

A correspondent of the News telegraphs
from Ismailia:—

I rode over the scene of the cavalry
charge at Krssassin Lock. I found two
acres thickly strewn with corpses of the
enemy. Some of our cavalry were still
seeking our dead and wounded. Two
dead Life Guards men were so mutilated
that they were quite unrecognizable.
The enemy’s loss must have been at least
400. i
A despatch from Alexandria says that
250 marines from the Invincible and In-
constant will land there on Thursday to
assist the garrison.

Mahmoud Femy will arrive at Alex-
andria and will be handed over to the
Khedive's Government, to be dealt with
as the ministers may decide.

A despatch from Ismailia to Reuter’s
Telegram Co. says the British are advanc-
ing in full force toward Kassassin.

The News has the following from Is-
mailia:—

The British did not anticipate tbe
recent attack. The result shows we are
ready for anything. It is reported taat
the enemy fled to Tel-el-Lebir. - Our posi-
tions remain much as they were, but the
cavalry advanced a few miles on the ex-
treme right.

The steamer Siam, wizh 10 officers and
475 men, for Egypt, sailed _from London
to-day.

M. Coundouriotis, Greek Minister, has

had another conference with Said Pasha,
Turkish Minister of Foreign Affairs. It
understood that orders will be sent by
the Porte to the commander of the Turk-
ish troops on the Greek frontier to cease
hostilities. A detachment of Turkish
troops has left Salonica for the Greek
frontier to restore order.
* The official report of Gen. Howe. re-
gaarding the action ‘of the cavalry at
Kassassin, confirms the details already
published. He says after the charge the
ground was strewn with bodies of dead
Egyptian infantry. He states that the
enemy are now throwing up work in front
of Kassassin.

The Times’ Alexandria correspondent
says: News has been received from Cairo
that at the meeting of Notables, August
29th, at which the Governor of Ismailia
was present, speeches were made re-

gnizing Arabi as the sole ruler of
Egypt. The Prefect of Police,on hearing
this, declared against Arabi, and ordered
the arrést of all persons present at the
meeting. He is organizing a Turkish
police for the protection of the Khedive's
interests. The Governor of El Arish has
declared for Arabi Pacha, and has in-
fluenced two tribes of Bedouins in his
favor.

A wounded Egyptian officer who has
been lying upon the field since Monday’s
fight, says the Bedouins killed all the
wounded they found on the field who
were not Mussulmans. The affair of the
26th caused much depression. at Tel el
Kebir, but Arabi, upon arriving there,
personally, sent troops forward to attack
Kassassin. Before despatching them
upon their mission he made a short
speech, saying that our movement in the
rear had thrown the Egyptian plans or
defence into complete confusion, and
that it was absolutely necessary*to defeat
the enemy.

On Thur}ﬂay morning Gen. Wilkinson,
in command of the Indian cavalry, con-
ducted a reconnoissance on the right
and Col. Tulloch on the left. We got
within sight of the enemy's lines, his
pickets falling back, and sketches were
made of his position, which was not con-
sidered to be so strong as reported.

Forty seamen from the ironclad Mino-
taur and a company of the 53rd regiment
quietly approached the enemy's position
opposite Ramleh, last evening, and blew
up with gun cotton a house on the canal
which had long been a point of vantage
to the enemy’s sharp shooters. The oper-
ations was not interrupted by the Egyp-
tians. ?

A fresh reconnoisance shows that Tel
el Keber is Strongly entrenched, the
fresh water canal forming a natural
defence.

There is reason to suppose that Arabi
Pacha has forced many of his men to
work on the trenches, even in chains,
Two manacles covered with' blood were
found on the field.} 2

Sixty-nine dead Egyptians still remain
on the scene of the cavalry charge.

News has been received from the in-
terior that Arabi Pacha is selling Euro-
pean properties to natives. - Several well-
known properties belonging to Enropeans
have been confiscated and sold &nd the
names of native purchasers given.

Gen. Wood has contracted his lines to
Ramleh, thus strengthening his position,

" Arabi Pacha publishes in Cairo daily
reports of English defeats with immense
losses.

History of the Gardens of Fredericton.

Mg. EpiTor,—In the August number of the
Gardeners Monthly, published in Philadel-
phia, U. 8., the editor, in his seasonable hint,?,
says: So far, this season, we have had this
rapid glance at northern and north-eastern
Pennsylvania, sonthern, central and wesfern
New York, and over a hundred miles into
southern Canada, and it has given great
pleasure to note how gardening is prosper-
ing in the remote villages, the contrast b?-
tween now and, say, a dozen years ago Is
remarkable. Flowers are everywhere.
Choice fruits abound. The plots around 1jhe
humblest houses show some desire for taste.
Choice trees and shrubs are not uncommon,
but above all this there isan evident attempt
at neatness and cleanliness everywhere. It
interested the writer of this very much to
know the views of leading horticulturists
how all this has come about. One said it
was through the introduction of lawn
mowers. Another, the influence of Maga-
zines, like the Gardeners Monthly, and -an
enlightened agricultural press. Anot'her
thought the Centennial Exhibition in Phll-ﬂ.-
delphia deserved the credit. Another prais-
ed the tree agent. who brought nice things
things to the most impossible places. Still
another thought of James Vick, Peter Hen-
derson, and a scorc of other names, ete.”
Now, Mr. Editor, as most of your readers
are interested, more or less, in gardening
or horticulture, it may be interesting to re-
trospect the last dozen years in Fredericton.
I purpose giving you afew facts, as my own
knowledge extends no further, in reference
to personal observation, than the last twelve
years in this city. so that your readers may
judge if the people’s tastes are growing in
this direction, or otherwise. In some res-
pects they are not, but generally they are,
as the esteemed editor of the Gardeners
Monthly finds them in the States and south-
ern Canada. In the year1870,1left England,
my native country, engaged myself as gar-
dener for one year with a gentleman in this
city. At that time, or that year, there were
five British gardenersemployed, about Ered-
ericton, as follows: A. Ross, gardener, Gov.
Wilmot, Government House. Mr. Ross came
from Edinburgh, a Scotchman, who thought
quite as much of himself as others did, yet a
good gardener, and had three or more good
men under him. Both vegetable and flower
gardens were, during Gov. Wilmot’s stay, a
credit to the city and Province. My own
impression has been that Judge Wilmot in-
fused as much or more life and taste in this
direction than any other one person by ex-
ample both at Government House and his
own place, Regent St. There was no con-
servatory at that time at Government House,
the extent of the glass were two small green-
houses, with hot beds, etc. But these small
houses contained some rich and rare plants,
which were exhibited at the Provincial Ex-
hibition in Fredericton that year.

Mr. Randolph al<o employed an English
gardener that year, one Wm. Hood, from
Carter & Co., Seedsmen, London, England.
Mr. Hood was a very good gardener, but had
rather an unruly member of a tongue,
which often hurt him. | Nevertheless, Hood
made great improvements about Mr. Ran-
dolph’s residence, made as nice a croguet
ground as any in the Providce; also planted
cedars and other trces and improved the
carriage drive. These improvements are to
be seen to-day. g

J. W. Brayley, Esq., Druggist, also import-
ed John Bebbington from Carter & Co.,
the Royal Seedsmen, from their nursery, at
the Crystal Palace, Loadon, England, a
single young gardener, indusfrious and per-
severing, yet far from being perfect, either
in knowledge or temper. . John made quite &
display at the Provincial Exhibition that
year, with Mr. Brayley's plants and hot house
grapes. - Mr. B. had a very nice collection of
Exotic Plants at that time, and a flower and
small vegetable garden, with several glass
houses for plants and grapes, which were
afterwards destroyed by fire.

Hon. Judge Fisher employed a Scotch gar-
dener; one James Tait. Mr. Tait found a
piece of wilderness ground behind the
Jndge’s residence, converted it into a flower
garden, and made it blossom as the rose.
Mr. T. understands thebusiness in all its
branches; is a very well informed man ; does
not believe in sounding his own tr'nmpet:
is very reserved and discreet, and"- will do
justice to whoever employs him.

A. Gibson, Esq., Marysville, that samec
year, employed John Coulson, from York-
shire, England. John was a very upright-
kind, and industrious Yourig man ; loved his
busingss, we believe better than anything,
save his family, yet Coulson did not like his
employer to find fault with him. He had
been in Mr. Gibson's employ several
years previous. to this, and had laid-
out, if T do do not err, Mr. Gibson’s
grounds. Mr. Coulson left that year for
Boston and obtained emyloyment from a
florist in Worchester Mass., fora year or so
and afterwards secured a private place where
he isat present with a number of hands under
uim, ata large salary. Iam informed Mr,
Cogxlson obtains from one to two hundred
dqllars yearly far prizes at the Exhibitions
for plants, flowers, fruits or vegetables
which goes into his pocket.

Tur Soricitor-GENERAL—The Sun says
that Mr. Morton has accepted the Solici-
tory Generalship, and will be sworn in to-
day. Our own advices from St. John,
yesterday morning led us to expect this;
but we ar2 none the less surprised to find
that Mr. Morton has taken such a course.
We shall reserve our comments for the
rresent.

THE SOLICITOR GENERALSHIP.

The acceptance of Mr. Morton of the
office of Solicitor General is an event
without any especial significance except
of a personal character. Unless he can
carry the vacant seat, as well as his own,
his entrance into the adminirtration will
not only add no strength, but will be a
positive source of weakness. We confess
to a feeling of surprise at his acceptance
of the office. If report does him justice,
he was not at all backward in-avowing
his determined hostility to the ¢ Tory
crowd,” with which he has allied himself,
and we do not think we would do him an
injustice if we said he had given the op-
position gn unqualified assurance of sup-
port. That he has been so dazzled by
the first offer of office, as to be unable to
see the error he makes in accepting it,
does little credit to Mr. Morton’s judg-
ment, and still less to his good faith. . In
appointing him to the office, the govern-
ment have plainly declared it to be their
intention that it shall remain a sinecure.
It is a matter of serious concern to the
Province that neither its Attorney Gene-
ral nor-Solicitor General is capable of try
ing an important lawsuit. Of course, we
have Mr. Hanington, who has already
received large fees as a.counsel in crimi-
nal cases, and Mr. Wetmore, who will, no
doubt, faithfully, if expensively, conduct
any Crown busineas which may be as-
signed to him ; but neither of the recog-
nized Crown officers would trust himself,
neither would the public trust him, to
condvct even an ordinarily complicated
criminal case. If Mr. Morton were a
gentleman of great experience at the
Bar, his accession to the ranks of the ad-
ministration would be a gain, and we
could find some sort of an excuse for his
acceptance of an office at the hands of
men, who ignored his very existence un-
til they wanted to use him ; but as he is
not, and as the chief functions of his posi-
tion, which he will successfully discharge,
will not be those of most value
to the country, and as from being
an independent representative he has
stooped to accept a position the duties
of which he musi find he cannot fulfil,
we confess that we are very greatly
surprised. The public will ask why a
gentleman who has always claimed to be
in favor of economy and reform should
perpetuate in his own person a sinecure
which has already exacted much un-
favorable comment. The government
by its extraordinary composition chall-
enges criticisms of the personal qualifi-
cations of its members. Excepting Mr.
Hanington it does not contain a lawyer
of anything like the first class. He has
a good reputation at the bar, and can
conduct a case with considerable skill
and has the reputation of being a good
consulting barrister, but beside him there
is none other in the executive committee
who makes, or is entitled to make the
least claim to prominence in his pro-
fession. This was felt to be the case
by friends of the government here, and
the feeling found .expression in the
rumor to which the Reporter alluded on
Saturday, namely that Mr. Colter would
give up the Chief Commissionership and
Mr. Wetmore enter the government as
Soli itor General. As the government
now stands the public does not feel that
confidence in the -administration of the
Crown business which ought to be main-
tained,; and every one will be sorry to
see that Mr. Morton’s appointment in-
dicates a continuation of that system
under which one man gets the title and
draws the salary, while another is paid
out of the public chest for doing his
work. :

A CONFESSION.

An honest confession is good for the
soul we are told, and we propose to try
the benefit to be derived from the fullest
and most complete recantation of a grave
political heresy. The HeraLp has been
very pronounced in its opposition to the
Local Government. It has declared its
views in strong terms, and has advanced
with all the force it was capable of every
argument at its command, against what
in its irreverence it has called the Dor-
chester Combinatior.

This firm also handles
country produce, and are prepared to take
all that the country people have to sell.
They have just added to their stock a lot of
toys for Christmas trade, wholesale only, and
are prepared to fill orders for any-quantity.
They will sell assorted cases, which will save
purchasers the trouble of making selections.

Ald Wilson presented a petition for chang-
ing the situation of the Gas Alley fire bell.

He
moved that an adjourned meeting of the
Council be held to-morrow evening to give
the Council a chance to inspect the specifica-
tions and the tenders.

Ald. Wilson said that the tenders were on

the table and could be examined any time
by the Council.

Ald. Farrell thought the privilege asked
in Ald. Simmons’ motion should be granted
and he would support the motion.

On the vote being taken the motion was
carried. 7

Ald. Wilson said that as an” explanation
with regard to the pipe was needed, he would
say that Mr. Neill was very little higher than
the other lowest tenderer, who was a Mon-
treal man, and as Mr. Neill belonged to this
place and guaranteed to furnish the first ship
load of pipe by the first of October, they
concluded to award the contract to Mr. Neil.
He therefore asked, as Mr. Neil would have
to wire for these goods, that this be accepted,
but tne Council concluded that twenty-four
hours would make no difference.

A History of the Gardens of Fredéricton

(Oontinued.)

About the same time Mr. Ketchum erected
a conservatory for plants as well as glass
houses for fruit, including peaches and
grapes, and engaged Mr.Tait, (he having left
the employ of Judge Fisher) as gardener.
Mr. Tait made great improvements beautify-
ing his grounds, laid out a geomatrital
flower garden and planted it elaborately with
popular plants in all the variations of form
and color. :

Several years ago John A. Morrison put up
a greenhouse for raising flowers, et¢. for his
grounds, engaged J. Bebbington as gardener
(at that time in the employ of Hovey & Co.,
Boston), who extended his pleasure grounds,
laid it out and made it one of the finest dis
plays in the Province. Then came A. Ray,
Esq., after the death of Judge Wilmot, and
bought the late Judge’s place with the fine
collection of plants, etc, and has been adding
to it since, so that he has now the best lot of
palms, with other tropical or bot country
plants, most of them of the latest introduc-
tions, in the Province or perhaps the Domi-
nion. As for his garden of roses, including
hardy house plants and tender, they are the
finest lot I ever saw, as well as the largest.
Mr. R. of course pays little attention to mak-
ing a display of bedding plants, as classed by
florists, as - his heart is more upon those
better class of plants from foreigh countries
which are ‘mostly kept in heated houses the
year round. p

During the last ten or twelve years, several
smaller, greenhouses have been built, as well
as those for starting early tomatoes, etc.
Probably your readers will inquire where are
these gardeners to-day? It is true I scarcely
know one who employs a thorough, practical
gardener, but they have laid the foundation
for this gardening taste. For instauce, Mrs.
Morrison says she has learned from gardeners’
books and experience, considerable, so that
she is able and competent to superintend her
own garden, for which she deserves great
It is my impression that Mrs. Mer-
rison raises as many red and white currants
in her front and vegetable garden as all the
rest in town combined ; as well as a great
lot of strawberries, raspberries etc., various
kinds of vegetables, for which Morrison’s
garden is famous. -

Mr. Ketchum not being here, of course his
gardens are not kept up as'in the past;
neither is Judge Fisher’s, the family being
away. G. E. Fenety, Esq., this year does
not compare with past years, in reference
to the elaborate flower decorations, otherwise
it is clean and well kept. Government
House is rather behind time in modern taste
and style of flower gardening. Mr. Ran-
dolph has a.good garden, a beautiful
residence. does not plant much in the way
of flowers but carnations and annuals, etc.
A. Ray, Esq., as T have already stated has
the chief attraction, outside is his rose
garden with 7000 of the newest and fanciest
varieties.

Mr.Kenney, Regent street, the oldest horti-
culturist in town, has a fine show of annuals,
especially zinnias, but his onions are a sight.
This ground produces wonderful fine onions
yearly. Mr. K. considers there will be from
100 to 125 barrels. Mr. K. has ntade a living
in Fredericton for a number of years by rais-
ing vegetables, plants, and pot flowers, but
his onions, for a number of years, have been
his chief paying crop.

The Head Waters of the St. John.

We do not remember to have seen any
thing in print, descriptive of the St. John,
river above St. Francis, and as there is a
large tract of country in Maine and Quebec,
of which our people know very little, but
form which many million of feet of lumber
have and will likely continue to come for
many years. We gladly make room for the
following account of a trip to the head
waters of the St. John, river by a correspon-
dent, accompained by a friend, whom he
introduces to the public under the name of
“the Captain.” We may introduce the letter
with a statement which we lately had from
an experienced lumberman, namely that
there is upon the head waters of the St. John.
in the State Maine, sufficient spruce lumber
to permit, under careful management, of
an annual cut of thrity millions of super-
ficial feet for an indefinite number of years to
come. This statement is of value in con-
nection with what has been said and writen
concerning - the conservation of the forest
wealth of New Brunswick. Our correspon-
dentsays: Sir, I send you an account of a
trip to the head waters of the St. John. On
Monday Aug. 7th 1882, in company with
‘“‘the Captain,” I went by rail to Grand
Falls. We were very much pleased with the
excellent character of the crops. On reach-
ing Grand Falls we were comfortably enter-
tained by Landlord Olive of the Grand
Falls Hotel, who had plenty of guests in his
house and knows how to entertain them
right royally. ‘We left next day for Ed-
munston by rail at 6a. . arriving at
11 a. m., and after dianer pushed on towards
St. Francis, arriving at Baker Brook,
about thirteen miles from the terminus of the
railway where we stopped for the night with
Daniel Chrisholm, who joined our party for
the cruise. .We dined next day at Robert
Connors’ at whose store we supplied ourselves
with what we needed for the journey. Mr.
Conneors has built a fine house, planted trees,
and laid out his grounds most tastefully. He
has cleared his farm in an excellent manner,
thus setting an example to his neighbors,
which everyone hopes they will imitate. His
store is a very extengive establishmeut. This
is about two hundred and twelve miles above
Fredericton, so that we are justified in think-
ing that we are getting pretty well “upriver.”
At St. Francis. we embarked in our canoe,
which was pretty heavily laden and started
out to pole into what to us was an unknown
land. The settlement extends about two
miles above the Ss. Francis, and some of the
farmers are very well situated. Here at the
foot of some rapids we pitched our tent for
the night. The next morning, being Aug.10,
we started out bright and early, the men poled
the canoe through the rapids, the Captain
and I walked. We had now reached the end
of the settlements which extend from this
point in what is practically an unbroken
succession of farms for over three hundred miles
to the Bay of Fundy. There are a few settlers
above, which I will speak of in passing.
After passing the rapids we took to our canoes
again, and found no difficnlty until we pass
Cross Rock, which, judging from the logs
upon it, must be a bad place for river drivers
in the spring. We pass on the way several
small clearings, and at each little house there
is a lot of small children, for whose condition,

-| so far away from every advantage, one can-

not help feeling pity. We took dinner on the
beach at Casey’s, with a bill of faré which
womd have delighted a hungry man and ap-
petites fully equal to the occasion. Shortly
after dinner we reached

one the nod lest tributaries of the St. John.
It seems ag if the main river made a graceful
curve to welcome and receive this beautiful
stream and bear its waters to the sea. There
is a small settlement here, but it does not
appear to have improved much since my
last visit fifteen years ago. Three miles
further up is the mouth of

LITTLE BLACK RIVER,

where there is a settlement. We found one
of our Kingsclear boys, Charles Kelley, son
of George Kelley, married and settled upon
a small farm here. We are now approaching
one of the wildest parts of the river St.
John. Persons who have seen them as they
foam in the spring say that no-grander sight
can be imagined than

THE BIG RAPIDS

which here, for three miles, plunge along be-
tween huge boulders with which the river is
studded. The river mgkes many feet of a
fall here, and at all seasons of the year it is
difficult to navigate the rapids. Many serious
accidents, often accompanied by loss of life,
occurred here. The captain and I walk-
ed around the Rapids, but our men got
the canoe safely through. About a mile
above, at widow Jackson’s, we pitched our
tents, having made twenty-two miles,which,
as our canoe was large and deeply loaded,
was a pretiy good day’s work. That night
it rained heavily, so that the river rose
several inches the next forenoon.

The next day we passengers walked again
along the bank, and after going several miles
we came to a small cabin in the woods, where
aman and his wife live -all alone. A few
miles turther Willett's farm is reached. A
few miles furlher we come to the

WIDOW CASTORIA’S

farm. This woman lost her husband fifteen
years ago, bnt although far away from any
settlement, she has-brought up her family of
five children; and made a farm on which she
keeps three horses, and twenty-four head of
cattle, besides other stock.

Miscellaneous Licences.

““There will be fun over them before they
are done,”’ said a barrister to a Herald repre-
sentative yesterday. His reference was to
the “land league” cases, so called, in which
sundry commercial travellers seek to evade
the payment of the licence fee by putting
forward the fact that they are ratepayers in
the County of York. Seven of these cases,
in various stages of advancement, are now
before the Police Court, and if all areto be
litiggged out, there certainly will be *fun be-
fore they are dome.” The city authorities
wish to have one case taken asa test, and
all the others to abide by it. To this the
defendants are not disposed toagree, so that
a fine lot of litigation may be looked for.

The whole question of miscellaneous licenses
is one which will bear a little consideration.
Without saying that they are wrong in prin-
ciple, perhaps theyare not, we are not sure
that they do not wark mischief to the city.
Fredericton has a reputation for treating
dealers from abroad very hardly. Its repu-

‘tation in this respect is probably not borne

out by the facts; but we hear of a great
many people who think our city by-laws are
so framed as to make it risky for strangers to
do business here. Of course we know that
the intention is only to protect retail dealers
from competition at the hands of transient
people, but the reputation of the city goes
much farther than this. We should hardly
like to advocate the repeal of the Act autho-
rizing the imposition of a fine upon persons,
not rate-payers in the city or county,who do
business here without a license ; but we invite
the attention of the public to the matter, and
shall be glad to hear what our business people
have to say. If, as some assert, the exaction
of a license fee keeps buyers away, the sooner
it is proclaimed far and- wide that every per--
son is free to come here and buy goods the
better. Such we believe practically is the:
case, and if by any.construction of the law a.
license is exacted from men who come here
to buy produee the sooner we have a change
the better. The question to be considered
is does the miscellaneous license law preju-
dicially affect the city trade? If it does it
should be repealed. Everything should be
done to induce people to come here to trade.

We are showing in the HeraLp how this
place is likely to become a centre for whole~
sale trade. Let all obstructions be removed
to the prosecution of business by persons
from abroad. Of course we need not ex-
plain that thereis nothing in any statute or
by-law to prevent all the world from coming
tobuy goods of our merchants. What we
should like to see is the same freedom ex-
tended to all who come here to purchase the
produce of the country. Practically we

-believe it is, but if there is any doubt about

it, let it be at once removed.

ReFERING to the fact that the Collector
at Montéreal was- superannuated while
quite able to perform his duty, the Toronto
Globe suggests that it would have been
better to have kept him in office and paid
his successors the retiring allowance.

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An Indian Festival.

ANNUAL CELEBRATION OF THE SIOUX SUN
g DANCE.

Forr BexNETT, Dakota, August 12, 1882.
The annual festival of the Sigux sun
dance has just occurred here, and it was
sta rtling spectacle, and coming as it did
in a camp of 5,000, the festival was cele-
brated with great pomp and circamstance
on the Cheyenne, 35 miles northeast of
the post. This is the first festival they
have been permitted to celebrfte for six
years. The larger bands represented are
those of Blackfeet, Kettle Bans Arc, Min-
meconjou, and the sub-chiefs Rattling
Rib, Thunder Cloud, Youn;-Man-Afraid-
ef-his-Shadow, and Spotted Eagie, beside
a host of lesser lights were present.
Fifteen hundred of these belong to the
Cheyenne river agency. The balanceare
delegations from Standing Rock, Rosebud
and Spotted Tail agencies. These are all
blanket Indians, and 1500 of them were
the late hostiles under Sitting Bull. Ar-
riving upon the scene, your correspon-
dent found himself'on the outskirts of an
Indian village numbering 5,000, and many
of them but lately hostile. . We were 35
miles from the post. The midnight scene
was indescribable. Behind, the moon
was struggling through big gray clouds;
before us lay the gleaming camp fires of
the savages who were

MAKING NIGHT HIDEOUS

with cries, groans, and yells. Twenty
minutes later Maj. Walsh rode back with
permission to enter. After introductions
of Rattling Rib, Red Shirt and Fair Wea-
ther, Maj. Lewis’ little 10-year-old son
‘Willie acting as interpreter, we were es-
eorted to the arena, a circular inclosure
eputaining about an acre. The sidescon-
sisted of ashed of poles coverd with
skins and blankets with the open side
fronting the-inclosure. In the centre of
the ring was a cottonwood tree eight
imehes n diameter and 30 feet high, from
which the bark had been peeled, a small
faft of branches remaining at the top.
This pole was ornamented with medicine
@things mysterious). From the top hung
ssheaf of sacred herbs, beside which
there were innumerable ornaments of a
mondescript character. Shortly after we
eniered the arena a party of 20 or more
Began the beating of drums and chanting
aff prayers, which called into the ring two
young men naked except the breech
eloth, ornamented with paint and
feathers, each carrying in his hand a
dozen’ bone whistles, ornargented, also,
with feathers., These commenced danc-

~ ing, at the same time blowing a whistle

and keeping their eyes fixed on the
moon. Couple after couple joined in
until there were at least 50 in semi-
eircular rows, dancing and whistling, now
fist, no slow, the cadence of the whistles
keeping time with the drums. Every 10

.or 15 minutes there was a brief pause,

when the drums would stop and the
dancers change whistles. This is the

DANCE OF THE MOON,

and is an invocation to the gods. The
only words our little interpreter could
eatchwere: “Lord, we are praying to
thee.” This was kept up until daylight.
To give the reader a praper understand-
ing of the following ceremony that took
place during the interval from daybreak
wmtil sunrise, I will preface by a word of
explanation. When an Indian desires
to steal a horse or a squaw, or be success-
fal in any enterprise, he goes to the top
of the highest hill and there covenants
‘with his gods to bestow upon him certain
gifts, if he succeeds in his undertaking,
t be offered at the next annual festival.
These_offerings are thrown into the ring,
and each Indian has the privilege of
eatching the gift if he can,he who catches
being considered the favorite of the gods.
Shortly after daylight began this offering.
Pieces of wood, stones, and feathers ar-

. tached to pebbles were thrown into the

ring, each piece representing a horse, dog,
gun or other gift, the catcher callingupon
the owner and receiving the property re-
presented. About 100 yards from the
arena we were shown a large tepee, made
of raw hides, within which were eight
young braves preparing for
THE ORDEAL AND THE TORTURE. -

Notwithstanding the intense heat, a
fire was kept up on the inside for the
purpose of steaming up. The latter was
done by heating rocks and pouring water
upon them. This is the first step in the
ordeal of torture. At sunrise they were
led forth after having been subjected toa
temperature of 100® for a period of 48
hours, without food or water. When they
eame to the gate of the inclosure they
sprang into the ring, amid the yells of the
assembled multitude. While the master
of ceremonies was getting ready, those
‘wretches amused themselves by holding
hot coals of fire on the backs of their
hands, and now came the climax of hor-
rors. A big, halfnaked and hideously
painted savage rushed forward with a
long gleaming knife and with lightning
rapidity carved and raised the skin and
musclés on the pectoral rezion, while a
half dozen others tied lariats to the de-
tached pieces of flesn. The lariats were
.20 feet long, the distant end being at-
tached to the medicine tree in the centre
of thering. During this performance one
poor wretch fainted dead away, and was
carried oft' amid groans and hisses

TO BE DRESSED AS A SQUAW,

as an evidence of humiliation and dis-
grace. The others stood with quivering
Bmbs, hands clasped over heads and their

POOR DOCUMENT

glassy ‘eyes fixed on the glaring sun. At
a given signal the drums began to beat
and the chants to sound. Now the
dancers began to move their bodies-up
and down, slowly at first, then faster and
faster, pulling on the tethers, yelling with
pain and excitement, the crowd joiningin
a pandemonium of howls and horror that
no pen could even describe. At the end
of the first hour two had broken loose,
and were carried off amid the joyous
shout of admiring friende. At the end of
the second hour the friends‘pf a young
brave of an unmentionable name, rushed
in and tore him lcose, carrying him off
covered with blood and glory. Later a
member of our party familiar with Indian
character, concluding that it was better
not to remain longer, as during the mad-
ness of their delirium at such times they
will suddenly become possessed of a bad
heart and strike the tomahawk into ‘the
brain of their best friend among the
whites. This was, probably, the first time
that so small a party of white men had
ventured into so large a camp on such an
occasion, without the protection of troops.
When we left the camp it was reported
that Litttle No Heart, the young buck
who fainted in the ring, was dead.

Landing of the Guards.

The correspondent of the London
Times writes from Alexandria as follows,
under the date of August 13th, about the
appearance f the guards:—Yesterday
afternoon a battallion of the Scots Guards
and another of the Grenadiers moved out
to Ramleh. At four in the afternoon
the soldiers in the highest spirits at the
prospect of escaping from the confin-
ment and beat of the crowded decks,
were drawn up along the quay in full
marciiing equipment, The men wore
scarlet tunics, the Scdts white helmets,
the Grenadiers light brown. Their water
bottles were filled, their ammunition
pouches and haversacks well stored.
The dressing of the line was perfect, as
Sir John Adye, Sir Archibald Alison, the
Duke of Connaught, and others passed
slowly down. The Duke looks brown
and healthy, and is growing a beard. He
wears long buff riding boots, and has ad-
opted a leather scabbard, which looks
neat and servicable, and cannot blunt
his sword. Sir John Adye assembled the
officers round him, and uttered a few
inspiring words, in the course of which,

enemy was determined and well armed.
Then the band struck up ; 1,500 bayonets
flashed - in the _sun; the long column
marched info the town. At the head
rode the Prince. - The route lay through
ruined streets. Here and there a tur-
baned head peeped from a window. At
the corners were gathered scowling Arabs
and women shreuded in wraps to the
eyes. Half way dewn the Rue des Sceurs,
the scene of the massacre, a bold crag
jutted up, crowded with stately palm
trees. In the pleasant shade a group of
Arabs—men, women, and children—
stood or reclined, their graceful attitude
brought out-clearly by the bright blue
sky in the background. They were much
startled and “impressed by the six big-
chested pipers, who struck up together
a wild Gelic melody as they strode by
before the Scots Guards. The Arab boys
ran by the side of the pipers, grave, long-
robed natives drew closer together, and
certain excitible sailors on leave executed
a hornpipe in the midst of the crowds.
As the troops went through the great
square, now marked out -in piles of
charred stone, the Europeans in the
crowd expressed their admiration of the
bearing and physique of the men. “What
devils!” exclaimed a stout Italian in a
tone of rapture to his friend. All was
managed well at the railway station,
except that places had been so nicely
calculated for the Scots that your
correspondent had to ride on the
top of the guard’s brake. The
train ~ steamed slowly through an
Arab village outside of the town, in
which women shook their fists after us
and boys shouted maledictions through
the stone outwork put up by the French
at the battle of Alexandria, on through
groves of beautiful date palms that swept
the carriage roofs, and drew.up finally be-
yond Ramleh. The force here disem-
barked and moved into tents by the side
of the 40th 'Regiment; the Grenadiers
arriving later in the evening.

This immersion of six persons in 1802 was
one of the earliest baptisms performed in
Fredericton. The very first case, as far as is
known, was the baptism of two or three
colored persons, in the year 1792, by David
Georgé, a colored evangelist,from Shelburne,
N. 8. A very interesting account of the
career of this remarkaole man is to be found
in Dr. Bill's ¢ Fifty years with the Baptists,"
taken from Benedict's ‘“History of the Bap-
tists.”” It appears that he visited Frederic-
ton in July of the above named year, and
obtained from the Lieutenant-Governor a
license, signed by Jonathan Odell, secretary,
granting him permission ‘‘to instruct the
black people in the knowledge, and exhort
them to the practice, of the Christian reli-
gion.”” Later in the same year he visited
this place again, for the purpose of batizing
three of the people. He says in his own nar-
rative : ‘“Two brethern took me to Frederick
town in a boat. I baptized on the Lord’s
Day, about 12 o'clock; a great number of
people attended. The Governor said he was
sorry he could not come down and see it;
but he had a great deal of company that day,
which also hindered one of his servants from
being baptized.”
It was not till 1813 that a movement was
made toward the organization of a Baptist
Church in Fredericton. In the old record book
of ‘‘the Baptist Church sojourning at Water-
borough and adjacent villages,”” the follow-
ing entry occurs under date of December 25th,
1813: “Our beloved brothers and sisters in
Christ, William Wilmot, Ebenezer Esta-
brooks, John Marsh, Theophilus Ring, Han-
nah Cromwell, Olive Ring, Deborah Hartt
(wife of Alline Hartt), desired their dismis-
sion in order to form a Baptist Church in
Fredericton, which was granted.”” On the
1st of January, 1814, these two persoz;s with
Amasa Coy, Ann Fraser and Robert Fraser,
met together at the house of Jarvis Ring, and
were formed into a church by Rev. Elijah
Estabrooks, pastor of the mother church at
Canning or Waterboro, who for some years
took the pastoral charge of the new church
as well. The first deacons of the church
were William Wilmot (father of the late
Judge Wilmot), Jarvis Ring and Amasa Coy.
A meeting-house was already in course of
erection, several of the brethren just named
having boldly undertaken to commence the
building, when they had only £75 in hand
for the purpose. They were strong in faith
and earnest,in works, and by the next June
(1814), the house was completed. ‘‘at a cost
of £653, and all paid but £90.”” That build-
ing stood on the north side of King street,
below Regent steeet, where a three-storied
wooden tenement house now stands. There
the little Church worshipped for more than
a quarter of a century, during which time
nearly 120 persons were added by baptism,
and the actnal -membership increased to
ninety-two.
In the early :imes there were many diffi-
culties against which the feeble band had to
struggle. Destitute of a regular pastor for
several years, they enjoyed the occasional
ministrations of Elders Robert Scott, I.. Ham-
mond, E. Estabrooks and Duncan Dunbar.
In 1820, Rev. Theodore S. Harding became
pastor of the church, and so continued for
two or three years, but was only able to visit
them occasionally. During that time, and
down to 1831, the pulpit was supplied with
varying regularity by Elders D. Dunbar, R.

Previous to this, however, an important
event had taken place in the history of the
Fredericton church.

In the early part of that year, Rev. W, H.
Beckwith had spent a month or two with
the church, and as a result of his labors a
religious revival took piace, and some
twenty-three persons were baptized. In the
autumn, Rev. I. E. Bill was engaged as
pastor for one year, and commenced his labor
on the first of November. The revival in-
fluence continued and increased under his
ministry, so that before the month of June
following, more than sixty persons had been
added to the church by baptism. Mr. Bill
remained in Fredericton for a year longer
and had the satisfaction of baptizing nine
others, making more than ninety baptisms
in two years,—the largest number in an
equal time in the history of the church.
After Mr. Bill’s retiremient, in 1842 and 1843,
the Church enjoyed the occasional ministra-
tions of Rev. Charles Tupper and Rev. Wm.
Hall, the lattcr of whom became their pastor
in May, 1843, but removed in September of
the next year. Then Rev. Charles Spurden,
who had come from England to take charge
of the Fredericton Seminary, was engaged to
speak once each Sunday, until a regular
pastor could be obtained. This was ac-
complished in November, 1845, when Samuel
Elder accepted a call to the pastorate, and
was ordained to the ministry of the gospel.
Afternearly six years of faithful service. in~
terupted for a time by severe illness, Mr.
Elder was obliged to give up his' charge, in
order to visit the United States for the
benefit of his health. It was of no. avail,
however, for he died within a few weeks, in
the city of Philadelphia, May 23, 1852. Then
followed the pastorate of Rev. J. D. Casewell,
from October, 1852, to March, 1854. After
being without a pastor for more than a year,
the church engaged Rev. George Seely, who
remained one year only, during which time
about forty persons were received into the
church by baptism. Then followed another
year‘during which there was no regular
pastor, but Rev C Spurden ‘and others sup-
pied the pulpit. In June, 1857, Rev. H. P.
Guilford accepted the church’s invatation to
the the pastoral office. His labors, assisted
by Rev. A. B. Earle, the EVangelist, resulted
in the addition about twenty-three persons
by baptism. He resigned his position in
November, in order to take the editorial
charge of the Christian Visitor. This left
the church again pastorless, and it was
not till August 1860, than the yacancy was
filled by the choice if Rgv.

On the 23rd ot
September a new Baptist church was organ-
ized in the city, called the Queen Street
Church, composed at first of fourteen persons
who had been members of churches elsewhere;

It may be weil to mention the fact that
Baptist Associations have met with this
church seven times, first in 1817, and last in
1872, and the Baptist Convention of the Mari-
time Provinces three times, in 1848, 1870 and
1878.

The church, previous to the fire, wasina
prosperous condition, and well equipped for
Christ’s work. A list »f the office-bearers is
given in a document accompanying this, as
well as a complete list of the present mem-
bers, numbering three hundred and eighteen.
For the better carrying on of her various
forms of effort, there are several subordinaté
organizations,—besides the Sunday School
which is now sixty years old. These include
the Women’s Missionary Aid Society, organ-
ized in 1870, the Sister's Committee on
Church Work, the Young People's Mission
Band, and the Fredericton Baptist Institute,
the last named having for 1ts object the cul-
tivation of the literary and musical talents
of the members of the church and congrega-
tion. This sketch would be very-incompiete
were I to omit to mention the remarkable
number of Christian ministers and mission-
aries whose names have been registered as
members of the Fredericton Baptist Church.
The list embraces the following names:

Richard E. Burpee tha first missionary to
the heathen sent from these provinces; who
was baptized in this church in 1829, and went
out to Burmah in 1845; G. F. Currie, baptiz-
ed by Dr. Hurd in 1862, now a missionary in
India; E. W. Kelly, baptized by Rev. T. N.
Porter ‘in 1872, licensed to greach by this
church in 1874f and now to go out as a mis-
sionary to Burmah; Miss Carrie Hammond,
missionary to the Telugus,who was baptised
by Mr. Porter in 1871, and was a member of
this church nearly four years; and Mrs.
Sarah A. Kelly, lately a missionary among
the Indians in the West; and then all those
who have labored in the home field,—Jarvis
Ring, one of the early members, ordained in
1847 ; William Hall, licensed and ordained in
1843; Sanford Boyce, ordained here as an
evangelist in 1842 ; Samuel Elder, ordained
here in 1845; Isaiah Wallace, baptized by
Samuel Elder in 1848, and licensed here in
1852 ; J. H. Hughes, a member of this church
for a year or two; C. H. Corey, D.D., a mem-
ber for swo years, now President of the
Baptist Institute at Richmond, Virginia;
-A H Muunro, a member for three years, and
licensed here in 1854 ; James White, licensed
by this church in 1854 ; B F Rattray, a mem-
ber for some ttme ; J E Hopper, 2 member for
several years, and ordained in this city in
1867; E M Kierstead, Secretary of the Con-
vention, and now a Professor in Acadia Col-
lege; baptized by Mr Porter im 1871, and
licensed here in 1874; Joseph Cabhill, a mem-
ber for several years, and licensed here in
1873 ; Calvin Currie, baptized bv Mr Porter
in 1872, and licensed by this church in 1876 ;
B N Hughes, W H Beckwith and D P Harris*
at present members of this church. The list,
as will be seen, does not include the pastors
of the church, who have simply been members
while occupying the pastorate.

Here this sketch must close, for it has ex-
tended itself beyond the length originally in-
tended. Let us unitedly hope and pray
to-day that the Fredericton Church may,
under the blessings of Go'd, be in future more
emphatically than in the past, ‘“a burning
and a shining light.”
