About halt-past, nine o'clock on Friday

met to consider, and remained sitting up to a 
late hour. Acting under the direction of the 
law ofliceis of the Crown, warrants were 
applied for to Mr. Strdnge by the police, 
under the treason felony Act, against the 
newspaper the Irish People, and several 
persons charged with Fenioi.ism.

There were ten persons arrested, the five 
following being placed in Chancery Lar.e 
police station, under the warrants issued by 
the .magistrate O’Donovan llossu, the
manager and ostensible editor of the Irish 
People ; - Shaun O'Cîaussy. residing at 20 
Parliament Afreet ; James Murphy, citizen of 
Boston ; Thomas Ash and Cornélius O Mali 
ony. The remainder were conveyed to 
College street station—James O'Connor, 
bookkeeper.; Mortimer Mum;ban, Michael 
O’Neil, Fogarty, Pierce, Nagle, and W. F. 
Hound tree. The charge against them, con- 
tainted in the warrants under which they have 
been arrested, is as follows That they 
unlawfully and treasonably did conspire and 
combine with divers other evil disposed per 
sons belonging to a secret society, cal bed the 
Fcriun. Brotherhood, having for their object» 
the levy of war in. Ireland, against the Queen, 
and separating it from the United Kingdom."

That auilrnïiTy which extends its claims 
over every action, and even every thought, 
which insists upon un answer to every inter­
rogation, however indiscreet or oppressive to 
the feelings, will, in young or old, produce 
falsehood ; or, if in some few instances tire 
deeply-imbibed fear of future and unknown 
punishment should restrain from direct false­
hood. it will produce a habit ofdi.-sitnulati ,n, 
which is still worse, 'flic child, the slave, or 
the subject, who, on proper occasions may 
not say, “ ï do not chouse to Jell.” will cer­
tainly, by the circumstances in which you 
placed him, be driven to.have recourse tc 
deceit, even, should he not be countenanced 
by your exaniplo.

1 do not mean to assert that sentiments in­
culcated in education have no influence: —

ENGINE DRIVER KILLED, AND 
OTHERS SEVERELY WOUNDED.

'From -the Stratford Heacon Extra, Oct. 6.

A terrible accident occurred this morning 
(Friday), a few minutes before seven, a little 
below the old passenger station, at Stratford, 
on the Gri'iid Trunk Railway. "The express 
train from Toronto, auo here at 'five a ro.. 
was nearly two hours late, and the fog being 
very thick, collided with a freight train from 
tbe west with tremendous force. The effect 
of the concussion was such as to smash both 
engines, the-baizgage car, and many of the 
freight cars; killing the engine driver, Ed­
ward Deverill, on the spot, badly injuring tbe 
fireman, Vippaus, as well as the baggage 
master, Harry Donald, and injuring to a, 
greater or less extent several passengers.— 
The fireman's arm is broken and his back 
hurt. The baggage master is much cut about 
the face and head, and is also injured in tbe 
back. One cf the passengers whose name | 
we could not learn -was bruised about the 
head, and otherwise injure k The huits of 
the other passengers were of no very serious 
nature. It is somewhat strange that both 
the engine driver and fireman of the freight 
train escaped. Dr. Shaver, was immediately 
in attendance, and was quickly followed by 
Dr.-Hyde, who rendered to,the injured such 
assistance as was necessary.

Where the blume of this;dreadful accident 
rests, we cannot at present iletérmiAe. An 
inquest will be held at once. Th‘* night 
switchman states that notwithstanding the 
non arrival oY the express on time, lie receiv 
ed instructions to let the freight down. It 
bad hardly gone a quarter of a mile ou''its 
way, when the accident happened.

The Fall Assizes opened in the Court 
Douse, Goderich, to-day (Tuesday) be­
fore Mr. Justice Richards. D. G. Mil 
lar, Q. C., ot Woodstock, appearing for 
the Crown. Around the barristcA' table 
we noticed the local members of the bar, 
but very few legal gentlemen from abroad, 
excepting Messrs. C. Robinson and Moss 
of Toronto, and one or two others.

The following gentleman of the Grand 
Jury answered to their names, and were 
duly sworn ;—

A soldier named Henry Henneiy was 
murdered under circumstance « of a peculiar 
a! n «ci ova character in HufF.ilo oti Friday 
night: It appears that upon the evening in 
question he called at the house of. a man 
named Hnnney, accompanied by a civilian, 
and asked for drink which wits refined him, 
as he appeared to be under the influence ot 
liquor, but given to the civilian. The soldier 
offered n 8100 greenback in -payment which. 
Hanney could not change, and he and bis 
companion went on «heir way. They .were 
next heard of at a grocery store wheK» Hen-’ 
nerv purchased a 8 in {til treasure ot onions/or 
family use, and the civilian renmrkct! that 
the proprietor would not be able to change 
the $100 bill. He however agreed to trust 
the soldier, mid the two ‘men proceeded on 
their way walking towards the Fort where 
the soldier was stationed. Fifterin minutes 
afterwards the unfortunate Hennery was 
found a short distance from the store, above 
York street, weltering in his blood, a corpse. 
The alarm was speedily given, and Chief 
Dracy and his force, and Coroner K chords 
was soon on the ground ; but upon reaching 
that point they found the body had been re­
moved to the bareacks at Fort Porter. The 
Chief despatched his men to Black Ilock, 
distributing a number of them along the 
beach, and ordered others' to take positions 
at the boat bouses, in order to prevent the 
escape of the murderer He sent dispatches 
to Niagara Falls and other points to head off 
the criminal, and‘took such other mensurea 
as he deemed advisable. A fair description 
of the murderer had been obtained f ont 
those who saw him in company witli llanncry, 
bût where to look for*him with any hope of 
finding him was „not so easily determined.

The office-s, however, went to work in 
most enrirgeiic manner,’ and after careful 
investigation they determined to visit the 
house of a man named Schmerer.on Chippewa 
street, near the market. They invested the 
bouse, rapped at the door, and were replied 
to by Michael Kiercbner, who put his head 
out of the window. This was the man the 
officers wanted, and he surrendered at dis 
cretiou and was locked up. lie was already 
dressed and ready for the start. At the time 
of the murder, the murderer wore a linen 
sack coat ; but Kierchner at the lime of his 
return to bis boarding bouse had on » black 
coat. He has since been identified, as the 
companion of the murdered man.

From the New York Tribune.
The furroiduole Taeping rebellion in China 

has, syice the beginning of the present year, 
been gradually dying out ; but another rebel­
lion, which has for several years raged in the 
northern provinces of the Empire, the so- 
called Nyen-fei rebellion, has this year as­
sumed dimensions which threaten the very 
existence of the Chinese Empire. By one of 
the lust arrivals fr„m Europe we received a 
report that the capital of the Empire had 
been taken by the rebels. This report has 
since been contradicted, but there is iio doubt 
that the rebels were iu the neighborhood of 
the capital, that great consternation prevailed 
at Pekin, and that serious apprehensions for 
the»yeiy existence of the Empire were enter 
taiiigd. An English paper of China states 
tint the Nyen-fei have recently been re'-nfurc 
ed by u body ot'Tuepings. who have mysteri­
ously found their way northward, and that 
the;e two bodies of rebels baye received a 
further incroast* for a sel of men who, under 
the name of ‘the Mohammedan rebels,"have 

use our comm,llt.d great depredations in. Northern 
China. Various other bands have coalesced 
with these three, au(^ brought the total num 
her of Northern insurgents to 300,000.

This force will beuoirte the more formidable 
as ;Ue cohesive power of the decrepit Empire 
is evidently decreasing, and mutinies of the 
troops that are to be sent against the rebels 
are becoming very frequent. The Govern­
ment of Pekin is entirely incapable of con­
trolling these movements, and has to look to 
the foreign nations, and especially to Eng­
land, France and Russia, for support

Under thtse circumstances it is not strange 
that the id-a of establishing over China a 
European Government should find ninny ad 
berents. English and French papers already 
openly advocate it. The spoils, in this "case, 
are su immense that England and F ranee do 
not find it difficult to come to an understand­
ing about a common policy.

At all events, it seems that great compli­
cations are preparing in the east of Asia, and 
that China and Japan will ere long undergo 
as radical ctiau. *s as British India.

Ah Oil Smuulaiiox.—The Erie Despatch 
•are :—** About the funniest speculation in 
oil we know of occurred In Bne last week. 
Mr. Jacob Althoff. of tbe Althoff well, dis­
covered a few days since that his cellar was 
partially filled with oil. He always thought 
bis land was good oil territory, but had no 
idea it was so uear the surface. However, 
Jacob is a practical than, and without specu­
lating much as to how the oil got there, he 
set to work pumpiug it out. Thirty-two 
barrels of good quality petroleum were thus 
secured; David Kennedy A Co, have a large 
oil refinery just across the road from Althoffs 
and also an immense underground tank, holdt 
mg some eight hundred barrel?. Althoff 
showed them the oil, and they bought :the 
thirty-two barrels at about six dollars a 
barrel—quite a reasonable rate—and thought 
they had made a good little spec. They con­
tracted for all of Jacob's cellar oil at. the 
same rate; and Jacob waited patiently for 
more to collect. Meanwhile Kennedy A Co, 
had occasion to examine their underground 
tank. N<-ar the top they found a crevice, and 
they smelt something jiesides oil. They soon 
found that when their tank was filled up to 
the hole, oil found its way out,, and pene­
trated into their neighbor's cellar. They had 
not only lost considerable of their oil, but Lad 
bought back thirty-two barrels of it at over 
six dollars per barrel, and had contracted to 
keep on doing so ! The- leak was stepped 
inetar.tcr, and Althoffs cellar is not so valu­
able as it was.” '

Thé Point Levi Coal.—A friend in 
Quebec writes us as follows : ” I have cx- 
amined the PointJLcvi coal mine, 50 call
ed, and have to state ,tn reference thereto,’ 
thajt the vein is only about eight incites 
wide, in its best part ; that as the strata 
are almost vertical where it occurs, it 
would cost far more to excavate it than 
the value of the mineral would justify ; 
that the substance, though black and al­
most indistinguishable to the eye from 
Newcastle coal, is uot coal at all, for this 
reason among others, that it does not 
leave any ash or cinders, but a kind of 
clinker. The total quantity taken out 
has been about three tons, which is bein; 
used by the Messrs. Worthington in their 
blacksmith's shop for sharpening pickaxes. 
No more can be obtained until the foun­
dations of the new fort,, under which it is 
found, are dug out deeper. Perhaps 
three or four tons more can be obtained in 
excavating there to the required depth 
afterwards it would cost more to get at 
the stuff than twice its value in the mar­
ket. A similar kind of bituminous shale 
has been previously discovered on the Isle 
of Orleans, in the valley of North St. 
Charles, under-Mountain hill itself." But 
it is never seen in sufficient quantity to be­
come valuable as fuel, if it were to be, it 
would be m'$t q&et‘ul, for it burns as well 
as any coal ever imported."'—Trade Re­
view.
