RELEASE OF CONVICTS.

Several Thousand British Prisoners Lib-
erated This Week. -

London, Sept. 13.—Several  thousand
inn¥ates of British prisons were released
Monday when the new -rule for the
remission of sentences on account of
good conduct went in effect. There has
been an unusually large number of bur-
glaries  all  over England, partié¢ularly
in London, this year, so the adoption of
the new measure of clemency is regarded
with mixed feelings by honest house-
holders. - Hitherto only long-term pris-
oners have had the benefit of the good
conduct rule, which has not become ef-
fective until after six months have been
served. The new run allows the re-
mission of .a sentence after the first
month. Critics of the measure say this
will result in- the release of petty crimi-
nals and professional jailbirds of the
kind who had best be kept in durance.
They point out that the habifual crimi-
nal is almest invariably the best prison-
er, and® that he therefore will he  the
chief beneficiary of the new regulation.
although he is the least subject to re-
form. .

ENGINEER SAVES
SPOKANE FLIER

Presence of Mind of C.P.R. Engineer
Averts an Awful Disaster in
Mountains. :

Calgary, Sept. 13—A terrible calam-
ity was 'narrowly avertéd on Wednes-
day afternoen when the Spokane flyer
by 'the plucky action of a - C. P. R
eéngineer, was stopped in time to.save

He immediately ran through the
tunnel ‘and resched the obstruction
just in time to flag the flyer, which
in' another minute 'or so would have
rounided the: carve and met with' a
terrvible ‘disaster.

UP IN WINNIPEG

Bakers Reduce Number of Loaves for
$1.00 From 20 to 18. Six Cents
per Loaf.

Quite a large number of settlers as-
sembled at Pine Ridge on Monday
afternoon last to witness the lagng
of the corner stone of the first Meth-
odist church on the White Whale
Lake circuit. The services were con-
ducted by Rev. T. A. Bowen, superin-
tendent of the circuit, and the stone
was laid by Mrs. Bowen. The church
is to be a neat little structure, 36 it.
by 24'it, and is felt to be a necessity
to carry on religious work in this
growing community. The corner stone
was purchased, cut and presented by
the trustees of the church by Rev.
Norman F. Priestly, assistant minis-
ter of the circuit.

Methodism was introduced  into
Pine Ridge by Rev, Mr. Brock in 1903,
who preached in the home of Mrs.
Hambling, and a fortnightly Sunday
school was established by Mr. D.
Musselman, who has been forward in
pushing the work to its present posi-
tion, The following year, Mr, Bal-
mer, and Mr, ‘Smith, students  of Al-
berta college, preached in the place.
Then for nearlysa year the work was
wholly in the hands of the settlers
until the fall of 1904, -when Rev. C.
F. Hopkins, of White Whale Lake,
began to hold monthly service. Mr.
Hopkins travelled 36 miles through
Lac Ste. Anne and Onaway to reach
Pine Ridge, and when told of an old
peak trail, which was a more direct
route he spent twenty days and nights
clearing the trail and camping by his
work, and thereby, opened up a good
piece of country for settlement. Work
was better orgamjzed with a member-
ship oi twelve persons. The interest
in these services was of such a mature
that it ncessitated a seeond man to
carry on the work, and Mr. Norman
Priestly, a young . English local
preacher, came to; assist in'this work.
He entered about the beginning of the
present year. A subseription list was
started by Mr. Hopkins, and received
support sufficient 40 . guarantee a
building.. Mr. Austin Gauntly gave a
very desirable corner of ‘his home-
stead,

At the May conferéence, Rev, T¥ A.
Bowen, of Nova Scotia, was appointed
and Rev. N. Priestly re-appointed to
this work. It is hoped that in the
course of a few months that the
church will be ready for dedication,
as the congregation is getting too
large to assemble in. the homes of the
settlers.

Lusitania Could . Steam in at Any
Hour of Day or Night. Great
Depth of Water.

A

Vancouver, Sept. 13.—Surveys dy
the Dominion government during the
whole summer. at :Prince Rupert de-
monstrate that there - is a 'prevailing
depth of from twenty-five to fifty fath-
oms in the harbor of that port.. Along-
side the wharf there is about'forty
feet.

W. J. Stewart, hydrogtaphic sur-
veyor of the Depatrtment of Marine,
returned last night from the north
and says that the depth of water is so
good, and the lighting of entrances
and passages by lighthouses and blin-
kers now so complete, that the Lusi-
tania could steam in at any hour oi
the night. The Dominion Government
has carried on surveys of all the in-
ner harbor, and H. M. 8. Egeria of
outer channels as far south-as Skeena.
Next year a new hydrographic steam-
er now building at Esquimalt will con-
tinue this work in some other north-
ern channels. Mr. Stewart says.there
is work for such a ship in those wat-
ers for two hundred years.

NEW TELEGRAPH COMPANY.

Competitor of Western Union ‘and
Postal Union Will Havé Head-
quarters at Chicago,

Chieago,  Sept, 33.—The American
Union Telegraph <Company, which
promises to become a strong competi-
tor of the Western Union and Postal
Telegraph companies in the telegraph
business of the country, will open of-
ficeg in Chicago in two weeks, accord-
ing to L.: K. Davis, president. of the
Rock Island Construction Company.

The capital stock of the new com-
pany will be $5,000,000. It will be in-
corporated under the laws of New Jer-
sey or Maine, but the headquarters of
the company will be in Chicago.

“We propose to construgt, equip and
operate - standard telegraph lines
throughout the United States, also to
lease and otherwise acquire local and
through telephone wires and use them
for the transmission of our telegraph
business, and when necessary we will
construct now lines along the public
highways and over the rights oi way
of local and ‘through - eleetric -rail-
ways,” said Davis.

“By the use of our proposed new in-
strumients we ‘will bé able to transmit
teldgraphic messdges over loeal and
through telephone wires without inter-
rupting or,in any wayl%nt'erfermg with
the telephone service, thereby greatly
ingreasing the earning capacity of _lo-
cal and general telegraph companies
and reducing the cost of operation and
maintenance,”

THE LUSITANIA’S
WONDERFUL RUN

On a Five Day Schedule Giant Liner
Was Only 54 Minutes
Late.

New York, Sept. 13.—No ship could
move with miore stateliness than did
the mighty Cunader, " Lusitamad, ‘as
sheé came into port through the ‘ Am-
brose ‘channel, revealing herself from
the mists seaward to the watchers
in floating things at and near quaran-
tine line. ‘She came into view slowly
as if she were just being fashioned
out of the vdpor that seemed for a
moment to be a part of her.

The big ship -did ‘some mnotable
stunts in ‘the trip. She finished
officially at 8.05 o’clock today abeam
of Sandy Point lightship. She beat
the record of the famous old clipper
Dreadnaught between Sandy Hook
and Queenstown by about four days
and sixteen hours. She incidentally
knoecked out all records of steam or
sail for maiden voyages. Also she
made the quickest time ever. made
between a European port and Sandy
Hook. She also beat the best pre-
'vious run between Queenstown, or
more accurately Daunth Rock, and
the light' vessel bf!'the Hook, made
by the Luecania i October; 1894, of
5 days 7 hours 23 minutes.

The bdst thing she ''did from the
viewpoint ‘of «the  line'was to prove
that a Cundrd turbine, ‘even though
she. had 'many' inexperienced ' stokers,
could plan atrip of exactly five'days
from ‘beginning- to-the finish of an
ocean race track, -and fulfil the 'sche-
dule: within a mere .matter of fifty-
four minutes: shie ( :

Captain Watt had. been “instructed
to keep within. the five days’ sche-~
dule. ., Some.hours of fog andistorm
and the uncertainty of eonditions in
the stokehole had prewented him from
making  the time exactly, but he hit
so near the mark that he was' for-
given.

LAND. . .DISPUTE.  OF
X HOMESTEADERS.
Saskatoon, Sept..l2~A. homesteader
named Warwick..came to town this
morning to complain of a Swedish
settler named Jansen, Warwick says
he had secured the, necessary papers

"for a grant of land, and is a British

subject. He was ill for some time
in a Chicago hospital and when he
came north he found that Jansen had
squatted on a portion of his land and
had broken twenty acres...He says
he told Jansen'not to ‘sow, but that
the latter did so, ‘and a crop has re-
sulted. Warwick claims: half the
crop as compensatipn and. wants Jan-
gen to go off the Tand: * He says he
gave him notice to quit, but Jansen
says he won’t go until the police put
him off.

Jansen claims that he was first on
the land and that .anyway Warwick
has not fulfilled the conditions neces-
sary to enable him 1o keep it.

James Stratton was -interested in
the matter and suggested that as Jan-
sen had broken -twenty acres, which
would cost about $5 per acré, he
should takeé all the crop and War-
wiek should get  the 'benefit of Jan
sen’s labor’ on -the ground. Warwick
refused to accept this and the matter
was finally adjusted by Warwick ac-
cepting thirty out of every hundred
bushels, -Jansen to bear the cost of
cutting and Warwick to get the straw.

As regards Warwick’s right to the
land; the government  will settle this
question,

Warwick complains that the for-
eigners out in that distriet are try-
ing to oust him, but he won’t go. A
neighbor of Warwick’s complains that
the latter cut hay off his property
by this matter has hot been gone into
yet.

MEMBERS MEET THE PREMIER

Ottawa, Sept. 11—About a dozen
press correspondents interviewed Mr.
MacPhersoon, M.P., after he and W.
A, Galliher had seen the premier re-
garding the Japanese invasion of the
Pacific coast. ““The solution: of the
question is at hand,’”’ said: the.mem-
ber for Vancouver, in a very cheerful
frame of mind, showing that the inter-
view with the first minister has satis-
fied him that a settlement. was in
sight. ““Sir Wilfrid Laurier,” . con-
tinued Mr, MacPherson,” has been
actively engaged . on this question
since he returned from England, and
I am convinced, as I have already
said, that a solution is at hand. I
had a most satisfactory ‘interview
with the premier. You can say that
I deprecate any act of lawlessness. I
fully realize that such conduct makes
the question all the more ‘difficult
to settle.. We have no desire to in-
terfere with the good feeling that ex-
ists between Canada and Japan as
two nations, and I don’t think that
Japan has any desire to-disregard our
feeling. That being the case, I an-
ticipate a satisfactory solution of the
whole question, although it has had
its. serious aspects.”

The Edmonton Y. M. C. A, is a link
in a chain .of 8,000, which circle the
globe, and a ticket issued here is ac-
cepted for its face value anywhere.
During the last.twelve months there
has been an average of one new build-
ing opened ®very week in America.

The itception - 61" the ‘parent” asso-
ciation was unostentations. Fis origin
was humble. At first it confined its
efforts to the clerks of old London,
and contented itseli fora decade with
religious rooms only. *Then the coffee
and reading rooms fegtures were in-
troduced, and from this modest be-
ginning the wonderfil organizdtion,
whose influence is world-wide, was
evolved.

Montreal had the first association
in America, followed by one a week
later in Boston. About this time the
need was felt for a broader and more
comprehensive work to meet the de-
mands of the American continent, and
Robert McBurney, then secretary of
the New York Central Y. M. C. A_, in-
troduced the gymnasium, which to-
day is by no means the least import-
ant feature of the association. This
was considered as an unqualified fail-
ure for a number of years, owing to
the association’s inability to secure
men of moral fibre to act as physical
directors.

The physical work was first given a
good start at San Francisco, and car-
ried on successfully for a number of
years, but it was abandoned on ac-
count ‘of the déath of the physical di-
rector, Dr. R. J; Roberts, one of the
best physieal directors ever known,
then took hold of the Boston associa-
tion’s gymnasium, and trained many
strong and able men- to take charge
of the various associations where the
demand for physical work was most
pronounced.

About this fime :the - educational
work of the association began its de-
velopment, and. classes were opened
offering a supplemental education in
the common branches of English. Fol-
lowing the demand fer trained secre-
taries, who could handle the business
end of the associatiom, led to the es-
tablishment of a special training
school at Springfield, N.Y. This
school has grown from five men o a
university with 300 men enrolled in
the study of association methods, and
possibly has been the great factor in
the development oi the, special or de-
partmental ideas of’ the association,

The':avérage: studént who .enters the
association” work ‘is first grounded on
the commeon branches of the arts
course, and is .then asked, to make
his choice i6f the variogs departnienitg
with the view to becoming physical
director, educational director, boys’
work director, religious directér, ‘or
secretary, The men sent to smaller
fields are in charge of " all depart-
ments, ‘whereag A s (who. wishes
to devote his energies in the city is
given a special training in the  depart-
ment of his choice.

Edmonton’s. New Building.

The building in Edmotiton has been
planned along the lines of sister asso-
ciations throughout the world, and is
the result of a comparison of the
pidns of the most modern association
buildings.  The architectural effect
has been sacrified to utility and. com-
fort. It is situated at the head. of
Howard streét, and is a solid brick
building. It is of four storeys and a
basement, with dimensjons of 50 by
100 feef. i

The basementi will contain bowling
dlleys, wrestling rooms and . locker
rooms for boys, young men, and-busi-
ness men, each set of lockers being
kept -by .itself. - The lockers will be
of expandeéd metal, and fitted w'th
eombination locks. The basement will
also have eight shower. baths, easily
accessible to the plunge bath. The
plunge will be a brick wall pool, 16 by
32 feet. Next to the plunge bath will
be located a laundry and heating ap-
paratus. The boiler will be a steam
tubular apparatus fitted with auxi-
liary boiler and hot water tank, which
will supply hot water for the hand
basins, and- the circular system for
the plunge bath.

On the First Floor.

The first floor will contain a large
vestibule entrance, a rotunda, with
pillars, finished substantially in’solid
oak and leather. The offices will be
situated at the right side of the rotun-
da, and have full command of the
floor and staircases. To the left and
rear of the rotunda a eloak room,
large. enough to accemmodate the
members of the association, will be
placed. At the front and right a
large airy reading room has been pro-
vided; This will ‘be furnished similax
to the rotunda and is te be supplied
with writing material and magazines,

To the leit oi the entrance will be
the members’ parlor. Th's room is
to be furnished in early English style,
and -has been- designed to besof use,
as the most. comfortable room in the
building. Occupying the whole rear
end of the first two floers will be the
gymnagsium, 45 by 50 feet, with a gal-
lery ten' feet clear of ‘the floor. -The
gymnasium is to fitted - with the most
modern apparatus, -and will embrace
the most up-to-date body-building
ideas. It is expeected that some twen-
ty-two classes per week will keep this
room almost continually occupied,

On the Second Floor.

From the main staircase:landing on
the second floor you enter the ladies’
parler, which is directly in front. This
room . will. be furnished in a dainty
way: switable to the prospeétive occu-
pants. tI"3#' to' be at 'the’ command
of the ladies of the city for meeting
purposes, .. Taithe front of the ladies’
parlor, the coffee room is situated.
Here ‘it will - bé possible: to ‘procure
hof; tea, ox .goffee angd. light lunches.
The .association does: mnot propose
opening a caie or réstaurant, but in-
téends to try simply to meet the de-

~
mands of this kind amongst the mem-
bers. Across from .the ladies’ parler
and cafe the boys will have their de-
partment. This is a large high-ceil
inged room, and will be filled with
the most modern. games and attrac.
tions for boys from the ages of 12 to
16, who are to be admitted to the pri-
vileges .of the associatiomn. The: whole
of the front part of th's flat is devoted
to a series of edueational class rooms
in which it is intended to carry on the
edueational work wof the association.

From twelve to fourteen subjects will
which tén men will apply will be add.
ed to the currieulum. In these rooms
the Bible class work of the associs-
tion is to be cargied on as well as
the geueral meetings. On oceasion, it
is: possible to-throw all oi these roéms
inty one, thus providing an immense
assembly hall,
Dormitories on Top Floors,

The two top storeys are to- be de-
voted entirely to .dormitories with .all
modern - conveniences. - The fact that
twenty of these have already been let
speaks well for the*future of the assa
ciat:on in its endeavors to. house the
young men, The furniture .in, -eack
room will be of the best material fo1
the simple reason that from the ecen
omical standpoint it will pay, Chif
foniers and single beds are to be pre
vided in each room:as well as tables
aud chairs. It:is the purpese of the
association to change the linen on the¢
beds twice a week, -and the towels
every day, The bathrooms on. each
floor are the aost modern -and up-to
date offered by any association build
ing in Canada.

The policy of the association in Ed
monton will be the same as in all oth
er places. Its objeet is the develop
ment of better men and more of then:
This it will seek to do through it:
var ous departments, and will endea
vor tv be oi serviee to the churches ¢
the city in the development of men 11
committee service, The association
realizey that it is only by keeping it:
lofty view before it that it has a right
to occupy the place which it assumes
to occupy in the community.

The cost of the building will be iu
the neighborhood of $90,000. It is tc
be lighted by electricity, and has am
ple fire protection. Mr, H. H. Ma
goon is the architect, and the May
Sharpe Co: the eontractors, The
building will be ready by the first ‘of
January, .1908,

The Edmonton Y., M. C. A. was or
gan zed three years ago.

EXPERT SPEAKS
OF BRIDGE WRECK

Engineering News Says Disaster
Made Thousands of Engineers
Sick at Heart.

Referring to the collapse of the Quebec
bridge the Engineering News editorially
says; z .

It 1s with the keenest regret that we
record the collapse on Aug. 29 of the
grea’ cantilever bridge under donstruc-
tion over the St. Lawrence river at Que-
bec. We are sure this regret is shared
by cvery eongineer who takes the least
pride in his. profession and ‘its achieve-
menfs. And the feeling i3 even deeper
tian regret. When the newspapers ot
last Friday morning spread the news of
the terrible disaster at Quebec to every
corner of .the gountry, thousands of.en-
ginecrs, as they read the story, were
grieved and sick at heart. They felt not
only horror at the fearful loss of life,
sorrow and sympathy for their brothers
whose. proféssional business: reputatiomns
were dealt.a erunel blow.whew that huge
steel structure fell into the St. Lawrence

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but:also-a sense of persongld loss as well

“ft ¢ould not he ownerwise. . uw--c
confrdence in engineers and engineering
constructors and in the safety and rehi-
allity of their works is an asset of the
whole. engineering profession. 'I'o nave
this public confidence receive such a/
blow as this at Quebec is a loss almost
imcalculable. For decades to come, the
Quebec disaster will be quoted, in pubne
and ‘in private, as an . unanswerable
proof. of the wunreliability of engineers
and their works—of even the best en-
gineers,

“For 1t cannot be said in this. case
that the disaster was due to the work
¢f mcompetent men who posed as en-
gneers,  Uften it has happened, where
an engigeering work has failed, that
the failure has been traced to the blun-
ders of some quack wearing the protes-
sional garbh. - But at Quebec the work
was in charge of men of long  experi-
ence and the highest professional stand-
ing; so much the more, therefore, must
the profession bear’ the responsibility.

t ""i'iere is another fact which makes
this disaster a peculiarly heavy blow to
the engineering profession. Of all bridge
structures in the country. which weré
¢xpected to be built with absolute safety
and certainty, we take 1t the (uebec
bridge is foremost. We know of no en-
gineering structure anywhere whose taui-
ure would have been a greater surprise
to the professiop than this collapse at
wucsee,

+ “Of course, .as our readers know, the
Structure surpassed in magnitude any
bridge ever erected; but the problems :n-
volved in- its des'gn were, atter al,
simple, and, what is more important,
they were accurately determinate.

“I'ne work of erection, where ordin-
arily many  chances enter, was In tn:s
case subjected to- predetermination and
calculation as elaborate and painstaking
as that required in the design itself. The
possibilities of mischiance which affect
ordinary erection work were eliminated.
Each manipulation of every piece had
been studied and appliances and methods
therefor had been prescribed in detail.
I'he magnitude of weights to be handled
compelled this. And the general course
of the erection was so laid out that at
avery stage the structure was fully ‘as
safe as. the finished . bridge. Altogether
the erection work at Quebec has been
‘arried- on more scientifically, more
wecurately and more safely than in any
ither bridge structure ever erected. - e
‘ollapse of the bridge, notwithstanding
this care, overthrows every certainty.

"And the surprise of the profession,
we take it, is well matched by its mys-
tification as to the prebable cause. 1t
riten happens, when news comes of. an
gngineering accident, that one well vers-
i 2s to the general conditions can form
some idea as to what must have happen-
od to bring it about. But the early
newspaper reports of the Quehec col-
lapse gave no clue whatever on which
ane could hang a theory of the cause of
tarlure. What could- have happened *o
this towering fabric) of steel to send 1.
'rashing into the river?

4t may occur to some eritioal reader
'hat in this review of the possible causes
of fatlure we are leaving ont of account
possible defects im workmanship or quai-
ty of material: We have done this, how-
aver, advisedly. lau:so huge a structure
B the -Quebec bridge; a defective eyebar,
w plate, or even an ingot of burned steet
werked into the material are less of a
uenace to th e strudture than would be
*he case in a structure one-fenth or ene-
twentieth -as lavge.” In a small bridge’ a
ingle weak eyebar may c¢ause disaster.
[n the Quebec bridge; where some mem-
Jers are made up of fifty or more eye-
Yars the weakness of one would be rela-
‘ively umimportant. Besides this, ‘we
risk little in saying that the importance
of the structure' must Have ‘made every
me concerned in-its Building feel the re-
iponsibility -of securing jnot only perfect
lesign and excellent workmanship but
vso material cf perfect reliability.

“At the time this is' written, at Quebec

THE FREE ARM
CHIROGRAPHY

New System of Writing to be Intro-
duced Into New York
Schools,

New York, Sept. 13.—Instruction in
vertical writing, which for the last few
years bas been the rule in the public
schools of New York, is to be superceded
it the opening of the fali term next
Monday, by practice of the free arm
style of chirography.

In many of the schools last year ex-
eriments were made in the suw style,
which is said to result in a bold run-
1uing handwriting witn the letters well
spaced. The trials were so successtul
“hat the experiment will be extended to
wvery class room in the city.

Dr. William H. Maxwell, the eity sn-
serintendent of schools, has been dis-
satisfied with the writing of the pupils
»ut now there is the beginnng of a mew
wea,  The campaign in favor of the free
wm system was undertaken after con-
‘erences with practical business men who
wre always. in search of clerks who can
writs legibly and without showing fa-
tigue.

‘““Fhis free arm system,” Dr. Maxwell
said yesterday, “is wiuery different from
the- old methods and 1t has dome awav
vith copybeoks for good. . The .entire
'mis made to move and no movement
of the fingers is perceptible. In fact,

I#he old eopybook method has entirely

lisappeared and even ‘the fine moral pre-
epts  were inculcated are things of the
sast, for various exercises are given in
forms and letters, and after that the pu-
oils are taught to write rapidly from
tictation. The typewriter machine has
ione much to cause handwriting to de-
eriorate, although it is. & mistake to
think that it is no longer necesary to
write well. Business men are constantly
in need of expert writers. The address-
ing of envelopes, the keeping of books
1nd .many . other phases of commercial
world work require good penmanship. It
i3 surprising for instance, how many
men . write thei rown names in char-
aen’ write their own names in  char-
in answering letters: sent to me, I am
vbliged to cut out the signature and

have it pasted on the envelope in mak-
ing the reply.

“One of the great advantages of the
free arm movement is that ome who
practices it can write all day without
fatigue, while when the vertieal system
is employed the finger meovement in an
hour or so results in cramps. The old
Spencerian system HNad its advantages
over the vertical method but there was
an attack made upon it by the doctrin-
aires, who declared the constrained posi-
tions which children assumed in writing
were all due to.the system. ' A crusade
was made aganst it and within a short
time all the copybooks were issued with
the vertical writing.

Socialist Orator Arrested and De-
monstration Occurred in Front
of Police Station.

Spokane, Sept. 13..—One of the wild-
est demonstrations éver witnessed on
the streets of Spokane occurred about
ten o’clock last night, when a mob of
more than two  thousand persons
surged about the entrancs to the
police station, clamoring for the re-
lease of Mrs) Ida Crouch Hazlett, a
Bocialist orator, who had been arrest-
ed ‘only a few minutes before by
Patrolman Thomas Lister under cir-
cumstances that tested the officer’s
nerve to the utmost.

Mrs. Hazlett was charged with vio-
lating the city ordinance which pro-
hibits persons from obstructing the
sidewalks and streets, although many
Socialists who were present Assert
that she produced a p:rmit authoriz-
ing her to lecture on the streets.

Lister and the woman were followed
to.the station by a howling mob,
which increased in numbers as the
air approached the station. Shortly
aftsr they entered the door, feeling
tan so high that it looked for a time
as-if the mob was intent on storming
the bastile. Seérgeant John Sullivan
with a squad of patrolmén, quelled
the rising rot, and no violence was
attempted, although the .rabble con-
tinued to chesr their heroine and de-
nounce the police.

The crowd stood-“about - the: en-
trance to the police station and fire
headquarters, and was strung south
on Howard strect as far as Front
avenue and east' and west on that
thoroughfara for . thirty - yards. The
patrol wagon and the fire apparatus
from headquarters were called out in
an cffort to disperse the ecrowd, bu:
t}]c excited populace paid no heed to
them.

When Mrs. Hazlett was finally re-
leased on furnishing $25 bonds, the
mob went wild as she led a triumph-
ant procession up Howard street t»
her quarters at the Central lodging-
house, between Riversids and Sprague
avenues, on Howard street.

THE LUSITANIA BROKE RECORD

New York, Sept. 13.—A new steamship
record between a European port . and
New York was made by the Cunard
line’s new giant steamship Lisitania,
which arrived here to-day. The Lisi-
tania, left Queenstown, the nearest
trans-Atlantic port to New York at 11.10
p-m.. Sunday and arrived at the Sandy
Hook lightship at 8.45 a.m. to-day mak-
ing the time for the trip five days, one
hour and thirty-three minutes. This s
five ‘hours and fifty minutes better than
the previous Queenstown-New York re-
cord of five days, seven hours and twen-
ty-three minutes held by the Lucania
of the same line. While the Lisitania
has made a new record for the time a
passenger was actually aboard ship she
has not beaten the speed per hour re-
cord. . Both the Kaiser Wilhelm II which
has made 23 knots per hour from New
York to Plymounth and the Deutschland
which made a record of 23.51 knots per
hour to Plymouth, having made better
time. The Lisitania’s speed per hour
on ‘her maiden voyage is estimated at
22,87 knots per hour.  The new ship was
decked with flags and bunting when she
made her appearance off Sandy Hook
this morning. A good sight of the beau-
tiful, vessel .was had from shore for only
a short time .owing to the haze here.
Passengers lined the railings and crowd-
ed the different decks waving handker-
chiefs and British and American flags.
The marine observatory stations dipped
their flags in salute and other vessels in
the lower bay blew their whistles in
greeting and the Lisitania’s blue ensign
was constantly lowered and raised in ac-
knowledzment of the reception given her.

CONSTRUCTION OF THE
NEW PACKING PLANT

Being Erected by J. Y. Griffin Co. in North End of City, Delayed for Lack
of Gravel. New Industry Will be One of Most Important in Pro-

vince.

Modern§Equipment.

Kill:ng Capacity Will be

5,000 Cattle, 3,000 Hogs and 1,500 Sheep Daily.

Work on the big packing plant
which is being erected at the north

east end of the city by «the J. Y.
Griffin Co., to carry on a moderr
mammoth dressed meat industry.
packing and canning factory, it
under way and considerable construc
tion werk has been done. The work
however, has progressed slowly dur
ing the last month on account of the
unusual difficulty encountered i
obtaining gravel from the bed of thc
Saskatchewan river. The water ir
the Saskatchewan River has been st
high all season that the splendic
gravel bars, for which it is famous
have bzen kept completely submerged
during the greater part of the season
rendering it impossible to load direct
ly into the wagon and increasing the
difficulty of raising the gravel b:
dredges. The gravel, which is re
quired in great quantities for the
cement . footings and walls of the
basement; is obtained from the Sask
atchewan and is being shipped to the
building site in carloads.

The May-Sharpe Constructicn (om
pony have the contract for putting 1
the cement and erzcting”the bricl
walls. The company have a gang >’
men large enough to use three car
loads of gravel a day, but are some
times unable to obtain this quantity
in a week.

Pillar Footings Laid.

At present, however, the footings
for the pillars have been lald, and the
casings for the cement foundatior
walls are in position, A gang o
men are busy rhixing mortar and an
immense pile of it has been already
prepared. Nearly a million brick:
are on the ground, besides many thou-
sands of feet of lumber and building
timber. i

Mr. F. A. Yoakum, who has charg
of all the work except the masonry
and who exercises a general super
vision of the whole work of construc
tion, has commenced the erection o
the interior structure as far as sueh
work can be done.until the walls are
erected. Work on the cement and
brick will be commenced on Monday
by the May-Sharpe Company.

It was expected that the building
would be completed at the end of the
present year. From the przsent out
look this is impossible, but an at
tempt will be made to get the roof on
this fall, so the the interior work may
be carried on all winter, in order t«
begin operations next summer.

Extensive Equipment.

The extent of the packing plant in
eapacity and equipment is such as is
calculated to mark it as one of the
most ‘important industrial coneerns in
Western Canada. The building will
be scven storeys -high, with a capa-
city in the cooling rooms for storing
the carcases of 5,000 cattle, 3,000
hogs and 1,500 sheep, which is ex-
pected to be the daily output when
the plant is established on a regular
and full working basis.

The J.. Y. Griffin Company have
commenc:d buying hogs now, and
have established a shipping yard close
to the plant, which is served. by a
spur line from the C.N.R.. The com-
pany keep a buyer on the ground all
the time and hogs are taken in every
day and shipped to Winnipeg as soon
as a carload is colleeted.

The building, which is 163 fest by
123 feet, will be built after the best
packing houses in Chicago and Kan-
sas City. There are two main divi-
sions, namely, the cooling divigion
and the manufacturing division which
are separated by a 29 inch solid brick
wall,

The cooling division will have seven
floors. The floars throughout the en-
tire building will be overlaid with as-
phalt, - A peculiar feature of the floors
is that they are built in undulations
with 1-4 inch, pitch to the foot. Be-
tween each undulation a bell trap
leading to a cateh basin and thence
to ‘the sewer will be situated. The
bell trap prevents any .odor or gas
from returning from- the sewer into
the building.

“The place will be kept absolutely
clean,” said Mr. Yoakup. “We will
have a eomplete staff of-men continu-
ally serubbing with hot water and
sal soda. A packing house must be
clean, or it is nothing.

The walls of the building are doub-
ly insulated to secure cold storage. On
the ibrick wall is laid four inches of
cork, then plaster, and then an 18-
inch air space is left which will be
called the hot air duct, because when
the ' great number of freshly killed
carcasses will be. taken into the cool-
ing room the animal heat will b2 con-
ducted by this air space to the top
of the room, where it will ecirculafe
around immense brine and ammonia
pipes and cooled to 34 degrees Fahren-
heit, just to keep the beef from freez-
mng.

The sixth floor of the cooling divi-
sion is on a level with the killing
floor of the manufacturing division.
The animals to be slaughtered will he
driven up a gangway to the top storey
where they are killed and immediately
wheeled into the cooling room. This

room will be divided into three parts,

one for beef kept at a constant tem-
perature of 34 degrees Fahrenheit, one
for hogs at 28 degrees Fahrenheit, and
the third for sheep at 83 degrees Fah-
renheit,

The fiith floor of the cooling divi-
sion’ will be used for the preparation
of the by-products of beef and pork,
and the curing process.- The floors
selow the fourth, third and second
will be used for freezing and storing.
T'he various floors in the manufactur-
ing section will be used for the man-
afacture of the products that are cool-
ed and stored in respective floors of
the cooling section,

A section in the basement 'is set
wpart {nt the smoke rooms. This por-
tion is made absoluteiy fireproof with
steel and cement,

Close to the building now under
construction a' power and heating
plant will be erected, 90 fect by 122
feet.

C.P.R. CONCEDES /. NINE-HOUR
DAY.

Winnipeg, Sept. 11.—In the first
conference held between the officials
of the C. P. R. and a delegation. of
representatives ~ of the mechaniecal
trades, a decision was reached yester-
day. As a result the nine-hour day
has been conceded to the boiler mak-
ers,” The past few days have been
occupied with a matter of equal im-
portance—the raising of - the wage
scale in such a manner that the men
engaged in the boiler-making trade
will receive the same day’s wages as
if the whole ten hours were served.
The conference lasted alinost a-week.
The main point eof difference has
been in the matter of the reduction of
the working shift from ten hours a
day to 9.

Increase of Pay.

Both conferences which have been
held at St.. Paul and the other at
Winnipeg, have made this concession
to the men. In addition to this, how-
ever, the hourly rate of pay has been
increased from 38c to 43%c, ‘) that
practically the same daily wage is in
force, as formerly the new arrange:
ment being slightly in favor of tha
employees. All the other mechanical
trades will be under review, and the
American machinists will meet with
the officials of tht company. The ar-
rangements of the schedule of work
and other duties have been thorough-
ly gone into, and the meeting with
representatives of . the remaining
branches will most probably occupy
less time than the first conference.

GIRL THREE TIMES

Mustachio, who lives at 1518
San edro street, this city, was chap-
aroning her young sister and brother
it the seaside resort.: The younger
children wanted to ride on the roller
coaster, which is built out over the
surf, and she accompanied them.

The car in which they rode was
dragged to the top .of the incline and
s‘arted on its journey of curves. The
Irst curve was taken at a high speed.
At the second curve Miss Mustachio
was hurled from her seat and dashed
over the side of the rushing car. Over
and over she whirled, falling uncon-
scious on the tracks below.

The ear containing ker brother and
sister whirled swiitly - around the
curves, drawing nearer and nearer to
the foerm of the girl lying stunned and
helpless direcily in its path.

1t scemed to th> helpless children
it the car that they would e dashed
ver the body of their sister, but al-
inost by a miracle she fell from the
irack just as the car rushed by,

That the girl was not dashed from
the track into the ocean below was
due to the fact that she fell upon a
board laid upon.the foundation of the
structure. ere she lay while an at-
t>ndant rushed to her assistance.

THE LAND FOR THE NON-
SETTLER.

The Toronto News parapurases with
quite -apparent approval a communi-
cation from a Saskatchewan corres-
pondent urging changes in the home-
stead regulations to permit those who
are not farmers and have no intengion
of ‘becoming farmers to secure home-
steads without the incenwvenience and
lod@s of time necessary to reside-on the
land.

The correspondent considers it a
hardghip on the peor man that he
should be required to “idle away his
time’’ and “live like a hermit’’ on the
land, when, if the government would
let him_ he' conld be working at his
trade and hiring his_cultivation done.
He would leave the present regula-
tions for those whose time is not of
much value and who therefore might
as well. spend it on a homestead as
elsewhere bu’ “he would allow Can-
adians or those who had lived say,
eighteen years in the country the
right $0 purchase a homestead at $3
per acre upon condition of breaking
up 20 acres per year for three years.”

To this scheme the au‘hor, and ap-
jarently the News as well, attributes
great value. “It would enable mar-
“ried men, skilled mechdnies, to buy a
“farm while they were at profitable
“work in towns or in Easternm Canada,
“and théen-to go on to their farms
“with sixty or more acres ready to
“crop.” Again, “It would also enable
“the young city man to get a foothold
“on the land before giving up his
“trade or occupation for one he knows
“little about. If the desire is to get
“city men back to the land this
“gcheme would help accomplish that
“desire.”’

The concluding sentence sums up all
that can be said for the scheme with
some extra -credit thrown in. The
city man would rejoice and be exceed-
ing glad at the chance to buy a home-
stead for $3 per acre with no obliga-
tions to become a farmer. Not being
bound to live on the farm he would
not live on it, either before dr. after
securing patent, would hire the mini-
mum <cultivation necessary to secure
the plaee at the low price, continue
to resifle and werk in town,-leaving
the land idle until seme farmer was
prepared to pdy-a fancy price for it
But just hecause thé schéme would so
appeal to the man who is not a far-
mer, ard has no intention of becom-
ing a farmer, aud because it would
give him control of a quarter section
which ought to be owned and occu-
pied by a farmer—for just these rea.
sons would the scheme be injurious
to the agricultural interests of the
country, and hence to every other in
terest.

The scheme is really only the reap-
pearance of an old idea—that of giv-
ing away western land to anybody
and everybody except to the man who
would live on it, and - cultivate it,
contributing his labor to useful pro-
duction and the presence of himsell
and family to the development and
maintenance of the institutions of civ-
ijlized society. For a generation we
consistently lavished our lands on
men and covporations who could not
and would not put them to the use
for which nature intended them. The
idea of giving the farms to farmer:
and of getting the farmers to take
them was discovered late,and the idea
of giving them to everybody but farm-
ers had long before this been working
overtime. As a result, when the
farmers began to arrive on the scene
they had to take what was 14§t. That
what was left has been found so valu-
able only indicates what the choice
lands were worth. .

What it has cost Canada to endow
specuiators and corporations with
land tJ the disadvantage and cost of
the western farmer, will probably nev-
er bs known. While this policy held
sway 32,000,000 acres from first to last
were turned over to railway com-
panies—and away from the farmer.
Goodness knows how many million
acres were grabbed by colonization
companies, settlement societies and
kindred haumbugs. Then there were
the political pirates, Their name was
legion and their appetites insatiable.
For their stalwart service on behalf
of the old regime they were made
landed gentry. The proposal of the
News correspondent is merely to re-
vive this age of plunder and to turn
over what remains of our land to those
who would neither reside on it nor
cultivate it.

This is by no means the only recent
reappearance of this long-abandoned
jdea. Two years ago it cropped out
in the demand of the Federal Opposi-
tion that the new provinces be left to
extract revenue from the public land
within their borders. As the only way
to get money for the land would be

to sell the land, this was simply a

speculator for our funds and in re
tarn. for his cash to turn him over
the land, to be tied up from settle-
ment until he was pleased to sell :f.
Last session the same idea reappeared
in a proposal that the odd-numbered
sections should be placed on the mar-
ket to all purchasers, regardless «f
their purpose and without conditions
of occupation and use. The scheme
attributed by the News to a Saskatch-
ewan gentleman is merely a new mask
for the all too familiar features of the
land-shark. The frequency with which
this gentleman reappears and the var-
iety of his disguises only indicates
how heavy is the tribute he would de-
mand if the homestead policy were
abandoned or restricted and he were
permitted to stand between the far
mer ¥nd the farm.

Strange as it may appear the people
of Western Canada want farmers on
the farms—and each farmer on his
own farm. They are not particularly
charmed by the prospect of one farmer
half-working or quarter-working sev.
eral farms for their city owners. This
country is worthy better things than
to be made a collection of miniature
Congos for the enrichment of a myr
iad of Leopolds—whether the Leopolds
reside in Edmonton or Toronto. If
a mechanc’s time is too valuable to

a mechanic’s time is too valuable to
certainly is too valuable to be spent

cultivating a farm; and if the city
man cannot endure the loneliness ci
rural residence that is the best pos
sible reason why he should not be
offered inducements to spend his
money for a farm, Social progress is
only possible in a well settled com
munity and the people of this coun-
try do not propose that the social
developmen? shall be  paralyzed by
turning over the vacant land to those
whe will not'live on it.
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PREACHING AND PRACTISING.

In the addresses he has delivered
in the eastern provinces Mr. Borden
has geen fit to devote considerable at-
tention to the question of election ras-
cality—always of course seeking his
illustrations in the Liberal constitu-
encies. That he might have found
examples nearer home and with
which he was more conversant is
amply shown in the testimony of Mr
Hugh Graham of the Montreal Star i1
a recent. libel. case., The. general pur
port’ of this gentleman’s evidence is
that he lLas been the head cashier
for tht party, and that his business in
life during refent electicn campaigns
has been to forward consignments «{
cash where most needed and where
they appeared likely to secure ‘“‘a
chance of success.”” What the aggre
gate shipments for the last campaigr
amounttd to Mr. Graham did not
depose, but as he confessed to send-
ing $29,000 into one district of the
province of Quebec the reader may
calculate for himself what the tota
subsidies probably amounted to. It
is also for the reader to judge how
far the recent ‘dissatisfaction of the
Montreal Star with the leadership of
Mr. Borden is really the disinclination
of Mr. Graham to continue to financc
the political operations of a chronic
looser.

That Mr. Borden knew of these
shipments of the persuasive medium
also came out in the trial. Mr. Pel
letier, the organizer, testified that Mr
Borden promised him that money
would be sent to Quebec “to keep
things going” there. Mr. Graham de-
posed that Mr. Borden’s sole stipu-
lation was that the cash should not
ba sent to men in public life who
might be brought to account for it
but must be dispensed through the
more secret and perhaps more effec-
tive channels of “trusted” private in
dividuals in cach locality. Why Mr
Borden does mnot'see fit to point his
arguments with excerpts from the
evidence of Mr. Graham, is perhaps
understandable, but the reason is cer
tainly not that the illustrations would
not fit the case.

That dishonest methods are resort-
.d to in election campaigns cannot.e
doubted, and members of the Liberal
party may go as far as their oppon-
ents in the iniquitous practices. Fur-
ther they could not go if they wanted
to. i
If Mr. Borden wishes to minimize
or lessen these practices he has ample
opportunity to do so by his inﬂuenq
among those with whom he is associ-
ated and who have resorted to the
practices in an attempt to place him
in power. The stipulation he impos-
ed on Mr. Graham certainly does not
econduce to that end. I1ts purpose was
not to prevent dishonesty, but to con-
ceal it. He did not propose to aban-
don the use of money but to have i
handled in such way as would not bc
found out—and in such manner that
its illegitimate use would be made
safer and therefore more prevalent.
He was well content that Mr. Graham
should roll barrels of money into he
doubtful constituencies but he fear:l
the consequences if the public came
to know how it was spent. His lear
wae not that offences should be com-
mitted but that the offenders should
je caught. The remedy he propose.l
was not to remove the cause and i -
ducement to corrupt practices, but to
iree himseli and his parliamentary

associates from the consequences. Mr.

A “LEAN YEAR” FOR ONTARIO.

On the heels of the announcement
that the West will have 82 million
bushels of wheat and 87 million bush-
els of oats to sell this fall comes the
unwelcome news that Ontario crops
are in anything but satisfactory con-
dition. The Toronto World,which has
been  particularly assiduous in
spreading an impression that the
western crops were next thing to a
failure is constrained to admit that
1907 will -be a lean year for the On-
tario farmer. In doing so ‘it corrobor-
ates the suggestion that its misrepre-
sentation of the western crop  war
merely preliminary to confessing the
truth about conditiong mnearer home,
with a view to preventing a western
migration from its own province. The
World says in part:—

“That Ontario is to have a lean
crop year now seems beyond dispute.
The late spring and dry summer have
worked against the agriculturist, and
his labors this season will not be re-
warded as they have been for the las-
few years. The abnormal- weather
early in the year brought forebodings
in the minds of many, which unfortu-
nately have been fulfilled by the har
vest reports, It is gratifying to know
that the results throughout the prov-
ince are by no means uniform.

“The crop year of 1907 will long be
remembered as a freak. Adjoining
farms exhibit startling differences;
the one showing a healthy yield,
while the other is remarkable for its
comparative shortage. The long per-
iod of drougit worked havo: with all
grasses, Cereals are stunted in the
stalk because of lack of moisture, al-
though the heads in many instances
have belied the impression gained
of the sustaining support. The hay
crop was thus affected and in a ma.
jority of cases will not show mpre
than hali a normal yield. The free-
dom from rain has at least admitted
of good harvest weather, and the
crops, such as they are, have leen
saved in excellent condition.

“The oats crop seems to have suf-
fered more than anything else. Early
in the season this growth was attack
ed by a parasite which partially de
stroyed the foliage and made the
plants weak. The heads did not fill
and oats will be light in weight &
consequence. . This condition is by
no means confined to Ontario, as the
aame - influences < were at work
throughout the United States.”

The president of the Ontario Farm-
ars’ Association, in an address re-
cently delivered said:—

“It has been estimated by good au
thorities that the value of the pro-
ducts of Ontario farms for the year
1906, reached the enormous total of
$250,000,000. If this estimate is a
correct one, the partial failure of the
crops of 1907 will mean a difference
of over $80,000,000 to the Ontario
farmers; *they will have that much
less to compensate them for their toil
and they will have that much less
to expend for the necessities and
comforts of life for themselves and
their families.”

If Ontario conditions are as bad as
these authorities represent they pro-
vide one-half of the best possible rea-
son why dissatisfied Ontario farmers
should come west; the other half is
provided by the 82 million bushel
crop mow being harvested on the
prairies. And by way of corollary
there is the consideration that if the
West produces 82 million bushels of
wheat in an “off year” what would
have been the returns had the sea-
son been normally favorable?

DEFENDING HIS AGENT.

Mr. Borden it appears turned from
the straight and narrow path of his
prescribed tour and journeyed into the
Eastern Townships of Quebec there to
lend prestige and influenece to the po-
litical resuscitation of Mr. Rufus H.
Pope, ex-M.P. What may have been
the particular straits in which Rufus
found himself, how his reanimation
was gone about and with what meas-
ure of success, were matters no doubt
very interesting to Rufus who wanted
to be extricated andg to Mr. Borden
who undertook to extricate him. They
might also be interesting to readers
familiar with previous escapades of a
politico-speculative character in which
Rufus has figured prominently. At
this distance the available details are
meagre, but it is a pretty safe guess
that Rufus’ associates have at last
sized him up for a Jonah and were
about to drop him quietly overboard
when the commodore came aboard
and ordered them to let up. Whether
they did so or not the returns will
tell.

But the important thing is not whe-
ther Rufus was rescued but that Mr.
Borden tried to rescue him. The coun-
try struggled along before Mr. .Pope
came on the scene; has managed fair-
ly well while his luminosity has been
in eclipse and could probably pull
through with his activities limited to
the sphere of private citizenchip, 8o
far indeed as his activities have em-
erged from this sphere and essayed a

part in the broad. concerns of public
affairs their influence and impori have
constituted a public menace. When
Mr. Borden rushes to the rescue cf
Mr. Pope he rushes also to the en-
dorsation of the methods and ideals of
Mr. Pope; and when he attempts to
drag’ Rufus from the obiivion into
which the weight of "his offences is
sinking him, he by the same act at-
tempts to exalt Rufus into a position
where his performances may have
more far-reaching consequence and
where he is least likely to find reason
to amend their baneful character.

Mr. Pope it will be remembered
was the associate of Mr. Fowler in en-
zineering the somewhat famous land
deal. It was ‘““Messrs. Rufus H. Pope
and George W. Fowler” who “com-
menced negotiations with the Canadi-
in -‘Pacific Railway for the purchase of
1 large tract of railway.lands.” It
was also Mr, Pope and Mr, Fowler
who conducted the financial opera-
Jons necessary to secure the land and
carry the deal. If then the independ-
:nce of the parliamentary Opposition
was bartered in securing either the
‘and or the money with which to pay
ior it Mr. Pope and Mr. Fowler must
have been the selling agents,

That the Opposition was sold out
there is the best of reason for believ-
ing and the opinion has been very
candidly expressed - by Conservative
papers of undisputed party loyalty
That the two railway Companies in
the West needed help- in fighting the
Grand Trunk Pacific project is not a
natter for argument; that they were
prepared to return value for value to

And if so Mr. Pope and Mr. Fowler
were the men who undertook to de-
iver the goods.

WHERE DID THE MONEY COME FROM ?

A recent despatch from Halifax to the
Ottawa Free Press recalled some finan-
cial episodes in the career of Mr. R. L.
Borden which throw a peculiar light on
that gentleman’s protestations of a de-
sire for electoral purity. The despatch
reads:

The date of Mr. R. L. Borden’s meet-
ing in Montreal coincided with a legal
development in this city which must
have been a great relief to the soul of
the leader of the Opposition.

The trial of the Halifax election peti-
tions—both those against the sitting
Liberal members, Messrs. Roche and
Carney and the cross-petitions of those
gentlemen ~against Mr. R. L. Borden
and his running mate, Mr. J. C. U'Mul-
lin—were traversed until after the Su-
preme Court of Canada has given 1ts
judgment in the appeal of Messrs. Koche
and Carney. ‘'Ihose  election petitions
have been long drawn out. T'hey were
lodged immediately after the general el-
ection of 1904, and have, by one legal
technicality after another, been deterr-
ed time after time until it is now pro-
bable that the courts will never have
the opportunity to pass judgment upon
the issues raised because Supreme Court
of Canada is not likely to render judg
ment much before Nov. and Federal Par-
liament will probably be in session dur-
ing that month. And, of course, 1t.1s
impossible for an election trial to pro-
ceed while Parliament is in session. r'he
delays are to be deplored, both in the
public interest and in those of the Lib-
eral party. It is true that in filing ob-
jection after objection and thus staving
off the trial of the petitions the Liberals
have but followed the example of a cer-
tain Mr. Robert Laird Borden, who, 1n
1891, was chief legal adviser of the Con-
servative party, and availed himself of
every legal technicality in order to avoid
the trial of a half dozen or more election
petitions in Nova Scotia. That may be
the political game, but it is to be doubted
if the Liberals-of Halifax have been
wisely advised in resorting to such tech-
nicalities, ' It is true their candidates
might have beén unseated, but they
could easily have been re-elected, even
if they had been opposed.

I'he chief cause for regret is that the
Liberals of Halifax have lost the op-
portunity of throwing the calcium ot
publicity upon the methods of the Con-
servative party in the general election
campaign of 1904, 'I'hey had the evidence
—they have the evidence; they had, two
Important witnesses here yesterday in
the persons of Mr. William MacKenzie
of MacKenzie and Mann, and of Mr.
H. C. McLeod, general manager of the
Bank of Nova Scotia. Others sub‘poe-
naed—and some of them wowld have
had to appear despite trips to Edrope ot
one or two of their number—were mr.
David Kusséll, Mr. Hugh Graham c1
the Montreal Star, Mr. J. N. Green-
shields, K.C., of Montreal, who was Mr.
Russell’s legal adviser, and a number of
others, about a hundred in all who
could have told some very interesting
things about the finahcial features of
that unlucky c¢ampaign of mystery and
malice. But when these witnesses were

subpoenaed—just as soon, in fact, as the
Conservatives found out that the Liber-
alh were in deadly earnest in their de-
termination to throw the limelight upon
Mr. Borden’s campaign ‘then ardent anx-
iety to press the petition against Messrs.
Roche and Carney was diminished, and
it was quite evident that they would
offer no opposition to the motinn to tra-
verse the proceedings until after the Su-
preme court had rendered its decision
upon the appeals consequently the pub-
lic of Canada will not, for a while at
least, learn through the courts of some
of the mysteries of the campaign ot
1904. The facts are, however, bound to
come out, either before the courts or in
the House of Commons.

5. What county did Mr. David Russell
refer to when he said that the Conserva-
tives had received $25,000, and then
came back again for as much again?

6. What became of the two notes sign-
ed by Mr. William MacKenzie. for $20,-
000 each? Who got this cash?

7. How much did* Mr. Hugh Graham
contribute to the Maritime Province sec-
tion of the campaign of purity? Who
got .this money?

8. If it cost Mr. Hugh Graham $29,000
to fail to satisfy the needs of Mr. L. I’
Pelletier in the Quebec district, how
much did it cost the triumverate to at-
tempt to buy Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick?

T'hese are all questions to which Mr.
R. L. Borden should give answers be-
fore he expects the people of Canada,
and especially Ontario, to believe in his
profession of political purity and elect-
oral reform.

INTRICACIES OF
STANDARD TIME

Daily Transmission of Time, Signals
Over the C.P.R., by W.]. Camp,
Electrical Engineer.

A vital necessity in the safe and
efficient handling of trains is that all
clocks and watches must indicate uni-
form time. Many serious accidents
have resulted from a difference 'be-
tween the timepieces of two em-
ployees, and during the past few years
most of the railway companies on this
continent have spent a great deal of
money toward securing uniformity
throughout their systems.

The C. P. R. management, recognizing
the great importance of a uniform time
system, has established a Time Service
Department under the supervision of Mr.
J. J. F. Houghton, to whom I am in-
debted for a large part of the matter
contained in this paper. The daily
transmission of time signals is looked
after by the telegraph department, and
the following description of the method
may be of interest. On account of the
very long circuits worked, it has been
found best to transmit the signals by
hand. At 11.53.50 the preliminary cau-
tion “BK time’” is given by Montreal on
all duplexes and half gquads over which

are located at all divisional points. They
are practical watchmakers doing a regu-
lar ‘business with the gemeral public. It
is their duty to see that all trainmasters
road foremen of locomotives, locomotive
foremen, roadmasters, bridge and build-
Ing masters, engineers, firemen, conduc-
tors, train baggagemen, brakemen, yara-
masters and yard foremen carry watches
up to the required standard and that the
watches are regulariy cleaned!

'Watches whch were
in service prior to the reorganization of
the time service, October, 1899, may re-
main in use subject to the approval of
the chief inspector as based on the re-
cord of their performance, or on actual
test in his office of their reliability. Al-
most every one of these watches has
been removed from the service.

Employees required to carry standard

it is desired to send the signals, as a 3 Watches submit them for half-yearly in-

warning to the various repeater offices
to cut in their combinations. The sin-
gle wires are then cut in at Montreal
and other points are switched on, and a
second warning of “time” is given, then
single beats are made corresponding to
the swing of the main clock pendulum,
by alternately closing and opening the
circuit each second; the beats are there-
fore one second in length. These are
centinued until 11.54.50, when the circuit
is left open for ten seconds. At exactly
11.55.00 a long double beat is given and
continued each alternate second until
11.55.50, when another pause of 10 sec-
onds is made at 11.56.00 a double beat
completes the transmission.

The repeater arrangements at Mon-
treal conmsist of five relays of 75 ohms,
each connected up in series with an ordi-
nary Morse key in a pony circuit. The
The lead from the local dynamo to the
desired duplex and gquad tables passes
through the contact points of one relay.
By means of the loop switch any duplex
or half quad can be thrown into the
combination. The positive and negative
130 and 200-volt dynamo leads pass
through the contact points of the other
four relays to the various single wires —a
by-path is provided so that any leased
or other wires over which “time’* is not
to be sent can be switched out of the
combination.

The sparking at the relay contact
points is almost nil, but should it be-
come too great by adding niore circuits
a small condenser would reduce, it. A
similar arrafgement is nséd at all re-
peater offices where storage or dynamo
current is employed, the pony circuit
being worked by the »elay on one of the
incoming circuits. At points where a
repeater office is equipped with gravity
battery, there is seldom more than one
or two side lines to connect up’ for time
and in these ‘cases an eordinary relay 'is
employed for each of such lnes.

The Combinations.

at the various repeater offices are made
up at 11.30 or even. earlier, but the pony
circuits held closed by a button switch
until the worning signal is received from
Monrteal, when it is only a moment’s
work to turn the switch and throw inte
the “time” circuit all wires on which it
is desired that the sgnals be sent.

C. P. R. time is regularly forwarded
to Fanning and other islands in the Pa-
cific ocean, and to Bermuda, Jamaica,
and the Azores Islands in the Aalantic.
Officers on vessels of the British navy
frequently check their chronometers with
this time at Vancouver, B.C., and Hali-
fax, N.S., and of the German navy at
the Azores.

A few words as to the accuracy of the
time may be mentioned here. Some
Yyears ago a long series of observations
weére carried on by astronomers of Can-
ada and Great Britain, and signals ex-
changed over the €. P. R. wire and Com-
An astronomer
was located at Montreal, one at Canso,
one at Waterville, Ireland, and one at
Greenwich, England. Bach astronomer
was stationed at each of the points nam-
ed in turn, in order toeliminate the per-
sonal error. Signals were exchanged in
each direction, giving the transit of var-
ious stars over the meridian. Finally
the land lines and cables were eonnected
through repeaters and signals exchanged
both ways direct between MecGill obser-
vatory, Montreal and Greenwich, as a
check of the preceding results. From
these observations was obtained the true
longitude of Montreal. I believe that
afterwards Washington, D.C., and var=
ious other points on this continent
checked up their longitude with Mon--
treal.
at McGill observatory sends our signals
over a circuit conneéted, with an ordi-
nary sounder in our main office. ‘I'his
clock is clesely regulated by a sidereal
elock at the observatory, which in- turn
is frequently checked up by observations
of the stars. We have on several occa-
sions noticed that the “time’ given over
the U. 8. railway lines has been as much
as three seconds in error. We are sat-
isfied that our own standard was right
from the faet that the reports from the
various comparison clocks on the system
showed a uniform variation while the
signals comng in over the New York
Central Railroad were jumped two or
three seconds “in one day coming prac-
tically into unison with McGill.

Comparson clocks (Nos. 17 or 18 regula-
tor) are located at all divisional points.
At all comparison stations a daily re-
cord is kept of the clock variations and
a report sent to the chief inspector at
the end of each month. This report
shows the seconds fast or slow and when
the clock is wound, set or regulated.
Each month these reports are checked
up and the average weekly rating ascer-
tained, from which a statement is com-
piled and a copy sent to each master me-
chanic, superintendent, general superin-
tendent, the vice-president and general
manager. The time inspector visits ev-
ery station:from one to three times per
yvear and checks up the handling of re-
cords. All way stations are supplied
with a standard télegraph clock; varia-
tions are recorded daily in same manner
as comparison clocks,

spection to the time inspector of their
divisons, and

Receive a Certificate

that they are satisfactory, a copy of
which is forwarded to his superior ofticer
and duplicate to the chief time nspector
In addtion to the half-yearly 1nspection
employees must’' submit their watches to
the inspectors for comparison with stan-
dard time within the first' and thira
weeks each’ month, and the inspectors
keep a record of' thel rating. Failing to
make such comparison the employee is
not eligible for duty  without an- order
from his superintendent. No charge .a1s
made for these: comparisons. Cards tor
keeping record of these ratings must be
carried on the person subject to i1nspec-
tion on demand of a superior officer. Xm-
ployees must not set or regulate their
own watches wunless g _Watch stops
through neglect to wind it. Watches
must be cleaned at least once in 15
months. The rate card must be filled
in in the presence of the employe, who
is required to initial the corresponding
entry in the inspgctor’s rating book.
When a watch is repaired and cleaned
by other than an inspector, it must be
submitted to the inspector for approval
before being used in the service. When
left with an inspector for cleaning or re-
pairs, a standard watch will he loaned
to the employee free of charge until his
own is returned to him.

Inspectors re required to have a thor-
oughly accurate seconds pendtilum clock
and must ascertain the error thereof to
the nearest second at Jeast once each day
day by compatrison with the standard
time sent over the company’s telégraph
wires. A local circuit is extended from
the contact .points.of a telegraph..relay
in the station to the place of business
of each inspector, for this purpose. A
smilar ‘circuit s provided - for. ‘round-
houses, ‘ete. . There are a number of rules
and  instructions te .the .inspectors  re-
garding cleaning, ete., which it is not
necessary to mention here.

The C. P. R. has only installed elec-
tire clocks at Montreal and Winnipeg
general: offices and stations. At Mon-
treal there are .81 clocks on five eir-
cuits worked by one master clock. These
circuits obtain current from a small
storage battery which is kept continu-
ally charged by a lead from the 25-volt
local motor-generator in the main tele-
graph office a mile distant. The five cir-
cuits are worked in multiple from one
pair of cells—I believe this road was the
first to work clock circuits in this man-
ner. At Wnnipeg there are 37 clocks
on two circuits.

The results since the establishment of
the present time service have been very
satisfactory. On one trip across the con-
tinent by the time inspector he found
that the average variation of all com-
parison clocks was less than five seconds
from standard time.

The 'parties intending to rent, how-
ever, declared that the temperance
people were not united in support of
the King Edward, being apparently
divided into sectional and political
factions.

Opposition in Many Quarters,

Further, Dan Hamilton told them
if they started he would open his
hotel in twenty-four hours. Theysaw
that apparently plenty of money and
support was behind the Hotel Hamil-
ton and they were not prepared to
meet what might develop intos.unfair
competition. A verbal offer of a
three months’ lease was made for the
King Edward, but its owners refused
to consider so palpably temporary ar-
rangements, and the temperance com-
mittee also objected to it. The plan
seems so far to have met with little
success.

THE ANTI-ASIATIC QUESTION,

Editor Bulletin.

_ 8ir,—~In your issue of September 9
1t is reperted that the Edmonton
Trades and Labor Council have adopt-
ed a resolution protesting against the
admittance of Japanese and Chinese
labqrers into British Columbia, and
copies of this resoluticn will be for-
warded to Vietoria and Ottawa.

One might imagine from hearing
thqse axe-to-grind unions talk of “the
Chinese Invasion,” that Canada was
about to be convertcd ‘into a depend-
ency of the Chine o Emipire. They
quite overlook th~ faét ‘that this im-
migration of Asiatics into the British
Colonies was at the express request
and urgency of the ‘British Govern-
ment, and that in the case of the
Chinese it was contrary to the tradi-
tions and policy of their Empire and
against the wishes of their govern-
ment.

Hitherto, we have sung of our coun-
try that—

“Her free latch-string
drawn in

Agka'mst the poorest child of Adam’s

g

but now it would seem that this dream
of universal brotherhood is one that
is troubled with many nightmares.
IIn truth the free latch-string bas be-
come a vault lock that cannot even
be picked. With a superlative lack of
cordiality we would drive the yellow
“dogs” back into the sea fromr
whence they came, and then wonder
when they turn about and call us
“foreign devils,”” Perhaps we . are.
We have taught them some devilish
tricks, such as slaughtering men in
bunches, and we wonder, too, that
they call out in reply ‘““China for the
Chinese, and death to all Christians.”
There are some of us who see logiq
in their reprisals.. Rest assured; the
outrage which was perpetrated in Van-
couver upon these strangers within
our gates will yet have. to be an-
swered.

We do not deny.that Chinese immi-
gration might be .overdone in the fu-
ture, just as it might from Russia,
Italy, or Persia, but future parlia-
ments could deal with the evil should
it arise better than one which would,
at this juncture, deal with it through
the medium of a surmise.

It is difficult to say how many im-
migrants would coristitute a superflu-
ity. It is not a question that be set-
tled by the least common multiple or
the greatest common measure, but at
present, when our country is so sparse-
ly -populated, it is a grave error in
statesmanship to exclude any .law-
abiding. worker save for reason moral,
financial and sanitary.

It would seem that the most serious
offence urged against the Asiatics is
that they aré ecpnomic marplots who
send their, wages to China, Japan, or
India. ; :

Now, while they may carry their
dollars “out ‘of Canada, it is-manifest
that .they cannot take the. result of
their /labors away. The road is built,
the land cleared or'the fish nétted.
And we could do even better, and
keep the major portion of the money
here, too, if our legislation did not
foolishly persist’ in making the Chin-
ese perpetual aliens by excluding their
families.. Statistics show that there
are 200 Chinese women in America to
every 15,000 men. If the Chinese were
allowed to live here as settlers, we
would soon find them_ as good as the
best for the development of our' re-
sources and the building up of our
great nation. It is possible for a man
to have a yellow skin and be a Cana-
dian.

Yes, it is even possible for a China-
man to develop a first rate patriot-
ism. There is little fear, either, that
he will orientalize Canada for he has
too much to learn from us. Hitherto,
we have debauched him by selfishly
sucking his blood and brains by keep-
ing him a mere hewer of wood and
drawer of water. We make him a
laborer and nothing more, We tell
him if his stomach be full, it matters
nothing about his affections or intel-
lect. 1Is’it.to be wondered then, that,
this man is at once an exile and an
alien, and looks forward to the day
when he can ghake our snow from off
his feet, and face westward to the Far
East?

But the Chinese do not differ so
greatly from thg trading portion of
mankind in respect to taking their
earnings home. Many of the mer-
chants in Victotia—and even the Hon-
orable Governor and Company of Ad-
venturers’ Trading into Hudson’s Bay
—expect. to take their wealth back to
England. In fact, our own Canadians
who are dealing in bales of silk or
chests of tea in Hong Kong or Shang-
hai will of a surety carry their wealth
to this country. Nor do we blame
them, for all must concur in the prin-
ciple that any man who earns hjs
money honestly has a right to carry
it whither he pleases—except only the
Asiatics.

And the part the Chinese have tak-
en in developing British Columbia
must not be forgotten, That province
had no railway, ahd it was isolated
from the life and commerce of the,
east. She could not possibly develop
without a transcontinental line, and
so the Chinaman was brought in to
perform the tremendous task, The
time produced the man. He came
here without capital or economic or-
ganization, without even the bald pro-
tection of law, order or decency, and
was at once made the target for sharp
and miscellaneous missiles. In spite
of these discouragements, John China-
man has proven himself to be a man
of -‘goth brain and horsepower. As a
railway navvy this saffron-faced east-
erner has 1o superior phlegmatic to
pain, he reclaimed swamps and grad-
ed roads that would have eaten the
| life out of the ‘“Melican man.” His
physical vitality, patience, and , cal-
lousness of nerve enable him to work
in heat that would please a lizard, or
in- cold that would trouble a polar
bear, r

The development of the coal indus-
try in British Columbia is largely due
to the Chinaman’s labor. Without the

was never

aid of his hands, the salmon canner-)
ies which accumulate and distribute
Iwealth that- aggregates millions year-
ly, would not have succeeded.

+_ Some of the objections urged by the
labor unions against the Chinaman
are that he lives principally on rice,
but when we consider that rice costs
$6 per hundred lbs. and wheat flour
only $2.50, it will be seen that the ob-
jection .is futile and absurd,

It is urged, too, that he keeps opium
joints, and is a gambler, I shall plead
guilty for him to these counts. Both
are proven; but the opium joints are
no sorer spots in our communities
than the saloons. The charge of rui-
fianism cannot be substantiated, for a
careful examination of the police re-
cords of any city in America will show
a’ smaller percentage- of = disorder
ameng. Chinese residents than among
any other foreign nationality,

True, some of them are bad subjects
who have left their country for their
country’s good, and some -of them
gamble and have women of ill fame
and all that sort of thing, the same
as white folk do, but to say that all
are scoundrelg is an absurd charge,
which partakes of the character of in-
vective rather than, of logical deduec-
tica. It is unjust to judge them by
an ideal standard, and not by the docs.
trine of avergges. Those missionagiés
who work among them contend-“that
petty larceny and a shrewdness. of de-
fending themselves are their most
common offences. The €hinese hold
to the oriental philogbphy that sin
without detection is sin dissolved, and
after all, this is n®t so oriental.

In the West pfie hears it put forth
that the Chipfimen take the work
irom the whites by their cheap labor.
The Chipg@man is not a cheap laborer?
Just 5 to engage him, if you would
learn-this. In most cases, the com-
plaidants are greedy idlers who are
sitting at the bottom of the hill look-
ing for an easy ride. These are the
men you will hear quoting: “A white
lman to eat with, a red man to hunt
with, and a yellow man to kick.”
There i$. no ocecasion for any industri-
ous white man—trade unionist or oth-
er—to. whimper over g lack of work in
Canada when there is a whole contin-
ent at his feet to be had for the ask-
ing, It must also be noted in this
connection that' those who grumble
most about Chinese labor and ‘‘the
yellow agony,” are the first to employ
it when they take a contract them-
selves.

There are some few of us in Canada
who think that the anti-Chinese clam-
or arises from the fact that the con-
servative oriental, with his immobile,
taciturn face is too smart for us. He
beats us everywhere he gets a foot-
hold. If he were lazy, disorderly and
extravagant, he would not be such a
formidable competitor in the labor
market., He has no blue Mondays or
Saint Sundays, nor does he drink him-
self into a nuisance. He pays his
debts promptly, lives up to his con-
tracts, and weighs/ goods -at . sixteen
ounces' to- the pound,

The Chingse are .a strong race phy-
sically. They are a strong race intel-
lectually. Most of them' can read and
write in their owii®langtage, for com-
pulsory educatiomiis one of their in-
stituations, . To susp. the whele matter
up, it.is the Ghinaman’s, virtues we
are . afraid of, raﬁ;er than his vices.

Neither is it consistent”on the ‘part
of our laborers who démand ‘so much
from capitalists, to refuse; in their
turn, any. favorsto the Chinese labor-
er...In refusing the Chinaman either
the opportunity to work or té have
civil rights, the fradés unions of- Ed-
monton  are -taking ‘the arrogant and
impogsible: position: of - feudalists, and
ave falge-to the . ~caste.levelling pre-
cepts oi socialism, upon which their
organization is based.

These men differ from Anglo-Saxons
but our common traits lié deeper than
color, trade, caste or politics in the
depths of a common humanity. Viol-
ence and recrimination are to be de-
plored, in dealing with this so-called
“Yellow Peril,” and it would be well
for all of us to recall once more the
poet’s lines:

“The laws of changeless justice bind
Oppressor and oppressed ;
And close as sin and suffering joined
We march to fate abreast.”

THE OLD YUKON
GAMBLING HELLS

C.H.E. Asquith,'in ' Victoria Colonist
Describes These Places as They ,
Were Years Ago.

No more is the dance hall and the

gambling house a part of life in Alas-
ka and Yukon! Official edicts passed
from Ottawa and Washington have
abolished what were onée the princi-
pal amusement places of the seeker
after wealth in the northland.

An era that began in the days of
’49, that has filled the pages of litera-
ture with its doings, the life that
Bret Harte .immortalized in the “Quf’
casts of Poker Flat,”” and other tales;
came to, an end unwept, unhonored
and unsung a few weeks ago.

It was pure coincidence that both
the American an@ Canadian govern-
ments should almost on the same day
issue orders that dance halls, gamb-
ling, drinking in boxes, and various
other evils, but hitherto ‘considered
necessary elements of frontier life,
must forthwith be abolished. - From
the issuance of that order, the ideal
of-the law-enforcers on both sides of
the one hundred and fifty-first meri-
dian has been to make the north as
safe, as sane, as quiet and as moral
as Ottawa or Washington.

No longer may Kipling sing “Never
a law of God or man runs mnorth of
fifty-three,”” for the present time, not
only frontier law, but the law of the
quiet east, is enforced as far as the
Arctic circle, and in some places far
north of the circle,

The passing of the dance halls and

gambling:houses in Alaska and Yukon
marks another step in the polishing
off of the northland. The people of
the morth in' late years have been
quietly advancing along all lines, and
the prevailing ignorance as regards
the countries will receive a shock of
enlighten.nent in the necar future.
\ Although it will be the aim of the
Alaska-Yukon exposition in 1908 te
give the people an idea of what the
two territories have to offer in the
way of homesteads, agricultural, com-
mercial and industrial opportunities,
early life in the northland will not be
neglected, and one ‘of the most inter-
esting displays will be the reproduc-
tion of frontier lifie as it used to be.
Since the dance hall and gambling
house have become things of the past,
it has been planned to give the public
an idea of just what frontier life was
like, On the Pay Streak, the amuse-
ment thoroughfare of the exposition,
enterprising ‘ northerners  will build
replicas of some of the famous old
dance and gambling halls, over whose
counters millions of gold dust have
passed, and between whose log rait-
ers five score mighty fortunes have
been frittered away.

In the Days of Goild:

The days of thé picturesque:gamb-
ler, who staked fortunes jon a single
card, of the dance hall girls whom the
miners nightly pelted with nuggets, of

old as they sang their turns, did not
end with civilizing California. For
when Klondyke was discovered, fore-
most in the 'weary climbers. of the
Chilkoot, first to build at Log Cabin
City, leaders in the crossingof Lin-
derman, and not the last to, brave the
terrors of the Whitehorse rapids, were
these gamblers and these women who
went north to prey on the gold win-
ners.

In those'days, when thousands were
flung about as lightly as two. bit
pieces to-day, nothing was too insigni-
ficant to escape betting upon, no sum
too great to risk, One man lost six
hundred thousand dollars in a couple
of months; others were eontent to win
or lose ten thousand dollars nightly.
Proiessional men in Dawson expected
to win or lose from three to four or
five thousand dollars nightly at the
card tables, Seldom was less than a
hundred dollars staked.

Much of this money went to dance
hall women. It is the fashion to deecry
these women and to assume that they
are all bad beyond redemption. But
this is far from the truth. Many of
the womén in the dance halls, who
danced nightly with the miners, and
who shared their drinks, were as in-
nocent of wrong-doing as the most
carefully protected convent girl in
Paris or New York. Indeed, in the
early days before the mothers, wives
and sisters of -the miners arrived in
the country, many of these women
married well. Many who to-day are
taking their place as leaders of society
in hundreds of towns throughout the
United States—women known as the
wife of the rich miner, Mr, Blank—
first met their husbands on the floor
of a Dawson dance hall, and charged
them five dollars for the privilege of
dancing a dozen rounds to the screech
of the cheap phonograph.

“A mew country gets the best of
them,’” said Jack London, in Dawson.
“Look there at Lucille, with the face
of an angel and the tongue of a gut-
ter devil; at Mollie, who looks like
one of Gainsborough’s old English
beauties stepped from her frame to
revel out the century in a Dawson
dance hall—and Eva, what a mother
that girl would make.”

Close Up Gambling.

This is the 1life that the recent law
has forbidden—gambling. Open gamb-
ling has long since been, prohibited
on the Canadian side, but it has con-
tinued in secret. On the American
side it has been open till this recent
order. But for the past four years
both these have lost the interest and
the sensational features of the early
days.

Many men to-day, bent and broken
in fortune, look back to those early
days with a bitter feeling, with the
wonder so common to all humanity,
‘How could I have been such a fool?’
For there were hundreds of men who
had worked hard all their lives, who
went north with the rush, and in a
few days picked up a fortune of near-
¢ a million, and in a few months lat-
er were without a dollar, The story
of one, to-day a caretaker in a big
Seattle sky-seraper, will tell the tale
of many, '

This man was about forty when the
discavery was made. He sold a cou-
ple of houses his father had left him,

and got tégether a sum of three thou-

sand dollars. He reached Dawson
among the first, staked on upper El-
dorado, and inside of .a couple of
months knew: himself wealthy beyond
the dream of avarice.

For a few months he worked faith-
fully, and thén it was necessary to
visit *“Dawson.. The second ' night in
Dawson he needed some tobacco, and
left the' cabin in which he was stay-
ing to get it. Passing a gambling
hall, he strayed in to see the fun.

Clean Busted.

There was in- this man’s blood, al-
though he had mnever gambed before
in his forty years of life, a strain that
came from some long-dead ancestor.
Throwing a small poke of dust on the
table, more in fun than anything else
he played for small sums at first.
But inside half an hour he was dead
to all the noise and color about, to all
but the whirr of the dial that meanta
small fortune won or lost at each revo-
lution. He sent for his bank book,
for the deed to his claim, and when
the long rays of the autumn sun
strayed over the dome late mnext
afternoon, he was stripped of claim,
wealth, eevrything, except the clothes
in which he stood. Never again
opportunity knocked at his door, and
to-day, instead of driving .in his own
automobile and seeing his children
educated at the best colleges of the
country, he slaves twelve hours a
day, his children are apprentices to
different trades, and he himself is a
broken old man at the age of fiity.

The wild and woolly element of the
life of the last frontier has at last
been vanquished by the ever-spread-
ing tide of civilization. Even as Pcl-
ly the Duchess, Jack Hamblin, Jack
Osbourne, Yuba Bill and Tennessee’s
Pardner disappeared in the early six-
ties, as well as all the other whole-
souled, genial, witty people that per-
tain to the beginning of a mining
camp, so in Yukon and Alaska the
old-time gamblers, the women who
had five pounds of gold dust thrown
at them sometimes in a single night:
as a reward for singing a couple of
home songs to men long separated
irom home, have scatter and fled. The
fortunes they made came easily and
went as easily. Few pictures of earth
have as much of garish color, of large,
iree, swinging life, and finally of hid-
den, hopeless pathos, as the lives of
the underworld in the great gold rush
of the last decade of the nineteenth
century. The life has passed away
and all that remains are here and
there a few garrulous old men who
relate to all who have time to hear
how they once ‘“could sign my check
for g million, sir,” in the days when
Dawson hummed with the last pie-
turesque appearance of the frontier
life, such as the unrestricted Anglo-
Saxon would have it.

Tribesmen Lose Heart. )

Tangier, Morocco, Sept. 13.—Native
advices received here indicate that
the recent losses of the Moors near
Casablanca has done much to dis-
hearten them.

THE LABOR VIEW OF THE
JAPANESE INFLUX,

R. P. Pettipiece, an active labor or-
gamizer from Vamcouver, is in the
city, registered at the Alberta. Seen
to“day by a representative of the Bnl-

letin, Mr, Pettipiece made some in- :

teresting remurks in regard to the
situation in Britisk ©olumbia so far
as the influx' of ormiemtals and their
influence on the future of. fhe prov-
ince was concerned, S .

Mr. Pettipiece is on a tour of ‘drgan.
izing work for the International Ty:
pographical union, one of the most
advanded labor organizations on the
continent, having several benefit
branches rivalling those oi the ' best
known {riendly and benevolent so-
cieties, - The union in question has
the famous Union Printers’ Home at
Colorado Springs, an institution
which Dr. McInnes, M.P.P., of Bran-
don; Provincial Secretary of ' Mani
toba, has taken as a model for the
proposed sanitarium in that provinee

Mr. Pettipiece is originally from
Essex County, Western Ontario, and
1s a newspaper man of transcontinen-
tal experience, having lived in Ed.
monton, and having been employed
in the Bulletin office about fifteen
years ago. His last situation, whieh
he held prior to his appointment a
few months ago by the Typographical
Union, was with the Vancouver Pro
vince, and he 'has also figured as a
Labor ‘candidate at the last provincial
election in British Columbia, when
he stood ‘as one of the candidates for
the City of Vancouver. Naturally, he
has been keenly interested in the in
flux of the:Oriental element into the
prevince in which he has made his
home, and his opinion can safely be
Jrelied upon as representing the feel
ing of organized labor in the coast
city.

The Corporation Government.

“The feeling in the . province is
strong, and is not entirely based. on
sentimental or racial eonsiderations
The labor people know that the en-
tire case is theirs, and if the provines
of British Columbia were left to de-
cide this question, a solution would
follow rapidly. After all, there is lit-
tle reason for the workers to com-
plain, for ‘they have by their votes
placed in power in the province a gov-
ernment which has turned the great
natural resources of the provinee—
the timber, the mines and the fisher
les—over to corporations.

“Naturally, corporations are orgai-
ized for the purpose of making pro
fits. They seek to acquire profit by
two means. One is by limiting pro
duection, thus forcing up prices, The
country is hearing much of this phase
of the question in Alberta these days,
Commissions are being appointed to
investigate thé causes whereby eom-
petition is eliminated by the corpora-
tions, and the press is filled with aec-
counts of their proceedings.

The other means of inérvasing pro-
fits is that which is agitating the
people’ of the Coast at the present
time cheap ldber. * The importation
oi “Asiatics mieains a redaction in fthe
cost’ of producing labor ‘powet, and
In propértion as this cost of produe-
tion is low, and the price of the ether
commodities high, so are the profits
of the, corporations large. That is the
crux of the wholé questionn.

A Mistaken Impression,

“The argument used in some quar-
ters that the labor for which the Asia:
tics are imported is of a nature which
white men. will not undertake is en-
tirely wrong. If the remuneration in
a sawmill, & mine or in the fishery
business was such that a white man
could live with tha comforts and
luxpries of home life to which his
education and ‘intelligence entitles
him, white men would be found who
are willing to perform these tasks.
Nor does the cheap labor have any
tepdency to reduce the price of the
commodity ‘in the market. The coni
b'nes alone profit by that through
their ability to manipulate prices.
“I hdve always spoken of the inva-
sion a4s an importation,” added Mr
Pettipiece, ““immigration is' a mis-
nomer for what is taking place. The
Anti-Asiatic League, an organization
congisting of representatives of the
Trades and Labor Council, the Lib
eral and Conservative ' associations,
and a vast number ‘of small shopkeep
ers and tradespeople, is agitating in
the most aetive manner. The advent
of the Jap info the sphere ' of the
small shopkeeper has made his arriv-
al in British Columbisa’ something dif-
ferent from the advent of the China-
man, and has awakened the small
tradespeople to their danger. Both
political parties ‘are vieing with each
other in their endeavors to appear to
the white' wage-earners as the party
entitled to any credit should anything
of the nature of legislatinn be passed
to solve the problem confronting Brit-
ish Columbia.”

What Bowser Says.
“How’about the Imperial regsons?”
“That cahard has beenn exploded.”
said Mr, Pettipiece, ‘““The importa.
tion is not affected by any treaty
made by Britdin “with Japan. The
attorney-general of the -provinee, Mr.
Bowser, holds in his possession com-
munications received from the Colon-
ial Office in London which declare
that there is no possibility of' an ob-
jection eoming from the Imperial gov-
ernment ‘to’ the passing of 4 measure
similar to that controlling Asiati¢ im-
migration into the colony of Natal.

“What do you think will be the ul
timate outcome of the invasion?”

“That is a question involving large
issues. ‘There are, roughly speaking,
about 15,000 Asiatics in the provinee,
including Japanese, Chinese and Hin-
dus. ~‘Fhéir éffect has been a  dis-
turbance i the'labor market and will
undoubtedly reduce the standard of
living in many of the occupations. It
has a social effect, also, The intro-
duction of Eastern viees, a thing
which observers have noted in all
coast cities, is ‘one of the results of
the new form of patriotism introduced
into the province by the corporations.
The sacrifice of the interests of the
people of the province to-the eorpora-
tions is something, which, as I said
before, is entirely due to the electors
of the province themselves.”

Mr. Pettipieee will be in the city a
few days, when he expects to leave

for the Dominion Trades and Labor
Congress’s annual session at Winni-
pég, going by way of the C. N. R.,
and stopping off 4t points on the way
for organizing purposes.

VANCOUVER IN THE HANDS OF
WILD MOB.

Vancouver, Sept. 8—0One of the
worst race riots in the history of Can-
ada oceurred here last night and
early this morning and as a result
geven are under arrest. Dozens of
persons were <o’ badly injured that
they dré:fit subjects for the hospital.
The primary“motive. of the disorder
was a demopstration of labor people
against Lieut, Gov. Buénsmuir, and
it rapidly developed into an gttempt
to demolish Chinatown and the. Jap-
anese quarters, The riot started wheén
the meeting had ‘ended at the cify
hall. The purpose of - the meeting
there was to bring te the attention of
the Federal government the need ¢f
stopping altogether the Asiatic im-
migration. Long before the parade
reached the meeting place the audi-
torium was crowded to overflowing
and it was to find entertainment for
itgself that the overflow meeting, seven
or eight thousand strong, sought the
diversion of cleaning out Chinatown.
But before this occéurred they burned
the effigy of James Dunsmuir, the
lieutenant governor,

None too popular at any time with
the labor people, the represéhtaiive
of King Edwdrd in British Coltimbia
brought himself into particular dis-
iwenr with the working man at the
tast session of the legislature by de-
clining to assent to the anti-Japanese
legislation. The effigy of the governor
burned brightly and the erowd c¢heer-
ed lustily. - Westminster avenue, in
5oth directions, was one masg of
straining and yelling humanity,
From the side streets the crowd con-
tinued to pour in.

American Agitator Present.

Then came A. E. Fowler, secretary
of the anti-Asiatic league, 6t Beattle,
who told the crowd how the Hindus
nad been driven out of Bellingham.
Five minutes later the crowd -was
wrecking all that was moveable and
breakable s in Chinatown. In ‘the
meantime a series of resolutions
dgainst the Asiatics were carried at
the meeting indoors. Down in China-
town the Orientals took’to the woods,
some hid in ecellars, others went out
on the roofs and in all cases the
doors were locked and blinds drawn,
The new Chinatown is a brick, stoneé
and plate glass affair. Bricks and
rocks did frightful havoe with the
fronts of these handsome buildings.

Chiéf of Police Chamberlain called
out the fire brigade with the inten:
tion of turning the hose on the moh,
but he was afraid to deo this for féar
that n revenge the. rioters  would
burn Chinatown. As a matter of fact
this was attempted on several occa-
sjons, but none of the fires amounted
to anything: inally a big hook and
ladder truck Was thrown across. Car-
roll strcet at' the Woods hotel and
the crowd was held behind this.

Japs Put Riolers to Flight.

Following the burning of the lien-
tenant governor in_ effigy “in front of
the city hall on the pudblic streer
were the wildest scenes’ ever witmes
sed in Western Canada. The poliec
were powerless, being unable to ool
lect the moh. The polics had aétual
1y to appeal to thé Japa:cse imeérely
to resist attacks on “themeelves ‘and
their property rather t! to' go om
the stréeet and fight open'y. Hundreds
of the Mikado's subjects had come tc
town early in the day to witness the
parade and demonstration of the
evening. They were watching for a
battle in the streets which if it had
occurred would probably have reautt-
ed 1n many fatalities.” But in only
vne_case did théy make a determined
fight and then they put the rioters v
flight.

Pitched Battle Sunday Morning.

Early this morning a pitched battle
occurred at the corner of Westminster
avenue and Powell streets, in whick
the white rioters received consider-
ably -the worst of it. J¥our blocks
along the latter thoroughfare are lin-
ed with Japanese stores. Profiting by
their experience in the <Chinatown
riot the police had stretched ropes
across the streets and were defending
the entrance to all comers. But at
this corner are three handsome Jap-
anesze gerieral gtores. Two  thousand
men surged around ‘this pomt. BSud-
denly from away up the street came
the gound ot smashing glass, as some
plate glass front was stove in. In-
stantfy huridreds of bricks flew from
all directions at the corner stores and
in fiftéen seconds a thousand dollars
of damage was done. The Japanese
could stand it no longer. From the
storeés, from hallways, ‘from roofs,
they' hurried into the street, armed
with sticks and- bottles and even
knives, They charged the mob. “Ban-
zais’’ filled the air. In five minutes
the Japanese had cleared the street
sway up Powell ‘street. A volley of
pistol shots were heard at this mo-
ment -and the crowd furned its at-
tention to the new scene of fightmg:.
The Jdpanese pursued and the white
m.en fled only to take up the fight m
unothér place, wheére the little brown
enemy were not rnearly so well érgan-
ized., The Japanese had beery well
prepared for this street corner at-
tack. They used broken bottles to
perfection. ‘Grasping 1 his hand the
neck ofda broken 'bottle, 'the Japan-
ese would jab it inty the face or body
of ithe nearest “rioter, dand many
wouhds were inflicted by this system
of warfare. Knives were used in this
tight, too. Two white' men were so
badly injured thdt they had to be
carried away by the crowd.

Up to this time not a single arfest
had been made, but by 2 o’clock the
crowd ‘had begun to become thinner
in places, and one by one seveti riot-
ers were gathered in. But even then
the police had literally to fight with
their captives’' friends every step of
the ‘way to the station, whicth stands
only ‘two blocks away from the Jap-
anese distriet.

Early in the evening the police did
not ‘have a chance to -make an arrest.
As soon as a rioter was laid hold of
for heaving a brick through a win-
dow or' assaulting a Chimaman, three
or fourscore of his ecomrades would
rush forward and snateh the arrested
man from the policeman.

COAL SITUATION SOMEWHAT 1
EASIER.

Lelubridge, Sept. 7.—The Galt mines
P iz surnish a large part of the domes-
uce coal which is used in the west, and
they are now contributing 700 tons
per day for the use of the prairie Prov«
inces. The present- market for this
fuel* extends over Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan and Alberta, and the orders are
sufficient to take care of the whole out-
put. Gemeral Manager Nasmyth, who
has charge of the mines, told me to-
day that he eould easily sell all his
coal in the United. States, the ‘demand
from - that quarter -being partieularly
active at the present time.  The pol-
iey of his company  has always. been,
however, to look after the! Canadian
trade first, and if thers was any. sur-
plus to send it across the border. There
is not mueh prospect of a surplus for
some months to come. Galt coal is in

‘déménd all over the west, and the pres-

ent sHipmenifs are being readily absorbed
by the -tiade. A The eompany is also
stocking its coal at .various points close
to consuming distri¢fs; in order to be
able to satisfy urgent delﬁ;m'l‘s quickly
during the winter.  Indifference on
the part of the trade in the niattér of

stocking up ,is not noficed in the diss

tribution of coal from this point. The
mines are hustling to keep up with the
demand, ‘and the managers are con-
cerning themselves because they are un-
able to increase the output.

Skilled Miners Are Scarce.

Mr. Nasmyth says that the scarcity
of skilled miners is the Pprincipal diffi-
culty in the production of coal. “If 1
could secure ten first-class men, ac-
customed to mining by machinery, 1
could almost double the output. Ours
is one of the few mines which are op-
erated in large part by machinery, and
a féw good workmen cah render great
gervice in the matter of 'incrasing the
production. But I do not hope to ob-
tain these men within the next few
weeks.  Several of our most efficient
workmen left us last spring to return
to their respective homesteéads. These
will not come back to work until they
have fulfilled their farming duties,
which' means an absence of at least
six months. They will probably all be
back by November 1, and we shall
then be in better shape’ than ever be-
fore. It is not unreasonable to expect
that the shipments from the Galit
mines will run as high as 1,400 tons
per day when all our men are back. The
real activity of the coal trade does
not begin until November. It is onlv
when the cold winds sweep across the
prairie that the people acknowledge the
necessity of laying in fuel for the win-
ter.”

Ptenty of Cars Available.

The supply of cars, according to Mr.
Nasmyth, is ample, and the ' company
anticipates no trouble in sending for-
ward its consignments promptly. T'he
situation is mest eficouraging in every
way, with the exeeption of the-scarcity
of skilled workmen, and it" is - not
thought pessible ' that last year’s ~un-
pleasant ‘séénes will' be repeated. Even
if the weather should, become fractious
as it did last winter, and refuse to con-
fine itself within réasonable limits, the

'preliminary arrangements for .offsetting

its disadvantages are in a much more
forward state. A And no one supposes
for a moment that the west is to have
another winter like thaf of last year.
Two suech winters in succession have
never. been known before, and all the
early signs point to a more reasonable
brand of weather during the coming
months, Prophecies as to: the climatic
conditions which will prevail six months
hence are not possible, of course, and
the people can only hope.
Libéral Terms to Dealers.

The liberal terms which are afforded
to th e coal trade by the Galt emines
this year tend to greatly diminish the
burden which, wunder other circum-
stances, the retailer would be called
upon to assume. Lethbridge coal will

bé shipped to any point in t he west, |

freight prepaid, upon the request of a
reputable dealer, and payment for it
may be postponed until January 1 next.
The retail dealer pays the freight, of
course, when he settles his obligation
to the company for the coal. But he
has no ground to complain about the
terms. In these days of a worldwide
money stringency the accommodation
which this scheme affords ‘is of great
value. The action of the Galt mines
has been followed by practically all the
other c¢oal eompanies doing business in
western Canada, and a great obstacle
to the active circulation of coal has
been removed. It is undersfeod that
this step was taken by the cormpanies
at the request of the Saskatchewan Gov-
érnment, which has been doing its. best
to prevent a recurrence of last: year's
unfortunata incidents in that Province.
The Taber Mines.

The mines of the Canada West Com-
pary at Taber, near Lethbridge, are not
producing coal at present, having closed
down to make improvements' in the
plant. These properties will resume
their shipments about Oectober 15, it is
expected, and their future operations
will be on a much  larger scale. Here-
tofore they have produced 300 to 400
tons pet day, but during the coming
winter the output, aceording to the cal-
culations of Mr. F. T. Lynch, one of
the directors, will be ‘about 2,000 tons.
The new machinery which is now being
installed there will permit of this vast
incresdse in the production, if the supply
of labor be adefftiate. The fears about
the shortage -of help enter prominently
into a consideration of the-outlook at
Taber, and if the workmen are not avail-
able there will be difficulty about meet-
ing the demand for coal.  Important
development work is proceeding there,
and provision is being made to steadily
increase the amount of*domestic coal
available for the Canadian market.

Quebec, Sept. 8.—Eight more bodies ot
victims of last week’s = bridge disaster

have been removed having been found
floating in different parts of the harbor
Saturday and Sunday., BSaturday after-
noon one body, that of an Indian named
Mitchell, was discovered at  the Island
and two bodies, that of Labelle, a young
Quebecer and an Indian named Morris,
at Sft. Joseph de Levi’s.

Sunday morning the body of John
Wworkery of Harrisburg, Pa., assistant
foreman on the bridge, was picked up
at St. Joseph De Levis. This afternoon
another ' body, not yet identified, was
found at Gilmour’s cove, and three more
at Stromauld. One of the latter was a
member of the Hardy family, while the
other two were Indians not yet identi-
fied.

'f'wo bodies picked up.appear to have
been drowned as no features of them
were disfigured to any extent excepy
Matechell who had his face shattered. ‘L'he
finding of these bodies makes the total
number recovered to date 24 out of the
(9 who perished. M.ght ore actions
for damages for sums ranging in extent
from $10,000 to $20,000 have been entered
in the court:here on behalf of relatives
of victims of the bridge disaster.

Ensures Fair Wages.

Ottawa, 8ept. 9—For the more ef-
fective enfdrégment of the fair wages
resolution of “4he Dominion Parlia-
ment and to prevént the abuses which
sometimes arise fI'ém the sub-letting
of government contrasts an ‘order-in-
council has been passed providing
that contracts shall be’posted in o
conspicuous place on any public
works under construction tHe sche-
dule of wages-inserted in their con-
tract for the protection of the -work-
men they employ, and that contrie-
tors- shall keep a record of payments
made to workmen in their emplo¥,
the same to be kept open for inspec:
tion by whoever is appointed by the
government to see that fair wages are
being paid.

The Gracious King of Spain.

Paris, Sept. 9.—King Alfonso has
accepted from the Patriotic League o
Frenchwomen a book containing over
100,000 signatures. commemorating
the anarchist outrage at Madrid,
which marred his majesty’s wedding
day.

One of the delegates who presented
the volume warmly congratulated the
king upon the courage he showed on
that occasion,

“What French or Spanish officer
would not have done the same?” re-
plied his majesty. adding jocularly,
“It is se easy to be brave when in
uniform.”

Accompanied by Queen Victoria,
King -Alfonso the other day entered
a tobacconist’s shop.in 8an Sebastian
and recognized in one of the customers
an anarchist wrongfully accused in
connection with the Mad-id outrage.

His majesty. chatted with the man,
and. then pinned in his coat a rose
taken from a bunch, which the queen
was carrying.

BORDEN'S POLICY.

Toronto, Sept. 102 The picnic ar-
ranged by thé Wenflvorth Liberals at
Dundas’ today was prevented by ramn,
but many peéple came in, and Hon.
A, B. Aylesworth arid Hon, A. G. Me-
Kay addressed 'a ?large gathering.
Proceeding to -criticize: some of the
planks of Borden’s platform, Mr.
Aylesworth deseribetl that favo:ing
“honest appropriatfon 'and the ex:
penditure of publi¢| monied in the
public interest’” as’'a politieal plati-
tude, As for the principle that the
appointment of public ‘efficials should
be open more to “eonsiderations -of
public service and personal character,
he invited Borden to suare that plank
with the conduct of the Whitney
government.

MR. - CUSHING IN
WINNIPEG.

Winnipeg, Man., September 7. —
Hon. W. H. Cushing, minister cf
public works for the Alberta govern-
ment, was in the city yesterday on
his way to Ottawa, where he will con-
fer with the minister of the interior
with reference to a mumbér of mat-
ters which closely conc:rn his depart-
ment,

The minister has just returned from
a journey through the northern por-
tion of the provinee, one trip being
made to St. Paul de Metis, 120 miles
to ‘the northwest of Edmonton, where
there ‘are but ' few settlers. but it is
declared by Mr. Cushing to be with-
out éxception onc of the best agricul-
tural districts in the entire northwest,
The soil is excellent, the land is mnet
rough, there are many small .lakes
with streams of water, whieu is of a
fine quality. The crops in the district
appeared to be excellent, although
quite late this year, It would be
some days yet before the wheat was
ready to be eut. The grain wag evi-
dently uninjured. The hay erop was
abundant, the grass along the trail
being up to, the ‘axles of the buggy.
It would b€ possible to eut hay at
any point on the plains. The minis-
ter had travelled through one area,
75 miles square, which was free from
grant land, of te finest quality, and
where there was mnot at the present
time a settler to be se:n r miles.
The entire district was as yet wun-
peopled, buf a few settlers were going
in this year.

Telephone Situation.
. Regarding the telephone situation
in the west, Mr, Cushing stated that

the government was going ahead

rapidly with its plan to extend the
sdrvice to every poition of the: coun-
try. About 500 miles of trunk line
had been built and the work would
bz pushed vigorously. One advan-
tage of the government ownership
plan was that service would be given
at the earliest possible date to the
smaller towns, which had usually
been passed over by the priyate tele-
phone companies, The government
were strongly of the opinion that they
could give the service at less cost
than®a private corporation would ever
be disposed to accept, and a full and
complete test would be made in this
respect.

The great meed of the province was
more capital for the expansion of legi-
timate commercial enterprises. Capi-
tal was in great demand and there
was no source from which it could be
obtained in large enovgh amounts to
meet the demands of the country.

Watered Stock.

Some action'ought to be taken by
the government, the minister thought,
to deal with corporations which were
promoted in the west and in which a
large proportion of the stock was not
represented by money actually paid
into the business. On all of this stock
interest and other charges were col-
lected from the citizens of the pro-
vince. The government should in-
sist that the stock of a corporation, as
represented in its returns, should in-
dicate the actual amount of money
paid into the business by those who
coritrolled it.

The amount of uncocupied land in
the province which was eapavie of
raising excellent crops for the agrieul-
turist was immense. and na one eould
drive through their regions without
forming the opinion that within the
next few years there would be the
most surprising developments in Al-
berta.

Mr. Cushing left the eity on the
Imperial Limited last night and will
spend several days in Ottawa. He

Chinese boys who sleep in
their emploeyers houses, were notified
by telephone this morning that they
must leave immediately or they would
be killed. Many instances of this
threat being made are given.

When the hardware stores opened
this morning Chinamen swarmed the
sidewalks and crowded the stores im-
mediately, Hundreds of
were sold within a few
the "Chinese carried them awayv Yy
armfuls to Chinatown.

Every-
where a demand for a parade was
made, but the Japanese consul finally
persuaded them to return quietly to
their homes. Bloodshed would sure-
ly have followed in riots that would
have accompanied a parade.

Guarding Orientals,

To-night . Chinatown and Japtown
are guarded from all directions. Pat-
cols oi police hold the entrances’ to
the streets, and a cannon ball ecould
be shot down QCarroll street pavement.
where the riot occurred Saturday eve-
ning, and no one would be struck.
Japanese and Chineseghave undoubt
edly combined in defensive plans. On
the very best information, it is learn-
ed that the offieials in the city were
informed this evening that if €hina-
town caught fire from incend ary
causes, Vancouver could look for the
entire city to burn. Both Chinese
and Japanese would take sure -and
certain revenge without the loss of a
single ‘hour. The Chinese have deecid-
ed that once for all they will never
igain be called cheap laborers.

To Remain Out Until Trouble Is Over

Not a Chinaman or Japanese is
working in the mills or domestic ser
vice to-day, and will not till the trou-
ble is over. And thev declare that
when they return. no man will work
aven as a servant in a house for less
than two dollars and half per day.
The Chinese organization is complete
and men dropped dishes in private
nomes to-day, and fled frightened to
Chinatown in order not toineut the
enmity of the leaders 'of the official
association. : :

As rapidly as the coasting steamers
arrived, cooks and galley boys: stop-
ped work and started for Chinatown
in order not to be fined a hundred
dollars each by the Chinese Reform
association. Many hotel dining rooms
and restaurants are completely out of
business as the Chinese. cooks have
quit.

The situation has a humorous as
well as a serious side. In many up:
town restaurants where “White labor
only employed” placards were hung
out for years the business entirely
ceased when the Oriental strike com-
menced. To-night there is a big
2rowd in the downtown section, but
there is no sign of fight aghinst the
authority of the police. Many mount-
ed policemen are patrolling the streets

All day long the Chinese cooks and
and, many specials were sworn in.
helpers employers at the logging
camps in the vicinity of the city have
been pouring into Vancouver in answer
to the strike summons. They declare
that they will not return to work till
ordered to do so by those who called
the strike, dnd in many quarters the
Chinese Reform association is blzm-
ed as being responsible for the strike.

Government Regrets Riots,

Ottawa, Sept. 9—The following mes-
sage was sent by Sir Wilirid to the
Mayor of Vancouver:

“Ottawa, Sept. 9.—His Excellency
the Governor-General has learned with
the deepest regret of the indignities
and cruelties of which certain subjects
of the Emperor of Japan, a friend and
ally of His Majesty the King, have
been the victims, and he hopes that
peace will be promptly restored and
all the offenders punished.

Canada Must Foot Bill,

The Japanese iots in Vaneouver are
atiraeting n vch attention here. It is
feared they will retard the settlement
of the Japanese immigration question,
which was practically in sight. The
treaty rights with Britain and Canada
give the Japanese full liberty to enter
Canada and' guarantee the protection
of their property after they do come.
Canada will no doubt have to foot the
bill for damages. The consul-general
expects this to be done without any
formal demand. He praises the way
Canada carries out law and order as
compared with the United States.

Macpherson To See Premier.

R. 3. Macpherson, M.P., who arriv-
ed to-night, says he will ingist on the
exclusion of the Japanese. which is
the only remedy. He will see Laur'er
to-morrow.

Demonstration Is Over.

Vancouver, B.C., Sept. 10.—Every-
thing has quitted down in the Orien-
tal quarters, and it is evident that the
demonstration against them is at an
end. The police were fully prepared
to stéem any outbreak that might have
occurred last night, mounted men be-
ng ready and special men being
sworn in, but these were not neces-
sary. A number of arrests were made
last night, .the most important being
a Chinese special policeman. The
Chinese had a number of specials out,
seventédn or eighteen of them. The
Japanese are also armed for any at-
tack, but the cordons of police held
back remnants of the crowd, which
came down town more out of curiosity
than anything else. Attempts at vie-
lenee have been made, and arrests ac-
complished without any outbreak of
unseemly conduct.

IMPERIAL LIMITED WRECKED.

. Crashing Into Electric Car. ..

Ottawa, Sept. 9—The Imperial Lim-
ited train from the west, due at the
Central depot station here at 3.30 p.
m., met with an accident  just after
crossing © Alexandra interprowvincial
bridge, a few yards west of the sta«
tion on Saturday. Fortunately no
one was injured, but it was only by
the merest chance ‘that- a numober of
lives were not lost.

It was caused by a . main line
switeh connecting with a siding used
by the Aylmer electric:cars being leit
open. The enginesr did not netice .it
in time and the engine which fortu-
nately was slowing up, took the sid-
ing' and erashed into an electric car
which had just discharged its  pas-
sengers. Behind this was a loaded
car but the empty had taken the im-
pact and though the first car was
omewhat damaged the second and its
load escaped. The engine left the
rails but the train was taken on to
Montreal with about an hour’s de-
ay.

At Franktown, near Smith’s Falls,
he Canadian Pacific westbound To-
ronto train was derailed from some
unknown cause on Saturday night,
but though the entire train left the
track and blockaded the line for
hours there were no casualties.

There are 350 head, in-
cluding outlaws, who defied all at-
tempts lo secure them last June in
the mountains, and the task of cor-
ralling and loading will be herculean,
The difficulties are greatly acecentu-
ated by the :fact that the grasshop-
pers have cleaned out the flat head
range and many of the h>rd crossed
the river and are now scattersd in the
ravines over the Penndery Mountains.

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SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS,

Any even numbered section of D
minion Lands in Manitoba or the
North-West Provinces, excepting 3
and 26, net reserved, may be homec-
steaded by any person the sole head
of a family, or male over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion, of 160 acres, more oOr less.

Application for homestead -entry
must be made in person by the ap-
plicant at the office of the lacal Agent
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may,
however, be made on ‘ccrtain condi-
tiong by the {father, mother, soa,
daughter, brother, or sister of an .in-
tending homesteader.

An application for entry or inspec-
tion made personally at any Sub-
agent’s office may be wired to the
local Agent by the Subagent, at the
expense of the applicant, and if the
land applied for is vacant on receipt
of the telegram such application is
to have priority and the land will be
held until the necessary papers to
complete the transaction are receiv-
ed by mail.

In case of “personation” the entry
will be summarily cancelled and the
applicant will forfeit all priority of
claim.

An application for inspéction must
pe made in person. The -applicant
must be eligible for homestead entry,
and only one application for. inspec-
tion will be received .from an indivi-
dual until that application has been
disposed -of:

A homesteader whese entry "is in
good standing, and-not liable to can-
cellation; may, subject.to approval of
Department, relinquish it ia favour
of father, mother, . son, daughter,
brother or sister, if eligible, but to
no one else, on filing declaration of
abandonment.

Where an entry is summarily can-
celled; or voluntarily abandoned, sub-
sequent- to institution of conecellation
proceedings, the applicant for inspec-
tion will be -entitled to prior right. of
entry.

Applicants,  for. inspection must
state in what particulars the home-
steader is in default, and if  subse-
quently the statement is found to be
ineorrect in material particulars; the
applicant will lose any prigr right of
re-entry, shoulu the land .become
vacant, or if entry has been granted
it may be summarily cancelled.

Duties.—A settler is required to
periorm the conditions under one of
the following plans:—

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation® of the land in
each year during the term of three
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, ii the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of
the land entered for by such home-
steader the requirement as to resi
dence may be satisfied by such per-
son residing with the {father or
mother.

(3) If the settler hag his permanent
residence upon farming land owned
by him in the vicinity of his home-
stead ,the requirement may be satis-
fied by residence upon such land.

Before making application® for
patent the settler must give six
months’ notice in writing to he Com-
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot-
tawa, of his intention to do so.

WINNIPEG GRAIN MARKET.

Winnipeg, Man., Sept. 13~~Wheat' on
the Tocal exchange to-day has been stub-
born, and a rather strong affair. - The
chief cause of the inherent dtrength has
been the unfavorable weather in the
West. 'Cold and rainy weather has been
expérienced generally ' throughout the
Wheat Belt, with snow at Calgary and
cevete! ot.ec peints “in  Alberfa.  The
unfavorable climatic econditions ' and
fractionally higher foreign cables caused
wheat in the local market to open three-
quarters higher than the previous close,
while American markets were unchanged.
Just after opening good buying develop-
ed, and put the price up to 1.02 for Oc-
tober. which proved to be the high point
of the day. With the American markets
down two cents from last night, the
prices locally have not in any degree
sympathized, only losing the net advance
gained during the early part of the ses-
sion. Advices from the country regard-
ing the outcome of the new crops are
very conflicting the samples received
show some good wheat and also some
low grade stuff.

News from Europe is more encour-
aging to-day and continental cables re-
flect this by coming conmsiderably lower.
The demand for Manitoba wheat is pick-
ing up a little and exporters say they
are doing a fair business with Liverpcol
via Montreal, The market was nervous
nearly all day with very little offering
and it has not been hard for the bulls
to maintain their advantage. Prices
near close were advanced sharply on
little scattered buying by brokers. ,The
last prices were about the same as the
opening figures and three-quarters high-
er than last night. American markets
acted the reverse and ‘have been as weak
as Winnipeg was strong, closing on an
averagé of two cents lower.

ONTARIO CROPS
SUFFERED.

Winnipeg, Sept. 12.—Mr. C. C.
James, deputy minister of agriculture
for Ontario, who is in the city for a
few days on his return from a trip to
the coast, says that conditions in
Ontario are very much the same as in
the west. They had a very late
spring, and while there is no danger
of frost affecting the crops they have
suffered materially from drought in
many localities, the rainfall having
been very irregular.

ALSO

Dairying Most Profitable.

“Still in Ontario we haye an ad-
vantage in that our products are
varied. We have our grain, stock,
dairy and fruit, and if one fails we
still have another. Our stock has
suffered to some extent from drought,
as hay and pasture were scarce, but
while this is true of some localities
there are others.in.which everything
looks as well as it ever did. ' 'On tne
whole the average will not be as high
as usual, ‘but..this will be more.than
made up for by the advance in price.
Dairying at presznt prices is one of
the most profitable industries. A few
years ago farmers were pleased to get
eight and ten cents for cheese, while
this year has: advanced 20 per cent. in
priee.”’

Fruit Crop.

Of the fruit’crop Mr. James said he
had been away from Ontario . too
long ' to ~speak - authoratively, but
when he was there a good crop was
expected; especially in apples.

Mr. James is plzased with the out-
look in' the. west and states that
eastern mien are as much interested as
those who live heve. *

Depend on the West.

‘“Eastern manufactur:rs have been
in a very prosperous condition and
depend greatly on the west for their
expansion.”

Mr. James said he was very much
intérested in the question of Japanese
labor in British Columbia and was
sorry to find that it had bcen brought
into politics, and although he had
read all newspaper articles he could
in regard to it and got the opinions
of as many western men as possible
he had not yet found any satisfactory
solution.

Owing to the immense fertility of the
soil an unusually large number of
settlers went in there during the past
year, until now the homesteads are
practically all taken up.

+ MINISTER OF INTERIOR ON
WESTERN CONDITIONS,

Ottawa, September 4.—Hon. Frank
Oliver has returned to the Federal
Capital after a five weeks’ trip ex-
tending to the Pacific coast. and
making short visits to Port Arthur,
Fort William. - Winnipeg, Regina,
Moose Jaw, Edmonton, Calgary,
Banff, = Field, Golden, Revelsioke,
Salmon Arm, Kamloops, Vancouver
and New Westminster,

In an interview, Mr. Oliver said
that at present the crop conditions
throughout the prairie provinces were
decidedlv favorakle. Notwithstand-
ing the late spring. fall wheat cutting
was well under way in Southerm Ai-
berta, and spring wheat cutting had
b2gun in Southern Manitoba, Through-
out Alberta and all but the more
southerly portions of Saskatchewan
and Manitoba the crop gave promise
of a more than average yield. while in
the southern portions of Saskatche-
wan and Manitoba, owing to a pro-
longed dry spell which followed s2ed-
ing, the crop was reported to be un-
dor the average. At one time very
discouraging reports were circulated
in regard to crops in’ this area, but
following the dry season there came
a period of very favorable weather,
which brought about an  astonishing
recovery. Naturally where the crop
is lighter it matures earlier, so that
in the region of light yield tue har-
vesting of the crop without frost is
practically assured. ~In the areas of
heavier growth and later ripening
there is fclt some anxiety. The same
damp weather which bvneﬁtg«l the
crop of the southern country increas-
ed the growth and delayed ths ripen-
ing of that in the mnorth, but, given
an ordinarily favorable fall, through-
out thé greater part of the prairie
provinces the crop will be above the
average, The fall wheat throughout
Alberta is a phenomenal erop, and 18
so far ahead of spring grain in date
of ripening as to establish it.very
strongly in the favor of the farmers,
even in the northern part of the oro-
vince.

The Money Scarcity.

A marked financial stringency in
connection with ‘municipal finances
and real estate operations . prevails
practically - throughout the prairie
ptovinees. Early in .the: spring the
banks and other financial institutions
of the east decided that the time .had
come when the further expansion of
credit in connection with real estate
transactions and municipal finances
must necessarily invoiva a restriction
of . credit -on, ordinary business opera-
tions, Combined action was taken,
and without warning the Tresources
upon which real estate men and muni-
cipalities depended w:re sh. off.
This naturally creates a considerable
amount of unfavorable ecomment, and
calises a stringency in finances which
has stopped further advanees in the
price of real estate, and also checked
municipal enterprise. No one can
tell as yét how great the consequences
of this aection will be, While every-
one agrees that it is desirable that
real estate should not be boomed be-
yond present prices. on the other
hand there is no doubt that many
operations has been und:rtaken whose
success depended absolutely on a fur-
ther advance in price, and the failure
nf these operatiors owing to the ac-
tion of the banks will no doubt r:sult
seriously to the parties immediately
concerned, and how far beyond mno
one can say.

Some Civic Works Cancelled.

The difficulties which the munici-
palities find in disposing of their
d:bentures has in severa ‘cases com-
palled the suspengion of work already
undertaken,'” This leaves them in a
very unfortunate position, and ‘it is
impossible to say offhand just- how
the various difficulties will be ad-
justed. On the other hand, it is
generally conceded that money for
ordinary business purposes is avail-
able in sufficient volume, but there is
no doubt that until the ecrop condi-
tions are settled for the season there
is an appreciable tendency to re-
strict credit and to stiffen rates, This
applies to loan companies as well as
to banks. If the present crop comes
off in good shaps=, as it very well may.
and with present prices, financial'con-
fidence will no doubt be entirely re-
established so far as ordinary busi-
ness interests are concerned, but it
may be safely taken for granted ...at
the era of continually advancing
prices of real estate is over for a time.
The re-establishment of municipal
credit will depend partly upon the
results of the crop and partly upon
whether real estaté maintains its pre-
sent value or becomes depressed.

Forcing up Land Values.

Homestead entrics have not been as
numerousg this season as last, owing
principally to a falling off in the
movement from the United States.
The reports of fuel and transportation
zonditions of last winter had an effect
which was accentuated by the tie-up
of the railroads in the spring, and. by
the increase in rates on the roads
running to the Canadian boundary as
compared with railroads running
southwesterly to Texas, in the north-
west part of which state a land boom
has been thoroughly organizid. The
hoom in Texus lands has its founda-
tion in the high prices to which pri-
vately-owned Canadian lands have
heen forced by the railroads and land
nompanies, The investing farmer of
the United Stat-s, besides the natural
eonditions. finds his great attraction
ta the -Northwest in the fact that he
ean homestead a quarter-section and
purchase an adjoining quarter, or as
wmuch more as he has money to pay

]
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for, at a reasonable rate. This condi-
tion is especially attractive to men
who are able to sell out in the United
States at high prices and who are
able to go into cultivation on a large
scale. During the past y:zar or two,
however, the land-holding companies
have advanced their prices so that
Canadian lands have ceased to be as
attractive as formerly and many of
the agencics who handled Canadian
lands in the States have transferred
their energies to Northwest Texas.
So that where two years ago there
were, say, a thousand agencies of
different kinds in the United States
booming Canada, for the sake of a
commission on the sale of Canadian
lands, the same agencies are now us-
ing like endeavors to secur> a com-
mission on the sale of Texas lands.
Notwithstanding everything, how-
ever, the movement from the States
has been entirelv satisfactory in
amount.  With the present " crop
prospects it may be expectzd to im-
prove next year.

British Columbia Railway Be:lt.

The railway belt of British Colum-
bia claims a large share of attention
at present. This is a strip of land
forty miles in width. lying twenty
miles on each side of the C.P.R.
across the provine: from the summit
of the Rockies nearly to Vancouver.
The Crown land within thig belt is
administered from Ottawa, as the re-
sult of a transaction between the
province and the Dominion in con-
nection with the building of the
Canadian Pacific Railway. The de-
velopment of the prairies has brought
to the front the lumbering industry of
British Columbia, and a considarable
part of the railway belt is an im-
portant source of lumber supply to
the prajries, Limits hav: "become
valuable and lumb>r interests corres-
pondingly important. At the same
time development has provided a
market for fruit, which the interior
part of British Columbia is esp:zcially
weall adapted to supply. Fruit-grow-
ing is becoming an important indus-
try in the interior. and as the area
suitable for that purpose is limited,
and nearly all under private owner-
ship, the question of expansion comes
up. It is found that in some cases
timber limits cover areas that are
adapted to fruit-growing and a ciash
of interests at once arises which
offers very serious difficulties in ad-
justing. The apple erop this year is
very abundant, and markets are said
to be good. The fruit growers have
formed exchanges. Each local ex-
change establishes a warehouse, and
the apples ar> packed and the boxes
labelled by an expert engaged for .uis
purpose. A union of local exchanges
ke2ps a commerecial traveller in the
fi2ld to mak= sales. By this means
a uniform quality of fruit is placed on
the market and- cales are made to the
satisfaction and wmutual benefit cf
buyer and seller. '"In the .grazing
area of the interiot extending east and
west from Kamloops there are also
difficulties to b> settled between . the
grazier, the dry farm:r,’and the irri-
gator farmer. - Fruit of excellent
qulity is raised in the Kamloops dis-
trict with the aid of irrigation as well
as in the lower Okanagan, while in
the Salmon Arm. ypper Okanagan and
Revelstoke , districts, the ,rainfall 18
sufficient, as it ig,;plso on, the lower
Fraser in the wicinity.of Vancouver
and New Westminster.

Labor Problem on the Coast,

Mr. Oliver’s views on the question
of . Japanese immigration and the
labor problem at the coast have al-
ready been.fully.stated. He holds
that from any point of view. the ques-
tion is a difficult one, and is not ren-
dered less difficult hy the terms of the
treaty of defence entered into between
mercial treaty entered into between
Britain and Japan, and of the com-
Japan and Canada. The Hindoos
who arrived in British Columbia last
fall have become fairly acclimated,
and are adapting themselves to the
conditions much bettzr than was ex-
pected at the time of their arrival,
but they are not as w:ll adapted to
the country as the Japanese cr
Chinese. The movement has praecti-
cally ceased, and is mnot likely to be
renewed. One rcsult of the p-ésent
conditions is that the Chinese are
lcoked upon with more favor than
they were some years ago. and com-
parisons made now between Chinese
and Japanese are almost entirely in
favor of the Chinese, who are said to
be more reliable and generally satis-
factory than the Japanese. There
ave people on the coast mnow who,
while advocating the exclusion of
Japanese, are in favor of the admis-
sion of Chinese, restricted to certain
employments; but this is not a pro-
posal likely to find g:neral favor.
There is no doubt that the great re-
sources of British Columbia require
labor for their development, There
is not sufficient labor in the province
at the present time to secure that de-
velopment, and the question is, shall
these resources remain undeveloped
for lack of labor, or shall the labor
which will develop them be yellow
or white? If yellow labor is to be
excluded or restricted, there would
seem to be need of a corresponding
effort to supply adequate white labor.
Object Lessons in Public Ownership.

Going out Mr. Oliver spent a day
at Port Arthur and TFort William,
Port Arthur has a magnificent town
site, and has shown remarkable per-
sistence and enterprise under difficult
circumstances; but today every citizen
is 'well satisfied with the progress of
the place. - Full advantage is being
taken of the beauty of the situation
for the erection of handsome resi-
dences, and the great Canadian Nor-
thern elevators, coal docks and ter-
minals, the smelting, furnae>, the
grain scouring elevator, sawmills, and
other industries, give an_assurance of
permanence and progress, At Fort
William the miles and miles of deep
water harbor front, tha C.P.R. ¢leva-
tors and coal docks. the several inde-
nendent elecators, the Grand Trunk
Railway terminals, the Ogilvie Mills
and the Montreal Iron Works now
under construction give equal assur-
ance. The water power development
at Kakabeka Falls, partly in opera-
tion and under extension, will give
great advantages in the establishment
of manufacturing indvstries of all
kinds. Port Arthur and Fort Williamn
are strongly for municipal ownership.
and the street railway, waterworks,
electric light and telephone are all
under municipal control. Port Arthur
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led the way by establishing a street
railway connection with Forty Wil-
liam many years ago, and still con-
trols the service. The power is fur-
nished by development at the mouth
of tha Current River., Fort William's
telephone system was the first to
come in active eonflict with the Bell
Telephone Company in the celebrat.
ed case tried before the Railway
Commission, in which the Bell Com.
pany claimed exclusive rights in- ¢
P. R. stations.
At Honest Experiment.

While public opinion in the twin
cities «does not -unanimously pro-
nounce municipal ownership a sue
czss as compared with corporate own.
ership. still the experiment has been
worked out with a very great deal of
credit to the enterprise, ability and
honesty of the citizens of both places,
There is considerable agricultural
s2ttlement in the vicinity of Port Ar.
thur and .Fort William.
ion Government has an immigration
agency at the former place,-and dur
ing the past three or .four years a
number of townships-have been set.
tled.

Fort Fran®és on the Rainy River,
't the-outlet of Rainy Lake, which at
this ‘point is the international bound-
ary, is, apparently, one of the coming
places.

A Fine Train Service.

ing. The,business community of both
west and east will be sorry (said Mr
Oliver) if ‘this service is withdrawn
on the first of September. No doubt
this company would not be warrant.
ad in keeping it up as a transconti-
nental service excepting during the
tourist season, but it seems to me
that there is business enough between
Winnipeg and the east to warrant
the maintenance of such a train all
the yvear round, running only be
tween Montreal, with Toronto con-
nection, and Winnipeg. At the pres
ent rate of speed it would be possible
to make the journey either way, los-
ing only one business day. Winni-
peg is the distributing point for the
whole northwest, and there is very
little business done in the north.
west but calls fcr some attention in
Winnipeg. It would seem reasona’le
to me to reduce to the lowest point
the loss of time between eastern cen
tres and the commercial capital of
the prairies. At the present time
three of the best-equipped and fastest
trains on the continent leave Winni-
peg-every day for St. Paul. This
means a facility for transacting busi.
ness between United States centres
and Winnipeg which must have its
effect in taking trade that way.

Col. H. 8. Greenwood has recentiy re.
turned from his residence at Johan'-
nesburg, South Africa., for a short
visit to his' old home. C6l, Green-
wood is now resident engiheer of the
Central South African Railway and
also commands the railway corps in
that district. He is a graduate of the
Royal Military College and has ren-
dered invaluable service to this asso.
ciation by acting since its inception
as 1ts agent in South Africa and su.
perintending the location, transport
and erection of 155 memorial head-
stones sent from this eountry to be
placgd over the graves of Canadian
soldiers. Col. Greenwood has also
interested himself 1n obtaining pho-
tographs of each individual grave
and has already sent63 photos to the
secretary, which bave been sent to
the next of kin, whenever traceable.
He has now brought a number of ad.
ditional photos which will be distrib
uted as soon as possible.

Col. Greenwood reports that twen-
ty-five graves of Canadian members
of the South African contingsnt have
recently been located. for which head.
stones will be required. He states
that he has received the greatest pOs-
sible assistance from members of the
8. A. C. in his efforts to locate places
of !mrml, from the railways general-
ly in transporting the. heavy granite
headstones and bases for long dis-
tances free of all charges, and to the
members of the Loyal Women’s Guild
of South Africa for their valuable as.
sistance in the maintenance of the
graves, placing coping stones. and
beautifying the places of burial. Col.
Greenwood has already had a number
of trees planted in the cemeteries at
Paardeburg, and proposes to continue
this work as time and means will
permit. The funds of the association
will be sufficient for the ahove re.
quirements, and for any probable ex-
penditure which may e required in
the event of additional graves being
discovered. The association has al-
ready expended about $5,825 on its
work in South Afrieca,

RAIN OF STONES FALLS ON
COBALT.

Cobalt, Sept. 4.—Citizens of Cobalt
have been and are in no little danger
every time they venture into the
streets. This bombardment: of the
town by jagged pieces of rock driven
into the air by over-heavy charges of
dyvnamite has bécome an everyday af-
fair in Cobalt. At all hours of the
day a high voice may be heard shout-
ing, “Fire! Fire!” and immediately
all along the lake front and away
back” into the town people may be
seen scurrying for shelter. Then fol-
lows the deluge of rocks from many
pounds to a few ounces, splashing in
the lake. raining on the Right of Way,
and among houses in the town. Hard-
ly any part of the town is immune, as
Blasting is going on all round it.
Such a state of affairs would have
been natural enough in Ladysmith
during the siege, but it is hardly fit-
t‘ng for a peaceful, law-abiding Cana-
dian town. Until the two accidents
on Wednesday people in Cobalt cheer-

fully took to cover when they heard
that “Fire! Fire” and thought no
more of it, unless a rock fell a little
too lcose. A man had to be killed
tefore anything is done, as is usually
the case. The wonder is that no ac-
cident has happened before.

Mines Put Too Much Powder In,

The ground round the depot is cov-
ered with stones from the blasting on
the Right of Way, and a big hole has
been punched in the roof of a store
by a chunk of rock.

To-day Road-
house, McGuire and Hewitt will be
put on their trial for violating the
industrial disputes investigation aet,
with Crown Attorney Browning to
prosecute. On Wednesday night Or-
ganizer Roadhouse announced . what
the union intended to doé in the way
of reprisals. They intend to initiate
a counter-attack by proceeding
against the mine managers for issuing
a wage scale without giving due no-
tice, and thus breaking:the industrial
disputes investigation act, and also on
other counts,

OLD ST. PAUL’S SINKING
SLOWLY.

Lcndon, Sept. 4.—“St. Paul’s
Cethedral is in no immediate dan-
ger, but the mighty structure is
sensitive right through and must be
constantly watched.” This is . the
gist of the report made to.day by the
committee of architects appointed to
infuire into the condition of the ca
thedral, when the London County
Council determined to construet a
main drainage sewer which would
pass within forty-five feet .of the
southwest ‘tower of the structure and
only fifty-two feet below the surface
As a result “of rpublic agitation, the
County Council amended its sewerage
plans, but the committee then ap-
pointed to investigate the stability of
the eathedral continued its work; and
now issues a report which, while not
an . alarming one, declares elaborate
precautions necessary if Sir Christe
pher Wren’s mgnument is to be pre
served from disaster, .The cathedral
has been sinking for two centuries
and the expert committee recommend
that the conditions of the subsoil and
the state of the water level be peri
odically recorded, as herge lie the chief
possibilities of future.danger. Atten.
tion should be given to all the build
ing operations in the neighborhood
or mischief of a serious nature may
arise. The committee recommends
that the large amount of structura!
work required in repairing the fabrie
be proceeded with at once, and final
lv advises the removal of the in
crustations of .soot and gypsum from
the stonework, and the experienmtal
spraying of portions of the surface
with balyta.

It is reported that one of a par
ty of Americans who visited the
cathedral yesterday was discovered
trying to chip flakes of stone from one
of the ornamental pillars. He er
plained that he wanted a bit of Si
Paul’s to take back to America.

NINE HUNDRED HINDUS ARRIVE
IN BC

Vancouver, B.C., Sept. 12.—Vancou-
ver’s race problem has shifted from
a Japanese and Chinese question to a
Hindu one. Nine hundred of these
arrived on the Monteagle from Hong
Kong yesterday, Only thirty Japan-
ese were on board.

The C. P. R. compzny, owners of
the steamer, had this wharf barricad-
ed and roped off and protected by spe-
cial police. At noon Mayor Bethune
despatched a wire to Premier Laurier
as follows: “Neither accommodation
nor empolyment for Hindus arriving
to-day, nor it is possible to house
them under sanitary conditions., Shall
we house them in the drill hall at
the expense of the government.”

Anticipating a refusal by the gov
ernment, the Mayor this afternocon
ordered the opening of a popular sub-
seription list by the citizens. to ship
the. entire, nine hundred Hindus to

Ottawa by a special train leaving to-
morrow. The C. P R. will send a
special train across the continent for
about $10,000. The mayor proposes
that this will be the cheapest way of
ridding Vancouver of these immi-
grants and will at the same time give
Eastern Canada a taste of what Asia-
tic labor is like. The train will be
billed right through to Ottawa.

No More Demonstrations

No. more demonstrations have oe-
curred, and no renewal of the rioting
is expected until the arrival of steam-
ers Indiana and Woolwich, with more
than a thousand Japanese on Friday.
More than a,6hundred special pojice,
including many .mounted men. kave
been sworn in during the last twenty-
iour hours.

All the Chinese and Japanese do-
mestic servants and mill hands who
struck when the riots first occurred,
returned to work this morning. Im-
mediately the white waiter and cooks
and the white men employed in the
mills arranged for -the holding of
meetings to consider whether they will
quit work at the places where Asiatic
labor is employed. Backed by the
civic authorities, the Laborites are de-
termined to bring the question ‘to a
crisis at the present time.”

Outrage on Infant.

Two Chinamen yesterday snatched
a baby from the doorstep of a west-
end residence and threw it into the
street. The Chinese fled immediately
but encountered several men, who
started in pursuit.

Three more rioters were committed
for. trial in the court by the police
magistrate to day.

Will Not Land Hindus,

Fearing another anti-Criental riot,
the Mayor interviewed the steamship
officials, and it was decided to-night
not to bring ashore the thousand ori-
entals who arrived this afterncon. All
but one hundred oi the nine hundred
Hindus were passed by the medical
inspector for the Dominion govern-
ment, Eight hundred were marched
ashore to the inspection shed, and
then after two hours’ delay, they were
marched on board - again. All this
manoeuvring was done in full view
of the crowds of citizens, who stood
on the depot hill, two blocks away,
and barricaded irom the wharf, watch-
ed the performance. It was announc-
ed to the crowd that because of the
inability to find quarters for the new
arrivals, they would be kept aboard
till to-morrow. One hundred Hindus
will be deported. They suffer officially
from narrow chests, old age and spe-
cific illness, all bars to the entry of
Canada. Only one Japanese was found
a fit subject for deportation,

Ask Their Discharge.

The Waiters’ and Cooks’ union this
afternoon gave the restaurants and
hotels thirty days’ notice to discharge
all. Chinese and Japanese cooks and
waiters throughout the city, and the
other employees have agreed to stand
by the cooks in boycotting all places
of business from restaurants to mills
which also employ yellow labor.

Japan Imports Cheap Labor.

Victoria, Sept. 11.—In view of the
inrush of Japanese laborers into Brit-
ish Columbia, the following irom the
Japan Advertiser of Yokohama, re-
ceived by the steamer Tosa Maru will
be of interest: “While Chinese coolles
are being imported by the Kagoshima
railway, Korean laborers have been
employed by the Yokohama railway
(between Kanagawa and Hachioji)
since May last, when 41 Koreans ar-
rived at Yokohama on condition that
the rate of wages should be 55 sen
(27 12 cents) per day, if the laborers
boarded themselves, or 25 sen (12 1-2
cents) if the employers provided their
board. All travelling expenses from
Kobe to Yokohama were paid by the
railway company, and it is agreed that
after the completion of the work the
company will pay half the amount of
the homeward travelling expenses as
a bonus. The rate of wages is almost
equal to those of Japanese laborers,
and, moreover, travelling expenses are
paid, but fifteen or sixteen oi these
Korean laborers ran' away recently,
probably having been frightened away
by threats. They are said to be en-
gaged in the work on the Government
Central railway at present, The-em- -
ployers of Korean laborers say that
the results of the Korean work are not
satisfactory and no more Korean la-
borers wil be imported for the time
being. On the other hand, the work
of Chinese laborers is satisfactory, as
already reported. Koreans are said
to be disorderly, lazy and extrava-
gant, but the Chinese work hard for
money. The importation of Chinese
and Korean laborers into Japan is be-
lieved to be due to the lack of labor-
ers in this country as compared with
the increase in the number of mnew
‘nterprises.”

The Chinese have since been de-
ported, according to cabled advices.
