Congo—Case in Court Will Re-
veal Incredible Atrocities.

Brussels, October 12.—The atroci-
ties perpetrated by King Leopold of
Belgium, through his representatives
in the Congo Free State, dare to be
exposed at last in a court of law.

The tortiiring ard maiming of de-
fenceless native men, women and
children, which have aroused the in-
dignation, but never the active inter-
ference of the civilized world, will be
bared, and, it is hoped, proved .by
Lieutenant Emil Dorpelhaus, naval
officer; who, with utter disgust, has
given up his contract as an official in
the Congo to come home and reveal to
his ecountrymen the horrors that he
has witnessed with his pwn eyes.

Could Not Stomach Atrocities.

Lieut. Dorpelhaus has been gor two
years in_the employ of the Societe
Antonyme Belge in the Congo® He
managed to endure the sight wof a
native man flayed alive because he
had failed to bring in the assigned
tribute of rubber to the Belgian offi-
cials. But when the lieutenant be-
held a woman, bound hand and foot
upon a hill of red ants_ and devoured
by the insects, he gave up his com-
mission and returned to this country.

Company Breaks the Law,

The company, alleging breach of
contract, refused to pay his back
salary or to reimburse him his ex-
pemses. The lieutenant admits break-
ing his contract, but sets up the ‘de-
fence that the company breaks the
law and by that act invalidates the
contract. He is now suing the com-
pany and there is to be a court hear-
ing, at which the atrocities of the
Congo will be brought home to King
Leopold and laid bare as they have
never been before.

CHINA EMERGING FROM

Constitutional Government Will be
Inaugurated Today—Representatives
From Each Self-governing Province
Will Meet to Draw up a Constitu-
tion for the Empire—Pekin the Cap-
ital.

Mukden, Oect. 13.—The despotic gov-
ernment of China will terminate to-
day. All the legislatures of the seli-
guusrning provinces throughout the
Empire will hold their first meetings
preparatory to the drafting of a con-
stitution of the Empire. Each prov-
ince will be representad in the Im-
perial assembly, which will draft the
constitution with fifty members pub-
licly elected. The assembly will be
held in a palatial auditorjum erected
in. Pekin on the site of the ancient
hall of examipations. Many rooms
have been built as an annex to the
auditorium, for the purpose of lodg-
ing the members during the assembly.

TRAGIC END OF A
GERMAN CAPTAIN

On Eve of Wedding He Takes His
Own Life Through Remorse for Hav-
ing ' Killed a Brother Officer in a
Dusl on the Eve of the Latter’s Wed-
ding.

Berlin, Oct. 13.—The suicide of Capt.
Hildebrandt at Hanover on the eve of
his wedding, reveals a case in which
truth is stranger than fiction. Hilde-
brandt was_engaged to the daughter
of a high officer at Hanover, and the
wedding was to. have taken place
Monday’ In accordanece with German
custom a preliminary wgdding party
was given &t the residence of the
bride’s parents Sunday nigi#, at which
Hildebrandt was present and in_the
best of spirits. It was after midnight
when he affectionately took leave of
his bride-elect, and returned to™ his
hotel, where his dead body wag found
in bed with his brains blown out.

It transpired that Hildebrandt was
the central figure in a duel eight years
ago at Insterburg. Lieut. Bluesko-
with, of the 147th infantry, gave a
bachelor dinner- toward the end' of
October, 1901, to -the unmarried of-
ficers of his' corps at ’Insterburg.
Hildebrandt and ‘Blueskowith met
late at night. The latter was drunk
and a quarrel ensued. ﬂuwkm\'ith.
not remembering what had occurred,
took a train for Eulau, where he was
to be married.” The evening before
Wis marriage he was summoned to

T, “Whete he fout that - Hilde-
brandt had challenged him to a duel
ior the drunken quarrel.- A court mar-
tial decided that he was obliged to ac-
cept and the wedding was postponed.
Blueskowith and Hildebrandt fought
immediately Both fired simultan-
eously., Hildebrandt was unwounded,
but Blueskowith was shot through the
body and died in a few hours. Hilde-
brandt was senteneed to two vyears’
imprisonment, but was released after
serving nine months. When he was
released, his comrades gave him a
great demonstration.

Eight years after on the eve of his
wedding Hildebrandt ended his life.
He left no letters or clews, but his
frierids * believe it was remorse over
killing Blueskowith that induced him
to take his own life.

PEARY ISSUES
~ HIS STATEMENT

Bases . Claim’§Thai{'Dr. Cook
Never Reached tne Pole.

New York, October 12.—Commander
Robert T. Peary made public today a
stafement purporting to disprove Dr.
Frederick A. Cook’s claim to having
discovered the North Polé about a
yedr before the Conimander did him-
self. The statement embodied the
signed testimony of Captain R.
Bartlett, of the Roosévelt; D. B. Mec-
Millan, George Borup and Matthew
A. Hensen, as to the statements of
the two Eskimos who accompanied
Dr. Cook.

Commander Peary
article as follows:

“Some of my reasons for saying
that Dr. Cook did not go to the North
Pole will be understood by those whao
read the following statements of tHe
two Eskimo boys who went with him
and ‘who told me- and others of my
party where he did go. Seveéral Es-
kimos who 'started with Dr. Cook
from Annatook ,in February, 1908,
were at Etah when I.arrived there in
August, 1908. = They ‘told nie that
Dr. Cook had with him, after they
ieft, two . Eskimo ‘'boys or young
men ,two seldges and some twenty
dogs. The boys were I-took-a-shoo
and Ah-Pe-Lah. 1 had kdown them
from their childhood. One was about
18 and the other about' 19 years of
age.

Laughed at D-. Cook.

“On my return from Cape Sheridan,
and with the very first sfttlement I
touched, Merke, near Cape €halon, in
August, 1909, and nine days _before
reaching Etah, the Eskimosg tolda me
in a general way where Dr. Cook had
been. = That he had wintered in
Jones Sound and that he had told the
white men at Etah that he had been
a long way north, but that the boys
who were with him, ITook-A-Shog
and Ah-Pe-Lah, said that this was not
so., The Eskimos laughed at Dr.
Cook’s story. On reaching Etah. 1
talked with the Eskimos there and
with the boys- and asked /them to
describe Dr. Cook’s journey to mem-
bers of my party and myself. This
they did.”

The Eskimos’ Statement.

“These Eskimos with Dr.
Francke and nine ofher Eskimos, left
Annatook, crossed Smith’s Sound to
Cape Sabing, sleeping in Commander
Peary's old houfe in Payer Harbor,
then went through Rice Strait- to
Buchanan Bay. After a few marches,
Francke and three Eskimos returned
to Annatook.

"“Dr. Cook, with others, then -pro
ceeded up Flagler Bay and crossed
Ellesmere Land through the Valley
Pass at the head f Flagler Bay, to
the head of Sverdrops Bay. Their
route then lay out through this fjord,
thence north through Sverdrops
Heurka Sourid and Nansen Strait.
On “their way they killed musk oxen
and bears and madé caches, ‘arriving
eventually at a point on the west
side of Nansen S8trait, south of Cape
Thomas Hubbard.

“A cache was formed here and the
four Eskimos did not go beyond this
point. Two . others, Koolootingwah
and Inughito, went ‘on one more
march with. Dr. Cook and the two boys
helped to build the smow igloo, -then
returnedy without sleeping. These
two Eskimos brought back a letter of
Dr. Cook’s to Francke, dated the.17th
of March.

Rough Ice Turnéd Him Back.

““After sleeping at the camp where
the last two Eskimos turned back,
Dr. Cook and the two boys went in a
northerly or northwesterly direction
with two sledges and twenty odd dogs
on one more march, when théey en-
countered rough ice and a lead ot
open water. They did not enter this
rough ‘ce nor cross the lead, but
turned westward or southwestward a
short distance and returned to Hei-
burg Land at a point west of where
they had left - and «hr-- the
four men had turned back.

“Here ‘they remained four or five
sleeps and during that time I-Took-A
Shod” went back to the cache and got
his gun, which he had left there, and
a few items of supplies.

“When asked why only a few sup-
plies were taken from the cache, the
Boys replied that only a small amount
of provisions had been used in thé
following days since they had left the
cache, and their séldges had all they
could carry, so that they could mbt
take more.

Commander’s Questions.

“After beif ginformeéd of the boys’
narrative thus far, Commander Peary
suggested a series of questions' to be
used to the boys. These questions
and answérs were gs follows:

“Did they cross many_ open
or much open' water during
time?”’

Answer: ‘““None.’

“Did they make any eaches out on
the ice?”

Answer: ‘“None.”

“Did they kill any bear or
while out on the ice north of
Thomas 7ubbard?"

Answer { “No.”

“Did théy have any provisions left
on their two sledges when they camie
back to land?”

Answer: “Yes, the sledges still had
about all they could’ earry.”

WILL'FRANCE BECOME™®
INVOLVED IN MOROCCO ?

Frenich Press Making Concerted Effort
to Rouse French People. Into
Forcing Government to Oceupy
Taza, to Secure Opening of Trade
Route From Algeria to Atlantic.

Paris,-October 18.—If France is not
soon in the thick of the Moroccan
convulsion it’ will not be the fault of
what was recently dubbed the
“Stormy petrels of the French press.”
They are making a concerted effort to
lash into activity the warlike spirit
of tht people and thius force the
Frénch governiment to'order the mili-
tary occupation of Taza, a Moorish
town, about ‘midway between Al
geria’s western' frontier and Fez, on
the great trade route from Algeria to
the Atlantic coadt, which the French
dream of piercifig’ through Morocco.

The “Echo De Paris” and *Ghl
Blas” both call on France to seize
Taza before Spain seizes it. The
“Echo De Paris” heads its article
“Franc¢e ought to go to Taza” and
says: “The existing situation is in-
tolerable.  Almiost every “day Mulai
Hafid provides us with a causus belli.
What better opportunity could we
wish.”

The “Gil Blas” article, headeéd “On
to'Taza,” says: “Bpain, potwithstand-
ing» the firmest resolutions, may be
forced -by kircumstances into = the
French zone 6f inflienee around Taza.
That ‘would undo  all France’s past
effqrts’tb open a frade route from Al-
geria to Fez. 1Tt is to our interest
to take time by the forelock and fol-
low. a pelicy, not ‘hostile to the one
followed by Spain, but parallel with
it. Taza is only two days’ march
from Oudja. Do not let us wait un-
til tob late.”

Le Temps More Moderate.

The “Temps” depreécates -the  im-
petuosity o° the other stormy petrels,
but'remarks: “Paza could be occupied
b_y France at short notice without
difficulty, a couple of squadrons of
cavalry and a battery of mounted ar
tillery being all the force necessary.”

The significance of this hint is made
clear by the “Temps’* further re-
mark; that if Muldi Hafid does not
change: His attitude a policy of war
is inevitable sooneér or later. The
stormy petrels, in fdet, are becoming
so. active that M. Gabriel Hanotaux,
formerly minister of foreign affairs,
utters' a ery of warning this morning
in the “Journal.” He calls on the
French people to keep cool, as
French military . intervention could
only alienate Spanish amity, infuri-
ate the Moors into resisting with tooth
and claw, and provoke another Euro-
pean concert, with pessibly another
international gonference. “To pre-
vent, the partition of Morocco,” con-
cludes M. Hanotaux, “We must con-
tinue. gp follow the prudént and con-
ciliatory policy of our minister of
foreign affairs, M. Piehon. ' It is the
only one that can,lead us out of this
mess.”’

FORTY KNOT DESTROYER.

British Admiralty Will Build Vessel
to Outdo German Fleet.

London, Oct. 12.—Determined on
outdoing the latest fleet of Germanvde-
stroyers, the British Admiralty will
btild a destroyer with a speed of forty
knot\f. If it can build such ehips
nothing on the seas at present can ap-
proach them in speéd. The English
naval constructors believe they can
l{tlil(l the boats. They say the adop-
tion of liquid fuel has given them
valuable space which before was taken
up by-coal bunkers and now it will
be possible to have much darger en-
gines without increasing the size of
the vessels.

The Admiralty hae called a confer-
ence of all the leading ship builfers
and each will submit plans. It is
firmly believed the <¢onferenge will
end in a plan which will enable the
feat to be accomplished. In any case
it is decided that the new destroyers
are to be longer than the present ones.

MILITARY=SCANDAL
' EXPOSED]IN RUSSIA

Commanding Officer of Turkestan Gar-
rison Successfully Draws Pay for
Corps Which Existed Only on Paper.
Completely Hood-winked the Inspect-
ing/ Officers.

London, Oct. 12—Despite the secrecy
of the Russian war office over the almost
daily disclosures of official corruption,
the most amazing military scandal -for
years has been exposed. ~

Senater Pahlem, who is making a tour
of investigation in Turkestan, has dis-
covered that a general, commanding one
of the districts of the province has for
yvears” been drawing pay" for officets and.
men and all the expenses of a six gum
field battery, which eéxisted only on
paper.

It seems hardly impessible that the
fraud should not have been discovered
by the occasional inspecting officers sent
around from ~headquarters, but the in-
genius general overcame this danger by
allowing the officers to inspect the same
battery at two different garrisons. The
inspector was shown a battery at on®
depot and while he was visiting the
next post, guns and men were hurriedly
transported to another garrison, some
distance away where the inspector found
them awaiting his arrival. The name”
of the general has not heen divulged;
but the press and public are greatly
incensed, and the minister of war pro-
bably wild be compelled to eorder an
open trial. .

Another hushed up scandal in connecs
tion with the Czar's recent visit to Pol+
tava,~-had aroused intemse indignation
and the PDouma has insisted on a public
investigation.

Four army corps were mobhilized 1o
guard”the Czar in his long journey froms
St. Petersburg to Poltava, and while
they were stationéd at Kieff, a very large
number of the troops were seized with
illness. One Tegiment alone had 5,000
men in the hospital and fresh troops
had to be mobilized hastily to take theit
places. It was ‘officially pretended tha®
the sickness was. perfectly matural but
it has sinee been discovefed to be dua
to the meat supplied by the Kieff com-
missary department. Most of ‘this meat
was tinned and a large part of it had
been condemned as bad. The war minis:
tér is trying to stamp out such practices
but eorruption is s0 much a part of
Russian officialdom and reaclies such
high quarters, that for the credit of the
army he assists the culprits to hush
up their misdeeds.

Ta his crédit it cdn be said that he
always insists on severe punishment ho-
ing meted out fo the offenders.

Geo. Hareourt, deputy minister of
agriculture, i§ viee president and cor-
responding - secretary for ‘Alberta, for
the Dry Farming Congress whwich is
to be held at Billings, Montana, on
October 26, 27 and 28. ‘As such he
has been ‘interesting as many as pos-
sible in ‘the’ congress because wof its
wducational value and” the discus-
sion which will be"held there on meth-
ods of scientific soil culture suitable
for districts in which the rain .fall
is somewhat light. The result is that
a large number are becoming memi-
bers of the assbeidtion and will-be
receiving. the annual report, whieh
& ill contain the valuable information
laid before the congress during this
month.

There”will, however; be from fifteen
Im twenty who will be able to hear
| the deliberations in person. The
ILethbridge board of trade has ar-
ranged a special pullman car to run
between Lethbridge and Billings and
to be used by the delegates udring
their stay at the congress. The en-
tire responsitbllity-of the sleeper s
assuumed by the Lethbridge board -of
trade and anyone desirous of taking
advantage 6f it may do so by corres-
ponding with the =zecretary . A
special fare of $17.56 return from
Lethbridge has been arranged and
it is. expected -that the C.P.R. will
give reduced rates from any point n
‘the province to Lethbridge.  The de-
parture ‘of the special train “rom
Lethbridge will be made at 9.30 »n
the morning of ‘Oetober 25th; so 28
to arrive at Billings in time for the
‘evening session on the following day.
With the rates made so loww it js
expected that a great many interest-
eéd in soil culture will be able to at-
tend.

In conection with the congress
there is to be an exposition of Dry
Farming products. Last year samp-
les of Alberta grain were taken to the
congress at. Cheyenne, Wyoming by
W. H. Fairfield of the Lethbridge
Experimental Farm. These samples
were judged worthy of a premier
place and if he had had a larger sam-
ple he would have been given he
sweepstakes. For the exposition st
Billings Thos. Wolford, og Cardston,
has been appointed by the officers of
the .congress as special exposition
commissioner for Alberta and has ob-
tained’ an. exhibit for points south of
Calgary. The beard of trade ! of
Macleod, Lethbridge, Medicine Hat
and Mardston have consented to send
exhibits and it is expected thnt other
towns will do likewise, as wél las pfi
vate individuals. The entire:spact
at the end of the hall has been reserv
ed for Alberfa’s exhibit. Krom in-
formation secured from the secretary
of the congress, it is expected that the
freight on exhibits will be refunded,
and in case that this is not done the
department has agreed to bear the ex-
pense of the freight. No exhibit,
howeevr, is being made by the De-
partment of Agriculture.

Mr. Harcourt will deliver an ad-
dress on dry farming methods in Al-
berta and is down on the programme
from an {llustrated address on the
resources of the province. To this
end, a stereoptic machine and an as-
sistant has been placed at "his dis-
posal and the free use of a theatre,
Mr. Harcourt has fifty slides with
which he will endeavor to cover every
phase of development in thé province.
As there will be from 2000 to 3,000
delegates at the conference, dn ex
cellent opportunity will be given to
interest farmers across the line in the
agricultural possibilities of, Alberta
This will be done from a standpoint
other than that of dry farmingsin the
province.

Among those from Alberta who iwill
attend the congress are George Har-
court, deputy minister of agriculture;
D. W. Warner, of Clover Bar, who
has always been a student of 8oil eul-
ture; Thomas Wolford, who will be in
cha¥ge of .the exhbits; W: H. Fair-
field, of the Lethbridge Experimenta
Farm, and T. B. B. Henderson, chief
weed inspector.

| INOTTAWA: COURT

'Large Amount of Money Involved
in Suit For the Return of $800
License Fees. '

Ottawa, Oct. 11.—In- the Supreme
Court of Canada today the case +of
York vs. the City’ of Edmonton, ‘was
taken up. The appellant is ‘the
propnemr ot the Windsor+and Alber-
ta Hotels in the city of ‘Edmonton
and paid in respect to each a license
fee imposed by the city in obtaining
his liquor licenses, The city suose-
quently. taxed his floor space not oc-
cupied by-bar room and wine cellars
on an assessment for business. He
paid ‘tax under protest and then sued
to recover back the eight hundred
dollars .from the city on ‘the ground
that he had been taxed twice in ve-
spect of the same business.

Justice Stuart decided in his favor
at the trial, but the full court of Al-
berta reversed the decision on the
ground that the license fee was not
an imposition of a license granted
under the city charter but was for
one under the Alberta liquor license
act, and that the clause {n the city
charter prohibiting a double taxation
referred merely to those for licenses
issued under the authority.of that
charter. Judgment was reserved.

Nesbit, K.C., appeared for the ap-
pellant, ‘and 'Chrysler K.C., for the
respondent.

The appeal, if aliowed means that
the cify of Edmonton will have to re-
fund "the $400 collected on each 1'cs
ensed hotel .in the: city and.-cannot
again tax them in this respect until
the Edmonton charter is amended.

First Head in ‘February Last.

The case first came up i1n the Su-
preme Court before Mr. Justice Stu-
art on February 6th, 1909. The act-
ion was to recover the sum of $800,
with interest, paid to the city under
protest by Mr. York in 1908, as cer-
tain liquor license fees for that um
The collection of those fees the plain-
tiff claimed was contrary to the Ed-
monton charter, section 3, p'\ra"riph
4, title xxxii., which pruudm: ‘No
person who is assessed in respect of
any  business or special franchise
ghall be assessed in respect of the n-
&me derived therefrom, and no per-
son who is assessed in respect of any
business or special franchise or of
any income derived therefrom shall
be liable to pay a license fee in re-
spect of the same business or special
franchise.” ;

The Defendants’ Claim.

The defendants claimed that the
license fees were collected-under city
by-ldws' pasked |in accorflgnee' with
the provisions of the Liguot; lidense
ordindnee.~ Tn assessing ' the:hotels
for business tax the floor space of
the bar room, wine eellar, ‘etec.; were
excluded and the rémainder’assessed
as were hotels where the sale of
intoxicating Tignors’ werd ™nét carried
on. The plaintiffi was not twice as-
sessed in respeet of the same busi-
ness, the business tax or assessment
being imposed under the terms of the
Edmonton ¢harter upon all hotels ir-
respective “of whether Tntoxicating
liquors are sold or not; while the duty
complained of was imposed under the
authority-of the city by-laws enacted
in accordance with the Liquor License
Ordinance in respect of a special
privilege, that of selling intoxicat-
ing liquors.

The First Judgment.

Judgment was given by Mr. Justice
Stuart for the plaintiff but a dedue-
tion was made of $41.69 being th2
amount for the floor space of the
bar, wine cellar, ete., mnot assessed,
leaving $758.31, for which amount
with costs he gave judment in favor
of the plaintiff.

Against this decisibn an appeal was
entered by the city and came up for
hearing before the Supreme Court ¢n
banc on March 13th. The result was
the allowing of .the appeal and the
reversing of the judgment of Mr.
Justice Stuart with costs against the
respondents in both the appeal and
the original action.

The next steps was the .taking of
the case to the Supreme Couurt of
Canada. ;

This problem should be fairly and
thoughtfully faced by our educational
authorities before it comes upon us.
The consequeirces of it we have fully
apd unfortunately illustrated the
older . Provinces. We should avoid
those rather than await their develop-
ment and then attempt to remedy mat-
ters.  Prevention here is easier than
cure, witness the attempt of the Ont-
ario Government to raise the salaries
of ‘teachers generally throughout the
Province by legislation, and the small
success it seems to have attained. Tt
would be in the highest and the long-
ést interest of the people of the Prov-
ince to fix a statuary limit [below
which the salary of a teacher should
not fall, and perhaps to grade ‘the Gov-
ernment grants in aid of schools ac-
cording to the salaries paid the teach-
ers,

The course would be a bold one per-
haps, but that is mo argument against
it in this country. Its effect at present
and for some f%ime to come would
b2 practically nil, as the salaries will
for many years be kept at reasonable
levels by natural conditions. Its value
would be seen when the ’ in-
crease in schools introduces the ten-
dency or the temptation to cut sal-
aries. Nor need it be feared ‘there

\HURRICANE SWEEPS

WITH TERRIFIC FURY

Key West, on Florida Coast, Struck
at Daybreak by a 80 Mile-an-hour
Storm, Which Raged About Noon—
Storm Passed Up East Coast,

Key West, Fla., Oct. 11.—This ecity
i tonight - is a mass of wreckage a8 a
result of a West Indian hurricane
which rushed up from the gulf $oday.
At least one-half of the island city
tonight. The property
loss is estimated about $3,000,000.
The city officials have asked the
United States government to allow
the regular troops to be used as guards
until order is restored.

So far as known no hunman lives
have been lost.

The property loss is appalling, over
ten of the leading cigar factories be-
ing in ruins.

Terrible havoc was wrought on the

shipping vessels in the harbor, There
were over 100 vessels at anchor and of
these only a few are left. The others
were driven out to sea or cast on the
beach. The storm struck the city
with full fury about day break this
morning and raged until noon, when
it suddenly ceased. A% times the wind
blew. 90 miles an hour. Late this
afternoon the sun was shining and
the only evidence of the gulf hur-
ricane was the mass of wreckage. The
storm pafssed up the Hbt coast and
it is feared that loss of life has been
great in that section. There are men
working on the Flagler east coast ex-
tension, across the Florida Keys, and
it is impossible to see how they could
escape.
The Cyclone in Cuba.

Heavana, Oct. 11.—The most serious
eyclone, since the big blow of Oecty-
ber 17, 1926, struck Cuba early this
M¢\ining, wcausihg extensive devas-
tation throughout the western part of
the Island. In the, city of Havana
many minor buildings were blown
Jown or unroofed, almost gll the trees
were uprooted. Five persons were
killed, one by an electric wire and
the others by falling buildings. About
twenty-five persons were .injured.
The greatest damage was dane in the
harbor, where forty or fifty lighters,
launches and small tugs were either
sunk or blowa ashore. The Ward
liner Morro Castle from New York,
ind the Plant line steamer Miami,
from Key West, arrived safe at Casa
Blanca this evening.

The total damage in Havana and
vicinity is estimated; at $1,000,000.
The great j!mnu]u.tl loss has been
caused by the destruction of half Jf
the coal construction elevators ‘n
Casa Blanca, estimated at $200,000.
Communication with the  interior of
the Island has been interrupted.

The . inspections: of wheat for " the
month were 15,254 cars; for the same
month last year they were 10,351 cars.
Of this number, 14,190 or a little
more than 93 per .ent., graded con-
tract. In the. last sixteen days of the
month the deliveries were larger than
for the whole month l@st year. From
any standpoint of calculdation or com-
parison the wheat movement is de-
cidedly more. satisfactory than in
previous seasons. Its most important:
feature, -however, is its reflection of
what has happened .in the districts
where the grain . originates. The
country as..a whole has made good,
and it is giving a aemonstration of its
ability in the matter of productive-
ness: .The huge delivgries include
consignments from practically Il
parts of the prairie Provinces, east,
west, south and north.. The majority
of the shipments still come from  ian-
itoba and. the eastern portion of Sas-
katchewan,,  The big movement from
the latter Province is in the fature.
The most encouraging consideration,
of course, is the fact that the grain
grades so well. When one calculates
that out. of the first sixteen million
bushels of wheat to be thrown on the
market fifteen millions are up to con-
iract requirements-in respect to quali-
ty, there is cause for believing that
the agricultural community is doing
well.
