Winnipeg, Aug. 21.—C. M. Hays,
president of the Grand, Trunk. Pacific
Railway, and Alfred "W. Smithers,

Presillent Hays had little to say
regarding the most important matter
beibre himr at the present ime,
namely, the awarding of the contract
for the last 250 mlés of .the line. . It
is. known that this was the real-item
of business which interested the visi-
tors on their arrival here. It was
believed to -be inevitable that the
work woud ‘be awarded to the firm of
Foley, Weleh & Stewart, now bulid-
ing at both-ends., J. W, Stewart, the
Canadian represeptatlive of the flrm,
has been in the eity for several days,
and was on Saturday night in con-
ference- with the visitors and leading
representatives of the company in
thig city. The decicion both with re-
ferencce to the hotal and the contract
for the balamce of the road would be
reached before they left thd west on
their return trip, it wassaid.

Regarding the general outlook for
the railway, President Hays was opti-
mistic, and stated that plans for the
extension of the ]ine through the
West would be carried out with vigor.

Alfred W. Smithers; who is making
the trip across Canada to inspect the
lines of the G.T.P., said:

“The most pleasing feature of the
work of the year is the supply  of
labor. In 1910, &s you will remem-
ber, we had the gravest difficulty in
the matter of securing men. It was
not a question of wages. The men
could not be obtalned at any price.
This year theré is.a great change.
We have not héard anything about
the shortage of men. Things have
quieted down in the States and meén
have ceme from that
from Eastern Canida and Europe in
large numbers. The result is that
good progress has been made in con-
struction.

“This yedr we will go 200 mifes
farther west from Edmonton than'we
did last year. We will reach the
summit this year, -athough not on the
steel of the railway. From Prince
Rupert we will b2s able-to: go on the
steel a distance of fifty miles more
‘than\last year. In that part of the
country we are -delayed by some very
diffielilt tunnels, wkith are being cut.

King George Sends Message
to Chancellor of the
Exchequer.

London, Aug. 21—The strike in the
industrial werld in the United King-
dom gradually is abating. With: a
truce in effect on all the railways ex-
cept the London and Nortneastern,
the board of trade was occupied all to-
day in an endeavor to reach an amic-

able arrangement between the em-

ployees of this line and the managers
and also in trying tc settle the strike
of the south sea traders. ' It was an-
nounced that both of these controver-
sies are now in line for early adjust-
ment.

There is still much friction on some
of the railrcads over-the impatience oi
strikers returning 4o work wve accord-
ed full reinstatement to their old posi-
tions which in some cases nave been
given to men who remained loyal to
the companies. As a result there was
geveral instances of disorder today in
various parts of the Kingdom and de-
cisions by small bodies of men to re-
main on stgike., | 9

Work on the London docks was in
full swing today'fcr the first time 1L
three weeks but it will be some time
before the congestion of the port due
to the dock and transfer men’s strike
is relieved.

King George today telegraphed his
congratulations to Premier Asquith,
David Llcyd George, chancellor of the
exchequer, and Sydney Buxton, presi-
dent of the board of trade, on the set-
tlement of the railway strike. The
King’s message to Lloyd George said:

“I am very glad to hear that it was
largely due to your energy and skill
that the settlement was brought about.
I heartily ccngratulate you and feel
that the whole country will be most
grateful to you for averting a most
disastrous calamity. - It has caused
me the greatest possible anxiety.”

Representatives of the railway em-
ployees today complained that the
companies were not carrying out the
terms of the agreement under which
the strike was called off, referring par-
ticularly to clause two, providing for
the reinstatement withcut prejudice.
As a consequence a long conference
was ‘held at the board of trade and a
protest of the men investigated. At
its conclusion the announcement was
made that the difficulty had been set-
tled.

BIG RAKWAY
STRISE ENDED

Men Employed on English
Railways Will Return
At Once to Work. *

London, Aug. 20-—A wave of relief
swept over the country dast night,
shortly after 11 c’clock when the
announcement was made from the
board of trade offices that the rafl-

'way strike had been settled and that

the men would return to work imme-

diately.

The cabinet had béen working night
and day since the strike was threaten-
ed to arrange a compromise between
the railway managers and their em-
ployees. Most of the credit of the ul-
timate settlement of their efforts ap-
pear to rest upon the shoulders of
Lloyd George, chancellor of the ex-
chequer, who 'in hiz statements to par-
liament and in an interview with the
managers and men worked for a con-
ciliation when all others of the inter-
ested parties seem=d to have given it
up. :
A\ joint committee of five men com-
posed of the two representatives of
the railway companies, two of the
men and a npn-partisan ehairman will
be appointel Tuesday to investigate
the workings of the Conciliation Act
of 1907 ,which the men claim is the
root of all their grievances. This de-
vice overcomes the men’s objection to
a royal commission, which they con-
tend, always has heen in practice a
synomyn for delay.

Advantaze to Men.

So far as the technical advantage
in the compromise goes, it appears to
be in the men’s favor, particularly
as the managers consent to meet
their ' representalives. The official
statement concerning the  agreement
says the managers consented to this
scheme in view of certain representa-
tions made by th¢ government, in-
cluding a promise of legislation to
permit of an increase in railway rates.

Messages were sent to 1,800
branches of the labor wunions last
night saying:

‘“The joint committee has settled
the strike. It is a victory for trades
unjonism. All men must return to
work immediately.” :

As a result of the settlement the
gsoldiers who had been scattered at
strategic railway points- about the
country will be withdrawn.

A Fata] Clash.

There is no doubt that yesterday’s
affray at Llanelly, Wales, in which
the troops fired on a mob, killing two
men and wounding two others, had
much influence in England on this
Sprike. This Liberalczavernment had
almost its existence at! stake, because
of the strike as it depends on the
working classes for power. The shoot-
ing of citizens by soldiers occurs less
in the United Kingdom than in any
other country and is probably repug-
nant to all classes.

The settlement of the strike made
little change over the conditions of
the railways. The men’s boast . that
they would tie up all the railroads in
the kingdom and the managers’ prom-
ise to-maintain a curtailed, but ade-
quate service, both fafled of realiza-
tion.

‘The men-estimated the numbers of
thelr fellows on strike yesterday at
200,000 a gain of 50,000 over Friday,
but the board of irade estimates gave
only 150,000, while the railway man-
agers held that to be an exaggeration.

Traffic with the south of England
was well maintained while . in the
north and in Wales it was greatly
crippled.

Although Premier Asquith did not
attend yesterday’s conference which
effected the settlement of the strike
it is believed that he brought pres-
sure to bear with the railway man-
agers in reaching the desired end.

The settlement of the strike was re-
ported at a comfer=nce between David
Lloyd George, the chancellor of the
exchequer and the executives of the
men’s societies. The 'labor
said yesterday that the men would
return to work at crce,

Celebrate Their Victory.

The railway workers held meetings
throughout the country-today to cele-'
brate what they claimed to be a viec-
tory over the railway companies. with
the exception of 4,000 "men of the
North-eastern Railway Company, which
was not a party to the strike settle-
ment agreament. and 3,000 Mancheste:
men, all the stations passed resolu-
tions in favor of a resumption of the

The North FRastern Company’'s em-
nloyees demand a nine-hour day and
a two shilling wekly advance in wrges
with a minimum weekly wage of 22
shillings. about $5.50.

Men Return to Weork.

Although the services on the other
lines have not yet been completely re-
stored. the men in most cases present-
ed thmslvs for duty todav. and a start
wag made towards remedyving the dis-
location caused by the strike. Durine
the day some progress was made in
clearing the lines of freight trains, but
it will be some days wvet before normal
eonditions will be restored. TInfar-
tunately because of the hreak in the
teleeraph lines. the manifesto of the
strike leaders calling unon the men to
return to' work did not reach some
noints until’ this morning, and during
the night there wera disturbances at

Twelve Dead at Llanelly.

At Llanelly, the death list as a re-
sult of the disturbances of yesterday
and last night, but due chiefly to the
explosion in the freight shed which
the mob set on fire, reached twelve.
Three of this number were shot by the
troops yesterday morning. The police
say, the explosion in the freight shed
was caused by a box of cartridges
looted . from the troops train Dbeing
thrown into the fire. Many persons
were seriously injured by the explo-
sion and are being treated in the hos-
pitals. Eight thousand troops will
remain at Llanelly but today the town
is in its usual quietness. The officer
in command of the troops says that
roughs, and not strikers, were respon-
sible for the original rioting.

Now it may be a thankless business,
but it clearly is the duty of some one to
point out that there is a difference between
a Conservative and a Bordenite; and it is
tolerably clear that this difference must be
pointed out by the Liberals, for the . very
obvious reason that the interest of the Bor-
denites consists in persuading the Conserv-
ative voters that the terms mean one and
the same thing. - That is not so. From the
testimony of resolutions introduced into
Parliament by Conservative Premiers; of
statutes put upon the Dominion statute
books by Conservative Governments; of
speeches made in the House of Commns by
Conservatives in times recent and remote;
of the last address ever issued to the elec-
tors of Canada by the greatest chieftain
the Conservative party ever saw; by these
incontestible documents it is thoroughly es-
tablished that the Conservative party in
Canada has stood consistently for recipro-
city ever since there has been a Conserva-
tive party. Never in the annals of Cana-
dian history, down to-last January, did a
leader of the Conservative party take his
stand and array his forces in opposition to
the policy of reciprocity in natural pro-
ducts with the United States. On the con-
trary, never before was there a leader of
that party who did not declare himself and
array his following in definite and explicit
support of such reciprocity. For the sake
of clearness and of candor, for the sake of
a great party and the tradition for which
it has stood, it is desirable that the Con-
servative party be freed from the imputa-
tion of having-turned about-face on this
question, and that those who in obedience
to Mr. Borden have decided to fight against
what the party has always fought for
should not be allowed to do so under the
banner of the party. whose trade policy
they have abandoned.

That the gentleman selected to appeal
for the suffrages of the Conservative vot-
ers in this riding is a Bordenite and not a
Conservative he early maae apparent in
an address setting forth the why and the
wherefore of his candidature. In the pre-
amble he states it to be his modest ambi-

tion to run for the “constituency of the city;

of Eidmenton,” thus apparently eliminating
the farmers of the riding from the caleu-
lation. However, as the farmers are in the
constituency and will have votes in the
election, the address must be taken as open
to consideration by them as well as by the
voters whose fortune it happens to be to
regide within the city boundaries. The
Major opens his manifesto with the swing-
ing declaration that reciprocity will confer
no bene#it upon the people of this country.
That is” positive, definite, comprehensive;
it forestalls argument, and forbids discus-
sion; reciprocity is of no use to the people
of this country—and that is the end of it;
the fiat has gone forth; the jig is up. But
that is not the end of it either, for the
Major proceeds: reciprocity is a reversal of
the policy under which we have become
prodperous. That of course'is a high and
well-deserved compliment to the only policy
under which living Canadians have known
what prosperity meant—the policy of the
Laurier Government; but the strength of
it as an argument against reciprocity. is
somewhat lessened by the fact that the
Government which introduced this pros-
perity-breeding policy is also the Govern-
men which proposes reciprocity, and that
if the Government guessed so correctly in
the former instance it may well be that
they and nct the Major are correct in the
present case. The Major is troubled, too,
about the business the railways may lose
shoyld -our grain and cattle go south in-
stead of over the long haul to the Atlantic
seaboard—a pang of sympathy in which.he
may or may not be joined by farmers who
have been paying freight on the long haul
until many of them have thought the only
way to keep out of bankruptcy was to get
out of the cattle business. The exchange of
trade, too ,seems to the Major likely to tend
to the “knitting together” of the Provinees
of the Dominion with the adjoining States.
Precisely what may be meant by this is a
setret between the Maajor and the Gods: The
“oreat American fooed trusts” also bother
the Major. He thinks they will have the
agriculturzl interests of this country at
their mercy and disposal. What, we should
like to know, about the Great Canadian
Food Trusts, who just now are pouring
someé of ‘the mo‘ney they have taken from
the>farmer into the campaign to prevent
the “great American food trusts” getting
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into competition with them for the farm-
er’s products? What are these to be doing

while the “Great American Food Trusts”,

are taking our agricultural interests under
their wings? But these are only prelimin-
ary woes. The real cause of his gtievance
the Major discloses modestly in the middle
of his address; he thinks reciproeity would'
tend to Canada’s “absorption by the United
States.” That is the milk in the eocoanut.
That’s what “gets” the Major. He might

as well have blurted it out at the beginning,’

for we could see that was what he was
coming to. Reciprocity, in the Major’s eye,
is annexation. Canadians, pootr weak
creatures that they are, cannot trade with

their neighbors without losing their ven-

eration for the good old flag, their apprecia-
tion for institutions cradled in free trade
Britain, their attachment to the King and
throne; they are a race of weaklings or of
traitors, who either cherish a hidden wish
*t0 be joined to the American union, or will
be led into that disposition by the infection
of the Yankee dollars sent over to pay for
Canadian products; a mercenary breed
whose “self-interest” in the price of pigs
is incompatible with patriotism. Really, for
a valiant Canadian warrior who went into
the business in the ranks, and through his
own merit and the gross partisanship of

the Laurier Government has been elevated

RECIPROCITY OR RESTRICTION?
In the Tariff Act submitted to Parlia-!
ment in 1894 by Hon. Geo. E. Foster, then

Winnipeg, Aug. 21—The extent of
the damage suffered by yesterday's
storm cannot be gauged. That it was
sufficient to send ihe wheat market
soaring twa points is patent, byt the
volume of actual harm caused is be-
yond conjecture.

Moderate Showers in the East and
Sunshine in the West Help Out the
Crops, Which Act as Incentive to
Increased Business, ;

New York, Aug. 19.—Despatched

the Dominion of Canada ocontinue to
note the prevalence of &ncouraging
trade Conditions. Montreal reports
that moderate shcwers have caused
improvement in the country districts,
although.more rain is needed.

Wholesale trade is rather slow, as
usual at this season, but in hardware

4 and bu#lding materials there is good
Storm - in Moosomin, —mgfztivity and groceries move quite

eely, with prices of sugar and cann-

ed goods the leading feature. Hides
are steady at the recent advance, but
the local ,demand for - leather s
quiet, although there is fair export
movement in soles.
At Quebec there is an average
volume of trade at wholesale and re-
tail, and the demand is fairly active.
Hardware, building materials, fruits,
provisions, and other staples move
freely.

Toronto reports the past week as
comparatively: quiet. although not
unusually so for this period. Orders
for merchandise at the moment are
not very brisk, but prices -of the
leading staples are sly.

London reports that the farmers
are busy, and as a result trade is not
active, although a fair ameunt of
business has been transacted. Warm
weather at Hamilton has helped re-
tail trade.

In the Far West and North-West,
crop conditions continue very satis-
factory ang the volume of trade in
most sections is equal or exceeds that
of this time last year.

Winnipeg repors a somewhat larg-
er volume of business than a year
ago. Business in practically all lines
at ‘Saskatoon is well maintained and
rains have been helping the crop.
At ‘Ha@monton, trade is«gquiet, ‘pend-
ing harvest developments. So far
there has been no damage by frost,
but warm weather is needed to bring
the crops to mature.

Vancouver reports both* wholesale
and retail business well up to the
average, and the outlook in logging
and lumbering improving.

At Victoria, local trade is healthy,
being active, and a good fall business
is expected.

In Northern British Columbia, trade
is reported quiet and somewhat be-
hind that of a year ago.

Gross earnings of Canadian rail-
roads, reporting to date, for two weeks
in August, show an increase as com-
pared with the earnings of the same
roads for the corresponding period a
year ago of 15.96 per cent.
Commercial failures in the Démin-
ion of Canada during the past week
were' 34, against 30 of last year.

At Morden, Manitoba, threshing
started this morning on the.farm of
Matthew Gibb, just east of town.

\é Edmonton, Aug. 22.—The conclus-

ion of the Exhibition finds little dif-
ference in local selling prices. Po-
tatoes have settled down to an aver-
age price of 76c per bushel, other ve-
getables occupying about the same
position as before. In produce the
market is a trifle stronger but prices
do not indicate any - marked move-
ment: Hay remains at the same figure
owing to the very limited demand that
has characterized the past week or
two .

Wheat occupies a very precarious
position. On the Winnipeg, Minneap-
olis and Chicago markets it has shown
panic movements at times when crop
reports were not as comforting as they
might be. The general indication of
the Canadian market would seem to
be a continued confidence in the abili-
ty of the prairies to produce quanti-
ties of No. 1 hard or Northern. Oats
continue at the same figure.

Needless to say, the weather for the
next few weeks will be watched with
as much anxiety as a horse race  for
the weal or woe of the country’s crops
depend on the issue. Just how much
is safe is not clear but if the warm
weather of the past day or two were
continued we might breathe freely
once more, At any rate the majority
of the crops -would by that time be
safe.

Working Classes Protest;

These features of the strike; affect-
ing as they do the_ working classes,
helped to make thc;l sirike unpopular’
with theose not dicg¢tly concerned.
The workers are suffering much more
than others, as aill,jthe rcads ~have

been compelled to discominue the
usual éhea.p farzs to wotkmg men,
and the inability of the latter to get
to their work has created in some
instances  hostile’ fe€ling towards the
unions. ~Phis resulted in open war-
fare at Stratforq Jurction, on the
Great Central Railway. A number
of pickets, who vcr: attempting to
induce -trainmen to quit, were at-
tacked ' by workers and driven from
the place. At cther stations in Lon-

don conditions were much the same
as those described.

Although a nu-aber of men in the
Underground Tubes’ systems joined
the strikers todav, the companies,
with the assistance of their office and
‘shop stdffs, maiatained a service ‘ex-
cept .on the North London Railway,
an old and very smail concern, which
suspended operationus.

“This trip,”” said Herbert Vander-
hoof, ‘“is the most successful I have
ever conducted -thréugh Western
Canada, and I have toured the coun-
try several times a year for the last
five years. We .have, for one thing,
never had anythink like this year’s
crop to show wisitors before: I am
amazed at it myself. In this . party
are several men who ‘have hitherto
scouted .the idea.that Western Canada
could ever amount to-much. One of
them was the most sceptigal man, I
think, I have ever taken on g . trip,
I refer to Professor Willis. And he
has got entirely rid of his scepticism.
It clung to him until we got west of
Winnipeg, It was at Outlook, after
a hundred mile drive, ‘that  he was
converted. We travelled by auto-
mobile~from -Outleck to Saskatoon
through an almost continuous field
of grain. When . the ride was
finished, Professor -Willis expressed
himself for the first time in the
words, ‘How in the world are we go-
ing to buck wup against this? "

Fear They Will Not Believe Him,

“It jras been such g surprise to me,”
said Professor Willis to the -Bulletin,
“that I don’t know whether people
Will ' believe what I have to tell them
about thi® couuntry when I pget
hofme.” Professor Willis, now editor
of the Northwest Farmstead, - was
formerly professor of agronomy in
the: University of South Dakota.

#Tam making my first trip throfigh
Canada,” ‘said: Professor Willis, “and
before /starting I thought of North-
western Canada as a bit of a wilder-
ness. Port Arthur and Fort Wil-
liam made a big impression on me in
a contrary direction, but my  first
impression of the greatness of the

}
: country was received when w -
whole situation out there. Reclpvocity' e - e e

Portage. I Have been over practi-
cdlly all the States, but I never saw
such crops anywhere as between Out-
look and Saskatoon. For a distance
of one hundred miles the country is
one continuous field of grain. At
Regina and Indian Head there are
crops just as wonderful.”~

Making Same Mistake Here,

Professor Willis has made a. special

. study of soils and methods of preserv-

ing their productive powers, Land
in the State of Illincis, he safy, is
becoming exhausted, as in the older
settled portion of the United States,
and is depreciating in value. Lec-
tures are given at farmers’ institutes
on how to restore exhausted soil. In
Western Canada. farmers seemed
prone to make the mistake that had
been made in the United States, that
of skinning the land as fast as they
could. Summer-fallowing restored
mojsture--but did not re-stock the
soil with. nitrogen. To nitrogenize
the soil it was8 necessary to sow such
a crop as alfalfa, say every five years.

“Land is beccming exhausted every-
where in the older States,” said Pro-
“‘now what 1is posterity
going to do in Western America, the
last west.”

Professor Willls was much impres-
sed by the substantial appearance of
new towms throughout the Canadian
West as contrasted with the flimsiness
of new towns in some of the Western
States. The new towns, too, were ap-
parently not grewing faster than the

country  round, and henee were .on

In regard -to the number who were
admitted to the. grovnds:it ‘was stated
by Mr, Harrison -that .the .paid at-
tendance .for this year . was 100 p.c. in
excess. of last. “Of course, you must.re-
continied Mr, . .Harrison
“that the returns from the gate is not
ebtained by maltiplying the number
admitted by, fifty cents. While our ad-
mission was fifty cents throughout the
day, after:six.o’clock we charged only
twenty-five.”

“No, I do not think that the raise

Phe change -from last year may both-
or .people but next year it will not be
considered at all. We could never
have run the exhibition we did for
fifty. cents. ' Calgary with a paid at-
tendance of 65,000 and a charge of
twenty-five cents had a deflcit. Then
you must remember that we are put-
ting on a fifty cent exhibition which
people ghould exvect to pay for.”

The.entire party were the guests of
the Edmonton Board of Trade last
evening, a number of men prominent
in ‘the life of the city bejng also pre-
sent to give some message cn the pos-
sibilities to the newsdpaper men from
over the barder. F, M: Morgan, presi-
dent of the board, acted as toastinas-
ter, and after briefly welcoming the
guests of the evening called on W. T
Stevens, live stock commissioner, for
a few remarks.

Mr. Steven’s Adgdress.

Mr. Stevens gave 'a -rough outline
of the agricultural pcssibilities of Al-
berta:in:the-growing of grasses, graias
and all ‘kinds: of stock . feed. He
claimed that Albérta was the 'peer of
any country fer dairying or the pro-
ducing of beef cattle and cited the nu-
merous cases where they had shown
their superiority te those grown on
any other part of the North American
continent. It had been proved, the
American farmer.to the contrary, that
hogs could be grown withqut corn
Horses alscithrived on the climate and
those bred in the province compared
favorably with the best stock of th
world.

H. A. Craig, superintendent of ex-
perimental farms, who was the next
speaker called on, gave a brief esli-
mate of the area of the province ¢
tne extent cf arable land which was
in the neighborhood of 100,000,
acres. The yield of the grain for H
present year would amount to 70.000,-
000 Lushels. Mr. Craig .then gave son
striking Instances of the wonder!
fertility of Alberta soil, which had
come under his notice while in ofll
He concluded his gpeech with a brl
account of the measures adopted
insure the farmer a.fair .price for ]
wheat when shipped. and sold.

Educatioaal Advantages.

Wm. Short, K.C., who was present
outlined ‘the educatignal and s
advaniagea enjoyed in Edmaonton
result of the efforts cf the pioneers.

J. XK. Cornwall, M.L.A. \a‘lui
for an account of the recurces o
north, gave an entertaining acc
of his travels in the north and the rc-
sults in farming attained there.
