Night,” because the head of Halley’s
Comet will approach nearest to thei

earth in the course of 76 years which |
the comet takes to complete its ellip- !
tical orbit round the sun. Astrono- !
mers calculate that the head will then
be fifteen million miles from the earth.
Comets as a rule have tails. Some- |
times they have none, and sometimes
the tail is longer than at other times.
In the majority of cases comets in-
crease in brilliancy and the tail
lengthens as it approaches the sun.
Halley’s Comet appedrs to be an ex-
ception to the rule.. On its visit in
1835 its tail and head decreased as
it approached the sun and the whole
comet appeared somewhat like 'a star.
About a month ago the comet reached
its nearest point to the sun. To-night
the head is at its nearest point to the
earth; and the most interesting point
. about to-night is whether the tail will
be long enough for the earth to pass
through it. ¥
i ‘Mr. Crommelin, of the Greenwich
Observatory states the chance is an
even one, and he is the one recently
awarded the Astronomischen Gesell- |
schaft prize for his caculation of the !
course of the comet.

“What baffles us is the impossibility
of determining the length of the tail :
until after the event,” Mr. Crommelin !
explained to a representative of the
Paily Mail. “There is nothing more |
treacherous than a comet’s tail; no-
thing which is more uncertain in its !
behavior. Dr. Holetschek, the emin—l
ent astronomer of Vienna, who for |
years has specialised in the study of
pumets, has prepared a table which |
shows the varying lengths of the tail |
of Halley’s comet since 1456. No man
was more fitted to make the calcula-
tions than he, and accordingly they
must be regarded as authoritative.
Dr. Holetschek’s figures, giving  the
length in miles, are as follows:

Capt. Baxter Barbour and the crew
of the wrecked S. S. Louise—except
two who remained at Wesleyville—ar-
rived here by the Ingraham at noon to
day. Capt. Barbour said to a Tele-
that the Louise when
the accident occured had a fine run
North. She left Dog Bay on Friday
last at 9.30 a.m. for Indian Islands
and had fine clear weather when she
struck.

waters of the Tickle are shallow and
the captain preferred the Run, consid-
ering it the safest course to follow.
The ship, however, made too bold and
was running at 8 knots an hour when

There were no pas-
sengers on board, the water was per-
fectly smooth, and from the start the
captain and crew saw that she was
doomed. Had a sea been running the
danger of striking would have been
apparent and could have been avoid-
ed.

Skiffs from the
Islands were quickly alongside anid
all the freight was quickly taken out
of her and returned to the owners at
Tilton Harbor, Joe Batt's Arm, Fogo
and Change Islands.

THE VETI] BILL.

Below we publish a copy of the Veto
Bill which is founded on the Veto
Resolutions passed hy the House of
Commons recently in consequence of
the rejection of the Budget. by the
House of Lords last November. The

-fight around it will probably be the

greatest constitutional struggle which
has taken place for centuries.

Worry about the situation aggra-
vated the illness. which terminated in
the death of King Edward.

The full text is as follows:

Whereas it is eéxpedient that pro-
vision should be made for regulating
the relations between' the two houses
of Carliament:

And whereas it is intended to sub-
stitute for the House of Lords as it
at present exists a Second Chamber
constituted on a popular instead of 2
hereditary basis, but such substitution
cannot be immediately brought into
operation:

And whereas provision will require
hereafter to be made by Parliament
in 2 measure effecting such substitu-
tion for limiting and defining the
powers of the New Second Chamber
but it is expedient to make such proe-
vision as in this Act appears for re-
stricting the existing powers of the
House of Lords:

Be it therefore enacted by the
King’s most Excellent Majesty, by and
with the advice and consent of the
Lords Spiritual and Temporal, and
Commons, in this present Parliament
assembled, and by the authority . of
the same, as follows:

MONEY BILLS.

(1) If a Money Bill having beer
passed by the House of Commons, an¢
sent up to the House of Lords at leas
one month before the end of the Ses
sion, is not passed by the House o
Lords, without amendment withis
one month after it is so sent up t¢
that House, the Bill shall, unless th¢
House of Commons direct to the con
trary, be presented to His Majesty anc
become an Act of Parliament on th:
royal assent being signified, notwith
standing that the House of Lords havs«
not consented to the Bill. ¢

(2) A Money Bill means a Bil
which in the opinion of the Speake
of the House. of Commons contains
only provisions dealing with all o
any of the following subjects—namel;
the imposition, repeal, remission, al
teration, or regulation of taxation
charges on the Consolidated Fund 5!
the provision of money by Parliament
supply; the appropriation, control, o:
regulation of public money; the rais
ing or guaranteee of any loan or th:
repayment thereof; oOr' matters inci-
dental to those subjects or any o
them.

(3) When a Bill to which the House
of Lords has not consented is present.
ed to His Maesty for assent as a mone;
Bill, the Bill shall be accompanied b
a certificate of the Speaker aof tht
House of Commons that it is a Mone;
Bill.

(4) No amendment shall be allowec

ALL OTHER BILLS.

(1) If any Bill other than a Money
13ill is passed by the House of Com-
mons in three successive sesssions
(whether of the same Parliament or

net), and, having been sent up to the |

House of Lords at least one month
before the end of the session, is re-

jeeted by the House of Diords in each |

of these sessions, that Bill shall, on its
rejection for the third time by the
Housg: of Lords, unless the House of
Commons direct to the contrary, be
presented to his Majesty apd become
an Act of Parliament on the  royal
assent being signified thereto, not-
withstanding that the House of Lords
has not consented to the Bill: Provid-
«d that the provision shall not take
effect unless two years have elapsed
between the date of the first intro-
duction of the Bill in the House of
Commons and the date on which it
passes the House of Commons for the
third time.

(2) A Bill shall be deemed to be re-
jected by the House of Lords if it is
rnot passed by the House of Lords eith-
er without amendment or with such
amendments only as may be ‘agreed
to by both Houses.

CHANGES PERMISSIBLE.

(3) A Bill shall be deemed to be the
same Bill as a former Bill sent up to
the House of Lords in the proceeding
session if, when it is sent up to the
House of Lords, it is identical with the
former Bill or contains only such al-
terations as are certified by the Speak-
or of the House of Commons to be
necessary owing to the time. which
q1as elapsed since the date of the
‘ormer Bill, or to represent amend-
nents which have been made by the
House of Lords in the former Bill in
the preceding session.

Provided that the House of Com-
nons may, if they think fit, on the
nassage of such a Bill through the
House in the second or third session,
juggest any further amendments shall
ye considered by the House of Lords,
ind if agreed to by that House shall be
reated as amendments made by the
Jouse of Lords and agreed to by the
Jouse of Commons; but the exercise
»f this power by the House of Com-
nons shall not affect the operation of
his section in the event of the Bill
"yeng rejected by the House of Lords.

SPEAKER’S POWERS.

4. Any certificate of the speaker of
he House of Commons given under
his Act shall be conclusive for all
yurposes, and shall not be questioned
n any court of law.

5. Nothing in this Act shall diminish
w qualify the existing rights and pri-
sileges of the House of Commons.

6. Five years shall be substituted
‘o1 seven years as the time fixed for
he maximum duration of Parliament
mnder the Septennial Act, 1715.

7. This Act may be cited as
’arliament Act 1910.
