C.H.E. Results
and Reports.

In another part of this issue will be 
found some of the results of the C. H. 
E. Examinations held in June last. 
These results include, the winners of 
scholarships and of subject prizes, 
and a list of those who obtained the 
Associateship of the Council and of 
those who obtained diplomas in the 
Honors divisions of the Intermediate 
and Preliminary grades. The Exam­
iners not only furnish a list of pass- 
ea. marks, and distinctions ii 
the diploma examinations, they alst 
make a short report of the answers o, 
the candidates in general in the sever 
al subjects of the four groups of ex 
aminations. These are known as th 
Examiners’ reports. We purpose tc 
cull out some of the features of inter­
est in these reports.

ASSOCIATE GRADE.
English.—The essays were, in most 

cases, highly satisfactory; only a few 
*ere specially weak, while the work 
of the best candidates was character­
ized by fullness of matter and good 
expression.

English Literature. — Most of the 
candidates showed a fair acquaintance 
with the texts of the plays and the 
poems.

History—A creditable percentage of 
candidates obtained the mark of Dis­
tinction, and there were a good many 
who only just missed it............ The

spelling, even of good candidates, was 
frequently very bad.

Geography.—There is again a slight 
improvement in knowledge of geo­
graphical principles, but the know­
ledge otherwise is still very scanty 
and superficial.

Arithmetic and Algebra.—The aver­
age work of the candidates was not 
so good as on former occasions.

Geometry.—As on the last occasion, 
a number, greatly increased, of un­
satisfactory papers were followed by 
a number of satisfactory papers, but 
these latter papers did not contain so 
many successful attempts at the 
riders. i

Mechanics.—The papers reached a 
high average of merit.

Navigation. — One very moderate 
paper.

French.—in the translation from 
the French, the first piece was not 
satisfactory, the vocabulary being 
rather poor.......... In the second pas­
sage, the style of most of the candi­
dates was poor ; very few seemed to 
?rasp the general idea and feeling of 
the passage..........The Translation in­
to French was the most satisfactory.

Latin.—The work, on the whole, 
was very satisfactory.

Light and Heat.—The knowledge of 
neat was very fair.

Chemistry.—An excellent set of pa­
pers, giving evidence of careful train­
ing.

Hygiene.—The papers showed a 
good standard of work.

Shorthand.—The Shorthand notes 
showed a good knowledge of the 
theory.

Theory and Practice of Education.
—Of the few who attempted No. 3. 
most failed to define Reason with any 
approach to accuracy, and none show­
ed ability to discuss the question on 
the reasoning power of young child­
ren.

tions of Memory were given, but the 
discussion oil the use of Memory in 
school work consisted mainly of giv­
ing lists of things that children 
should or should not learn by rote. 
Often no reasons were given for such 
distributions, and where reasons were 
given they were usually unconvinc­
ing. A considerable number defined 
Sensation and Perception with fair 
accuracy, but the majority either used 
technical language incorrectly or de­
fined the popular and not the scien­
tific meaning of these two terms. In 
the answers on the "Training of the 
Senses," some made scanty reference 
to school work, others gave a list of 
vague generalities, thereat were irre­
levant.

INTERMEDIATE GRADE.
Scripture History. — The papers, 

with two or three exceptions, showed 
signs of careful study.

English.—The general character of 
the work in Grammar was very
creditable............The answers to the
Literature questions were, as a rule, 
fuller and more satisfactory than in 
Grammar. The Essays were very 
fair.

History.—About 72 per cent, pass­
ed, and of these about 6 per cent ob­
tained the mark of Distinction.

Geography.—In the report of last 
year attention was called to the neg­
lect of the manufactures of different 
countries, and in this year’s papers 
similar neglect is evident.

Arithmetic.— The average number 
of Tots done correctly was five, al­
most exactly the same as last year, 
but the whole work on the paper 
showed a clear improvement both in 
the percentage of passes and in the 
percentage of Distinctions.

Algebra.—As a whole the work was 
of good quality, and was written out 
legibly and in good style.

Geometry.—A good portion of the 
work sent up was excellent in qual­
ity. the papers being neatly written 
and the propositions understood.

Mechanics.—There was some good 
work, but about half the candidates 
had evidently been through the sub­
ject too hastily.

Book-keeping.—The papers, on the 
whole, showed a decided improvement 
on last year's papers in the general 
average of merit obtained, as very 
many candidates completed the ac­
counts.

Mensuration.—A considerable num­
ber of the candidates had no useful 
knowledge of the subject; they show­
ed that they did not really under­
stand the difference between length, 
area, and volume.

French.—The results were as a 
whole satisfactory, and in part very 
satisfactory indeed.

Latin.—The work as a whole was 
satisfactory and gave clear signs of 
careful teaching.

General Elementary Science. 
Some of the work was very fair, but 
the candidates, with few exceptions, 
were unable to grasp the importance 
of proof by experiment.

Chemistry.—On the whole, the 
work was very satisfactory.

Hygiene.—The work presented by 
candidates was admirable in quality.

Physiography.—It is evident that 
the Syllabus is beyond the capacity 
of the candidates who enter for this 
grade.

Botany.—The examinees showed a 
knowledge of the subject, varying in 
quantity, but generally very accurate.

Agriculture.—The work was very 
unsatisfactory for candidates attempt-’ 
lng to pass the Intermediate stage, 
and it is difficult to resist the con­
clusion that the time given to the 
study of this subject has been wasted.

Plain Needlework.—Some of the 
patterns sent In were- very well cut 
and tacked together, and reflected 
much credit on the workers, but there 
were many which did not fulfill the

requirements of the e: 
point of size.

Shorthand, — A marked improve­
ment was shown.

Typewriting and Office Routine.— 
The standard of work attained show­
ed a decided improvement.

Penmanship.—The penmanship of 
these papers was for the most pàrt 
fully up to a good average standard.

Drawing.—The average attainment 
ment is about equal to that of last 
year.

Fancy Needlework. — The execu­
tion of finish shown in the Fancy 
Needlework Section were both excel­
lent in the greater number of the 
specimens sent in.

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.

A cable from lxtndon to the New 
York Tribune, says that,the optimism 
prevailing In the press respecting the 
settlement of the Moroccan difficulty. 
Is not share,d by politicians. Officials 
there are aware that the Admiralty is 
quite prepared for any emergency. 
The Home fleet can be got Into con­
dition for war at a moment's notice. 
It Is an open secret that there are 
active negotiations In progress at the 
Foreign Office, and that the Russian 
Ambassador has been frequently con­
sulted. A member ot Parliament, 
who is watching the situation closely, 
rtmarked last night that everything 
depepds upon Russia. If France can 
have military as well as naval sup­
port, the German Emperor will not 
be allowed a victory in West Africa, 
which will increase his prestige at 
home and be a source of danger and 
embarrassment to the British Empire. 
The speaker added that he was hop­
ing for a change of diplomatic meth­
ods, by which the German Foreign 
Office would be forced to deal collec­
tively with England, France and Rus­
sia, instead of individually with each. 
Financiers, ordinarily well balanced, 
do not share the apprehension of war 
involving four powers. They insist 
that the trouble will ultimately be 
settled, although neither France nor 
Germany are prepared at present to 
accept the terms offered by the other. 
A cable to the Times from Berlin 
says: “There will be no war over 
Morocco. Germany is putting up one 
of the most gigantic bluffs on record. 
German financiers assure me that 
war cannot possibly emanate from the 
Moroccan crisis unless some sudden 
and wholly unexpected revolutionary 
eruption should lead to it. German 
diplomats maintain an ostensible stiff­
necked artd uncompromising attitude 
in dealing with France, but the Ger­
man Government knows very well 
that the Fatherland was never less 
ready than at the present moment to 
court the incalculable risks of 
great International conflagration. Her 
financial and industrial situation will 
not permit it."

Their Home And 
Contents Destroyed.

WOMAN AND CHIDLBEX BARELY 
ESCAPE WITH THEIR LIVES.

At 12.30 on the morning of the 24th 
ult., the residence of Mrs. Gushue, at 
Conception Harbor, with all its com 
tents was destroyed by fire, and the 
woman with her two days old Infant 
and two other children barely escaped 
with their lives. The woman who 
was necessarily ill at the time slept in 
the bedroom on the ground floor with 
the infant and two other children 
aged 2 and 5 years, respectively, while 
a third little girl aged 10 slept in the 
foot of the bed. The infant was rest­
less all night, and its crying woke the 
eldest little girl who fancied she 
heard the crackling of fire at the back 
of the house, and waking her mother 
apprised her of what she conjectured. 
The child then got out of bed and go­
ing to a rear window found the hack 
of the house in flames. Becoming 
terror-stricken she rushed screaming 
through the front door to the resi­
dence of a neighbour about 100 yards 
away. In the meantime her mother 
jumped from the bed and taking the 
infant and the other two children 
threw them into a quilt and rushed 
with them from the house into tin 

I wood where she was later found in a 
state of collapse. Strange to say one 
of the priests happened to be coming 

I from a sick call and seeing the flames 
hurried to the scene just as the neigh­
bour. whom the little girl apprised, 
rushed out of his house. Both gave 
the alarm and soon a crowd of people 
xvere about the place, but the fire had 
gained too much headway in the stiff 
breeze blowing, and soon the house 
with all its contents was a mass of 
ruins. The family as they escaped 
were only in their night clothes, and 
they are destitute and domiciled with 
friends. It was fortunate that Mrs. 
Gushue was a woman of strong con­
stitution or she never would have sur­
vived the ordeal. Her husband is at 
the Labrador where he shipped for 
3100 and this of course is pretty well 
all "taken up" to support the wife and 
little ones. This unfortunate family 
are therefore objects of charity. Had 
the little girl not been roused as she 
was In a few moments more the moth­
er and her four children would have 
been burned to death.
