The table of the number
of ‘men who have joined
the Naval Reserve or the
““Regiment which we pub-
lished yesterday, gives the figures ac-
cording to electoral districts, but these
districts vary very considerably in
population. At the last census, in:
1911, Carbonear had a population of

is clear that we must take the size of
the population into account when con-

enlisted in .thé army or navy from
these districts. In order to find out
how. the_districts have done in rela-
tion to one another we have divided
the- popylation according to last cen-
sus by the number of men now serving
the King in the Newfoundland sea and
18nd forces. This gives us:an average
of .the number of people in each- dis-
trict it.takes to provide one soldier
or.sailor for the King,

GERMAN INACCURACIEN.

The French Embassy gave out the
following statement: The German
statement presents as a recapitulation
cf previous reports, figures of our
losses at Verdun, which are inaccu-
rate.
