“The Germans give to their opera-
tions at sea a character of violent ag-
gressiveness, while the ‘Allies content
themselves with the cmployment of
means which rather belong to the sys-
tem of war called ‘defensive.””

Such is the general judgment pass-

ed on the maval policy of the Alliest

by a French officer of the greatest
distinction, Admiral Degouy, in his
remarkable volume “La Guerre Navale
et I’Offensive” (published by Chapelot,
Paris, 3s.).

Admiral Degouy is an able and fair

critic. Though his book has been very

heavily censored by the French au- |

thorities, so that it has many blank
it is nevertheless of extreme
importance. In an introduction deal-
ing with the submarine peril - he
makes a new and valuable point. He
asks whether it is quite certain that
the ships sunk by the German submar-
ines are not those ‘the cargoes of
which are most urgently required by
us. He has a touch of gentle sar-
casm for the “benignity, not to say the
partial and accidental character,” of
the blockade as practised in the past,
and he urges the necessity of enforc-
ing a close and effective investment
of Germany, cutting off all traific
along the Danish coast and closing all
the routes from Scandinavia.

nets:

What is quite certain is that if
this barrage proved effective the
Germans would try to destroy it,
While. the British would endeavour
to repulse their attacks. There
would be engagements, first of light
ships, then of more and more pow-
erful ships, and at'last perhaps an
engagement between the battleships

on either side.

If such a barrage is constructed
across the North Sea, he says, the en-
trance to the Baltic
closed.

Examining the Allied operations in
detail he finds at every turn signs of
what he calls “the Collingwood meth-
od,” not “the Nelson touch.” It should
be said for those who do not know na-
val history that Collingwood, though
a very brave, noble, and devoted offi-
cer who rose to the loftiest heights
under Nelson’s magnetic influence,
was yet when away from Nelson usu-
ally a mediocre and unenterprising
comander. The first example of this
passivity he finds in the failure to use
the Allied submarines vigorously
against the German Fleet on the out-
break of war before, the enemy had
had time to take precautions.

Our French seamen, and, above
all, those who man our excellent
submarines in the Channel and

Straits of Dover, were not respon-
sible for the decision not to under-
take this operation, which at the
outset would have been as fruitful
as it would have been easy. The
reasons for so surprising a forbear-
ance are well known to the well
informed. I refrain from stating
them, despite the light which a dis-
cussion of them would throw on the
question of “temperaments.”

The Allied Fleets were strong; they
were manned by brave men.

What was wanting in this crisis?
What was it that imposed on our
fine squadrons this passive attitude
which has been so much criticised
that to-day one is weary of speak-
ing of it? The. opportunities at the
outset were missed.

This was because of the tendency of
all administrations to become absorbed
in the monotonous routine of petty
tasks:

All clearly marked-out duties are
performed (in such administrations),
but the “something more” which
means nothing to stagnation, but
which is indispensable to progress
receives attention from very few. No
initiative is shown, because it may
cause trouble; no ideas are to ‘be
found, least of all bold ideas; there
is no imagination—for what would
they do with it? Entire confidence
is placed in “safe people” who never
think of anything but also never
cause any difficulty. There is mo

enthusiasm except among some few
OIIoars. ; .o e Higher up in the
hierarchy people “carry -on.” No

preoccupations as to military policy,
no speculations regarding war and

its nobler side, no reflections as to

what the enemy is likely to  do

against us or what we can do against
him.

Such is a living admiral’s picture
of the: modern Admiralties outside
Germany, and, he adds, they are dom-
inated by “temperament essentially
conservative, anxious for repose, with
nothing in it of the offensive spirit.”

The Allied Navies can do everything,
he insists, but they must be told what
they are wanted to do, or they must

A second example of the defensive
spirit he finds in the Allies’ air policy
so far as concerns the protection of
their towns. “It is the defensive pure
and simple, a local defensive,” and he
reminds us of Napoleon’s maxim “He
who holds himself on the defensive
runs risks without making his enemy
run them. Only the offensive can give
decisive results.” Yet another ex-
ample which he selects is the failure
to deal with Zeebrugge. “That the
base of Zeebrugge stril exists is a mat-
ter for astonishment,” he writes.

A very important chapter which has
been published in the United States
gives a criticism and analysis off the
Battle of Jutland. Admiral Degouy
has the warmest praise for the con-
duct of Admiral Sir David Beatty, pre-
sent Commander-in-Chief of the Grand
Fleet: ;

From the point of view of strat-
egy, or rather of grand taeites, Ad-
miral Beatty’s resolution to grapple
his enemy and unflinchingly main-
tain his grip, whatever it cost him,
until the arrival of the main British
fighting forces—this resolution was
in perfect conformity with the prin-
ciples of war, and ought to be prais-
ed ‘without :any reserve.

A point which fills him with sur-
prise is the inaction of the British sub-
marine:

Jellicoe’s fleet, it seems did not in-
clude groups of submarines.

Aeroplanes and
¢ Submarines.

This morning the mess-
ages contain a fairly ex-
tended report of a speech
delivered by Lord North-
cliffe which will well re-
pay the most careful perusal. It comes
from the lips of a man of unequalled
knowledge and experience, gifted by
nature with the capacity for a wide
view of the present and a far vision
of the future, and possessed of actual
data of the war as great as those
known to any other man living. Be-
ginning with a warning to his Ameri-
can hearers against the evils of a
rigid censorship, which he has him-
self demolished almost unaided, he
goes on to a more serious warning of
the great scope of the war and its real
meaning to America. He emphasises
two of the foremost technical aspects
it presents, the enormous value and
use of motors and the motor form of
propulsion, and the importance of
aeroplanes. What he says on the
former topic is not without its pert-
inence here, Motor joy-riding, he
says, has been killed in England. It
is very plainly on the increase here.
This form of selfishness is culpable
for three reasons, among many: most
- of those who indulge in it cannot
afford it, though they think they can;
they are wasting money; and they are
keeping in existence an industry, or
a form of it, which has no right to
exist in any Allied country. These
engines and chassis should be carry-
ing supplies in France, not holiday
makers in the suburbs of St. John’'s.
The greatest interest attaches to
his observations upon the aeroplane
and the enormous assistance, final
assistance, we might call it, which the
United States can render in this es-
sential aim of military service. Lord
Northcliffe ‘is an .authority on 'aero-
planes. Their enthusiastic sponsor
in their infant ‘days, when everyone
else smiled sceptically at them, he
prophesied great things for them,
and has seen his prophecies fulfilled
and exceeded in a miraculous ' man-
ner. Their importance in the war to-
day is such as the ordinary layman
only faintly realises. Five thousand
American machines, manned by ex-
perts, would give the Allies in France
complete and crushing victory in a
few weeks! This is the opinion, not
alone of Lord Northcliffe, but of
many military men now in the thick
of the battle. It is based on the sim-
ple fact that such a force would mean
the blinding of the German army, SO
that an Allied army of half a million
could strike suddenly at any point
selected, break through in a surprise
attack and roll back the whole line.
This is also the opinion of the edi-
tor of the Scientific American, a pa-
per which is of absorbing interest
nowadays and which reflects well the
achievements and efforts of a scien-
tific people in a war which is the
last expression of applied science. It
has lately been paying great attention
both to this question of aeronautics
and the other question of the submar-
ine war, the two directions in which
success would perhaps provide the
shortest cut to victory for the Allies.
The editor, Mr. J. Bernard Walker,
has elaborated a scheme for the
complete subjugation of the submar-
ines. He ‘contends tFat it would be
possible, in a reasonable time and at
a cost less than that of a single
week’s sinkings of ships and cargoes,
to close off the North Sea completely
by stretching barriers of steel nets
and mines right across the Straits of
Dover and from the coast of Norway
to that of. Scotland. The intersec-
tions of such a net would contain
bombs, at twenty-foot intervals,
which would ' explode upon contact
with a- submarine and wreck or dam-
age it beyond repair. The scheme in-
cludes supplementary cordons of pa-
trol hoats, mother-ships and the
like. It seems _eminently feasible
and hag lately been given such prom-
inence that there is every probability
of its being given a trial. If suc-
cessful it would mean the utter. de-
feat of Germany in the one direction

in which she continies to be really’

dangerous.

LONDON, To-Day.

An official report from British
headquarters in France at midnight
reads: “Considerable further pro-
gress, in the course of which we have
captured a number of prisoners, has
been made by us during the day south
of the Souchez River.

A formal reply has not
yet been received, but there is an as-
surance that favourable consideration
has been given to the proposition
pending the perfecting of the machin-
ery for making the proposed meas-
ures effective.

PLAIN WORDS FROM NORTH-
CLIFFE.
NEW YORK, To-Day.

Lord Northcliffe, High Commisioner
to the United States, in an address
to magazine editors and writers at a
luncheon here to-day, expressed the
hepe that the Upited States would not
muddle the censorship as England did
n the first three years of the war.
“America can and will do a tremen-
dous part in this war, first because
she is fresh, and secondly because
she undoubtedly will profit by the
mistakes of the nations who have
been fighting since August 1914,” said
Lord Northcliffe. “What the war
needs more than anything else is
brains and speed. I trust that the
United States will not #nake the cen-
sorship blunder that England did and
which is just becoming an evil of the
past. England was kept in the dark
for nearly three years. The people
were blinded by the fatucus optimisia
of soldiers and politicians, who, while
efficient in peacé time, were incom-
petent in war. The people were not
permitted+ to know the truth, and
when the truth finally emerged of
costly blunders and sacrifice they
were loth to accept it. I hope Am-+
erica may permit her newspaper and
magazine writers to be absolutely
frank about what is going on. It is
as important for the nation to know
the worst as for the nation to know
the best. For one thing, and we have
found it out from actual experience,
it is a great stimulus for the men
fichting in the field to know they are
being written about at home, and that
the country they are fighting for
Lnows precisely what they are doing.
Every man with a pen in hand and
a printing press near can do patri-
otic service to his country by awaken-
ing the people to the fact that this
war is just beginning and that every
ounce of energy, that every revolu-
tion of America’s vast industrial ma-
chine and, what is equally important,
every gallon of gasolene will be need-
ed to bring the war to a successful

end. It is only by an absolute mobi-
lization of man power and machine

power that this war can be won. In-

And the Worst is Yet to Come--

dustries ‘that at this moment seem re-
mote from mobilization for war will
sooner or latel: be called upon to do
their part. In Europe, for example,
one of the largest corset factories is
now turning out very dellcatp pieces
of machinery needed in the construc-
tion of aeroplanes. The war, which
has proved the efficacy of = motor
transport to an almost incredible de-
gree, will make a tremendous drain
upon the automobile industry in your
country. For one thing the great bulk
of the automobile output will have
to be concentrated on trucks. In the
second place, automobile factories

will inevitably be commandeered for

the manufacture of airplane parts
and airplane construction generally.
In the airplane lies the one great
hope of Allied victory. The war has
taught that the airplane engine of the
spring may be almost useless for ac-
tual fighting by next fall, so rapid
are the developments produced by the
fierce competition of war. When Am-
erica thas got her full stride in the
war, as surely she will get it, it will
be found that there will be a tremen-
dous demand for chauffeurs. England
to-day has nearly a hundred thousand
motor trucks in France and is con-
stantly sending more. Every one of
these must be manned by trained
drivers. If skilled chauffeurs can be
sent to operate your trucks it will be
possible to release an equal number
for the firing line. It will mean the
end of joy riding. England stopped
this favorite outdoor sport a while
ago, -and I am sure when America
wakes to the tremendous realization
of what this war means, she will do
the same. I have a strong conviction
that with peace will come a close fed-
eration of the nations who are now
fighting the great fight for freedom.
You have only to look at the Spectacle
of what I might call the united na-
tions of Britoms to see what effeet
upon the co-ordination of peoples and
nations of widely conflicting tempera-
ments and national structures. You
sec democratic Australia near Social-
istic New Zealand, a vast country like
India, with its feudal Princes and
other rulers, free Canada and what
was nothing less than the Republic of
South Africa all pouring their blood
and treasure out upon the battle fields
of France, linked by a common feel-
ing of Empire and sustained by a
common hope of liberation from the
militarism that sought to dominhate
the world. A close federation of na-
tions now fighting the good fight will
be the only assurance against the
autocracy that made this war possible
and the horrors that the. armies of
autocrats perpetrated on innocent
non-combatants. The world must be
made free for democrats.” The
luncheon was given by Isaac Marcos-
son, who has just returned from the
war.

CANADIANS HALF WAY THROUGH
AVION.

Canadian Headquarters in France—
(By Stewart Lyon, Special Corres-
pondent Canadian Press). Fighting
their way forward amid a labyrinth of
ruined houses, over which the smoke
of battle hung densely, the Canadians
at sundown to-night were more than
half way through Avion. The attack
which was the second in 24 hours,
was made in conjunction with British
troops, all of whom reached their ob-
jective. On the north, our hold upon
Reservior Hill was made absolutely
by the gallant advance of the British
soldiers, who went forward without a
check despite heavy enemy shelling.
The German trenches on the eastern
side were cccupied within half an hour
after the attack began. ‘Throughout
the day there had been incessant artil-
lery activity. The Germans kept Cou-
lotte and the Lens-Arras road under
shrapnel fire throughout the after-
noon, evidently to make difficult the
assemblage of troops for a further ad-
vance into Avion. Their former front
line on the outskirts of Avion was al-
so hammered with high explosives,
and considerably damaged. Our guns
did much counter battery work to the
east of Lens, where most of the
enemy’s guns are now located. There
was comparative calm for a short
time -before 7 oclock, when the ap-
pointed time came. On a front of
many miles from the Scarpe to a point
north of the Souchez River, hundreds
of guns opened in a terrific cannon-
ade. Soon Reservior Hill, Lens itself,
Avion and the region to the south
were hidden behind an almost im-
penetrahle veil of smoke from burst-
ing sliclls. Amid this the infantry
who had remained inactive through-
out tiue day amid a gruelling fire,
welt forward.

Fire Sweeps
Penguin Arm.

Four Houses, Fences and Farm Crops
Destroyed—Men Labor Forty Hours
to Save Property.

A tremendous forest fire has been
raging along the northern part of
Middle Arm since Friday, and on Sun-
day it looked as though the whole of
Penguin Arm would be wiped out.

Hy. Riles had his dwelling house de-
stroyed. A school house and belong-
ings belonging to Wells and Woods,
as well as people’s fences all along
the northern side of Penguin Arm,
from Woman Cove to Kennedy's were
swept by the flames. All the women
and children had to be taken to the
southern side of Middle arm to es-
cape the conflagration. Thos. Kenne-
dy and four men with him werked un-
ceasingly for forty hours in order to
save his place. On Monday the fire
was working out towards Flett's
place which was then in immediate
danger, and up to the bottom of the
Arm.—Western Star, June 27th.
