Making Matters Worse

This work has to .be done very

}ing above ths water is a dirty grey
| flat surface which cannot be obser-
ved until the ship is right into it.

In clear weather icebergs can
| themselves bec seen a very long way
off .and often give warning of their
presence for miles by the “iceblink”
or lightening on the horizon both by
day and night.

Bergs Hidden fn Fog ]

Unfortunately*they are all too often
surrounded by fog, in which case it
is very difficult indeed to detect their

4 presence. The cld theory that bergs

can be detected by the cooling of the
airand water is now entircly explod-
ed.

- A ship’s officer on the look-out for
icebergs, usually listens intently for
an echo from his foghorn and for a
sound of the sca breaking against
the ice or of smeall pieces of ice
rending away fram the mass as it
begins to melt. Another good sign
is the presence cf seals and certain
birds at an unusuval distance from
“4and, but all these indications are un-
certain. Ice makes it difficult to
break Atlantic speed records in the
summer when the conditions appear
most favorable, for as a matter of
precaution all the passenger com-
panies send their steamers very
much farther south then than in the
winter months in order to be clear

of its presence.
