JACK BELL (The Ex-Champion)
Who Held The Loeal Championship
For Eight Years.

Jack Bell, after completing his edu-
cation at St. Patrick’s Hall Schools,
tock up running at the age of 185
years, and with a number of his class-
mates, who were also eagerly bent
on showing their wares, much running
was resorted to on the roads around
Long Pond, Smithville a.nd\ﬂcinty
Walter Bell, a twin brother of Jack,
whom we regret to state passed away
several years ago in Montreal; and
who ,also had a splendid running re-
cord, (second /n the Boston Marathon
in 1912) was always Jack’s;most dan-
gerous opponent.
