Mitchell presented a petition 
from Richard McCruden, praying the 
Council to grant him a certificate in or­
der that he might procure a license for 
the Bullfrog Tavern.

Mr. Chadwick presented the report of 
the Finance Committee, which was as 
follows :

FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT.
The Finance Committee beg to report 

that they have considered the various pe­
titions referred to them, and recommend 
that $8.88 be refunded to Messrs. Mills & 
Melvin, for taxes paid by them on lots 90 
and 91, Guelph , for 1862, the same hav 
ing also been paid by the Canada Com­
pany. That the amounts required to re­
deem the lots mentioned in the petitions 
df W. S. G. Knowles, C. Horning, J. Mc­
Kee, and J. T. Leslie be paid, said lots 
having been incorrectly sold. That the 
amount paid by the Mechanics’ Institute 
for use of Town Hall for a course of lec­
tures by Dr.Howitt.for five nights, not so 
used, be refunded. That the accounts of 
J. B. Thornton, and C. W. Chewett for 
blanks be paid. That no action be taken 
in the case of James Perry, the collector 
having returned “ no effects,” against the 
occupant Knox. That the Clerk do pro­
cure a copy of the Statutes for 1868-69, 
lor each member of Council. They fur­
ther report that the Court of Revision 
duly held their sittings as advertised,and 
having made a few alterations, passed 
and confirmed the assessment roll of 
1869.—Adopted.

Mr. Mitchell presented the following 
report of the Road and Bridge Committee:

ROAD AND BRIDGE REPORT.
Your Committee beg to report that in 

accordance with the last finance report 
they have considered the several items of 
proposed expenditure on streets and high­
ways, and made considerable reduction 
on them in order to make it possible to 
meet all the liabilities of the current year

in which the necessary proof can be ob­
tained, the parties violating the law have 
been summoned and fined in accordance 
with the Statute.—Adopted.

The Council went into committee of 
the whole on the Road and Bridge Re­
port ; Mr. McCurry in the chair. It 
was adopted with very little discussion, 
and passed, when the Council resumed, 
with the understanding that the com­
mittee would consider further whether it 
would be advisable to raise the Eramosa 
Bridge three feet higher as they had 
recommended. Mr. Goldie and the 
Mayor also spoke about the advantage of 
letting the work on the streets by con­
tract, and Mr. Mitchell replied that the 
committee would let what they could in 
this way.

Mr. Chadwick complimented the com­
mittee on their report. He thought their 
efforts to bring their expenditure within 
the estimates was very commendable, 
and merited the thanks of the Council. 
The report was not exactly what he or 
some other members wished, yet it was 
such that they would raise no objections 
to it.

Mr. McCurry, with leave given, intro­
duced by-laws “for the inquisition and 
collection of. taxes in the Town of 
Guelph for 1869,” “for regulating the 
constructing of privies and privy vaults, 
and for altering and cleaning the same,” 
and “for regulating the duties of the 
Clerk and Treasurer of the Town of 
Guelph. The By-laws were read a first 
and second time.

Moved and seconded that the petition 
of Wm. Bookless be granted on his com­
plying with the by-law and statutes re­
ferring to transfer of licenses. Carried.

On motion Richard McCruden’s peti­
tion was also granted on his complying 
with the necessary conditions.

Moved by Mr. Robertson, seconded by 
Mr. Wood, that the Mayor, the Reeve, 
Messrs. Sayers, Bruce and Day be ap­
pointed to inspect the work done by J. 
Hart, and if found to be done in accord­
ance with the specifications to grant an 
order on the Treasurer for the amount of 
the contract. Carried.

The Council adjourned.

gineer, J. Irvine, Secretary, and Donald 
Robertson/Contractor, visited Walkerton 
last week, and presented the claims of 
the road for a grant of money from the 
County .Council to aid in its extension.

Mr. Brown, in his address to the Coun­
cil, said the Company had tasked the 
County of Brace to withhold any aid 
until the first section was placed under 
contract and was in due course of con­
struction, and the Company was in a po­
sition to show its ability Lu proceed with 
the second section—from Fergus to Har- 
xiston. The Company was now in that 
position, and he was able to produce 
ample evidence of its ability to build the 
road to Harriston, the debentures to that 
point being actually deposited, and the 
bonus now asked was to continue the 
road through the County of Bruce to the 
lake shore. He showed to the Council 
the actual agreements with the Great 
Western, under seal of both Companies, 
by which the-Great Western is to run, 
equip, and maintain the line as construct 
ed, and.by which value is given to the 
bonds, and without which no railway 
scheme could in these days be taken up.
The contract was also shown. Mr Brown 
explained clearly the causes of delay, and 
claimed for the directors commendation 
ior their diligence and perseverance. Mr.
Reid followed, and stated that the line 
from Guelph to Fergus would be opened 
by the first of January ; the Whole thing 
was now a moral certainty, and no doubt 
Bruce would grant its aid to carry it 
beyond the second section, 
it Other speakers followed in support of 
the application previously made for a 
grant of $350,000 as a bonus to this 
road. The Council deferred actiori till the 
deputation on behalf of the Narrow 
Gauge Railway would be heard. The 
members of that deputation addressed 
the Council on Friday night, and propos 
ed delay of action until they came to the 
boundary of- Bruce. Next day the Rail­
way Committee brought in a report in 
favor of a By-law for a bonus of $200,000 
to the first Company that will be in a po­
sition to accept, within two months, a 
proposal to build a line to Lake Huron.

Messrs. Rastall and Scholee moved an 
ar -.endment in the interest of the Nar­
row Gauge, bùt it was lost, and the re­
port adopted ; fifteen voting for, and ten 
•gainst it.

In an article on the subject, the Hamil­
ton Times ot Monday says :—" That the 
bonus will fall into the hands of the Wel­
lington, Grey, & Bruce Co., at the expira­
tion of two months, does not admit of a 
doubt. The Toronto, Grey, and Bruce 
narrow gauge advocates have undertaken 
too much at once. 'They have quite as 
heavy a task as they can get through 
with in carrying out the Toronto and Ni- 
piseing narrow guage scheme. That will 
exhaust all their energies and absorb all 
their means, and the Toronto, Grey and 
Bruce enterprise will have to be abandon­
ed. It is absolutely certain that they 
will not be prepared to go on with the 
first section of the latter either in two 
months or two years. They now admit 
that they cau, in no event, attempt to 
build the road in any other way than by 
flections. This will prevent them from 
making any claim to the bonus to be 
granted by the County of Bruce, hence 
the adoption of tlie Committee's report 
recommending the bonus to be granted 
to that Company, which shall, within 
two months,demonstrate its intention and 
ability to construct the desired line of 
railway, amounts practically to the 
granting of $200,000 in aid of the 
Wellington, Grey and Biuce Company.
We understand ttic Company are now ful­
ly prepared to take immediate steps for 
letting ôtit the contracts on the second 
section of the line from Fergus toHanis- 
ton, a distance of some fifty-six miles be­
yond Fergus. We 'may also state that 
there is no doubt the first section will be 
in full operation and the trains running 
over it by the first of January next There 
exists not a single reason to doubt that 
in a year after the opening of the first sec­
tion, the second will also bo completed.
At the next meeting of the Board of Di­
rectors, the proposition of the County of 
Bruce will come up for consideration, and 
we have little doubt that it will be ac­
cepted. That the road will be rapidly 
extended to Harriston is as certaines any 
future event can be ; but of course its ex­
tension through the County of Bruce 
must depend on the people of that coun­
ty themselves.’'

The Hamilton Deaf and Dumb Asy­
lum—A Job.

The Globe's Ottawa correspondent says.
.—Mr. Rymal having learned from Sand- 
field Macdonald that he justified the re­
moval of the Deaf and Dumb Asylum 
from Hamilton on the ground that there 
was no title to property purchased from 
Sir Allan McNab moved for a return 
showing the anftfunt ot money paid for 
the sitej and information as to the title- 
papers. After six weeks’ delay, during 
which they were repeatedly asked for, 
they have at last been brought down, 
but give very little information. They 
show that Isaac Buchanan and Hillyard 
Cameron were authorized to value the 
property in 1861 by Sir John A. Macdon­
ald, and fixed it at $20,000 for about 0 
acres, of land. Sir John A. Macdonald in 
1862, reported to the Council in favor of 
the purchase at that price,and the money 
was paid. No information as to title was 
brought down. Mr. Rymal called the at­
tention of the Government to the incom­
plete state of the return. Sir John A. 
Macdonald said on the floor of the House 
that there was something mysterious 
about it, as there was no order in Côunoil 
to pay the money. He said, also, there 
was no title. This is perhaps the most 
iniquitous job that has ever been perpet­
rated by Sir John A. Macdonald. He was 
at the time Premier, and, of course, sanc­
tioned this expenditure of money as a 
loan to Sir Allan McNab, who was his 
bitter enemy. The end of this matter 
has not yet been reached. It will be ta­
ken up next session,and a Committee will 
be asked tor to investigate,it. Mr. Rymal 
is determined to ventilate the matter 
fully.

Hon. Mr. Rose stated in the House 
on Friday night that he had pleasure 
in informing the House that the in- 
crea.se of the revenue, from the cus­
toms for the month of May, was $300,- 
000 in excess of the previous year.
