T ccture on Temperance,

A lecture was delivered by the Rev. Mr.
Manning, under the auspices of the Grand
Division of the Sons of Temperance, in
the Good Templars' Hall, Guelph, last
(Monday) evening. Mr Robt. Higham,
W, P. of the Guelph Division of the Sons
of Temperance, in the chair. After
opening with singing, and prayer by the
Rev. Dr. Davidson, the chairman intro-
duced the Lecturer, who addressed the
audience for about an hour. The lec-
turer has a good voice, is a fluent speaker,
and handled his subject in a masterly
manner, and secured the rapt attention
of his hearers, none of whom we believe
regretted being present. The rev. gen-
tleman commenced by stating that he
should speak to the point, neither fearing
the frown nor courting the smile of any
one, and if he happencd to strike hard, it
would be because they were in the way of
the shot, and nect because he aimed at
anyone in particular.

Mr. Massie referted to! the nécessity
for a switch near the passenger station
for the accommodation of the millersand
others, He argued that a switch on the
north side of the line, which would only
take some three or four feet from the
market place, would resily inconvenience
nobody; and said that a switch could
not be constructéd on the south side of
the track without a great deal of ex-
penso, as the bank would have to be
levelled and a large hole filled up near
the drill shea. It was possible the Oom-
pany might shift their track a little eo
a8 to take as little as possible from the
market place.

Mr. Richard Mitchell said the commit-
tee were' almost unanimous against
having a switch on the north side of the
track. It would interfere with the trees
and fenoes, and everything which had
been put there by the Council to give a
better appearance to the markei place,
besides impeding traffic on market days
by the gathering of teams near the vege-
table market, where there was little
enough room already.

The Couneil then went into committee
of the whole on the report, and the dis-
cussion was continued by

Mr. Davidson, who thought that the
town would perhapt pay for the levelling
of the ground on the south side of the
track, ready for laying down a switch.

Mr. Massie denounced objeclions made
to the north side switoh in warih terms ;
and went on to u{ that the petitioners
were perfectly willing to accept a switch
on the south of the track if the Connal
would have the ground levelled.

Mr. Davidson replied warmly to Mr.
Massie’s observations, and an altercation
followed.

Fuarther discussion ensned in which
the general feeling of the Council was
shown to be sirongly against a north
side switch, whilet there seemed to be
no objeetion 10 the idea of the Council
levelling the ground on the south side at
the public expense. Mr, Chadwick re-
marked that it would be the first step
towards the hoped for Union Btation.
