As is customary after the attainment 
of the objectives of his drives, Field 
Marshal Haig on Wednesday permit­
ted rt'he British troops In Flanders, to 
have a breathing spell while consolidat­
ing their gains of Tuesday along the 
Ypres front. Likewise, the French 
forces on the British left flank were 
buEily engaged in organizing their new­
ly won positions.

A heavy rain fell during the day, -and 
no attempts at strong attacks were 
made -by either side, although various 
points there were small forays in the 
nature of line ptr a lightening operations 
,by the British and French and weak at­
tempts at counter-attacks on the part 
of the Germanf. These latter maneuv­
ers all were rejtutoted and the allies held 
the German 'bafck all along the line,

ing regulations: all the owners, man­
agers, superintendents and other agents 
and employes of or in connection with 
the operations of the various grain 
elevators in Fort William or Port 
Arthur will continue to operate the said 
elevators as ‘ usual except as herein­
after provided:

Rules and Regulations 
“i. When any difference arises be­

tween any employe and his superior 
officer, the employe will have the right 
to appear before such officer, together 
with a fellow-employe chosen by him 
to maintain that he was in the right;

the -right to appear before the said di­
rector together with the presiding of­
ficer of Local Union N-o.

QUESTION OF TONNAGE

British Government Heeds 
30,000 Tons of Oil Per 
Month and Is Likely 

To Get It
Washington, Oct. 10.—An ample sup­

ply of fuel oil for the British navy 
was assured today at h conference be 
tween their government représenta 
tives, Standard Oil officials and mem 
bers of tlhe shipping board. Oil re­
serve in Great Britain has run so low, 
the conference disclosed, that many 
British warships have been forced to 
remain inactive.

To remedy this situation, the ship­
ping board will rush construction of 
58 oil tankfers recently commandeered 
in shipto-uiiding yards, and is consider­
ing building at least 40 more. The 
problem i*a one of tonnage, as there is 
an abundance, of oil. on this side of 
the AUantiç.

The British representatives proposed 
that the shipping board requisition 
the Standard Oil company to carry 
supplies, to their navy, but the ship­
ping board did not think this would 
help matters much.

The British representatives of the 
Standard CMl will continue the confer­
ence in New York with the shipping 
board, w-here details will be worked out..

The British government requires 
about 39,000 tons of oil a month.

The members of the Borden gov­
ernment have spent much of their 
time in their dishonest task, of brand­
ing their opponents as disloyal. But 
what of the score or so of eminent 
members of the government who have 
left the front ranks to take rich posi­
tions, life jobs in the civil service?

Sir George Foster, not disgusted 
with politics, will retire to the 
senate.

Col. Maclean, M.P., of Charlotte­
town, has 'been appointed controller 
of the mounted; police.

Gerald Brabazon, M.P., of Pontiac, 
has taken the position of inspection 
of storage dams on the Ottawa river.

Frank Shepard, M.P., of Nanaimo, 
has a somewhat similar position at 
the coast.

Claude Macdounell and several 
other members have been appointed 
to the senate.

Sir George Perley is to become 
high commissioner.

It is said that Hon. Mr. Burrell 
will be appointed clerk of the house 
or to some such position; that Hon. 
Mr. Crothera will be made a judge, 
and that Hon. Frank Cochrane will 
be appointed to some post on the 
C.N.R.

And this does not include them 
all.

At this time when Canada is in 
need of her strongest and most ex­
perienced sons in parliament, these 
men scurry to well-feathered nests.

Britain and Canada at this time 
expect every man to do his duty. 
This is a time of special effort and 
special sacrifice. Canada expects the 
better positions to be reserved to 
the heroes who return from the front 
incapacitated from further action.

And what do we see? A ‘band of 
government favorites capturing all 
the good jobs.

That is a sidelight upon the methods 
of -the present administration.

A man who cannot guess well has 
no right to write very much about 
the political situation in Canada.

If there is much more delay in the 
holding of an election, it is possible 
thalt the war will be over and the 
soldiers back in Canada.

Every western man of any con­
sideration has been suggested as 
memiber of ithe union government 
with the exception of one, Lucien 
Boudreau.

THE SLACKER WEALTH
When R. B. Bennett informed an 

audience of women in Calgary that 
conscription of wealth was now prac­
tically in force in Canada, he may not 
have been speaking for the govern­
ment, but he was defending the pol­
icy of the administration.

There is no conscription of wealth 
or anything like conscription of 
wealth in Canada. Canada has made 
no move towards the most moderate 
form of wealth conscription. It has 
not gone as far in that direction as 
the United States.

Compare Canada and Britain.
The taxation since war began in 

Great Britain has increased from $18 
per head! to $61 per head. Of this 
average $61 which every man, woman 
and child pays annually to the gov­
ernment, $50 is collected by direct 
taxation, namely, income tax, excess 
profits tax and death duties of in­
heritance tax. •

This is to some extent conscription 
of wealth. An indirect tax comes 
from the people.

Now what has Canada done? For 
the year ending last March, Can­
ada’s revenue reached $232,000,000, of 
which $12,500,000 came from direct 
taxation, and $219,500,000 from in­
direct taxation.

Britain’s revenue is made up -by 82 
per cent of direct taxation on wealth, 
and 18 per cent on indirect taxation, 
which falls upon the people.

In Onada only 5 1-2 per cent of 
the revenue is from wealth, and 
94 1-2 per cent comes upon the peo­
ple. The wealth of the country is 
paying for the war in Britain. The 
wealth of the country is paying for 
no share of the war in Canada.

GOVT. CONTROL
President Wilson Will Issue 
Order, Placing 20 Differ­

ent Commodities on 
Control List

Wa'shlrug-ton, Oct. 1-0.—Virtually all 
the staple foods consumed by the Am­
erican people will he put under gov­
ernment control on November 1.

The food administration announced 
that within a few days, President Wil­
son will issue an order requiring that 
manufacturers and distributors of 
twenty fundamental foods operate un­
der license restrictions designed to 
prevent unreasonable profits and to 
stop speculation and hoarding.

Regulations will bë prescribed for 
meat packers, cold storage houses, 
millers, cannens, elevators, grain deal­
ers and wholesale dealers and retail­
ers doing a business of more than 
$li00,000 annually in the commodities 
to be named.

Hydro-Electric Power Co.’s 
Service Not Satisfae-, 

tory
City officials state that between May 

1, 19116, and August 31, 191,7, there were 
49 interruptions of power on the lines 
over which the Hydro-Electric Power 
company furnish the city with power. 
During these interruptions the city was 
greatly inconvenienced. Sometimes the 
power was off for a minute or two, 
sometimes it was off for hours, and 
in several cases for a day at a time. 
The company were penalized from 30 
cents up. The total amount of penal­
ties received in the period mentioned 
is $574.72. But the penalty exacted is 
in no way commensurate with the loss 
sustained.

The present contract with the power 
company expires shortly and before it 
is renewed or as a condition of the 
renewal, the commissioners will Insist 
that the power company install better 
transmission lines so a sto prevent the 
recurrence of these interruptions.

Superintendents of Saskat­
chewan Systems Strong 

for One-Man Cars
A- H- Dion, superintendent o-f the 

M-oose Jaw street railway, and D. W.
Huston, superintendent of the Regina 
street railway, are in town inspecting 
the one-man cars, or, as they call them, 
the safety cars.

Mr. Dion told The Albertan that they 
had heard of the great success of these 
cars in Calgary, and had come up to 
look them over. They had watched 
the operation of the cars for two days 
and were very much pleased with them.
Not only did they appeal to him as 
a saving in the cost of operation, but 
from the point of safety he thought 
they were a great improvement on the 
two-ipan cars. He believed that with 
passengers getting on at the front, 
under*the eye of the man operating the 
car, the danger from platform accidents 
was practically eliminated. Most of 
these accidents were caused by the lack 
of co-operation between the conductor 
and the motorman. He is prepared to 
introduce this type o-f car into Moose 
Jaw as soon as the, present law for­
bidding them is repealed.

London, Oct. 10.—A dispatch to the 
Central News from Amsterdam says 
that at the conclusion of Admiral von 
Capelle's statement In the reichstag on 
the mutiny in the German navy» there 
were scenes of a most disorderly char­
acter, the shouts from the other depu­
ties being heard above the interrup­
tions of the Socialists.

(The (Centrist member, Herr Trim- 
born, declared that if the three depu­
ting named by Admiral von Capelle 
had transgressed the law it would be 
a question of high treason. The Con­
servative member, Herr Kxetch, said 
If the three men were guilty their par­
liamentary immunity must be rescind­
ed and that they must be prosecuted. 
'Tf the charges are true,” this inem'ber 
continued, “the German language con­
tains no word strong enough to brand 
such action.”

Herr 'Ebert, the Socialist leader, said 
'the government ought to have consid­
ered the effect of such grave charges 

i on domestic and foreign politics. The 
'material that Admiral von Capelle had 
! produced)* he added, did not justify his 
i charge against the Independent (Social­
ists and the chancellor had' set one 
I party outside the pale at a moment 
when a different situation necessitated 
the utmost unity.

Fight With All Strength
•iWe regard it our duty to fight with 

all our strength a government which 
indulges in such a policy,” Herr Ebert 
concluded. x

Gustave Stressemann, National Lib­
eral, urged the necessity of the fullest 
investigation of the charges against 
Deputies Hasse, Vogtherr and Ditt- 
zhann, which, he said, had aroused 
great suspicion as to the action of the 
Independent Socialist

Socialist Leader's Statement
Herr Hasse, leader of the Socialist 

minority in the reichstag, replying to 
Adnjiral von Capelle, said: “It is true 
that the sailor of whom Admiral von 
Capelle spoke had a talk with me in 
the party* conference room, but it is 
incorrect to say that he proposed such 
a plan to me. The sailor In question 
voiced his strong discontent and anger. 
The sailors had become eager subscrib­
ers to independent periodicals and 
evinced a desire for intellectual culture 
while on land. I pointed out to him 
that this was permissible, but warned 
him to be careful and proceed cautious­
ly.”

Deputy Vogtherr said that he had 
also spoken with the sailor referred 
to and had repeatedly discussed -with 
him the conditions on his ship and in 
the navy. Sailors and deputies were 
entitled to do this, according to Deputy 
Vogtherr, who declared it was incor­
rect to say that the mutiny had orig­
inated with them.

Deputy Dittmann said that sailors 
and marines had also visited him, but 
there was no talk of such a plan as 
mentioned by Admiral von Capelle.
^he admiral, again rising, denied that 

they had accused the Independent So­
cialists of hatching plans and influ­
encing sailors, and added that he pos­
sessed documentary evidence of every­
thing he had said. Then, amid a great 
tumult of applause and protests from 
the right and left of the house respec­
tively, von Capelle declared that the 
guilty parties had confessed to having

They are willing to pay 55 cents 
per hour for nine months. They claim 
that they made this offer through Fair 
Wage Commissioner Harrison. But the 
men dispute that statement, as they 
never heard of it before.

The men refused to accept the offer 
on principle. They are still out and have 
inserted* an advertisement in the local 
press advising all painters to keep away 
from Calgary.

Lexington, Ky., Oct. 10.—A. H. Coeden’s 
grand filly, The Real Lady, driven by 
Thomas Murphy, today reduced the 
world’s record for 3-year-old trotters to 
2.Q3, beating the record of 2.03 1-2 made 
by Peter Volo here in 1914 in a trial 
against time.

COMMISSIONERS
SETTLE CLAIMS

Several Damages Claims 
Against City Disposed Of
As all damage claims for amounts less 

than $500 may be settled by the com­
missioners without reference to the coun­
cil, the commissioners yesterday approved 
of settling the following claims, which 
were recommended toy the city solicitor:

A claim for damages amounting to 
$4<89.60 made on behalf of Miss Martin. 
One on behalf of the Imperial Oil company 
for $25.00 for damages sustained by a 
collision between a coal wagon and a 
street car. A claim for $5 for a damaged 
auto tire belonging to Mr. Livey, caused 
toy the rough edge of a piece of pavement 
in course of being repaired. A claim for 
|16 owing to damages caused by a colli­
sion between his auto and an auxiliary 
street car.

(Boulogne, France, Oat. 10.—The 
Waacs have ceased to be a novelty in 
this part of France. Waacs, be it 
known, is a time-saving designation 
for members of the women’s auxiliary 
army corps.

Their neat khaki uniforms dot the 
cobbled streets during working hours, 
and afterward sprinkle the nearby 
country roadie, frequently under mascu­
line escort, which Indicates that they 
are popular with the male branch of 
the army.

Product of New Warfare
The army has got. so used to new 

developments that even the firs-t ap­
pearance of the Waacs aroused but a 
passing sensation. Nevertheless they 
are in their -way a curiosity, something 
really new in the history of soldiers 
and soldiering. These organized bat­
talions of uniformed women for non- 
combatant duties are a direct product 
of the new warfare which is fought 
not only by the soldier and won not 
only in the field.

This army life which the Waacs are 
leading is real army life, under real 
army discipline, in real army barracks, 
and it will leave its mark on the woman 
who has lived it just as truly as army 
life with leave its mark for years upon 
the manhood of England and America.

Suffer from Homesickness
During the first month or two of 

her life here, the Waac suffers seri­
ously from homesickness. Considering 
her newness to barrack conditions, this 
is not to be wondered at. There is 
none of the. privacy of the home in 
barracks, and close quarters with seven 
or more to a bedroom, is not suited to 
every temperament. For most girls 
fresh from the comforts of home there 
is a shaking down process which fre­
quently requires several weeks before 
the ache of ^homesickness Is conquered 
and the individual adapts herself to 
the small discomforts of camp life and 
atmosphere.

The work of the Waacs has been a 
success; their number are steadily in­
creasing, and they are learning to fight 
off the blues, even on those long rainy* 
evenings which will soon begin to come 
far too frequently, by games and con­
certs and lectures and studies.

When watching a cricket match at 
Beacon HiU Park recently a tally-ho 
hove, in sight. The speller opefltod fire 
with:

“On the right, ladies an’d gentleman, 
you 'may s>ae the Dunsm-Ulr’s Castle, 
the Water Tower, and the Governor’s 
residence. In the corner of the field is 
the Bowling Green, and on the afield it­
self is a cricket game.”

The tally-ho came -to a standstill and 
the informative guide continued:

“Yes, Ma’am, that is the English 
game of cricket. They play here 
every Saturday. The man running 
with the ball is the bowler. They 
throw it like a baseball, but they have 
to throw it above the head or it’s a 
fo-ul ball He throws it at the three 
sticks at each end. Yes, they Just 
have the one bowler. He- bowls at each 
end* and they have to say who is go­
ing to )be bowler at the ‘beginning of 
the game and he bowls all the time. 
Yes, there’s Just two bases, and they 
try to catch the men with the bat off 
the bases just the same. Oh, yes! they 
have to run if they hit the ball.”

“Why didn’t they run that time? Oh 
I reckon that must have been a fo-ul 
ball. The bowler lb owls from one end 
until the referees (them’s the men in 
the white coats) thinks he’s tired; 
then they changes him to the other 
end. Another man bowling now. 
Ma’am? No, same man but took his 
sweater off. The man with the pads 
on his legs is the catcher. If he 
catches a ball after the batsmen have 
hit it they are both out; he’s the only 
one who may catch them out. Them 
that’s batted takes catcher next. The 
batsmen are allowed three bits at t-he 
ball, but if they miss it three times 
running they are out. That’s a bound­
ary.

“Why -have they stopped running? 
Guess it was a foul ball. There, he’s 
knocked one of the sticks down. He’s 
out. They uster play they had to 
knock all the sticks down but they 
changed it to one.

“How long do they play a match? 
Ob! if you’re passing this way next 
week at this time, Ma’am, they’ll may­
be be finish in.’ ”

And the tally-ho trundled on bearing 
its load of enlightened passengers, to 
glean new facts about the deer pen on 
the left.—Victoria Times.

Correspondence Places Von 
Bernstorff in Very Unde­
sirable Position, .

Washington, Oct. 10.—Secretary 
Lansing drew up on his collection of 
Becret German diplomatic correspond­
ence again today to shed further 2‘gpht 
upon what the German foreign, office 
and general staff were d<*ing in this 
country while nominally at peace with 
the "United States.

He gave to the public, without com­
ment, as usual, three brief cablegrams, 
disclosing that mare than a year before 
'submarine piracy drove America to 
war, the Bertdn government was in­
structing Ambassador von Bernstorff 
to arrange for destruction of Canadian 
railroads, and to uee Irtsh-Americans 
in carrying on sabotage in their own 
country. They showed, too. that von 
Bernstorff, on his part, was even at 
that early date seeking authority to 
support a campaign to influence con­

i'he statement follows:
•‘The secretary of state publishes the 

following two telegrams from the Ger­
man foreign office to Count von Bem­
storff in January, 1916:

“January 3.—Secret general staff de­
sires general action in regard to pro­
posed destruction of Canadian Pacific 
railway at several points with a view 
to complete and protracted interrup­
tion of traffic. Capt. Boehm, who is 
known on your side and is shortly re­
turning, has -been given instructions. 
Inform ttie military attache and pro­
vide the necessary funds.

(iSgd-) ZIMMERMAN.”

A Vigorous Campaign
"The following telegram from Count 

Von Bernstorff to the foreign office in 
Berlin was sent in September, 1316 :

The emibar^p con^pree 
in regard ,to whose earlier fruitful co- 

. operation Dr. Hale can give informa­
tion, is just about to enter upon a vig- 

I orous campaign to secure a majority in 
both houses of congress favorable to 
Germany and requests further support. 
There is no possibility of our being 
compromised. Request telegraphic re­
ply.”

What About Dr. Hale?
In this latest step of exposures, the 

state department believes it has re­
moved the last doubt that Count von 
Bernstorff was the directing head in 
America of the German machine for 
espionage. The revelations of the part 
played by Jeremiah O’Leary was not 
unexpected and the fact that his name 
was suggested by Sir. Roger Casement, 
who later gyas executed in England on 
the charge of treason, already had been 
indicated in earlier disclosures made by 
the department. The injection of the 
name "Dr. Hale” into the German or­
ganization was something of a surprise, 
however, and gave immediate rise to 
speculation as to just what individual 
was meant. Dr. William Bayard Hale, 
acting as a newspaper correspondent, 
was then in Germany and admittedly 
close to the Berlin government.

Secretary Lansing adhered to the 
same policy of silence today as has 
characterized previous disclosures, add­
ing this last chapter of German perfidy 
without comment or interpretation. It 
has been understood that the state de­
partment and the department of jus­
tice have other records of Bernstorff s 
activity.-

Publication of the German foreign 
office message referring to Jeremiah 
O’Leary caused many, smiles of grim 
satisfaction at the White House. It 
was recalled at «the presidential cam* 
ïtoign O’Leary, as president of the 
American Truth Society, telegraphed 
the president that he and many other 
Americans would not vote for Mr. Wil­
son on account of his international pol­
icy. The president replied from his 
summer home at Shadow Lawn, under 
date of September 29, 19-16:

•*Your telegram received. I would 
feel deeply mortified to have you or 
anybody like you vote foi* me. Since 
you have access to many disloyal 
Americans and I have not, I will ask 
you to Convey this message to them.

Houltholst forest and Broodseinde has 
rêsulted in another great success- Over 
much of this front the attacking troops 
swept forward to a depth of 1,2>00 yards 
or more, overrunning man important 
strongholds of the scattered enemy.

This afternoon the allies were digging 
In almost on the outskirts of Houl­
tholst forest, the British were beyond 
Poelcapelle after sanguinary hand-to- 
hand fighting, and further south they 
had gained the Passchendaele ridge 
Within less than l.-OOO yards of Pass­
chendaele, thereby wrenching away al­
most all that remained to the Germans 
k>f their famous Passchendaele-Ghelu- 
hvelt ridge system of fortifications.

German Losses Great
Again the German losses have been 

great and reports from all along the 
line indicate that their organization 
and morale were hit hard.

It has 'been another wonderful per­
formance on the part of the allies and 
the victory has been more remarkable 
because of the tremendous natural dif­
ficulties to the advance. The rain of 
the last two days had turned much of 
the battle ground into a morass, 
through which the French and the men 
of the (British empire floundered knee 
deep. How they could make their way 
forward over much ground; less fight 
over It. is the amazing thing. This

Daisy wood, just north of Brood­
seinde, was still holding out at the 
latest report, but it was virtually sur­
rounded.

A separate attack made by the Brit­
ish south of the main offensive line 
—on a narrow front embracing Reutel 
and IPolderhoek—was reported to be 
successful. No deep advance was at­
tempted here, the operation being 
mainly to improve the positions reach­
ed 'last Thursday.

On the whole the Germans made a 
weak resistance today.

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The Germans attempted one counter­
-attack of considerable size- This was 
astride the Ypres-iRoulers railway and 
was smashed by the British artillery 
fire.

Virtually Wiped Out
Ae in the battle last Thursday a large 

"body of Germans was caught unawares 
and virtually wiped out. An entire 
German division — the 227 th — was/ 
brought up during the night to relieve 
the division in the line between Poel- 
capelle and the Houltholst forest. They 
were transported in motor lorries from 
Roulers and arrived at the advanced 
positions about 3 o’clock this morning. 
They were ignorant of the nature of 
the country, and when caught in the 
attack some two hours later they were 
bewildered and put up little resistance-

The attack was launched as dawn 
was breaking. The French army on 
the left flank of the British were fac­
ing probably the worst section along 
the line, for the ground over which they 
had to advance was interlaced with 
little streams, and the rain had turned 
the ground into a bog.

The French pushed forward rapidly, 
however, reducing numerous German 
pill boxes and redoubts, and had ac­
complished all they had set out to do 
by 10 o’clock. This meant that they 
were some 600 yards beyond Mange- 
laer and almost at the edge of the 
Houltholst, forest. Heavy casualties 
were inflicted on the Germans by the 
«preliminary bombardment and during 
the fighting. At an early hour the 
SFVench reported the capture of several 
hundred prisoners, and also that their 
own losses were light

Mud and Water Encountered
The northern flank of the British at­

tack had to cross the Broonlbeek river 
(and much mud and water werexencoun- 
Itered. The troops, however, negotiated 
i the crossing without much delay. The 
| region was studded with concrete re- 
, doubts and the embankment of the 
1 Ypres-Staden railway7 furnished good 
, cover from which the Germans could 
work their machine guns to advantage.

I The other redoubts gave little trouble, 
but several near the railway northwest 
of (Poelcapelle put up strenuous resist­
ance. There was heavy fighting at 

jKoitout, north of Langemarck, where 
there was a nest of redoubts. For the 
most part the Germans In this region 
surrendered without making strong re­
sistance.

Hottest Work pf Day
gome of the hottest rork of the day 

’.occurred in the town o^Poelcapelle. In 
;last Thursday's drive the British had 
, established themselves in the western 
half- of the village and fighting has 

, continued there ever since. At dawn 
today hand-to-hand fighting among the 

; ruins began in earnest and the Ger- 
, mans were gradually pushed back to 
the eastern outskirts of the town, 
where they took up a position In a big 
brewery- This place was well fortified 
and every window furnished an open­
ing for a machine gun. The battle 
continued several hours, but early in 
the afternoon it was announced that 
the Germans had been forced to evacu­
ate the brewery and to withdraw still 
further.

Held Thinly by Germans
The forward line in the region of 

IPoelcapelle was held thinly by the 
Germans, and except for the fight in 
the town Itself the British had com­
paratively -little difficulty in breaking 
through. The advance on the Pass­
chendaele ridge involved the capture 
of many redoubt positions. A small 
party of British troops who joined in 
the attack in this section had marched 
1H hours through the deep mud and 
water before they reached their assem­
bly line. During the journey they fell 
into shell holes full of water, and often 
had to pause to pull one another out 
of the boggy -ground; Half an hour 
after their arrival they went over the 
top and fought gallantly. The story 
of the fighting in this section is much 
the same as elsewhere, tie Germans 
apparently being demoralized and giv­
ing little resistanca .

Machine Guns in Trees
One temporary disconcerting feature 

was encountered as the troops neared 
the town of Passchendaele. The Brit­
ish shells had not destroyed all the 
trees here and the Germans had mount­
ed machine guns in them- From these
