The F|re Department.
There has been considerable complaint 

made lately in regard to the working of 
the fire department. It is currently stated 
that in the case of the fire at Mr. T. R.
Smith’s residence the chief did not turn 
up until after the fire was out, and was 
then in a condition that would not allow 
of his being useful. For his own reputa­
tion and that of the department it would 
be only reasonable on his part that he 
should ask for an investigation. -The 
latest charge against the department is 
that, on the occasion of the fire on Broad 
street yesterday morning, five minutes 
elapsed from the time the alarm 
sounded on the bell before anyone put in 
an appearance in the engine room. The 
fire, which was undoubtedly the work of 
an incendiary, was put out by the use of 
buckets of water before the department was 
ready for service.

It did not need a statesman of Prince 

Bismarck’s capacity to appreciate the ad­
vantages of an alliance between Germany 
and Italy, and the latter country, out of 
gratitude for past benefits and expectation 
of future support in possible difficulties, 
has every reason to cling closely to her 
Teutonic neighbor. The interview of the 
German chancellor and Signor Crispi, and 
subsequent renewal of the triple alliance, 
are referred to by the highest authority as 
no guarantee of peace, but are generally 
considered as a menace to France, and it 
is certain that the latter nation looks upon 
it as such. Italy can thank Germany for 
the restoration of Rome and Venice, while 
she cannot forget that for more than a 
score of years her national capital was 
kept from her by a French garrison. The 
common people of Italy have a fear of the 
French and an aversion to them which 
they do not hesitate to manifest whenever 
they have an opportunity. The rein­
forcement of garrisons in the south of 
1 ranee is emphatic evidence of what Gal­
lic statesmen think of the Freiderich con­
ference and its results, and what confi­
dence they place in the statement that the 
alliance was conceived and consummated 
in the interests of peace. Twelve battal­
ions of chasseurs and two regiments of 
mountain artillery,-as recently demanded 
of the French chamber by the minister of 
war to insure the defense pf the Alps, 
further demonstrates that officially the 
opinion of a possible condition of affairs 
on the frontier. Nor has Italy been idle 
on her side of the border. The utmost 
care has been taken to prevent any in­
spection of the works that are to be erect­
ed near the French line, and the visible 
ones at Clevare, their nearest point to 
Briançon, the French Alpine stronghold 
and the key to the passes of Mounts Cenis 
and St. Bernard and the Simplon, do not 
exercise the French minds so much as the 
excavations erected night and day under 
the road on the Italian side of the descent 
of Mount Genievive.

PortNEXTyoarthe United States will have 
to go through the trying experience of an­
other presidential election. Already the 
various parties are hard at work getting 
reedy for the biggest political fight that 
any of them have ever taken part in. The 
situation is so perplexing and full of un­
solved proplems that the most confident 
political weather prophets hesitate and 
feel unable to say which way the wind of 
victory will blow in the autumn of 1888. 
The number of parties in the field was 
never so great. The Democrats and Re­
publicans are splendidly organized and 
full of aggressive energy. If the matter 
of electing a successor to President Cleve­
land was left entirely to them the conflict 
would be simply a very earnest political 
duel, with the chances in favor of the 
Democrats. But the other tickets that 
will be in the field make reliable calcula- 

— tionS out of tiie question. Henry George 
will probably head a ticket supported by 
one wing of labor organizations, while the 
socialists propose putting up a candidate 
who will fight under the red flag*. Of 
course the prohibitionists will be in the 
field, and there is talk of several new 
parties. No one can say how many votes 
these irregulars will be able to score, or 
whether the largest number will come 
from the Republican or Democratic ranks. 
From the standpoint of an outsider, it 
seems that iu spite of all this complexity 
there is still one man in the country who 
would certainly secure a majority of the 
electoral college. If this statesman can 
be induced to accept a second term there 
is no reason why President Cleveland 
should not be hie own successor.

Arrow Throning-A Yorkshire Sport. ,

A “Yorkshireman” sends to the Stand­
ard the following description of the 
of arrow throwing. The Yorkshire “ 
throwing” consists in throwing an arrow 
the greatest distance, and not in aiming 
at a mark, the ground from the stanch 
point being measured out into spaces, 
each twenty yards apart radiating from 
the centre or stand point, and which are 
generally marked by small branches or 
twigs stuck into the ground, and called 
“scores,” the one throwing the most 
scores winning the match, say out of 
about thirty or forty throws. The “arrow” 
is not a javelin or assegai, but very 
similar to the arrow used in modern 
archery, though without any feathers at 
the base or metal at the point. It is 
jenerally made of light, soft wood, vary­
ing in length from two to three feet, ac­
cording to the fancy of the thrower. It 
is rather thicker at the point than the 
base, and sometimes is made 
of wood, box being used for the p. >int and 
willow for the base. The method of 
throwing is as follows : The “thrower” 
takes a stout piece of whipcord about a 
yard and-a-half in length, a knot being 
tied at one end so as to form a “button,’7 
round which the cord is “hitched,” after 
having been passed round the base end 
of the arrow, and a few invhes from that 
end; the cord is then brought down to 
the point, which the thrower bolds in his 

d, the cord being perfectly tight i 
parallel to the arrow to prevent it slip­
ping from the “button,” or knot, at the 
base until it is released in the act of 
throwing. The “thrower” then passes 
the remainder of the cord round his 
hand, in order to insure a better grip, and 
taking a run of several yards, ag a bowler 
does at cricket, throws the arrow with; a 
jerk, overhand, as one would throw a ball 
or stone, the cord slipping from the arrdw 
and over the knot as soon as the neces­
sary impetus is given.

HOW MUSIC BOXES ABE MADE.
And all classes of work coining under the name 

of Lithography in the highest, style of ihe Art.
The principle of manufacture is simple.

The different parts comprise, a brass roller 
studded with fine points of the hardest 
steel, a steel comb, the teeth of which 
give the sounds, a spring to give the re­
volving motion to the cylinder and a fly­
wheel or fan to regulate the revolving mo­
tion. The music has first to be arranged 
by a thorough artist. The cylinder which 
comes from the machine-shop is then 
placed in the hands of a woman, who, 
with the aid of the music and a very in­
genious machine, marks the places on ,ihe 
cylinder where the points are to be insert­
ed. Another person drills all the little 
holes and another inserts the points. The 
cylinder is then filled with molten 
and then placed on a lathe and revolved 
quickly. The cement adheres to the in­
side surface and thus bolds the points.
A hole is left^n the centre of the cylinder 
for the axis. The points are then filed 
down so as to be of equal length. The 
comb is tuned by a tuner, who first files 
the teeth, without excessive care, to rive 
them the proper flexibility, and then files 
them near the base to lower the tones 
and near the point to sharpen the tones.
The operation of fastening the cylinder 
and comb to the bed-plate requires much 
accuracy, so that the points of the cylin­
der and the comb will exactly meet. A 
woman following the music then 
the points on the cylinder .slightly for­
ward in order to secure, more strength, 
but more especially to make the chords 
drop simultaneously and causes the runs 
or roulades to play evenly. Size in music 
boxes increases both their volumes and 
their richness in tone. A cylinder, ten, in­
ches long can be made to play six», eight, 
ten or twelve airs well, but it. will play 
six or eight airs better and with more 
sweetness and harmony of sound thari it 
can be made to play a greater number.
The reason of this is that, more, points on 
they cylinder and more, teeth in the comb 
can be used for each air if there are fewer 
airs. The space between the teeth de­
creases with the number of airs. If the 
cylinder is increased in diameter the airs 
may be prolonged. A music box is lik 
watch. It will last » lifetime if it is good 
to begin with, and is treated well and with 
care. Most owners of music boxes object 
to using them except for company. Th 
fact is, a music box should be used every 
day, just as a watch should be wound up 
every day. —Jewelry News.

FRANCE AND GERMANY.

The French are a very brave people and 
have accomplished deeds of striking per­
sonal valor, but even ITArtagnan himself 
was not ready to dash his head against a 
stone Wall. In mediæval. times it some­
times happened that two knights, fully 
armed, fought for hours, raining blows on 
each other’s helms and breast-plates, with 
no effect on the man within, finally leav­
ing off through sheer exhaustion. It is 
quite possible that both Germany and 
France are now so fully prepared that 
neither can expect to gain an easy and 
brilliant victory over the other. Itis also 
likely enough that the power standing on 
the defensive may have the advantage.

She then 
mobilized quite ten days before her foe, 

--< and at the battles of Weissemburg and 
Woerth out-numbered him by two or three 
to one. The moral effect of those early 
disasters clung to the French throughout 
the war; they never recovered the first 
shock of defeats that took the character of 
routs.

The Imperial Historical Society of Rus­
sia has recently published a volume con­
taining the correspondence of M. de 
Campredon, Envoy ot France to St. Pe­
tersburg from 1722 to 1724.

IThe dynamite gpn, the largest contri­
bution to the list of destructive engitys of 
war, after a' lengthy course of experi­
ments, is pronounced a success. The 
gun is simply a long tube with a reservoir 
of compressed air. By the release of a 
quantity of the compressed air an explo­
sive force is obtained sufficient to throw 
a dynamite shell a considerable distance. 
Mechanism connected with the shell 
causes it to explode on reaching the ob­
ject at which it is aimed. Secretary Whit­
ney, speaking of the result of the last ex­
periments, said that it had been demon­
strated that dynamite could be 
thrown a mile and a half in destructive 
quantities with considerable accuracy, and 
that the increase of the range of the gun 
and of the quantity of dynamite so as to 
make feasible the destruction of the 
strongest ironclads was merely a question 
of detail. For coast defence the secretary 
considers the dynamite gun the most im­
portant arm yet invented, as the projec­
tile thrown by it cannot be avoided by the 
nettings and other appliances used for the 
protection of ships against torpedoes. The 
only weak point in this idea is in the 
seeming forgetfulness of the fact that the 
throwing of dynamite missiles, if it should 
come to that, is a game that two can play 
at and that in such an exchange of de­
structive compliments, a moving vessel 
would perhaps have some advantage over 
a stationary fortification. The invention 
of the dynamite gun will supply the Peace 
society with an additional argument for 
the adoption of some more rational means 
of settling international differences than 
the wanton and brutal destruction of hu­
man life which disgraces modern civiliza­
tion.

.£2A government regulation has been is­
sued by which employé» of the Interco­
lonial railway are empowered to refuse 
for transport certain kinds of fish, among 
them salmdn, bass and smelt, unless the 
shipper presents a certificate properly at­
tested by the local fishery overseer that 
the fish have not been caught out of sea­
son. The difficulty has hitherto presented 
itself in regard to transportation of fish 
out of season that railway employés had 
no guarantee that the fish had been legal­
ly caught. Salmon and other qualities 
are often kept on ice until long after the 
close season has commenced, and now, 
when parties desire to ship, they will 
have to secure the necessary certificate.

Dr. Bernardo, the philanthropist, has 
secured two thousand acres of North-West 
land from the Dominion government, and 
has purchased three thousand acres more, 
intending to make of the entire block an 
industrial farm upon which lads of seven 
teen years of age and upwards will be 
educated to become farmers. A great 
many of the benevolent schemes for the 
clearing of the atmosphere of London and 
the populating of Canada are faulty in 
that they contemplate the forcing upon 
the Dominion of people for whom no em­
ployment can be found. But Dr. Ber­
nardo’s new enterprise is practical. It is 
designed to give a Canadian experience 
and a Canadian training to the young im­
migrants before they are cast adrift.

An important decision regarding the 
law governing copyright in lectures has 
been recently rendered by the English 
house of lords. The case was that of 
C&ird vs. Syme, which was originally 
brought by Professor Caird, the well- 
known professor of moral philosophy in 
the University of Glasgow, to restrain the 
defendant, a bookseller and publisher in 
Glasgow, from publishing the substance of 
certain lectures delivered by him to his 
class in the university. The house of 
lords, on appeal, sustained the plaintiff, 
holding that the delivery of the lectures 
in, the ordinary course was no publication 
and that the professor was entitled to re­
strain any and all persons from publish­
ing them without his consent.

Boston Journal: The new route to 
China via the Canadian Pacific is develop­
ing quite a traffic in manufactured cottons 
from New England points. Last week a 
shipment of 3,044 bales of cotton clefch to 
China was made via Boston and Lowell 
railroad to Newport, Vt., and Canadian 
Pacific railroad, Vt., to Vancouver, Brit­
ish Columbia, and thence by steamer to 
Yokohama and Hong Kong. The ship­
ment makes a train of twenty-six cars, 
which run through to the ship’s side at 
Vancouver, a little more than 3,200 miles 
from Boston. By this route cotton goods 
can be shipped from New England even 
without the expense of the dressing which 
English manufacturers apply to their 
packages shipped through the Suez canal. 
Instead of that we can ship the cloth in 
ordinary bales or boxes because the voyage 
being a short one and wholly in a north­
ern latitude, the condition of the goods 
on arrival will be the same as when they 
left the factory. The time required for 
the shipping of the goods from the New 
England mill to Shanghai is about thirty 
days; the time from England via the Suez 
canal to the same port is about fifty-three 
days. ______ __________

Halifax Herald: A number of our con­
temporaries are unnecessarily worried 
over the decrease in the values of Cana­
dian exports in recent years. In the first 
place, all kinds of food products, with the 
exception perhaps of beef, are cheaper 
now than they were four or five years ago, 
and more people can afford to consume 
more of our home production than for­
merly. In the second place the exten­
sion of Canadian industries has increased 
the number of workingmen whose families 
can afford to eat more of better food. ’ For 
instance, Canada exported more goods in 
value in 1882 than in any other year be­
fore or since. In that year the value of ex­
ports was nearly $17,000,000 more than 
in 1886. If an examination of the items 
of export is made, it will be found that 
$10,000,000 of this decrease in 1886 was 
in flour, wheat and other breadstuffs; 
$2,000,000 more of the decrease was in 
butter; $600,000 more in bacon. So 
that in these three items of bread, butter 
and bacon, of which we now consume 
large quantities at home, and which has 
*1*r> fallen in price, we can account for 
$12,600,000 of the total decrease in ex­
ports. That the people of Canada could 
afford to consume more bread, butter and 
bacon in 1886 than they could in 1882 is 
no reason why grit editors should fret 
themselves into early graves.

People 
sitting at their windows or on their 
porches a mile away conversing in an or­
dinary tone could be distinctly heard, and 
iii a couple of instances they were told 
the nature of their conversation and ad­
mitted that such had taken place. By lis- 
tehing to the whistle of a train, and trac­
ing it to and beyond Fembank to Law- 
renceberg, Ind., it was found that thé 
instrument has a well-defined range of 
twenty-six miles—that is, a loud sound 
like a locomotive whistle or the rumbling 
of a train can be distinctly heard at a dis­
tance of thirteen miles in every direction. 
Conversation was readily carried on be­
tween two gentlemen on high hills on 
opposite sides of the Ohio river, about 
four and a half miles apart. Tests made 
on the water showed that the trumpet 
was even more available than on land.

CANADIAN RAILWAYS.

The report of the railways of the Dom­
inion of Canada for 1886 made by the 
chief engineer and general manager of the 
Canadian government railways, Mr. Col- 
lingwood Schreiber, shows that the total 
railway mileage in operation in Canada at 
the end of last year was 10,697 miles, an 
increase of 548 miles during the year. 
The report states that the total miles of 
railways on which%rack had been laid, 
although a part was not in operation at 
the end of the year, was 11,623 miles. In 
1837 the railway system of Canada was re­
presented by 16 miles, arid this was not 
increased for ten years until 1847 * it had 
grown to 59 miles and ten years later, 
1867, had reached 1,428 miles. The rapid 
growth of railways in the Dominion, how­
ever, was really inaugurated in 1876, 
when the mileage whs increased from 
2/642 miles to 4,826 miles, and in the 
eleven years which, have intervened it has 
been increased nearly two and a half 
times. The capital stock of the Canadian 
railways averages $29,615 per mile, which 
is only about $300 per mile less than the 
average of the railways in the United 
States. The funded debt per mile of the j 
Canadian railways, however, is a little 
over one-half that of U. S. railways, aver­
aging $16,862 against $29,062 in the 
United States.

San Francisco is in the throes of a great, 
but as yet suppressed, popular excite­
ment. The grand jury have made some 
startling discoveries which affect the hon­
or of more than one superior court judge 
and several local political lights. Docu­
ments have been brought to light which 
prove beyond a doubt that justice is sys­
tematically bought and sold" in that great 
city. Whoever possessed the wherewithal 
to effect a trade could secure a verdict in 
any of the courts.

When a 
scoundrel became troublesome or 
no longer useful and Buckley desired 
to get hint out of the way he was. accused 
and convicted of some crime or other and 
consigned to the state prison for a long 
term. In this last phase how like the 
doings of the Council of Ten in the time 
of the Doges of Venice is the conduct of 
the San Francisco Boss. In Venice you 
had but to slip a little paper with a vic­
tim’s name and his supposed offence ip- 
scribed thereon into the carved lions’ 
mouth and forthwith he was apprehended 
and hurried off to a “dungeon cell,’’where 
he was tortured with the refinement of 
cruelty to wring from him a confession, 
and where he was at last put to death- 
Buckley did not torture the flesh, or kill 
outright; but he certainly tortured the 
mind and consigned those he had marked 
for destruction to a living death. One of 
the boss’ most complaisant judicial friends 
is Judge Toohy, also a fore;gner. When 
first elevated to the bench by the popular 
vote controlled and directed byJBuckley he

Bradstreet'8 last number contains a 
lengthy article in reference to the timber 
wealth of the northwest coast of the Par 
cific. As will be noted from extracts 
reproduced below, the products of the 
forests from this portion of the continent 
are growing in favor in the east, and as 
the supply in some lines grows lesser 
there, so will the market for our lumber 
increase.

Nicholles A Renouf v. Robelee, Johnson, 

Walker & ’Flett o. Nicholles & Renouf, 
and Robelee ; It appears that in the month 
of February last Messrs. Nicholles Sc 
Renouf secured a judgment against the 
defendant, Robelee, for $1000 and $8 
costs. The judgment was registered 
against the house and lot of the defendant 
Robelee.

Johnson, Walker & Flett had also com­
menced proceedings against Robelee but 
did not recover judgment until 27th May, 
the judgment being duly registered.

Messrs. Johnson, Walker & Flett im­
peached the judgment of Nicholles Sc 
Renouf, and on the 26th August the chief 
justice directed a feigned issue to be tried 
as to whether there was any considera­
tion for the promissory note for which 
Nicholles & Renouf recovered judgment. 
Also as to whether the said judgment was 
conf îased by the said Robelee voluntarily 
or in collusion with Nicholles & Renouf 
with intent to prefer Nicholles & Renouf 
to other creditors.

Several witn
Mr. Gannaway, for Johnson, Walker & 

Flett, contended that the defendant Ro­
belee having confessed judgment in the 
county court when he was insolvent, 
voluntarily or by collusion with a creditor 
with intent to give the creditor 
^preference, was void within the chap. 10,

Mr. Mills, for Nicholles & Renouf, con­
tended that the chap. 10, 1880, only dealt 
with confession of judgment, cognovit ac­
tionna, or warrant of attorney to confess 
judgment, to defeat or delay creditors, or 
to prefer one creditor to another. The 
terms used were well known and applic­
able to be used in the superior courts 
but not to the county court, and relied on 
Macdonald vs. Crombie, 11 S. C. Reports. 
Further that there was no confession of 
judgment in the county court; it was a 
confession of claim upon which the judge 
entered judgment.

His lordship has now delivered judg­
ment, finding the issues in favor of 
Nicholles & Renouf and on the law point 
following the decision of Macdonald w 
Crombie.

BYE ELECTIONS.

Since the Dominion general elections in 
February last there have been six 
tests, all of which have resulted in favor 
of the Conservatives. The first was in 
East Bruce, where Mr. Cargill, Conserva­
tive, was elected by a vote of 2,182 to 
1,812. Having neglected to resign the 
position of postmaster, he was disqualified 
and resigned his seat. A new election 
took place on April 2d, when he was re­
elected. In South Victoria Mr. Hud­
speth, Conservative, was elected by a vote 
1,914 to 1,867 over the Liberal candidate, 
but finding he was not duly qualified he 
resigned, and was re-elected, polling. 
1,927 votes to his opponent's 1,873. The 
third bye-election was caused by the 
death of Mr. Moffatt, member for Resti- 
gouche, N. B. At the general election he 
defeated the Liberal candidate by a vote 
of 420 to 293. A brother of the deceased 
was nominated and returned by acclama­
tion. The fourth contest was necessitated 
by the death of Mr. Campbell, Conserva­
tive, member-elect for Digby. The lib­
erals brought out their strongest man 
to oppose the Conservative candidate, Mr. 
Jones, but the latter headed the poll. The 
fifth contest took-, place in South Ren­
frew, owing to the death of the Liberal 
member, Mr. Robert Campbell, who was 
returned at the general election by-a vote 
of 1,200 to 1,134 over the Conservate can­
didate, Mr.Fergusson. Mr. Duncan Mc­
Intyre, in spite of his money Mid large 
interests in the riding, was beaten by the 
Conservative candidate, Mr. Fergusson. 
The sixth bye-election was held in Char­
levoix owing, to the death of Mr. Cimon, 
an opponent of the government. Another 
Mr. Cimon, Conservative, was elected to 
fill the vacancy. Thus the Conservatives 
carried all six seats, resulting in a gain of 
two. It is an evidence of the favorable 
feeling of the country toward the present 
government, and no doubt other bye- 
elections anil make a similar showing.

The United States Revenue Cutter Kuril Ar­
rives With the Balance of the Crewe of 

the Seised Schooners — Late and 
Interesting Alaskan News—Arri­

val of the Vanderbilt With 
a Good Catch.

A torpedo-boat lately built by Yarrow 
& Co., for the Chinese Government, is 
128 feet long, mean speed 28$ miles per 
hour. The same builders have delivered 
to the British Government boats of the 
Falke type that average 26$ miles per 
hour, 136 feet long, 14 feet beam, boilers 
1,660 horse-power.

Torpedo-boat number 79, same builders, 
speed of 26$ miles per hoir; 

126 feet long, 13 feet beam. Engines 1000 
horse-power.

The twin screw torpedo-boat recently 
built by Yarrow & Co., for the Italian 
Government, attained a mean speed load­
ed of 23 miles per hour. Length 140 feet, 
beam 14 feet, draught 6 feet 4 inches, dis­
placement 100 tons. Engines 1400 indicat­
ed horse-power.

It is doubtful if there are any corres­
ponding vessels in our waters that can 
equal the foregoing point in speed, nor is 
there any present evidence of our ability 
to construct them. We are building new 

(^warships, but before they are finished 
they will be out of date in respect to 
speed. No one of the new vessels is ex­
pected to run as fast as the boats above 
mentioned.

In the forthcoming international yacht 
race, in which sailing vessels only will 
compete, it is to be hoped our transatlan­
tic rivals will, as before, suffer defeat; but 
if the race were to be with steam vessels 
it is certain we should be left in the lurch.

Is there no one in this great Country 
possessed of means and brains enough to 
produce a steam vessel that shall beat the 
world ?

Canada has at the present time 1,218,- 
000 tons of registered; shipping, which is 
125,000 tons less than the largest tonnage 
ever entered in the Dominion. The pres­
ent toimage is valued at $37,000,000. 
Shipping to the value of $1,500,000 was 
built and registered in Canada in 1886, 
forty per cent, of which was built in the 
province of Nova Scotia. Canadian ship­
ping tonnage takes the fifth and almost 
the fourth place among that of the nations 
of the world. It registers within 56,000 
tons of the shipping registered in the 
whole German empire and exceeds the 
tonnage of either France, Italy, Russia, 
Spain, Austria, Australasia, Denmark or 
Greece. It in fact exceeds the aggregate 
tonnage of the last four Countries com­
bined. The tonnage of vessels which en­
tered and cleared at Canada last year was 
7,646,000 tons, which with the exception 
of Gibraltar and Malta, which are ports 
of exil, and of Hong Kong, was greater 
than that of any British possession ex­
cepting the British Isles.

THE WATER QUESTION.

The general public are greatly pleased 
at the wise action 'of the Council in re­
questing Thos. E. Keefer, C. M. G., to 
report upon the most advantageous 
scheme for increasing Victoria’s water 
supply. It is understood that his duties 
will be to examine into the several schemes 
already suggested and if none in his opin­
ion will meet the case, then to submit one 
that will Mr. Keefer is one of the first 
authorities on hydrostatics in America, 
and the plan laid down by him should be 
adopted by the Council, no matter whose 
pet theory it may overthrow.

THE BEHRING SEA QUESTION.

We extract from the Toronto Mail of 
recent date, the following interesting ar­
ticle on the Behring sea difficuly:

The demurrer filed at Sitka by Mr. 
Drake, Q. C., who is acting under the in­
structions of the Dominion Government 
on behalf of the masters arid owners of 
the sealers seized this season in the Behr­
ing Sea, contains two propositions, name­
ly, (1) That the Court has no jurisdiction 
over the defendants, the alleged offence 
having been committed beyond the limit 
of a marine league from the shores of Al­
aska territory; (2) that 
which the defendants we 
constitutional, in so far as it restricts free 
navigation of the Behring Sea for fishing 
and sealing purposes. Issue is thus taken 
upon the claim of the United States that 
the Behring Sea is land-locked, and that 
that portion of it east of the boundary es­
tablished by the treaty of 1867 with Rus­
sia is, therefore, under their exclusive 
jurisdiction and dominion.

Coffkjl in the estimation of some peo­
ple, is nut lit to drink. They tell us that 
it is calculated to produce nervousness, 
and in many other respects injure 
physical systems. But as the people who 
cry out against coffee usually belong to 
tiie class that find fault with everything 
the world in general gives little heed to 
their advice. The number of people who 
believe that a cup of coffee of reasonable 
strength is a prime necessity of the break­
fast table is constantly growing more nu­
merous. The great consumption of this 
article is a matter of comparatively mod­
em times. Before 1860, while the world’s 
population was increasing as rapidly as at 
present, the coffee trade -, remained 
stationary, and the amount produced was 
far freyn filling the requirements of con­
sumption. This finally led to an era of 
very high prices, which continued from 
1870 to 1880. In the meantime many 
new coffee gardens were planted, and as 
they began to become productive the 
stock rapidly increased and caused an lm- 

fall in prices, which continued 
low until 1886. By that date, the supply 
from various causes, began to fail again, 
and prices once more went up. Through 
all these changes in the business we may 
observe a steady increase in the demand 
coming from coffee drinkers. According 
to the reports, of the New York coffee 
exchange the increase of imports since 
1883 has been something phenomenal. In 

‘ year the number of bags 
York was 3,718,260; this year the 

record is 21,630,760. Seventy-five per 
cent, of the coffee used in North America 
comes from from Brazil, eleven per cent, 
from Venezuela, six per cent, from the 
East, Indies, and three per cent, from 
various points. This leaves five per cent, 
to qome from the coffee plantations in the 
West Indies. The amount consumed last 
year was considerably over 700,000 tons. 
This year the consumption will be greatly 
in excess of these figures.

der TRANS-PACIFIC TRADE.

The consul at Hiogo, Japan, in his re­
port on the trade of that place for the last 
year, notices the important part which 
the Canadian Pacific railway is likely to 
play in Japanese trade. In the tea sea­
son of 1886 (before the regular steamers 
from Vancouver to Yokohama began to 
run) tea was shipped in sailing vessels 
to Port Moody for transport thence to the 
eastern cities of Canada and the United 
States by the Canadian Pacific railway. 
In all seven vessels took tea from Hiogo 
for Port Moody, and the quantity taken 
from this one place amounted to over 
three and a quarter million pounds. Mr. 
Hall, the consul at Yokohama, refers to 
the same subject. He points out that a 
considerable fraction of the trade of Japan 
with America is done by the long, circui­
tous voyage across the Atlantic and Indian 
oceans, instead of across the Pacific. 
Nearly a third of the tea exported from 
Japan to America in 1886 was carried in 
steamers via the Suez canal to New York, 
while most of the kerosene was imported 
in sailing ships clearing from New York 
or Philadelphia, and coming roiind the 
Cape of Good Hope. But more than 
three-fourths of the trade of America with 
Japan and half of the silk exported to 
Europe were sent across the Pacific to 
San Francisco. The trans-Pacific trade 
is divided between British and American 
shipping in about equal shares. It can, 
Mr. Hall thinks, hardly admit of doubt

In the second place, 
granting for the sake of argument that 
Russia could have properly claimed it as 
such when she owned the Alaskan as well 
as the Asiatic shore, did not the essential 
condition cease to exist when she 
with her territory on one side 
United States now owned the Asiatic as 
well as the Alaskan coast of the sea they 
would at least have as much right to claim 
that the latter is “land-locked” 
sia once had, but they do not. They own 
only the American shore of the sea. Great* 
Britian gave up her claim to territorial 
jurisdiction over the Bay of Fundy where 
the United States owned a headland on 
the side opposite to her possessions. Why 
should the United States exercise exclu­
sive jurisdiction over a sea which is 
bounded on one side only by their terri­
tory ?

The recent overflow of the Nile, it is 
said, destroyed about $3,000,000 worth of 
property. The Khedive is just now mak­
ing a tour of the country to inspect the 
ravages of the flood and to satisfy himself 
as to the feasibility of the project for the 
restoration of Lake Moeris, proposed by 
Mr. Cope Whitehouse, and approved last 
year by the Egyptian minister of public 
works. This lake, which is described by 
Herodotus as being 460 miles in circum­
ference and 300 feet deep, was for cen­
turies supposed to be mythical. Some 
years ago, however, Mr. Whitehouse dis-, 
covered a great depression, south-west of 
Cairo, and 300 feet below the level of the 
Nile, which is now believed to have been 
the ancient bed of the lake. The present 
project is to restore the canal leading 
from the river, which is said to have been 
dug by Joseph, and thus utilize the lake 
for the purpose of receiving the Nile’s 
surplu» floods and storing them for use in 
the dry season. The danger from inunda­
tions would thus be removed and an un­

American whaling vessels being ordered 
away from the shore near Okhotsk City 
by a Russian armed steamer. The Rus­

NEW FAST BOATS.

What has been Accomplished of Late In Nau­
tical Speed.

The New York is the name of 
and splendid passenger boat designed for 
service on the Hudson River. She is 311 
feet long; depth molded, 12 feet 3 inches; 
hull of iron; tonnage, 1562; feathering 
paddle-wheels, 30 feet ill diameter; three 
boilers each 33 feet long, 9$ feet diam­
eter, working pressure 50 pounds, furnish 
3,860 horse-power. Her average speed is 
expected to be 23 miles per hour. On a 
trial trip, on the 13th of July, she is re­
ported to have exceeded this rate.

The Now Then is a new steam yacht 
built by Herreshoff & Co., for Mr. Nor- 

L Munro of New York. This boat 
is 86 feet long, 10 feet beam, draught 3 
feet 3 inches. On the 12 of July she ran 
from Newport to New York, 170 miles, 
in 7 hours and 4 minutes, being an aver­
age of 24 miles an hour. This is claimed 
as the fastest time for a steam vessel, for 
any considerable distance, on this side of 
tiie Atlantic. The parties interested make 
considerable brag over her performances.

The Prince of Wales, another boat of 
same build and dimensions, is expected to 
have the same speed. The Cunard steam­
er, Etruria, plying between New York 
and Liverpool, sometimes steams 667 
miles in twenty-four hours, being an aver­
se of over twenty-three miles per hour. 
J. & G. Thomson of Clydebank are now 
building two new steamers which are to 
surpass the Etruria in speed.

The Italian ironclad Dogali 
length, 37 Beam, mean draught 14 feet 6 
inches, has a speed of 23 miles an hour.

The new German war steamer Grief can 
make 25£ miles per Jiour. The Thorny- 
croft torpedo-boat, lately built at Chis­
wick for the Spanish Government, is 147 
feet 6 inches long, 14 feet 6 inches beam 
and draws 4 feet 8 inches water.
