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CABLE NEWS.

The Sultan Accepts Reduced Scheme
of Reforms, But Deeclines to
Promulgate It.

Bombarded by British Warships —Ele-
vations to the Peerage—The
Sultan Uneasy.

Loxnos, Ozt 14 —A Constantinople des-
patch to the Times says: '*“ The Sultan ac-

cipte the reduced echeme of reforms in

principle, but declines to promulgate it
for:hwith becauese euch ace2ptance would
Jook like ucting under pressure. If he per-
gi- ¢ in this policy the storm will certainly
her wgain and will break.

[he resolution of the Marquis of Salis-
bury to secars the adoption of the reforms
propoged by the powers, and to use cosrcive
measures if necessary, is causing the Sultan
great uneasiness.

He had become reduced to
beggary through the failare of Jabez Bal-
four’s Liberator Building & Trust Com-
pany, in whioh all his money was invested.

Business is at a standstill in the Scotch
steel and kindred trades, owing to the un-
certainty of the market. If bhe shipbuilding
strike spreads, the Clyde steel works will
have to reduce their prodaction.

General Beinaime telegraphs to-day via
Port Louis, Island of Mauritius, that the
French cu.ptured the Hova outworks at
Tarafatra on the night of October 5 without
any loss, in spite-of-the fact that the Hovas
made a warm defence. He adds that on
October 9 the news of the captufe of An-
tapanarivo was rsceived, and thereupon he
summoned the Hova general commanding
the main position at Tarafatra to surrender,
which was dove after forty-eight hours of
negotiations. Ls Temps publishes a tele-
gram which says that Autananarivo was de-
fended by 15,000 Hovas, of whom 7,000
were armed with riflas and that they had a
number of cannon.

(Che Governor-General of Alsice Lorraine,
Prince Hohenlohe Langeburg, has recsived
the following telegram from E npsror Wil
liam of Germany regarding the muidsr
of Heinrich Schwartz, a wealthy mill owner
of Melhauser, who was stabbed to death by

The
boat was commanded by a lieutenant of the
Spanish navy and had twelve marines on
board. Her armament consisted of a gat-
ling gun. The insurgents suddenly boarded
ber and disarmed her orew, after which
they took away ber gun, all her ammaunibtion,
stores, etc., as well as the arms of the mar-
ines. The latter were -then liberated. Ac-
cording to the instructions of the Spanish
minister of marine the lieutenant who was
in command of the boat is to be summarily
punished if the facts of the case are as re-
ported.

Tke Kolnische Zsitung to-day publishes a
despatch from a correspondent in Constan-
tinople asserting that information 'has been
received that the town of Znbara, Arabis,
in the Persian gulf, had been bombarded by
two British warships and had been de-
stroyed. The English government has no
news of any such bombardment and offi-
cials believe that it refers to the shelling of
Arab dhows off the town of Bihrin, in the
middle of September.

LoxpoN, Ost, 15,—The streets of Cour-
selles are profasely decorated and the rail-
way station crowded to-day with people
eager bo greet the Emperor and Empress of
Germany on the ocoasion of theirvisit to
Alsace-Lorraine. Their Msjesties arrived at
9 o’clock and were received at the railway
station by Baron von Hammerstein, presi-
dent of the district of Lorraine, the burgo-
master and other public officiale. The

eral of the crew were landed here in one of
the ship’s boats, but the captain, chief mate
and 19 of the crew who left the wreck are
still miseing.

THE INVENTOR OF MELINITE

Paris, Oct. 14.—Le Figaro to-day an-
nounces that Turpin, the inventor of melin-
ite, and whose recent claim that he had in-
vented a number of deadly instruments of
war oaused for the time quite a sensa-

pion in mili circles, has been summoned
to Constantinople on hebalf of the Turkish
government, which proposes to utilizs cer-
tain of his inventions for the defence of the

d.on, adconnt: of. his

Eirly in
1894 he cansed a Teport' to be ocirculated
that he had invented some /extraordinary
death dealing machine,.and allowed the im-
pression to prevail that he had sold the
most deadly secret to the German govern-
ment. Then the report came out that
be had sold this important secret to
the British government, and fissally it was
intimated that the Belgian government had
purchased it. In any case Turpin is said to
have been visited at Brussels by the emis-
saries of the French war office.

General Mercier, the then minister of
war, in the chamber of deputies denounced
Turpin as a traitor, scoundrel and swindler,
who was tryiog to entrap capitalists under
filse pretences. More than one deputy
cried oat that the inventor deserved to be
killed as an enemy of his country. But
some of the Parisian newspapers took the
part of Turpin, claiming that he had been
badly treated by the war department, and
thab the latter was to blame if he sold the
inventions to foreign countries. Turpin,
together with a msn named Tripone, had
previously served a term in prison as the re-
sult of the exposure of what were known in
1892 and 1893 as *‘ Melinite scandals,”
they having sold, it was alleged,
certain important  secretse in re
the mannfacture of - explosives to
the Armstrong Gun Co., of England. Tar-
pin’s latest invention is said to be the appli-
cation to cannon of the principle of the
French rapid firing gun known as the mit-
railleuse, with an absolutely automatic load-
ing apparatus. He was quoted as saying:
The gunner is done away with and liquefied
gas or other explosive is at once my motor
and ammunition. The only question is one
of machinery, but the trouble is with the
supplies, To take my weapon into action I
want an immense quantity of ammunition,
that is why Ineed a steamer or train to
oarry it all at once. Another invention at-
tributed te Turpin was a shell which, after
exploding in the ranks of the enemy, would
give forth such a horrible smell and smoke
that confusion was sure to follow.

THE STOKES -MURDER.
LoNDON, Oct. }4.—The Pall Mall Gazette

Dr. Michaud, a Belgian official, who is said
to have been the only witness of the trial

and execution of Stokes, the Eaglish trader.
Drc. Michaud is quoted as saying that on
January 15 of the present year, Stokes was
brought before an alleged court martial.
Captain Lothaire composed the entire court,
he and the doctor being the only whites
present. The only witnesses were a foew
Arabs who stated they had purchased riflss
from Stokes. The trial lasted between one
and two hours, after which Lothaire an-
nounced that Stokes was sentenced to death
and that he would be executed the follow-
ing day.

RISING IN KOREA.

The Alti-Foreig'nérs Force the Royal
Palace and Kill the
Qaeen.

Affairs Controlled by the Tai Won
Kun—British and Other
Marines Landed.

Loxpoxw, Ocb. 15.—The Paris correspond-
ent of the Standard says the Herald’s Seoul
dispatch reports that the Japanese troops
were at the gates of the palace during the
butchery incident upon the uprising of the
anti-foreigners, headed by Tai Won Kun,
father of the king of Korea. There was
nothing to show that the Japanese minister
was aware of the plot. The king is now a

A pew ocabinet has been consti-
tuted of Japanese elements. The queen’s

officials have fled. A Japanese soshi has
been arrested for the muidsr of the queen.

A Sharghai dispatch to the Times says
that the British cruiser Edgar has suddenly
bsen ordered to Chemulpo, where she wiil
land a force of marines.

Paris, Oot. 15 —Le Soleil to-diy, com-
menting on the uprising in Seoul, eays :
‘“The powers, and Ruesia in particular,
cannot allow Japan to estsblish a stringent
protectorate over Korea. Very dangerous
complications have arisen which may com-
promise the results obtained by the inter-
vention of the powers in the settlement of
the China-Japan dispute.”

Le Figaro, referring to the Korean situa-
tion, remarks: ** Koreans do not want the
Japanese yoke, Japan is in a nasty posi-
bion ; her policy has received a check from
whicn she will have difficulty in recovering.”

W asHINGTON, Oct. 15 —Informatien of
the formidable uprieing in Korea, resulting
in the disappearance and probable death of
the Queen and the landing of military forces
by the United States and European powers,
has been received by Minister Kurino, of
Japan, from the foreign office at Tokyo. It
is sensational, indicating the landing of
marines by Russia, the Uonited States and
probably Great Britain. The latest dis-
patch to Minister Kurino states that a force
of Russian marines, forty in number, have
been landed. Thus far they have confined
themselves to guarding the Russian legation
ab Seoul. United States marines were
landed from the Yorktown to the number of
sixteen. Ib is believed that British marines
have been landed. Besides these, the Jap-
anese have a considerable force of soldiers at
Seoul, who have been preserving order.
The dispatohes come from Tokyo, and com-
mumnicate the substance of the dispatches re.
ceived'from Gen. Miira, the Japanese envoy
at Seoul. They are dated from the 9th to
the 12th Inst., and it appears from these
dispavches that the trouble had its inception
through the Queen’s dislike to the newl

ment of the far East, but, with the progress
of Japanese influence in Korea, two battal-
ions of Korean troops were organizsd on
modern methods. Each battalion numbered
600 men, armed with modern weapons.
They were well drilled and officered. When
the Queen showed her disfavor toward these
new troops they appealed to Tai Won Kun,
a powerful chief, who has long been at
enmity with the Queen. He acoepted the
leadership of the new troops, and at the
head of one battalion entered the Queen's
palace. The native soldiers flead from the
palace. The Tokyo dispatch did not state
what had become of the Queen, further than
that she had disappeared and ocannot be
located. The officials are inclined to be-
lieve, however, that the uunofficial reports of
the Queen’s death are true. The Japaness
government, the dispatch further states, has
acted quickly on the reports, and hase ap-
pointed a commission to inquire into the
facts,

In the meantime it is emphatically de-
nied that the Queen’s death, if it has oc-
carred, was due to the Japanese. Oge re-
port eays that a Japanese soshi killed the
Queen. This is not yet confirmed in the
dispatches received here. The officials say
thr vhe soshi are an irresponsible and law-
less class, and that their acts cannot be laid
to the Japanese people or government. Gen.
Miira’s reports aleo cover the work of the
Japanese troops in preserving order. These
troops were stationed opposite the palace,
having secured this point of vantage some
time since, through the Korean government;
They took no part in the attack on the
palace, but after i5 had occurred, when the
native troops were fleeing and the new
battalions were enforcing their success in
capturing the palace, the Japanese troops
aided in preventing bloodshed and disorder,
It is probable that some deaths occurred
during the melee. Following this came the
landing of the Ubited States and Russian
marines and, it is believed, the landing of
the British.

The latest indications are that the Tai
Won Kun and the “king are in control of
affairs at the Korean oapital. The king has
been the nomiual ruler, but the queen has
heretofore been recognized as the real ruler.
The influence of the king and the Tai Won
Kan are distinotly favorsble to the Japan-
ese. At the Korean legation no word has
been received from the disturbed capital.
The officers are much exercised and do not
doubt that the queen has meb her dsath,
although they are nov ready to abandon
hope. If officlal oonfirmation is- received
there will be such formal ceremony as is
usual on the death of a sovereign. The lega-
tion will go into mourning but there is not
likely to be a funeral service, although this
has been considered as a further mark of re.
spect.

New Yoxx, Oct. 15 —A special to the
Hersald from Seoul, Korea, says : The pal-
ace was broken into on Tuesday morning by

anese soshi in civilian dress. The colonel in
sommand of the troops, on refusing to enter
the palace, was killed, and a number of the
guarde were slain.

The queen of Korea belonged to the Min
family, snd was a friend of China. It was
her adherents who asked, in 1894, for troops
from Li Hupg Chang to put down the Tong
Hak rebellion. The troops were sent in
April of that year. The queen’s request for
soldiers was a recognition of the protector.-
ate that China claimed, and the sending of
troops by China was an assertion of that
protectorate. The Japanese-Chinese war
followed. The king of Korea is a man of no
force of character, but his father is an active
conspirator, and has managed for years to
keep Korea in uproar.

A cablegram to the World from Tokyo,
Japan, says: Persons wearing Japanese
dress and carrying Japanese swords were
among the rioters who attacked the royal
palace in Seoul, Korea. At first it was sup
posed that they were Koreans disguised as
Japanese, but now it is suspected that they
were Japanese soshi, apparently hired ruf
fians. The Japan government has ordered
an inquiry. The chief curator (prosecutor)

Korea to direct the investigation. The Tai
Won Kun has forced the King to issue a de-
cree degrading his consort to the level of a
concubine and outlawing her family. The
foreign legations at Seoul are guarded by
marine’ from the foreign warships at Che-
mulpo. All is quier,

YoroHAMA, Oct. 15 —An imperial ordin-
ance has been issued prohibiting Japanese
from vieiting Korea without special permts-
sion from the government of Japan. A dis-
patch from Seoul states that during the con-
fusion which followed the recent attack on
the royal palace there, rioters entered a bed-
room and murdered three ladies, one of
whom is supposed to be the Queen of Korea.
This confirms previous reports.

14 —An impression
existe here among those who have watched
the trial closely that there is something to
come which will perhaps have more effect
oa the minds of the jurymen as regards the
guilt or innocence of the defendant than

anything that has gone before. This opinion
is based on the confidence with which Dis-
trico Attorney Barnes put the series of star-
ling questions to the defendant relating to
his conversation with the newspaper reporter
Miss Cunningham at the county jail within
the past week, and also touching on the ad-
dress and indorsement of the mysterious
envelope which may or may not have con-
tained a confeesion. The prosecution’s wit-
nesses will seek to show thav Darrant made
admissions which destroy the whole fabric
of the defence. These alleged admissions
are taken by the prosecution as coming from
the one person on earth who knews all that
occurred -beneath the belfry of Emanuel
church on the afternoon of April 3.

The record of what passed at the jail be-
tween Miss Cunningham' and Durrant will
thus be told by the prosecution, which is in
possession of the full facts. On the evening

her a small envelope which bore the follow-
ing address and indorsement: ** Messrs.
Dickinson and Deuprey, to be opened in case
I am convicted, and to be returned to me in
case I am acquitted.” Durrant told the
young lady that the envelope contaimed a
complete statement of all thav had ocourred
in Emanuel Baptist church on the afternoon
of April 3. He said that it had been written
in order that his attorneys might know the
facts in case of his being convicted of the
murder of Blanche Lamont. Oa the fol-
lowing evening, September 23, Miss Cua-
ningham again visited Darrant at the
county jail and was then shown a large
envelupe addressed like the other smaller
one. Durrant told her that the contents of
the other envelope had been jammed up,
and he had transferred the written state-
ment to the large envelope.

On the morning of October 5 Miss Cnn-
ningham held another conversation with
Darrant at thie county jail, during the course
of which, in answer to questions asked him
by the young lady, he said that at about 5
o’clock on the afternoon of April 3 he
ascended the space between the ceiling and
roof of Emanuel Baptist church for the pur-
pose of fixing one of the sun burners;. While
at work he heard a noise which attracted
his attention ; ib seemed to come from a part
of the building where' the belfry is
situated. He walked along in the
direction from which the sound came and
peered through the opening that connects
the space above the ceiling with the in-
verior of the belfry tower. While in this
position he saw the body of Blanche Lamont
lying on the second landing of the belfry
stairs, Mise Cunningham then said : *‘Oh,
yes ; it was from the second landiog of the
stairs that blood dripped down and stained
the cloth over the picture frame on the door
below.” Durrant replied there was no blood
on the cover of the pioture frame as the
stains had been analysed and it was found
that they were made by water and not by
blood.

An official inspection was made of the
cloth over the picture, which revealed the
fact that a piece -of the cloth had been cut
from the frame in the centre of the largest
bloteh or stain. TLis was not done by any-
body connected with the "prosecution, and
the inference is that it was done by someone
interested in the defence and' that it was
for the purpose indicated 'by Darrant’s al-
leged statement regarding an analysis.

Good Reports From Turnwater Creek
and Mineral Hill,

Assays From Comstock Hill Claims
Favorable—Alberni District
Revenue.

ALBERNI, Oct. 15.—D. Patterson returned
from Turnwater creek to-day. He reports
quartz “in place” in all the clairs lately
staked off there. The croppings in the
claims owned by Messrs. Higgins, Ellis,
Goodacre and Simon Leiger are pronounced
exceedingly rich with a wide ledge. On the
Ace of Spades, Mineral Hill, several fine
ledges have been nncovered. One ledge is
seven feet in width. The blue ledge, which

face. It has widened to twelve inches.

Rock from the Comstock ledge, on which
ten claims were staked out by George Brown
for Viotoriane, has been®submitted to assay
and the results are favorable.

Several claims have been staked off on
Sproat lake, where a mammoth ledge has
been discovered.

The total revenue for the nine months
ending 30th September taken at the govern-
ment office, Alberni, amounts to $4,973 84.
Of this amount receipts from mining sourcss
alone came to $1,301. Of this lattor figure
August contributed $231.25, and September
$502 25, which shows that Alberni mining
revenue is rapidly increasing in extent. It
will show up handeomely in the near future.

ATROCITIES IN MADAGASCAR.

Loxpox, Oat. 14.—The Times has private
advicis from Madagascar which open to
view disgraceful revelations regarding the

conduct of the French troops. Up to this
time the shameful secrete have bsen kept
fairly well, owing to a rigid censorship ex-
ercised over all mail matter sent out of the
French lines. All communications sent out
by mail were opened and examined, just as
in Russia when the Nihilist conspitacy was
on. Private soldiers were not allowed to
carry writing materials with them, and
only half a dozen newspaper correspond:nts
were permitted to follow the operations of
bhe expedition, and they represented news-
papers who support the ministry through
thick and thin. It was for evading the .
postal censorship that ex-United States
Consul Waller was sentenced to prison for 20
years.

The Turkish atrocities in Armenia are
matched by the French atrocities in 'Mada-
gascar, says the Times. It is not likely that
the truth will ever be known about this side
of the French conquest of Madagaacar ; even
the French are shooked by the spectacle of
outrags and murder, but” are  restrained by

pe N S

- » “beesuse they

vere not the acts of soldiers'maddened b
the fury of war, [Thereis no war in Mada-
gascar, properly speaking. The French
army encountered about as much opposition
from the Hovas as they would from a flack
of sheep. e enemy fled whenever they
appeared, and the number of Hovas killed
and wounded has been merely a guestion of
how long before they could get into hiding.
The losses inflicted by the Hovas have been
insignificant.

The French threw themselves upon un-
defended villages and towns, and pillaged
and barned and violated. This is the story
of the expedition as told by impartial ob-
gervers. The French are not. accused of
borturing prisoners for the sake of the plea-
sure given by the spectacle of suffering; it
was merely an incident of the indulgence of
their passions. The worst offsnders are
said to be eailors and marines, though the
infantry is bad enough. The conduct which
they are accused of toward the native
women and children is described in two
words, utter license ; but these words do-
not convey any idea of the barbarities of
the conquest that is described in unmen-
tionable and almost inoredible details by
persons who claim to have been eye wit--
nesses of it.

PAUNCEFOTE IN TORONTO.

ToroxnTo, Oot. 12.—(Special)—Sir Julian
Pauncefote, in company with the Earl of

Westmeath, arrived in the. city to-day.
Sir Julian stated vhat his chief object in
visiting Canada was to see the Kastern
cities He declared that his visit to O
tawa had no official significance, only matters
of general interest and sealera’ claims being
discussed. In reply to a 3ngablon regarding
the sealers’s olaims, Sir Julian said they
would be considered very shortly after his
arrival in Washington, and, he hoped, final-
ly settled. He gave full explanation of the
difficulty antedating the Paris . arbitration.
Concerning Lord  Sackville’s pam-
hlet, he eald it was intended
or private circulation, and beyond the
statement that it had oreated considerable
disturbance he would say nothing regarding
it, 8ir Julian said he had received no offi-
clal intimation regarding bis rumored ap-
pointment as Bfivish ambassador to Paris in
saccession to Lord Dufferin.

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AN IMPORTANT MATTER.

At the meeting of the City Council on
Monday evening a letter was submitted
from Mr. 8. Field complaining of what he
termed the official tyranny of the City
Medical Health Officer in enforcing the
sanitary laws. Now, "it very frequently
happens that in connection with health, and
other matters too, there are mot a few per-
sons who imagine that they know more
about how and when certain things should
be done than those who ‘have made the sub-
jects their special study. The complaint is
in effect that the Medical Health Officer has
manifested favoritism in
the provisions of the law, in fact
that he himself has violated i.
Because he had formed thie conclusion, it
would appear that Mr. Field has undertaken
to transgress a law whose necessi-
ty and justice bhe does not attempt
to question. As far as we ocan
learn, infection has indeed been ocarried
from the house of the complainant. The
matter is one of more than ordinary impor-
tance, and it would almost seem as if what-
ever blame, if any, is attachable to the
health authorities, is that the provisione of
the by-law were not more rigorously en-
forced, in which event had there been a real
grievanoce it could have been ventilated in
the courts.

EVADING THE LAW.

Daniel O’Connell is credited with having
said thab there was no British Act of Par-
liament through which it would not be pos.

A telegram recsived yesterday announces
that General Taylor has been summoned by
the Governor of the State who, it is said,
has assumed plenary power under the law of
1838 to take any steps which may be deemed
advisable. That power is claimed to be the
most sweeping ever given to the executive
of any state and overrides all other law. On
the revised articles being submitted to him
the Governor said that he did not consider
there was much difference between a prize
fight and a glove contestrfor a limited num-
ber of rounds, and he knew if these men got
together in the ring they would make them
fight, even if the intention was only to en-
gage in a contest for pointe.

BLECTORAL APATHY.

As indicative of the difficulty there is in
maintaining vhe public interest in politics
even when the gravest issues are before the
people, it is noted that on the first day for
the registration of voters in the bity of New
York the figures fell from 102,812 in 1894,
to 89,107 in 1895, while in Brooklyn the drop
was from 76,146 in 1894 to 60,586 this year.
This is partially accounted for by the more
complicated system of registration, the close
questioning and personal observations of the
clerks being said to be, if not absolutely
offansive, at least deterrent in their in-
fluence. It is remarked that in some 3,000
eleotion districts it would need but an aver-
age of four applicants to refuse to answer
questions in order to aggregate the whole
deficiency.

This unwillingness is much regretted by
the best wishers in the community in view
of the endeavors that are making to secure
the dowrfall of Tammany, whose boss, Mr.
Croker, is this year bringing out candidates
of the most objsctionable character. Be-
eides, in view of the Parkhurst crusade, it is
feared that this apathy will prove to be un-
forbunate, though, on the other side, it may
be said that it is not as a rule the best men
who object to being scrutinized.

Indeed,
it is said that a later Thackeray would have
no wish to hunt up and converse with a
Bowery character, as the great novelist
hunted up and conversed with the ** Mose *
of the old volunteer fire department. Pre-
tending to seek information, Thackeray ap-
proached the red-shirted ‘‘ Mose,” who,
with turned-up trousers and cigar in his
mouth as nearly vertical as possible, Iounged
against a hydrant, *‘ My friend,” said the
large and benevolent-looking Thackeray,
“I wanb to go to the Bowery.” ¢ Well,
sonny,” replied the king of the Bowery,
‘‘ you can go, but don’t stay long.”

DURRANT’S ADMISSIONS,

Sax Francisco, Oct. 16 —It is pointed
out a8 a peculiar circumstance, and one wor-
thy of consideration, that in all the vircum-
stances where the testimony of the prose-
cution is material, Durrant partly admite

the truth of the occurrence, but insists that
the incidente were suggested by the other
side. He admits having a c ;nversation with
Miss Cunningbam relative to seeing Blanche
Lamont’s bedy on the second landing of the
church belfry, but says the incidents were
‘‘suggested ’ by the reporter, and that he
neither affirmed nor denied anything.

DURRANT'S TRIAL.

8ax Francisco, Uct. 15.—The trial of
Theodore Durrant was to-day continued un-
til next Monday on account of the illness of
Attorney Deuprey, leading counsel for the
defence. While the prosecution made no
objection to the motion, Judge Murpby was
very reluctant about giving his consent, and
announced that the trial would be resumed
next Monday whether Mr. Deuprey shounld
have recovered in the meantime or not. - Mr
Deuprey is suffering from a severe attack of
rheumatism, which has made it impossible
for him to attend the trial for several days,
but his physician believea he will be able to
resume his duties next week.

CHOLERA IN JAPAN.

W ASHINGTON, Oct. 15.—Reports from the
U. 8. supervising surgeon-general of the
marine hospital service indicate that during
the present epidemioc of cholera in Japan,
there have beem 42,700 oases and 28,513
deatbs. These reports agree in saying that
the disease was unusually virulent this year
in certain distriots, almost all cases proving
fatal. It is believed the epidemic has
reached the climax and is now declining.

Another Slaughter of Armenians—
Panic Reviving in Constantinople
—Demands of the Powers.

Discontent on the Island of Crete—
The Kaiser at Metz —New
Roumanian Cabinet.

Loxpox, Oct. 16.—A dispatch to the
Daily News from Constantinople says :
‘¢ Reliable news has been received here that
fifty Armenians were Kkilled and a number
wounded at Althissar, in the villayet of
Adin, on the Analolian railway, by a Mos-
lem mob. The slaughter occurred om O:-
tober 9, which was market day, when many
Armenians had gathered from adjacent vil-
lages. Early in the morning a Turkish
rough, finding that the Armenians were not
armed, picked a quarrel and shov one of

them. There was then raised on all sides
the cev. * Why hesitate to massacre the in-
fidala A mob of Turks armed with re-
volveis tnen looted the market and mas-
gacred 'he  helpless  Armenians.  Their
bodies were thrown into the wells. It is
srated that the mudir was responsible for
the artack. No women or children were in-
jured, probably on account of the arrival of
the maimikan from the village of Gieve,
three miles distant, who made valiant
efforte, at the risk of his own life, to save
the Christiane.  Otherwise the massacre
would have been complete.

The panic is reviviog in Conustantinople
on account of this attack, ard the Arme-
niaps are again flockinginto the churches.
The police disregard the safe-conduzt cards
given to the Armenians by the foreign em-
bassies; and they ineult and maltreat the
holders of them ”

The Constantinople correspondent of the
Standard blames the Armenian revolution-
ary committee for forcing the Armenians to
close their shops and to maintain the appear-
ance of a panic when the Armenians them-
selves are ready to resume business. ¢ ]
visited the prison,” says the correspondent,
‘*and questioned the prisoners, and found
there were no serious complaints against the
police. The inspecting commission sent a
list of fifty-six prisoners for liberation while
I was there. The revolutionary leaders are
responsible for the continuance of the dead.
lock.”

News received from Trebizond says a Rus-
sian postal steawer is lying there with 2,000
Christian refugees on board. Two other
vessels, also full of rcfugees, are there await-
ing the arrival of Russian ships to transport
them to Batoum.

The Chronicle’s Constantinople advices
83y thav M. Cambon, the French ambassa-
dor ; M. Nelidoff, the Russian ambaseador,
and Siv Pailip Carrie, the British ambassa-
dor, on Mondsy presented to Said Pasha,
the minister of foreign affairs, the final de-
mands of the powers for Armenian reforma.
If this is nov accepted an ultimatum will
be presented. No further modifications will
be permitted. The scheme drops the de-
mand for a Christian high commissioner,
but otherwise it is almost identicil with the
proposals of last May. It is believed, how-
ever, that Russia hesitates to force its ac-
ceptance, because she fears ultimate Ar-
menian autonomy. .

The Chronicle, commenting upon the final
demands of the Powers for Armenian re-
forms, in which the demand for a Christian
high commiseioner was dropped, says :
‘“ We have had a slap in the face that a
high-spirited people ought not to tolerate.
We have to thank the weak-kneed ocham-
pion of Torylsm ; we need never trust Lord
Salisbury to play the part of the strong man
again.” The Chronicle's anger seems to
arise from the terms of the proposition being
:; stronger than were Lord Rosebery’s last

ay.

The new American line steamship St.
Paul, which cleared the bar at 12 50 p.m.
October 9, on her maiden voyage to this
port, has not grrived, and is not expected
off the Needles until this evening, as there
has been a heavy fog over the channel. The
American line officials say there is no at-
tempt being made to speed her on her firat
trip, as her bottom has nob been cleaned
since she was launched, and she will neces-
sarily make slow time.

A diepatch to the Times from Athens,
describing the growing discontent with
Turkish rule on the island of Crete, says
that a band of 1,000 armed Christians re-
cently met at Klima to petition the Sultan
to restore the charter abolished in 1889 and
for a reform of taxation and of the gendarm-
ery, The governor of Crete semt troops
against the petitioners, who withdrew to
the mountain fastnesses, whither the troops
did not dare to follow. They now threaten
to foment a rebellion in favor of annexation
to Greece The Greek government, fearing
complications, deprecates such a Cretian
movement, but the situation is perilous.

The newspapers of Metz issued special
editions announcing the arrival of the im-
perial party yesterday. Emperor William
expressed to the governor of the imperial
province, Prince Hohenlohe-Langenburg, his
great satisfaction at the enthusiastic charac-
ter of the reception which the people had
accorded him. !

Late in the day Demeter Sturdzs, the lib-
eral leader, succeeded in forming a Lib-
eral cabinet for Roumania, in which he is
the premier and minister of foreign affairs.

HELP FOR TEEVINSUBGENTS.

Havana, Oct. 16 —The American brigan-
tine Harriet G., which arrived at Nuevitas
& week ago with a oargo of coal for the
Puerto Principe railway, has been boarded

in ‘he bay and searched by an armed Span-
ish force, whase commanding officer accused
the vessel’s master, Captain Miller, of hav-
ing brought arms and munitions for the in-
surgente. Captain Miller demies the charge,
and as nothing of a compromising nature
was found by the soldiers during the search,
be has filed a formal protest before the
United Svates commeroial agent, to be for-
warded through Coneul General Williams bo
the state department at Washington City.

CH1cAGO, Oct. 16 —Mayor Swift receivéd
two letters, one from B. W. Parker, a pri-
vate in Company D, Sixth infantry, regu-
lars, stationed at Fort Thomas, Kentucky,
who desires information concerning the
Cuban revolution, and believes that he can
raise a company to help out the revolution-
ists. Jerry Root, of Fort Ripley, Minn.,
also aska for information and informs Mayor
Swifo that a compasy can be ready to move
next month.

EXASPERATED ARMENIANS.

In a communication to the New York
Times dated Ocuober 10, the Armenian
Patriotic Allian thus explain the couduct
of their fellow-countrymen reeident \n Con-
stantinople : —

With a desire to dispel whatever misup-
derstandings may existin the minds of some
people, we beg to lay before the public the
following explanations as to the true origin
and meaning of the Armenian demonstration
against the Porte :

The true spirit of the Armenian move.
mant js not that of a revo:t, which means
gotting out of order, buv a forc.hbe ten-
dency to enter into order. They ask to be
governed.

** The Armenians, being the representa-
tives of oune of the oldest civilizsd Carlstian
races, and being beyond all doub* one of the
most pacific, one of the most industrious,
and one of the most intelligent races in the
world ”—Gladstone—have been kept by
the Turkish government constantly in terror,
in poverty, and in ignorance through a sys-
tem of oppressive measures. Taking a new
step, the government not only refused to
protect its Armenian subjecte against the
barbarous tribes of Kurds, but has taken
the latter under cfficial patronage, armed
and organizsd them into bands of authorizad
brigands, and has let them lcose on the Ar-
menians. The last and most diabnlical step
taken of late years was to organiza all the
state officials, civil and military, under a
superior directioa, into a body devoted to
execute, in the very name of the law, the
horrible scheme of exterminating the Ar-
menian Cbristians in Turkey. Formerly the
Mohsmmedan, or Turkish, governmenb Rup-
pressed the evolution of the Armenian race;
now it is suppressing the race itself. It is
& sweeping storm of * plunder, murder,
rape and torture ” that is passing over Ar-
menia, such ag Armenia has never experi-
enced in the course of 3,000 years of her
eventful existence.

The Armenians in the provinces, stnpe-
fied by terror, were powerless to move,
though they would have been ten thousand
times right to rise against the cruel hand so
fiercely driving them toward the abyss. . Be-
sides, they were withount arms, and many of
them without food. On their brothers in
Constantinople devolved the sacred duty of
raising a protest against the Porte. It is to
be noted here that besides the 150,000 Ar-
menian citiz:ns there is a flactuating popu-
lation of over 60,000 Armenians in Constan-
tinople who have their families and homes
in Armenia. These Armenians, true repre-
sentatives of the Armenian provinces, at-
tempted to present a petition to the Grand
Vizier. They did it after having patiently
awaited for lobg months the result of the
European intervention on their behalf, and
when they thought it was time to protest,
they protested in a very orderly way. No
European people wouid have done it better
under the same circumstances. It was not
a sudden ou'barst of indignation, but a de-
liberate acuion. The Armenians are used to
restratn themselves. Their endurance is
prov-ibisl. But when, toward the end of
the month of September, thay had ¢ the
very grave intelligence as to the inminent
and disastrous withdrawal of the powers
from further action in regard to the d. mands
for effective reforms,” their present appre-
hension of Turkish terrorism was overcome
by the prospect of being soon engulfed by
the rising waves of fanaticism unbridled by
the cowardly withdrawal of the powers.
The Armenian demonstration was not
merely « protest against the Porte. [t bad
a wider meaning, though generally over-
looked. It was also a protest against the
powers. It has been amply proved among
others by Canon MacColl's work on ** Eng-
land’s Responsibility Toward Armenia,”
that the deliberate decision of the Porte to
exterminate the Armenians originated in the
platonic sympathy of the powers for Armenia
and the vain introduction of the sixty-first
article into the Berlin treaty, which pro-
mised reforms for Armenia. The .powers
intervened once more after the Sassoon
massacre, and, in order to persuade the
Porte to adopt an inadequate scheme of re-
form, used only diplomatic measures. Past
experience had repeatedly taught Europe
that the Turk never submits himself with-
out being coerced. To verbal argument he
has never conceded an inch of Christian
territory, nor an iota*of law favorable to his
Christian subjects.

These truths were ever present in the
minds of the Armenians, who were with the
deepest anxiety watching the conduot of the
diplomacy. They knew too well the Porte
did not meaq to make the slightest conces-
sion in favor of Armenian reforms; they de-
sired to koow whether the powers did
earnestly mean to bring the Turk to his
senses. They had already grown tired of
the sickening dilatory tactics of the Turk
and the no less sickening lukewarmmness of
the powers, and when they heard of the im-
minent withdrawal of Earope from farther
action they protested against the intended
treachery. The meaning of their manifesta-
tion was this : Europe has both might and
right on her side, and does not insist on her
right ; we Armenians have no might what-
ever ; we raise a protest on paper, though
we may be massacred for doing so.

The Armenians, unless they be a mon-
strous exception in the divine creation, so
a8 not to wish to persist in existence, could
not help trying the desperate measures of
moving the powers to pity them.

After these explanations it is hardly
necessary to add that the demonstration of
the Armenians in Constantinople was the ex-
pression of the tremendous disappointment
of the entire Armenian race, and not at all,
ae it has been supposed by some, arranged
by the so-called Huntchagists, an insignifi-
cant party, unpopular in Constantinople and
scarcely ever heard of in Armenia. We
musb say, in the interest of truth, that the
Haurtchagists are by no means *‘anar-
chists ”’ ;. we positively know that, though
we do not sympathize with their clamorous
and foolish re\ viutionary proceedings.

WASHINGTON NOTES.

Sir Julian Pauncefote Arranging for
the Coming Behring Sea
Awards Convention.

The Much Debated Veaezuelan and
Nicaraguan Questions Remain
Unchanged.

WasHINGTON, Oct. 15.— Sir  Julian
Pauncefote, accompanied by the E.rl of
Weatmeath, arrived here to-day, after an
extended tour through Canada. He was
asked concerning the reported landing of
British troope in Brazil en route to Vene-
zuela. He attached no importance to the
report, and said he regarded it as another
canard. As to the seriousness of South
American complications, the ambassador
had received no advices on the subject. It
was clear to "him, however, that no such

move would bs made, certainly not by way
of the territory of an outside power.
Sir Julian will give his first attention to
the coming convention to assemble here to
reach an agreement as to the amount of
damages to be awarded to the (anadiap
sealers whose veseels were seiz2d in Behring
sea prior to the Paris award. He will call
on Secretary Olney to-morrow and arrange
the day when the convention is to assen.ble.
Meantime the personnel of the committee
wiil not be announced.

The status of the much debated Vene-
zuela and Nicarsgua questions remains
unchanged, so far as the British officials
are icformed. Minister Andrade, of Vepe-
zuela, says that the report of a force land-
ing in Brazil was self-cvidently false, as it
was oubd of the question for troops to
march the great dist:pce from the Brazilian
coast to Venezuela. If aby such landing
was attempted it could be made more easily
in British Guiana, which is situated muoch
nearer the disputed territory. The minis
ter has received no word from his govern-
ment, indicating that there is any alarm in
Venezuela.

Minister Mendonca, of Brazil, said that
the report that British soldiers were cross-
ing Brazil was manifestly false, inasmuch as
Brazil was about the size of the Uaited
States, and it was like a report that uvroopa
were crossing America.

Ab the state department the report of the
invasion of Venezuela finds no credence.
The entire colonial army of British Guiana
numbers 200 militia, a force too emall to be
effective in a cooflict with Venezuela, and,
besides, the British are too well informed as
to the rights of other nations to needlessly
make an issue with a friendly nation like
Brazil by violating her territory. Again,
the particular corner of Brazil that such
a force would be obliged to traverse
is en impenetrable jupgle, and the
route would land it far back in the
interior, remote from the track involved
in the boundary dispute. Tt is recalled that
a similar report was put afloat a few weeks
ago, only the scene in that case was on the
boundary of French Guiana, and the armed
forces were reported to have been landed
from a French warship. Asa faot, it was
found later that the party seen was made up
of a tew gold miners seeking new mining
grounds, and it is presumed that in the
preeent case the expedition reported is
nothing more than another mining party
going into the interior.

THE * AMERICA’S” CUP.

LoxpoN, Oct. 15.—The secretary of the
Royal Victoria Yacht Club, Mr, Percy
Thellussen, to-day received a cable from
Mr. J. V. 8. Oddie, secretary of the New
York Yacht Club, notifiying him that the
challenge sent on behalf of the Royal Vio-

toria Yacht Club in the name of Charles
Day Rose, a member of that olub, to sail a
series of matches for the America’s cup in
1896, with the cutter yacht Distant Shore,
has been accepted, A committee has been
appointed with full power to arrange the
conditions. Mr. Rose also received a
cable from the secretary of the
New York Yacht Club, informing
him his challenge had bsen accepted. Mr.
Rose is evidently pleased with the prompt
action of the N.Y.Y.C. Talking over the
matter he said he was unable to say at prea-
ent when he would begin building or
whether he would race in the Riviera re-
gatta or in British waters before sending
his yacht to the United States, He added :

All the council were present with the ex-
ception of Ald. Williams.

The question of fire hall vs. sidewalk in
Oakland distriot came up when a petition
signed by N. Sabin and 35 others was read
sayiog that though a resolution had passed
the council in favor of a fire hall, it had not

yet been erected. The petition also favored
Mr. Clarke’s property as the site for the
hall.

ALD. McLELLAN would like to know why
the fire hall had not already been built since
the council has passed a resolution favering
its erection. He proceedcd to set forth the
importance of North Ward, as six main roads
through it give vo the people of the surround-
ing couuntry access to the city, and main-
tained that it was only the just right of the
ward to have both the fire hall and side-
walk.

Anpother petition from Qakland Estate
property bolders was read aeking that the
fire hall be built on the Mewburn property
as the most suitable for the purpose.

Still a third petition in favor of the side-
walk on Lansdowne road in the same dis-
trict waas read.

Then came the petition from the ladies of
the district asking for the sidewalk on Lans-
downe road and stating that this had been
asked for last April, bsfore the fire hall had
been thought of.

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INLAND OR OPEN WATER?

British Colam®dians Dispate the Right
of Amerieans to Fish in
Hecate Channel.

Trading With the Indiaus
Also Charged—How the
Case Stands,

Illegal

Upon the definition of the irequently
qaoted tevm *“inland waters” hangs a mat-
ter of great importance to British Colum-
bians, and especially to those residents of
this provicce» who have during very recent
years developed the halibut indastry to its
presenv gratifying proportions. Whether
Hecate Strait is or is not  open water,”
and therefore the legitimate field for the
operation of fishing boats from Paget Sound
—that is the gquestion to the solution of
which the authoritics at O.tawa are now

giving their atteation, while Western busi.
ness men await the outcome with aaxious
interesc.

To British Columbéans belongs the credit of
hawving firstrealized thepoesibilities of tks haH-
buo fisheries, the Eastern markets eagerty ac-
cepting mavy tons of this fine food as zoon
a8 they had been convinced as to its entirely
satisfuctory condition for the table after
crossing the continent in ice.

From the experimental stege, the indas-
try quéckly developed large proportions, and
more than one steamer, with a suitable flset
of small boats, soon [sund profitable em.

there disposing of ‘full cargoes of flour and
general merchandise to the Indians, greatly
to the detriment of the Hudson’s Bay Co.’s
trade and also of the customs revenue.

By 8o doing they have of ocourse made
double profits, where only the legitimate
margin from the fisheries rewarded the pio-
neers of the indnstry. The Canadian auth-
orities have now decided that the thing
must be stopped. They are only awaiting
confirmation from Ottawa of their conten-
vion that Heoate etrait is inland+ water, in
order to proceed with the evictiom of the
Puget Sound fishing fleet.

rat and K:weenaw, now leads to the presen-

tation of still another theory—that one or

both of the ill-starred steamers met destruc-
tion on the rocky, unpopulated and seldom
visited shores of one of these desolate
islands.

There is in fact a story current to thls
effect among the Iadians, and as Captain
Bendrodt says, while it is no more than a
theory it is one that is capable of proof or
dispreof, for the wreckage still strews the
beach uatouched for the most part, and
there is no one to deny that larger portions
of the lost steamer may yet be found if
search is made for them.,

Of course the hope of finding some sur-
vivor of the double disaster can no longer be
entertained.

The Montserrat and Keweenaw were asso-
ciated in the coal carrying trade and they
have naturally been  linked together for
more than one reason.whenever the myatery
of their fate is spoken of by sea -going men.
The Montserrat left Nanaimo on December
6, loaded, according to Capt. Blackburn’s
custom, with every pound of coal she could
carry ; the Keweenaw steamed away from
Comox the following morning. She was less
heavily laden, for her captain, Frank Jen.
kine, was more ocaatious than his brother
skipper and he had a less seaworthy boat
under him.

The two steamers came together in sight
of Flattery on the afternodén of December 74
and were last seen travelllng in close com-
pany by the lookout at Tatoosh island,
they being at that time about ten miles oubt,
with the Montserrat leading. When lost
sight of toward evenirg they were plunging
head-on into a constanuly increasing south-
west gale, the Keweenaw staggering and
shippiog a succession of heavy seas.

After weeks of watching both were given
up as lost, and the theory found
general acceptance that they had
foundered and gone down at gea.
No clue to the mystery was developed
until the 28:h of February in this year, when
the medicine cheet of the Montserrap was
picked up on the beach to the southeast end
of Etalin island. Laver on, the Captain of
the Maud 8. found numerons souvenirs of
the losb vessels adorning the huts of the In-
dian village at Rose hatbor, This latter
faot, together with the information given to
Captsin Bendrodb more recently,would seem
to indicate thab the wrecks could not have
oocurred so far to the south as has been all
along supposed.

Whether, however, the Keweenaw was
loat by striking some point of the Queen
Charlotte group—whether she or the Mont-
serrat, or both, foundered and went down—
or whether one had gone to the assistance of
the other and so was loat with her, probably
will ever remain an unexplainable tragedy
whose secret is locked up in the deep
Pacific. e

Trials and Tribulations of a Yaechts-
man's Life—A Picture From
Kxperiernce.

Preparations For Saturday's Road
Race—Fast Time on the
Island Track.

The following interesting letter from
Mr. W. McDowell, of Seattle, to the
sporting editor of the CoLoNIsT tells
ts own story—a svory which will be
especially appreciated by the local yachts-
men who have om divers and sundry occa-
sions been there themselves :

] want to tell you of an experience
that may be interesting to some of your
readers. I strolled down to the Yacht Club
last Friday afternoon and there encountered
three fellows going out for a sail in the
yacht Apollo, which M. C. Aker had in
Victoria for a while. e talked yachting

for a time, and one of them, Mr. Plowman,
after consulting Commodore Seevolt, asked
me if I’d go along with them—if the breezs
kept up they expected to'make Tacoma and
be back about 8 p..n. Notwithstanding my
oath never to go yachting again sfter my
experience on the Dora—a rough trip from
Port Angeles and too smooth a trip from Es-
quimals on Northwest regatta day, when we
nad to row back to Viectoria—I decided to
go. We got about half way to'Tacoma by
330 pm., when the wind died out com-
pletely. Then we turned back and in paes-
ing Aiki point we made no more than half a
mile from 1Q p m. to 2a m. Two of us got
out in the punt and trolled with no success ;
the skipper had caught one fine silver sal-
mon on the up-trip. All our coffee, con-
densed milk aud hard-tack was gone, as waa
algo all our coal oil, which was used in the
coal oil stove to heat up the cabin, and so,
as sleeping is eating to some, we tried to
sleep. The commodore didn’t wanb to sleep
as he wouldn’t trust us with the compass,
and 8o the other three of us took turns in
resting on the only mattress. While one
got the mattress the other two could shift
for themselves on boards with nothing soft
bub carpet.

““ When I woke up at about 6 a.m. we
saw Seattle about a mile off. There had
been a heavy fog and it settled on the sails
80 that when they were struck water would
fall like rain. I volunteered to use the
sweeps, but the commodore said we’d get
in soon. Instead of getting in soon we
drifted down by the tide until a fisnerman
told him it was about six miles to Seattle.
He then said ¢ Come up you fellows and pull.’
The compass didn’t seem to work right so
we headed for shore and then reéached the
yacht club at about noon. Steamboats came
near running us down twice, the Greyhound
in particular coming very close to us; we
were beatiog a basin with a big spoon and
the captain of the steamer shouted, ¢ Why
don’s you tlow you horn? It had been
foggy for nearly a week with slight inter-
mission. The Aggie, a two -master that I
believe is paying Victoria a pleasure visit,
bhad the same experience two days later.
They hired a tug to get back.”

*“M- Burnard appties for jadgment under
ordar XIV. Writ is endoreed for principal
and iucerest due on a covepant in a mort-
unge dated June 12, 1891, aad claims a sum
cer'sin for euch principa! and interest at
the date of the writ ; the plaintiffs farther
claim interest at the rate of 10 per cent. per
annum on the principal sum from the date
of the writ until judgment.

‘“ Mr. Duoff for the defendant contends
that this latter endorsement cannot be made
on a writ which is claimed as a specially en
dorsed writ, and cites Sheba Gcli Mining
Company, Ltd, v. Trubshawe, 1892, 1 Q
B., 674, and Gold Ores Reduction Company,
Ltd., v. Parr, 1832, 2Q B, 14. Bogh these
cases decide that interest cannot be claimed
on a specially endorsed writ unless it is
shown on the endorsement that the interest
isedue under a statute or by contract.

‘“ The first case was the judgment of five
judges delivered by the Cuief Justice, Lord
Uoleridge, who ssys two things are neccas-
sary in a rpecial endorsement, lst, that
the interest claimed is due by contract ; 2ad,
thata definite sum has to be claimed, for it
is important that a man who is proceeded
against should know exaotly how much he
has to pay and not be called upon to take
the risks of calculation.

‘‘ Here the first requisite is sufficiently
shown, the second is not.

‘“ The case of the Sheba Gold Mining
Company, Limited, v. Trubshawe, was gub-
sequently approved by the Ccurt of Appesl
in Wilks v. Wood, 1892,1Q B, p 684,
and is a binding authority on me.

‘I may point out that a clear distinction
is drawn between this case and one arising
under the bills of exchange code where the
statute gives interest up to judgment as
damages, and in such a case an endorsement
similar to the present one has been held not
improper on a specially endorsed writ ; see
London and Unaiversal Bank v. Clancarty,
1892, 1 Q B. 689.

**I therefore dismise the summons with
costs to the defendant ”

The discoveries
made heretofore east of Kootenay lake have
been lead ores; this new strike being copper
is of much importance, and may necessitate
the erection of a copper stalk at Pilet Bay
in the near future.

Seeing theé acconint of the finding of
the Kewenawa’s name board in yesterdsy's
CoLox1sT reminded Captain H. R. Foot, of
the steam schooner Mischief, of a similar
relic which he had seen last week when com-
pleting a voyage around Vanocouver island.
He had taken the outside passage and when
reaching Campbell river on the inside and
bomeward run he picked np two passengers,
Dr. Currie and Mr. Morris, both of Nanai-
mo. Thesegentlemenhad beencamping in the
vicinity of Campbell river and while there
discovered the gilded board on which the
lost Estelle’s name was insoribed. The two
took passage on the Mischief to Nanaimo
where they disembarked taking with them
the fragment of wreckage. The lost tug’s
mysterious disapflearance after leaving
Nanaimo with eupplies for the Northern
logging camps is still fresh in the memory of
Viotorians, and though wreckage indicating
her fate has previously been found the pick-
ing up of her namebnard at about the same
time as that of the Keweenaw is regarded
a8 a peculiar coincidence. .

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THE WORLD'S SUPPLY OF GOLD.

It has been said with a great deal of confi-
dence that one of the causes of thehard times
from which every civilized nation in the
world has to a greater or less extent of late
\years sutfered, is the appreciation of gold.
Gold, a certain echool of economists main-
tain, has become so scarce in proportion to
the demand for it that the prices of com-
modities have become ruinousty low. Ela-
borate statistics have been ecollected and
compiled to show that an ounce of gold can
in these days purchase more of the products
of men’s labor than it could some two or
three score ‘years ago. The low-
ness of prices, it is  argued,
proves beyond controversy that gold
has appreciated. Gold is in many
countries the only svandard of value, and
consequently prices riee and fall as the value
of gold rises and falls,

‘We are notijust now concerned about the
soundness or the unsoundness of this theory.
Assuming that it is to a certain extent true,
it will follow that the more abundant gold
becomes the less a given quantity of it, say
.an ounce, will buy. This is' another way of
saying that when .gold becomes abundant
prioes will rise. The more gold there is and
the.easier it is to.get it the higher prices of
commodities will become. Some of our
readers may remember that when the
mines of ' California and Australia were in-
oreasing the world’s supply of gold at a rate
up to that time unprecedented, quite a num-
ber of thinking men feared that if the flow
of gold did not cease or lessen to a consider-
able extent gold would lose its charactor
as a precious metal. After a while, they
eaid, an ounce of gold would have no greater
purchasing power than an ounce of silver.

‘Well, admitting that this theory is sound
and that the .prices of commodities of all
kinds almost entirely depend on the appre-
ciation or the depreciation of gold, it is worth
while inquiring whether there is any likeli-
hood of gold appreciating to such an extent
that prices will \become even lower than
they are at present.

Those whose attention have been directed
te this subject tell us that for the last ten
yeacs the annual supply of gold has been in-
creasing. Between the years 1860 and 1885
the world’s annual output of gold had de-
creased from -§$141,000,000 to $98,000,000
Since 1885 the annual product of the yellow
metal has been going up and up, until this
year it is estimated to reach $200,000,000.
The following table gives the world’s annual

output of gold since 1851 :
Average
Annual
Product.

Several countries have contributed to the
increase, as is shown by the following state-
ment :

The average anvual produch for the five
years ending in 1883, compared with the
produot of 1894, is as follows for the various
countries : In Australia it rose from 1,380,-
000 ounces to 1,883,000 ounces ; in the Uai-
ted States, 1,556,000 ounces to 2,080,000
ounces ; in Russia, from 1,150,000 ounces to
1,354,000 ounces ; in South Africa, from an
insignificanv amount vo 1,837,000 ounces,
and in other countries from 834,000 ounces
to 1,665,000 ounces. It will be seen, there-
fore, that the increased produmct of gold . is
by no means oconfined to the new
mines of South Africa. It is due in
part to the improvement in processes
of mining, including the reduction of ores,
and in part to the increased means of trans-
portation, giving cheaper acesss to and
carriage from gold fielde already known.
The influence thus exerted may be expected
to continue, while there is reasonable ground
to look also for steadily advancing discover-
ies on account of the stimulus given o ‘ex-
ploration and prespecting by recent success.
As an example of what expert judges have
been led to predict, we may cite the opinion
of an English engineer of stpnding, Sir
Edgar Vincent, that the Transvaal alone
contains $5,000,000,000 in gold, and may
within twenty years yield at the rate cf
$100,000,000 a year. Russian experts in-
dulge in predictions less Imposing, but

highly flattering, of the yield to be got from
the Sjberian mines when railway communi-
cation shall open them up more completely,
as will be done in the curse of the nexude-
oade.

If there is any truth in theee calculations
and estimates those who bslieve that good
prices and prosperous times depeid upon
gold being kept dowa ip value to a reason-
able figure may make their minds easy.
There is no fear of gold being appreciated to,
any extent 8o long as the eupply of iv in-
creases at the rate predioted by expects.
The probability is that prices will rise con.
siderably all round. There are so many con-
ditions on which the prices of commodities
depend that the most skilfal of the experts
do not venture to predict what they will be

that if the supply of gold continues to in-
crease during the next twenty years as it
hae in the past twenty years, the appreoi-
abion of gold will not be the cause of serions
business trouble in any part of the world.

THE RUSH'S REPORT.

From a report of the cruise of the Kichard
Ruceh in Behriog sea given to the Sem Fran-
cisco Uhronicle apparently by one sf ter offi-
cers, it appears that the cutter <twring the
geason boarded ‘‘seventy-eighit vessels.
All the boats in this flset,” i.he Chronicle
eays, ‘‘were oruising after eeal.” The
greater number of the seventy-eight vessels
must have sailed from Ameican nports, for
only thirty-two sealers cleaced from the
port of Victoria for Behring sea.

The Rush made four seicuris—three of
vhem were British vessels ard one an Ameri-
can. It is worth remarking that the Ameri-
can vessel, the Leuis ‘Olsen, was the ‘only
one found seal buating within the sixty mile
limit.

The Chronicle’s account says: ¢ The
Britieh schooner Beatrice was seized because
her log was not regular. The captain had
neglected te write it up, and there was no
way te tell where the vessel had been sgail-
ing or what she had done. The law is plain
on thie point, and the Beatrice was promptly
taken to Qunalaska and reported to Her Ma-
jesty’e ship Pheasant.

‘¢ The British schooner Shelby was found
close in shere. ‘Her captain claimed he was
engaged in bear hunting, but it was thought
queer that if that was the case she should
be in the sealing grounds. She was also
turned ower to the British boat.

¢ The schooner E. B. Marvin was seizad
because it was found on examining her
ammunition that she was short a number of
shells which she had reported at Attu. No
satisfactony-explanation of the disappear-
ance of these shells was given. The Marvin
being a British boat went as the others had
gone.”

This aecount of the Marvin's seizure does
not altogether agree with the one given in
Victoria. The *‘shells” on board the
Marvin when she was seized, we
were teld, so far from being ¢‘short”
were feuvd vo be greaver in number than
were reporved in Attu. The officer in Attu
evidentdy made a mistake in the count and
certified to fewer shells than were on board
the vessel. There is nothing in the Chron-
icle’s account about overhauling the skins
and about seizing the wvessgl because there
was a hole in one of them which appeaaed
as if it had been made by a bullet.

The reader will observe that none of the
British vessels are reported as *‘ poaching ”
—hunting within the sixty mile zone. In
faot the offences of the British vessels, if
they can be called offances, must have ap-
peared in the eyes of even Americans as
very trivial indeed, and as in no way justi-
fying the denunciation of the British sealers
ag ‘‘poachers” and ‘‘pirates’” that ap-
peared from time to time in the American
newspapers.

No
particulars are given, but her captain’s
excuses were evidently deemed suffivient ;

‘A MALICIOUS ATTACK.

We are not surprised that our esteemed
correspondent *‘ British Columbia First” is
indignant to see Mr. F. Barnard and the
company which he represents ridiculed and
abused. Mr. Barnard has worked hard to
prevail upon British capitaliste to invest
some of their money in enterprises which
have for their object the development of the
mineral resources of this Province, and he
deserves praise and not blame for having
thus directed his energies. It is very easy
indeed for a witling to attempt to
throw discredit upon the best of enterprises.
All that is required to do so with the appear-
anoe of sucgess is impudence, ignorance and
want of principle. A discreet person who
has the welfare of the Province at heart
would not dream of denouncing any com-
pany the object of which is to make avail-
able ite mineral wealth, or of belittling any
person who had been instrumental in the
tormation of such a company.

It must be admitted by the most sceptical
and the most malicious that if the Lillooet-
Fraser River-Cariboo Goldfields Com-
pany accomplishes to any considerable
extent the object for which it was formed
it will confer a very great benefit on the in-
habitants of British Columbia, It goes
without saying, then, that every one of
them, no matter whav his position may be,
should do what in him lies to give it a help-
ing hand. It is simply stupid and suicidal
to endeavor to discredit it and to throw
obatacles in the way of ite doing its work,
A little inquiry would have shown ' that
there are men oconnected with the com-
pany whom it would be the merest
folly to suspect of being engaged
in tramsactions of a questionable nature,
To attempt to throw doubt on the integrity
and the discernment of such men is simply
absurd. If there were anything in the shape
of proof that the insinuations against the
good faith of the company and the sneers
directed against some of the gentlemen con-
nected with it were deserved, we would
have nothing to say. But they have neither
proof nor probability to justify them. They
are evidently nothing more than the ex-
pressions of envy, hatred, malice and all un-
charitableness, and should therefore be
treated with contempt by evervone who
wishes well to British Columbia.

THE PROVINCIAL TAX.

We have heard some very bitter com-
plainte with respect to the way in which the
Provincial tax is colleoted. The language of
the act is most unqualified and does not, we
are sure, express the intentions of the men
who enacted it. According to it every male
person in the Province above eighteen years
of age must pay this tax. If the law is in-
terpreted literally the collector can collect the
tax from every guest in our hotels, and from
every traveller whovisitsthe Province. Cases
of very great hardship have been related to
us. Surely the collector should have some
instructions. He should not be ab liberty
to take every stranger in the city by the
throat and compel him to fork out three
dollars. There should be some qualification
as to residence, something to prevent the
collector from compelling persons to pay the
tax who are not equitably bound to con-
tribute to the Provincial Treasury. It is to

be hoped that the Government will at the
next session of the Legislature have the act
altered in such a way that it cannot be made
the means of inflioting hardship and injustice
on strangers.

COASTING STEAMERS WRECKED.

SaN FraNCIS00, Oct. 12.—Private advices
from Guaymas to-day estimate that the
steamer Diaego of Mazatlan, and another
small gulf coaster have been lost with all on
board. The orafts were right in the path of
a hurricane, and nothing has been heard of
them, though one was due at Guaymae and
the other at Mazatlan some days ago. A
number of miners, American and Mexican,
took passage on the steamers and if v is true
that the vessels went down, a hundred lives
have probably been loat. [There is great
difficulty in communicating with the dis-

tricts visited by the gale.

FAR FORMOSA.

Japanese Consul Nosse Reviews and
Criticizes the Statements of
Rev. Mr. MacKkay.

Reply of the Returning Missionary—
He Hails Japanese Rule With
Satisfaction.

In connection with the interview with
Rev. Mr. Mackay, which appeared in the
CoLonisT a few days ago, Mr. Nosse, the
Japanese consul for Canada, has made the
following remarks :

Acoording to clauses 2 and 3, of article 2,
of the Shimonoseki treaty, the island of
Formosa and a group of the Pescadore is-
lands were to be formally ceded to Japan by
China within two months after the ratifica-
tion of the treaty of May 8, both govern.
ments agreeing to dispatch special commis-
sioners to the island to arrange the cession
of the islands, China promising to with-
draw all her aoldiers, including those under
Lieu, chief of the Black Flags, from the is-
lund before such cession takes place. Bat
through the instigation of Chang Chih-Tung,
the viceroy of Nankin, the leader of the
anti-foreign party and strong supporter of
anti-missionary leagues, Topg-Kin-Sip, the
Chioese governor ot Formosa, established a
republican government on the island,
uoder the protection of the Chi-
nese government, and placed himself
under the control of the Viceroy,
Char, and Liu was appointed to the com
mandership-in-chief of all the forcer, at the
eame time retaining his rank of Chinese
major general, which was given to him some
ten years ago.

This burlesque play on the part of Chang-
Chih-Tung entirely upset the arrangement
of both the Japanese and Chinese commis-
siobers, whose idea was that the island
should have been ceded peacefully as will
be seen from the China Gazstte. A number
of Chinese officers were implicated in the
Formosan intrigues. However the Japanese
government with the belief of taking the
island without any bloodshed appointed
Admiral Count Kabayama as ** civil ” gover-
nor of Formosa, who arrived at Tamsui, the
northwest part of the island, on the 28:h
of May, but to hie great disappointment
found the islanders, both residents and
Hakkas, in arms against the Japanese.
Not only were the Chinese soldiers not with-
drawn as agreed upon by the Chinese gov-
ernment, but they were also increasegd from
the mainland—Canton snd Fukin—being
well supplied with arms and ammaunition.
The state of affairs on the island was g0
alarming and dabngerous that Li, the Chi-
nese commissioner, did not dare to land on
the island and Governor Kabayama was
obliged to megotiate upon the cession with
Li on board of a Japanese transport, the
latter having declined to land for fear of
being butchered by the Chinese =soldiers.
Although the formal cession was coucluded,
it was only nominal, the Chinese officers ard
soldiers stationed on the island having re
fused to surrender the island to the Japan-
ese. Governor Kabayams, with the in-
tention of establishing the civil government
as soon as he landed on the island, was
ne’ accompanied with & large force
of troops, but only took with him one bri-
gade of infantry, mainly for the purpose of
garrisoning the island. Governor Kabaya-
ma met Li, the Chinese commissioner, on the
2ad of June, and the formal ocession was et-
fected on the 3cd.

On the 3cd of June the Japanese Govern-
or issued a notification that the island had
been formally ceded to Japan and that the
people on the island, being considered equal
to Japanese, the former would receive just
and kind treatment by the new ruler of the
island. He caused the notices to be posted
ap ‘‘here and there”; thus things
should have been settled without any blood-
shed if the Chinese officials had remained
quiet ; if the Chief of the Black Flags had
left the island quietly ; if they had not been
instigated by the Chinese viceroys; but, on
the contrary, the Japanese advance guard,
near Keelung,wasfirstattacked by the Chinese
soldiers on May 30. That the Governor
Kabayama, however, did his best by trying
to treab the natives as leniently as possible,
could be proved by the following notice,
issued at Keelung on May 29 :

**The proclamation is hereby issued to
the natives of the Island of Formosa, that
the Island of Formosa and all the adjacent
islands having been ceded to Japan by
China, according to the treaty s‘ipulations
between the Emperors of Japan and China,
thab the islands will thus belong perpetually
to the Emperor of Jappn. The Governor
upon his arrival on the island dispatched
his civil officers to Tamsui for the purpose of
administering their civil duties. There
they were most expectedly attacked by the
Chinese soldiers stationed there. Kuowing
that you natives of the island are not im-
plicated in the above affairs, would all bs
trested with justice and clemency, ard the
properties belonging to the natives will
not be interfered with, and all the properties
confiscated by the Chinese government will
be restored to their proper owners. The
natives will be allowed to enjoy their right
and liberty over their persons and proper-
ties, excepting that all the castles, fortresses,
arms and ammaunition should be taken pos-
session of by the Japanese government.
You, the natives, shall follow your original
professions or trades and are warned not to
be implicated in tho troubles.
‘* By order,

(Signed) ¢“ Jun Mipzuno,

** Director yeneral of the Civil Administra-

tion Board.”
These and other facts may well prove
'that the Japanese never expected any oppo-
sition from the islandersand that the former
tried from the very beginning to treat the
natives with all possible leniency and jus-
sice. That idea, however, met with entire
failure, simply through the instigation of the
Chinese viceroys ; the chief promoter being
(Jhang Chih Tung, leader of anti-foreigners,
This is the reason who the Japanese ap-
peared ab first very inactive in their move-
ment after - landing on the island, and of
course they met a series of reverses until the
Japanese govercment took a different course
a8 to the sabjugation of the island.
I do not know how Rev. Mr.: Mackay has
got Bis report about the island when he was
himself absent over two years, but certain
papers tell a very amusing story about the
foreign missionaries who tried to *‘run
away ” from the island. = They may proba-
bly be the same gentlemen who supplied
Rev. Mr. Mackay with the report as to the
island.
As Rev. Mr. Mackay was to leave for
Japan yesterday, and it would otherwise
have been impossible for him to say anything
in explanation or reply, the subject of Mr
Nosse’s statement was ocommunicated Bo
him, this being his statement : 3

4. Natives wrote me at different times
but their letters were not at hand when
your reporter presented himeelf and I have
not & copy of the CoLoNIST with the inter-
view in it even now.
5 I can understand how many natives
looked at the matter even from the Consul’s
own statemente. He says: *‘‘The Japan-
ese never expected any opposition fcom the
islandere,” etc. Now I gathered from let-
ters sent to me that the Japanese acted as
if fearing no opposition.  Then interested
anti-foreign Chinese circulated false and bad
reports about the Japanese which the latter
seemed to treat with indifference, the
result being that the people rose up
in opposition. The Japanese then retaliated.

Now, there are those who think that if
the Japanese had taken immediate notice of
bad reports and prepared for opposition
their enemies could not have gained such
vantage groucd,and the Japanese would have
been more quickly masters of the situation,
However, 1 shall soon be there ard will be
able to know more about the whole uffzir. I
assure you, sir, it is truth I am after and no-
thing else, and, whatever wae said, I did
not wish in the slightest degree to reflct on
the Japanese as conquerors and now rulers
of the isiand. Indeed, I hail them ae mas-
ters, believing that the old Chirese mandar-
in corruption will be unknown in beloved
Formosa under Japanese rule.

SALMON CANNERIES AND CREAM-
ERIES.

To THE EDITOR : —There must be fresh in
the memory of everyone who has resided in
this province for a few years the difficulties
and trials of those who undertook the estab-
lishment of the first salmon canneries in this
country, and to watch that busy industry
grow from what many predicted would
never pay, ‘‘that the salmon were not
here,” ‘‘ihat the Columbia river was the
only spot,” *‘and if we had the salmon we
would never get a market.”” 'These were
some of the argnments used. I only refer
bo this to show how prejudiced the people
were, and how little faith mapny had in the
ultimate sacoess of the at present most
largely developed industry we now have.
Iv is jusv so, Mr. Editor, with many grand
opportunities at present ripe in this vast
province of ours. Let the present suffice for
me to point ou’ one or two as examples— the
making of our own butter on a large
scale. Where can there be found a bet-
ter opportunity for investment in an
industry the market for ail that can be pro-
duced being within the province. When one
considers the amount of money leaving the
country daily and reaching the lsrge sum of
$1.500 a day, or about half a million dollars
per aonum, sarely this leak shou!d be
stopped. Oar facilities cannot be bsaten ;
our climste gives us an immeanse advantage
over the Northwest, and freight charges
are in our favor. Who is there amongst us
that will undertake to keep this large
amount of money at home, making a fortune
many times over for those who invest in
such an undertaking, and at the same time
vastly enriching the province ?

To THE EDITOR:—In a book entitled
‘¢ Alaska,” published in Seattle, 1895, the
following parsgraph ococurs, in describing
the tourist rotite northward : “ A stop of an
hour and the steamer is ready to resume its
course towards Loring. (This is a town and
pos office situate on the northwest side of
the island of Revilla Gigedo ) The twenty-
five mile distance (from Ketchican, Tongas
Narrowe), is covered in sb)ut three hours ;
and the seat of what was, until the past
three years, one of the most prolific red
salmon streams in all Alaska, is found
picturesquely located on the western slope
of a high mountain. For a number of years
from fifteen to twenty thousand cases of red
ealmon were packed each year by bthis
establishment, but a system of trapping pre-
vailed by which the fish were prevented
from ascending to the lake above, and thie
has very nearly exhausted the supply. The
pack is now mostly of the hump back
varisty. Jusbback of the cannery the spark-
ling waters of Naha falls come thundering
down fifty feet or more, and are considered
the most beautiful of the many erc untered
along the tourist route.”

The foregoing extract will serve to illus-
trate how our Northern neighbors manage
to destroy valuable salmon fishing, and
*“ kill the goose that lays the gold -n egg.’
