The flames crackled and licked 
up the lay figure. A big hole was burn­
ed in the asphalt pavement. The police 
atyived too late to find the Doctor. He 
had disappeared in the crowd. His driv­
er was arrested, but released at the sta­
tion house.

LUNACY INCREASING.

Alarming Condition Shown by the Re­
port of the Commissioners.

SOLD FOR MUTTON.

Thousands of Goats Slaughtered and 
Placed on the Chicago Market.

Chicago, Aug. 5.—The Daily News 
says: Thousands of goats are bought, 
slaughtered and placed on the markets 
of Chicago and sold as mutton by 
packers at the stockyards, 
is carried on extensively during the win­
ter and early spring, up to 
ing the month of April.

The goats and kids are principally of 
the Angora kind and come from the 
Northwest, while a few are shipped in 
from the South, 
common goat species and do not find as 
ready sale as the Angoras.

Besides being very palatable as a food, 
the Angora goats and kids are used for 
other purposes. The skins of the goats 
are used for making floor mats and robes 
for the babies, while the skin of the 
kid is used for trimming furs.

Dr. W- S. Devoe, of the bureau of 
animal industry, when asked to-day in 
regard to the goats being sold for mut­
ton, said:

“ They certainly are quite free from 
disease, are fat and make excellent eat­
ing. Of course, the very common 
* billy ’ goat would have a tendency to 
be strong and have a bad odor. There 
is no law to prevent them being sold, 
and when we find them in the packing 
houses they are inspected the same as 
other carcasses.”

The records at the yards show that 
some weeks as high as 8,000 goats have 
been received.

FISHING HOG AND MOUSING HEN
From Forest and Stream.

Birds are omnivorous and exceedingly 
energetic In getting food. Seeing my fowls 
busy on the banks of one .of my Ash ponds, 
I investigated and found they yere wading 
Into the shallow water for the eggs of 
the frogs and toads lying there, and since 
then the hens have hunted there for the 
little pollywogs which Une the banks In 
hundreds. Just here I would diverge to 
this pollywog subject, and ask your readers 
If they know when a pollywog becomes a 
frog or a toad, and for how long these 
creatures go about like little alligators. 
The present year I have seen hundreds 
of them some rods from the water In the 
grass, and catching Ales,"'and four Inches 
long. Going back to the hens, these birds 
are exceedingly omnivorous, as will be 
shown by the many true stories told of the 
strange things found at times in their crops. 
It was through the enterprising hen that 
the California gold was Arst discovered, 
for long before Sutter found It In his mill 
race the women of his hoarding house found 
nuggets in the hens’ gizzards as they 
dressed them for the table. Other stories 
of similar discoveries of gold and precious 
stones In the gizzards of hens, or In 
crops, have been told In mining camps, and 
similar stories In more truthful places.

When I was a boy It was a common story 
that pigs could not swim, because their 
sharp hoofs cut their throats; but here In 
North Carolina I And our native razorback, 
or rail splitter, Is an excellent swimmer, 
for he navigates my ponds and rivers here, 
and I suspect him of actual poaching for 
Ash. I have seen him make a grab at 
something In the yater and dive after it, 
apparently with the swiftness and agility 
of an otter. Anyhow," I have had to shut 
In both sides of my ponds with a two-inch 
barbed wire fence 'to keep the hogs from 
doing something in my ponds akin to Ash­
ing, quite as much as to guard against 
Ashers who emulate the hogs in this re­
spect.

Mr. Pine Tree talks of these ravenous 
brutes of Ashing hogs, four-footed of course, 
but a whole drove of them will not do as 
much harm as one two-legged one. One 
of this breed I have seen, when he struck 
a shoal of trout so thick that the whole 
of the three Ales on his leader frequently 
took a Ash each, still keep on taking Ash 
after his twelve-pound basket was full, 
and when I fortunately came across him 
and stopped him he had a big heap on the 
bank, as well as a respectable string on a 
forked twig.

From the Toronto Mall and Empire.
The history of the Boyal Niger Com­

pany, whose rights and powers are 
abont to be taken over by the British 
government, affords a splendid example 
of the best spirit and best methods of 
British Empire « builders. Britain is 
accused by other nations of 'being grasp­
ing and unscrupulous in acquiring terri­
tory, but the facts show that the govern­
ment has in most cases only come hi to 
protect the rights which individual Brit­
ish subjects had acquired by their own 
efforts. The British subject has gone 
first, and the British government has 
followed only when British interests 
were so large that governmental control 
and protection were required. It is be­
cause British subjects have had more 
this kipd of enterprise than the subjects 
of any of the other powers that Britain 
rules more territory. A typical case is 
that of the Boyal Niger Company. In 
1877 there was no foreigner, whether 
trader, soldier, missionary or traveller, 
in the whole district watered by the 
Niger. Some British traders then began 
to consider the advisability of organizing 
a company to develop this region. Three 
or four years later a company with a 
paid-up capital of $2,500,000 began the 
work. No government aid of any kind 
was extended to them. In Sir George 
Goldie the company found a man of rare 
administrative ability and a high concep­
tion of responsibility. The undertaking 
prospered from the start. After the 
company had paid three dividends of 6 
per cent, and had thus given evidence 
of sound:.ess, Mr. Gladstone m 1886 
gave them a royal charter, endowing 
them with administrative powers. 
Starting with a few scattered trading 
stations, they gradually extended their 
operations, until to-day they exercise 
sway over more than 500,000 square 
miles of territory, containing a popula­
tion of about 30,000,000. To adminis­
ter this territory requires > an army of 
1,000 and a regularly organized govern­
ment. And so well has this great trust 
been fulfilled that no complaints are 
heard. Not only has commercial success 
been achieved, but the' best interests of 
the inhabitants have been guarded, and 
extension of influence has been gained 
rather by honorable treaties, about 500 
of which were entered into, than by force 
of arms. In its territory, first in Africa, 
the liquor trajp was restricted, although 
it was very profitable, and the restric­
tions were increased from time to time. 
While peace was the great object, war 
could not always be avoided. The most 
serious conflict was with the Emir of 
Nupe, who, contrary to his treaty agree­
ment, raided, for slaves in the territory 
of the company. Sir George Goldie led 
in person an army, of 800 men, and 
achieved a brilliant victory over the 
Emir’s army of 30,000 men. It was the 
company, and not the British govern­
ment, that took part in the race for Lake 
Tchad, when France and Germany 
the competitors, and it secured at least 
as good a portion as fell to the lot of 
the others. It was into its territory 
that the French encroached, with the 
result that a grave crisis arose, which 
was only ended by the Niger convention 
wf a few months ago. On account of 
the pressure of France and Germany 
upon the borders of the company’s pro­
tectorate, and the consequent possibility 
of incidents of a serious international 
character, the British government finally 
decided that it was not wise to leave 
private parties any longer in control. 
The revocation of the charter was de­
cided upon, and the company is to receive 
for its rights and privileges, part of its 
property, and its administrative plant, 
the sum of $4,325,000. And the com­
pany is besides to receive one-half of the 
royalty on certain mineral lands for a 
period of 99 years. In introducing the 
bill embodying these provisions into the 
House of Gommons, Sir Michael Hicks- 
Beach enumerated the conspicuous ser­
vices the company had rendered to the 
Empire. “ It is owing to their work,” 
said he, “ and to nothing else, that they 
have preserved for out commerce and 
for our interest the great artery of the 
Niger.”

A GREAT TUNNEL.

The proposed tunnel between Scotland 
and Ireland is attracting great attention 
at present, and it is said that the money 
is all ready to put the work through, if 
the British government can see its way 
clear to guarantee 3 per cent, on the capi­
tal stock of $50,000,000. The tunnel 
will be 35 miles long. It will start from 
the outer shore of the peninsula lying 
seaward of Loch Ryan and end a little 
north of the entrance of Belfast Lough. 
The tunnel will not be straight. It will 
run due west for about 10 miles, when 
it will bend to the southwest, continuing 
this course until it reaches the Irish 
coast. The actual distance under water 
will be 25 miles, but at each end land 
approaches 5 miles long will be required. 
Lord Londonderry, who is at the head of 
the project, says there are really no en­
gineering difficulties in the way. He 
thinks that with present appliances the 
work can be done in 10 years, but ex­
presses the opinion that as the work 
progresses, methods will be hit upon, 
so that the whole enterprise can be com­
pleted in a considerably shorter time.

Lord Londonderry thinks that on the 
construction of this tunnel the city of 
Galway will at once spring into great 
prominence as a seaport. He claims this 
city to be the most convenient port for 
trans-Atlantic steamers, and says that 
by the time the tunnel is ready for work 
trains will run from Galway to Belfast 
in three hours. From Belfast to Car­
lisle by way of the tunnel the time would 
be less than three hours, and from Car­
lisle to London the time is six hours. 
“That makes eleven or twelve hours 
from Galway to- London,” says his 
lordship, and he adds that steamers run­
ning to Galway would save several hours 
as against those running to Queenstown. 
This scheme involves a new line of rail­
way across Ireland, in connection with 
the tunnel. He is very hopeful that the 
government will give the necessary guar­
antee, which the promoters ask shall 
take effect only when the tunnel is ready 
for business.

The tunnel at its lowest point wDl be 
500 feet below the surface of the water, 
the reason of the bend in it being to 
avoid the necessity of going to a greater 
depth. If it were not for this, it would 
6e possible to make the tunnel about 
three miles shorter. Examination has 
shown that the character of the rock to 
be cut through is as good as could be 
desired, and although there is always 
danger that fissures may be met,' which 
will give trouble by letting in the water 
from above, it is not supposed that they 
will prove a very serious obstacle.

The Wonders Enterprise and Money- 
Have Wrought on Texada.

To the Editor of the Colonist:
Sir: Fifty years ago I, a tender-footed 

cockney, sailed In the Hon. Hudson Bay Co. 
steamer Beaver, on proteslsonal service to 
Fort Rupert. We passed wooded, rocky, 
hilly, uninhabited, forlorn Texada Island. 
A day or two ago the City of Nanaimo 
took me, my contemporary, Joe W. Mc­
Kay, and others, once again to the Island. 
It looked unaltered and unalterable^ until 
almost suddely rounding a point, a wharf, 
smelter and people came Into view and dis­
pelled the foggy, gloomy reminiscence, re­
placing it with astonishment. ■ Mr, Treat, 
the magician, the chief owner’In the Yan 
Anda Company, and the populace generally, 
kindly welcomed us and the magician with 
his Invisible wand took no end of trouble 
to show us the wonders of his wondrous 
almost creation—the numerous Aladdin’s 
caves, their guards and governors, a be­
wildering scene of disciplined labor, the 
pride, the glory, the loved child of the mul­
titalented enthusiastic over-active magician 
—the conversion of ores Into copper, gold 
and silver—move on. Here Is the log cabin 
of the magician, say a couple of detached 
rooms, very simply furnished. The mantel 
made of pretty specimens of minerals, and 
on it family portraits, the chief of which 
being that of the equally energetic, enthu­
siastic Mrs. Treat, who discovered the 
Cornell mine! Close at hand Is the store; 
at which anything can be bought, and over 
Its portals side by side are the portrait 
of Her Majesty the Queen and the stars 
and stripes—for Mr. Treat is a blue-eyed, 
light-haired Saxon-Amerlcan. ’ In various 
places are layers of wood, say twenty or 
more feet long, and on them rest piles of 
ores ready for roasting in order to drive off 
the sulphur. This rpasted ore when convey­
ed to the smelter Is placed therein, layers of 
coke and ore alternately, each being fre­
quently renewed. Inside this smelter, a 
volcano—a molten lively fluid liquid as wa­
ter but a good deal hotter. In this liquid 
the light particles rise to the surface, 
the heavier, i.e., the copper,, gold and sil­
ver, sink, to the bottom of the 
as mere matter of specific gravity—remem­
ber this.

Come to the smelter and Its house. The 
smelter is a large crucible like, chamber, 
wherein the coke makes the heat to melt 
the minerals. Instead of a blacksmith's 
bellows to make a draught, steam engines 
are employed. Here, then, all under a well 
built shelter is the beautifully clean and 
well-watched and cared for machinery- 
hut observe the big pipe, through which 
the air Is forced to the smelter. The con­
struction of this Is so ordered that It can- 
easlly be made to supply an additional 
smelter as soon as required. The present 
smelter can handle fifty tons per diem 
easily. Look at the smelter. From a hole 
In. its upper side flows like water a red- 
hot, continuous rope-like stream of molten 
rocks; this goes on everlastingly without 
let or hindrance. Walt a quarter of an 
hour, and then the lower hole is tapped and 
out flows a similar rope-like glowing, red- 
hot fluid. This Is the matte, containing 
ninety per cent of pury £ray or virgin cop­
per mixed with gold ansi silver. This takes 
pince about every half hour. The fluid 
from the upper hole is the “slag,” but ex 
amined by experts to see that there is no 
metal in it, slag black and brittle as dry 
pitch, being pitched over the bank to make 
a permanent wharf, but may soon be made 
useful for other purposes. In both cases 
the molten lava pours into metallic basins 
on wheels

The metal set aside, and when cooled end 
broken up, sacked and sent to New York 
for sale, per the C. P. R. railway! The 
smelting house cannot be considered hot 
at night, there must be a lurid, uncanny 
spectacle therein—the ever-flowing, lumin­
ous lava, the glowing pans, the hardy 
oh, my goodness, what next! There 
be electric light sooa, and shortly te'e- 
graphic communication, probably by way of 
Uomox, which is only a few miles distant 
by water. Of course I'veryienly was ener­
getic in colecting specie : of the ore and 
of lta smelted resu-ts.

It is not often that - British naval of­
ficer is induced to comment upon the man­
agement of a campaign by the executive 
officer of another friendly country. For 
this reason, as well as because every word 
ef his censure is more than endorsed by 
men of the United States forces also re­
turning from Manila by the Empress of 
Japan to-day, the triimte of Commander 
P. S. St. John, R.N., of H.M.S. Peacock, 
to General Otis, Ü.S.V., is the more 
worthy of consideration. His opinion of the 
general may be crystallized in his closing 
words In an interview given at the William 
Head quarantine station last evening.

“General Otis,” he said, “is a silly old 
man, without knowledge of the necessities 
or the responsibilities of his position— 
without ability to improve it. The very 
first action of his government should be 
his recall. It is a pitiful thing to see the 
sacrifice of the great, tall, splendid «men of 
the American'soldiery to his gross incom­
petency.”

Commander St. John was attached to the 
British North Pacific squadron some ten 
years ago, when he made Esquimau hie 
headquarters In H. M. S. Cormorant. Lat­
terly he has seen plenty of service on the 
China station in command of the Peacock, 
was in charge of Weihelwei during the 
past winter, and afterwards spent some 
time in the safeguarding of British inter­
ests in the Philippines, from which island* 
he is now returning to England, having 
left Manila on July 6.

Speaking of the progress of the present 
campaign against the insurgents and its 
ultimate result, he says if General Otis is 
left to direct the army of occupation, there 
can be but one outcome. The Americans 
will be defeated by an Inferior foe.

Why? What have they done to justify 
any other conclusion? They have been all 
this time in the Islands—the army of a 
wealthy, powerful, resourceful, numerous 
nation, opposed to a poverty-stricken, semi- 
savage people. Yet they have made but 
forty miles, and gained not even strategetic- 
ally advantageous ground.

Under General Otis they wont attack. 
They wont retire. They are becoming dis­
organized with indecision. They wait to 
be attacked, and this just suits their op­
ponents who are naturally content to save 
their ammunition and let their ally, fever, 
do the work.

But this isn’t the worst. General Otl* 
seems not to know the alphabet of cam­
paigning. He doesn’t manage his campaign 
or his forces. He waits for accident to 
shape his plan. His men cannot have con­
fidence in his leadership, and this neces­
sarily means loss of discipline.

He neglects the machinery of field trans­
portation. He does not carry enough am­
munition for any effective advance. He can 
at best skirmish a little and then fall back 
on supplies, while in the meantime the 
enemy (if they only knew it) have him at 
their mercy.

His hospital service isn’t worth the name. 
It’s worse than a farce. He should cer­
tainly have kept the Belief as a hospital 
ship, for she was not fit to send to sea 
with sick men. His commissariat depart­
ment is about as bad.

With all of his forces he is not holding 
back the Filipinos as effectively as the 800 
Spaniards did, and the American soldiers 

He cannot hope to starve out his enemy. 
It s a hard thing to do in the enemy’s own 
country, with a population decidedly 
friendly to the insurgent cause sentiment­
ally at all events. Aguinaldo’s men have 
plenty of food and supplies of ammunition. 
They get them easily at home, and it is 
suggested that they are able to buy them 
also from American speculators as well 
as Japanese.

“I firmly believe/* said Commander St. 
John, “that he has 5,000 dead to his ac­
count. Of course the people of the United 
States don’t know about the fatality as 
yet. How can they with all press reports 
censored as they are? You talk about the 
wide freedom of the American newspapers 
in war time. I tell you Great Britain never 
had a campaign in which the press cor­
respondents haa to see the written truth 
killed with the official blue pencil as it is 
now in the Philippines.

“And to cap it all, I believe there is con­
siderable ' friction between 
States army and the navy over something 
contained in a report or statement of Ad­
miral Dewey.

“What is to be the ultimate solution of 
the Philippine problem? I’m sure I don't 
know. I believe the United States will 
want us to take the islands eff their hands, 
possibly in exchange for Jamaica. Per­
haps it would, be a good trade for us, and 
perhaps not. At any rate I think we could 
show them more effective campaigning.”

Commander St. John’s arraignment of 
General Otis is fully concurred In by Cor­
poral D. Slezing and other men of the 
Eighth U. S. Infantry, also arriving by the 
Empress, on furlough, and returning to 
their homes from duty at Jaro. Iloilo. They 
asert that the hospitals—such as they are— 
are crowded to overflowing, and orders have 
been issued to the various regiments to 
keep their sick except those in need of am­
putation.

It extended into the 
sea for a distance of about 200 feet.

But the 
temptation to theorize is strong. Thus 
we have the story of Ne-kilst-lass, the 
Raven. Ne-kilst-lass, the author tells 
us, is the originator and perfector of all 
good, having neither beginning nor end 
of existence. He formed the earth out 
of darkness, beating it down by the 
ceaseless flapping of his wings during 
countless ' ages. The newly formed 
earth was only dimly lighted, and Ne- 
kilst-lass- searched far and wide for 
something better. At last he found a 
chief who had three boxes in which were 
the stars, the moon and the sun. He 
persuaded the chief to give him one 
after the other, and thereupon he placed 
these luminaries in the heavens. Here 
we have a legend resembling in essential 
features that of the Snoqualmies, which 
tells how Spbiow stole the boxes contain­
ing the sun, moon, stars and forests 
from the awful monsters Snoqualm. 
But what will strike the average reader 
more is the resemblance of the Haidery 
myth to the first chapter of Genesis. 
We have In the latter the formless earth, 
the spirit of God moving upon it, the 
cosmical light and then the creation of 
the sun, moon and stars. The reseuir 
{dance may be purely accidental, but it 
is impossible to resist the conclusion 
that they are both versions of the same 
original tradition of the early days of 
the world, handed down from an un­
fathomable antiquity. Mr. Deans gives 
several versions of the same story. That 
of the tribes on the Naas and Skeena 
differ from that of the Haidery in the 
order in which the boxes were obtained 
by the Raven.

Among other things which are to be 
learned from this collection of tales is 
that the Haidery have preserved a tra­
dition of a time when their ancestors 
walked on all fours, end .were covered 
with long hair. The climate was then 
much warmer than now. The story of 
the great flood, when nearly all the race 
was drowned, and the survivors re­
peopled the earth by casting stones be­
hind them which 'became men and 
women, has already been referred to in 
these columns. Its resemblance to the 
Greek legend is striking. A remarkable 
story is that of the Raven’s great feast, 
to which were bidden four races of men 
from different quarters of the earth. 
These races were different in color and 
language. This tale shows that the 
ancestors of the Haidery knew some­
thing of the people who inhabit other 
lands.

The explanation that has been given 
to these and similar tales is that they 
are really comparatively modem crea­
tions and are simply perversions of 
stories' told by missionaries, but this is 
wholly untenable. They have come 
down from an exceedingly remote an­
tiquity. It is within a comparatively 
few years that missionaries have been 
in contact with the Indians of this 
Coast, and the myths and legends have 
been preserved by men and women who 
never even heard there was such a thing 
as the Christian religion. We must 
seek for their origin far back in the 
childhood of the race. They are doubt­
less real history in all essential particu­
lars. Many of the grotesque details are 
palpably fiction. They suggest that the 
race at one time was far more advanced 
in knowledge than now, and that the ab­
surdities interwoven in the stories are 
the result of efforts to keep alive through 
centuries the memory of by-gone events 
which in their nature were incompre­
hensible to a degenerate people. They 
seem to be stories of the days before a 
great deluge, when an ancient civiliza­
tion was swept away with most of the 
knowledge that had been acquired in un­
numbered generations.

A KENTUCKY FEUD. MR. HENDERSON ACCEPTS.
There is now in progress in Clay 

County, Kentucky, a feud which has 
already cost many lives, and promises to 
cost many more. The parties to it are 
the Bakers and the Philpots on the one 
side, and the Whites and the Howards 
on the other. These families are not 
lawless mountaineers of a low type. 
They stanJ high socially, have held 
many public offices, and have all consid­
erable wealth. The head of the Baker 
family was for many years county attor­
ney. The leader of the Philpots was1 a 
member of the legislature. One of the 
Whites was a member of congress, and 
one of the Howards was sheriff of the 
county. Other members of all four 
families have held office, 
beén prominent in business circles. The 
Ghadwells and Griffins, who are not so 
well known, are also in the fend on the 
side of the Whites. To give some idea 
of the number of men engaged in the 
troubles it may be mentioned that the 
Philpots have sixty men armed and 
mounted, ready to carry on hostilities at 
any moment.

The Governor of the state seems in­
clined to interfere to stop the trouble, 
but he is meeting with very little sup­
port. Those who would naturally, be 
supposed to rally round him in the cause 

. of law and order are taking quite the 
contrary course, and are recommending 
him to let the combatants fight it out. 
While the governor admits that there 
is some wisdom in the suggestion, he 
does not conscientiously feel that he can 
act upon it- If the feud goes on there 
will be wholesale murder, and he thinks 
that he cannot justify himself in permit­
ting this. Yet how to prevent it is so 
difficult a matter, that he may well de­
spair of the task. A few days ago four 
men were killed and four others badly 
wounded in one of the fights, but though 
the guilty parties are known and the 
evidence is beyond all question, no one 
has been put on trial, for the reason that 
no jury would dare to find the murderers 
guilty, no judge would dare sentence 
them, and no sheriff would dare execute 
them. Under such circumstances it is 
easy to understand how helpless the 
governor is. The whole business is a 
terrible commentary on civilization.

Mr. Alexander Henderson has accept­
ed the office of attorney-general as far 
as Mr. Semlin can give it to him.

UNCERTAINTY OF PRIVATE 
RIGHTS.

“There seems to be a general disposi­
tion, especially on the part of the foreign 
element, to work out their daims as 
quickly as possible, and get out of the 
country for good. This is largely due 
to the manner in which mining 
and renewals are carried out, th 
or renewal entitling the owner merely 
to a year’s lease, conditional upon his 
compliance in every way with the multi­
plicity of Dominion requirements.

“At the expiration of the lease period 
it is optional whether the government 
grants a renewal or not. The miner nev­
er knows what fate may be in store for 
him, and he is consequently in constant 
dread that the next ruling from Ottawa 
will he to issue no more renewals, and 
forfeit all private rights to the govern­
ment.

“To the discredit of the country, it 
may be said that such a ruling would, 
not be unprecedented.

“I did not see a single confessed Lib­
eral in the North country. It is said 
that there are no members of the party 
in the country, outside of the list of 
those holding official positions. They 
Liberals for revenue only and no doubt 
ashamed of the party at heart.

“I think a great mistake was made in 
not appointing an independent tribunal 
to investigate the charges that one hears 
daily. Such a tribunal should have been 
granted in justice to the government, in 
justice to the people who assert that 
their rights have been infringed upon, 
and in justice to the accused officials. 
The investigation by Commissioner Ogil­
vie is everywhere understood and re­
garded as the merest farce. It was so 
circumscribed in its scope that it could 
be nothing else, and no one would ac­
cordingly come -forward and place griev­
ances before it.

ÇOLICE MAY RESIGN.
“The government has again shown 

very bad judgment in not paying their 
officials better salaries in a country of 
wealth and high prices—salaries that 
would be sufficient to secure good men 
and keep them in the honest performance 
of public business.

“In this connection a word may be 
said in regard to the mounted police—a 
splendid body of men, spoken well of by 
every one. The unanimous opinion is 
that these men, after! doing all sorts of 
laborious “police” duty, and then haul­
ing the mail through each week last win­
ter, should be paid considerably more 
than the mere pittance of $45 a month 
which they are now receiving.

“They are worn out and disgusted, and 
it is the intention of the main body to 
resign when their time expires in a 
month or so. They will not re-enlist, 
and the prospect is, therefore, that the 
force will be recruited with men of not 
so high a standard, all of which might 
easily have been avoided by the payment 
of decent salaries to men thoroughly de­
serving to receive them. The police say 
that they have no objection to carrying 
the mail—at the risk of their lives quite 
frequently—but they think they should 
be paid a decent wage for doing so. And 
they are certainly right.

ATLIN IS ALL RIGHT.

AGRICULTURAL POSSIBILITIES,

"Nor is It in mining alone that the 
northern country is capable of great 
things. Much more can be done in the 
way of agriculture than has hitherto 
been reported.. I saw oats and barley 
during my trip that were all headed out, 
and had eyery appearance of ripening 
before they could be touched by the 
frost. They might not be worthy of 
classification as strictly first-class, but 
they would certainly answer the purpose 
well for fodder.

“ Horses, too, which were turned ont 
last fall in the locality of White Horse, 
when rounded up th» summer were in 
prime condition and ready to be put to 
work. There were also a number of 
cattle lost last year on the Dalton trail, 
and recently recovered—in quite as good 
.condition as though the best of care had 
been taken of them.

“ Besides this, I saw gardens of vege­
tables that quite contradicted the gen­
eral opinion of the Klondike—cabbages, 
turnips, lettuce, radishes and peas—all 
were doing well, ripening rapidly and 
with good flavor, and in fact showing 
up as well as the same vegetables would 
in any section of the Coast.

“ As for the business of the Klondike 
country, it is, I consider, in a thoroughly 
satisfactory state. All appear to be 
doing well and getting fair prices for 
their commodities. Cash rules almost 
entirely, and Victoria and Vancouver 
merchants are daily securing a better 
share of the trade. More could un­
doubtedly be got if the travellers were 
sent in, and steps were taken to meet the 
special wants and demands of this 
profitable territory.

VICTORIA’S OPPORTUNITY.
“ The storekeepers are realizing more 

and more the disadvantages of buying 
in the United States, and consequently 
the supply trade that has hitherto been 
enjoyed almost exclusively by Seattle 
and San Francisco, will be practically a 
thing of the past in another year.

“ The business mep of Dawson see 
that the big companies come to Victoria 
and Vancouver for their stocks. They 
realize that the Companies have had 
mature experience in the necessities of 
the Northern trade, and they now begin 
to understand that where they buy is the 
best supply point.

“ Hence if the Victoria and Vancouver 
merchants will only make an intelligent 
bid for the trade now, they will get it. 
They must always remember, however, 
to send nothing but strictly first-class 
goods, the exact line of goods desired 
by their northern customers, and 
dard stock. If Lea & Perrin’s sauces 
are ordered, it will not do to send an 
inferior imitation, nor will it do to 
neglect the lesson of American neatness 
and completeness in packing—and Ameri­
can study of the tastes of the customer.

“ As for supplies of another sort—the 
steam thawing machine has of course 
almost altogether superseded the primi­
tive methods at first adopted, and many 
of the miners are coming out this year 
for machines, a considerable number of 
which the Albion Iron Works will have 
opportunity to supply.

Speaking of incidents of his interest­
ing trip, Mr. Ker says that the Tyr­
rell has been patched up and has gone 
down the river. The Anglican will also 
be np in a few'days, and in business 
again, as sound as ever.

When the Columbian, on which Mr. 
Ker was a passenger, was coming 
through the rapids, she tied up and sent 
a canoe over the portage with three men, 
to release the cable. In doing so, the ca­
noe was upset and all three were thrown 
into the water.

One of the trio, Peter Dunn, of Birk­
enhead, England, the second mate of the 
Columbian, appeared to get cramps 
whfle trying to swim to shore, and was 
drowned. Nothing was„seen of his body. 
Five hundred dollars was immediately 
collected among the passengers for the 
bereaved family and this sum will be for­
warded to England with the sad news 
of the fatality.

The third man got on the overturned 
canoe and in passing through the rapids 
a circular life-preserver was thrown 
from the Columbian by one of the deck­
hands,' and landed ‘squarely over the 
man’s head, breaking several of his 
teeth. He was successfully hauled back 
to the steamer, however, and the inter­
rupted voyage was then continued.

“ When I went north it was my inten­
tion to close my eyes and shut my cars 
to all stories of Yukon maladministra- 

I found it impossible to do so. 
One cannot move without being im­
pressed with Klondike misgovernment. 
On every side one hears nothing but inci­
dents of maladministration.

“ In the first place, a woeful mistake 
is made in attempting to collect so large 
and disproportionate a royalty. All are 
quite prepared to admit that a royalty 
should be collected, but the great objec­
tion is to the amount and, the manner 
of collection. Operation costs are excep

AMERICAN PETTY PRACTICE.
“There is a grave objection taken by 

merchants of the North importing fruits 
to the double collection of duty by Amer­
ican officials—a Collection that seriously 
affects the interests of Victoria business 
men, inasmuch as the effect will be that 
the Northern merchants, when they find 
themselves compelled to 
fresh fruits in Seattle, will at the same 
time place their orders there for grocer­
ies which otherwise would be sent to 
Victoria or Vancouver for.

“As a consequence, the entire business 
will be lost to our people.

“I should say that if the American 
government insists in the continuation of 
these unfair regulations, the Canadian 
merchants should make immediate rep­
resentations to Ottawa which will cause 
the unloading of all perishable goods at 
Log Cabin, and after these have been 
properly inspected, and have naid duty 
in full, authority should be granted for 
their re-loading and proceeding.

“This would necessitate delay and ex­
pense, and would very quickly bring the 
Americans to fair terms.

WHAT MIGHT HAVE BEEN.
“One cannot help thinking, while fully 

appreciating the magnificent piece of rail­
roading from Skagway to Bennett, that 
a great mistake was made in not per­
mitting the construction of the Glenora- 
Teslin line to go on, with its continuation 
to a British seaport. If this had been 
done, the importance of the results to 
British Columbia and British Columbia 
merchants can hardly be over-estimated.

“In conversation with several interest­
ed parties at Skagway, I learned that 
there was a very general feeling there 
towards Skagway being made à British 
port. If such should ever he the case, 
this will, to a very great extent, become 
the distributing point for the whole In­
terior, as by carrying large stocks to 
Skagway a considerable saving of time 
will be made in filling orders from Daw­
son and other points in the great In­
terior.

Her place at the mill has 
been taken by the E. K. Woods, which 
arrived from Port Townsend on Sun­
day to load for Tientsin. There is but 
one other ship at Chemainus, and this 
is the steamer Tyr, she and the Woods 
being the only lumber tonnage in Brit­
ish Columbia. The fleet is certainly the 
smallest on record, and is directly attrib­
utable to the scarcity of tonnage and the 
high carrying rates being paid. Not a 
mast is too oe seen at any of the big 
Mainland mills.

P“st Chief Factor Yates also returned 
thanks for the honor done both to his 
father and himself, disappointing the ex­
pectation of a long speech.

CURING LEPERS WITH COBRAS.

A Curious Remedy Suggested by 
Hindoos.secre-

,Fr°m the New York Herald.
If Dr. Thomas J. Briggs, a former 

surgeon of the United States army, is 
on the right track, the new century will 
rejoice to see the dread 
leprosy, if not totally removed from 
among the host of ills to which flesh is 
heir, at least reduced to a minimum. 
The remedy whose effectiveness he
hopes to demonstrate is nothing____
nor less than the dealy venom of the 
cobra. Curious, too, is the fact that 
the idea of innoculating the leprous pa­
tient was suggested by the savage 
demon-worshipping hill tribes of far 
India-

“ It was Dr. Bardoni, of Turin,” said 
the doctor, * “ who first discovered the 
bacillus of leprosy—a pencil-shaped 
microbe, resembling that of tuberculosis, 
but having one end thicker than the 
other and enclosed in a sheath or cell. 
TMs sheath may account for its amaz- 
inKJongevity, for not even the bacillus 
of tetanus has a greater power of sur­
viving under all conditions. Dr. Bardoni 
and others attempted to cure leprosy 
by inoculation, but after some years of 
experiment the idea was given up.

“ In India a maimed man is an out­
cast, and so dreaded is leprosy that 
according to Hindoo law and 
potent custom among the fanatical hill 
tribes, a man who has leprosy in the 
incipient stages has the honorable alter­
native of suffering himself to be buried 
alive and ascending to the realms of the 
gods, where he is purified in everlasting 
bliss, or he can suffer himself to be bit­
ten by the deadly groove-fanged Naji 
tripudians, or cobra of fame. This 
is done with the hope that on recovery 
from the venom 
leprous signs will disappear, 
latter case a fine young cobra, or a 
hooded, dusky hamadryad, is taken from 
the jungle, starved and prodded into 
fury. The leper thrusts out his fore­
arm and takes the full charge of the 
deadly venom sac, and then proceeds to 
fill himself with the most efficacious in­
toxicant at hand, generally the toddy 
made from the bud of the cocoginut, a 
most speedy and refreshing soporific.

“ The results were astonishing. Three 
out of five lepers recovered from the 
bite, and, strange to say, from the 
leprosy also. The result is demonstrated 
on scientific grounds. The cobra’s venom 
is a subtle fluid to which all germ life 
succumbs. It begins immediately to 
destroy every vital function. The 
bacillus of deadly leprosy succumbs to 
the deadlier venom of the serpent, 
which in turn yields to large doses of 
alcohol.

“ The treatment is not infallible, but 
with proper food, care and exercise of 
professional judgment, there is no reason 
why it should not show 90 per cent, of 
successes, if the leprous patients are dis­
covered and treated in the incipient 
stages."
