MILLION AND HALF
" FORCOUNT ZEPPELIN

Says Germany Will Long' Remain at
Head in: Aerial Navi-
y gation <

Berlin, May 6.—For the sum of over
$1,500000 which has bgen subscribed
for him by the German mation, Count
Zeppelin says:

“The extensive works, which are to
render possible the rapid building of
airships of the contemplated dimen-
sions, are being prepared. Various en-
terprises which * promise important
stimulation to and development of air-
ship construction, or the utilization of
aerial navigation, are receiving neces-
sary support. Scientific researches and
experiments ‘of all kinds for testing
what is’ being done or proposed
throughout the world in this direction
are being carried out in.order that pro-
gressive improvements may be made.
From what is being effected it is to be
hoped that Germany will long remain
at the head of the nations in airship
construction and aerial navigation.”

Blugjackets From Warship
Which Has Returned to Es-
quimalt Tell of Good Work
Done During Conflagration

BULL FIGHT SEEN -
AT PERU’S CAPITAL

H. M. S. Algerine, which returned
to Esquimalt yesterday atternoon
from a southern cruise lasting five
‘months, during which calls were made
at Acapulco, Salina Cruz, Callao,
Iquigue, Coquimbo, Valparaiso, and
other ports, broke all warship records
for the number of mascots on board.
Many succumbed during the voyage,
the ship’s monkey, who embarked long
ago at Singapore when the vessel was
on the China station, being buried at
sea on the way from San Francisco to
Esquimalt. There are still on woard
two goats, six parrots, a macaw, two
turtles, known as Ruth and Boaz and
a performing rooster, which affords
much amusement by sitting on there-
volving capstan crowing aloud.

An incident of the vovage was a fire
in which the handy men,of H. M. S
Algerine , to-operated ,whh ‘those of
the Shearwater at Coduimibs, A dis-
astrous fire broke out in a farge hotel
near the wharf and the fire engine
and landing parties were-sent ashore.
It is a commentary on the discipline
of the British ships that their land-
ing parties were. on the scene fully
three-guarters of an hour before de-
tachments arrived from the United
States cruisers lying in port.

Had the men of H. M. §. Algerine
not arrived so speedily and set to
work theré would have been loss of
life in the tire.. A theatrical party was
staying at the hotel, and when tne fire
broke out the members appear to have

vians in- the hotel tled and shut them-
selves-up in the-cellars evidently with
the intention of seeking oblivion to
danger among the wine. vats. Those
in béd and these in hiding, the former
clad in night clothes, were dragged to
places. of safety by the British blue-
jackets. On the top of the hotel a
kind of miniature Zoo was kept and
one of the bluejackets in his efforts to
rescue some of the ‘animals, those
aboard the. sloop, -say. his ~ attentions
were particularly divected towards a
giraffé, in swinging" along ‘the ' coping
stone with a grapnel, missed his hold
and fell to the ground a distance of
four storeys. He . was  picked up,
practically uninjuged, and was able to
be about again i{a few days as well
ag ever. In the fire the ‘hotel and
several warehquses were . destroyed,

' “On one occasion during the voyage,
when the officers of H. M. 8. Algerine
were taken over the Oroya railroad up
the lofty Andes, up a mountain 15,000
feet high, and for a distance of about
one hundred miles into the country at
the headwaters of the Amazon,’ the
party from the Algerine were but 150
miles distant from H. M. 8. Pelorous,
which had made a remarkable yoyage
up the Amazon, for over 2,300 miles.

At all the ports of call the warship's
officers and men were: kindly treated,
dances, football, cricket and other
sporting events being arranged in their
honor, and at Lima they witnessed a
bull fight. - There were- 12,000 ‘people
present at the arena, where the scene
was a striking one during the progress
of the buli fight, in which -fourteen
horses were killed as a result of being
gored by six bulls, which were after-
ward killed by the matadors.

At Iquique, Lima and Talara foot-
ball matches were played, the sailor's
winning the first and third and were.
beaten by a team of Peruvians "at
Lima. They won two of three cricket
matches played at Talara, Iquique and
Valparaiso. At Valparaiso, which is
being rapidly rebuilt, a race meet was
organized in honor of the visiting. Al-
gerine. The officers were also pre-
"sented to the presidents of Chili and
Peru.

While at Callao orders were received
to proceed to Peru to make some sur-
veys and hy@regraphic work was car-
ried on t6. chart the harbors of La
Cruz, Talara and Port Lobitos. At La
Cruz, where the warship was anchored
in the roadstead, the heavy surf con-
stantly roling .in made landings diffi-
cult and dangerous. With the assist-.
ance of Indians the landing party got
through the surf with much difficulty
on. & raft, those on board being wet |
through before they reaghed the beach.

The .Peruvian war fleet was met at
Lima, ' consisting of two second class
cruisers and some obsolete converted
gunboats.

Thée Algerine is to be overhauled and
will probably leave shortly for Bering
‘Sea’ to make the sealing patrol.

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VISITING PRESSMEN

Victoria is fortunate tuday in having
a number of representative newspaper
men from the Southern Dominions as
visitors. .They are heartily welcome to
this westernmost Outpost of the Em-
pire and to the great Dominion, which
they are soon 'to have the opportunity
of traversing.  They are on their way
to the Mother Country to take part in
the Press Congress, at which it is
hoped many interesting subjects will
be considered and out of which it is
expected great good will come. In the
necessarily hurried visit which these
gentlemen will make to Canada they
will only be able to see the surface of
things, and they can hardly be expect-
ed to get'a clear and deep ingight into
the sentiments of the Canadian peo-
ple. - It may be well to remind them
that in Canada they will find the old-
est exemplification of the colonizing
instinct of the British people, the most
prolonged experiment in colomial self-
government. Canada, as it is today,
derives . its characteristic = .qualities
from ‘two sources: the presence in the
country of a large element descended
{rom the Frénch colonists, who set-
tled in Quebec more than a century
hefore Australia could boast a’' white
jnhabitant, and of .descendants of .the
Tnitéd Empire Loyalists, whose an-
cestors have lived in Over-seas Britain
for, in many cases, more than two cen-
turles. The representatives™ of fami-
lies, that have lived in America- for
five generations, may speak of the
United Kingdom as the Mother Land,
but they of necessity meéan something
very different from what those do,
whose fathers or grandfathers.at the
most - regided in Britain ore Ireland.
Very many observers fail to realize
this fact,-and -yet it 18 a very im-
portant fact in-connection with Cana-
da’s relations to the Empire. The
two elements of the population re-
ferred to above, that is, thHe péople of'
¥rench descent and those who sprang
from the United Empire Loyalists,
have been instrumental In preserving
the northern half of the North Ameri-
can Continent to the British Crown,
.and thus made possible a world-
encircling” Empire. Disappointment is
often expressed by people, who have
not been in Canada long enough to
wear out. the clothes in which they
landed, at the point of view. from
which a large proportion of the Cana-
dian people regard Imperial questions,
but centurjes mold the minds of a peo-
: ple, and it seems to us that one of the
! most remarkable things in the history
" of nations is the wonderful manner in
: which the descendants of these people
 have remained loyal to British con-
: nection and staunch ° supporters of
i British institutions. If we say that

i*we see in this a promise of Imperial
solidarity and a demonstration that
“ the British Empire rests upon founda-
tions which o’ ranytalock.
likely to assail them, we hope the rep-
resentatives of our- younger. gisters in
the great Imperial family will not mis-
. understand our meaning, In the light
of the history of the people of Canada
. and the strength of the .éxisting at-
tachment to the Mother Al?d and the
. Empire as a whole, we=feel “certain
that observers cafi’discern deeper in-
. fluences . at ' work- than"‘those about
. which politiclans, falk the mpst, and
proof that the-great fabric, of which
(Canada* and” the.Southern Dominions
form a ‘part, is much more stable than
some estimable people seem to" think.

The people of Canada desire closer
relations with their sistéer Dominions.
There seem to be obstacles in the way.
This is not an ececasion to discuss pol-
itics, nor would it be exactly courte-
ous in an article of welcome, to en-
déavor to point out the reasons why
: those relations:have not been:as fully
developed as _ most of us would like.
‘We must corftent ourselves, this morn-
' ing with saying that the people of' the
Dominion very earnestly desire that
the closest possible trade relations
shall be established with their fellow
Britishers across the ‘Pacific. These
trade relations must be along. the lines
of the least resistance to be of any
permanent value, and it seems8 to us
that it would be wise nolicy on the
part of statesmen of-all the Dominions
to seek out the natural lines in which
trade can be developed to the greatest
advantage of us all. :

There is something in. the presence
of these visitors, which appeals to the
imagination. A rally of newspaper
men from all parts of the Empire is
a notable thing. It is an evidence of
unity. It is a demonstration of the
far-reaching scope of British influence.
It is an earnest of better things to
come, when the pepple of all parts of
the greatest of "the world’s empires
shall have learned to know each other
better.. Visits like the present one
will contribute: mrch- to this' tmproved?
knowledge, but something. more is
needed. Intercourse between the com-
ponent rts of the Empiré must:be
improve Cheaper télegraphic serv-
ice is needed,.also a quicker mail serv-
ice; also better facilities for the car-
riage of merchandise. Cheap telegra-
phy and an All-Red steamship line in
advance of immediate requirements
seem to ug tp, be.of very. great,and
pressing .importance, and we think
there ought to be a joint effort on the
part of -the press-of the several coun-
‘tries most directly concerned to bring
them about. . . | L

Our visjtors will see in British Co-
lumbia a province of vast potentiali-
tiés, which are only in the infancy of
their development. They will see in
Victoria a city which we are wvain
enough to think is not unworthy of ‘a
place beside the many famous beauty
spots of the Empire. We bid them .a
hearty welcome; we hope that their
brief stay with us will be pleasant;
ive are sure that their missjion to the
Mother Country will be crowned with
good results, and we trust they may
have a safe return. to their several
homes.

SAANICH PENINSULA,.

There i8 no city in British Columbia
that has such. a suburban area tribu-
tary to {t as Victoria has in the
Saanich ' Peninsula, and there is none
in Canada or-anywhere else that has
anything superior-to it. We are very
much given in this city to looking for
sources of prosperity. We think we
see them in the Yukon, in northern
British Columbia,”in the Orient, and
in the remoter parts of Vancouver Is-
land.  And in all those places and in
many others" there are sources of the
greatest prosperity for us. But right
at hand, within an hour’s motor ride
of the City Hall there s a region,
which, when once it:is utilized na-

more’"for Victoria ~than anyone = can
measure, Its present great need is
transportation. The Victoria & Sidney
railway runs out sixteen miles. On the
principle that one should “speak gent-
ly of the erring” we will be.content
with mentioning this fact. The' rail-
way i# in the wrong place. It is mid-
way between the two parts of the
peninsula from which traffic can be
furnished and far enough away from
both to make it of very little value to
either. . Some people! say -the road
ought to be electritied, but that would
pot .make it much better.’, What the
Saanich Peninsula needs is a belt
line, in sight of the water for all, or
nearly all the way round. Such a line
would be the most beautiful scenic
raflway, on the North American con-
tinent. It -would léad to_the dmme-
diate occupation.of the whole eountry,
to the cutting up of the large holdings
and the setting out of a continuous
series of orchards. Here is a matter
that the Development League ought to
take up.

Here is a suggestion of a plan for
the development of this nearby busi-
ness suburb. First a belt railway
operated by electricity. Next a hotel
at some suitable point, -say at the
point of land projecting at the north
side of Union Bay, which is an en-
largement of Saanich Inlet, or on the
south side -of that bay, or at SWartz
Bay, or the. smaller bay a little south
of it where the old grist mill used to
be. ‘At these points the water'is pro-
bably “warm enough for bathing in
comfort. - The hetel should be of the
very best type, catering only to res-
pectable people, so that parties could
g0 there without danger of encoun-
tering persons whose room would be
better than their company. During the
tourist season hundreds -of. people
would make the round trip. It would
be such a delightful experience that it
would prove an attraction far great-
er than-any Victoria is now able to
offer. - At the hotels launches could be
kept, and during the fishing season
they would be in great demand. We
believe the railway would pay its way
from' the day the rails were laid.

Do not put
prohibitive prices on your property,
because by so doing vou drive people
elsewhere and retard the progress of
your own community. Encourage
pedple to buy.. Every new settler, who
improves the land he buys, adds to' the,
value of the neighboring . properties,
This subject is worthy of another refer-.

stop fishing in the stream, why still fish the
lake? I am entirely unprejudiced in the mat-
ter, as I have no desire to fish the stream my-
self, preferring a river where there is more
elbow room ; but it certainly seems to me that
the lake fisherman who - gound-baits . for
trout, as I am told many of them do, thus
helping the trout to acquire and keep degen-
erate habjts, and then fishes for them on the
bottom with worms, is a great deal more like
a poacher than the man who has the skill and
patience to kill a brace or two on the stream
with artificial fly or spoon.

If the sea-trout arc going ‘to run up that
stream, fair rod fishing is not going to do any
harm; they will not stay long in it on. their
way up; it is too small, and they are more
likely to fall wvictims to the -worm of the
“tamily” fisherman -after’ arrival in one or
other of the lakes than to the lure of the en-
thusiast whao risks his tackle in the bush along
the banks of the stream.

When, T wonder, are any steps going to
be taken. to prevent.the netting of the gow-
ichan river? If the authorities do not know
that it goes on all the time, they are the only
ones out of the secret.

SOME SPOON TALK FOR EARLY
SPRING

About one fisherman in fifty understands
haw to use a spoon in rod fishing such as one
meets in ordinary mountain streams where
trout are found.

If handled rightly, a spoon affords as good
sport and as clean, from the sportsman’s point
of view, as fly fishing, the only difference be-
ing that a bit heavier rod is needed, backed by
knowledge of fish habits in the early spring.

The rod should be about  eight ounces;
fairly stiff and with good “backbone,” for cast-
ing the weight of spoon and three buckshot
required to sink it in swift water.

The proper. handling of a spoon is some-
thing one learns only By experience and the
best any man can’ do is:to. peint the way to
get the expérience, which I"will do the best
I can: areir.ae

Hounting anp Fisaing, HEre AND ELSEVWHERE

To begin with, let your line and reel be
the same you use in the summer for flies:

The kind ‘of spoon is largely a matter of
personal taste, as I have proved to my own
satisfaction, by. using all kinds, both single
and double, nickel, copper and brass, or com-
bination of these metals, such as the manu-
facturers put on the market. They all have
good points, but none of them suit me as they
come from the factory, so I have produced a
new combination of my own with which I get
better results than anything else. This spoon
I will_describe in" detail further along after I
tell you how to use a spoon in actual fishing.

You should fish downstream always, and
cast across the curent, never further up-
stream than a right angle with your own posi-
tion, because your spoon sinks with the cur-
rent, and if it should lodge behind a rock above
you there is no-way to get it unfastened unless
you can walk back upstream.far enough to get
an up-stream pull on it -and even then it may
be so jammed by the water that you will lose
your tackle, therefore avoid this- trouble by
fishing downstream. < Cast well out across the
current, let your spoon sink so it just clears
the bottom and let it travel all the time in
current enough to revolve the spoon rapidly.

Top fishing will catch an.eager fish once
in a while, but the majority of strikes are
made within a foot of the bottom, because in
the early spring, which is the proper spoon
fishing time, the fish are not surface feeding,
but live on the larvae of insects that are at-
tached to the rocks on the bettom, and they
also are continuall-- on the lookout for grubs
and earthworms that fall in or are-w-shed in-
to the stream'by spring rains and the general
loosening of the soil. A

For this reason also the fish are found in
the deep eddies alongside the current where

- it plunges into the head of' a pool and not in

the riffles. The fishing, therefore, should be
done mostly at the upper ends of the deep
pools or in any deep water where some eddy
forms, so that all the drift of the stream con-
centrates in one feeding ground. The fish
will-hover around this feeding ground, so your
spoon should be handled in such a way that it
drifts down’ with the current and then swings
into this -eddy, about as the natural. food
drifts. Handled in this way, deep down: to-
wards the bottom, your spoon becomes the

_ most deadly spring lure there.is, and a strange

but true thing “about spoon fishing in this
way is the fact that the biggest fish in the

pool nearly always strikes first, and if not first,
then almost invariably within the first three
strikes; so you can tell almost to a certainty
the size of fish the stream affords, and can
thus skim the cream of the pools by leaving
for new grounds as soon as you catch a small
one out of any pool, because if a large one
was left he would beat the little fellows to the
spoon every time.

I sometimes set the limit at a foot, and
never take anything less than that length from
a pool, by watching my catch and going away
as soon as-they get near the twelve-inch mark.

Now, some detailed information in regard
to the spoon and how to fix it up so it will
kill:

After a trial of all kinds of spoons, I have .
settled on and used for years a spoon known as
the “Al. Wilson No. 2,” silver outside and
copper inside. There are a number of similar
spoons, but the Al. Wilson, No. 2 size, as
above, I find gives the best all-round results
on early spring trout fishing, but it must not
be used as it comes from the factory. This
spoon is made in San Francisco, I think, and
has two hooks hung directly to the ring on
the stem, as it comes from the stores. These
hooks I cut off, and substitute a single gut
hook, which I have re-tied so the gut is only
one-half the original length. This places a
single gut hook about four inches below the
spoon, and I bait this hook with a piece of
white bacon, one-fourth inch square at one
end, two inches long, and cut wedge-shaped
from -one end to the other. 'This,
when whirled by the spoon, makes
a splendid “mjgnow,” and‘ is ~very ' at-
tractive to a large trout—in fact so much so
that they will rush thirty or forty feet to
strike it savagely, and its position, four inches
below the spoon, gives ample room for a big
fish to strike it clear of the spoon, and big
ones (up to three feet long) are what I am
after in this early spring spoon fishing, and I
don’t want anything less than a foot long.
This rig. gets them every time, and you will
éind it will kill more 'big fish than anything
you can use at any time of the year. My
record is a sixteen-pound rainbow, measuring
thirty-four inches in length, and I have killed
a good many within two inches of this length.

Any fisherman should be able to rig his
tackle himself with these instructions, and he
will get more early spring big-fishing with it
than with any rig I have found 1n years of ex-
perience.—El Comancho in ‘Outdoor Life.

Doubtless the fact that there were many
other attractions last evening kept many mem-
bers of the Canadian Club from attending the
luncheon 'given in the .assembly rooms .of
Keith’s theatre. when Dr. Andrews, of Mouit
Allison, delivered a ' most interesting Tectufe
on “The Economic Value of a Good Citizen.”

The speaker dealt with the commércial and
social problems, the effect of intemperance on
the nation, corruption in elections and the duty
of citizens in contributing to the .common
cause of humanity. The speaker’s remarks
were frequently applauded and at the. close of
his address he was tendeded a hearty vote of
thanks. :Miles E. Agar, vice-president, pre-
sided. : -

In opening his address, Dr.Andrews said:
“Man is a social animal.” He moves in flocks
and obeys the law of the herd. The gregarious
habit is demanded by many necessities -of his
nature, 'Those qualities which are the high-
est and of most importance in himan character
are developed in' the association of others.

“Civilization progresses through a division
of labor and thus the highest good comes to
all. The sense of justice is a social grace, so
also are cotgrtesy, sympathy and brotherliness.

“Language, one of the most powerful of
educative characters in his social life, is a so-
cial instrument.: A hermit is in danger of
being dehumanized, therefore we find men
gathered in communities bound together by
undeniable bonds of dependance and ‘obliga-
tion. :

Each Nation a Partnership

“Fyvery nation'is a partnership in which
men are willing to receive tlie benefits and in
which they should be willing to acknowledge
the corresponding obligations. Both the bur-
dens and the benefits of the social relations
are necessary to make him a normal specimen
of his race.

“That nation is richest which develops the
largest amount of social well being. That man
is the wealthiest who has made the outlook
of his intellect, the range of his sympathy, the
effectiveness of his powers, the worthiness. of
his ideals and the happy exercise of his facul-
ties the greatest.possible, and who has gained
on account of his accumulated resources of
character and wealth the greatest influence
over the lives of his fellows.

“It is my purpose to show to how great
an extent the common weal of a nation de-
pends on the diffusion of moral power among
its motives.

- The
honest man is the corner stone of commerce.

‘which. gives steadiness -and‘ solidity ‘to the

" world of business. They are tlie silent partners

in. business enterprise; and their ‘sobriety, in-
dustry, intelligence and good will are assets
on which the business ‘firms can_count.  No
‘hermit can amass a fortune, a millionaire is
possible only when it is possible for one man
to farm a ‘million lives. Honest men perform
a great public sefvice, and when, through dis-
ability, they are in meed in their last:days, a
pension is not a charity, but a reward for such
public service. :

“What effect has ‘intempérance
economic value of a citizen?
laboratories in Germany and the United States
are giving a scientific answer to this question.

Yearly Drink Bill

but if the same money is spent for tools, cloth-
ing, buildings, etc., the money is still in cir-
culation and, besides, the nation has some-
thing to show for the expenditure.

benefits from reforms madepossible by the -
high moral standards -of«its average citizens. -

He said that, as we. partook of our Anglo-
Saxon ‘civilization, one of° the greatest the
world had ever seen, each:man received great-
er benefits from his race than he could do for
himself and greater than he could repay. Ser-
vice for the piiblic good was not only benevo-
lence, it'was simply justiee. : .

in the face of these obligations the. unjust
and the dangerous classes were the poor and
the wealthy shirkers, ~ “We compel men to
pay taxes and this is not highway robbery on
the part of the public, but a demand of social
Even the bachelers have to pay the
school tax, and they should Pay more than
they do. They haven’t the burdens to carry
that a man with a family has.

“The tramp receives benefits for which he
makes no return. If a man commits- crime
against the public weal he is still worse, for
in this aspect crime is doubly criminal.

“Prof. Godkin, i -an -article entitled, “‘Who
Will - Pay the Bills of Socialism?” says that
the total estimated wealth of the United
States in 1890 would amount to only $1,000
a head, or 35,000 for an average family of
five. The interest on this equalled $300. If
the income of the people amounted to six per
cent on capital -it meant $300 more for each
mah, making a total of $600 income for the
average family. These figures showed how
great was the diminution of national wealth
through thriftlessness and cririte and that the
person with a salary of $1,000 or more was
an especially favored citizen in the commun-
ity and therefore under increased social debt.

“The consideration ofthe rights of men
leads us to the same conclusions. If we ask
ourselves if the boys in the slums have a right
to ‘an opportunity to acquire a high school or
university education, an affirmative is the
only answer.  This many of them are not get-
ting. Our public school system is a clumsy
attempt at social justice.”

“In conclusion,” said the speaker, “‘the man
of independent income who lives without any
sense of responsibility in regard to the social,
municipal and political problems of his com-
munity, must be numbered among the dan-
gerous classes. He is a man who has received
his pay in advance and, to use Robert Louis
Stevenson’s phrase, ‘he is his own paymaster
on parole” The rest of his fortune besides
what he pays to himself as salary to be used
as he chooses, is not his; for he has not earned
it; he holds it in trust for the rest of man-
kind.

The chairman extended a hearty vote of
thanks to the speaker; to which Dr. Andrews
made a witty reply, and the gathering was
brought to a close with the singing of the na-
tional anthem.

.Puree of kangaroo, boiled salt horse, mink
soup, filet of cinnamon bear, grilled whale
plubber,. boa-constrictor cutlets—such  are the
items ypon the menu of the Club of Queer Ap-
petites which meets in New York City at inter-
vals and eats a hearty meal—and enjoys it!
says a writer in Harper’'s Keekly.

While seated ‘around a camp fire in the
north of Canada eight years ago a group of
sportsmen, smacking their lips over the unus{
ual dish of baked musquash, conceived the idea
of holding a dinner in New York City every
yeéar 3t which there should be served the rarest
and oddest dishes that hunters could gather
from the four corners of the earth. These men,
‘who had hunted in forests far and wide, agreed
that some of the best and most appetizing food
they ‘had ever eaten was that ~which laymen
.considered hors de cuisine as well as out of the
question, but which they knew, from camp ex-
perience in strange countries, to be just the op-
posite. In the group of sportsmen were Dr. G.
Lenox Curtis, who has had twenty vears of
hunting experience in Canada and Mexico; Dr.
Robert S. Morris, who has made many expedi-
tions into Labrador and the Hudson Bay coun-
try, and Leander T. Chamberlain, the African
traveller. :

Upon their return to New York these men,
acting with G. D. O. Roberts, the late W. H.
Drummond, M. T. Bogert, Ernest Thompson-
Seton; and others .interested in the world of
hunting, organized “The Canadian Camp,” and
with three hundred and fifty sportsmen from
all over-the globe in attendance, held their first
dinner in Madison Square Garden. At present
there are one thousand members who sit down
to the “Camp’s” dinners, which ‘have "been
made semi-annual.

A.glance over the. menus that have been .

provided for these various camp-fire feasts dis-
closes what is undoubtedly as weird a collec-
tion of seemingly impossible dishes as could be
conjured up. Fried alligator, ' baked = skunks,
boa-constrictor fricassee, fried rattlesnake,
roasted Amazon monkey, broiled Pacific Ocean
whale, grilled whale blubber; baked Winnipeg
porcupine, field-mouse stew, and _roast catalo
have been:among: the pieces de resistance. De-
spite the fact’'that doubt has sometimes been
expressed as to the authenticity of these.dishes,
it is stated positively by the officers of the or-
ganization that the food served is always gen-
“uine.’ And when it is chronicled that on the
directing board of the organization there ap-
pear such names as ~Henry van Dyke, Cy.
Warman, Lieutenant-General. Nelson A. Miles,
Admiral . Dewey, Rear-Admiral Evans, FEarl
Grey, Sir Louis Jette, L. F. Brown, Robert E.
Peary, Robert Bell and the Earl of Minto, and
that many well known sportsmen and physi-
cians are among those’ who . belong. to the
“Camp,” the serious foundation of the organi-
zation is made evident.

Huntsmen in ‘Africa discovered that fried
rattlesnake was just as edible as frogs’ legs,
und that baked monkey meat tasted like wild
goose. Arctic explorers found that whale meats
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. properly cooked, was as good as the best ten-
derloin.  Porcupine meat, it was learned, was
not unlike veal; and from these discoveries
there resulted the similar elaborated dishes that
were served at the “Camp’s” dinners. It is in-
teresting to note that Persian-lamb stew was
first served at a.“Camp’ banquet six years ago,
and has been introduced into several metro-
politan hotels within the last year. 2

Roast catalo (a cross between a buffalo and
a cow), provided by Col. C. J. Jones, was serv-
ed, for the first time in public, at the banquet
in February, 1906. Filet of Bornean-rhinocer-
os, the gift of Prince Henry of ' Prussia, was
served at the dinner held in Magch, 1905, New-
foundland-seal flippers, presented by Justice °
W. J. Carroll, of the Supreme Court,_St. John's,
and tiger steaks, sent by Prince Louis of Bat-
tenberg by special messenger from H. M. S.
Prince of Wales, were eaten at the November,
1907, feast, At the latter, also, coffee from the
Roosevelt (for one year within 492 miles of
the North Pole), presented. by Commander
Peary, was seryed. Boe-constrictor cutlets,
furnished by Colonel Paterson, were among
the dishes at the dinners during the last two.
years. . /

Mr. Roosevelt, who has shown cqnsxder—
able interest in the “Camp,” has promised to
send it some elephant meat from Africa, and
Commander Peary promised that he would see
to it that the organization is provided with
musk-ox for one of its future spreads.

One of the most peculiar vegetable dishes
served at the bariquets has been Mexican cac-
tus. Dr. Curtis, who is president of the
“Camp,” discovered a species of the plant
while in Mexico two years ago that contained
an albuminous fluid that was both tasty and
healthful. This plant has been partaken of at
two of the dinners. Dr. Curtis is authority
for the statement that he has frequently served

- muskrat and beaver in his home, and that his
family have found the meat just as palatable
as have the sportsmen. “Almost everythmg is
edible,” he says, “and a lot of the things that
are supposed not to be are in reality the most
appetizing of all.” ;

Aside from the mentioned pieces de resist-
ance that have graced the “Camp’s” banquet
tables there have been numerous other dishes
which the sportsmen have considered not at
all unusual, but which a man accustomed to
the everyday table-d’hote life would regard as
peculiar, to say the least. Among these hors-
d'oeuvre, as they might respectfully be termed,
here have appeared such preparations as
mountain lamb (with horns) a la Edward VIL,
puree of kangaroo, boiled salt horse in camp-
ers’ style, puree of Indiana raccoon,
Champlain frost fish, roast Kentucky wild tur-
key, mink soup, escalopes of black sea bass,
filet of cinnamon bear, roast Japanese Okito
duck, lumber-camp cheese, Newfoundland rab-
bit . pie, spitted. Vancouver Island banded
pigeons, Lake MhAftindale trout, wild lily
bulbs, wild celery, and Indian turnips, i
