It was as a man of war alone that
he talked of Grant, whg' might have been
treated in a better way than that by a
christian church, and in & chaurch more
than any other associated with the great-
ness of the English people, Canon Farrar
treated with extraordinary forgetininess
lessons which every religious teacher should
have drawn, He sniffed battle afar off
twenty years after it had ceased,. Indeed,
he was more like a soldier than a priest.
Altogether it does, not seem to us that
either at home or in' America any good or
prudent man should rejoice over the service
held yesterday in the Abbey at West-
minster.”

LORD CHUROHILL REPORTS A BIG
DEFICIT, I

And Declares that the Late Government
and the Marquis of Rigon are Entirely
to Blame for It.

LoNpoN, Aug. 6,—Lord Randolph
Churchill introduced the Indian budget in
the house of commons this evening. He
announced a deficit of £1,029,000, which

he said had resulted from an outlay of
£461,000 greater than the estimates, while
the revenue had decreased £568,000. The
differences, he declared, would have been
saved if the late governmemt had
uot sbandoned the Quetta railway, He
thought it unfair and unjust to make &
such depressing
oircumstances. The late government was
to blame for the state of affairs, He con-
demned -the Marquis of Riponm, the late
viceroy of Indis, for not looking ahead.
The extra permanent military charge he
said would probably reach £2,000,000
yearly.

The house formally agreed to the Indian
budget. !

The debate on the criminal bill was
continued. The house rejected the clause

The College of Cardimals. .
From Leondon Society.

The college of cardinals is ostensibly
recruited from persons who pretend to the
honor of its membership on the strength of
extraordinary virtues, piety, learning, or
spiritual achievement; and the couneil of
Trent, in addition to demanding from
oandidates tor the cardinalate the same
religious distinctions and ecclesiastical
qualities which were desiderated in th®
ocoupants of the episcopate, made it an
instruction to the pope that they should be
chosen, as far as posaible, from among the
most capable persons in all parts of Roman
Catholic christendom. Gifts of birth and
of rank presently came, however, to count
for eligibility ss if they were gifts of the
Spirit; and even kings sought for the
relatives of kings a distinction which only
by ghe attraction of mundane accidents of
pomp and splendor could be oconsidered as
at all belonging to this world, For every
cardinal was a potential pope; and every
pope was a potential partisan or arbitrator
in cased where sovereigns disputed with
each other, In former times, indeed,
kings had a right of presentation, and
oardinals who had been created in accord-
ance with such royal nominations were
known as crown cardinals, The family
pride and social pretensions of tho popes
themselves tended to aggravate this abuse
of selection; and the result was nepotism
and other favoritism. Paul V.,for instance,
is described as having had a particular
aim throughout the whole course of his
E;opodom, 1605-21, to ennoble the Corte

mona, to impart & new and singular
msjesty into the sacred college, and to
select such persons as were proper by their
own grandeur to defend the honor of the
church, Accordingly, in those promotions,
he advanced five. princes ‘‘of very good
quality” to the cardinalate—Maurizio, son
of the Dulte of Savoy, who remounced it
afterward in favor of a marriage, which
better euited his ideas of the
eternal fitness of things; Ferdinando
and Vicenzo Gonsaga, both sons of
the Duke of Modena; Carle di Medici, son
of the Duke of Tuscany, and Ferdinando,
Infante di Spagns,who,as historians report,
immortalized the honor of the cardinalate
by fighting for the faith of Christ, Still,
the grander the emtourage the lesa the
relative glory of the supreme pontiff; and
other popes made it a matter of principal
and practice to keep princes and nobles
aloof frgm a dignity to which, judging by
the debased standard of expediency, they
seemed entitled for at least the secular ease,
influence and prosperity of the church.
That the native and hereditary nobility or
royslty of the members of the sacred college
was an element of ecclesiastical power and
security was recognized even by reforming
writers ‘within the Roman communion,
who were keen to espy the abuses of the
papal system, And this recognition has
taken place to such an extent that the
exolusion of noble and princely candidates
from the cardinalate has been brought for-
ward ss & kind of pott{ treason against the
church, over which they had been called
to rule, on the part of pontiffs who grudged
that the shadow of their throne should be
relieved or irradiated by the glory of too
near a rival,

WARDEN MASSIE’S PERQUISITES.

The Commissioners Rule Ont Their In.
treduction Inte the Prison Imvestiga®
tion,

The Central prison investigation was
resumed yesterday, Guard Clancy was
recalled and said, in answer to Mr,
Murphy, that boys were not confined in the
dark cell for not doing a man’s work in thi.
broom shop, Lyndon was cunfined there
for seventy-two hours for breaking s win-
dow, The order was that he should be\et
out at 11.30 o’clock on Wednesday and/h®

was not let out till 6 o’clock. The Protest-
ant choir were allowed to practice once a
week and the Catholio choir once in three
weeks, He was not aware that the produce
of the prison garden was 'sold outside,

A discussion - here arose regarding the
charge that the'warden’s perquisites were
excessive, being nearly equal to his salary,
The commissioners decided that this ques-
tion was beyond their scope. Witness never
hieard the warden speak disrespectfully of
his superiors or wish for a change of gov-
ernment, : ;

Wm, Donnelly, an ex«prisoner was an
inmate from May, 1884, to May, 1885, He
got 72 hours in the dark cell for smoking
and was afterwards confined for 8 days in
his cell on bread and water, The meat
was frequently bad. A man bad been im-
prisoned in the north wing, chained to a
Hillur like & dog.

A former prisoner, No, 5929, swore that
he was an inmate for one year, from
August, 1883, to August, 1884, He be-
came clerk in Ootober, 1883, He was
instructed to copy all reports into the
minute book and thenee into the offence
book. He was told in some cases not to
make the same entry in the offence . book
8s he had made in the minute book, The
food was plentiful and of good quality
while he was in the prison.

George Peat, a ?riuonar, was called.
Struck with the man’simbedile expression,
Judge Sinelair subjected him. to a strict
questioning and conclyded  that he
bad no idea of the significance of
an oath. Mr., Murphy tcok him in
hand and - elicited from bim that
he had been reared to the Catholic church
and believed in & future state of punish-
ment or reward. The reason he had‘not
answered Judge Sinclair was that he was
“mulish,” He was sworn and told a dis-
gusting story about the prison buckets.

James Hamilton put in four months at the
central this year for stabbing a man, He
was the only man in the prison who was
guilty of the charge laid to him ;
they were all innocent up there. There
was very little of the gentleman about the
swhrden and a good deal of the hound.
Guard Guinness was in the habit of taking
out part of the regular rations of certain

risoners. The witness became oclerk on,

ecember 19, and all the instructions lie
had were from a few minutes conversation
with McCarthy, his predecessor. He had
heard nothing from any ‘of the prison
officials regarding the omission of the
registration of punistiments inirons, Last
winter he was cleaner in one of the winge

The
order was issued on January 3, and opers
$ions under it begsn about Jaouary' 15.
Between that date and July 1, a period of
five and one-half months, the smount of
whisky bondéd for exportation under the
Order was about 6,000,000 gallens, the tax
Upon which, had it heen collected, would
have added $5,400,000 to the publi®
revennes,

A Washington despatch says that th®
whisky men are as strongly opposed to the
repeal or reduction of the whisky tax ag
they are to paying it. They sre perfectly
willing, however, to owe the governmeny,
untold millions for taxes, the collection of
which, they contend, wou!d destroy an
important home industry and bring finan-
cial ruin upon the men engaged in it. On
t$he whole we think it may fairly be cen®
tended that our owd government managey
she whisky tax business better than they
do in Washington.

Just now the largest distilling firm i®
Canada is at issue with the governm«n¢ on
» question in which time is of the essence
of the contract, And, as if $o complicate
matters, the Globe rages, almost as furi-
ously as the heathen of old, because no new
distilleries are likely to be established.

seven do actually produce—or are capable
of prodnoing——moh whisky than the hun-
dred.
