Sixty-two and a half per cent of
those treated five years previously were found
to Yot temperate and ab-
stainers; and over thirty-four
of those treated from ten to sighteen yvears
previously. Most of the inebriate Lospitals in
America are private and corporate organiza-
tions, which receive from time to time State
aid, Sowe of them hayve endowments, such
as free %, Or mcomes from estutes, or are
given 8o much ot the license money, Others
depend upun the income from patients, pri-
vate donations, and charities Renerally,

me general idea of the details of treat-
ment will be of interest. In a hospital con-
ducted on scientific common sense principles,
the patients aro received for periods of not
less than three or six mionths.  The _patient
signe & commisment 1aper and is examined by
the physician, and all the fucts of Jris present
and past condition noted, Mentul occupation,
amusement; change of thought, and life m
every particular are sought for, . He is treat-
asone who bas‘ a profound disease of the
brain and nervous system, requiring rest, care,
and removal from every source of irritation
and excitement. The use of alcohol is aban-
doned from the start, and its danger 1s taught
inevery way, The return of the drink par-
oxym .is anticipated  and prevented by
medicines and special care, and the patient is
thus enabled to outgrow the drink craze and
recover a degree of health which will give
strength to abstain in the future,
. A period of six or twelve months in an asy-
lum will remove thestates of delirnum which
bave kept up the usé .of alcoho!, and reveal
an exhausted brain and nerve soil that will
not tolerate alcohol in any form after. The
person suddenly realizes that alcohol is both
powonousand repelling to_his system. This
may be so intense that should he take any
form of spirits by mistake 1t will produce in-
tense nausea and depression,

The Field for Temperance Workers,

This is the real field for temperance work.
All the noise aud fury of temperance reform
must give way to the still small' voice of
science. The number of inebriates are in-
creasing in the country every year, and the
means and remedies and the theories urged
must be availed of,

Istop at this point to draw some general
conclusions, which are supported by the latest
teachings of science and experience,

1. Iuebriate Lospitals must take the place of
jsils and stationehouses, Such places are dan-
gerous 1n their mental and physical surcound-
ings, by intensifying the degeneration, and
removing the patient beyond hope of recovery.
