LAW IS BOOMING.

Writs Issued at the Rate of Nearly Ten &
Day — Judges Overtasked —
Courts Glutted. .

There were issued from the office of the
clerk of process at Osgoode Hall auring the
year 1890 2461 writs, Up to last night there
bave been issued from the samse office during
the present year 2490 writs, an increase of 38
over the whole number issued last year. Two
hundred and sixty-six more writs have been
issued so far this year than were issued for
the corresponding period of last year. Dur-
ing December of last year there were 228
writs issned, and allowing for the issue of
the same number for December of the present
year (though the number will in all likelihood
be greater), and adding to this 38, the in-
creass so far over last year, ‘it makes a total
of 266 more this year than last. The ptimber
of writs issued last year exceeded greatly
that issued during any previous year.

This is the rate at which business
is increasing and yet there "is no
word of the appointment of any ex-
tra judges for = Ontario. The work
of the present judges is more than can be
accomplished by them some cases now en-
tered for trial at the Toronto Assizes having
been ready for trial for two years.

A PRIEST AS A MAJOR DOMO.

A JESUIT KEMISSARY IN LORD
SJLISBURY'S HOUSEHOLD,

A Sensational Cable Which May Be True,
or May Be a Tale Told to Deceilve,
Signifying Nothing—The Strange Story
Told by a Guest at Hatfield House,

Loxpox, Nov. 26.—A curious story has
just been made public, which appears to
show that the Vatican has had an emissary
in the household of the Marquis of Salis-
burys® This startling intelligence comes
from a lady who was recently a guest at
Hatfield House, the residence in Hertford-
shire of the Prime Minister. The facts are
set forth as follows in a letter written by
the lady referred to:

“ The last time I was staying at Hat-
field house I was struck by the face
of the man who was employed
in the capacity of major domo
of the establishment. The features of this
man haunted me as those of someone whom
I had seen before. While trying to remem-
ber where and when I had seen him
I looked at the man rather frequently.
He noticcd me  observing  him
and seemed somewhat  disconcerted.
Suddenly I remembered where we had met
before and he instantly saw the recognition
in my countenance. 1t was in the Vatican,
over a part of which place while. on
a visit he had conducted me garbed in
the robes of an Italian priest. He used
fluent English in describing to me the vari-
ous things of interest which he pointed ,out’
during our tour of the building, and ap-

eared to me to be a most attable man.
Vhen I had discovered the identity
of my former guide I at once re-
solved to tell the facts to Lord Salis-
bury at the first opportunity next morning,
but found dpon arising the following day
that my quondam friend had decamped
during “the night, taking all his be-
longings with him. News of the
sudden disappearance of the major
domo caused considerable confusion in
the Premier's household. I told the Mar-
quis all I knew about the matter and he
appeared to be very much put out by the
intelligence which I imparted to him, but
had little to say in regard to the strange
occurrence. The members of Lord
Salisbury’s family, however, thoroughly
discussed all ~the facts of the
case, an the conclusion  arrived
at by them after everythini had been con-
sidered was at the missing Major Domo was
a Jesuit agent and that he had insinuated
himsel into the Premier’s family for the
purpose of discovering secret intormation
for the Vatican.”

FROM A SAWDUST RING TO DEATH.

A Circus Performer Killed by a Rejected
i Suitor.

LoxpoxN, Nov. 26.—Elizabeth Armstrong
of Nottingham, a circus artist engaged in
Cooke’s circus, where she appeared as a
pedestal performer and dancer under the
professional name of Lizzie Pastor, was re-
turning home after the performance when
she was accosted by an old lover, who
plunged a knife into her breast. The wea-
pon penetrated her heart and she dropped
dead. For some time past the man had
been pressing his attentions upon the wo-
man, but she did not favor his suit. She is
said to have become engaged to a fellow-
performer to the chagrin of her other ad-
mirer. The murderer was arrested.

Death of a Lervant of the Queen.

Loxpox, Nov. 26.—A very old and faith-
ful servant of the Queen, Mr. Maslin, is
dead, in his 82nd year, to Iler Majesty’s
;reat  regret. He entered Her Royal
i{ighness the Duchess of Kent’s service at
the age of 17, early in the year 1828, when
the Queen was only 9 years old, and re-
mained with the Duchess until Her Royal
Highness died, in 1861, when he entered
Her Majesty s service as page, and was in
attendance at the Jubilee, but retired that
autumn on account of failing health. He
was the last remaining person excepting one
person who knew the Queen as a child, and
remembered all her youth; and she decply
feels the severance of this link with the
past.

No Scarcity of Coal.

Paris, Nov. 26.—A number of manu-
facturers in the department of Pas de
Calais, where the great miners’ strike is in
force, have succeeded in importing coal
despite the appeal recently issued by the
strikers to the miners of Great Britain,
Belgium and Germany to limit their out-
put to the actual requirements of their
home trade, and thus prevent the export of
coal to I'rance. Large quantities of coal
from (German and Belgian mines arearriving
daily.

British Bark Wrecked,

LoxpoN, Nov. 26.—The British bark
Georgetown, Captain Scott, from Palma
Majorica, which arrived at Faro, Nov. 5,
has been wrecked. The captuin’s wife, who
accompanied him on the voyage, and six
members of the crew were drowned, but the
remainder of those on board succeeded in
reaching the shore.

| Grasgow, Nov. 26.—A. Y. Balfour; First
Lord of the Treasury, who some time ago
was elected to the rectorship of the Univer-
sity of Glasgow, was installed in office to-
day with all the honors attendant upon that
ceremony.

OTHERWiSE THE ALDERMEN AND
THE VLTIZENS,

Another Lively Meeting of the Ratepay-
ers— Brondway Hall Resounds With
Denunciation of Civic Mismanagement
—~The Reforms Proposed and Reme-
dies Suggested—FPeople are Becoming
Interested.

Division No. 4 of the Ratepayers’ Associas
tion, already orgarized, had a lively time at
their meéting in Broadway Hall last night.
There was a larga crowd present, and to say
that everyone was very much interested 18
putting it mildly. Ex-Ald. Vokes presided
and many aldermen and ex-aldermen were
on the platform.

Ex-Ald. Cariyle (St. Andrew’s) was the
first speaker. he immediately pitched into
unnecessary expenditure. The Mayor, he
said, ought not to receive a salary. The
honor of the position should be sufficient
pay. There were too many police. “We
are law-abiding citizens,” said he, ‘‘and we
don’t need so many officers of the law. If
this were a seaport town it would be differ-
ent. but in an inland town like this fewer
officers can maintain order.” §

Hard on the Aldermen.

Mr. Jobn Mulvey eaid that there would
soon be a bigger crisis than that of ’57.
There was property on the outskirts of the
city that would be eaten up by taxes in five
years. *‘Five outof six aldermen,” said be,
“go into office with good intentions—for
themselves, When they build a fire hall in
their ward, pave a street near their pro-

rty and get a friend a position at the City

iall they think that they have honorably
acquitted themselves.”

Ald. Lucas did not aﬂ'ea with those men
who said that the outlay for schools had
been too great. No schools now in existence
could well be done away with. | In régard to
the choice of men for aldermen’ he thought
that it would be better for the association to
choose from the best present candidates
rather than nominate and elect new dues.

Dr, Barrick again set forth his three facts,
the three great evils which the association is
bound to remedy. There were thousands of
people, he said, who wonld find fauit, but
there were very few who would come and
put their shoulder to the wheel. He exhort-
ed those present to elect aldermen who would
support the platform of the association.

A Lot of Rip Van Winkles,

Samuel Softley, the next speaker, grew
very warm at times. He sald that the men
in the City Hall were unfit to manage civic
affairs. They were a fraud, He next jumped
on to the School Board. These men, he
said, bad expended money recklessly. The
people had been a- lot of Rip Van Winkles.
They had been asleep. All should uuite
with tbe association before it became too
late to stop civic corruption.

Isaac ardell said that the city was in
debt $17,000,009. “What are we to do?”
asked he,

A voice: ‘““Make an -assignment and pay
50c. on the dollar.”

*No,” said he, *we’ have to band together
and remove the causes of this vast debt
and enormous annual increase of it.”

Ald. James Jolliffe said it was all
very well for. aldermen to say what they
were going to do when they gotinto the
council, tuf when they did get there they
found. that they could not do as they wishéd.

The Kicker Kicks Again.

“1 tried to economize,” countinued the
alderman. * They wanted to raise salaries.
I kicked. I am known down there as the
kicker. They said that 1 was troub-
ling myself’ too much about small
affairs. Well, I went. after the en-
¥ineors, They were the largest affair

could see, found that there were thir-
teen engiueers. I kicked to have some of
them discharged. The City Engineer was
using $49,000 to run things. I kicked again
and advocated that ° this expendi-
ture be reduced by $15,000 annual-
ly. My resolution to this effoct was
lost by one votee It is mno wuse
for an alderman to say ‘that he cannot do
any‘thing. Hecan if he tries hard and per-
severes,”

The Good Minority,

“There are good and trusty men in the
City Council,” said Ald. Phillips, ‘‘but
they _are in the minority, Local
improvements have caused a great deal
ot the city’s preseut debt; but you must re-
member that the citizons demand these ime
provements. Just now they are clamoring
for a high level bridge over the Don. In
the West End they want iron bridges in
Dundas-street. Now if the peopie clamor
for improvements you cannot blame the
council for expending money on them.

Ex-Ald. George M. Evans gave a short
speech, much the same as that delivered by
him in 8t. George's Hall. He vociferously
railed against every known official and de-
partment, until the audience got tired of
his wild harangue and howled him into
silence.

Dr. Sheard was called upon for a speech;
be simply endorsed the platform of the asso-
ciation, saying that if it were followed out
it would secure better times.

All the members of this district will meet
in Broaaway Hall on Tuesday evening next
for the purpose of appointing 25 men, whose
duty it will be to select men whom the asso-
ciation will support in the aldermanic elec-
tions.

Mr. Howland, in his address, spoke of the
splendid work being done in prisons,
i:viurucularly in Sunday school work.

e also commented on the efforts
of the BSalvation Army, both in their
Prison Gate Mission and also in their
Rescue Home for Women. In conclusion, he
thanked the sympathizers with the under-
taking for their assistance in time and
money.

Rev. George Geoghegan of Hamiltou aiso
spoke of the commendable work of the asso-
ciation, and moved “‘that this meeting recog-
nizes with deep satisfaction the helpful char-
acter of the work of the association and iis

England’s Free Trade to Be Conditional,
Lord Salisbury has made several speeches
of late and those who have read, them ob-
servantly cannot fail to have seen that his
mind is in a stage of evolution on the trade
question. By a sinuous process he is develop-
ing into a protectionist, though people are
_confused by his refusal to call himself such.
But whatever he cares to call himself he is
bent on doing something in the way of en-
couraging British trade. - He will dispénse
_swith & war of words/and take issueon a deed
or act, : .

In bis Birmingham speech the other day
Lord Salisbury indicated this. He pointed
out that on all sides there con-
stautly increasing tive duties calcu-
Jated to stifie British trade. Then he took a

foreign legislation was injuring British
trade, and he confessed a feeling of alarm
Jest these efforts of foreign protectionists
should do England further injury. The
present condition in rural parts, he said,
was bad and men Were forced to
seek & desperate remedy by moving into
towns. Hesammed up with the suggestive an-
nouncement, “The Government wiil seize with
avidity any measures promising legitimately
to increase employment for laborers, either
in town or rural districts.”

The World is convinced, and has beeén for
some years, that Britislr public opinion has
‘been ranning towards fair trade, and that
Canadian public opinion is also rurnning, not
to Imperial Federation, perhaps, but certain-
1y towards a trade deal in which a prefer-
ence will be given to the goods each of the
other. It has been our idea that thess two
sympathetic currents of opinion will sooner
or later meet, to the greatadvantage of Eng-
land and her colonies.

Protectionists in Canada are free to accept
such an arrangement with the Empire. it
England adopts fair trade it will adopt in
fact a limited reciprocity—a 'reciprocity in
enumerated articles such as this journal ad-
vocates as the true and correct arrangement
between Canada and the United States.
Such a reciprocity in articles judiciously
seleated and carefully specified could profit-
ably be negotiated between the Dominion
and England, the United States, the West
Tndies and the South American republics.
The profit would be mutual to all countries
within the compact, if you care to call it
that.

‘We claim that the whole political economy
of the immediate future is to be in the way
of limited reciprocity between many coun-
tries in unlike articles—that is, exchanging
free those things produced by us with a reci-
procal neighbor for those things we do mnot
produce. If this style of reciprocity be-
comes general, as appearances indicate, the
churlish and self-contained state will flud its
specialty production a drug on its bands and
it will perforce unlimber its tariff.

Salisbury is aware that he could not rule
if he avowed himself a_ protectionist, for
the term bhas come to have a ma-
lignant meaning in England. Abandoned
by its friends protection has been charged
with being the root of all the evils that once
afflicted Great Britain. Your ordinary
Englishman does not appreciate degrees of
protection; the word to him means the aggra-
voted form of it, and this he will not have.
But Salishury is turning over a definite pur-
pose in bis mind. He says the Government
must shun the grave economic errors that
vhould plunge the country in disaster it must
also avoid dangerous apathy in attempting
to cure suffering by simply ignoring the
causes. This means that in preserving com-
plete free trade England keeps up an apa-
thetic disregard for certain trade disabilities.
He has a specific—it looks like conditional
free trade, or reciprocity with each colony
and country according to its products and
friendliness.

Salisbury is being convinced of the truth
of Disraeli’s dictum that free trade is all
right when it is free on both sides. So far
England bas known only one side, and that
is being daily restricted by the acts of other
pations. !

Aside from any broad policy the Prime
Minister may bave under way there is great
comfort for Canada in the resolution passed
by the National Unionof Conservative Asso-
ciations at Birmingham %7ednesday:

That thmrlnclples advocated by the United
Empire Trade League, favoring the extension of
commerce upon apreferred basis throughout all

rts of the British Empire, will be of thne

ighest collective and individual advantage, and
further, that the provisions of any treaties im-
posing limitation upon the full development of

trade between the United Kingdom and other
pars of the British Empire should be abrogated.

Well Done, Mowat!

Hon. Oliver Mowat has this morning more
friends than he ever had before, and men
who were never known to speak a good word
of him are domng sonow. Tories feel that
they can forgive much to the author of that
ringing Woodstock letter and pronounce him
the worthiest of Liberals, Itis right that
individuals and newspapers should promptly
applaud such”a square and spirited pro-
nounceinent made at some sacrifice fo
friendly interests.

Mr. Mowat, consulted by Dr. McKay,
M.L.A. for South Oxford, as to the
duty of patriotic citizens with regard to
Sol White’s annexation meeting at Wood-
stock, wrote advising that all good citizens
attend and utterly repudiate once and for-
ever the idea of political union. He went
further and eloguently expressed; his long-
cherished hope that when time was ripe
Canada would assert herself as an indepen-
dent nation in friendly alliance with the
fatherland. He declared himself as sound in
his allegiance to the old flag and British con-
nection and thought there were few who
held other sentiments, “‘The great majority
of our people, I believe and trust,” said he,

“‘are not prepared to hand over this great
Dominion to a foreign nation for any present
commercial consideration which may be pro-
posed. We love our Sovereign and are
proud of our status as British subjects.”

After that significant statement let us
group four utterances delivered by three
distinguished Liberals, and the party organ:

1. ‘We recognize the advantages which would
go to both them [the States] and us from ex-
tended trade relations, and we are willing” to go
as far in that direction as shall not invoive, now
or in the future, political union; but there Cana-
dians of every party have hitherto drawn the
line and I trust will continve to draw the line. —
Mr. Mowat's Letter.

" Since any practicable arrangement does sub-
stantially imvolve, not only differontial daties,
but a common tariff, Unrestricted Reciprocity
becomes, in theseits redeeming features, difficuit
to distinguish from commercial union, . . . Then
g0 believing—believing that the decision of the
trade question involves that of the constitutional
issue, for which you are unprepared, with which

‘ou do not even conceive yourself to be dealing—
ﬁow can'I properly recommend you now to de-
cide on commercial union?—~Hon. Edward Blake's
Durham letter. .

3. But it seems tome that it would be childish
to be prevented from adopting a course which we
acknowledge would be beneficial to both countries
because it would lead to conclusions which mij; ht
be intolerable to either country.

in the party. If he were Dominion leader
the fealty of the Reform party would be
above suspicion, and if he had been Opposi-
tion leader during the past year that party,
which is in the main as loyal and patriotic as
Mr. Mowat himself, would never havé been
led into a false position. As things now
stand Mr. Mowat will, whether or no, find
himself the actual, if not the nominal, leader
of the bulk of the Reform party—for he is a
men whose abilities inspire confidence, and
ata time when other men carefully mask
their convictions he has announced his, and
they chime exactly with popular feeling.

It is There to Stay.

The idea that protection is losing its hold
on the{United States has nothing to live upon,
and the Canadian free trader who thinks he
would be making a short cut to the blissful
freeaom for which he longs by ba lking the
Canadian tariff with the American is mak-
ing a sad error. The election of McKinley
in Ohio'dispelled the only hopeful sign free
traders across the line have seen for many a
day, and now the prophecies recently made
about the bad effects the high tariff was hav-
ing on the export trade of’ the United States
bave been falsified by the official figures.
These figures have just been issued at ‘Wash-
ington and show that the exports of mer-
chandise during the month of October, 1801,
amounted to $102,033,206, an increase of
$4,554,656 over the same month last year;
that the exports for the four months ended
Oct. 81, 1891, amounted to $321,141,815, an
increase of $43,485,855 over the correspond-
ing period last year, and that the ex-
ports for the year ended Oct. 81, 1891,
amounted to $927,966,655, an increase
of $67,580,340. Both for the month of
October and for the year ending with Oc-
tober the exports were larger than inany
like period during the history of the United
States. Thus there is little hope that pro-
tectionism, or even that aggravated form of
it called McKinleyism, will be abandoned by
the neighboring republic. The man who
wishes to relieve Canada from the so-called
curse of protection should not pool issues
with his discredited and discomfited brother
who, across the line, like him fights against
the rising sun.

Great Britain has fourteen times as much
assessed wealth as Canada and nearly twenty
times as much national debt. There is hope
yet for Canada, judging by the way the Old
Country manages to stagger along. There
are less than double the miles of railway in
Great Britain that there are in Cabada,
which speaks well for our past enterprise
and future means of money-making. The
population of Great Britain is only seven
times that of Canada. There is food fora
day’s reflection in these figures.

YALE DEFEATS PRINCETON BY 19
POINTS 10 0.

—

No Scoring in the First Half—Canadian
Kickers Beaten at Detroit — Kuoox
Beaten by 'Varsity—A Game in the
Windy City— General Sporting News
and Gossip,

New YoRK, Nov, 20.—Nineteen to nothing
in favor of Yale! i

Princeton made a good fight, but the blue
is again victorious and for the ‘eighth time
since 1873 Yale victor in . the annual
Thauksgiving gam

Since 1873 there have been a number of
games unfinished for lack of time, but with
the exception of last year, when Yale won 82
to 0, the score made to-day on the Man-
battan field of 19 to 0 was the largest made
since 1878in any of the Thanksgiving games.
It was without guestion the greatest sport-
ing event of the year. The records of the
men opposed to each' other and the team
work of both elevens had been of the best.
That the interest in the game was aliost
national is proved by the fact that demands
for tickets came in from all parts of the
country and at the field even standing room
was at & premium, On the north, east and
west sides of the field tier upon tier of seats
had been erected, while all along the south
side was the. double-decked grand stand.
The field was fenced off, but between the
fence and the ropes was a space into which a
privileged few and the substitutes for the
two teams were admitted. To the first ar-
rivals on the fleld there was every appear-
ance of rain. To make matters still worse
the fleld was soft and muddy as well as very
slippery. Long before the gates of Man-
battan field were thrown open a crowd be-
gan to gather on Deadbead Hill overlooking
the fleld. It cost 50 cents to secure a seat
within the enclosure on the hill, while a drag
was ch $3 entrance fee. At an riy
hour the elevated trains began to unload
hundreds of persons, who had come éarly S0
as to secure places from which the game
could be seen to advantage. Then the car-
riages, tallyhos and drags began to crowd
about the entrance and at 10 o'clock
Eighth-avenue was blocked for a distance
of amile with- carriages, while many
others took positions on the side streets. At
that hour the gates were thrown open and
the rush began. There was no staying the
mass of humanity and teams.

No game between these universities eould

be played, it would seem, without the pre-
sence of the mascot of the New Haven
boys. This mascot was nothing more
or less than the ugliest bulldog that
ever ran about at the end of a chain. The
owner of the dog is a 92 Yale man, and at
each game won by the Yale team in the past
three seasons this dog, arrayed in a brilliant
blue blanket, has put in.an appearauce.
Fully a third of the 40,000 personson the
field were women.
At a quarter of two o'clock there did not
seem to be room in the field for a dozen ad-
ditional people. From within 75 feet of the
boundary lines of the fieli the entire grounds
seemed within a wall 40 feet high of human
faces. Almostevery person wore either the
biue or the orange and black colors.

When the 20 Yale men stepped out on the
fleld there was a wild outburst of cheers from
their supporters. These were the 11 com-

ing the team and their nine substitutes.
The greeting that met the Princeton eleven
when they came into _view was almost as
vociferous. Captain McClung led the Yale
team, while Capt. Warren appeared at the
bead of the Princeton eleven. Little time
was lost in preliminary practice. It was
just 2 o'clockiwhen the substitutes went back
of the line. Twenty-two players and
Umpire 8. V. Coffin of Wesleyan and Reieree
William Brook of Harvard remainedin &
bunch in the middle of the field, when
suddenly a shrill whistle sounded, heard
even through the perfect hurricace
of cheers which for  the past five
minutes had been sweeping over the field.
The teams appeared very evenly matched.
The Princeton men were a trifie heavier, but
then to offsev that there was the well-known
skill in team work as shown by Yale and
their tremendous work in the centre,
Throughout the first half it was nip and
tuck, first one side and then the other having
the advantage, but neither was able to score.
The playing throughout the half was sharp,
{he bali having remained almost entirely
in the centre of the field. Neither side
scored in the first half.

At 3.16 p.m. the teams lined up for the
second b Yale started the play with
great force and gained at every down.
Closer and closer they got to Princeton’s
goal line and finally McCormick baving the
ball, the Yale team massed around him, and
he was shoved over.the line, scoring a touch
down. McClung failed to kick toe goal
‘This gave Yale 4 points to nothing for Prince-
ton. Princeton now evidently lost heart,
auu thew opponenis by steaay play gradu-
ally ran their score up to 19, at_which it
stood until the game was called. Princeton
failed to score. McClung, McCormick,
Winter and Heffelfinger did great work for
Yale, while the punting of Homans and the
tackling of Riggs were the features of
Princeton’s play, but Homans’ expected drop
kick failed to come off.

FOUR 10 NIL.

The Western Association Eleven Badly
Beaten at Detroit.

DetrOIT, Nov. 26.—The game of Associa-
tion football to-day between Detroit and the
Western Association team drew more people
than ever witnessed a game under these rules
here in the past. Detroit won by 4 goals to
0. Between 1500 and 2000 assembled at the
Michigan Athletic Association grounds. The
day’s thaw made the field bad for sprinting,
but it was a remarkably fust game, and the
visitors did some great work in the first half,
In the second, however, the heavy cham-
pions got down to business, and made things
merry for their guesis.

The Canadians won the toss and took the
western goal, the wind being from - that
direction, The ball had not been in play
long before the Canadian left wing took it
and made an assault on the Detroit goal.
The visitors - were playing fast and the
Detroit team was disorganized. But soon
the local players got down to a steaady game.
The playing was remarkably fast for the
grounds. The first foul was made by Mc-
Millan and when the Canadians were
given the ball they all but scored.
The work around the Detroit goal was of the
hottest kind, and McW hirter was putting up
a grand game, attacking with great skill,
but Fleming and McKendrick were in the
way every time.

Preparing for a Big Exhibit at the World's
% Fair,

The Committee of the Agriculture and
Arts Association charged with gocuring an
adequate show of Ontario live stock at the
World’s Fair gt Chicago has adopted (the
following resolution:#

Whereas' the World’s=Columbian Exhibi-

robability be the greatest aggregation of
ﬁvo stock and agricultural products that has
ever been brought together on the American
continent, it is of the utmgst importance to
this province that a good ~representation of
its products should be made on that 6ceasion.
The selection of Chicage, the greatest live
stock emporium of the world, as the place
for holding the exbibition is one especially
favorable to the interests of Canadian stock-
men, as the demand for our improved stock
is mainly from the great Western States and
Territories, and in making preparations to
exhibit at Chicago our stockmen will be tak-
ing their stock right into its natural market.
Canada has long been, and is likely to be in
the tuture, the principal breedin ground to
which the farmers and breeders of the
United States look for first-ciass animals to
replenish their berds and flocks, and this ex-
higition will afford an opportuaity which
may not occur agald in a century, o demeon-
strate to the world the facilities of this coun-
try to produce animals of the highest merit
as to greedinz quality and vigor of con-
stitution, as well as our ability to exhibit in
all departments prolucts unrivalled for ex-
cellence; be it therefore resolved that in
order to carry our effort to a successful is-
sue the following recommendations be
adopted: )

1. That the Dominion Government be ask-
ed to provide all expenditures in connection
with the transportation, care and mainten-
anceof all the exhibits from the time of
shipping until the return of same.

2. That the Dominion Government be ask-
ed to provide for the jnsurance of the live
stock from time of shipment to return,

3. That the Outario Government be asked
to appoiut a provincial commissioner, who
shall devote his attention to securing a
complete exhibit in every department, and
who shall represent the province at Chicago.

4. That the Ontario Government be asked
to appropriate at_least nineteen thousand
dollars to be offered as prizes to live stock and

hibition.

5. That the Ontario Government be asked
to confirm the appointment of ' a sub-com-
missioner selected by this board, one for
each of the following classes, viz.: Horses,
cattle, sheep, hogs, poultry, agricultural
products, horticultural products, and' the
dairy, who shall select the exhibits to repre-
sent their various departments, said sub-
commissioners to be selected from this board
orsome of the existing live stock associa-
tions, all expenses incurred by the sub-com-
missioners in their duties to be paid by the
Ountario Government.

6. All entries to be made through the Sec-’
retary of the Agriculture and Arts Associa-
tion on forms provided for the purpoae.
