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CANADA'S CATTLE SCHEDULE

4 QUARANTINE OF 90 DAYS ON ALL
NEAT SIO0CK.

This Applies to Every Port tn th.o Do-
minion aund lncludes Seitlers’ Effects—
MeCarthy's Northwest Bill to Get a
Six Months' Hoist—-Mr, Meredith May
Become a Cabinet Minister.

Orrawa, Feb. 19.—An order-in-council
was passed yesterday taking from the Min-
ister of Agriculture the power conferred
on him by the cattle quarantine regalations
of 1884 and 1887 of allowing settlers, under
certain conditions, to tuke their stock into
Manitoba and the Northwest without un-
dergoing the 90-3ay quarantine,

It will be remembered that one of the ex-
cuses made by Mr. Herbert Gardner, Presi-
dent of the Imperial Board of Agriculturé,
for continning the embargo against Cana-
dian cattle was that settlers from the
United States were allowed to bring cattle
into the Northwest without embargoing,
and this action has no doubt been taken
by the Minister of Agriculture to
disirm this objection. The cattle quaran-
tine reguldations in power in Canada are
now, therefore, absolute that there shall he
& quarantine of 90 days on all neat cattle
entering the Dominion along the whole
frontier from the Atlantic to the Pacific.

Sedgwick Appointed,

As was anticipated would be the case,
Mr. Robert Sedgwick, Deputy Minister ot
Justice, was appointed a judge of the
Supreme Court at yesterday’s meeling of
council. He will probably be sworn in by
Chief Justice Strong before the opening of
the court for the February term on Tues-
day. It is said that no action was taken
with reference to appointing his successor
in the Department lof Justice.

The Manitoba School Quesnon'

It is stated to-night that the guestions
to be submitted to the Supreme Court in
the matter of the Manitoba school question
have been prepared and that to-morrow the
representative of the Manitoba minority
will be officially informed of the same.

Behring Sea Arbitration.

It is expected that Sir John Thonipson
will leave for Paris on March 10 to attend
the Behring Sea arbitration, which will
open there on the 23rd préximo. ®

McCarthy's Movemeuts,

"Mrs.  D’Alton” McCarthy and Mrs.
Pepler are in the city and will remain
here for some weeks. It is expected that
when Mr. McCarthy gets through the rail-
.way case in which he is now engaged he
will take up his* work in the House. He
will probably take a hand in the tariff de-
bate on Tuesday, and it is believed that he
will move an amendment in favor of a re-
duced duty on goods and articles manutac-
tured¥n England. His faithful parliament-
ary associate, Col. O’Brien, moved a similar
motion in the Imperial Federation League
on Saturday at Montreal, but no decision
was arrived at.

A Six Months’ Hoist,

It is reported about the lobbies that the
bill respecting the Northwest Territories,
which bas been re-introduced by Mr. Me-
Carthy, will not be simply voted down on
its second reading as it was last year, but
that wheu the secoud reading is called it
will be given the six ‘months’ hoist. Mr.
McCarthy will not, it is’said, let his bill go
by default this year as he did last year, but
will bring on a debate on the second read-
ing, after which the six months’ hoist will
be moved.

Rumors About Meredith.

The talk is reviving of Mr.
Meredith  joining the Cabinet. The
grounds on which the Cabinet makers base
this report is that D’Alton McCarthy must
be offset, that Meredith is the man to do it,
and that J. C. Patterson will go to Toronto
and take Mr. Meredith’s place as leader of
the Opposition. Itis also said that Sir
John Thompson is anxious to get Mr.
Meredith in.

Prorogation at Easter.

This has been an exceptionally fine day
for ramors. The weather has been most
unfavorable for out-door exercise, and more
people thap is ‘usual have been sitting
about the Russell House aud the Commons,
and as a consequence a fine crop of rumors
is afloat.

The_ latest is that an arrangement has
been come to between Sir John Thompson
and Mr. Laurier to bave prorogation take
place before Easter, which falls on April
2. This, of course, is in view of Sir John’s
departure tor Paris. .

The rumor cannot be confirmed,and while
it is certain that the Government is press-
ing its business in a manner which gives no
excuse for a long session, still it is extreme-
ly doubtful whesher Sir Richard Cart-
wright, Mr. Mills, Mr. McMullen, Mr.
Tarte and other shining lights of the Op-
position can control their parts of speech so

as to allow prorogation to take place under
three months.

SMASHED BY THE LOCOMOTIVE.

A Negro And His Span of Horses Killed
In Hamilton—A Horrible Sight
On the Track,

HamiuroN, Feb. 20.—A horrible accident
occurred at the Wentworth-street crossing

7.30. A well-known colored man named
Jerry Johnston, who was engaged hauling
ice, was driving across ' the track when he
was run down by the St. Louis sxpress
going east and was instantly killed.

FIGHTERS FOR HOME RULE IN IRE-
ZLAND WANT FUNDS. ¥

A Loug and Desperate Campaign Antiei-
pated—Aid Asked From the United
States, Canada and Australia—It is
Probable That These Three Countries
Will Now be Visited by Canvassers.

LoxpoN, Feb, 20.—The following ad-
dress has been issued by Justin McCarthy
and other Irish Nationalist leaders:

To our Kinsmen and to all Friends of
Ireland in the United States, Canada
and Australio :

We have reached the most
moment in the history of Ireland’s lovg
struggle for her rights. The Premier of
England, the leader of the Government and
of the party ruling the British Empire, has
brought in & Home Rule bill which forms
as a whole a broad and solid and
enduring plan of national self-government
for Ireland. The bill -offers  to
the Irish people a Parliament. practically
free to deal with all of Ireland’s local af-
fairs, and an execulive Government re-
sponsible to that Parliament, and in addi-
tion the Irish people have under vhe bill
the right to share by a delegation of 80
members in the government of the em-

ire.

In this, s in many other respects, the

settlement of 1893 places lreland on a

higher national plane than that of 1886. It

increases her place in the Governments of
the world and offers more solid
of ' the honorable fulfil-

{ment of the great contract between

| her and Great Britain. The representatives

{ of Ireland have accepted without hesitation

the constitution proposed in the bill as a

fitting consummation of the sacrifices and

labors of the Irish race for so many cen-
turies. They believe they could regard the
enactment of the measure as a final and
trinmphant close to a long, bloody and sor-
rowful struggle.

Certain To Pass.

The enemies of Ireland do not yet, how-
over, acknowledge that the end is close and
assured, although they know that the bill is
certain to pass the House of Commons by
an unbroken majority, and that any
measure which secures a  majority
of the " popular chamber is always
ultimately enacted into law. They
invoke the assistance of the House of Lords
in postponing a settiement.

We cannot, therefore, disregard the pos-
sibility of a long and desperate campaign to
defeat Mr. Gladstone’s noble efforts and to
wreck the Irish cause. Confronted by
enemies, venomous and unsciupulous and
with boundless wealth it is impossible for
us to carry on even the short remnant of the
struggle without the assistance of brethren
and friends in all parts of the world. It
is only from people of our own blood
and from American and Australian
sympathizers with our principles that we
have asked or accepted assistance.

We make an appeal to the same tried
friends—more confidently on the morrow of
the day when by a vote unanimous and un-
challenged the House of Commons has
stamped upon the foul and calumniouns
charge mnfao by the Paymasters of Pigott
that the independent .lrish. Diationaligts
had consented to become mercenaries of a
British administration.

The Dominant Factor,

In the struggle of the last 14 years
almost the dominant factor next to the
courage and tenacity of our people
at home h#$ been financial assistance from
our kindred and friends beyond the seas.
Our nations, reduced to poverty by lorg
centuries of misgovernment under a re-
stricted franchise, before that assistance
came to her aid, had not a veice but that
of enemies in the House of Commons. The
tenants were represented by evicting land-
lords; their aspirations for religions liberty
were represented by inveterate bigots,
and  the never-extinguishrd demand
for national self-government by either
Tories or place-hunting Whigs,

O’Connell’s mighty movement for repeal
broke down under the strain of this want
of proper Parliamentary representation of
the demands of Ireland. For a quarter-
century after his death the constitutional
movement slept the sleep of death, while
Tories and Whigs in the House of Commons
found no remedy for a single one of the
evils of their country and accepted the re-
wards of perfily and treason in well-paid
offices. In 1880 America and Australia
threw themselves into the struggle, From
that hour the Parliamentary movement
never really looked back.

Fought And Conquered.

Aided by vhe generosity of our people
and friends abroad, the cause at home
found honest, faithful, courageous represen-
tatives, not one of whom during all the
stress of 13'years accepted pay or places
from the Rritish Government. ;These re-
presentatives fought and conquered coer-
cion. They fought and conquered forgery.
They broke successive hostile administra-
tions, until at last they find themselveg
friends and allies of the greatest of British
statesmen and the strongest of British par-
ties. They ask now that they may be
enabled from the: same powerful and
generous people to bring to consummation
their labors and their principles, Borne by
the generosity of their r through the
long night, they ask now for the aid required
for the brief interval that still stands be-
tween Ireland and her breaking day.

GERMAN FARMERS,

They Want Protection For Their Products
If They Support the Army Bill,

Bzerrix, Feb, 20.—Nearly 4000 delegates,

representing all parts of the empire, were
resent on the opening of the Agricultural
ongress.

A resolution was carried by acclamation
which, while declaring that the farmers of
Germany were prepared to make any sacri-
fice that would tend to secure the military
stredgth of the Empire, affirmed that com-
mercial treaties concluded with foreign
countriés jeopardized the existence of agri-
culture at home, and that the conceding of
further advantages to foreign imperts would
do intolerable injury to home industry; and
the Reichstag was therefore besonght to re-
f% to assent to further reductions of cus-
tors duties, while bearing in mind the ex-
pediency of fostering the exportation of
German produce,

In spite of the agrarian opposition, Chan-
cellor von Caprivi' will not abandon the
Russian convention, now on the verge of
donclusion. It is a question, therefore, of
the relative strepgth of the Chancellor and
the agrarians. In his speech yesierday the
Chancellor showed a cousciousness of great-
er dangerfrom the land owners and farmers’
party than from cliques in the Reichstag,

FLOODS IN QUEENSLAND.

Steady Rain for Soveral Days Is Threaten-
s £ g -Miore "Trouble. s

MgeLBoURNE, Feb. 20.—Steady rain for
several days has caused the rivers of
Queensland to rise rapidly and to threaten
a repetition of the recent floods. Gales
have accompanied the rainfall, so that be-
tween wind and water most of the railways
and telegraph lines have been rendered
temporarily useless, lpswich, Brisbane
and several smaller towns are partly
under water. In  Brisbane the
water is but 10 inches below vhe highest
mark during the last flood and some 10 or
12 lives have been lost.

In Northera New South Wales
the floods have done enormous damage to

MRS. GORMLEY TOOK POISON,

She Then Sent a Telegram to Her Husband
Saying That She Was Dymg-—Her
Landlady Denies the Story.

Last May Alexander Gormley, the son of

ing, married a woman in the city to whom
his family strongly - objected because she
had a past history. Gormley’s father was

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Shall Britain Lose ‘Her Colonies?

A letter ringing with earnestuess and
strong in logical force has been published
by Mr. R. Grigg, managing director of the
Salt Union Company of Eungland, which
operates nearly all the salt wells and miges
in England, in which he pleads for the fiscal
policy of England being modified in the
direction of preferential trading relations
with the colonies.

He declares himself « free trader in prin-
ciple, but is evidently one® whose eyes are
apening to the disabilities and dangers that
system involve in the face of the hostile
tariffs of other nations. His words are so
weighty and significant we gquote them as
published. He writes:

*“We are no longer alone inthe possession
of stable government, skilled labor, chea
money, developed minerals. Travel through
France and Germany inspecting works, asI
have just done, and note the industrial de-
velopments which have resulted from 25
years of peace and protection in eur old
markets—ours no longer. Go through
manufacturing America, as I*did two years
ago, and see the enormous plant and indus-
trial activity which cheap money and
abundant minerals have produced there.
While our working classes demand shorter
hours, higher wages, and better -conditions
of life, all'the world 18 closing its markets
against the product of our labor by home
manufacturs and by prohibitive tariffs. Tt
then, by indifference or ignorance, we lose
she.great coming markets of the immense
populations destined quickly to oceupy the
virgin soils under the flag in the colonies,
where are we to find others? How main-
tain our industrial population—to say noth-
ing of higher wages and improved conditions
of life for labor?*

The writer goes on to show that ‘‘agri-

"~ culture is in revolt,” that taxation is be-
coming alarnlingly oppressive, wages tend-
ing downward, and the whole outlook for
England is gloomy, He points out that
¢sgither Commercial Union will conie about
between the United States and Canada, or
between England and Canada.” In the
former ¢ase Canadalmust become either inde-
pendent, or annexed to the States, with the
inevitable result, in the case of such union,
of cutting England out irom both markets,
and the loss by England of population and
trade.

Coming, as this letter does, from a pro-
nounced free trader, it is full of significance
to us that he declares it idle to preach
abstract free trade to Canada, and equally
futile to expect the States to amend - her
tariff so as to- enable England to" supply
that mation “with manufactured goods.
President Cleveland once said: “The
bogie of impossible free trade need never
be feared in the United States.” John Bull
always thinks he knowswhat is good for any
country better than itsinhabitants,but they
only smile or curse—the former if anti-Bri-
tish—the latter if British in sympathy.

Here, then, we have an eminent business
man of very wide experience, who is.not a
“Tory foxhunter,” who is familiar with
trade in all parts of Eugland, who is an
avowed Free Trader in principle, declaring
that twenty-five or more years of protec-
tion have resulted in so énormousa develop-
ment of manufacturing ifi ¥rance, Germany
and the States, that England is baving
those markets closed to her products, and is
in danger of losing the great coming ones to
be created by the immense populations
that are destined to occupy her culonies.
He ridicules also the idea of free trade
being possible in Canada, and pleads for a
preferential tariff with this country in order
to ensure our market being retained and its
future ones secured.

With the wisdom born of business know-
ledge he throws free trade aside asan
absolute principle, and declares that expe-
diency must be the measure of right in
questions of imports and exports; therefore,
as it is most expedient tor England to biud
her colonies to the Empire by imperial
trade relations, he calls upon his fellow-
countrymen to cease abstract reasoning and
theories and support such modifications of
Eogland’s . fiscal eystem as = would
bind the Empire together for defence
against its commercial foes. It is no
answer to such a plea ‘that the colonies of
England now represent only one-third of
her total exports, because those markets
are capable of enormous expansion, while
the others are diminishing markets, and
only represent what cannot be denied, but
which will be cut off at the first oppor-
tunity. The writer quotes the resolution
of our Parliament offering substantial
reductions in duties on British goods in
return for preferential privileges in British
-markets as a fair basis for  negotiation,
which England- cannot be justified in set-
ting aside.

1t is refreshing, after hearing the stale
and absurd statement that free trade has
made England so great as she’is, to find
a free trader with sense enough to quote
as the real explanation which answers
the question; ‘“ What gives KEngland its
commanding position? Why is it that fleets
from every quarter of the globe come to

British ports, that the products of countless

regions are sibject to British industry,

that the manufactures which complete such:

products are carried over to the furthest;
corners of the eatBh? It is that the flag of
England flies over populations far vaster
than her own, and that upon the dominion
of ner Queen the sun never sets.”

The average free trader seems to believe
that England was destitute of manufactures
before his pet theory was in operation,
and that it has almost as great authority as
a divine revelation.

Mr. Grigg closes his eloquent, timely and

eminently manly and practical letter by
pleading for the Empire being knit "into
closer unity, to become ‘‘the most potent
force on earth for the good of mankind.” *

The significance of such letters cannot be
denied, it is not alone “English agricultuge
is in revolt,But throughout the old land

trade, which will eventuate in the adoption
of some measure to protect her from the
disasters that are seen looming up on every
hand.

It happens that the flag of one of the so-
cieties is the Union Jack, of another the
Tricoior, and so on. The society whose flag
is the Union Jack appavently is not first in
the list of precedence, and when the flags
are floating the Union Jack takes
a secondary place and flies below the other
standards.  Whereat thero has arisen a
local “flag question,” A correspondent at
Ottawa would like to know if there is any
occasion when the British flag should be
‘made to occupy a secondary position in
Canada and asks for some military gentle-
man to throw some light on the matter,
We think that a good way out of the diffi-
culty would be for the society adopting the
Union Jack to get a flag pole of its own.
Having adopted that noble banner as their
insignium they ought to see to it that it is
duly respected.

DE. REERSON HOLDS A MEETING IN
.THE AUDITOBIUM.

Speeches By the Candidate, Barlow Cum-
berland, GLF, Marter, M.L A, For Mus-
koka, Emerson Coatsworth, M.P,, and
E. F. Olarke, M.L A.—The Mowat Gov-
ernment Criticised. .’

The peace and quiet which has for some
time reigned over the field of provincial
politics was broken on Saturday evening by
Dr. Ryerson and his followers, who manned
the Conservative stronghold and sent the
first challenge to their opponents across the
arena. They took it for granted that the
enemy meant to fight, and launched bomb
aud canister of accusation and denunciation
into the ranks of the Government party.

The Auditorium was the scene of the
opéning of the campaign. Among those on
the platform were Messrs. Barlow Cumber-
land, G. F. Marter, M.L.A; Emerson
Coatsworth, M.P.; W. D. McPherson, E.P.
Rodén, Richard Armstrong, J. 8. Williams,
E. Floody, J. A. Worrell, W. A, Scott,Ald.
Orr, E. F. Cross, A. R. Boswell, H. A. E,
Kent, ex-Mayor Beaty, Dr. Nesbitt and
Ald. Hewitt.

Mr. W. D. McPherson took the chair.
Though the hall was by no means crowded
he succeeded in wworking up enthusiasm
and was loudly cheered. his, hedeclared,
was the first meeting of a campaign in
which the Conservative party was to win
back its laurels and’ -retrieve its fortune.
Toronto was Conservative at heart, and the
members of that staunch and patriotic
party were never more interested than at
present. Over-confidence was the cause of
the last defeat, and he trusted that defeat
would be a sufficient lesson to Conserva-
tives in this and fature elections. He was
glad the Executive Committee of the Young
Conservative Association had resolved to
doallin its power to prevent the un-
sorapulous, illegal and corrupt prac-
tices .~ to  which . the Government
party had formerly resorted. They
would see if scalawags drove from
booth to booth representing themselves to
be persons other tgan themselves and hav-
ing the effrontery to take the ocath in the
presence of individuals who knew they
were committing sperjury. Even then the
Executive Committes was in posseasion of
a mass of incriminating evidence and liberal
rewards would be offered for the conviction
of all such evil-doers at this election. The
Liberal party were anxious to gain this
election. They closed the doors of the
public institutions at an early hour and
forced their civil servants to go out and
work for the Liberal candidate. They had
even gone so far as to announce the retire-
ment of Mr. Meredith, a man who had done
more for the Province of Ontario than the
whole Grit party. combined. [Loud ap-
plause,]

A Spendthrift Government,

Mr. Barlow Cumberland was the next
speaker. He alleged that the Government
of Ontario had for years been squandering
its resources. They were economical in
small matters, but that was as far as'their
economy went. From 1872 to 1889 they
collected $15,500,000 from the Crown Lands
Department; mostof this large sum canie
from the sale of timber and all trom the
forthern districts. And yet, comparatively
nothing had been’ done to repay those dis-
tricts; almost notbing had been spent to
open up the' immense mineral resources of
that north country. Algoma had received
$11,980, Muskoka $33,860, or a total of
about $45,000. But the Government had
spent it, where in their own words, *it
would do the most good.” The Minister of
Agriculture had spent $450,000; the Pro-
vincial Treasurer had obtained $277,000 for
his constituency; the Attorney-General did
not forget the County of Oxford, which re-
ceived $186,000; the Minister of Education
spent $125,000 ‘‘where it would do the
most good,” and the Minister of - Public
Works received $161,000 for his riding.
This money, the speaker urged, shoufd
have been speat where it woulg benefit the
whole country, and that end would have
been attained if it had been devoted to
railways and roads for opening up the
north country.

Mr. Cumberland then took up the action
of the Government in permitting timber to
be removed fromn the province in the log
aud complained - bitterly of the ruinous
effects this had upon the growth of indus-
tries in the north country. If the - Ameri-
cans had been compelled to manufacture
the timnber in Ontario the shores of Georgian
Bay would now have been lined with
saw mills. The Ontario Government would
say that they obtained more money
at the sale of the timber limits by allowing
the timber to be manufactured elsewhere,
but the speaker argued that the extra
amount was paid simply because the people
of the timber districts were prevented from
earning that same amount. He also urged
that the province lost more than the saw-
wills. All the mill supplies would have
been bought in Ontario and fewer me-
chanics would have been idle in Toronto.
Not only that, but the saw mill sites would
have grown into village sites, and the north
country would have been well populated
before this. time. He read a letter from
the Mayor of Sault Ste. Marie in which that
gentleman stated that in 10 years the
forests of the forth shores of Lakes Huron
and Superior would be stripped of their
timber.

The present Government went into power
because it urged that the public ought tobe
informed as to all -the details of expense
and not the expenses of government in
the aggregate. And yet this very Govern-
ment was not only refusing to furnish
details, but’ it. was spending money first
and asking petmission to spend it after-
wards, This election could not cause the
overthrow of the Ontario Government, but
he hoped it would add Dr. Ryerson to the
list of watchdogs whose duty it was to pre-
vent that Government from spending the
people’s money illegally.

Mr. Marvter's Address,

Mr. G. F. Marter,M. L.A. for Muskoka,was
introducedamid cheersasMr. Meredith’s most
trusted lieutenant, and made the speech of
the evening. He launched directly into
his subject and ecriticized the Mowat
Administration  in scathing terms.
He first turned his attention to
the minority representation  scheme
at present in operation in Toronto. He
thought it would be no act of -idolatry to
worship this “three-cornered constituency”
because there “was nothing like it in the
heavens above or in the earth beneath or in
the waters ‘under the earth. He trasted
that if the time ever came when the Re-
formers were in the majority, that the Con-
servative candidate would refuse to take
the seat becuuse he was not there by the
wishes of the people.

The Government, Mr. Marter said, held
power by resorting to tricks that no other
set of men would resort to. They had
seven members in their cabinet when they
used to hold that five were capable of man-
aging the affairs of the whola Dominion.

They had devoted their time, not in making
good laws for the province, but in making |
positions for their friends, To do this they !
had been compelled to duplicate offices. For

instance, in Toronto there were two regis- |
trars, two sheriffs, two Division Court |
officers and two bailiffs, —the busiest men of |
the lot. The Government, moreover, had |
resorted to two, gerrymanders -since they |
came into office, each of which had cost |
"the Conservative party a large number of |
votes. Then, too, there were the License

Commissioners, who take good

S

the licenses are followers of the Gov-
ernment. ‘‘And then I am told,” said the
speaker, ““that they sweat these license-
holders out of large sums at every election.”
Blackmailing Hotel Men.

A voice, which was credited to Mr. Cuth-
bert, formerly proprietor of the Royal
Arms Hotel, exclaimed: “They made me
p;{ $125 to drive Joe Tait’s voters to the
polls.” Deafening would best describe the
applause that followod. ;

“If T had the power I would stop the sale
of liquor, but while. the License Law is in
force I hold that the only qualifications of
an npghcsnt, otght to bea good character
and ability to furnish ample accommoda-
tion.” The speaker then cited instances in
his own constituency where offices had been
created for the simple purpose of inducing

 the holder to vote the Reform ticket. Here

he remarked that he saw a gentleman in the
audience who belonged to Muskoka and who
because he sacrificed his political primciples
was given u situation in the postoffice of
the legislature, Mr. Marter next went into
details to show how the money was spent
which the last speaker had said was de-
voted to the roads of Muskoka. He told
how a Mr. Simpson, a farmer of Sarnia, had
been road inspector ot Muskoka rouds at §7
per day, and who claimed "that in the year
1891 he had earned $760. The Public Ac-
counts Committee asked for his books and
he went after them, but he never came
back.” Then the speaker gave statistics to
show that a large percentage of the money
spent went into the pockets ot the over-
seers. In one case 6S per cent. went to the
overseer and 32 per cent. to the men that
built the road. Mr. Marter called attention
to the fact that despite all these. machina-
tions the people of the northern districts
had elected four Conservatives in six rid-
ings. One of these seats they were cheated
out of by the returning-officer, who refused
to count the votes cast at one booth.

The speaker then desciibed the ignomi-
nious retreat the Government had to make
last session when Mr. Harcoutt intro-
duced a resolution legalizing the sale of
liquor on railway trains. He held that if
the Scott Act had been fairly treated by
the Ontario Liegislature it would not have
been repealed in the manner in which it
was.

Mr, Marter made some govd points in
dealing with the mythical surplas which
the Ontario Government ¢laimed. He
pointed out that the Government had
steadily refused to give a full statement of
the liabilities of the province. They kept
back a statement of 'the railway indebted-
ness and the annuities and dealt only with
liabilities presently payable. The idcrease
in population since the Government came
into power had been 30 per cent., while the
increase in the cost of government had
been 89 per cent.,

Public Institutions.

Mr, Marter attacked the Government
fiercely for the manner in which ‘theg: sup-
plied their] public institutions. They ac-
knowledged that they bought only from
their friends and he gave a long list of arti-
cles with grices to show that too much was
paid for these articles. .The audience ap-
preciased his description of the scene in the
Local House last session when he obtained
from Mr. Mowat the admission that the Re-
form party had called a meeting of their
friends (most of whom were wholesale men
who supplied the public institutions), and
thus succeeded in raising a large amount of
election funds. The chairman of that meet-
ing gave $500, a sum which doubtless he
had obtained by overcharges. in his
deals with the public. Other statisties
were given to show that the pablic ser-
vants  gob altogether  too much
in the way of supplies for their
families. One of these. officials
received 320 dozen eggs in six months,
When Hon. A. S. Harly had been asked to
explain how: this was bhe said, ‘‘Somebody
muyst have sucked one.” ¢ .

n conclusion, this able’ member of the
Opposition urged that no person could con:
sistently support the Conservative Govern-
ment at Ottawa and also vote for the
Mowat Government. . The Mowat Govern-
ment were the sworn foes of the Dominion
(Government and marshalled their cohorts
to do battle against vthe/ N. P. at every
Dominion election.

Mr, Coatsworth Spaaks. -

Mr. Emerson ~Coatsworth, M.P., on
being called upon, paid a short but ringing
encomium to the sterling worth of the Con-
servative candidate, Dr. Ryerson.

Dr. Ryerson was received amid cheers
long and loud. He regretted that the late-
ness of the hour and the oratory of the
former speakers had left him but little time
and with but little to say. He attacked
the Government in an able manner for the
shameful way in which they had
disposed of ~the timber limits. = He
cited an mnstancein which BSenator -Play-
fair had bought a limit for $30,000:three

ears ago and sold it lately for $80,000.

e complained that the exportation of logs
was ruining the salmon spawning grounda.
The Ontario Government. had bonused a
railway from Arnprior to Renfrew which
would carry the ore from the_back country
to Montreal instead of to this city. He
hoped the Mowat Government would pur-
sue such a ruinous policy no further.

Mr. Mowat was loyal because he was
once a Tory. He wished all the rest of the
Government were as loyal, and then read
from Saturday Night a short account of a
dinner party given byjMrs. W. D, Gregory,
wife of the secretary of the Continental
Union Club, and at which Prof. Goldwin
Smith, Wilfrid Lagrier and ‘Hon. A. 8.
Hardy were guests. . *‘Poor company,” said
Dr. Ryerson. :

Mr. E.F. Clarke closed the program with
a ringing campaign speech, in which he re-
minded them of past defeats and exhorted
them to'do the work that presaged victory.

itself was limited. How. much greater
should be our wonder with our present in-
formation? The nearest fixed star was
19,000,000,000 miles distant.

AS TMPORTANT AS THE PASTOR.

«It Is the Duty of the Church to Ordain
the Teacher.”

The anniversary services of the Sunday
school of the Northern Congregational
Church, Rev. John Burton, pastor, which
had been postponed till the new buildings
were completed, were held yesterday. The
morning sermon was preached by Dr, E. J.
Badgley of V ictoria College from John xiv.,
27. The subject was ‘‘Peace,” which in an
earnest and practical discourse was ex-
pounded as mot dependent upon outward
circumstances, but as the kingdom of God
was to be found within us. This legacy of
peace was in truth the possession of the
Comforter, which{convincing of sin led to
righteousness and gave the inward witness
or judgment that God was with us an abid-
ing life and joy.

An open session of the school was held in
the afternoon, the superintendent Mr.
H. 'L. Thompson, presiding, f[addresses
being given by Rev. S. Nicholls and Rev.
J. P. Gerrie. The former drew his lessons
from “Think,” Earnest Thought on
Temperance, Honesty, Industry, Neat-
ness and Kiocdness. Mr. Gerrie
asked attention to  the character
of Daniel as a study for youth: the advan-
tages of godly parentage, comely person
and mental gifts, all sanctified by the firm
resolve of a holy life.

The evening service was conducted by
Dr. A. H. Ball of Zion Congregational
Church, with whom Mr. Burton excga.nged.
His text was Hosea xiii,, 6: ‘‘According
to their pasture so were they filled,” from
which*he spoke of the power of environ-
ment—no man standing free of his sur-
roundings. The preacher then dwelt upon
the application *of this principle to church
and Sunday school, and declared that both
were failing in duty if they moulded not
the society around. Moreover, the school
should be the church at study, and an in-
stance was given of a church where all met
for study in the morning, preaching in the
afternoon and prayer at evening serviee.
Alluding to the importance of the teacher’s
work, Dr. Ball said, *‘I almost believe it is
the duty of the church to ordain the
teacher.” The attendance was large, not-
withstanding the stormy weather.

It was 6.30 to-night
when the parties met. .

Charles Mitchell conceded all the con-
ditions demanded by Corbett and & fight
between the two men is now assured.

THE ARCH-DRUID.

Eccentricities.

Mr. William Price, surgeon, the ‘‘Arch-
Druid,” whose death - at the age of 92/
is reported, had by his eccentricities
attained a wide notoriety beyond the
borders of = the - Principality. He
qualified as a medical practitioner 72
years ngo, and first came into prominent
notice through the active part he took in
the Chartist movement. A warrant was
actually issued fur lus arrest, a large re-
ward being offered for his capture at the
same time, Eluding the police, however,
Mr. Price, in the disguise of a woman, got
safely out of the country and across to
France, where he lived some time in exile.
Returning to England, he next squandered
a “large fortune in lawsuits. But the
affair that specially brought him into
notoriety was the cremating of his in-
fant son on the summit of a hill on
the Caerlan fields. At the assizes at
Cardif *Mr. Price wad indicted for
unlawfully cremating the, body. The
case was tried before My. Justice Ste.
phep, and in the result Mr. Price was
acquitted. He then entered an action
against the police for false imprison-
ment and récovered a farthing damages,
angy afterward much scandalized  bis
neighbors by cremating his dead ox-
en. Mr. Price is survived by two young
children. - He used to attract considerable
attention by the gueer costume he affected.
On his head he - wére a whole fox skin—
head, ears and tail included. His trousers
were of light green color, lined with searlet
at the bottom of the legs, each of* whith
was scalloped at the ends.  His vest was
scarlet, with golden buttons, and he wore'a
light green cloak. In this strange garb he
appeared at a meeting of the British Medi-
cal Association in London a few years ago.

GREAT BRITAIN’S SPACE

The Empire Will Occupy 500,000 Square
Feet at the World’s Fair,
(From the N. A. Review.]

The total space occupied by Great Britain
and the Colonies at Chicago will in all
probability be more than 500,000 square
feet, exceeding the amount occupied in
Paris in 1878, viz., 360,000 square feet. At
Paris in 1884 the DBritish space was 433,-
000. Belgium occupied 120,000, the United
States 115,000 square feet. No other coun-
try had more than 65,000, Of the total
area allotted to Great Britain aad the colo-
nies at the Chicago exhibition it is proba-
ble that Great Britain alone will occupy
about 300,000 square feet. Whilé the re-
maining 200,000 will be occupied by con-
tributions from the British colonies, the
great ¢ountries which, practically indepen-
dent and self-governing, lend on such an
occasion as the present so much strength to
the empire, and enable it to hold a position
that without such axd it oounld never pre-
tend to occupy. Thss is an advantage
which no other country possesses,and one of
which we Britons may surely with- some
justice be proud.

THE FOLL TEXT OF THE BILL

GLADSTONE!S HOME RULE MEASURE
IN DETAIL,

The Country Now Knows Exactly What
Concessions it is Propoesed to Make to
Ireland—The Bill Read the First Time
in the House of Commons,

Loxpox, Feb. 18.—Mr. Gladstone’s Home
Rale Bill, which was read a first time in
the House of Commons last -night, is in

s part as follows:

Whereas, it is ex-
pedient that, without
impairing or restrict-
ing the supreme au-
thority of Parliament,
an Irish legislaturebe
created for such pur-

poses in Ireland as|H

\ are in this act men-
tioned, be it thereiore
enacted by the

Queen’s ‘Most Excellent Majesty, by and
with the advice and consent of the Lords,
spiritual and temporal, and Commons in this
present Parliament assembled, and by the
authority of the same, as follows:

Part 1. On and atter the appointed day
there shall be established in Ireland a legis-
lature consisting of Her Majesty the Queen
and two houses, a legislative eouncil and a
legislative assembly.

2. With the exceptions and subject to
the restrictions in this act mentioned, there
shall be granted to tihre Irish Legislature
power 1o make lawa for the peace, order
and good government of Ireland in respect
to matters exclusively relating to Ireland or
some part thereof,

3. The Irish Legislature shall not have
power to make laws in respect to the fol-
lowing matters or. any of them: The
status or dignity of the crown, or the suc-
cession to the crown, or a regency, the Lord
Lieutenant as representative of the Crown,
the making of peace or war, matters arising
from a state of war, the naval or military
forces or the defence of the realm, treaties
and other creations with foreign states, or
the relations between the different parts of
Her Majesty’s dominions, or offences con-
nected with such treaties; dignities or titles
of honor; treason or treason-felony; alienage
or naturalization; trade with any place out
of Ireland; quarantine or navigation, except
in respect to inland waters; local health or
harbor regulations, beacons, lighthouses or
seamarks, except so far: as they can con-
sistently with any general Act of Parlia-

‘ment be constructed or ‘maintained by local
harbor authorities; coinage; -legal tender;
standard weights and measures; trade
marks, merchandise marks, copyright or
patent rights. Any law made in contro-
vention to this section shall be void.

4. The powers of the Irish Legislature
shall not extend to the making of any law
respecting the establishment or endowment
of religions or prohibiting the free exercise
thereof, or imposing any disability or con-
ferring any privilege on account of religious
belief, or abrogating or prejudicially affect-
ing the right to establish or maintain any"
place of denominational education or deno-
minational institution or charity.or pre-
judicially affecting the right of any child to
attend a school receiving public ‘'money
withovt attending the religious instruction
at the school, or whereby - any person may
be deprived of life, liberty or property
without due process of law,or may be denied,
the equal protection of the laws, or {where-{
by private property may be taken without
compensation, ;or whereby any existing
corporation incorporated by Royal charter,
or by local and general act of Parliament,
not being . a corporation raising for publie
purpeses, taxes, rates, less dues or tolls, or
administering funds so raised, may, uniess
it consents, or the leave of Her Majesty is
first obtained in an address from the two
Houses of the Irish Legislature, be de-
prived of its rights, privileges or property
without due process of law; or whereby
any inhabitant may be deprived of his
equal  rights as  respects . public
seafisheries. Any law made in con-
travention of this section shall be veid.

.5." The executive power of lreland shall
continue to be vested in the Queen. The
Lord Lieutenant, on behalf of Her Majesty,
shall not exercise any prerogativesotherthan
the executive power of the Queen which
may be delegated to him by Her Majesty,
and shall, in Her Majesty’s name, summon,
prorogue and dissolve the Irish Legisla-
sure.

Their shall be an FExecutive Committee
of the Privy Council in Ireland to aid and
advise the Government of Ireland, being of
such numbers and comprising persons hold-
ing such offices as Her Majesty may think
5t, or as may be directed by the Irish Act.

The -Lord Lieutenant shall, en the
advice of the Executive Committee,
give or withhold vhe assent of Her Majesty
to the bills passed by the House of the
Irish Legislature subject to the instructions
given by Her Majesty in respect to such
bill.

6. The Irish Legislative Council shall con-
sist of 48 ccouncillors; each of the constitu-
gncies mentioned in the first schedule of this
act shall return the number of councillors
named opposite thereto in the schedule.

Every marshail shall be entitled to
be registered as an elector and when
registered to vote at _ the elec-
tion of the councillor for a constitu-
ency, who owns or occupies land or a tenant
in the constituency of this ratable value
of more than 20 pounds, subject to like

conditions as the man who is entitled, at |

the passage of the act, to be registered and

to vote as a Parliamentary elector, with re-

spect -to ownership qualifications, or pro

vided that a man shall not be entitled to

be registeréd, nor, if registered to vote at

the election of a councillor in more than
{ one constituency in the same year.

The term of office of every councillor
\llml) be eight years. They shall not be
{affected by dissolution. Half the council-
|1ors shall retire every fourth year and their
(geAits shall be filled by a new election,

7. The Irish legislative assembly shall
eonsist of members returned by
the existing Parliamentary constituencies

of Ireland on the existing divisions there-
of and elected by the parliamentary elec-
tors iu those constituencies,

The Irish Legislative Assembly when
summoned may, unless sooner dissoived,
have continuance for five years from the
day on which the summons directs it to
meet and no longer.

8. After six years from the passing of the
act the Irish Legislature may alter the
qualifications of electors and constituencies,
provided that in such disiribution due re-
gard be had for the population ot the con-
gtituencies.

' If & bill, or ovision of a bill, adopt-
ed by the Leg Assembly be lost by
the disagreement of the Legislative Council
and after dissolutio ora period of two years
from such disagreement. such - bill, or a bill
for enacting said provisions, be again adopt-
ed -by the Legislative Assembly and fails
within three months afterwards to be adopt-
ed by the Legslative Council, the same
shatl forthwith be submitted to the mem-
bers of the two Houses deliberating and
voting together thereon, and shall be adopt-
ed or rejected according to the decision of
the majority of those members voting on the
question.

more.

Dublin University shall cease to return
a member.

The existing division of the eonstituencies

An Irish representative peer in the House
of Lords and a member of the House of
Commons for an Irish constituency shall
not beentitled to deliberate or vote on any.
bill or motion or relation thereto, the
operation of which bill or motion is confined
to Great Britain or some part thereof; or
any motion or resclution relating solely
to a tax pot raised or to be raised
in Ireland, or any vote om an appro-
iation of money made exclusively
some service mnot mentioned in
the third schedule. Any motion or re-
solution referring exclusively to Great
Britain ov some part thereof, or some local
authority or some person or thing therein.
Any motion incidental to such motion or
resolution as either is last mentioned or re-
lates solely to some tax not raised in Ire-
land or incidental to any such vote or ap-
propriation of moneyaforesaid in compliance
with the provisions of this section shall not
be questioned otherwise than in each
House in the manner provided by the
ouse.
The election laws and laws relating to
the qualification of parliamentary electors
shall not, so far as they relate to parlia-
memrL elections be altered by the
Irish gislature. But this enactment
shall not . prevent the Irish Legslature
from dealing with any officers concerned
with the issue of writs of election. If any
officers are so dealt with it shall be lawful
for Her Majesty in Council to arrange for
the issue of such writs. Writs issued in
pursuance of such order shall be of the
same effect as if issued in the manner  here-
tofere accustomed.

10. On and after the appointed day thers
shall be an Irish exchequer and consolidat+
ed fund separate from thc United Kingdom.

The daties of customs and excise and the
duties of postage shall be imposed by act of
Parliament, but subject to the provisions of
this act.

The Irish Lugislature may in order to
provide for the public service in Ireland,
impose other vaxes, save as in this act men-
tioned.

All matters relating to taxes in Ireland
and the collection and management thereof
shall be regulated by the Irish legislatare.

The same shall be collected and manvaged
by the 1rish government and shall form
part of the public revenucs of Ireland, pro-
vided that duties and customs shall be
regulated, collected, managed and paid into
the exchequer of the United Kingdom as

If the duties of excise are reduced below
the rates in force on said day and the net
proceeds of Ireland are in consequence less
than the net proceeds of the dutiés before
the reduction a sum equal to the deficiency
shall, unless otherwise agreed between the
Treasury and the Irish Government, be paid
from the Exche quer of the Uuited King-
dom into the Irish Exchequer.

1l. The hereditary revenues of the
Crown in- Ireland, which are managed by
the Commissioners of Her Majesty’s woods,
forests and land revenues, shall continue
during the life of her present Majesty, and
shall be managed and collected by those
commissioners. The net amount payable
by them to the exchequer on account of
those revenues after deducting all expenses,
but including an allowance for interest on
such proceeds of the sale of those revenues
as have not been re-invested by Ireland,
shall be paid imto the treasury account
(Ireland) hereafter mentioned for the bene-
fit of the Irish exchequer.

A person shall not be required
to pay an income tax in Great
Britain in respect to properf{
situated or business carried on in Ireland,
and a person shall not be required to pay an
income tax in Ireland in respect to pro-
perty situated or business carried on in
Great Britain. For the purpose of giving
Ireland the benefit of the difference between
the income tax collected by Great Britain
from British, colonial and foreign securities
held by residents of Ireland and the income
tax collected by Ireland from Irish securi-
ties held by residents of Great Britain,
there shall be made to Ireland out of the
income tax collected in Great Britain an al-
lowance of such an amount as may from
time to time be determined by the treasury
in accordance with & minute of the treas-
ury laid before Parliament. Before the
appointed day such allowance shall
be paid into the treasury-account (Ireland’s)
for the benefit of the Irish exchequer, pro-
vided that the provisions of this section
with respect to the income tax shall not
apply to any excess in the income tax of
Great Britain above the rate of Ireland or
to the rate of the income tax of Ireland
above the rate of Great Britain.
