In his speech Mr. Blake contended that 
the bill amply secures the supremacy of the 
Imperial Parliament. He objected to the 
suspension of the land question for three 
years. The Irish Parliament, he said, 
ought to be empowered to deal at once with 
the land problem.

LORD RANDOLPH NERVOUS.

HU Thursday Night Speech Showed Little 
of His Former Brilliancy.

London, Feb. 20.—So crowded were the 
galleries in the House of Commons during 
X^ord Randolph Churchill’s speech Thursday 
aight that many persons were unable tjo get 
seats. The delay and excitement during 
the debate on the question of privilege 
dered Lord Randolph so nervous th 
began his speech almost diffidently. He 
seems to have lost all the dash of his former 
years.

He has grown bald and round-shouldered, 
his face has lost all color and his eyes are 
heavy. During the first half hour he was 
touching his lips almost constantly to a 
water glass. His voice trembled and sev­
eral times was almost inaudible.

Once he pressed his trembling hands 
quickly to his heart and his face showed 
keen suffering, but hb gradually regained 
confidence as he continued and eventually 
spoke with his full, usual voice. Although 
skilful aud effective, bis speech showed 
little of his old brilliancy of argument and 
invective.

And Cables That England Is Indifferent 
to Any Attempt to Annex Canada 

to the United States.
New York, Feb. 19.—A London cable 

to The Tribune says: The English press 
finds now and then time to cast a glance at 
the big colony across the Atlantic and to 
note the progress .of Canadian opinion to­
wards union with the United States. Pretty 
commonly it is some saying or some act of 
Professor Gold win Smith whieh fixes Eng­
land’s gaze.

Surprising as it no doubt is to the native- 
born citizen of the Dominion, Professor 
Goldwin Smith, who is after all but an im­
migrant, is their most attractive figure. 
He is also, in the opinion of a London 
paper, which, unlike many of its contempor­
aries, really has opinions, a surprising 
figure.

He surprises The Chronicle because, while 
a professed friend of England, he is at the 
same time president of the Political Union 
Club, That fact has made its way over 
here. The Chronicle, which is in favor of 
disunion between England and Ireland, is 
opposed to disunion as between England 
and Canada.

To advocate the annexation of Canada to 
the United States is, in its judgment a 
somewhat treacherous step; and Professor 
Goldwin Smith is naturally enough held re­
sponsible for the manifesto of the organiza­
tion over which he presides.

However, he, ana perhaps you and pos­
sibly the Canadians themselves, will be 
consoled to know that though we cannot 
have, and we certainly 
Canada against her will, she 
cut herself adrift from England whenever 
she likes, and no force will be used to pre­
vent her. There is in England, says this 
journal, but one opinion on that subject, a 
statement which is practically accurate.

She Then Sent a Telegram to Her Husband

Landlady Denies the Story.
Uast May Alexander Gormley, the son of

Mrs. Gormley was found at the house 
last night and admitted that she had 
taken the poison and that it was 
only by the combined efforts of a doctor 
and the other boarders that her life was 
saved.

Miss Tinsley, the landlady, however, 
states that the tale of the poisoning is only 
a subterfuge on the part of Mrs. Gormley 
to frighten her husband into returning to 
her, and that the name of Mrs. Caldwell 
was signed to the telegram without her 
knowledge or permission.

Ottawa, Feb. 19.—An order-in-council 
was passed yesterday taking from the Min­
ister of Agriculture the power conferred 
on him by the cattle quarantine regulations 
of 1884 and 1887 of allowing settlers, under 
certain conditions, to take their stock into 
Manitoba and the Northwest without un­
dergoing the 90-àay quarantine.

It will be remembered that one of the ex­
cuses made by Mr. Herbert Gardner, Presi­
dent of the Imperial Board of Agriculture, 
for continuing the embargo against Cana­
dian cattle was that settlers from the 
United States were allowed to bring cattle 
into the Northwest without embargoing, 
and this action has no doubt been taken 
by the Minister of Agriculture to 
disarm this objection. The cattle quaran­
tine regulations in power in Canada are 
now, therefore, absolute that there shall be 
a quarantine of 90 days on all neat cattle 
entering the Dominion along the whole 
frontier from the Atlantic to the Pacific.

Sedgwick Appointed.
As was anticipated would be the case, 

Mr. Robert Sedgwick, Deputy Minister ot 
Justice, was appointed a judge of the 
Supreme Court at yesterday’s meeting of 
council. He will probably be sworn in by 
Chief Justice Strong before the opening of 
the court for the February term on Tues­
day. It is said that no action was taken 
with reference to appointing hie successor 
in the Department tpf Justice.

Bargain Day“Kicker”Shell Britain Lose Her Colonies?
A letter ringing with earnestness and 

strong in logical force has been published 
by Mr. R. Grigg, managing director of tho 
Salt Union Company of England, which 
operates nearly all the salt wells and mines 
in England, in which he pleads for the fiscal 
policy of England being modified in the 
direction of preferential trading relations 
with the colonies.

He declares himself a free trader in prin­
ciple, but is evidently one whose eyes are 
opening to the disabilities and dangers that 
system involve in the face of the hostile 
tariffs of other nations, 
weighty and significant we quote them as 
published. He writes:

“We are no longer alone in the possession 
of stable government, skilled labor, cheap 
money, developed minerals. Travel through 
France and Germany inspecting works, as I 
have just done, and note the industrial de­
velopments which have resulted from 25 
years of peace and •protection in our old 
markets—ours no longer. Go through 
manufacturing America, as I* did two years 
ago, and see the enormous plant and indus­
trial activity which cheap money and 
abundant minerals have produced there. 
While our working classes demand shorter 
hours, higher wages, and better conditions 
of life, all the world is closing its markets 
against the product of our labor by home 
manufacture and by prohibitive tariffs. If 
then, by indifference or ignorance, we lose 
She great coming markets of the immense 
populations destined quickly to occupy the 
virgin soils under the flag in the colonies, 
where are we to find others? How main­
tain our industrial population—to say noth­
ing of-higher wages and improved conditions 
of life for labor?’’

The Empire Will Occupy 000,000 Square 
Feet at the World’s Fair.

[From the N. A. Review. 1 
The total apace occupied by Great Britain 

and the Colonies at Chicago will in all 
probability be more than 500,000 square 
feet, exceeding the amount occupied in 
Paris in 1878, viz., 360,000 square feet. At 
Paria in 1884 the British space was 433,- 
000. Belgium occupied 12Q.0Q0, the United 
States 115,000 square feet. No other coun­
try had more than 65,000. Ot the total 

allotted to Great Britain aid the colo­
nies at the Chicago exhibition it is proba­
ble that Great Britain alone will occupy 
about 300,000 square feet. While the re­
maining 200,000 will be occupied by con­
tributions from the British colonies, the 
great dountries which, practically indepen­
dent and self-governing, lend on such an 
occasion as the present so much strength to 
the empire, and enable it to hold a position 
that without such aid it could never pre­
tend to occupy. Thee is an advantage 
which no other country possesses,and one of 
which we Briton» may surely with- some 
justice be proud.

An Irish representative peer in the House 
of Lords and a member of the House of

Queen's Most Excellent Majesty, by and 
with the advice and consent of the Lords, 
spiritual and temporal, and Commons in this 
present Parliament assembled, and by the 
authority of the same, as follows:

Part 1. On and after the appointed day 
there shall be established in Ireland a legis­
lature consisting of Her Majesty the Queen 
and two houses, a legislative council and a 
legislative assembly.

2. With the exceptions and subject to 
the restrictions in this act mentioned, there 
shall be granted to the Irish Legislature 
power to make laws for the peace, order 
and good government of Ireland in respect 
to matters exclusively relating to Ireland or 
some part thereof.

The Irish Legislature 
power to make laws in respect to the fol­
lowing matters or any of them : The 
status or dignity of tbe crown, or the suc­
cession to the crown, or a regency, the Lord 
Lieutenant as representative of the Crown, 
the making of peace or war, matters arising 
from a state of war, the nav&l or military 
forces or the defence of the realm, treaties 
and other creations with foreign states, or 
the relations between the different parts of 
Her Majesty’s dominions, or offences con­
nected with such treaties; dignities or titles 
of honor; treason or treason-felony; alienage 
or naturalization; trade with any place out 
of Ireland; quarantine or navigation, except 
in respect to inland waters; local health or 
harbor regulations, beacons, lighthouses or 
seamarks, except so far as they can con­
sistently with any general Act of Parlia­
ment be constructed or maintained by local 
harbor authorities; coinage; legal tender; 
standard weights and measures; trade 
marks, merchandise marks, copyright or 
patent rights. Any law made in contra­
vention to this section shall be void.

4. The powers of the Irish Legislature 
shall not extend to the making of any law 
respecting the establishment or endowment 
of religious or prohibiting the free exercise 
thereof, or imposing any disability or con­
ferring any privilege on account of religious 
belief* or abrogating or prejudicially affect­
ing the right to establish or maintain any 
place of denominational education or deno­
minational institution or charity or pre­
judicially affecting the right of any child to 
attend a school receiving public money 
without attending the religious instruction 
at the school, or whereby any person may 
be deprived of life, liberty" or property 
without due process of law,or may be denied 
the equal protection of the laws, or ^where-i 
by private property may be taken without 
compensation, (br whereby any existing 
corporation incorporated by Royal charter, 
or by local and general act of Parliament, 
not being a corporation raising for public 
purposes, taxes, rates, less dues or tolls, or 
administering funds so raised, may, unless 
it consents, or the leave of Her Majesty is 
first obtained in an address from the two 
Houses of the Irish Legislature, be de­
prived of its rights, privileges or property 
without dne process of law; 6r whereby 
any inhabitant may be deprived of his 
equal rights as respects public 
seafisheriea. Any law made in con­
travention of this section shall be void.

5. The executive power of Ireland shall 
continue to be vested in the Queen. The 
Lord Lieutenant, on behalf of Her Majesty, 
shall not exercise any prerogativesotherthan 
the executive power of the Queen which 
may be delegated to him by Her Majesty 
and shall, in Her Majesty’s name, 
prorogue and dissolve the Irish Legisla­
ture.

tion with duties and excise and so far as 
regards articles sent out of Ireland, and all 
matters relating to these duties shall be 
regulated by act of parliament. Excise 
duties on articles consumed in Great Britain 
shall be paid in Great Britain or to an 
officer of the Government ot the United King­
dom, save as in this act mentioned. All public 
revenues in Ireland shall be paid into the 
Irish Exchequer and form a consolidated 
fund apportioned to the public service of 
Ireland by Irish act. If the duties of excise 
are increased above the rates enforced on the 
first day of March the net proceeds in Ire­
land of the duties in excess of said rates 
shall be paid from the Irish Exchequer to 
the Exchequer of the United Kingdom.
If the duties of excise are reduced below 
the rates in force on said day and the net 
proceeds of Ireland are in consequence less 
than the net proceeds of the dutiès before 
the reduction a sum equal to. the deficiency 
shall, unless otherwise agreed between the 
Treasury and the Irish Government, be paid 
from the Exche quer of the United King­
dom into the Irish Exchequer.

11. The hereditary
Crown in Ireland, which are managed by 
the Commissioners of Her Majestv’a woods, 
forests and land revenues, shall continue 
during the life of her present Majesty, and 
shall be managed and collected by those 
commissioners. The net amount payable 
by them to the exchequer on account of 
those revenues after deducting all expenses, ♦ 
but including an allowance for interest on 
such proceeds of the sale of those revenues 
as have not been re-invested by Ireland, 
shall be paid into the treasury account 
(Ireland) hereafter mentioned for the bene­
fit of the Irish exchequer.

A person shall not be required 
to pay an income tax in Great 
Britain in respect to proper Mr
situated or business carried on in Ireland, 
and a person shall not be required to pay an 
income tax in Ireland in respect to pro­
perty situated or business carried on in ^ 
Great Britain. For the purpose of giving 
Ireland the benefit of the difference between 

, the income tax collected by Great Britain ^ 
from British, colonial and foreign securities + 

- held by residents of Ireland and the income ♦ 
tax collected by Ireland from Irish securi­
ties held by residents of Great Britain, 
there shall be made to Ireland out of the 
income tax collected in Great Britain an al- ^ 
lowance of such an amount as may from 
time to time be determined by the treasury 
in accordance with a minute of the treas­
ury laid before Parliament. Before the 
appointed day such allowance shall 
be paid into the treasury account (Ireland's) 
for the benefit of the Irish exchequer, pro­
vided that the provisions of thie section 
with respect to the income tax shall not 
apply to any excess in the income tax of 
Great Britain above the rate of Ireland or 
to the rate of the income tax of Ireland 
above the rate of Great Britain.
