As Gemeral Booth puts it,
it ‘is always a question of ‘‘Starve or
steal’’ to the man who is out of a job
snd ean’t get one

Many people have busied themselves
making an enquiry into the eauses. of
poverty. They may briefly be stated
to be heredity, unfavorable environment,
poor wages anl enforeed idleness. Espe-
eially sre thewe two last items respons-
ibla for a large percentage of poverty.
And it is just these two items agains
which trade unionism is fighting. Trades
unionism demands fair wages and an
eight-hour day. And apropos the unem-
ployed problem, an eight-hour day is
especially desirable. The eight-hour day
will give many men now out of a job
employment. For every four men now
employed at ten hours a day five men
would be employed under the eight-hour

stem. Multiply these figures by a

sand, and you would have 5,000 men
working eight hours a day where now
you only have 4,000. Multiply them by
& million, and you would employ 5,000,
000 men where now are employed only
4,000,000. -Ts not the eight-hour day,
then, a scheme for diminishing the army

FIRST STEAM BOAT COMET.

Henry Bell, having opened the baths
at Helensburgh, was anxious to get some
faster means of éommunication with the
city than the ‘‘fly-boat’’ then in use.
Steam bhad been already umsuceessfully
tried once or twice for propelling boats,
but Bell jof the opinion that if he
could find a“elever engineer the idea
might still be pxoperly worked out. Hav-
ing heard of n Robertson as an in-
ventive man, Belll went to bis little work-
shop in Dem street, a small lane
running. between /George street-and Cath-
edral street at the back of Allan Glen’s
School, Glasg “There he found him
finishing an: ne for & coal pit, and
while sitting watching him, asked him
if he could not make an engine to pro-
pel a boat. On Robertson "at once re-
plying that he could, Bell arr to
get & boat if Robertson would fit in the
engine. This was dome in 1812, David
Napier making the boiler. This is the
story as told to me many times by old
Robertson himsel, and it is not
ing that so many mistakes have
made when nome of our $est marine
engineers have made an ort to have
his mame preserved. here is a very
true portrait of him in the Kelvingrove
Museum, which was painted about .fwo
years before he died; and the original
engine of the Comet was given by the
Jate Mr. Yule of Hut¢hesontown Engine
Works to the late Robert Napier of
Shandon, whd sént it t0 the British Mu-
seum. There is sufficient proof for John
Robertson bging the first maker of the
engine of the somet. ss the promissory
note for it similar to the one given for
the boiler to David Napier is carefully
preserved.—Kelburne.
