Something More than a Figure Head.

The Democratic president, Mr. Cleve«
1and, has astonished Congress and 1v
winning golden opinions from the peo-
ple by his business-like manner in diss
charging his duties in connection with
the Government. Under many for-
jner presidents, appropriationg for
almost anything were passed through
the house; and were duly signed, with
scarcely an exception, by tbe head of
the republic ; now President Cleveland
subjects every bill that comes 1nto hie
hands to rigid serutiny, and if its prgg
yisions are not approved by him, as in
fccord with the interest of the country,
the bill is promptly vetoed. A corres-
pondent of the Boston Sunday Herald,
makes the following comments on the
President’s individuality :—

1 wouldn’t wonder if Congrees should ad~
journ in‘a grand old row with the- Presi-
dent. The 76 and upwards of vetoes have
struck very hard in some places, and there
are others coming. There would be no
surprise it several of the big appropriation
bills should be vetoed, although the Presi-
dent bas rigned all that have come to him
go far. There is a grand swell of resent
ment in both brancles of Congress at the
manner in which the President has used
the veto power. The light and playful
way in which be tramples upon lexislation
may be amusing to the public, but, like
the boy who was throwing stones into the
puddle, it ain't so fuuny for froge, Mr.
Cleveland is the first President since An-
drew Johnson who has spelled (Jongress
with & little ¢ " and none of his predeces-
sors ever had the courage to entrench
themselves behind their constitutional
prerogatives and fire hot shot at the Capi«
tol as he has done. His refusal to furnish
official papers to the Senate was approved
by the country and his vetoes of indiscrim-
inate pension legislation are applauded
everywhere, and now the Presideni gives
notice that be will not go to the Capitol
the Jast duy of the season, to, sign bills,
4'he conntry will sustain himin this, teo.
“The President has a good reason to feel a
Jack of confidepee in the hasty legisiation
that is always crammed through the last
few days of Congress, aud he is right in
requiring that time sbould be given in
caretully cousidering bills brought for his
approvsl. If they do not suit him,Congress
must pass them over again, with such
changes as . he dewands. Mabomet
says be will not go to the mountain,
&0 there f8 nothing left for the Mountain to
do but to go to Mahomet. The only al-
ternative is for Congress to adjourn and
go home without providing funds for the
government. But this would be foliy, 8s|
the President would at once issue a procla-
mation calling them together again. The
President has nothing to losy, and Congress
might as well save the time and trouble,
and pass the appropriation bills in such a
form that there will be no reason to veto
them.

—Judge Rigby, one of the ablest
judges of the N.S. Supreme Court died
at Halifax on the 8th inst., in the 45th
year of hisage. He was held in the
highest esteem by the Bar, not only for
his integrity and ubility as a judge but
for hie worth as a man. A meeting of
the Bar Society was held shortly after
his death, and the tributes paid to his
memory by those present were many.

The Recorder gives the foilowing
brief sketch of his life:—

The deceased was a native of Sydmey
(born there in 1842), became a barrister
in 1864, and practised in Pictou ; came
to this city some 15 years ago, entering
into legal business with the present
Chief Justice MacDonald, and was
made a Q. C., in 1873. He was appoint-
ed to the bench in 1881, vice DesBarres.
The deceased married Miss Burnyeat,
Truro, and leaves a widow and three
children.

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A Terrible Earthquake.

AN EXTINOT VOLOANO BREAKS INTO AOTIVITY.

San Francisco; July 12.~The steamer
Alameda, which arrived yesterday from
Australia, brings particulars of fearful
voleanic eruptions in New Zealand last
month, and which are among the most
destructive in the world’s history, The
reports of the disturbances came from
Tauragua, in the Auckland lake district,
The natives of that village were awakened
at two o'clock in the morning by repeated
vivid flashes of lightning, which continued
at rapid intervals up to 4 o'clock, when a
tremendous eartbquake occurred, followed
quickly by other sbocks. They were so
violent that the people jumped from their
beds and fled for their lives in their night
clothes. The earthquakes continued to
follow one another in quick succession up
t078a, m, when a leaden«colored cloud
was observed advancing from the south,
spreading out until it covered the sky.
While still moving it burst with the sound
of thunder and shortly after showers of fine
dust began falling, The accounts from
other points state that Mt. Tarauowi was
the first volcano to break forth and hardly
were the fiames seen issuing from its crater
than the entire Pasaso range of mountaios
belched forth in sympathy hurling flames
of lava and stoves over the sucrrounding
country, For the first time in tradition
the extinct volcano of Ruapena was awak-
ened into activity. The entire country
over an extent of 120 miles long by 20 in
breadth was nothing but a mass of flame
and bat crumbling soil, which in places
rose to the height of 40 feet capped
at the bighest point by ‘¢ Tekophe Grpers,”
said to have been the grandest in
the world. During all this time showers
of dust continued to fall until it became so
~ | dense as to make day as dark as night, and
not until the second day did the dust cease
falling. It wasnoticed that the dust emit~
ted a strong sulphurous smell, Numerous
small native villages were totally destroy.
ed. Wairsaw was covered to the depth of
10 feet with dust and ashes.

England’s New Milltary Rifie.

[From the London Times, |

Col. H. T. Arbuthnot,Roysl Artillery,
Superintendent of the Small Arms
Factory t Bnfleld, read a paper in the
theatre of the Royal United Service
Imstitution on the new military rifle
which is to be issued to the tropps.
This wespon-has. been officially dubbed’
the Enfield Martini. Col. Arbuthnot’
gave a historical sketch of the changes
that had emsued in the adoption of
small arms in the British service from
the date of the discarding of * Brown
Bess,” He contended that at the time
of its adoption the Martini- Henry was
the finest Military rifle in Burope—
America was not included. Although
he was aware differences of opinion
existed as to the merits of the breech
actiop of the Martini~Henry, he had
never known it to fail. It was true
there were complaints of jamming in
the Soudan, but that was more due to
the cartriages than the breech action,
and with a bolt action the jamming
would have been much worse. It was
not till 1879 they heard doubts expres
sed about the superiarity of the Mar-
tini-Henry. At raunges under five hun.
dred yards it ,wae inferior to other
rifles, but above that distance it was
better than most rival weapons. Col.
Arbuthnor then gave some technical
detsils respecting the Enfield officials’
experiments ‘undertaken to ascertain
the bést average bore, so as to secure a
trajectory, acourate shootingsand great
range, - The new Enlield Martiniis to
be of 0.40 calibre as against 0.45, the
sizge of the present Martini. No change
is to be made in the length of the bar-
rel, but the weapon with the bayonet
fixed will weigh ten pounds four ounces,
as against ten pounds. The breéch
action remains unaltered, but there is
an addition in the shape of a safety
bolt to prevent the -trigger falling.
There are also one or two minor altera-
tions. In appearance, however, the
rifle is mugh altered, for the thiok end
of the barrel, or nearly 18 inches, is inn
cased with wood, s0o as to enable the
soldier to retain his grip when the rifle
becomes heated in aotion. The fore
end of the stock bhas been thinned
away and grooved from underneath the
rifle, to prevent rain from lodging
between the barrel and the stock. ' To
give a little less straightness to the
butt the breech block is aleo attached
at & gyore acuté'angle than formerly.
“Thé bayonet, ip place of being attacher
to the side, is now to be placed under
‘the barrel to assist in keeping it down
‘daring the act of firing, At last we
are to have wsolid drawn motatlic dait-
ridge oase, "It will contain 85 graips of |
powder and a bullet weighing ' 384
graing, Furthermore, these cartridges,
or the first time in the serviee, are to
e ‘of uniform shape and size, so that
they can be used for rifle, carbine or
machine gun.

Pruws,— If one has a soil suited to it
—a heavy olay or loam —it can usually
be growh very easily. The fruit is so
grateful to the taste and useful to the
housenkeeper that it should be given 8
fair trial, either in the garden borders
or wherever a tree can be planted 80 a8
to secure plenty of light air. The
young trees may be one or two years
old from the bud; Ishould prefer the
former, if vigorous. Never be induced
to purchase old trees by promises of
speedy fruit. = It isquite possible you
may never get any fruit at all from
them worth mentioning, I should als
low a space of {from ten to fifteen feet
between the trees when they are plant-
d together, and 1 should cut them
back so that they would begin to
branch at two feet from the ground.
Long, naked stems are subjected to the
gum disease. i

In the place ot general advice in rew
gard to this fruit I shall give the exper-
fence of Mr. T. S, Force, of Newburgh,
who exhibiled seventy varieties at the
iast annual Orange County fair.

His plum orchard is a large poultry-
yard containing half an acre, of which
the ground is a good losm, resting on a
heayy clay sub-soil.  He bought trees
but one year from the bud, eet them
out in‘autumn, and cut them back so
that they began to lorm their heads at
two feet from the ground. He prefers
starting with strong young plants at
this age, and he did not permit them to
bear for the first three yeara, his primal
aim being o develop a healthy, vigor~
ous tree, with a round, symmetrical
head. During this period the ground
about them was kept mellow by good
ocultivation, and being rich enough to
start with, received no fertilizers. It is
his belief that over fertilization tends
t0 cause the disease so well known as
the black knot, which bhas destroyed
many orchards in the yigipity. If the
garden has been enriched as | havedireot
ed, the soil will probably need little if
snything from the stables, and certain
ly will not if the trees are grown In &
poultry-yard. During this growing
and forming period Mr. Force gave
eareful attention to prunjng. Budding
trees are not even, symmetricsl growe
ers, but tend to send up a few very
strong shoots that rob the rest of the
tree of sustenance.,  Of course these
must be cut well back in early spring,
or we have long naked reaches of wood
and a deformed tree. It is far better,
however, not to let the rampant shoots
grow to maturity, but pinch them back
jn early summer, thus causing them to
throw out side branches. By summer
pinching and rubbing off of tender
shoots a tree ean be made to grow in
eny shape wedesire. When the trees
recsive no summer pruning, Mr. Force
advises that the branches be shortened
in at least one balf in the spring, while
some shoots are cut back even more
rigarously. At theage of four or five
yenri, according to the vigor of the
trees, he permits them to bear. Now
cultivation ceases, and the ground
ieft to grow hard, but not weedy or
grassy, beneath the boughs. Every
spring, just as the blossems are falling,
be spreads evenly under the branches
four quarts of salt. While the trees
thrive and grow fruitful with his fertil-
izer, the curculio, or plumxweevil, does
not appear to find it at all to his taste.
As a resuit of his methods he has
grown large and prolitable crops, and!
his trees in the main are kept henl\b_vf;
and vigorous. His remedy for the|
black knot is to cut off and burn the
boughs and twigs effected. If the dis
ease appears in the side of a limb dr in
the stem, he cutsout all trace of it,and
prints the wound with & wash of gum!
shellac and alcohol.

Trees load so heavily that the piums
rest against one avother.” You will
oftén find in moist warm weatbher de~
caying specimens. These should be re.
moved at once, that the infection may
not spread.

In cutting out the interfering
boughs do not take off the sharp~point-
ed spurs which are forming along the
braoches, for on these are maturing the
fruit«buds.

Mr. Force recommends the following
ten varieties, named in the order of rip,
eding: Canada ; Orleans, a red cheekw
ed plum; McLaughlin, greenish, with
pink cheeks ; Bradshaw, large red with
jilac bloom, Smith's Orleans, purple,
Green Gage ; Bleeker's Gage, golden
yellow; Prune d’Agen, purple, Coe’s
Golden Drop, and Shropshire Damson,
for preserves.

If we are restricled to very light soils,
we shall probably bave to grow some of
the native varieties, of the Canada and
Wildwgoose type, In regard to both
this fruit and the peaches we should be
guided in our selection by information
respecting varieties peculiarly suited
to the region. —E. P. Rog, in Harper's
'Magazine for June.

Strolling through+the market
the next day, the boy saw one or two
quart baskets of native mushrooms
marked at that price,

thinge?’:be asked. We do not think
mueﬁ_of them in the country.’

¢ They are considered a rare delicacy,
said the man, ‘ but only epioures can
afford to buy them.’

The lad passed on with a new thought
in his brain. Why could he not grow
mushrooms ? = He was poor, to be sure,
and had little time to sparé from his
regular work, and had no land. Here
wasa crop which he had been told
could be raised in a cellar, one for
which there was already a demand
which could easily be increased, and no
supply.

He went home, and during the next

few weeks road every book he could
find on mushrooms, laid out beds 1 a
back cellar, manofactured his spawn
with a few old mushrooms and the man
ure heap, and last fall filled the market
with his boxes of tiny silver buttons,
blushing delicate pink. They were of
precisely the same quality as the French
canned champignons, only they were
dewy, fresh, and sold at ten cents,
Epicures eagerly filled their baskets,
and others who never had tasted them
in the prevailing high prices of all
kinds of food, tried the new cheap veg.
etables and came again and again. The
arop fairly took the market, and the
boy has already laid up a snug sum to~
