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Save the Birds.

Snpt. Forbush of the Gypey moth com­
mission is an ardent lover of birds and has 
made a study of them for a number of years, 
occupying the position as ornithologist at 
the Clark College at Worcester previous to 
his connection with the State Board of Ag­
riculture, some five years ago.

In conversation with a Traveler reporter 
the other day, Mr. Forbush discoursed quite 
eloquently on the feathered tribe of Massa­
chusetts, and gave a very interesting account 
of the manner in which the birds have helped 
the moth commission in keeping down the 
dreaded pest since its inception in this part 
of the world.

There is no doubt that birds eat enormous 
quantities of not only the tent caterpillar, 
but nearly every other insect that lays waste 
the trees and the vegetation, and there 
should he every effort made to encourage 
these birds in building about the houses in 
the surburban districts.

“ Every year,” he said, “ I place out on 
the trees where all the birds can get at them 
easily, strings, waste, and other substances 
that the birds build their nests of, and dur­
ing the winter I also feed quite a number of 
•now birds and others that stay most of that 
season in northern latitudes with suet and 
meat, keeping them about the house, and 
when spring comes they nearly all build in 
the neighborhood.

“ Out in Medford where I live, there are a 
number of cherry trees which would attract 
the birds if it were not for the fact that there 
are also two or three mulberry trees very 
near, and you can’t get a robin to touch a 
cherry when there are mulberries within 
sight.

“I would therefore suggest that if the farm­
ers had one or two of these trees near their 
homes they would not suffer so much from 
the birds getting into their email fruits.

“ At the beginning of the season there were 
within a half a mile of my house In Medford 
32 birds’ nests of nearly every variety that 
is prevalent in this part of the country. 
The birds are nearly all of them helped by 
the strings, etc., that I placed for them 
about my house, and in the last week in 
May about every one of them had gotten 
fairly to work setting on the eggs. At this 
time I was constantly engaged in the Gypey 
moth work and could not look after the 
birds, as I might have if I had been at tana 
every day. But on Sunday, the let of June, 
I made a tour of these 35 nests. Out of the 
'•«Ü6U number there were only three that re­
mained intaçt; for every one of the 29 had 
been robbed by boys.

“Just think of it, 29 out of 32 nests, esch 
with four or five eggs in them, which in the 
coarse of a month would have sent out at 
least 100 hungry birds with fifty more to 
follow in another month, completely ruined.

“How can we hope to rid the country of all 
these pests if the fathers and mothers en­
courage their sons to go about robbing bird’s 
nests for eggs that last them about a year. 
People in Massachusetts have no idea of the 
tremendous amount of good the birds do, 
and neither have they any idea of the awful 
destruction which these boys accomplish in 
one short month.

“If the people want the insects to increase 
they can adopt no better means than just 
this encouragement of the bird’s egg collec­
tion fever by the boys. I should think that 
every mother and father who does so encour­
age their children would stop a minute and 
consider the wrong of the thing, not only in 
a criminal sense, but in a moral one, and 
stop this evil when it breaks out in the 
breast of the boy by the application of a 
stout stick to a tender portion of the body 
of their offspring.

“ If this was done we might be able to fight 
the gypsy moth with some hope of overcom­
ing this dreadful pest within the next six or 
eight years, but if the birds are driven out 
completely by the boys, the State of Massa­
chusetts will have to appropriate a good 
many millions before it can hope to rid the 
country of this one insect, not to speak of 
the caterpillar or the canker worm.

“I sincerely hope that you will call the at­
tention of everyone whom you meet to this 
awful destruction of the birds, and my ex­
perience will help you to draw a most ex­
cellent illustration of what these little friends 
arc capable of doing in just one season. I 
might go on and calculate the number of in­
sects those 150 birds would have eaten dur­
ing the summer or early part of it, but nei­
ther yon nor anyone else would believe me, 
for it is something surprising.
“Just let people understand the importance 

of encouraging the building of birds’» nests 
of every kind, except the English sparrow, 
in their neighborhood and then you will have 
started a plan that is of the' greatest bene­
fit to the community. We must keep our 
birds, and nothing in the shape of hoys or 
sparrows should be allowed to drive, them 
away, no matter if they do eat a few vege­
tables and small ft aits; in the spring they 
fully make up for it, and if the time does 
come when they all disappear, the people of 
this state will then wish they had spent a 
little more time in looking into this impor­
tant subject.”—Boston Traveller.

The Coming Motive Power.

It was comparatively only a few years ago 
that electricity was considered applicable for 
the purpose of propelling street oars. Many 
of our readers remember with what surprise 
the first electric car was greeted by the citi­
zens of New York and Boston and what tre­
mendous revolutions have since been brought 
about in the working of these roads. Now, 
however, the appearance of a oar drawn by 
horses in these cities cause much more com­
ment than do those propelled by electricity.

Since the advent of electric street oars, 
electrical engineers have been busy in 
pleting a system whereby the costly, slow 
and cumbrous steam railway locomotive 
would be supplanted by an electric motor, 
which now bids fair to be a success. We re­
publish from an American exchange an arti­
cle on this subject, which will be read with 
much interest:—

There is every prospect of a lively compe­
tition between electric and steam roads in 
the very near future. The union of the 
Westinghouse electrical company and the 
Baldwin locomotive company is one of the 
greatest mechanical amalgamations of the 
present time, and the outcome of it will be 
an electrical locomotive which will probably 
take the place of those at present run by 
steam. The two companies have a united 
capital of $20,000,000. The combination is 
to develop the possibilities of the Telsa motor 
as applied to the railway service. They in­
tend to make it possible to run from New 
York to Pittsburg in three hours. With the 
Teles motor we are assurred power to draw 
a car at the rate of 150 miles an hour or more. 
The only thing now is to get oars and oar 
wheels that will stand the strain of travelling 
at that rate of speed. The Baldwin people 
assure us that this can be done. We 
have the system working at our plant at 
Blast Pittsburg, the only trouble being to get 
a car that will remain on the track. We be­
lieve that with this union of interests we 
shall soon be in operation between Pittsburg 
and New York. The present railway tracks 
cannot be used. We want air lines. The 
cars will be very light and on the principle 
of the air ships. We can run them on trestle 
work that would not bear the weight of a 
Pullman coach. We intend to cross the 
mountains by lifts. It is intended to use the 
lines only for passengers, mail and express. 
There will be no engines, each car befaig pro­
vided with its owiî IKÎ*.. v.wlll eot
stop until it reaches its point of destinai?4!». 
We have also perfected a block system which 
makes it impossible for two trains to run on 
the same block. As soon as a train gets on 
a block on which there is already a train, the 
power for the last one is shut off”

It has been announced that the Niagara 
electric combine, which has spent millions 
of dollars in developing power at the Falls, 
is also figuring with railways. The Cataract 
General Electric Company, one of the bran­
ches of the corporation, is to be the distrib­
uting agent of the electric power outside the 
counties of Niagara and Erie. Its first 
stroke was to secure from the state the ex­
clusive franchise for the free use of all canal 
lands on which to string wires, and also the 
sole right to operate electric canal-boats.

Mr. Frank W. Hawley, vice-president oft 
the company, returned yesterday from a 
western trip, enthusiastic over the prospects 
of the speedy application of electricity to 
railway transit. “ I predict,” he said, “ that 
within two years copies of the New York 
papers will be on sale in Buffalo in eight 
hours, and in Chicago in eighteen hours after 
they leave the press. One of the leading 
roads of the west has asked for plans, speci­
fications and estimates on ten perfectly ap­
pointed locomotives, to be operated by chlor­
ide-accumulator storage batteries.”

£ Jack the Ripper.

SAÏD TO BE CONFINED AT PRESENT IN A!
INSANE ASYLUM.

New York, Sept. 2.—Dr. Forbes Winslow 
of London, who is in this city to attend the 
Medico-Legal Congress on Sept. 4, 5 and 6, 
at which he will be chairman of the depart­
ment of insanity and mental medicine, has 
made the positive statement that “ Jack the 
Ripper,” whose heinous crimes terrorised 
London a few years ago, is incarcerated in a 
county lunatic asylum in England. Dr. 
Winslow is a well-known specialist on suicide 
and insanity, and he asserts that " the Rip­
per ” was a medical student suffering from 
homicidal mania. He adds that the facts as 
stated are known to the authorities, but that 
they have hushed the matter up.

Dr. Winslow’s story is as follows. “ 'Jack 
the Ripper ’ was a medical student of good 
family. He was a young man of slight battd, 
with light hair and blue eyes. He studied 
very hard, and his mind being naturally 
weak, gave way. He became a religious 
enthusiast and attended early service every 
morning at St. Paul’s.

“ His religious fervor resulted in homicidal 
mania toward the women of the street, and 
impelled him to murder them. He lodged 
with a man whom I knew, and suspicion was 
first directed toward him by reason of the 
fact that he returned to his lodgings at un­
seasonable hours; that he had innumerable 
coats and hate stained with blood.

L The Bridgetown Importing House!—We do not suppose that a discussion in 

our columns of the single tax and other 
peculiar theories of Henry George would 
prove very gratifying or profitable to our 
readers. As, however, a correspondent in 
our last issue took us rather severely to 
task for our brief reference to that question 
the previous week, we must ask our readers’ 
forbearance while we again briefly refer to 
the subject. We cannot accept our corres­
pondent's interpretation of the term “ crank” 
as meaning a "cheat” or an "impostor.”
That is not the sense in which the word is 
generally understood, and was not the one 
we had in mind when referring to Mr.
George’s followers as such. To us the term 
conveys the idea of eccentricity rather than 
one of dishonesty. As the word is most 
generally used a crank is one not well bal­
anced, or an individual with a hobby which 
he rides upon every possible occassion, or it 
may be one who " knows it all,” or thinks he 
does, and wastes a good deal of time trying 
to make others think so. It was in the sense 
of being eccentric or peculiar that we applied 
the term to Mr. George’s school of thought.

Our correspondent is also away off in ad­
vising us to read Mr. George’s works before 
condemning him. We beg to assure him 
that we have not only read carefully his 
principal work, but we have also heard the 
man himself ventilate hie hobby upon the 
public platform upon more than one occasion.
Not very long ago we listened to him upon 
this very subject for two solid hours, and 
at the close of his lecture we were more fully 
convinced than when he began that his ideas 
are wild and visionary, his theory wholly 
unsuited to the age, and away beyond the 
sphere of practical politics. Portions of his 
address were simply appeals to the unthink­
ing, bordering on what might be called clap­
trap, advocating an ideal state of affairs in 
which, to use his own words, there should 
be " no taxes at all and a pension for every­
body.”

The present invasion of the state of Dela­
ware by the single taxers appears to us to be 
ludicrous in the extreme. The state is prin­
cipally agricultural. Some years ago its 
legislature abolished all land taxes and now 
raises its entire state revenue by taxing rail­
roads and liquor saloons. The single taxers 
are now asking the farmers of Delaware to 
do away with this system and tax land in­
stead. Rum and railroads are to be free and 
land only taxed,—and there are people out- ■ 
side of lunatic asylums who expect farmers 
to support such a policy.

Perhaps we do not quite understand our us exte 
correspondent, but it seems to us that some 
of his arguments if followed to their legiti­
mate conclusion would lead to rather start­
ling results. For instance, he says: "To tax 
wealth is to tax labor, which we hold is un­
just,” etc. Suppose, for instate one man 
has a niwkoi Value of which is

^600! Another has a building lot worth in 
the maiket just $500, but upon which he 
erects a $20,000 mansion and in which he 
resides living on the dividends from his 
wealth in bank stock and other investments.
Does our correspondent belong to that school 
which advocates a single tax and that on land 
at its original value? And, if so, would he 
tax these two men at tbe same amount? It 
would seem so, as he assures us that " to tax 
wealth is to tax labor, which we hold to be 
unjust;” Or does he go much further in the 
direction of socialism and believe that there 
should be no individual ownership of land or 
of wealth of any kind? In either case we do 
not believe that theories of this kind are at 
all likely to commend themselves to the judg­
ment of people of this age. We would not 
care to contest an agricultural constituency 
on a platform like that, at any rate. And 
one does not need to be a prophet to predict 
that when the state elections in Delaware are 
over there will not be found enough single 
taxers among the representatives to tell the 
story of their folly.

The death of Mrs. Marshall, wife of Dr. 

M. G. E. Marshall, which occurred on Sat­
urday evening last, at 10 o’clock, was one of 
thesaddest and most lamentable events which 
ever took place in our town, and elicited 
the most universal expressions of sympathy 
and regret on all sides, when the sad intel­
ligence was made known.

—Hon. Mr. Laurier, leader of the liber­
al party, in an interview reported in the 
Templart a prohibition paper published at 
Hamilton, Ontario, gives his views upon the 
question of prohibition and kindred subjects. 
The liberal leader is favorable to temperance 
legislation and temperance work, but does 
not favor a national prohibitory law. To 
quote his own words be " thinks local 
option preferable to national prohibition.” 
This is equivalent to saying that the Scott 
Act is preferable to a national prohibitory 
law, as in his opinion it answers the same 
purpose as a prohibitory law and produces 
good results. Neither does Mr. Laurier 
appear to have any sympathy with plebis­
cites, thinking them opposed to the spirit 
of responsible government. " We cannot 
assume,” he also declares, " that all who 
vote for prohibition in a plebiscite will 
support a prohibitory law.” Of the truth of 
this latter statement our experience with the 
Scott Act affords ample proof, for while an 
overwhelming majority may vote in favor 
of prohibition in a plebiscite, but few seem 
ready to support such a law when it comes 
to the actual enforcement of it, Mr. Lau­
rier also declares that the people of Quebec 
are not at all favorable to prohibition, as 
they do not iegard this question in the same 
way as those of the English speaking pro­
vinces. This is one of the things which ren­
ders it more difficult for the dominion par­
liament to deal with the question of prohi- 
tion than for one of our provincial legisla­
tures to do so.

Doubtless the extreme temperance people 
will fail to agree with Mr. Laurier in the 
oj>inion he expresses concerning a national 
prohibitory law, as these appear to think 
that local option or tbe Scott Act is of no 
account whatever, while a prohibitory law 
would at once put an end to all liquor sell­
ing and liquor drinking. This is far from 
being the case, however, as the sworn state­
ment taken by the royal commission in Maine, 
Kansas, Iowa and other places where a pro­
hibitory law is in force, amply proves. 
Judging by that testimony the net results of 
prohibition in these states have been just 
about the same as those reached in the do­
minion under the Scott Act.

Canadian History.—A new text book o 
Canadian history is expected to be printed 
and ready for use by September, 1896, when 
it will be authorized in all the provinces of 
tbe Dominion. A competition open to writ­
ers of ability was organized two years ago, 
and when the time allowed for the purpose 
of the competition expired last month fifteen 
writers submitted their manuscripts 
committee of examiners which met for that 
purpose at Quebec.

60,000 of her best soldiers are now on the is­
land and the flower of the Spanish navy is 
also in Cuban waters. Nevertheless, the in­
surrection is still being carried on with vigor, 
and so far with a considerable degree of suc- 

The rebels have recently organized a 
provisional government, of the republican 
form, which they are asking other govern­
ments to formally recognize.

It is difficult at present to predict how the 
affair will terminate. Even if Spain 
ceeds in crushing out the insurrection she 
ought not to expect to continue for all time 
to govern Cuba as she has been doing. It 
is contrary to the spirit of the age to tax a 
people heavily and allow them no voice in 
the spending of it, or to deny to an intelli­
gent people every vestige of self-government. 
Spain, it appears, has yet to learn the lesson 
which Great Britain did at the time of the 
American revolution.

WHO 18 SAILING BOUND THE WORLD IN THE 
SLOOP SPRAY.

IT IS BECOMING QUITE COMMON IN ENGLAND, 
RAYS REV. G. OSBORNE TROOP.

Opening this Week!Mr. B. R. Ruggles, of Westport, received 
a letter last week from Capt. Slocum who is 
making a trip around the world in his forty 
foot sloop Spray and who was, at the time 
of writing, Aug. 10, at Gibraltar. As the 
Captain has a large number of friends in tho 
county we take pleasure in publishing some 
extracts from the letter which Mr. Ruggles 
has kindly handed to us and which will 
doubtless prove of interest to our readers.

“ The Spray * discovered * Spain Aug. 2nd,
28 days sail from Cape Sable, having called 
at Fazal to which port she was 18 days from 
Cape Sable.

“John Bull is doing the handsome thing 
by the Spray. The old craft is now the 
guest of Admiral ships and among guns of 
great calibre! The Senior officer of the port 
having taken charge of the sloop brought 
her into the arsenal. Gun boats even made 
room for her!

“ The Spray came across the little old 
pond, it may interest you to know, as quick­
ly as possible. Had there been, even, ten 
men on board sailing her, she could not have 
come more quickly. I made a good voyage 
and know it is one that may stand a long time 
unbeaten by any one man: “ Be not how­
ever vain glorious " is the admonition of my 
thoughts. There is perhaps little in it to 
speak of at all, but people are interested; so 
let it stand!

“A chap in Halifax tried to do me harm.
In Yarmouth his representative enjoyed a 
half hour of the Spray's ‘ hospitality,' the 
best she had. And the next day, in Ha 
a hundred miles off, fired a shot at my back.
A South Sea Islander could not have shown 
greater treachery.
