Temperance

THE BRATTLEBORD' METHOD,

In the sulutivn of the kuutty problem whics
the soutrol of the Liyuur traflic presents to
sovioty, help fruw any quarter s weloume,  If,
tuu, wntead of deductions deawn by o preors
reasoning frum woll-settled principles— which,
to I sury, arv valuably  sid votes 1o the mory
tangble form of results dersved from actual
trial, fasthfully camed un by compotent cx-
penmentors and honestly ropurted, it as duubly
welsome.

Brattloboru's mothud—for it is of thix buau-
tiful Vermonut village that we wnte s the
very pructical vno of attempting uo more thau
oan be aocsomplished. The authorities of the
village do not aim at making 1t s temparance
village spocially. They szay that wih the
temporance quostion us such, they, as offivers,
bavo nuthing W du -a0y moury, for iustance,
than they have with rehgion ur oducation
They claim, however, that 4o far as the habit
of itemperance wterfores wath the goud urder
of their village thuy have s great deal to do
with it. It is their busitess, they hold, to pre-
sarvo urdor, and when * dook™ t{istuk’b’l order,
they willdistusb © daunk.” Sofar, then, therv
is a warfare botween tho willage authunties
and the hyuor-sellers, but tho furmer suuintawm
that the buard of baiuffs s not a temuperavce
society . they thorefore decline to use the ox-
trome powor of the law, believing that in this
wuy they oblaio better rusults thau in aay
other, The facts ssom to busr them outin
their course, fur they hLave made ths bustiing
village of Brattleburv' tho quictest villago 1u
all Now Englanl. Thur methud of sccanuyg
this rosalt 1s as follows.

Under tho lIaw overy case of drunkenness 1s
capable of producing four distinct prosveutivns,
—ono aganst the drucken iau aud three
against the soller. The three agauvist the
seller are—first, a prosecotien fur the act of

selling the hiquor , second., vue fur tho keepiny, |

1t with intent to aell, and, third, unvfor the
acarch and scizure and cunfiscativo of hyaur af
found. It is the last twu pruscutions whilh
the Brattlobury' authonues devitue o briu,
but which are brought everywhere ¢iso whete
tho enforcement of the law 1s atlampted.

To dotaul & particular cane that the practical
working of this plan may Le more dsany
socn. A. 18 found in the streets sutoxicated,
aud bocause of such intuxicatin o disturber
of the peaoe. He 1y arrusted sud sent to the
lock-up. When suber envugh to bo examned,
ho 18 brought befuro o magitrzie and fined
five dollam uad costs.  In defuult of payment,
he 18 commatted 1o the cvunty jail, aud standa
commted untl the fine 1s pud.  Danayg has
examination ho s cummpeiiea uvder tho iaw
discloso whero he ubtained has aguur.

L-on unjustly dealt with, The logic of tho
wholo prooceding is very olvar to lu~ mind
Ho thereforo submits with a good grs », aud
trios to do butter in tho future.

It is altogether likely that were tbe senti-
mont of the community in favor of tho full
prusecution of the law so as to drive him out
of buniness cutirely, ho would be oqually
philusophical and submit to the inovitablo just
us gracefully, but xo loog as he knows it is
uot, he wars agninst the oxtreme ponaslties
Her ir rousists th: gist of the Brattlebore’
plan It works up to thoe requiroments of
public sentiment, ~ud there it stops. Tt can
unly go fartner by the demand of publie
sentiment for an advance. 1t is svch a nicoly
adjusted wysiem too, that it can follow just as
fast as public sontiment leads The Tiends of
temperunce huve the matter entirely in their
own hunds under such s system. They have
auly to edurate the public up to total prohibi-
tion, and undar the Brattlobore' system this
finu]l result ™ aocomplished Tt only fally
short nf total prohibition, becanse such pro-
bibition is not demanded by the comwunity

Another marked feature of the plan is the
adherence to the well-known principle that it
iy easier to execute tho provisions of a pro-
hihitory liquor law through the rogular
~fficerd of the law than through any spocial
~fficers designated for that In some
pluces in the state, special oonstables (who,
however, serve processes in other cases are
appointed to serve processos in liquor cases.
and alwaya with a bad effect. Brattleboro'
1es0rts to no outside aid, but depends upon ity
own regular officers to enforoe all its laws
Nor is it cssential that these officers be tom-
prranne men  They know their duty as the
soldier knows his, and they do it whethor they
approve the object or not Ttis “theirs nat
t> reasnn why, theirs but to do or die”’ at the
next election. The execution of the prohibi-
tory law in Brattlebore® is practically io the
hands of the board of bailiffs of the village.
This body is tc the village what the aldormen
and common council arw to & city, tho seloct-
mnen of 8 New England town. They are aut,
as their name might scem to imply, simply
polive officers iudoed are not police officers at
all, Y-ut have a corps of policemen undor them

f r the oryl police dutics of the village.
Iu mostm rated villages in Vermont this
Ydy is called the board of trustoes. Tnder

the State laws, any board of trustces, the
selectmen of sny town, or the municipal
authurities of noy city, can exercisc the sameo
aathority io regard & the sale of intoyicating
liquors that is cxereised by the board of bailiffs
of Brattlcbon.,’.

scattering the lumber in all directions, aud
cndiuog in a generel wrock. The farmer was
ickod ©p for dead, but it was soon found that
o was not killed, though he was sariously in.
jured. But tho disaster and its csuse was the
town talk for r..ny days. Therc was e storm
of indignation against the liguor
* firo along the whole line.”” The weiter kad
soen many such scenes, though nons so excit~
ing, and he waited quietly for some ome to
move in tho matter. And the peoplo did movo,
a complaint, numecrously signed, was mado
out and prosented to s grand juror—the proper
official —asking him to prusscute. He declined
or neglected to du su, and it was at onoe do-
cided to gu to the 8tate’s atturney, also a pro-
per official and of a higher grade.

The weighting of black silks with « com-
pound of tannic acid aud oxide of iron, far ex-
ceeding in quantity what is really needfu? for
the production of a black color, has now been
kuowu fur o considerable time. and has been
carried su far as to doprive the material of its
nos-cunducting power for hoat and elertricity,
greatly to impair its etrengtk and durability,
and even to rende: it lizhlo to spontonecus
combustion. Consumers, howover, till lately

Against this
ovil only the schuolinuster can wage offective
war, fer the Bible and the preas are vain among
peopls who do nat read, To stimulate every
process fur the education of the masses, and to
seenre at length the education of uli, is our aim,
aud in this we hope we huve with us a growing
proportion of the people.  The part of every
Rood citizen is to veek the highest and broadest
«iucation of his vwn children, that their refige-
went, liberality and succens way throw neigh-
bhonug sgnorance into darker shadow. To this
end nothing is wore important than the careful
choice of & newspaper for the home, and the
prumotion of the circulation of auch well select-
ed literature in all poasihle directions.

Anvother important matter of the day is the

prohibitory leazues have been conralidated, han
promised its hearty adoption of such a measure.
We propess to get out at Christmas s map with
thoev regions marked in whick a prohibitory
Iaw is at vresent in force, if we can by aoy
meann obtain the necessary information, which
bus pot, it appears, becn bithertn exhaustively
collreted by any one.  We roquest our readers
in wll places where such a law is in force to
favor us at once with its history in their own
locality, as well sa their own opinions of its ad-
vautages aud defects, and suggestions as to its
improvement. By & cowmpilation of these we
shull be able to make o fair statement of the
condition of things throughout the Dominion.
This map will be a uplendid campaign sheet,
and will be s0ld cheap by the hundred.

A third queetion has been brought into tem-
porary promizence by the hard times, namely,
that of protection. We rearet much to differ
with some of our kindest friends on this subject,
bat wo feel that the war will not be a lung one,
as the bard times, which bave rained in Canada
2 protection cry, have with better ressons raised
one againat protection in the Usited States.
There out and out protection has long been the
rule, and 1t bas been found to havo in good years

in a building in Bonaventury street, affording
twice the floor room of the 0ld place, partly built
and partly re-built for its use by Wm,
Clendinneng, Esy., and although outwardly
modest in supearance, htted up internally with
the utmost convenience, and we may almost add,
splendor, under the superintendence of J. J.
Browne, Exq., architect. The moving rezdered
neceasary the purchass of a new press, without
which the publication wauld have been for some
weeks  sadly deranged, and a magnificent
eight cylinder Hoe rotary machine was bought
from the New York Wizsess, at a price
which has ceverely taxed our powers to
meet.  This press has been superseded in New
York by one already wot up in the building to
which the New York Wirszds had moved, It
wecures the great desideratuwm of an eveniug pa-
pec, exteemio speed, thagaving off the Daiwy
Witszss at the rate of sixteen tuousand an
hour, a ratv which no other form of press can at
all equal. With it came a change in t! e form of
the DarLy “Virness, which brings it more into
keeping with modem t.ate, being that in general
use everywhere out of Canada, It affords also
e fucility for a larger size on Saturdays and
other uccamions of particular pressure, Another
change brought about by the necessities of
moving, and which seems to have met with
universal favor, was the substitution of the
Daua forthe TRI WEEKLY edition, which latter
edition was fast becowming like a fifth wheel un
a coach. The former subscribers to that edition
will, we hope, renew for the Dati.,y. Those who
have not sufficiently frequent mails to make
thin dexirabl. will probably fall back on the
Wzeney,

The WiTngys hasnever made much money, avd
thix yearit hasloat cousiderably. A largeincrease
in the aubecription lists, and a retura of adver-
tisipyg patronage, will be needed to fRave us from
retrenchments which would sensibly affect the
sttractiveness of the paper. The brghtertimes,
which seem to be about to shine out like the sun
after rain, sbould bring usthisx, Tho value of the
\WERKLY WITNESS as an advertising medium has
never been sufficiently understond.

has beenimproved in appearance during the yea
aud has held its own in circulation, being ia this
respect, far ahead of every other Canadian publi-
cation. One press - orks incomsantly on thia
petiodical, turning out each fortnight 50,000
copies.
