Four
years ago he was unknown, and to-day, whatever we may
think of his policy, we must acknowledge him to e the only
man in the Democratic party who has anything of the prestige
and gifts of a great leader. We can all veeall other exaunples
of the dramatic ups and downs of polities. Canauda conld
contribute her share. Our own Mr. Tarte’s carcer has been 2t
remarkable one—full of striking situations and  unexpeeted
denouments.  We are apt to think of polities as a0 game, in
which nien have to resort to mean and seltish tactics in order
to rise.  But the truth is, ability aud character count here as

DOES COLLEGE EDUCATION EDUCATE ?

RECENT writer, discussing college education as generally
4 understood, points out that the average wman, who is
vastly in the majority, is, in America, a business nman in some
sense or other.  He manufactures, he trades, he finances, or he
manages. The bulk of the professions range between the
corner grocery and the financier’s office. We are a nation of
business men. We are other things also—but primarily we are
business men.

Now, takeanaverage ¢ Suppose a well-to-do merchant,
manufacturer, banker, financier, or railrond man—say the
head of & foundry.  He has 2 son, to whom he will leave the
business when he dies, and who is expected to suceeed him.
This hoy is sent toschool.  When hereaches the ageof nineteen,
he studies for college, passes the examinations, and hegins his
four years' course.  His father, the manufacturer, gi es him an
allowance, and he sits down to Horace. Freshman, sopho-
more, junior, senior—four years pass. One spring afternoon
he packs up his athletic medals, burns his Horace on the
campus, and at twenty-three he leaves college. Thus at his
second birth—the birth of his manhood, not of his childhood—
he enters the world,
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And what is he at this eritieal period, a period far wmore
critical than that of his physical hirth? 1lc is alnost always
a good fellow, in spite of some degree of callow self-conceeit.
The world has not yet hardened him. Sometimes heis a brute,
though the mere brutes are, after all, comparatively few. But
above all he is young—so youn

Let us look at his outfit for life. In the first place he has
studied with no definite ambiti He has thought: “My
husiness is to study my Horace, T will arvange my lite when 1
enter it Or, move probably, he has thought nothing of the
subject.  His father, the manufacturer, has perhaps mentioned
it.  But is not the boy busy at his studies?  How has he time
for other things? And as to those studies, surely the profes.
sors, whose business it is, know more about such matters than
a man whose occupation has been the making of steel rails,
and who has forgotten what he learned in his college days,
even if he should happen to be @ college graduate.

So the son steps into the world, a man. In what ? In
trigonometry, caleulus, Latin, or Greek.  Can one be 2t man in
these things > Yet, what else is he? Anathlete 2 Perhaps.
That is well, but is he going to make that a career? What
elseis he?  Let us face it; heis achildand nothing else. So at
the age of twenty-three he puts his foot on the first step and
caters life to hegin it. But there is coming to be too much
competition in the world for this sort of thing to continue,

Even those who admit these observations usually adduce
two henefits remaining from these four unappliable years,
These are, first, the habit of and alnlity to study; and second,
friends.  As to the first—could not the boy as readily acquire
that ability in the study of subjects applicable to the career of
his after life? Must Greek teach him railroad-building, or
Livy teach mining, trigonometry, or the management of
willions?  True, it would be a narrow training for the hoy to
confine himself, in his studices, to the boundaries of the require.
ments of his profession as a man.  But would he never read or
think except through the forced impetus of the college require-
ments? It is o low opinion of mankind, and one which facts
do not justify

As to the second benefit of the college course, it is true that
he makes friends. A boy may make good friends, but he may
also make bad ones.  If he makes good ones, he has reccived a
great benefit from his course (though there is no reason why
he should not have made quite as good friends outside,
especially if his parents are not merely his parents). If he
ntikes had friends he has received a detriment.

HE LONDON ACADEMY says of Mr. Kipling's new poem,
“Cruisers,” that its 11 stanzas torm an exposition of the
functions of cruisers in war.  But this expository note is
hardly what we love in verse: it is more suited to a prose
headnote.  With the seventh stanza, however, the poem proper,
as we conceive it, begins, for then Mr, Kipling is no longer
explaining, but is reeciving and conveying impressions.  Here
are three stanzas :

**Anon we return, being gathered again,
Across the grey ridges all drabbled with rain—
