THE JAGUAR HUNTER.

Tug pioneer settlers in the southern states
of America are often exposed to danger from
the attacks of wild animals. This is more
particularly the case in approaching the
tropical regions. The squatters of Texas re-
late many fearful tales of conflicts with pan-
thers and wolves. In the state of the Mexi-
can union, however, the ferocious Jjaguar, or
South American tiger, is met with, which

. prietors derive a princely income.

I was
once staying for a few weeks at one of these
estates, where a jaguar had for some time
kept the whole establishment in alarm. At
last, on the return of a hunter, who had
been absent on a distant expedition, all ap-
prehension as to further annoyance ceasef ;
for such were the courage and skill of the
new-comer in attacking these animals, as to
have gained for him the name of Bermudes
el Matasiete, or ‘Kille-of-Seven.” On the
night following his arrival, he invited me to

-{join him in watching for the intruder, and

appointed the rendezvous at the Qjode Agua,
a fountain at the foot of a slope ‘stretching
gradually away till it met the forest.

RecaviTiNg FOR Tk Guarps,.——Se cval of

tho papors refer to the regulations for re-
criiting the Guards, by which Irishmen are
virtually excluded from the brigade. The
Stur remarks that when Mr. Herbet brought
the subject under notico in tho House of
Commons last night, with much good taste
thero was a genoral adinission of‘ the griev-
ance, or at all events no apologists for the
practice. The Telegraph recommeds the for-
mation of a regiment to be called the Irish
Fusilier Guards. The Times vefers to the ad-
mirable manner in which the constabulary,
a completely Irish and Catholic force, did
its duty during the rvecent Fenian distub-
ances without a singlo instance of treachery,
and recommends the rescinding of the order
which gives offence.

She answered, ‘I am veory sorry I have sold
all my eldest sons; and [ had so many.! ‘It
would have been something for my whole
life it I had bought it from you,’ returned
the man. His address: was taken, and tho
promise given to send the eldest son. He
received a hint he should now move on. but
he, turning once aguin to the princess, said,
‘Frau Kronprinzessin, since you have pro.
mised to send me your son, you may as well
send me the whole of you! But such inci-
dents are far too numerous for any more to
find a place here. Propriety bade me move
on, too, but it was with regret I left the
Princess’s ¢shop.’

With reference to the Circular Despatéh fruwn
this Dex{artment dated the 5th of June, 1866, 1et1a
tive to the case of Foreigners naturalized in wuy
of Her Majesty’s Colonies who wish to obtain Bis
tish Passports for foreign travel—I have the honot
to inform you that different cases have occurred
lately in which such naturalized foreigners have
applied in this country for passports without be-
ing in possession either of a_passport from the
Governor or of any official document from the
colony to establish their identity and character.
You will readily perceive that this is calculated to
embarrass this Department, and also to cause
much private inconvenience to the parties con-
cerned if they should find themselves unable to
produce any sufficient evidence of their quality.

I have therefore to suggest that, in every colony
containing naturalized foreigners who are likely
to travel in Europe, it would be convenient that
notice should from time to time be given in pub-
lic newspapers of the necessity for such persons
providing themselves before leaving the colony
with some official evidence and description.
