Mgr. O'Bryen sailed on Wednesday by the Peruvian for
Rome.

Ar _xhibition of presents for the Pope, vn the occasion
of his approaching jubilee, was opened at the palace of the
Archbishop of Paris on Tuesday. The display which is
very rich, includes gifts from the Count and Countess of
Paris, the Duke of Chartres, and other members of the
QOrleans family.

The programme has been made public of the ceremunies
attending the celebration of the Pope's jubifec. On Decem
ber 31st the Holy Father]will receive the membets of the
International Committee, who will present him with « gift
of 1,000,000 lit¢; on January 1st he will celebrate mass in
St. Peter’s; January 2nd he will hold a public reception
at the Church of San Lorenzo; on the 4th and sth he will
receive foreign deputations, on the 6th he will upen the
eahibition oF the gifts presented to his Hyliness, und on
the 1sth the Pope will canonize ten saints.

It is rumoured that the Hon. Edward Blake is being
pressed by leading Liberals to enter English public life.
A seat in Parliament will be found for him, and he will
be asked, it is said, to accept a place in the next Liberal
Cabinet. Mr. Gladstone, who is sensible ol what Mr.
Blake has_accomplished for the Irish cause in the
Dominion, and.ot his great powers as a debater, believes
that his entrance to the Parliament at Westminster would
be an occasion of great strength to the English Liberal

party.

The Daily News, commenting on Mr. Balivur’s Birming.
ham speech, in which he declared that the government
was resolved to proceed boldly and firmly in its course of
coercion in Ireland, says that the absurdity of Mr. Bal.

"After thoe ascunsion of our Lord, tho Apostles remained 1n
Jerusalom uatil tho fifucth day—tho Feast of Penteoost—
when tho lloly Bpirit desconded upon them. They then

artod — and there 1s av anciont tradition that they determined
By lot to what countries they sbould go. Poter went to An-
tioch and Rome, James remained at Jorusalem, Philip wont
to Phrygia, Johu to Ephosus, Thomas to Parthia end Judea,
Androwy to Scytbia and Bartholomew to Indix and Judea.
Thoy are all said to bave suffered martyrdom.

81. Peter ranks first, his symbol 18 tho koys. Thero1s a
tradition that tho Gontiles shaved his bead to make m an
objeot of dorision, and this 18 the urigin of the tonsure. The
two keys, ono of gold and one of silver, are difforently inter-

roted, to absolve and bind somo say, othors the keys of

cavon and hell, It is snid that tho Gospel of St. Murk was
writton at the dictation of St. Peter; and the Evangolist 18
reprosented as the amanucnsis of tho greatest Apostie. Our
Lord changed his name from Simon to Cephas or Peter—
the rock, and in imitation of thus, for over a thousand years
ot least, tho Roman Pontiffs have assumed another name on
their olovation to the chair of Poter. The overthrow of
. Bimon the Magician, the great horetio, 18 not to be olassed with
legends, nor is the beautiful story of our Liord appearing to
Peter whon he was flying from Rome at tho urgent request
of his followers. ** Lord, whither goest thon ? ' said the
amazed Apostle when he met vur Lord traveling towards
the city. To which the Saviour with mild sadness replied,
«1 go to Rome to be crucified a second timo.” Peter re-
entored the city, and subsequently suffered death there. He
was crucifiod with his head towards tho ground, deeming
bimself unworthy to be oracified like our Lord. St. Peter
and St. Andrew wore brothers, sons of Jons, n fisherman,
who lived ut Bethsaida, near the sea of Galilee. Theso two,
with St. John, were followers of our Lord after His baptism,
and tho earliest choson. DXeter was the much tried, muon
favourod Apcstle. Ho was the first to profess faith in our
Lord and the first who witnessed His resurrection ; tho firat
to convert the Jows, to receive tho Gentiles, and the first to
perform o miracle, Ho founded the church at Antiooh,
where tho foilowers of our Lord were first named Christians.

S1. Pauw is the Apostle of the Gentiles, as St. Peter is at
times eaid to bo the Apostle of the Jews. The Gentiles
woro all the nations, oxcept the Jews—the Pagans, the
heathons of old—but especially the Grecks.*

Paul, who was s Roman, was of Tarsus, and Leforo ns ox-
traordinary conversion was called Saul. The word Paul
means little, but this Apostle is a mighty figure 1n the early
church. Ho was baptised in the house of one Anauias 1n
Damasous, and immediately afierwards wont to Jerusalem
sponding some time with 8t. Peter. These two sawnts ate
very generally ropraseuted together, and their feast 18 held on
tho same day, the 20th of Jane. St.Paal,as a Roman citizen,
was beheaded—his symbol is a sword. He began hus apostle-
ship cight or ton yoars after Pentecost, at a timo when a
good part of SByria was converted. Ho and Barnabas were
cspecially sot apart for preaching, St. Luke tho Lvangelist
was his favourite companion. There 1s a tradition that St.
Paul, on his way to the placo of oxecntion, was given & veil
or cloth to wipe his faco by a charitable woman, to whom the
glorified eaint afterwards appeared, as hie promieed hor ho
would. 'Tho church of the three fountains of Rome is com-
memorative of the tradition that when 8t. Paul's head was
sovered from his body, it gave three several rebounds on the
pavement, and that from each of the places marked by his
blood a fountain sprang up.

St Axrrrw, brother of 5t. Poter, was the first Apostle,
but thore is nothing recorded of bim in Scrmipture. He
travelled into Scythia, Ca;:Eadocia and Bithynma, and is re-
garded by the Russians as their titular saint.  After convert-
ing the wife of the pro consal in Greece, her enraged hus-
band put the apostlo to dosth. The cross on which he
suffered was in the form of au X, since oalled 8t. Andrews

* Ta the liturgv of the church, the two ancient languages of the
Jews and Gentiles—the Hebrew acd the Greek, are retained in the
Kyr:e Eleison ot the mass.

Crose, and it is said ho was fastened to it with cords and not
nailed as was our Lord. Ho was patron of the order of the
Golden Floese,

8t. Jauzs, the Apostlo of Spain, was the first martyr., He

aud hisbrother, tho sublimo Apostloe,8t. John, werothe children
of Salome, the mother who wanted a place for her children
on cither side of their Lord in heaven. Herod slow St,
Jumes with the sword. The Spanish legends concerning
im are not readily reduced to a convonient size, and some
of them aro not in keeping with the dignity of the Apostle,
When ho was apprehended and about to bo put to death, a
soribe named Josias was foremost in dragging the holy man
towards the placo of execution. But the quiet domeanour of
tho saint so affeoted the soribs that he was converted and be.
sought forgiveness. Tho Apostle embraced him and both
wero behoaded on the same block To James and John our
Liord gave the title of Boanerges—sons of Thunder.

8r. Jouwn is the next Apostle, but he and St. Matthew, being
Evangolists, will be treated in the next paper.

Of the other Apostles there is not much to be said. S1.
Pt preached in 8oythia for twonty years, and afterwacds
1 Phrygio, where the peoplo worshipped a monstrous dragon.
The Apostle commanded the serpent to disappear, and for
this he was stoned to deatb, bound on a cross Jike St. Pater,
Ho is to be distinguished from Philip the Deacon. 8r.
BarrioromEw is simply named in the Scriptares. He travel
led 1nto India, carrying with him the Gospel of 8t. Matthow.
He was flayed and then orucified. He is named in the
Apocryphal Gospel as a ohild oured by our Lord in His in.
fanoy. The soventh Apostle is ST Tuoaas, who, when our
Lord was in Bethany and in danger from the Jews, desired to
go with Him and dio with Him. After the resurrection he
would not believe in the re-appearance of the Saviour with.
out the testimony of his sensos. He is said to have travel-
led into India and, meeting with the threo wise men, baptized
them. He suffered .martyrdom in the East—being pierced
with javeling while emibracing tho oross. St. Jases the Less
18 tho ninth of the Apostles (St.Matthew the Evangelist being
the eightb) and was said to bear a remarkable resemblance to
our Lord. He is the person styled ¢ tho Lord's brother,”
and some say that the traitorous kies of Judas was to enable
the Jows to distinguish these two. St. James was the first
Bishop of Jerusalem and was put to death by being flung
down from a parapet of the tomple.. Hoe was then despatched
by a fuller’s club, and this is generally the symbol of his mar
tyrdom. Sr Sivox and Br. Jupk are somotimes said to be
of the brethren of Christ, as James and John, and at
other times are said to bo two brothers,the shepherds to whom
the angel revealed the birth of our Lord. They preached in
Syra and suffered martyrdom in Persia, one sawn asunder
and the other killed by s halberd. St. Simon, it is said, was
a playmate of our Lord in His infancy and healed by Him
from the effeots of the bito of a serpent. St Marrnias, who
was chosen by lot to fill the piace of Judas, is the last of the
Apostles. Butler gives some particulars of this, but St. Denis
says that the Apostles were direoted in their choice by a beam
of divine splendour, for it were impious to suppose that such
an olection were mado by chance. He was one of the seventy-
two disoiples. This Apostle preached the Gospel in Judea,
and was put to death by the Jews with o lance or an axe,
Uf the traitor apostle, reference has been made in an early
paper.

THE LATE MR. JUSTICE O'CONNOR.

The remains of the late Mr. Justice O'Connor were con-
signed to their last resting place in St. Michael's cemetery on
Monday moming. A large number of people gathered at the
family residence on Gerrard strcet at 9 o'clock and followed
the hearse to St. Michael’s Catbedral, where the solema ser-
vices for the dead were conducted according to the impressive
ritual and ceremony of the Church. There were no speaal
decorations observable, the altar and front railings only being
draped in the sombre black and white striped cloth used on
such occasions. On the coffin being brought into the Cathedral
the organ pealed forth the opening strains of the Requiem
High Mass. The coffin waslaid on trestles in front of the
sanctuary, and the Jorzl wreaths and designs with which it was
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profusely covered were removed 5o as to leave the lid un-
covered. Very Rev. Vicar-General Laurent then celebrated
the Mass. He was assisted by Revs, Father Hand as deacon
and Father McGuire as sub-dcacon. When the rite was com-
pleted the priests marched out of the sanctuary into the
sacristy and returned, led this time by Archbishop Lynch.
His Grace offered incense over the coffin, which he sprinkled
with holy water, and then pronounced the absolutiun. #ie
then pronounced a short discourse «n English,

He said . I believe in the Holy Ghost, the Holy Catholhic
Church, the Communion of Saints, the forgiveness of sins, the
resurrections of the body and life everlastng. In conformity
with this belief, especially 1n the communion of saints, we bring
mto the temple of God, the house of prayer, where our
good God especially gives audiences to His dear
children of redemption through His Son, the budies of out
friends who die in the Lord, as our friends would come them
selves duning bife to ask mercy, pardon and grace from out
dear Lord. This communion of saints means a common union
as in a company on earth, whence the friends of God partake
of the profits of each other’s prayers and good works. This
common union hinks the saints 1n heaven who fuught the good
fight aganst the world, the devil and the flesh, and ate enjoy
ing the happy reward of their victory, and who carried with
them into their heavenly abode the most ardent love of Gol
and of their neighbours on earth, and who did not lose the
prvilege which they enjoyed on earth of praying for their
friends, Faith ceases and hope ceases with earth, but luve
enters the portals of heaven. Nay, our Lord speaks of a rich
man who died and was bunied in'hell, and there the love of his
brothers on earth touched him, and he besvught Abraham to
send Lazarus to them to warn them to change their lives, for,
said he, I am tormented in these flames.

The other part of this family of saints inhabits this earth, and
can 2id by their prayers their brethren here and also their
friends who have passed out of this hfe who had not fully
satisfied the justice of God for their sins and negligences of
earth. How tew leaving the eatth are perfect as our Heuvenly
Father is perfect, so as to be worthy to be at onee engulfi:d in the
sovereign perfectness of s punity, His sac.ctity, His ju tice and
Hislove. Nothing with the least defilement can enter into
heaven. When the soul quits the body it immediately rushes into
the presence of 2 merciful Father, but also of a just God. If that
soul is not pure as God is, the fire of His justice will purify
the soul as gold is purified in the furnace. We are as gold
taken from the mine of this world, surrounded with the dross
of earthly affections, but we shall be delighted to be purified,
though with exquisite pa, s0 as to be holy and pure enough
to enjoy God and His heavenly court of the blessed spirits of
beaven. The good famuly of the lamented deceased have the
consolation of knowiog that he received the sacrament inst
tuted by Chnist for those about tu pass vut of this world. The
Apostle St. James says, in the sih chapter of his epistle, “ If
there be any sick amongst you, callin the priests of the Chucch.
Let them pray over him, anointirrg bim with vil in the name of
the Lurd, and the prayer of faith will save the sick man and
the Lord will raise bim up, and if he be 1n sin the sin wmill be
forgiven him.”  Hus death, thougb sudden, was not unprepared
for. He died inthe faith and 1n the hope ot our Lord Jesus
Chnst, His reputation dunng life was that of a straightfor-
ward, honest and honourable man, atrue Christian philoso-
pher and 2 practical adherent to the Catholic Church. His
talents were of no mean order,and with them he served his
country well in very honourable positions. We do not wish
panegyrics over our departed brethren, but to implore God’s
mercy, that if there be any stain remaining on his soul it may
be cleansed through the merits of our Lord Jesus Christ our
Redeemer, and by the sacrifice of the Holy Mass, assisted by
the prayers of the clergy and people,

The clergy then formed a procession and marched to the
cathedral entrance, followed. by the bearess of the cuffin, which
was agan sprinkled iy the Archbishop at thedour. The pall-
bearers were Chancellor Boyd, Justice Osler, Justice Burton,
Hon. J. Costigan, representing the Dominun Cabinet , Messrs.
J. C. Patterson, M.P,, T. \V. Anghn, Sul. White, ex- M I.P,,
Ckbristopher Robinson ; T. P. French, Ottawa, and the chief
- mourners were Mr. Edward O'Connor, son of deceased, T.
Mercer Morton, M. Collier and E. Belleau, of QOttawa. Among
those who attended were Chief Justice Hagarty, Chief Justice
Sir Adam Wilson, Hon. I'rank Smith, Hou. John O'Donchog,

D. A, O'Sullivan, Hugh Macmahon, Q.C., James Beaty, Q.C.,
Judge Patterson, N. Bigelow, J. J. Foy, P. Hughes, W. A,
Murray, W. G. Falconbridge, Q.C., W. A. Foster, Q.C., M.
O'Connor, P. Larkin, Revs. Father Cushing and McBride, At
the cemetery his Grace Archbishop Lynch pronounced the last
absolution.  The remains were incased in a chestnut casket
draped with black cloth and mounted with silver.

For almost a quarter of a century the deceased gentleman
occupied a prominent place in the public life of the country,
his first appearance in Parlament being in 1863, when he was
elected a mgmber of the old Canadian Assembly. After Con
federation he was elected to the House of Commons, and
from that time until shertly before his appuintn.ent to the
bench, except duning the Mackenzie rigime, he remained a
member of that body. He filled. at various times during this
period, the offices of President of the Pr:vy Council, Minister
uf Inland Revenue, and the Pustinaster General in the Govern
meiits of Sit Juhn Macdonald , and on his retitement from
the House he was selected by the latter to prepare the case for
the Dominiun in the boundary dispute with Ontario. 1n the
year 1884 he was appointed to the bench, and he was stricken
down while engaged in the active discharge of the duties of
his office.  The deceased judge's career s sufficient evidence
of the fact that he was a man of unusual ability.

One incident in the hfe of the deceased judge is well worth
publishing, as showing his resolute nature. When about 20
years of age, while chupping in the woods on his fathur's
farm, on 5 culd winter's day, after a heavy snow-storm, a tree
fell on him, pinning one of his legs to the ground. His cries
for assistance bringing him no relief, he seized the axe, and
with une bl..w severed the imprisuned limb.  Then, taking out
his bandkerchief, he bandaged up the bleeding stump and
gmggcd bimself through the cold and snow to his father's

RANDOM REGOLLEQCTIONS,

I bave read with much interest the first part of your
shetch of the lustory of the Chareh in the aity of St. Thomas.
Mauy of the pricets thercin named, were persunal frionds,
of uthers. 1 kuow mure or leus by tradition.  Tho Rsv, James
W. Cawpilon was cdacated in part, at Bishop Macdonoll'a
semtuary in Glengarry , he was ordained by that prelate, and
aftorwards nisited LRome, where he met the celebrated Fathor
Iguatius, J.ord Spencer.) Seeing & orucifix in the lattor's
room, Mr. Campion rematked . ** Yon are coming on nicely ,
there was o time when you would as soon have tulerated the
*old boy * in your presence, as an emblem like that,”” Alout
the year 1832, Mr. Campion resided in Prescott, ho visited
Brookwille every second Sunday. I havo often served his
mass, and was, perbaps, the only person in Brockville able to
discharge that honourable function. Mr. Campion was s man
of fine presence, ho died abont 1840, and was, I understand,
buried at Lowiston, N.Y.

Rev, James O'Flynn spent his latter days in Toronto. He
died, if I mistake not, in the Asylum ; ho waslame and rather
undorsized.

Rov. Mr. Millg, I never saw; ho was well kuownin his
time.

Rev. P. O'Dwyer was born in 1802, ho came to Canada
from the Archdivcese of Cashel, was ordained at Quebes, in
1888, served for somo timo at Grosse Isle, came to Upper
Canada in 1837 . resided several mouths at Brockville, with
M. W. P, Macdunald, the Viear Genoral, went thenoo to
London, and subsequently to Ohio, wkhere he disappeared
from my ken. .

Rov. T. D. Ryan was ordained in Montreal, Ilo thuso
days funerals from Notre Dame Parish Church wore always
accompanied by & priest in surplico and stolo, headed by a
cross bearor, I romomber secing Mr. Rysu thus vested,
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weing down Great Bt. Jamos streel about 9 a.m., to the

ecn wonderment of & group of Yankee tourists in front of
8t Lawrenoco Hall, who wero hnzarding all kinds of conjec-
turos as to tho signification of the coremony.

Rev. T. T.Kirawn lived many yoars in Toronto ; he was
atnt to London Ly Bishop Charbonnel, built there the
Prosbytery and Parish Qhurch of St. Petor, had charge of
8%, Thomae, Port Stanley and the surrounding country, weont
altorwards to Barnin, passed off to tho Western Statos, and
was thore lost sight of.

My acquaintance with 8t. Thomas goes baok into the
« fortics.” I was thon connected with tho oxtensive com-
mission houso of H. Jomes & Co., Montroal, and mado
o journoy through Upper Canada cvery winter. 1 knoew
all tho old firms in 8t. ‘Thomas, thon a very difforent place
from what itis now. Thogreater part of tho town lay wost of
tho Port Stanley road and extonded down the hill. Those
were tho doys of Jamos Blackwood, a leading merchant
and groat srortsmun, whose place of business was at
the foot of the hill, near the bridge on tho London Road.
J.& W. Coyno, A. Hodge & Co. (corner of Port Stanley
Road) aud Murdoch McKanzio were also mon of note. So
likowiso was S. Molvar, popularly known as * Sammy,” who
kopt tho chief hotel and wus said to fulfil not only the duties
of landlord, but also those of hostler, barkeoper and cook ; 1n
short, to bo a regular factotum. One Sunday morning I left
Port Stanloy to atiend mass at St. ‘Thomas', it boing tho day
for Father Kirwan's visit from London. On thoroad I over.
took many people walking tho entire distanco (9 miles); for
sught I know, thoy walked back again, fasting. Traly there
was fnith in those days, enough to show somo of our city
folk, who think themselves worthy of praise if, after a good
breakfast, thoy crawla few blocks to church, ani while there
aro carefully provided with overy comfort. On the ocoasion
roferred to, I played tho aristoorat, and rode in * myown
hirud conveysnce.” The church, a modest frame building,
stood on or noar tho sight of the presunt one, and was, ay
might bo said, “away in the country.”"” Vesperswero surg
by Father Kirwan to his own accompanimont,—there was no
instroment of any kind, and no other voico : he sat alongside
tho altar and sang the en}iro service, while I looked on from
the gallery. lost in admiration. ‘ Had I known you wore
thare,” said ho afterward, “I would havo had you down to
holp me''—Father Kirwan might have thought differently had
be known ny singing abilities. Thoen came the catechism
class; ono boy, in partioular, answered very correctly: to
show my appreciation, I bestowed upon him the munificent
sum of a * York shilling."—how his eyes glistoned, and
with what gloo he showed it to his less fortunate, but per-
haps equully deserving compunions. I wonder if that boy
still lives, nnd if ho remombers the trausaction.

In tho township of Yarmouth, 10 miles south.cast of
St. Thomas, is tho almost forgotton viilage of Jamestown,
in bvgono times a pitco of some note, being tho residence
of Mr. O'Keofe (his Christinn name was, I thiuk, Josoph),
a wholc-sonled Irishman, with s most interesting
fomily.  Mr. O'Keefo bad extonsive mills, and
similar worge; he oponed roads through tho surrounding
woods, all converging at Jamestown, and placarded at the
further end, *“To O'Keelo's mills,” eto, or words to that
offcot.  All this, I am told, has now disappeared; in faot,
Fathor Flaunery, tho present inocumbont of Si. ‘Thomas,
whoso praise is not only amoung his own people, but wherever
he is known, told me last winter, that baving been asked
sotnotimo bofore to point outthe place of Mr. 0'Koesfo's barisl
ho was unablo to do so. In tho course of my wanderings, 1
hed once the pleasurc to spend an evening with Mr. 0'Keefe
and his famiiy; I shall never forgzot their kindnoss and hospi-
talty; but, - 8o goes tho world.”

Your endeavours to rescue from oblivion the early records
of tho Church in Upper Canada, deserve overy oncourago-
mout; you might take for your motto the tost,  Gather the
fragements, lest they bo lost.”

THE HOUSE OF THE T'WELVE APOSTLES,

An excellent story is told by Father Damen, the(;esuu
wmissionary, of an incident that occurred to him uring

We bought a building, where we go every Sunday to
meeting, and have prayers and preaching and so
on quite regular.”

German public, and its value will be enhanced by notes and
additions, the result of independent research.

At St. Aan's Church, Montreal, Thursday last, a solemn
requiem Mass was celebrated for the repose of the souls
of the immigrants who perished of ship fever at that city
and were buried at Point St. Charles forty years ago. The
scene in the church, which was bung in black, was deeply
touching and impressive. Father Catulle, to whom this affect-
ing effort in behalf of the unhappy victims of Insh landlord
tyranny is owing, officiated. Father Godtz preached a short
sermon which brought tears to many eyes when he alluded to
the sad fate of the poor immigrants,

When it shall have become * un-American,” to be God-
fearing, to be law.abiding, to be, in short, a practical
Catholic, then the schools and their supporters will have

become * un Amctican,” and su much the worse for what
will then be fit to be called ¢ American,”

Cardinal Taschereau's remonstrances against the im-
modesty which the world of fashion winks at, and his
refusal to be present at the Hon, Mr. Mercier's reception
in Quebec, on account of his objection to the fashionable
indecency of feminine full dress, recalls the ton mot of
Prince Talleyrand, uttered to a lady who told him at a
fancy dress ball that she represented the sea, ** Atvery low
tide, madam,"” he replied.

The Rev. Parker is said to have severely criticised Rev.
Mr. Spurgeon for his abandonment of the Baptist Union.
Whereis the right of private opinion gone to? Rev. M.
Parker declares that Mr. Spurgeon has been guilty of a
“libel on all Christians who claim the right of private
opinion.” Is he not likewise a Christian? Has Mr.
Parker an unwritten law by which such as Mr. Spurgeon
are excluded from the right of private opinion? The
cminent Mr. Spurgeon has the eminent right, by all Pro.
testant principle, to do just as he pleases, and what are
you going to do about it ?

The Catholic Congress will do good. There are so many
narrow minded Protestants who never see over their own
gate-posts, who see only the struggling minority which
Catholics form in Ontario, that it will be well to bring
them into even a newspaper contact with the great Catho-
lic laity of the world. These ignoramuses may in time
begin to appreciate the depth and breadth and length of
that mighty body of which they have heretofore encountered
only a few scattered fragments.

The World sent a reporter half over town the other day
tu find a copy of the Indez. It got 1t, and has not yet
found rovm fur any very villainous extracts from what
Protestants have Leen taught to believe was the most
enormous of all Popish enormities, When the World re-
views the work will it do us the kindness of remarking that
the Iadex, of which it has a copy, is not the only Index
whose authority is felt in this country 2 Thercis a Protes-
tant Indec whose authority would, were its rules enforced,
shame the Pope’s Lest efforts. It is the prejudice of Pro.
testants against everything in the shape of a Catholic book.
We make a safe statement when we say that eighty per
cent. of (he Protestants of Ontario have never in their
lives read a solid Cathulic buok.  Yet they pose as well-
read, as men conversant with what they are talking about,
all the whilc ignoring the literature of that Charch-which
in point of numbers, influence, respectability, authority,
everything, should be the first to invite their attention if
they were what they pretend to be, honest searchers after
truth,

—

" A “New Theology,” a “New Catholic Church,” each
a departure in a different direction. Protestants will soon
be Arcopagites. These ¢ employed themseives in nothing
else than in hearing or telling some new thing.” When
St. Paul urged on them the necessity of recognizing the
authority of the * Unknown God™ whom they had wor-
shipped without knowing him, they put him off, they
evaded the issue, “We will hear .thee again
concerning this.” Some other day. “Don't bother-
us at present with this God who is sole, supreme, who
admits no Lord but himself.” Protestants are setting up
an altar to an * Unknown Unity," which, not knowing,
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they worship. But if any Catholic philosopher vt theo.
logian, who knows in what that unity essentially consists,
strives to enlighten them on its principles, they fly the
question. They cry, “ Leave us our ‘Unknown God,’”
though the idol itself be mixed iron and clay, as the statue
of Daniel’s vision, and the altar a heap of prejudices and
human conceits.

The Mail continues to misinterpret the Separate School
law in its own reckless fashion. A correspondent signing
‘;_‘]‘amcs Smith, Toronto,"” has clearly shown that under the
theoriginal law a Catholic who had been improperly entered
on theassessment rolls had absolutely no remedy for that
year at least, and therefore the amendments, of 1877 were a
strict necessity. Under the onginal law the time fur uppeal
agamst the assessment expired before the date sct down
for the return of the rolls by which the Catholics’ rating
wauld be known. This was a manifest injustice, and any
decent Government was bound to set the matter right.
The Mail holds that under the present law the Court of
Revision (by the ruling of Judge Sinclair, of Wentworth)
has no power to vary or change the assessor's entries.
How conveniently the Mail overlooks the fact that the
Judge precisely stated that this was the case when the as-
sessed failed to maks his appeal as provided for in section 48
of the present Act. If the assessed is wronged in this, it
is his own fault. He is to give notice of appeal within a
certain time and in a certain form. If he fail to comply
with the requirements of the court's procedure, how can
he expect to enjoy the relief which the Court could give
him: He simply puts lumself, by his own neglect, out of
court. \Where is the injustice? His remedy is at hand,
and he neglects or refuses to avail himself of it.

“You assert,” says the Aail's correspondent, that
¢ whether a Roman Catholic parent desires to support
Separate Schocls or not, his religion now makes and com-
pels him to be a supporter of Separate Schools,” and cite
as your authority for this statement a section of the Assess-
ment Act, that is * the assessor shall accept the statement
of or on behalf of any ratepayer that he is a Roman
Catholic as sufficient prima facie cvidence for placing such
person in the proper column of the assessment roll for
Separate School supporters, or if the assessor knows per
sonally any ratepayer to be a Roman Catholic this shall
also be sufficient for placing him in the list mentioned.”
For your dwn argument you have chosen a very convenient
point tu cease citing the Assessment Act. The same Acdt
goes on to state that ** any person complaining of an error
or onussion in regard to lnmself as having been wrongfully
inserted or omitted from the roll, he may personally, or by
his agent, give notice in writing to the clerk of the munici-
pality that he considers himself aggrieved for any of the
causes aforesaid.”” Then the Court of Revision shall hear
and determine all complaints of which notice has been
given. So, although the placing of a Roman Catholic on
the list as a Separate School supporter is prima facie evi-
dence of his being such, it is not conclusive, and is subject
to correction at the instance of the ratepayer himself or
any other ratepayer. His being a Roman Catholic is
prima facie evidence to the assessor by which he can place
his name among the Separate School supporters; but the
assessor cannot do soif instructed to the contrary.” Where
then does “what the Mail grandly calls ¢ Coercion by the
State,” come in—the coetcing, as it claims, of Catholics
into becoming nolens volens Scparate School supporters ?

The amendments remedied, it is tiue, what ander the old
law amounted to a very serious injustice; but as between
Separate and Public Schools they do not in strict fact
deprive the Catholic of individual option.

We have now in Ontario an amatcur School Parliament
and its work is of the amateurs, amateurish. The Asso-
ciation of Public School Trustces has been in session in
Toronto for the last few days under the protecting wing of
the Toronto Public School Board, \We don't know how
many of our Catholic Public School Trustecs honoured the
meeting with their presence, but we beg to remind them
that they have cvery right and serious reason to be there.
The Public Schools of the Province arc our property uite
as much as that of our Protestant friends. We have in
these schools some 55,000 children and four ot five hundred
teachers, and their interests require that their legal repre
sentatives, the Catholic Trustees of the Province, should
be in any assembly assuming to deal with the schools of
the country.

We have observed in some of our exchanges, notices o
a new work put forward by a Mr. Philips Thompson, of
Toronto, bearing the title of * The Politics of Labour.
It is said to be a “well written book, and to state the case
of labour against capital clearly and in good language.
The author agrees, we believe, in many respects, with the
ideas of Mr. Henry George, and with the programme of
the more moderate socialists, advocating among other
things the theory of what is called the nationalization of
land, that is, the abo'ition of all private ownership in pro-
perty, and the vesting it instead in the community or
Government. Further than this, he argues for Gover-
mental control of railroads, telegraphs, and insurance
companies, that it settle the question of wages, andregulate
the hours of labour, and that over any department of busi-
ness it, itself, may not cnter, it at all events excrdise very
close supervision. Grain clevators, wharves, warchouses,
express companies, steamboat lines, mines, steel and iron
works, locomotive factorics, and the like, all these sumilarly
he advocates should be absorbed by the government, and
nationalized, the gold standard abolished, and paper money
issued instead by the statc, sufficient to satisfy the necese
sities of commerce. Things are to be radically recon-
structed. The world is to be managed by new methods,
and the managers are to be elected Ly manhoud suffrage
most simply.

Let anyone reflect seriously for a moment on the possible
benefits of so burcaucratic a system of administration.
The Toronto Waterworks, for example are under municipal .
management ; for a year past they have been under, be.
sides, judicial investigation. The result shows that so great
has been the corruption and incompetency and extravag-
ance of the management that the powers placed in the
hands of the corporation, must be taken from them, the
judge recommends, and placed in those of commissioners,
In what could the extension of that system.to government
management of everything, result, with the enormous
expenditures and election interests the adoption of such a
system would involve, but in Tweedism, bankruptcy,
or mayhap civil war ?  Moreover, the ideas advocated
by the writer are false to the truest principles
of political economy, and in practice would be
fatal to the progressiveness of a people. * A government
says John Stuart Mills, a name, as a political economist
at Jeast, not to be mentioned without respect (Kssay on
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Liberty, ch. 8), * cannot have too much of the kmd of
activity which does not impede, but aids and stimulates
individual exertion and development. The mischief
Legins when, instead of calling forth the activity and
powers of individuals and bodies, it substitutes its own
activity for theirs; when instead of informing, advising,
and, upon occasions, denouncing, it makes them work in
fetters, or bids them stand aside and does their work
instead of them. The worth of a state in the long run is
the worth of the individuals composing it, and a state
which dwarfs its men in order that they may be instruments
in its hands for even benehicial purposes will find that with
small men no great things can really be accomplished ;
and that the perfection of n.achinery to which it has sacri.
ficed everything, will in the end avail it nothing, for want
of the vital power, which, in order that the machine might
move more smoothly, it has preferred to banish,”

We published, a week or two ago, the important letter
addressed to the League of the Cross by that great up.
holder of the total abstinence movement, the Cardinal
Archbishop of Westminster. By reason of lus hugh posi-
tion in the Church, and his hfe-long labonrs 1n the cause
of the poor, the weak, and the suffering, not to speak of
his rank as one of the forcmost men of the age, the wordg
of Cardinal Manning arc entitled to the thoughtful con.
sideration, not only of the members of his own Church,
but of every man who has at heart the well-being of the
masses and the best interests of society.  There can beno
question but what much of the evil under which modern
socicty groans is due to intemperance. It invades the
sauctuary of the home and, without respect of persons,
leaves ruin and desolativn in its traun.  As has been stated
by an observant water, the havoc caused by war, famine,
and pestilence combined is not to be compared in point of
magnitude to that caused by the sin of drunkenness, and
this being so does it not call upon us, as Chustians, as
Catholics, and as men, to set ourselves wath all the energy
and fervour at our command to stamp it out, or, that being
impossible, to curtail it and render it as harmless as pos-
sible? Many have been the remedies proposed for the
lessening of the cvils of the drink traffic, and 1n many
cases these supposed retaedies have either been wrong in
principle or defective in design, and therefore not com-
mending themselves to the consideration or advocacy of
Catholics. But Cathoncs have a vital interest in this
question, and in the long run it will be found, cven by
those who do not profess our faith, that the settlement of
the liguor question rests mainly _with the Church. The
only truc means of curing the evil of drunkenness 15 re-
ligion and every cffort, no matter how zealous or disinter-
ested, which ignores this fundamental truth, 1s wholly
thrown away. It is an old. and perhaps a threadbard
saying, that it is impossible to make men sober and vir-
tuous by act of parliament, but it contains a truth too
often lost sight of by the advocates of temperance outside
of the Church. Much valuable labour and whole-souled
zeal is lost by men making the mistake of looking to legis
lation for relief in tlus crisis, while the influences of reli-
gion arc left in the background if not ignored altogether.
This is where it becomes apparent even to the thoughtful
non-Catholic that it is the Church to whom we are to look
if any headway s to be made aganst the curse of intem-
perance. Without the grace of the sacraments there is
no hope for the man who has once allowed liquor to get

the mastery over him, and if we are to save our boys from
surrendering their souls to the demon of drunkenness it is
by surrounding them with the influences of religion, and
encouraging them in the faithful observance of the laws of
God and the precepts of the Church. It goes -vithout
saying that 1f all men were good Catholics there would be
ng such thiug as drunkenness.  But we have to deal with
things as they are, and since intemperance has in our age
grown to be such a gigantic evil, the foundation of socicties
or confraternsties for the express purposc of encouraging
men in the practice of temperance, and by the force of
good example raising the drunkard from the degradation
of his position, have become practically a necessity. It
was in the recognition of thus fact that Cardinal Manning
found the inspiration to the great work which has in Eng-
land become almost identified with his name. Total ab-
stinence and the frequenting of the Sacraments he has
found to be the only safeguard, hence the foundation of
the now world-wide League of the Cross. It is not our
parpose here to elaborate any argument in favour of the
principle of total abstinence. The fact that it has approved
itself to such a multitude of prelates the world over; to
Cardinal Manning and the Bishops of England, to the
Bishops of Ircland, to the Father of the Third Plenary
Council of Baltimore, and to the Bishops of our own
country, is sufficient to prove its usefulness and 1its neces-
sity. It has received the blessing of Pius IX. of holy
memocy and of our present Holy Father, Leo X111, whose
words : * Nor can it at all be doubted that this determin-
ation (to totally abstain) 1s the proper and the truly effica-
cious remedy for this very great evil,” have stamped 1t for
ever with Apostolic sanction. Since the weighty utter-
ances of the Plenary Couuncil of Baltimore on the subject
a new impetus has been given to the temperance cause in
the United States, as is evidenced by the great increase in
the number of Total Abstinence Societies and their mem-
bership. To those laymen, whose zeal has been so ardently
devoted to this work, it cannot but be a.source of great
consolation and joy to see their efforts so blessed by the
Church and encouraged by her prelates. Under such
happy auspices the cause must flourish, and we look for-
ward to sceingin a few years the dawning of a new era.
God grant it may be so, as thus shall be removed one of
the greatest obstacles to_the progress of the true religion,
and the source of destruction to innumerable souls.

CATHOLICS AND THE THEATRE.

There are two important problems which are not dis-
cussed on the surface of soctallite, but which demand the
serious attention of parents and teachers. These are the
position of literawure and thestage in the process of uncon-
scious education. Unconscious education 1s hike the azure
in the air, or carbonic acid gas, for it may be either good
orbad. Now, outside of school, outside of the home circle,
this process of education goes on continually, and it is
tore subtle, more influential, more penetrating, more per-
vasive than that open and palpable means by which, we
flatter ourselves, our young people are made strong and
virtuous.

Literature, represented by novels and the newspapers.
has a terrible weight in this world. It gradually makes or
unmakes the man and the nation. A corrupt literature is
the fatal sign of a decaying nation ; and the expression of
that other influence which isalso most powerful on the
manners and morals of a people—the theatre—is the ex-
pression of 2 condition of strength oz weakness ; for the
stage and literature reflect as well as influence, express
#s well as guide, the morals of a people. The theatre per
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s¢ has never been disapproved ot by the Church, which is
the highest interpreter of the will of Christ on this carth,
1t was even utilized by the Church, as well as the arts
were, to bring the Christian mysteries realistically before
the people ; and ac anamusetment it has never been con.
demned. But it has in all ages been so abused, so appro-
priated by what Mathew Arnold calls the ¢ the spirit of
lubricity,” that the scent of corruption still ¢lings to it ;
and there are mauy good people who never enter a play-
house without certain qualms of conscience, even when
the play is an innocent one, assome ol the pleasant come.
dies which Mr. Augustine Daly has of late introduced to
us, or as pure as Mary Anderson’s “ Daughterof Roland.”

Itis time that parents should boldly cousider whether
they will pretend to look coldly on the theatre and find
themselves forced by the pressure of the time to let their
children frequent it, or discover some means by which
they can know a bad play from a good one. A false liber-
ality in regard to the stage is as bad as that out-and-out
hatred of it which invariably produces reaction. Jtisa
crime to permit a young girl to see such plays as * La
Belle Russe,” or Mrs. Langtry’s ¢ Wife's Peril,” or * As
ina Looking Gass.” The. French, with all their supposed
freedom of action and opinion, would be horrified wére it
suggested that a young daughter of respectable parents
should be present at either of these plays. Again, the 1n.
fluence of decent people should be brought to bear against
such erotic exhibitions as Emma Abbot’s * Kiss"” or John
A. Steven's suggestive gymuastics in ‘¢ Passion’s Slave.”
We Catholics know the difficulty of keeping that control
of our thoughts that the mind inay not be soiled by even
an instant of voluntary sin. There are passions more or
less developed in every human breast which are like slum-
bering lions. Grace from God is the Una that subdues
them ; but they are capable of being aroused to fury at a
flush of temptation. We cannot disguise this truth. As
concerns the young especially, parents are almost criminal
it they ignore the fact that the Christian’s motto must be
en garde ' Onthe other hand, a good play is a gift of God.
It teaches good manners and encourages good morals.
Take ¢ Virginius,” for instance. Its morality is pagan,
but no man of sensibility can fail to gain high thoughts
from it. We must discriminate ; we must, with all our
power, praise what is of use in the theatre, and condemn
what is useless and vile.— Baltimore Mirror.

COLOURED MISSINON OF WINDSOR, ONT.

The mission given during the first week of October,
by the celebrated missionary, Father Weninger, S, J., for
the benefit of the coloured people of Windsor and neigh.
bourhood, has produced the most consoling results, Ten
adult converts gave been added to this growing (coloured)
congregation, and quite a number of fresh scholars have
been inscribed on the school roll. This mission has been,
on the part of the venerable missionary, a real act of
heroic charity. The good Father offere:{ of his own ac-
cord, to give the mission, free of expense; and, notwith.
standing his 83 years, he has been able to preach two
grand sermons every day, to spend long hours in the con-
fessional, to give private instructions to the Neophites, in
a word, to do himself, all alone, the whole work of the
mission, and this without any apparent fatigue. ‘Truly
God is admirable in His saints. That the work of the mis-
sion might be continued alter his departure, the good
missionary distributed, {ree of cost, fully a hundred dol-
lars’ worth of boohs of controversy and religious instruc-
tion. These will, no doubt, in time produce fruits of sal-
vation in the hearts of these poor people, and when, upon
Dean Wagner's return from his voyage to Europe ia the
spring, the renewal ol the mission will be given, it is ex-
pected that a still greater number of them will be gathered
into the fold of the Church.

PROTESTANT EXPLORERS ON CATHOLIC
MISSIONARIES,

On several occasions already we have quoted the out-
spoken and striking testimonies of the most recent African
explorers, in all cases Protestants, or at least non.Catho-
lics, to the umique and remarkable efficacy of the Catholic
missionaries. To the testimonies of Oscar Lenz, Dr.
Juncker, Dr. Wolf, Mr. Dennett, and cthers, we are now
able to add that of Baron von Schwerin, the eminent
geographer of the University of Lund (Sweden). In an
interview accorded to the representative of the journal de
Druxelles, von Schwerin, who is a Lutheran, was exceed-
ingly pla’ spoken and detailed on the question of the
missions.  * The Protestant missionaries,” he said, “ are
men of faith, but they are withont education. It is not
enough for a missioner to be a man of faith. He must
also be a chosen man. Now, the greater part of the
Protestant missioners have no education, and scarcely
any teaching.

“How can you expect machine-tenders and bootmakers
to preach a faith they do not understand?” He then
said: “If I were not a philosopher I should bea Cath-
olic, after what I have seen in Africa. I am a believer,
but not a Catholic. 1 feel a lively admiration for Catholic
missionaries, especially for those of the Congregation of
the Holy Ghost. They are doing immense good. As for
the Protestant missioners, they are a disgrace to civili-
zation. They are preparing the ground admirably for
renegades. I met on the Kasai an unushally excellent
missioner, Father Sand, a Luxemburger. He is doing
great good. The motto of the Congo State ought to be :
Tam Marte quam Minerva. Mars is the State, Minerva
the missionaries.” The Baron warmly encouraged the
idea of sending out many Catholic missionaries to the
Congo.—Tablet.

Father Hecker tells this little anecdote in the Catholic Wor
for October: * I once heard Dr. Browrson say that he and
Daniel Webster, with whom he was well acquainted, happened
to meet in 2 Boston book store. Brownson picked up a book
and began looking through it.  Webster glanced at it and saw
that it was a defence of the Catholic religion. ¢ Take care,’
said the statesman to the philosopher, ‘how you examine the
Catholic Church, unless you are willing to become a Catholic,
for their ductrines arc logical,” "
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Gurvent Guihiolic Thought.

TRUE RELIGION NECESSARILY EXCLUSIVE.

That the Catholic religion is exclusive ; that it will not
recogmize any other religion as the true religion 1s certainly
the fact. But this is not unreasonable, nor does it make
Catholics bigots, but just the contrary. It is contrary to
the reason of things that there can be more than one reli-
gion. For truth is one and ever the same. Whatever
varics-from the truth must nccessarily be false to the exact
extent of its variation from the truth, This the reason.of
man teaches must be the fact in very form and relation of
truth. Xt is true 1n physical science. It is an axiom in
physics that two bodies cannot occupy the same space at
thesametime. Itisself-evident truth that there cannot be
more than one straight line between the same two
points ; that every curve that is not equally distant from
a common central point is not truly circular ; that a true
square cannot have more nor less than tour sides, each of
which must be equal, and each of the angles thatthey form
must be right angles ; and that it is impossible that any
other figure can be a truesqusre.

So, too, mathematics comes in with its positive tes-
timony to the same truth, and is equally exclusive-and is
entirely intolerant of what contradicts its established
priciples and truths. It acknowledges but one multipli-
cation table. The relation of numbers are fixed and un-
changeable. The numerical sum of two and two must be
four and cannot be anything else. The numerical differ-
ence of seven and fouris always three, and cannot be any

other number. Are, then, the physicist, the geometri-
cian, the arithmetician, bigots because they insist upon and
-act upon these truths, and refuse to acknowledge any
variations from them. They would consider, and the
whole world with them would consider, the man a fool
who found fault with them for so doing. Now, thus it is
with Catholics.  They are ezclusive in their religious belief,
but they are not therefore bigots. They arefirm, unchange.
ably firm, in their adherence to the Church, because those
teachings are infallibly true. They will not acknowledge
or recognize as true opinions or beliefs that contradict
those teachings, because what contradicts truth is neces-
sarily untrue. They are not unreasonable, because high-
est reason demands that truth shall always be accepted,
believed, embraced, and that what contradicts it should
be rejected. They are not blind because their adherence
to the truth they believe is founded on sound reason and
is the result of intelligent conviction.—Catholic Standard,
Philadelphia. —_—

PRACTICAL CHRISTIANITY.

The charity of Catholics, their hospitals, their orphan
asylums, their homes for the aged, their religious orders
composed of men and women who are strangers to what
the world catis pleasures, and have banded together for
the glory of God and welfare of souls, cannot fail to win
the attention of honest non-believers, who from these evi-
dences of devotion and supernatural grace are moved to
seek the road to truth. Truly men do not live for them-
selves alone, but by their conversation and their examples
they are moulding the opinions of their associates. This
thought should be an incentive to every Catholic to
practise his religion if he were otherwise unfortunately
careless 1n its observance.—Churck News.
