It is ovident, too, from the resulting phenomena, that the
70 systenss normally mawntain an equilibnum of actios commensurate
vith the due performance of organte tunction  that the neurilewma of
 be sensory uerves must contan centrifugal nerve-fibies, endowed with
the special function of ditatwag the capillarics. and that the sympathetic
gglia must send out uerve-Sbres, whose special function 1s to contract

in all ordinary -vital actious, the sympathetic forco remuins sta.ionary.
the necessary changes in the capillaries for nutrition, secretion, and, in
short, for all other functional requisites, are cffected by the cercbro-
-spinal alonc,

It is proved by experiments, that an wnpulse sufficiently foteot
to jmpress fully the sympathetic centres, produces a regular, iotracts.
ble, prolonged and more forcible action, thaa it docs oo the cercbro-
epinal ccotres, henco, a geaeral law, which s capablo of cxplaining
every vital ph That a & te supply of biood is an
indispensable requtstte to the healihy perforinance of orgaute functions,
is a sclf-cvident truth, while wo much overwhelims, too little vofechles,
and a compl Pr pend and, if d,
must extinguish hfe atself  The experiments on the stomach of St.
Martin furnish a convincing allustration of the cxistence, and the
operation of a general law of aptagonustie capillary mpervation. When
the stowach was cmpty the mucous membrane was pale, and no gastric
Juice secreted, but instantly, on the introduction of food, the mucous
wembrano became reddencd, and the sulvent began to flow.  Oo the

, removal of the ingesta, the membiane became again pale, and the
scerction of the gastric flud ceaszd.  Here the exaltant influcace of
tho food on the sentient extrenuties ramifying on the mucous mem-
brage, is conveyed to their centres, and, instantly elesating the force
of the centrifugal capillary cxpaoding fibres, produces a sufficicst
supply of blood for the claboration of the gastric fluids, but oo the
removal of tho ingests, the seotient nerves—no longer feeliog the
cxalting influence of the centres—resume their normal status.  So, the
i of the mucous L of the uterus, on the

tity induces sedation  Tius theory requires tho therapeutic ‘action of
the agent to dinmetrically change, or tho physiological laws to be
reversed; erther requirement jovolves a solecism of the grossest nature.
Every action wust iaevitably iscrease, w an exact ratio. with the
augmentation of the-incitaut. It requires no reasoning to prove that
aquart is eight times greater than a gill, and therefore nust contain
<ight times ¢he amount of stisaulus.

The influcnee of alcohol Grst effects the more susceptible cerebro-
spinal centres, and clevates thur s nereosa above that of their antago-
Dists. and the following p\xenomcn.n cnsues  pupils dilated skiu ﬁudmd

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Having thus noticed briefly the characteristics of exaltant in.

dilating ceotres, and conscquently depress thair force belew that of

That the influences of opinm and belladonna are in dircet opposi-
tion is further proved.by tho discovery, that they mutually countersct
cach other. In like manser, belladonna counteracts aleoholic exaita-
tion. A certain therapeutist of thus pluce occastonally partakes too
freely, comes home and takes a Jarge dosc of beliadonna, and in half'sa
hour is perfectly sober. .

In short, exaltants first dilate the capillarics and thercby expsad
the pupils, then contract tho cupillaties and thereby close in and con-
tract tho puptls, while depressaots first contract the capillarics aud
thereby diminish the smzo of the pupils, then dilate the capillaries
and thereby expand the pupils. The size of the pupils always cor-
respond with the condition of the vessels, an cxplanation of this
coucurrent action will bo given hercafter

Meorbific influences being clearly depressant in all cascs, the only
scientific treatment is indicated in the motto “curatio contrariorum
pur omtraria.”

The complete establishment of this general law would clevate the
profession of medicine to an absolute scicace and consign all shades of
quacking to ap inevitable doom It is tho palpable absurditics, uncer-
taintics and illegical deductions, that induce men of culture to place
their fives in the hands of those whose - infinitesimal’ doscs have no
effiect on the system.

There is no doubt but all metallic preparations 1o small doses act
1s exaltants, and only act as depressant when g.ven in sufficient quan-
{ity to irritato or corrode « Poisoning ™ is a term expressive of no

thological or physiolygical diti Arsenic  produces  death
lhrou»h dcprosmnl. irritation and corrosive sublimate by corroding
the primo viw and thus exhausting invervation  Depressants, as wcll
exaltants, have a large range  The least disagreeable sensation or un-
plessant cmotion acts as a depressant, while the opposite acts as an
exaltant,

From the experiments of tho Webers e leara that clectricity con-
tracts powerfully the small arterics, and is therefore an exaltant, con-

queatly is contra-indicated in the alcohole 2nu «prum nsensibility,
batin that ansiog-from o real depressing nflucnee, its powers aro
herculean.

Naturo seems to have displayed i 2 remarkable degree her
beneficent intentions in placing 1b the most conspicuous position pos-
#ible a test that indicates weth uncrning precision tho least variation
of the relative action of tho antagonistic dynamic foreos. The
irigisa perfect neurometer, but befors discussing s mnportance
io diaguosis we must onquire 1nt o 1ts anatomieal structuro. Tho
author of tho « Dubhin Disscctor,” says *it is not generally
sgre~d on, whether the fibrous appearance of the iris deponds on
tho pecubiar arrangomont of 1ts vessols and nerves, or whother it
xésesses a true muscular structuro.”

It is nuw g 1ly hold by ts and phymologists

Bofore oxplaiming its true naturo and the modus operandi io
the production of the irian phenumena, it is necessary to romove
anothor ertor oxisting since the days of,_tho Hunters.

It has beon hold as truth, that an artery expands in ovory
direction at the samo time, thus becoming greatly attenuated ab
overy pultativn, the pussibility of rupture or the formation of X
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ancurism would Lo increased.  Tho oxistonce of such a principlo
would be opposed to the established laws of physics, and, thereforo,
cannot be true.  Nuithor the cundonsation ot elastic bodhes, nor
of muxcler, follows tho alteration of shape, there boing meroly a
change of form, but nut of magmtudoe. Ilonco artories, being
composeid of clastic tissuv aud three Inyors ot muscular fibres,
must act in obedionco W physial law.

Tho oxperiment was
often ropested, but always with tho samo rosult. A picco of

-ontly tho pupil permanontly enlarged On the contrary, destrac-
tion of tho fith nerve leaves the Lonticular forco wholly unbal-
anced,tho inan vessels becomo complutely contracted, and thereby
ronder the pupil immovably contracted. Icenco the disorganizs-
tion of tho oyo and tho loss of functon in the nerves of special
senso from wanition  Extirpation of the suporior cersical gang-
lion induces congestion of the vasa nervorum of tho fifth nerve,
-and thereby impairsits functions, ultimately producing the same
phonomona that follow destruction of the fifth itself.

To stylo this action of indopendont contres “rofles,” is a
gross misapplication of terms. ¢ Reflex ™ is dofined ¢ a bonding
or turning back.”” A mere sensation must bo bont or turned
Dback, and-thereforo could bo nothing still but a sensation, poss
cssing no motor inflienco whatever. The centres reeeive intel:
ligenco of the actual requivements, and gonorato an impulso
accordmgly

In tho crisis thon, wo bave a pcrﬁct Neurometer to indi-
cate tho oxact relative strength of the dynamic forces which
must prove an invaluable guide in diagnosts.

Great depression from any causv whatever, emands oven
greator cxaltant action to clovato tho norvous jorces up t03
normal standard—any influonco short of powerfuly rousing the
sympathotic contres must ily the disproportion
atready existing botween tho two systems, and lmrob3 increase
the dangor.

if applicd locally, and theroby render 2 disturbance of the whole
nervous gystem, by an internal administration, unnecessary

in any Canadian joural.

In tho sprng of 1857 I lived in the village of Zotland,
unty of Iuron, and was the only medical man within an area
of tharty-fivo miles. I resided in a nowlv-raised log-house My
surgery consoted of a very fair assortment of drugs, and tho
usaal necessary nstruments for use, arranged on a rough serics
of shelves nailed to tho wall.  Bottles at this timo were hard o
procuro, and it cost mo no littie troublo to bring them to my
wsidence uobroken.  Tho country was in the roughest stato of
206w sottlement : o raads exeapt ox tracks, that curved in all
Ppestiblo twists and tere  and Tt.avas impossible to go more than
3milo or two after dark and hew the cedar bark torch was a
Psiive necessity to guide the wayfarer  Many a weary tramp
Wagmy lot, in heat and enll through swamps and over hard-
wood bush; and tho pav was sevimp at best, i’ ever it was my
§0od luck to got any at all T had used up all my vials, and to

t'me a very raro occur-
ance has been recorded
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into a wine decanter, and giving him tho bottlo with his required
medicine. 1 carefully labolled tho decanter, and placed it in the
back of ono of my shelves. Next morning, early, I was called to
5¢c0 ono of my pationts, a distanco of somo twenty miles, and 1
left my door sccuroly fastened with astrong bott, but not locked,
as my lock had been broken by accident, and I had no opportu-
nity to get another. I roturned about seven o'clock in the ovon-
ing, through mud and mure, tired and hungry I eat a hearty.
suppor, and about nino was as soundly aslecp as a forty-milo
walk could inspiro, from fatiguo, I might almost say, from
oxhaustion. About ten, I was awakened by a v.olont knocking
at the door, which was pushed open by two moessengers, in greal
baste.

It appeared that during my absenco, threo young men of
my acquaintanco called at my house on their way homo from
Goderich. They weroe named Thomas and Robert Iolm (two
brothers), and Jobn Melntyre. Thoy had ontered my houso,
scoking somothing to cat, and Robert, the youngest of the
threo, had by somo unlucky chance got hold of the bottle with
tho tincture of colchicum. Ho swallowed half a tumbler full,
and passed it to tho others.  MecIntyre took about a large wine-
glass full, as far as ho could judge. Tom took loss, and told them
to bo cautious, pointed to the labof, and said it might bo * some
doctor's stuff;" but the other two p d it * most Hont
gin” Tom swallowed httle, and declared ho would not take
another drop. Robort laughed at him, took more, and he and
Melatyro swatlowed nearly a pint, Iiaving partaken heartily
of a piceo of boiled pork, a shonlder of venison and bread, they
started for homo. Thoy got as far as Tom Holm's now shanty,
oxtromoly oxbausted, purged, and vomiting violently. 0n
hearing this statement from a brother of McIntyro's, I sprang
ont of bed, and got tho decanter. It was ompty. Tho poison
was taken at threo, and it was now ton o'clock. They wero five
miles away. Wo had no lantorn, nor was it possible to gobt 9
torch, a3 I had no cedar about tho house. Wo passed a restless
night, scarcely dozing, as I told my visitors tho danger of tho
caso, and that colchicum taken in ox2css was a deadly poison.
Tho night was very dark, and wolves in bands were howling all
around us, mukiog tho darkness torrible.

T took such remedics as1had, and st the carliest” pecp of

dawn, with my riflo on my shoulder as-a proteetor, we started at
an Indian trot.  On my arrival I ascortained that, aftor leaving
my houso, Tom Holm had forced himsolf to vomit, and he told
me ho ondeavored to mako his brothcr and John MelIntyre do
tho samo. They would not do so at first, but tried when it was
too late.  On arnving, I found Robert pale, a cold sweat on his
ferohead , fus puise wns 160, a hectic flush oceasionally on the
chock bones, very much exhausted; great thirst, vomiting;
extromo tendernoss over the abdomen, and the intermittent
gvore paias, precisely simmlar to peritonttis, feot and hands
cold; breathing rapid, tongue dry and brown m the centro, and
red along tho edges, oyes red and watory, aud the pupils dilated 3
headacho intense, and ho complained much of tinnitus aurium.
The osprossion of the was aaxious and haggard.
Ho also complained of groat fullness of tho chest, and thero was
aquantity of blood in his sputa.  Ho coughed soversly at irre~
gular intorvals, John MeIntyro had similar symptoms, but
milder, oxcopt tho headache, which he desenibed as most intenso,
and he often asked mo for God's sake to put a ball through his
bead and lot him die. Ic muttored and raved quito wildly at
times, but it only lasted for a fow mmutes. o was at no timo
& prostratod as Robert Holm. Thomas seemed woll enough,

" - with the oxception of nausea and shight debitity, and ho was

asisting his wifo to attond the sufferers. I ndministored a grain
and a-half of oprum to cach, and it produced a short. interval of
alleviation. They had both been much purged, but that bad
@asidorably abated before my arnval, as also the nausea and
vomiting. I tried somo bicarbonato of soda, about half a tea-
tpoonful 1n wator, 1thad no effect on Robert Helm, but MeIntyro

- Nidit cased tho burming in his stomach and throat, so T con-

tinaed it along with a grain of opinm overy hour. This produced
decided roliof to the latter, but it was ovident to all that poor
Robort was sinking fast. I gavo ham a Jittle whiskoy once, but
bossid it hurt his inside.  His breathing becamo heavy, almost.
tlertorous, tho pulso decliming i rapidity and tho headache
diminished.

About noon I found his exhausticn inereasing and the coun-
tenance becoming particularly palo and expressionless  His oyo
Yeeamo leaden, and tho wholo bady became clammy and culd.
Warm applications and botties of hot-water at the feot and sides,
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produced no hat, except at the part in contact.  He beeamo quito
comatose at four p.m.,and remained so till about sevon, gradually
sinking, the pulse becuming fecbler and fecblor, whon ho gaves
fow heavy sighs and gasps and expired.

Melatyro lived for some years witor, but onon told mo he
never did o1 could recover from the effects of tho Coichicam,
which lefu a LUHSId»H\blO w c.\kmsa of the entire frame, and he
had nocturnal omi; quently to tho accident, whick
wero very dastressing and \veakcmng.

I am satisfied ho never recovered from this unhappy nustake,
in my rosidonce.

Au inquest was held on the bady of Robert Holm, and I ws$
requested to make & pust mortem examination, which tuvk place
about thirty-six hours aftor death.

The face was remarkably palo, and the wholo surfaco of the
body very whito. Tho lips had a contracted puckered look, The
pupils much didated. A small guunuty of blovd vozoed from tho
nostrils, and a blowdy froth was 1u the mouth and on the lips.
The faeces escaped 1o a small exteat, and there was an emission
of the semen.  The bands were scemingly shnivelied, as also the o5,
the skin being much corrugated.

Oo removming the skull the vessels of the dura-mater were muib
distended.  This was also the case with the pia mater, oo {h¢

1 , in the sul io the icl and the cerebellum.
The veins on the last red organ wero- y full, and bed
the dppearance of rounded cords with small koots on tlu;m The ves
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tels at tho base of tho brain, aod thoso of the meduita ablongata were
also much enlarged. .

On opening the cavity of the chest, the lungs were darker
than -patural, and much engorged, and thero was about four ounces
of serum in each pleural cavity as far as { could judgo, or about eight.
ounces in all  The left Jung scerued to be more engorged than tho
right.

There was no clot io the cavity of the heart, and very httio blood,
tot amounting to mure thao a teaspounful or two,

On examining the cavity of the abdowen, 1 found that the perit-
oneum had been very much inflamed, and also the whole leogth of the
iotestinat cagal, from the Pylorus to the Rectum. The stomach was
woch ioflamed over its external surface and alt sts vewms mauch
agorged. .

Tt was much mor¢ inflamed ia the Ticmaty of the pyloric orifice,
then over the wails, or in the ntighbourhvud of the msophagus; and
the smaller intestines, especially the jyunum, were more intensly in-

- famed than 2oy other part whatever.

T spread various portious of the buwels on card and glass, and the
veins scemed as minutely injected as possible with blood, and precisely
dimilar to such spacimens as arc often scen in cascs of poisontng with
arsepic.

The liver was very pale, and the gall bladder filled to excess. I
attributed the paleness of the liver to an almost totul absence of blood.
The ven portas were full ; but not engorged.

The ¢pleen was filled with dark colored blood, and had a darker
look than natural, but 00 signs of inflammation were prescnt.

The renal veins did not scem so much distended as those of tho
other internal organs  The bladder was natural on the inside, and did
'zo! scera to have suffered like the organs, in ihe abdomwinal space ;
zevertheless the vessels of the surroundio, pentobcuin were much dis-
teaded  Neither of the surviviog parties compluined of stranguary,
yet Tom often told me that for some time afterwards his urioo felt hot
inpassine  The same result remained with Mclatyre, but not to so
great an extent as might havo beea expected, considoning the. soverity
of the inflammatico, he mast have codured in the surtyunding parts; aod
it seoms strang, , the kidneys and bladder were not more mvolved, than
they really scemed to be.

From the appearances as preseated in the post mortem, we aro led.
tiofer that colchicum produces death, by actiog as an trrtant poison,
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aod tho symptoms scem to be a compound of thoso of avsenio acd
opium. The severity of these become remitted at the last, and the
unfortuvate becomes comotose, from  the compression of the cercbral
mass, from apoplexy. The thirst and burning were always checked by-
a few mouthfuls of water, and this was craved by both paticots with
great avidity, although the stomach soou rejected part of it. Bicarbon-
ato of soda also scemed to reliese, and Joho Mclntyre drank it freely
duriog his convalescence.  Upium also relieved both patients, and I
gave as much as I decmed safe uoder the vircumstances. T have oftea
since regretted that 1 did not combiue the oprum with Iiydrarg. sub.
.mur. as 1t might have been serviceable  Ja the extreme paucity of in-
formation that 1n general prevads in reference to this poison, 1 should
thiok that aoy reasonable remedy that presents itself to the mind of
the practitioner, on the spur of the moment, allowable.  Opium isa
remedy to be trusted, as the snflammativn and irntation produced by
colchicum are decidedly abated by its exhibition, in conjumction with
Sodw wicarh, I think tlas point almest cstablished by tho two cases
under our present cvosideration,  Cold water al:o gave momcotary
felief, and 1 did pot curtall its use 1 the least.  Spints of any Lied
are, I think, contra-indicated.

In conclusion I may remark, that practising in the bushis
by no means working in a ganden of roses, and the new
setticments have fow of the refinements of humanity to boast of:
What weary jourmes!  What poor remuneration ! and anfortu-
nately, as I have experionced, how littlo thanks for your best
cndeavours, cien when crowned wih tho best of success! I
often reponted ¢vor cuming inty these new sotticments, and yet
there aro sv many pleasant recollectivnis, 50 many agreeablo and
honest people thruwn ih your way, that the bitter and the sweot
scom 10 blend i a surt of unison. Others must have experienced |
tho same as I have iu a new country, and succeeding sottloments
will have their doctor, to bo praised and romunerated as far as
possiblo by some, and by others abused and slandored in overy
possiblo manner.

In.my pioneer hie I have experionced -most of the enjoy-
monts, and pleasures of the profession and I may justly add, I
bavoalso beon conversant with its sorrows and disappointmonts. I
bave often foit also that if somo of the practitioners around me
wore in citics whoro thoir merits wero known, instead of obtain:
ing a fow bundred dollars a year, thoy would accumulato xeéans).
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and hold & high position 1 socioty, at once tlxe-r desert and
thoir natural right.

THERAPEUTIC ACTION OF COLCIHICUM.

The thevapeutir effects of colcducunt are not altogether
understond, even by the best of nedieal adopts and 1t will
require & much more extended fickl for obscevation than tav
generally afivded the most suceesstul practitioners or con
by ordinary Haspitals, before amany of  tho results toth
beneficial and the reverse can be set at  rest, on this
very important and iuterosting subject. I have used 1t most
decidedly with benefit in gout, chrouic awd inflammatory chou-
matism. irritation of the Bladder and urcthia in stune or gravol,
and in seiatiea but T in no case cxbubit it 1 any quantity by
itself T generally combine the wino ur Lincture of colchieum
with tinet apii  This 1 can safely rccommond to the notico
of thoso who have not thus used it, as a very kindly adjunct
{o the colchicum, beecause it seems to allay the srmtotion or
purging of the bowels in larger doses. I generally give it in
the proportion of about one part of colchicam to two ur three of
Jaudanum. more or less according tu the nature of the case under

. treatment.

It has bean long a well established fact that colvhicum acts
more rapidly and purges more violently when combined with an
%id. T can aver as far as my experience 18 wucerned, and
Ihavo had a reasonable oxteat, that the wing ur tincturo 18- not
presented from displaying all its good effects when combined
¥ith soda bicarh or potass bicatb. or lyuur potassa, and
(hat'purging is not so readily a sequence. This is especially
0 in irritation of the bladder in stuny deposits,  The loliowing
e the proportions that I genorally uso and find for the most
Dert that thoy alloviato very much.

This patient was addicted to the immoderate use of alcobolic
stimulants, a hatit which seems to lead 10 many cases to congestion of
the bronchial mucous by and not unfrequently to discase of
the parenchyma of the right lung.

R Storer's Clamp, at as foog
2 distance 23 posuible frum its vrigio, the tumour was then cut awsy
and received in apail. Baker Bruwa s Clamp was nest applied, Storer's
Clamp removed, and the pedicle was scared off close to the surfacs of
the Clamp by the actual cautery.

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A CASE-OF STONE IN TIE BLADDER.—DEFORMITY.—~
OPERATION.—SUBSEQUENT DEATIK

Stone in the Lladder 15 one of the most important surgical affec-
tions. It s important not merely because of tbe several modes in
which the stone may form, but from the great mortality which statis-
tics inform us atteud vperat v¢ procedure.  Thus according to statistics
recently prepared by Sie H. Thompsou, the aserage mortality attend-
ing hithotomy in the London hospitals is 11n 7}, and inall England it
is 1 10 6.93 :ases, while 1o Europe general.y the average is 1-in 514
So the siatement of Erichscn 13 cvidently truc that  Lithotomy evea in
Bealthy subjects is always a dangerous operation.”  In children the
danger is considerably less than in adults, so that the average number of
deaths among adults would be something greater than the above mea
tioucd, The presence of constitutional or local discase adds very mach to
the danger.  Again, according to statisties prepared by Crosse, the mor
tality is to a marked extent modifiad by the mize of the stone. He bas
found that whon the stone 15 onc vunce or under, the average of deaths
is 1in 11.25, when from 1 to 2 ounces, the number is 1 io 6.615
when from 2 to 3 ouaces, 1 10 2.13, when from 3 to 4 ounces, I in
1.57. + This iltustrates very clearly the fact that the operation for the
removal of a large caleulus us far more dangerous than that for the
estraction of a small one.”

Tac history of tho case I am about to give is onc of great inwerest.

Fleming, to risk the success of an operation. Tho pain i8 very great,
a0d for x long time he has been compelled to lie upon his face to relieve
the distress causcd by the stone pressiog posteriorly  Ife can retain
but a very hittle urine 1o the bladder.  Long continued sufferiog with
gestlcssness has redaced him to almost & skeleton  Tlis appetite is never
good, yet he retains a good degreo of sprightliness  So far as can be
Yearaed the stoao hias only once beeo-felt by means of the sound.

e was received asa private paticnt into the Toronto Hospital oo
the 1Tth Jan. 1871 The following day I intraduced a souand 1nto the
urethra which, with but little difficulty passed to the tmauguar
ligameat. A little manipulation then brought the instrument 1o con-
tact with a stone . but it was found that it would nut readily cnter the
bladder. ‘The following day T agaio passed the sound to the stone,
without any further advancoment  Tiwo dags later I had Dr. Bethune
in consultation, but on this occasion neither of us could fecl the stone.
We determined to let the patieut have 1 rest of scveral days before
further oxamination  Four days thereafter every preparation was made
to perform the operation of lithotomy should we succeed io reaching
tho stone with the instrument  Instead of using a sound, a grooved
staff was employed so that prompt advantage could be taken of
favourable introduction  But we were doomed to disappointment, not
only could we not introduce the staff, but the sound could not be made
% teach the stono, although different sizes aud kinds were tried.
Under such circumstances it was of course mpossible to procced with
the opceration, avd it had to be deferred  The patient suffered tempor-
aily from irritation of the urethra, but it was shortly relicved by the
use of hyose yamus avd flax seed tea, and in a few days the condition of
the patient was as before the effort to operate.  After soms dnys elastic
bougies wero tried as well as the sound by differcnt persoss, but in no
exte did the instrument pass beyond the asterior part of the prostate.

After o further consultation preparations were again made to
operate, 1f 1t were found practicable aving becp placed upon the
table, the paticnt was put under the infivence of chloroform. After
vepeated fruattess attempts by myself and athers to pass the 1astrumeat,
and as we were about to give up in despair of resching the stone, I
wade a Jast attempt. By means of the straight staff, T at last succeeded
intouching the stone. Others having corroborated my declaration that 1
Rt it, and as we now kaew the instrument was in the uatural passage,
it was 2 more casy matter to urge the instrument on. Some manipu-
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lation made it convenicot to feel the stono with distinetness, although
the instrument would not cuter the bladder. The straight staff was
removed and a curved one substituted, which readily came in contact
with the stone. It was decided to proceed with the operation of lateral
lithotomy.

Ia consequeuce of thy deformity of the parts, it was found that the
paticat couid ot be casily ticd ia the usual pusitivn for this operation,
and | wus induced te act upon the suggestion to trust to these prescat
to hold him in the ordinary positiun so far as could be dove  This
omission to tic is oac I would oot advise in any case, asin the courre
of the operation it may becomo impossible to steadily retain tac
paticnt in that pusition so csscatial to a satisfi ctory operation.  Upon
cxamination of the perinicum, when placed in position, it w: s found that
tho deformity very copsiaerably affected its appearance. Tho ~aphe
from the auns to the serotum was materially to one side, and curved.
The outlet of the pelvis was eviden tly aboormal, in consequence of the
long continued deformity at the hip joint. This unnatural cendition
of the parts, and the fuct that the staff did not fairly coter the bladder
cither from tho great size or from some unusual position of the stone,
in connection with the constitutivnal disqualification of the paticnt wero
not by any mieans assurio, ~17T confess I commenced the operation
with some apprehension pidation.” The first incision was made
caatiously, uod I was inducet.to commence it somewhat more posterior
than might advantageously have been dono.  With a trifling delay the
first part of the operation was accomplished, that is, by incision, the
pecessary structures were divided to lay open the ischio rectal fossa.
But now was encouatered the first of several difficulties, It was found
that tho membranous as weil as the prustatic purtivns of the urcthra
were 10 an abnormal cunditin, aud the reason why the ipstrument
would not enter the bladder was fully explained. The stune occupied
the prostatic purtion of the urcthra, which was much dilated. But
the principal thing which at this stage engaged my attention was the

b J thickening of the b portion.  The thickening
was so great that the staff could with difficulty be distioguished
through the coats. And as the instrument was pot within the
bladder, but merely resting agaioyt the stone, it was impossible to hold it
firmly fized. The prescoce of the stone where the prostate alose
ought to have beeo, with the thickening aod induration of the
membrane gave the case a degreo of uscertainty which onme oper-
ating uader ordiary circumstances could not fully realize. Afters
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littlo delay to coumder the bearmngs of thecass,  curved, sharp-pownted
bistoury was passed along my finger and tmade to penetrato to the
staff 3ad to divide a portion of the wall, cutting from behwnd forward.
I then with a straight knufe, cut to a hmited cxtent toward the pros-
tato. The probepointed lithotomy knife was then taken and passed
along ia the lateralized pusitin anul the end of the grovve wasreached ,
but it was pluin that at the must avery huted opening had been effected
to the stune This of cuursc can be icadily understood when 1t 1s remem-
bered that the stuff did nut pass over the stone, which occupred the
dilated prostate. At this juoctare 1 wished the opioion of another,
and Dr Xudder introduced hus finger to the staff and cxpressed the
opinion that the knify shuuld uut bu used auy wore, but that the opening
shuuld bu enlargud by the finger passed alon,, the staff, which he did.

1 then placed my fluger sgainst the stoue, and the staff was removed.
The forcups we.e m.ru\luwd and I tried to grasp the stone, but this
wus impossible,  The stune was plualy a large one, and although for-

9ue could be made tv cocumpass the swone, but portions of a soft stone
were broken off. TFaliag with the forceps the scoop was used, and
passed ty the posterivr part of tha stone.  With tho finger.as a coun-
terpoise an cffort wus mado t extract, but tho stone turncd on 1ts agis
and the scoop came away, carrying a fragment of tho stone. Thiok-
ing the chau,vetl posttion wiht cosbic me to grasp it, { agawn tried the
forceps, but could not suffiriently ditate to enciose the stone. S0 the
$¢00}s Wus aguin taken, and with more success. The stone was slowly
by an oscxlhtmb movenwot extractend.  Its size was about that of a
billiard ball, and runaded. Before any purtvn of it had been crum-
bled off it must have Luen considerably larger than a bubard batt. Ot
coursc the shape und size, 10 cobucctivn ®ath its posicion, aceounted for
the insurmouatable difficulty of seizing it with tho forceps.

During the eoursc of tho operation I had not given much atten-
tion to the waditivn of the patient, but was now informed that he bad
remained in a faur condition, except that the pulso was somerwhat weak.
The bladder having been washed ouc with warm swater the paticnt was
put to bed, and mado comfortable, bring secmingly only affected by
the chlomform, There was nothing a]:mnmo nouccd and the gentle-
mea who kindly rendered . g 12 the room,
T observed, about half an hour aiter the operation a warked palor of
the face, and found the pulse weak. At this time he had passed from
under the iofl of chl 3 L were given more freely,
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and bot bottles put to his extremities. e rallicd for a while, and
could speak, cxpressing humvelf as feeling poorly, but asheing free from
pain.  But about ao hour afterwaed the pulse suddenly grew weak ,
and aithough the strongest stunulouls were administered Ly mouth
and per rectum, he finally sauk and died.

In view of the statsuies given an the former part of this paper,
and the pathological conditiup ol the purts involved in the operation,
both without and mithio , the leagth of the ime the stone had been in
the btadder, 14 years, tho size, and the shatterd condition of the pati-
ent's gencral health, 1t may be #aud there was no solid ground to expect
a favourable tssue. Resviwwing the whole matter, and considering the
successivo obstacies which were encruntered at the sveral steps of the
operation, I faal tv sec 10 what respect any other course could bave
been at any time taken by wh:-h the chances of the patient would have
been imereased,aithough, onu Wil uften,upon reflection, imagine he mizht
have done othermise fur the bencfit of his puticut, just as the on lcoler
will often fancy that, had he the matter in hand, difficultics would
disappear Jike frost before the rising sun.

In conclusion, I would express wy thanks for the kindly aid offered
by the scveral medical geutlemen prescat. In all operations, and espe-
cially 1p trying oncs, 1t is of the firstinportance to have cfficient assist-
ance from thoso who stand ready to give judicious advice whenever

S1r,—L am induced to ropurt the following case of puerperal
fever, as I beliove 1t 13 out of tho ordinary “routine of such cases.

Mrs. Margarot L., aged 23 yenrs, third prognancy, admit-
ted to this hospital at 10.30 p.m., on Fobraary 16th, 1871. Sho
stated that the pans began that evening, about cight o’clock,
but did not become sovero Ll nine, when her husband brought
her heroin acab.  The pains gradually becamo more rogular
and severe, and at mudnight sho was safoly delivered of o fino
healthy boy, woighsog vight pounds.  The placenta came away
in balf an hour. and tho utorus becamo firmly contracted She
stated that sho had made favurable and rapid recovories in both
of her previous confinemonts.

Tho pationt continacd o improve for ¢;ght days, the lochie
boing normal in quanuty and quaity  On February 24th—the
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ninth dny.T noticed, for the first time, that tho pntmntspo;w at
timea in o rather strange wannor, but always ruo )
wished to rise. l’ormlssmn was givon to tho nurso to allow hor
up, for two hours  Whilo the nurse had her back turned, tho
pationt. ran to an open winduw in au adjaming ward, but could
not have been thore scarcely & munnto.  Sho was ordered to bed
again, and still said she felt perfectly well, conunuing to take
her food with a good appetite.  She wus questioned as to fechng
any chill, but persisted in saying that she had not, and no rigor
had beon noticed by the nurse. -

About sovon p m., I made my evening visit to the wards,
and found her very woll, with the oxcoption of the pulse, which
was nbout-83 or 90, but I attributed this to hor oxcatable cha-
racter I thon went out, but on my rewurn, about 11.30 pam,, L
found that they had been obligod to sond for the attending
physician, as the pationt had beeomo excited, and complained of
great pain over the abdomen.

Turpontino stupes were applied to tho abdomon, and an
opiate ovory two hours was ordored. Pulse 160.

February 25th, 10 30 a.m —Pulse 136, abdomen tympamte;
tongue dry  Professor Simpsor visited hor at 12.30 p.m. Pulse
130, local peritonitis on lower border of the liver. Turpentwne
stupes overy half hour, opiato overy two hours, turpentine
intornally, 10 drops overy four hours. Towards ovenwng the
palse becamo quicker, and when pressure was applicd to the
sbdomen sho complained of no pamn. The patient continued
quito conscious till about 6 a.n on Fobruary 26th, and at 7.15
am sho took a convulsion and died immediatoly after.

What soems very strange in this case, i3 that tho paticnt
coatinued so woll up to the ninth day after dohivery, hor disease
being ushored in without showing any premonitory symptoms of
its approach, such as 2 prolonged chill, rigors, &e. No assignable
cause can bo shown for the rapid inception of tho disease. No
ono had visited tho pationt oxcopt myself and tho attending
physician. It cannot be traced to an exysipelatous patient in
any way, and no other paticnt has died of fever in tho hospital
Jor somo months.

Sir,—I am not suro whether you allow controvorsy to take
place in the pages of your journal or not, I hope you do, to a
«<ertain estent, as I thiok a hittle controversy bencficial, especially to
tho younger members of the profession, provided it be carried on
honourably aod honestly. 1 hope you will oblige mo by allowing my
present communication to appear i tho Lance?, as I feel it somewhat
incnmbent upon me to write i, inasmuch as Dr A. Agaew, of
Delaware, Ont., 1 reporting a.case of worm fever in the March num-
ber of the Lancet, somewhat similar to my easc, which appeared io
the January nuwmber—only more s0, a3 Artemus Ward would have
8aid, alludes to my caso in a rather disparaging mapner.

Ho first ioforms us that 1t 13 often difficult to tell whether the worms
are the causcof the discase oz awere complication, and then states that
the report of my case throws very little light upon the subjeet I bave
read the report of Dr. Agnew's case, and I fail to seo that it throws
aay more light upen the subject inly more wor but scarccly
more light.  Though the reading of my case may not have let much
light 1nto the Dr.’s wnd, 1t probably assisted him in diagoosing
worms to be the cause of his paticats trouble, especially as the worms
were making their '.ppcanncc, per. o3, :md also in determining him
1o attack the « ints,” as he so graphi ibes it.

Ile further states, that the presence of 18 worms in the ‘botrels,
was scarccly sufficteat to acconnt for the symptoms I described. s
well might Dr. Agnew say, that the inhalation of marsh miasmata,
was not sufficient to account for an attack of ague, with its accompany-
ing train of symptoms. Aad, in my opioion, his grounds for such an
assertion would be far more tenable,

However, 1o reporting my case, I did not enter into any pathologi-
cal discussion of tho subject, as Dr. Agoew has attempted to do, but
merely reported the case as it occurred in my prastice, with the treat-
ment and 1ts result.  And, whether or not, the presence of 18 worms-
was tho cause of tho symptoms I described, certain it is, that upon
their rcmoval the child got better immediately. But with your per
mission I'will now make a fow remarks upon the subject. I quite
agreo with Dr. A. that-it 1s often difficult to tell whether the worms
are the causo of all thosymptoms, But we are often beset with greater
difficulties 1n other discases. I suppose that Dr Aguew is awaro that
tho alimedtary canal 13 hoed with mucous membrane, and largely sup-
plied with little vessels, called absorbents, and - that one of tho stroog-
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est laws it the animal cconomy is.that of eympathy of one organ or
set of organ with another  Now, the presence of a large number or
cven a limited number of worms In the alimentary cuval, must, and'
docs set up g great amouat of irritation, and iterferes greatly with.
the process of' digestion ard assunilation.  That a great deal of irrita-
tion is present is plainly shewn by the character of tho stools. And
when wo take into consideration the fact that worms are generally found
in children whose dict has been erroucous and illregulated, which of
itself is sufficient to cause a great amount of disturbance.throughout
the system, it is easy, I thiak, to account for a grest variety of
symptoms.  And furthermore, in iy opinion, the irritation sct up by
the worms, which has been going on in tho systein for somo time, gives
tize to discused matter, part o which becoming absorbed, acts 28
species of blood poison. Henee, wo hase the circulation cnidently dis-
turbed with its accompanying fever, heat of skin, cruption, &e. In
conclusion, whether or not the wormus are the cause of tho symploms,
T koow that during the last seven years 1 havo had a number of cases:
of worm fever, the symptoms of all disappeanog upon the remoral of
the cause (worms),

Bed Maling in Tractures. 339

EASY METHOD OF BED MAKING IN FRACTURES.

Dr B D Worthington, of Sherbruvhe, Quebcee, 1n the February
womber of the Minada Medeewl Juurad, descubes an execedingly simplo
and easy method of bed making in fractures.  The contrivance 1s very
casy of application, and a3 it is somethi. , vew aod onginal, wo give
the deseription in full, and would recommiend it us 4 useful and ngenions
arrangement for the purpuse for which it 1s iateoded.  Ihis apparatus
is as follows :—

“Fight pirces of pine—six of them being cach thisty inches n
“length, four in breadth, aud three-cights of an inch in thicknesse
“The other two are three in breadth, three-quarters of an ioch in
“thickness, aod the length of an ordinary bedstead, the cods and
“edges of them all being rounded, and perfectly smooth.

“When everything is ready I pass the short picces separately
“ynder the patient from side to-side, at regular ntervals from the
‘“bead to the feet—say one at the heel, the calf of the leg, the middle
“of the thighs, the hips, small of the back, and shoulders. The long
“picces are then carcfully inserted under the cnds of the short picces.
“The apparatus is put together in a minuts, and one person at each
“corner lifts the paticot steadily va thus temporary stretcher.  The
“bed underneath is arranged in two munutes more, without tho least
“fecling of discomfort to the paticnt. In this way my patient has
“been moved every day for the last two weeks,  As-her bedstead is
“rather low, two cnds of the long side piccesare Jifted so as 1o rest upon
#the headboard, and a couple of hassocks support the lower euds votil
“the process of bed makivg, &e., is completed.

“Tn al} the stretchers I have seen used, the patieot had to be
“lifted upon them, while in this plan the stretcher 15 made uuder the
“paticot  As a matter of safety the four corners may be secured by
“apin or screw, but the weight of the patient, aed a hittic care on the
“part of the attendants, render this unnceessary 1n 9 sick room.

“Ttis sometimes difficult for nurses to pass the bed pan well
“nnder a paticnt, but by adopting the above sagzestion either the bed
““pav or ordinary * utensil,’ according to the peculiar notions ot invahds
“on this delicatc subject, may be used without nsk of makiog the
“sufferer a victim of misplaced confidence.

“Tn conclusion, I believe that for 'field use,” tho above put
“logether io scts, with a woodca pin to be dropped ta a holo at-cach
“corner, would be cheaper, more profitable, and in every respect better
“than"the present army stectcher.”

SERVICE OF DR. CANNIFF, -
(Reportad by 3r. 3. T. Abbott, Clinfeal Clerk.)

DISLOCATION OF HEAD OF RADIUS BACKWARDS.

Wm. M, aged 25, nauvo of England, admitted December Tth,
1570. Thus interesting case had beon scen befuro admission, by
a physician, and as tho symptoms were sumowhat obscnre, 2
dingnosis had not beeo made, butat was surmised that a frac-
ture of the olecranvn process had-takon place. Afer deliburate
oxanmunation of the arm, there was nu difficulty in arriving at
tho conclusiun that the wnyury was an ivstance of tho unfrequent
dislocation of the hoad of the radius backwards.  Subscyuently,
upon cxamimng Hamiltun on this formn of dislocativn, it was
found that tho symptoms of the case in haund' woro such a3
deseribed by him.  Hamilton guestns whethier this injury s0
often ceeurs as has been recurded, altbvugh the numler is not
great. In tus case, reduction of the dislveation aud the speedy
recovery of tho paucal, supports the aceracy of the symptoms
which were present.  Bui, unguesuunably, the anatumical con-
struction of thu parts precludes an casy displ nt of the
radius backwards.

There wus sume uncerlainty-as to the causo of the accidents
as tho man was intezialed at tho time he sustained the injury;
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but, so fur 23 could he gathered, bo had, when i the act of fali.
ing, seized hold of sumsthing tu save limself. By this means
the arm had probably levu much twisted, whiis the muscles were
in 8 state of comparat.. . relaxation from aleobol,

An attempt was made to reduco by flenion, as woll as by
oxtension, at the same tme juessing tho head of the bone,
Pailng m 1lis, the jaticnt recened dhilorotutm, afier which
reducti 1 was easily cllected. The arm was placed i a shag,
Three Jay« after, apon «xanunation, the arm was joand well, and
could bo easily moved in any direction.

DISLOCATIUN INTO THE AXILLA, LEFT SIDE

Jams S, aged 50, nativo of England, occupation, hostler,
Fell upon tho ico in sach & way as to displace the head of tho
homerus Dr Canniff was called in consultauon, and aununise
torc: chloruform, whilo the dislueation was reduced by Dr. May.
The man lived in the country, and it was neary twenty-four
hours aftcr the accident bufure suductivn was mado, During
that time he had suflered mach pan, which was auributed to
prossuro upun-the bra_hial ploxus, The reduction was readily
offected,

Threo days after (22nd Januvary, 1871,) lo was admtted
into the Hospiial, when 1t was found that theio was partial para.
lysis of the arm, from the injury sustamed Ly the brachial
ploxas, the ulnar nerve Leing less affecied than tho others
derived from that plezus. By fricuon and use, with tnct. nux
vom , and latterly the Lattery, the mau s slosly regaining tho
uso of the arm.

DISLACATINN OF HUMERLS—THREE MONTIlS LULRATIUN—UNSLC
CESSFUL ATTEMPT AT REDUCTION.

Ellen F, aged 18 nativo of Englynd, adnutted 19th Dee.,
1870 This was a stout wunan, with a gowd dea) of Lissuo over-
Iying the parts involted i the distocation.  But tho head of tho
hooe soull be felt anterior to the coraconl process. Several
attempty were made tu reduco, but withuut enuirsly sueceeding.
The patient heing fully wider the influenco of chiorufurm, and
aseivred by Des Bethune, Rowell, Malloch and othiers, tho pul-
liew were applied, and continued as lung and with as much force
asdare bo used  Tho first uperation had the offect ut bringing
tho head of the bune 1ntu cluse relatwaship with the . glenont
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cavity.  Adthough tho subsequont effurts tu cwmpletely reduco
faited, the paticus has recetsed muck bonefit. When admitted,
sho had no use of tho arm, but now she ean biing the hand to
tho top of tho hicad. Passito tvtion was hept up, aud she has
Deon nstructed to use the imb, with this result  The ubstacle
to the reduction which has not been overcume, may not be fully
dotermincd.  Tho adhicsions seemed tu be entirely brohon up at
tho timo of operation, the actwn of the musiles was overcome
by the chlorofurm and the extensivn. Probably the capsular
figament had been ruptured, 50 as to permit tho head to slip
through, which was thon caught as a buttun in a button hofe

Both meon of ouddle age. Tho first, who was brought by
Dr. Fisher, of Toronty, was a strong muscalar man, and he had
to bo fully othorized befurs the reduction was effected, which
was dono by placing the heel i the axilla, and oxtension being
mado by assistants.  The sceond case was easily reduced, with
-out chloroform, :n the saro manner as the first.

FRACTURE OF THE SHASFT OF TIE RIGHT FEMUR AND LEFT
FIBULA.

Thomas H., aged 28, Canada, admitted June 21, 1871
Whilo ongaged «n superintendisi, the razing of an old brick
buitding, tho chamnoy foll upun hum, slmost burying him beneath
the bricks. But fortunatoly & laddor had fallen upon himin
such a way as to protect hus body from fatal injury. o recoived
soveral bruises and a fracture of the fibula, but the main injury
was the fracture of the fomur & little below the middie The
fracture was shghtly obhiquo from before backward, Ile was
convoyed to the hospital, and a fow hours lator the limb was put
up. A long splint from the axilla would have-been profcrred,
but ono so lung not boing immediately availablo, a shorter one,
oxtonding, howuver, from about five inches abovo the crestof
tho ilwm was employed. A great object secured by the long
sphint is tho fixture, so to speak, of the body and tho fracturod
hmb, thereby preventing motion.  Extension was made by means
of adhesive straps applied to cither sido of the leg from the
knco, and sufficiently lung to be passed through a font board at-
tached to tho straight splint, and tied. The countor extonsion
was cffectod by a porineal bandage fastened to tho upper end of
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tho splint  Throo shurt splints were apphed to tho thigh, one
in front, ono bohind, and vue at the wner side.  When tho whole
wag adjusted it was found that the Limb, compared with #s follow,
was in a natural position.  The tollowing day found tho man
comfirtable and tho limb in gowl condivion.  Subsequentiy, in
consequonce of exeariation at the perisacum, o pully and wesght at
the foot was substituted for perineal bandage, Tho foot of tho
bed was raiscd 10 tho oxtent of cight inches, and tho upper end
of the long splint was attached to the body by Landage. No
untoward symptom prescnted itself, and at the end of six weoks
‘the splints were removed.  Provisional callus upon tho posterior
aspect of tho bono was found to bo abundant, but tho imb was
natural in its goneral appearance. A starch bandago was appli-
cd and tho patient removed to his home.  Ho has been seansinco
that time, and now, on thoe 20th of March ho s able to got about
on crutches.  Tho limb is looking woll.

Tho fracture of the fibula id not require much attention.
"By preasure behind, the fragments woro brought into placo, and
tho leg was made comfortablo by an clevated position.

pon oxamination, the princlr:\l deformity was found to consist
in shortomng of tho limb to tho oxient of an wnch aod a half.
Crepitas could be felt upon floxing the thigh. Tho imb was
placed in a comfortable pusition un the duubie inclined plage. A
fow days after it was noticed that tho himb had become short-
oned to the extent of threo inches, and that the trochaoter major
was prominent and much highor up than natural. A pully and
Wwoight was attached to tho limb, but the patient was unablo o
bear the confinomont. The limb was then placed in a McIntyro
splint and mado fast This dogree of confincmont the pationt has
been ablo to endure.

It is no uncommon thing for tho shortening, which 1s limited
at first, 10 intea-capsular fracture to becomo greater from the
Sretching of the capsularligament.  Ofcourse when the fracturo is
completely within the ligament, the hope of oussific union must
bo Jimited, but in this caso it 1s hoped that the tracture 13 obliguo
and that a portion of the uppor fragmont 13 attached w the cap-
sular ligamont so0 as to obtain a botter arterial supply.

LOBULATLD INTRA-UTERINE FIBROID TUMOR SUC-
CESSFULLY REMOVED.

Mrs, S—— B——, thirtysix years of age, married, and the
mother of two chidrun, the youugur of whum was born Jeven years
ago, was Lrought w wy offico for cxamination vn the 19th of last Julye

Appearanco auacmic, much debilitated, stumach irritable, with
searcely any appetite, and freyucnt nausea.  Dusing the last niue sears
sho has been subject to copous hemorrhages, aggrasated b the men
strual periods, fur which she Las bevn attended by severnl physicisos,
without much beacfit,

Un examioation, per vayindm, the uterus was found considerably
evlarged , the sound pasted four snd ono-half jnches. She was told
that 1t would be neeessary tv dulate the womb, in vrder to uscertain the
preetse nutaro of her discase, and, for greater couveoicace of acoes's
she took up her residence with a marmied sister in tho adjoining town
of Wakeficld.

A sponge tent was readily inscrted on Thursday, July 21st
allowed to remwin five houry, a0d a sccond tent joserted, shich was
removed next morning. On account of tho extremo heat of the
weather, aud tho vear approach of her mwnstrual fluw, nothing more
was attempted till Friday, July 29th, when a third tent was inserted,
removed after five hours, and repluced Ly an extra large sponge teot,
which was allowed to remain viet tight. O its removal, the presence
of a lobulated fibrous tumur, attached tu the body of the uterus, and
cepectatly o the pustertor wall wud fundus, could bo distinetly felt

"The paticnt and her husband were informed of tho stato of affairs,
and a consaltation recommended, to which they cheerfully conseoted.
Dr. 11. R. Storer, of Boustun, was consulted, and agreed to visit aod
operate, it thought advisabie, on the fulluwing Tuesday (August 20d).
le was nofortanately prevented from attending by personal sickoess-
Dr. Suttivan, of Maiden, Urs. Stevens sod Brown of Stoncham, 20d
Dr. Abbott, of Wukeficld, were present.  The patient was fully etber-
ized; a spongo tent, which hud been put iu on the preceding eveoing,
removed, and a portion of the attachment brohen up by the fingers aod
scissors.  Scverul attewpty were then made to pass the chain of 20

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ecrasear sround the base of the tumor, but, on account of the narrow
spaco and the firmest part of attachment beiog at tho fundus, mthout
success.  Tho patient had pow been threo hours on tho table, during
which time she occasionally required strong stimulsnts, and aithough
very little blaod had been lost (less than two ouncesy, a majority of the
surgcons prexent were of opinion thay it would not bo adwisablo to pro-
cced with the operation-that dag. Lo have done s0 would have neces
sitated slitting up the cersix on both sides, a step sometimes followed
by profuse hemorrlioge, and the paticnt could pot afford to lose much
wore blood.

Sho rallied well, and passed 3 good night.

A week later, Tuesday, Aug. Oth, av cleven o'clock am., tho
patient was again ctherized, in the presence of Dirs. Storer, Sulivan,
Abbott and Brown  The corvix was thoroughly dilated by means of a
Tubber bag, filled with water, but it svon contracted agawn.  The cer-
vit was then partially ivcised by Dr. Storer, and an unsuccessful
attempt made to pass the chain of an cerarcur arouad tho tumor.

At this stago, Dr. Cutter, of Wobarn, arrived, and also made g
similarly unsuceessful attempt to pass the chaw. e had fortunately
brought with him a new instrument, capable of being attached to tho
largo ceraseur, for operativg in deep cavitics, It consists of a fiattened
brass tube, cight inches long, three and one-sixteenth inches broad, and
one-sixteenth inch thick. The tube is soldered to a round nut, which
screws on o tho socket, into which the branches also fit. Anncaled
iron wire is cmployed as the cutting ageot.  The tube was bent so as
to form the are of a circlo-with a radius of six 1n~Les.  An oval loop of
wire was formed, one and one-half inches Jony and one mch short diam-
¢ter, and passsed into the uterus by the side of the growth, the loop
was then expanded aud passed over the tumor with the ad of the tube,
fioger, and a bluntcaded sponge-holder.  Traction was made, the
fioger following the wire, until tho section was completed.

After the tumor had been thus detached, it could not be removed
from the uterus, on account of its.bulk, being nearly as large as the
£t, until cut into three picces by Dr. Cutter's apparatus.  Even then
it was with great difficulty and tho application of much force, that Dr.
Storer finally succeeded in “delivering "' the two larger sections.

During this operation, which lasted fully three hours, stimulants
‘Fete oceasionally admivistercd, but sho rallied from the anzsthetic
(Squibbe’ cther) even better than on the provious trial. The urine

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sho passed water voluatarily, aor did the catheter requiro to be us-d
agan.  No d symp of any import: d duriog
recovery. ller appetite gradusily improved, and within two weeks
after the operation she was ablo to be moved to her mother's house ia
Lyonfield ta distance of threo miles), for convenicnce of bursing, and
dn'less thaa four weeks later returned to her own houso in Peabody.

The aft was dingly simply. Washes of weak
scarbolio acid (f o graivs to the pint of water), alternating with the
:solution of permanganate of potass, were employed to remose disckarges
from the vagina, the odor from which was never very offeosive.
Iodized olive 61l was used externally over the chest, and syrup of the
hypophosphites of lime and eoda given internally.

About fivo weeks after tho operation the menstrual flow set io,
and lasted nearly five days. Tho utcrus, which had been much pro-
lapsed, kas returned to its normal position, aod the incisions in the
<cervix have healed.

In several respeets, this caso is remarkable,  Prof. Kilob, of
Vicona, says that the lobulated wusiety of fibroid polypus is rare.
But the principal snterest centres rouad the method employed for the
first time 1o this.case to detach the growth. When operations are
necessanly conducted 1 narrow cavities, it 1s of the highest importance
to have.the instruments as small as possible. That Dr. Cutter’s flat
tencd tube p the ad ges of comp bined with the
Tequisite strength, was clearly shown in this eaze by the successful
Yesult.  Most surgeons who have used Chassaignac's ccraseur will
admit that the “ kivks  or keots formed by the chain are annogiog to
the operator, and often foil hum ia cffecting his ‘Yurposc To obriste
this very difficulty, Dr J Marion Sims mvented a complicated addi-
tion to the ccraseur, called & porte-chaine, which in other hands has
failed, and 18 now k. Jd aside as impracticable. This-little instrumont
of Dr. Cutter's, onginally ded for operations in the throat, answers
30 admirably for certain utenine tumors that it scems impossible o
simplify it further.

1t may be added that the rapid recovery, uncumplicated with bad
symptoms, was greatly helped by the cheerful courage of tho paticat
herse _and tho careful nursing of an intelligent mother.—Gynaeolo-
gical Journal.

<bat the elbow was excised'ten timos—for caries, four times; and
for compound fractures, six times.  Tho ratio of mortahty was
twonly per cent , but a very markeu difference oxists in favor
of oxcision for disease  Of these nono died, whilo of traumatie
excisions one-third wore fatal, and one-half of them required
amputation subsequent to oxcision. Tho ansuccessful cases wwere,
however, comphicated with sluughing aud dehrinm tremens.

Tho wrist was oxciscd onco for caries.  All tho bones wero
removed, oxeept the trapezium. Tho case dud very woll, but the
pationt ultimately died of urcernia.

The hip joint was oxcised eleven timos—nine children and
two adults, seven survived, aad four died, including both adults.
The oprration of excision is rarely over successful, 1f porformed
aftor puborty.

In tho article on Pncumonia, it appears that 190 cases wors
treated in the last fise years.  Tho greator portion of theso cnses
‘were treated by the plan setfurth by Dr. Benuett : milk and beef
tea, with wine whey, to the oxtont of from six to twelve ounces
-of sherry wino daily  External apphications have been used in
many casos, by envelopiog tho part affected by a “ jacket poul-
tico” of flax-seed meal, and kept warm. Tho results woro as
follows of tho 107 uncomplicated cases, 95 were discharged
well, 2 relieved, and 10 died, or ono to every 10 and 1-Tth cases.

300 casos of acute rheumatism wero treated, of these 125
wero under purely alkaline treatmont, and 18 of theso developed
-tandiac diseascs of the heart during their stay at tho hospital, 13
endocardial, and 5 pencardial.  Tho averago stay at tho hospital
-ofthosc under alkaline treatmont was 24 days, from thus, one
week may Lo deducted for the period of convalesconce.

175 cases weoro treated by tno non-alkahne plan, such as
-eglchicnn\, opium, syrup of lime, blisters. &c., of theso, 18
wtowed symptoms of cardiac disease, and the average stay m
o hospital ‘was 35 d ys, from which one weok may also be de-
ducted. ” These figuros scom to faver tho plan of Dr. Futler.
