FREE.OHUROH MISSIONS.
The Rev. J..G. Robertson writes from Lovedale, Caffraria, to the RECoRD

of the Free Church, giving a sketch of the wurk that is going on there.
Mr. Robertson Is assisted by Mr. Weir, the European catechist, the native
elders, and the students of the Lovedale Institution. The elders hold the
daily service norning and evaing, whicli takes the place of family wor-
ship anong the ignorant Caffres. They are also very useful in helping to
bring forward candidates for baptisn, and in persuading the heathen to
give up their evil practices. The Institution lias many pronising pupis,
who engage regularly in evangelistic work. A stron- endeavour is being
mnade to get the people to support a Caffre newspaper, e 'ted by Mr. Stewart.

Long rains and a llood have conspired to mi nany of the poor people
who live on the banks of the Tiber-that noble river whiclh stilIl' "tosses its
tawny mane" by the towers of Rome. The Jews in the Ghetto were in a
sad way; but Dr. Lewis, tugether with Dr. Philip, of Leghorn, having re-
ceived fron soie ladies of the congreation at Ronie the sum of one thou-
sand dollars for the sufferers, dispDnsed five hundred of it among them, ana
brought the Jew to better thoughts of Christianity than had before visited
his mind under the shadow of the Vatican.

The Rev. A. Fürst, missionary to the Jews at Stettin, has written a
most interesting letter, from which we extract the following:

"Several weeks ago, a fellow-labourer of mine from Algiers visited me,
having been cominissioned by the Barnen Missionary Society to visit aIl
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the stations were "our friends, the Turcos' are interned, in order to con-
verse with those degraded men in their own tongue about Christianity, and
to distribute Arabie New Testaments and tracts among them.

SWherever he came lie was cordially received by them. Here, in
Stettin, he found thirty of them who could read, and they all very gladly
accepted the New Testament, and Christian tracts besides. Nay, so mauch
vere they surprised and deliglted -with his visit, that ie liad to drink

coffec wijtli them. I acompanied my colleague to the garrison hospital,
where one of these unfortunates lay, who had lost a leg by a railway acci-
dent. Here lie had already been lying for weeks togethîer in the severest
pain, andl had found no one to whom he could utter iis complailt, because
theTe waS no one lere that understood his language. It was a striking siglht
to see the joy of this unfortunate beani froi his dark face, wlhen quite un-
expcctedly my colleague greeted him with a friendly 'salem.' He listened
eagerly to the words of my friend, received with lively attention the good
news of the suffering of the Son of Man upon the cross for our sins; and
his black eyes sparkling and beaning with delight, and his frequent nods
of assent, betokened the beneficent effect of the divine balsan on the suf-
ferinig soul. Unfortunately lie could not read, but begged for a tract, that
when lie leaves the hospital lie may get it read to him by one of his com-
mdes. The world nay call then 'wild hordes from Africa,' and certainly
many of then have a tiger-nature; but just in this does Christianity prove
its leavenly origin, that in the presence of the Lamb of God, who bearS
the sin of the world, even such a tiger nature acquires the gentleness and
mildness of the lamib.

"I was soon gladdened by another like visit. My old friend Alexander,
of the Crystal Palace, Sydenham, found aven that great structure too nar-
row for him in these times of commotion. His Bible-stand, called into
being by pious British Christians at the first Exhibition in 1851, had under-
taken the work of distributing portions of the New Testament in all lan-
guages, gratis, according to our Divine Master's words, 'Freely ye have te-
ctived, treeiy give.' If many English traders are sending weapons to the
Freacli, to fight the Protestant Gerans, the Lible-stand has taken in hand,
as its truly Cliristian mission, to provide the combatants with the sword of
tie Spirit, whîich is the Word of God, that they may therewith fight against
their own warlike and other sinful passions, and through the entrance of
the Prince of Peace into their hearts, niay learn to love and pursue peace.
Friend Alexander, commissioned by the Bible-stand, has visited the whole
theatre of war. He vas in Alsace and Lorraine, and also at head-quarters
at Versailles. Everywhere the higher Prussian officers, nay, even the
Kingr and the Ministers of War, gave al the encouragement and support in
their power to this enterprise. The Kiig personally expressed his joy at
it and Von Roon, the Minister of War, authorized him to distribute with-
ont hinidrance the New Testament among the French interned in Prussia ;
mi s they are nostly kept in the fortresses, lie was led to visit, in the
ourse of his Christian mission, our fortress liera, too, where there are
bout 16,000 prisoners. I accompanied him to Posen, Glogau, Dresden,
lpzig, froi whence we directed out course to the little fortress of Wit-

a place dear to the memory of every good Protestant; for here it was
at Luther kindled a lire that will never be extinguished. In this place
tare were about 6000 French prisoners. Unfortunately my friend was

mell, so that, accompanied by one of the ministers of the place, I under-
tkk the distribution. On our way to the barracks we passed the castie
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church, which contains the ashes of the reformers, Luther and Melanction,
and on the door of which Luther fastened the Theses, now engraved in
metal, that they may never fade from the memory of Protestants. Arrived
at the barracks, we caused the prisoners to approach, company by company.
It was interesting to hear the trumpeter assembling thema with his bugle.
-al; and in a few hours all our portions were distributed. Several of the
packets contained the Epistle to the Romans-the charter of Protestantism,
that a man is justified before God, not through works, but by a living faith
in the atoning death of the Redeener. Ha'l the great reformer been in
life, and seen with what eagemess French prisoners received the Epistle to
the -Romans, lie would have been no idle spectator, but with joy would
have taken part in this great work of Christian love, and would with us
have raised his hieart to the God of all grace in praise and thanks for this
golden opportunity of sowing the incorruptible seed of the gospel in so
imany eager hearts, il hope that it might bear fruit unto eternal life. Froi
Wittenberg we proceeded to Berlin, the goal of our journey, in company;
and I thank and praise my heavenly Father for permitting me to witness
such eager desire for his holy Word among no many thousands of men who,
as Romanists, might never have obtained it in their own land. Thus does
our heavenly Fath er overrule, in his wiqe providence, even the evil of men
unto salvation, and with his own hand carries on the thread of the history
of the world and salvation unhindered, notwithstanding the wickedness of
men. His name be praised for ever.

" Before, however, I break off my account of these transactions, never to
be forgotten by me, permit me further to mention that my dear friend
Alexander, since the outbreak of the var, bas distributed for the Bible-
stand 608,000 portions of the New Testament to the German Troops and
French prisoners, in the German fortresses and on the theatre of war itself.
Many whole Bibles and New Testam\ents have also been distributed where
it was necessary. Besides he lias sent to pious pastors and laymen, in
places which he could not personally visit, as many copies as they desired;
and according to the accounts, they have been almost everywhere served
out.

" May pious, God-fearing Christians make thiis distribution of so many
Sripture portions the subject of their most special prayers before the
throne of grace, and pray down tho blessing of God npon this precions
vork.>

UNITED PRESBYTERIAN MISSIONS.
Don Javier De Wiedmer, a-young Spaniard of excellent character and

qualifications, who was engaged a few months ago by the Rev. A. Benoliel,
of Cadiz, and who gave promise of imucli usefulness, was seized with decline
in November, and died in February last..

A gentleman in the U. P. Churcb bas made a donation of five thousand
dollars for the impoverished Evangelical Churches in France.

Dr. Robb, from his dreary watch-housé in Old Calabar, ias-at last dis-
covered in the benighted African something worthy of imitation. "A
number of men and women have for some time back been feeding them-
selves in retirenent. As in tlie case of girls before marriage, they retire
fron all care and work, and do nothing but rest and eat, and inwardly
digest. After a few months, they adorn their persons, and take a walk to
and through the market and home again, attended by the young men drum-
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ming and firing muskets. The mothers of two of my boys are among the
number,and one of them made lier appearance looking very fat and inpor-
tant, with the brass greaves on her legs, and beads about lier neck, w ith an.
umbrella, in holiday fashion. Would not this mode of renewing one's
youth do good to over-worked and carewcorn people in our own country?
It is done here to prolong life--to nake the neck of life strong, as they
phrase it."

The Rev. W. Anderson, of Duke Tuwn, dates his letter froni Duke Town.
Manse, and says: "This is the first time I have used such a date. We are
now in the new premises which, in 18WG, we were authurized. to have erected.
I still like the old bouse better. The expense has been three tines more
than I could have wished; Lta the ]ou:e is by far the best and the strongest
in the couutry, and fifty years hence (in 1921) it may prove to have been
the cheapest. The oiy thing very iiities.ing to me in ny jottings for the
last four months, besides our entering the new b .. , aind our dedication
of the sanie, is this: We were- called on two or tiuce xionths ago by a young
man, a trader, on his way tu Cameroons. le gave lis naie as Medley,
and we had some very pleasant converse with him. At .evein o'clock, the
hour for the evening sacrifice, we asked him, as we usually ask strangers,
if he bad any objection to join us at our family worship. 'None at all;
I shall belhappy to do so.' Oui hymun that evening was-fur w e sing right
through the book'-the 189th of the United Presbyterian Hymn-book,
'Awake, my soul, in joyful lays,' etc. After worship, our visitor expressed
himself greatly gratifAed at being privileged to worship with us, 'and espe-
cially as the hymn we have sung vas written by my grandfather. Good
old man! little did lie thiink, when making it, that it wouild ever be sung
on the west coast of Afr3ca!' Further intercourse convinced us that our
guest was a worthy branch of an admirable stock, and that we had ahnost
entertained an angel unawares."

The Rev. Mr. Shoolbred reports the baptisn of three converts at Beawr.
The orphan children in the varlous orphanages, numbering four hundred
and fifty, are improving greatly in health. The Rev. Gavin Martin, of
Nusserabad, gives an interesting series of sketches of the five female moni-
tors chosen from among the orphans, and who have exercised a good influen'e
over their respective charges.

The Xeres Church, to the opening of which attention was directed in
the April number of tie RECORD, has been found too small for the crowds
that fiock to bear Mr. Villiesid. The naines f 491 people who desire to be
regular attenders of the church have already been taken. The priests are.
up in ans, and the press is taking part with the old religion. The Xeres3
men are vorkers in vineyards, and independent of their Catholie employers.

ENGLISH PRESBYTERIAN MISSIONS.
Mr. Swanson, of Amoy, tels of a providential escape whlich he and Mr.

Douglas, of the same station, had recently, from shipwreck. He asks for
assistance for this station, as there is more than enough work for bihiself,
and bis three colleague3.

'Dr. Maxwell's letter fiom Formosa continues the marvellous story of
the rapid work of grace in the hill districts. A man and a woman have
been recently baptized by him, the latter being the wife of the medical
assistant. 'There are now four distinct centres lu the hill region where
the Gospel has gained a measure of success. In Baksa at least 63 families
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.-Iave passed froi idolatry into the formus of Christian worship. On the
àills to the Cast of Baksa tiiere are at least 30 famnilies in the saine position.
In Kanana, to the north-west of Baksa, there are 14 families, and at Poahbe

s iiand vicinity about the saie numxber. When I tell you that of the mem-
bers sometimes four belong to one family, sometimues three, and very often
two, you will have a better idea of the favour which, during one year, God
has sliown to this people. Even in Baksa, however, the large preponder-
ance of fanilies in the district yet cling to idolatry. Many of thei, doubt-
less, are kindly disposed to un, but have not reached the point of destroying

T their idols; while others are bitterly opposed."
The following account of the Indian Mission of the Englisli Presbyterian

Church is fron the April number of the Messenger of that Church:
l"Our only forcig labourer beyond the limits of the Chinese empire is

thelRev. Behari L Singh, who continues to do a good work among his
'countrymen at Rampore Bauleali, in Bengal, and amîong the adjacent vil-

lages.
"'During the nonths of October and Decenber last,' says Mr. Singh,
visited many villages and localities on the innediate lanks of ihe

Ganges. I ave away numbers of Gospels and tracts to such people as could
xead. The Hindu and Mahonetan prnests seldoi contend for their respec-
ýtive faiths. Many of them publicly confess that idolatry and caste will
soon cease, and Christianity prevail. As illustrative of their statements,
they point to deserted temples and to muosques, which are in a state of ruiii
and decay.'

"Froi many quarters in India there have cone corroborative evidences
of the gradual sapping of the old foundations of superstition; but there is
the very greatest danger that the people may flee from the unsafe refuge of
their tottering tenples to utter godlessness. This is a crisis which Christian
,labourers are bound to consider, and an opportunity they should rejoice to
'seize for their Lord's cause. Mr. Singh's evangelistic tours, and the schools
which lie superintends, have been, and are, blessed to supply that know-
1edge of a more excellent way, without vhicl the people perish.

"He lias FIVE SCHOOLS, ia which 250 boys and 20 girls are instructed
in general knowledge, and in Christian truth, through the medium of their

Cown lanuage. About one-half of the pupils are of Maionetan families."

MISSIONS 0F THE PRESBYTERIAN OHUROH OF THE LOWER -
PROVINCES.

The Rev. K. J. Grant wiites from Trinidad, giving an a'ýcount of his
d labours amon" the Coolies, several of whom are givng promise of good

thina. Mr. brant especially mentions:
"A REMARKABLE YoUTHx.-Ahout the begInning of the New Year, I

obtained a lad in his 17tl year, whon I regard as a gift fro m the Lord.
Iis name is Aziz Ahmud. His father occupies a respectable position as a

teacher in the city of Lucknow, India. Aziz was an only son, well in-
struted, highly indulged. From unkindness at the hand of bis step-
nother he forined the resolutiofi to quit his home. He travelled to Calcutta,

µnd. finding a ship about to leave for Trinidad with Coolie emigrants, he
ýmbarked too. Le arrived here in April, 1870, and shortly after fou nd
himself plying with his hoe in the 'cane piece.' The work, to hin, w as
sit.ogether new. The allowance for a task is 25 cents, and it often took
hi three days to accomplish one. There lie remained for about eigli t
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ionths, and often has lie said to me, 'Ah I was in very trouble!' Weak,
disheartened, and unable to do his tAsk, le would fall down and cry to
Allah, for lie vas educated in the Mahomniedan faith.

"About the tine of our arrival here, the Agent General of Immigraiuts
received a letter from his father, i.mploring huia to take an interest in his
boy, and as Mr. Morton lad obtained the promise of a grant for a Coolie
schîool in San Fernando from the Goverinor, the Agent Genieral, Dr. Mit-
chell, transferred the boy to me. He cane peinniless and in rags; but low
true, 'the mind's the measure of the nian.' He had received a good edu-
cation for his years. His mother tongue is the higl Urdi, a dialect of the
Ilindustani, but hie can nake hiiself (uite intelhgible to those who have
csaly the Hindi dialect. He speaks also the Parsee, and can read the Ara-
bic. For two years lie studied the Englisli language in school, and lias ac-
quired not only a fair knowledge of words, but also of the grammatical
construction of the language. But witha all his attainients lie was entirely
ignorant of the Gospel. 1 did what I could to awaken an interest in the
book of God, and finding hin clear, searching, thorough, I devoted from two
to three hours daily in iistuaacting Iii in the Bible. He never wearies.
He listened attentively, read with avidity, and I believe soon began to pray
devoutly; and now, I an persuaded, if exanined side by side with sone of
our young men at home of the saine age, wlio have been from earliest years
nider parental training and christian instruction, lie would put hundreds
of them to shaie. Farther, lis deneanour is sucli as beconeth the Gospel.
Ie is not only intelligent, but devout, reverent. He alvays goes with me
to interpret, and I can say, as Brainard said of his interpreter, that the
truth lost nothing of its power by the mediia through which it was con-
veyed. Farther, God lias endowed hMi with a kind, winning disposition,
which renders him a favourite with lis countrynen. Will you not unite
vith us in thanking God for Aziz Aliniud? Desirous of retaining hin for

a season on probation, I did not propose baptizing hin, but recently in
reading the Acts of the Apostles lie noticed the connection between believ-
ing and being baptized, and when I counselled delay he urged the readiness
with which tlie apostles complied. I consulted with Mr. Morton, and we
have resolved to administer the ordinance on the second Sabbath of Miarch.'

ENGLAND.-The judgmnent of the Comimnittee of the Privy Council, in
the case of Mr. Parchas, of Brighton, for extreme Ritualismi, has fallen on
the Hligh Church party like " the cake of barley-bread that tumbled into
the losts of Midian, and caine into a tent and smnote it that it fell."> Staid
and sober-minded Tractarians of the old-fashioned type, wio despise the
nere "Imillinery" of the movenent, or at least affect to do so (the time for
that developiment not laving arrived), are excited and alarmed. One of
this class writes to the Guardian:-" Tiis is a question of gravest moment
to thousands of sober-minued but carnest men, hvlo have never, perliaps,
enterad a Ritualistie Church, but who hold from the heart, and claim the
liberty to teach from the pulpit, the doctrines of the Real Presence and the
Euceharistic Sacrifce." The writer fears that, the symbolism having been
condemned in the case of fr. Purchas, the docWines will be condenmed in
that of Mr. Bennett, whieh is also before the Court of Final Appeal.

The Free Churcli of Seutland has beeni, agitated with the discussion of
the gen1stion of Union with o.ther Presbytexian Churches in all lier Pres-
byteries. Notwithstanding a. eomapant and determined opposition on -the
part of a phalanx of good and able ieý, the overwlelming majority of the
Presbyteries has pronounced in .f<vur U .Uion. TVhere çan be no doubt
now thýt the principle of Union on the propose4l terus will soon be affirmed
foimtlTy and Iinally by the Frue.

Uer Sustentation Fundnot only
keeps its ground, but increases. The steady growth, year by year, of this
greit Funft is a remarkable attestation of the wisdomn which devised it, and
ofthethoro1gh holdit has on the ninds and hearts qf the members of the

-TheÉducktioù3ill for Scotlan'di s objectéd fo' by.ti. Comuuisin[ of the
Establislhed Church, as tending to keculaxrize diitatiön; lovr'thé 'character
of the sliools, and reallv taike out of the hands of the Church its work and
patronage. The Free èhurch Commission, on the other ha»d, on motion
of the Rev. Sir Henry Moncreiff have recorded their general satisfaction
withl the bill as a settlément of the question of national education in Scot-
land 'on a lar«e and liberal footing,,pointing ont, at the saie time, certain
matters coitaned in it that equire consideration,.,
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During the ten years from 1858 -68,'thetéee 41 qih rehes built in
Glasgow by evangelical denoninations. Of these, 14 were by the Free
Church, 10 by the United Presbyterians, 7 4y the Established Churcli, and
10 (many of them snall splinters *from fiactured, congegations) by other
denominations. As au indication of the çxtent to vl ch thpse and other
Churches met the wants of the population, we find that during these ten
vears the ncmbership of all Protestant Churches increased by,albogt 20,-
iIOo, which, by common consent, would represent à Christian çoipr .umIty
of three times that numuber (60,000). But during these ten year Glasgo,
had added 80,000 to the number of its inhiabiÏants, so that in tflatI, sorf
periol 20,000 were added to the previous aggregate of the careless or god-
less mass outside all church connection. '..

Glasgow is now growing at the rate of about 9000 or 10,000 a year; of
which less than half the number are by natural inerease, or tie excess. .f
1'irths over deaths; more than the other hialf, or fully 5000musnuallyi':are
imported from other parts of Scotland, and fron Egland and lreland.

The historian Froude, as Rector of the University of St. Andrew'se.de-
livered the closing lecture recently, the subject being. Oalvinismy whicil, -in
ennnection with the Scottish aspects and developments of that forn of be-
lief, and the great men who promulgated and upheld it lie highly eulogkede.

IRELAND.-Evangelistic services are at present increasmgiin uuiber,
especially in the Presbyterian Church.

FRANCE.-In Paris fourteen evangelists and five colporteursihave divided
the city between them to visit the idling soldiers, and their reports are
favourable. A quick, persevering Bible-woman, who lias dispensed lier
little books during the whole time of the siege, continued uindauntedly to
give them among the crowds attracted by the sad entry of the Prusisuis.
Of the latter, those who understood French put out their hand, to'ok the
tracts, and thanked ier courteously. More than half the
thered the siege have left to join their families; others have roturned! to
Paris. The one surviving popular meeting, of those initiated by the- ev.
Grattan Guinness (in the Rue Royale) is still most vigorously succsnil,
and crowded daily by civilians and soldiers; its pastor and prpnioter, Mi
Armand Delille, has been equal to the task, receiving strength oe-bodyand,
vigour of mind sufficient for the daily need; Pastor Lepoids isnowthelping
ii thus important work. ' b :

MONTREAL, KNox's Cwacnr.-On the evening of Wednesday, 8th March,
the Pres'bytery of Montreal met in Knox Churcli, for the ordination of
Mr. R. M. Thornton, B.A. The public services were conmenced by Rev.
J. M. Gibson, M. A., of Erskine Street Church, ani moderator of the
Presbytery. After lie lrad delivered an able and appropriate sermon, he
narrated tie several steps which had been taken, in connection with the
call froni the congregation of Knox Church to Mr. Thornton, and intiniated
that the Presbytery were now prepared to proceed with the ordination.
Dr. Taylor thon proposed the questions of the formula for the ordination
of ministers, which being satisfactorily answered, Mr. Thornton was, by
prayer and laying on of te hands of the Presbytery, ordained to the office
of the holy irinmstry, and to the pastorate of Knox Churclh. After the
Presbytery had givei to the young ininister the rigit hand of fellowship,
Dr. Burns addressed hii, and Profe.ssor Maevicar the people. Both ad-
dresses vere of a pointed, racy, and effective character, and were evidently
highly appreciated by the large and deeply interested audienee.

On the following Sabbath, three diets of publie worship were held in
Knox Church. Dr. Thornton, of Oshawa, conducted the services in the
morning, and introduced the young minister; in the afternoon the newly
ordained minister conmenced bis life work, taking, for bis subject of ad-
dress, 1 Cor., iv., 1-5, and viewing the subject (as ve suppose it was in-
tended) and his mode of treating it as the key-note of his prospective min-
istry, it indicated a higli sense of ministerial responsibility, and mnust have
afforded to the congregation ground of good hope of future benefit from the
relationship so auspiciously formed. 'PiTe occasion was a somewbat trying
one for the muinister, as lie had among his audience not only nmany of the
niost intelligent iembers of the sister Protestant Churches, but the most
of their imiisters also. The speaker, hoiwever, was favoured with great
self-possession, and apparently entire absorbtion in bis work. In the
evenmg the services were ably conducted by Dr. Burns, of Côté Street
Churci; but a perfect tempest of wind and rain rendered clurch-going a
difficult, and, to many, bazardons undertaking.

On the evening of the following.Tuesday, the congregation of Knox
Church had a "social meeting and welcone" to Mr. Thornton, and the
meeting was a Most successful and interesting one. It was attended largely
by members of the other churches, who evidently sympathizid ieartily
with the occasion; so muei so, that we wondered not at the remark of one
of the Knox ,people that "otIhers seemed as happy as if they had a share in
the minister.' Dr. Taylor, too, we heard renirk that "he ha seen no
minister get such a welcome in Montreal." The decorations of the lecture
room and adjoining vestry bore evidence not only of great taste, but of
pious s3entiment. Over the doors, inside, int various foris, was the word

"Welcome!" bordered by evergreens; then along the side walls, at suitable
places, were tastefully arranged, and beautifully and artistically executed,
sueli niottoes as "Jehovah Shallum," "Jehovalh Nissi,» "God's Favour
First, Man's Next," &c., while over the back of the large chair on the plat-
form vas the mlonogram R. M. T., very tastefully executed. After tea, the
company retired to the body of the church, which was soon crowded. Dr.
Taylor occupied the chair, and conducted the meeting with his wonted
dignity and urbanity. After a few well-chosen remarks by the chairman,
short, but inîteresting arnd profitable addresses, were delivered by Revs. Dr.
Maevicar, Dr. Burns, J. M. Gibson, W. B. Clarke, Quebec, A. Young, Dr.
Thornton, R. M. Thornton, Dr. Wilkes (Congregational), and G. Laing
(Church of Scotland.)

A very appropriate selection of psals and hymns, with pieces of music,
were sung by an excellent choir.

KNlOX COLLEGE-CLOSING OF SESSION.
The closing exercises were.held in Knox College on Wednesday, the

5th April, at a quarter past 12.
The attendance of ministers from various parts of the country, as well

, as of friends in the city-, w-as numerous, and a1 appeared to be deeply in-
terested in the proceedings.

The Lecture, wlhich was listened to with marked attention, was deliv-
ered by Prof. Caven, nn "The Connection between the Interpretation of
Scripture and Preaching." The following points were illustiated in the
course of the lecture: (1' The natter of preaching nust be found in a true
and competent exegesia of the sacred text; k2 ) ln order to secure a due and
scriptural variety in the topics of pulpit instruction, there is needed a com-
prehensive, yet careful study of tho Divine Word; (3) The preacher who
bestows much pains on the study of Intepretation will be more likely to
set forth Scripture Doctrines in their truc relation Io one another; (4) When
preaching respects its proper relation to Exegesis, it is secured egainst a
torong tonc.
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Mr. Caven menitioned that the number of Students who gave attendance
during the session, was-in the Theological department, 33; in the Pre-
paratory, 36. This was exclusive of a'large number who are studying at
the Unversity with the ininistry in view. It is believed that the entire
number studying in Toronto for the ministry of the Canada Presbyterian
Church cannot be under one hundred. This is matter for profound thank-
fulness on the part of the Church.

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OLOSING OF MONTREAL COLLEGE.
The closing public lecture of the Sessitn 1870-71 of the Presbyterian

College, Montreal, was delivered the evening of Wednesday, 5th ult., in
Erskine Church. The seats on the platform immediately in front of the
pulpit were appropriated by the members of the Presbytery of Montreal,
now in session, and the body of the Cliurcli was occupied by the public.
The Rev. Dr. Maevicar presided.

The meeting was oppned with praise and the Rev. Dr. Taylor leading
in prayer, after which Rev. W. B. Clarke, of Quebec, delivered the cloiing
lecture. He touk fur his subject. " The influence of the Bible in forming the
character and institutions, and promotin- the prosperity of the British
Empire." The lecture was replete witlh 1iîtorical facts of deep interest
connected with the rise and progre.ss of Protestantisn. He referred at great
length to the History uf the Eigli.h Bible, throughout its various editions,
with the difficulties attendant thereoin, fron the earliest times; enlargina
on the life and labours uf Tynidale, who had tu endure nany trialq nn
hardships, while yet bis edition uf the Sacred Scriptures was unsurpawed.
at the time, for perspicuity and completeness.

PROF. MACVICAR CLOSING THE COLLEGE.

At the clobe of the lecture, the Rev. Prof. D. H. Maevicar, LL.D., inade
the following statement respecting the work, progress and prospects of the
College:-

SCHOLARSHIPS.-At the beginning of the session 16 scliolarships offron
$50 to $60 eaci were offered for coin petition. The following are the
donors, vi. -Cote Street Chureh Sabbat h Selool, St. Joseph Street Church
(three scholarships for Frencli students), and Mesîrs. Peter Redpath, Edvard
Mackay, Hugli Mackay, Alexander Walker, Alexander McGibbon, E. H.
Copland, late John Redpatl (sclolarship endowed), Robert Anderson, John
Watson, Mrs. P. S. Ross, Mrs. John Ross, Quebec, and John Mackenzie,
Lennoxville. These scholarships, with the exception of two, are all given
by citizens of Montreal, and may be regarded as one formn of expression of
the warim and generous interest here feit in the work and progress of the
College. Their influence is most beneficial in securing a high standard of
proficiency, and in stimulating students to special praiseworthy exertions.
They have led during the past session to written examinations in a inde
range of subjects, besides the preparation of essays of various degrees of
merit, extending in all to 563 pagesq of foolscap. I trust therefore that with
our steadily increasing nuinber of students, the number and value of scho-
larships may be increased; and I shall not rest satisfied u.ntil we have
Fellowships established which will enable eminent atudents to continue
thieir theological studies beyond the terrm of three sessions, now required
by the General Assembly.

In addition to these, several
xnbound period.icals were presented by A. Robertson, and the Home and
Foreign Record for 1860-70 by Andrew Morrison, Melbourne, Q. The
reading room is supplied with 8 quarterlies, 14 monthlies, 8 weeklies, and
3 dailies. Of these papers and periodicals, 22 are presented to the College,
viz.: the four quarterly reviews and two missionary periodicals by A. Ro-
bertson; five weeklies by Dr. Burns; the Christian Treasury, by Dr. Daw-
son; Daily Wituess and New Dominion Monthly, by John Dou-all & Son;
U. P. Magazine, by J. Watson; Princeton Retiew, by Rev. J. f. Gibson;
L'Aurore, by Mr. Rivard; Home and Foreign Record, L. P.; and Home ând
Foreigib Record, C. P. Ch.; and Presbyterian Witness, by F. W. Kelly. There
are thus in all 33 papers and periodicals on the table of the Reading Room,besides Lexicons, Ditionaries, &c. In addition to the donations just men-
tioned, $1,246 was raised during the session for the Library.

INCREASE OF STUDENTS.-According to the report presented by the
College Board last June to the General Assembly, 27 students were enrolled
during the present session; 13 were added, making a total of 40 students.

ENDOWMENT FUN D.-Of the original suIbscription list for this purpose,
over $22,000 is now paid and invested. At a recent meeting of the Board,
it was mianimously resolved that, in view of the success of the College,
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steps be taken at once to increase the endowment to at least $60,000; antli
I am happy to state that at the same meeting $6,000 of this amaount wias
subscrbed. This matter will soon be formally presented to the congrega-
tions of the thrce Presbyteries from vhich the Collegederives its incorae;
and it is hoped that the amount may be realized. I nay add that, for ob-
vious reasons, aid rendered to our College now will be of much greater ser-
vice than at a later stage in our history.

31IssIONARY WORK.-During the summer, 26 of out students enter our
home mission field. I am glad to state that a spirit of missionary zeal is
not lacking among the students. One of their number has consecrated
himself to foreign mnission work, and desires, so soon as his theological
studies have been conpleted, te be sent to China, should the General As-
sembly resolve to take up that field. And it gives me special pleasure to
announce that the Students' Missionary Society have, -with commendable
faith and courage, resolved to initiate a mission to the long neglected Gaelic-
speaking Roman Catholics of Ontario. It is estimated that there are over
5,000 such in one or two counties; and Mr. John MacIntyre is appointed
to labour among thein during this sunmer.

The students have also resolved te send out and support Mr.T. Brouillette,
as a missionary to the French Roman Catholics intermingled with the peo-
ple of one of the stations of the Presbytery of Montreal. In these twu
distinctive missionary undertakings it is believed the students miay rely
upon the prayers and practical sympathy of the entire Church. It is proper
to state in this connection, that ten of the French students of the Presby-
terian College, devote themselves during College recess te the spiritual in-
struction of their Roman Catholic countrymen. Lut us hope and pray that
their efforts mav lie blessed to the conversion of many souls. And, inas-
much as their se. rvices are distributed nost widely throughout the Domin-
ion, we may surely cuunt upon aid froin the entire Uhurch in this peculiarly
Protestant enterprise.

In lis concluding remarks, Prof. Maevicar said: From the facts now
stated, it must be obvious te all that Ged has been pleased to bless and
prosper our efforts. The number of missionaries entering the mission field
at the end of this our third session, surely more than rewards and justifie@
all our expenditure of toil and money. But lut us net forget that we are
only beginning our- work; much remains to be done, and one thing without
delay, viz., an addition te the professorial staff; and, from the energy of
our Board and your generous liberality, I am hopeful that next session may
be opened under improved circumstances in this respect.

The meeting was then concluded with the benediction, after which the
students were assembled and allotted their respective mxissionary districts
for the ensuing summer session.

Wiereas the Supreme Court of the Presbyterian Church of Canada, more
than 20 years ago, thought that the salaries of the Professors should not bo less
than $1600 per annum; and whereas, owing to the changes which have taken
place, the salaries which were then sufficient are now confessedly inadequate:
it is hereby overtured by the Presbytery of Ontario, to the venerable the Gene-
ral Assembly, to raise the salaries of the Professors to the sai of at least $2000.

Mr. Mactavish and Mr. Smith were appointed to support said overture in the
General Assembly.

Mr. Gordon, elder, directed the attention of the Presbytery to a very impor-
tant scheine for raising funds for the support of Foreign Missions, which cannot be
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given now in detail. Mr. G. intends to bring it before the eldership of the
Synod of Toronto.

LETTER FROM REV. 0. OHINIQUY.
ST. ANN F, KANKAKEE CO., ILLINOIS, Gth April, 1871.

Rev. illr. Jennuings, D.D., Convener of the Kankakee Mission Committee.
My DI;An MR. JENNINGS,-Though you have not yet found fit Io give

me the benefit of ybur moral influence to save me and my people froi the
terrible difficulties by which the incendiary hand of Rome has surrounded
us, I suppose that you are not entirely indifferent to the interestq of iny
mission.*

The last day of March our humble chapel and Saviour's College build-
ings were finished, and we have dedicated then to the service of the Master
in the midst of an immense concourse of people. No minister onf this place
consented to come and lelp us to bless the Lord on that solemn occa-
sion, though politely irvited. The Rev. Mr. Beecher of Kankakee, the
nephew of H. W. Beecher, of New York, was with us, and addressed the
people with me. The Rev. Mr. Bernard, the Presbyterian minister of

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Kankakee, has sent a very christian a ology for not being able to attend
on account of ninaisterial duty, vhiph -lept hin at home, ut lie promised
to visit us with his elder, Mr. Taylor, in a few days.

Yesterday we opened the classes with 70 pupils. More vill coue in a
few days. The teachers are the Revs. Mr. Lafontaine and Terrien, and I
had to engage, for the Englisi, Mr. Litter, of Canada, wiose letter was
'ent to you soue time ago, it w ithout receh iing any answer fron you.
The wlole cost for building w ill be near five thousand dollars. I have
already paid two thousand dollars, which have beei sent fron different
friends from Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island, Ireland, and fron Canada.
My health is not good enougli to go and lecture. If it were not for that,
I hope, D.V., the wlole work would be already, paid, a great number of
ininisters of our dear Canada Church having miuvited me to visit their
people and address thein, with the promise of a good substantial lelp. My
trust is in the Lord for the futrure. This is is teork, He will support it.

Will we have the pleasure of seeing you here thi spring?

THE LATE REV. PETER MoLAREN, B.A.
The subject of this sketch was born at New Lanark, Lanarkshire, Scot-

land, in the year 1818. From his earliest boyhood he was noted for his
studious habits, which seened to increase as lie grew in years. He entered
St. Andrew's University in 1840, with the intention of studying for the
ministry, and during the three years whieh lie spent there, lie won the
esteems both of his professors and of his fellow students. Being prevented,
however, from conpleting his studies in St. Andrew's, lie afterwards at-
tended two sessions in the University of Glasgow, and finally took out his
degree in Queen's College, Kingston. After teaching for two years in
Montreàl, and one in Perth, where he was an active member of the congre-
gation of the Rev. J. B. Duncan, lie renoved to Lanark, to take charge of
the Grammar School in that place. Being repeatedly urged to complete
his studies for the ministry, lie at last consented, but his health gave way
and le vas comupelled to relinquish the idea. During the next five years,
in which lie had charge of the gramnar schiooi at Carleton Place, le vas a
member of the congregation of the Rev. P. Gray, acting as one of his elders,
and occasionally filling vacant pulpits. In 1859 he returned to Lanark,
where, as there vas no Canada Presbyterian Clurci nearer than Perth, he,
with the approbation of Mr. Duncan, connected hiiself withî the Kirk.
la the fall of '65 he removed to Komoka, to teach classies in the Middlesex
Seminary. Circuinstances compelled him to remain in this institution
muich longer than lie desired; but at length a favorable opportunity having
presented itself, lie again began his studies, which lad now been twice in-
termpted. He was licensed to preach the Gospel in December, 1869, but
for a year or two previous to that date a good part of his time hiad been
spent in doing mission work in the London Presby tery. He lad just gone
to the Toronto Presbytery, where le was to labour for a short time, when
he was taken ill. He reached Komoka on Thursday, 16th February, after
which the disease, erisypelas in the head, made very rapid progress, until.
Tuesday, when lie appeared so much better that all danger was believed
to be over. In the evening, however, le took a relapse, grew rapidly
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worse, and died at half-past one on Wednesday morniing. By ail wlo were
personally acquainted with him, bis death will be deuply ft; and yet they
cannot sorrow as those who have no hope, for his whole life may be said
to have been a preparation for death; and at last lie could say with the
Psalmist, "Though 1 walk through the valley of the ,jadoiv of death, I
will fear no evil." Ris death was cala and peaceful, and aithough lie
must have suffered intensely during the greater part of his illness, lie made
no complamnt. Perfectly conscious of his pretarious condition, lie yet felt
no fear, for, as he said himself, he knew in whom lie had believed. He
told the Rev. Mr. Grant of Delaware, just two days before Lis death that
lie would like to live for the sake of his famiily, but fur his own part to die
would be far better.

Such death-bed scenes as this, such peace and ju on the near approach
of the last enemy, form the stroigest argunients in favour of that religion
which we profess. Let us all endeavour so to live that uhen the timse for
the final parting comes for us also, we may be able tu louk forward with
full assurance of hope to a blessed re-union in that place wheire parting is
unknown.

THE LATE JAMES LINDSAY, ESQ.
Of the many excellent men from the elderhip of our Chmidi liose

deaths have been noticed in the Missionary Record, few are moie northy
to be remembered than the late James Lindsay, who died at Limehclîouse un
the 27th of November last, in the 52nd year of his age.

Mr. Lindsay's perents, who still survive to nourn the renoval of their
affectionate and beloved son, and to exemplify the fruits .of a genuine piety
and devoted christian life in their old age, enigrated frou the suuth of
Scotland to the township of Esquesing, when James, their first-born, was a
youth of about 14 years of age. His parents, appreciating the advantages
of a good education, availed themnselves of the opportunities wlikh their
position afforded of sending Lim to the grammar school in bis native place.
The studies there followed he prosecuted in this country at the grammar
school in Hamilton, till he acquired an amnouit of learning which Lw non-
professional men attan. Though not engaged iii professional pursuits,
these studies were kept up by him through life, es)pec.ially tiat of mathe-
matics, for whichi lie had great aptitude and in whii lie fuund mauh plea-
sure. He lad at one time directed bis thoughts, to the work of the chris-
tian minis' -y, and we have frequently heard it renarked coricerning him,
"It was a pity such excellent talent and real worth shuld not have been
devoted to that 'work." But the providence of Gud ordered it otherwise.
After successfully following the profession of scluol teacher for a time, lie
gave himself principally to the occupation of farming, at the sanie time
displaying great energy and enterprise in turning to profitable account the
vast quantity of hnestone found on the lands beonging to his family.

Mr. Lindsay was distinguisled by the possession of a New cl ultivated
and very acute intellect, clear judgment, firm will, dauntless moral courage,
unflinching attachment to whatever he judged riglt, and above al], by a
very sincere but unobtrusive and humble piety. Though his intellectual
ciTture and sound judgment enabled liinà tu di..hare successfully tie
duties of magistrate and other impurtanît uffices whil lie held, 3 et his
naturally retiring and modest disposition prevented him from being so
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conspienous in the world as nany men of greatly inferior attainmer:s.
But while esteemed and highly useful in every sphdere lie occupied, it is
chiefly i a christian and as an office-bearer in the house of God that Mr.
L.'s life deserves to be imitated. Thei writer of thi.s lias reason to believe
that hec was very early brought nder saving impre*ions, and could truly
say frum his boyhood, "Lord, I have loved the habitation of Thy house,
and thue place where Thine honor dwelleth." When Presbyterian congre-
gations were very few in this diQtrict, lie was accu-toiied to g' regularly a
great distance- with his parents to attend divine servicu at -" Bu.tn Church,"
there enjoying the ministry of the late Mr. Fergusyn. He w a-, from its
commencement, connected with the clurchl in Actun, and at au .uly age
was ordained to the office of ruling elder iii tlat couregatiun by the late
Mfr. McLachlan, which office he filed vith great fidelity tili he saw it to
he his daty to take pari in forning the congregation at Limehoube, of which
he conotinued an active elder and faithful supporter till the time of his
lamentl renoval. Those only wvho arc acquamited w ith that congregation
know Lw much it is indebted foi any mîxeasure of ,uccess it has attained,
to the pradence, piety, conixstent life, and unweaiied efforts of Mr. L. No
office was too ienial, no effort too arduous, if good could be donc.

In the Sabbath school, in the prayer meeting, at imissionary anniversaries
and other meetings, he was ever ready to do wlhat he could. His whole
lifewas a testinmony to the power of the truth. So great wasthemoal influence
ho exerted thereby, that we have heard of those who had little regard for
Sabbath observance desisting from acts of profanation lest they might b)e ob-
8erved by him. Nor were his sympathies and christian activities confined
to fte congregation of which he w-as an eider. He liberally supported the
Bible Society and other mneans of christian usefulness and philanthropy.

He -ook a lively interest in the Schemes of the Church, especially in
Knox College, tg which lie, along with his two surviving brothers, both
elders in the saine congi-egation, have contributed anually a bursary, since
the death of Dr. Burns, froma the respect they cherish for the memnory of
that worthy Professor. Of wliat lie was as ani husband and father-how
aàfectionate, how kind, how consistent, or of the loving death-bed counsels
which he gave, we would not venture to speak. The tear of deepest sorrow
yet flows. An affectionate and devoted widow, a large and loviumg family
mourn his absence, and the congregation and whole neighborliood mingle
sympathies and sorrows with their tears. And, yet, why should they mourn?
"He is not, for God lias taken him."

His naturally healthy and vigorous constitution being greatly weakened
by a long continued attack of something like ague, diseases of a far mure
serous nature followed, from which for severnal weeks lie suffered intenmely,
yetamid all he was enabled constantly to manifest a living faith and patient
hope in cur Lord Jesus Christ. Never for a moment did lie doubt the suf-
ficiency of his Saviour's grace, or of his personal interest in it. When
almost unable to arti-ulate, he would meekly whisper, "I feel that Christ
is sufficient for me now; He only can help." His end was peaceful as the
dlm, clear Sabbath morning on which his spirit returned to that God wiho
pre it, that Saviour who redeemed it. The Session, at whose request this
notice is written, adopted the following minute with reference to his death.
"It having pleased God to remove by death Mr. James Lindsay since the
time of their last meeting, the Session desire to record their very high ap-
preciation of the value of his services as an elder-of the cealm and clear

aentthç r 4. 4elityj the self-denying zeal and humble chris-
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tian demeinour with wlicl lie discharged the duties of his oflice. They
woild also express their seise of the loss which the Session, the congrea-
tion, and the cause of Christ in the neighborhood have sustained bylis
removal, and their very sincere sympathy with his bereaved vidow and
fanily, commending them to the care of Him who is the father of tie
fatherless, and the stay of the widow. 'Mark the perfect man and behold
the upriglt; for the end of that mans is peace."' . E.

It is truly gratifying to find that the author was formerly a student of Rnox
College, and that ve eau discern in the article of Mr. Patton many traces of the
relentless logic and ideal philosophy of Professor Young. It is sonewhat singu.
lar and interesting to know that the fir t missionary fromt Knox College to the
wilds of Muskoka should now occupy nu mnean position, for a young mia, in the
literary-thcological world of the great Republic; and should not only lave written
an able work on inspiration, but should also be distinguished as a powerful and
popular contributor to the higlier departmnent of the periodical literature and
theology of the land. Enjoying, as we did for several months, thte instructive
society of Mr. Patton, ie were struck with his gentlemnanly character and unolb-
trusive picty, with tie thorough training whicli is mind had undergone, with
the purity and superior tonle of bis style and composition, witlt his philosophie
tendencies and literary tastes, and witlt the indications of original thought ana
srCal genins manifested by him. To us, tierefore, the position takei by our young
friend ias been no surprise. We confidently hope to see luim occupy a distin-
gnisled place as professor in a college--a post for whici bis vell-trained min.
lis Iigli intellectual attainnments, lis studiotus habits, his philosophical bent of
tlougit, and bis logical >owers admirably qualify him.
