‘Twenty-Third Annual Meeting of
the Pharmaceutical Asso-

ciation of the Prov-

ince of Quebec.

Tho twenty-third annual meeting of the
Association wis held at the Montreal Col-
lege of Pharmiaey on Tuesdny, June 13th,
1893, Henvy R. Gray, Fsq., President, in
the chair.

The minutes of the last mecting having
been read and  confirmed, the Registrar
read the

ANNUAL RETORY OF COUNCILL.

Your Council, in closing its duties for
the year, desire to Iny before the associn
tion a synopsis of the wark done during
the year.  Tho meetings of the Council,
which have been held every alternate
month, hmve been fairly well attended,
and the interests of the Associations care
fully guarded, all its deliberations looking
to the welfure of the general body.

At the first meoting of the new Coun-
<il, held on the 5th day of July, 1892, the
oflicers of the Association, with the bourd
of cxaminers and auditors, were duly
clected.  An invitation having been ex-
tended to your Coancil from the Ameri-
ean Pharmaceatical Association, to send
delegates to represent this Association at
their annual meeting, to be held at the
Profile, House White Mountains, on the

11th of July, it was unanimously resolved
that the Registrae be anthovized to e
preseng at that meeting, and your Coun
cil are pleased to veport that e greatest
courtesy was accorded your representatis e,
he having been appointed s member of
the nominating committee and also
member of the committee on the guestion
of veeiproeal interchange of certificites.
Your Council have thought it ouly just to
the preliminary board of oxaminers that
they should receive remuneration for their
services, and therefore at its second meet
ivg o resolution was unanimously adopted
that the Montreal board of cexaminers

" should receive the sum of twenty five dol-

lars per annum ceach, and the Quebee
board of exauminers the sum of fifteen dol
lars per annum each.  This division of
amount was considered equitable, as the
Montreal bourd had the preparation of
the questions and always a very wuch
larger nunber of candidates for examina
tion .\ Lonus of one hundred dollars
wis also granted to the seevetary-registrar
for his untiring interest in the working
and welfare of the Association,

Your Council having had its attention
drawn to the fact that the requiremeuts
of the Pharmacy Act respecting clerks
and apprentices were not being  carried
out by many of the members of the Asso
ciation, the Registrar was authorized to
have the clauses Of the et bearing on
this subject printed and circulated, aud
they trust that this circular will have the
clleet of making proprictors of drug stores
refuse Lo engage clerks or apprentices un
less they can produce the Registrar’s Cer-
titicate of Registration, and thus save
them from incurring the penalties pre-
seribed by the Act,

Your Council have to report that, by
their tnstructions, the Registrar had tak
en legal proceedings against the following
persons, naumnely ¢ AL Parrent, J. 15, Mar-
tineau, . Party, Jos. Dion, H, Gieniu,
A. Cantin and Sanson & Filion, hardware
werchants, of Quebee, for illegally selling
Paris green, Dr. C. O, Collett, of Levis,
for illegally allowing his apprentice to sell
poisons aund dispense preseriptions, and
Dr. C. Cloutier, of Frasersille, for keeping
open o drag store, henot being registered.
Tun each of these cases judgment was se-
cured in favor of the Association. .\c-
tions were taken against D, Watters and
Demers, a printer, of Quebee, for being il-
legally in partuership with licentiates of
pharacy, and also against the photogra
pher, Livepnois, of Quebee, for selling

poison outside of s regular photgrapine
Lusitess, but they 1egeet to veport that,
these theee cases were dismissed and judy-
went given against the Association, How.
ever, i the cases of Watters and Demers,
your Council have instrueted their Que.
bee attotnies to take them to appeal at
the earlivst teru possible of the Court of
Queen’s Beneh, and they had hoped to be
able at this tine to report a reversion of
the judgment, but for several reasons
these cases hase not yet reached that
court.  \ctions have been taken in Mou.
tread against the following persons, uame-
ly : N, Avchambault, De. Frs, de-Salle
Prevost, Wallace Dawson, Chas. Marin,
and Dr. Ao Marien, senior, and, with the
exception of Dr, Marien's case, judgiuent
was obtained in favor of the Associntion.
Legal proceedings were also taken against
Dr. L. A, Phinte, of Louisville, for keep-
ing a drug store, he not being vegistered,
and afine of twenty-tive dollars and costs
given against him,

Your Councl is pleased to report that
the long standing ease against De. L. O,
Thayer, of Montreal, for keeping a drug
store and refusing to register, hag been
finally adjudged i favor of the Associa-
tion, and the doctor has bad to pay the
fine of twenty-five dollars and court costs,
and that Narcisse Avchambault, ngainst
whom seseral actions had beeu taken, has
been obliged to close up his business ow-
ing wainly to the action of your Council
in prosceuting him for illegally keeping
open o druy store,

There has been received during the year
for fines re prosecutions the sum of 525..
UU, and the disbursements to obtain these
convictions have amounted to $396.00,
leaving a balunee on this sceount to the
funds of the Association of $129.00. Tt
must, howeser, be borne 1o mind by the
members that, although the tines obtained
are payable to the Association, there are
expenses incurtnd, even in the suceessful
cises, that caunot be charged to the de-
femdant, such as attorney’s fees detective
service and travelling and incidental ex-
peuses in prosccuting infringements of the
Act, and in the cases abovo referred to
these have been as follows : Attorney's
fees, 212,00, detective service, $132.00,
and travelling and incidental expenses,
£52.00.

Your Counctl, in obedience to the Act
passed at the last session of the Quebec
Tagislture anthorizang the Associaton to
register Madame O. J, Thon, of Levi, as
 Jicentiate of phavgey, and being fully
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in accord with the action of the Legisla.
ture with regard to Madame Dion, have
instructed the Registrar to place her name
on the register ns u licentinte of pharmacy.

Your Council have to roport a serious
case of personution which occurred at the
Jununry preliminary examination, involv-
ing two of the candidates. Prompt men.
sures were taken to investigate the mat-
ter, the result being that both candidates
have been refused permission to ngain pre-
sent themselves, and have been obliged to
leave tho drug business. The Council
have determined to make an example of
uny future cuses discovered, and the hoard
of examiners now reguire every eandidate
to muke  legal afliemation before a jus-
tice of the peaco that he is the party who
has weitten and signed the written ane.
swers to the questions handed in to the
exantiners.

Your Council have to report that an ne-
tion is now pending in the Cirenit Court,
Montreal, against Euclide Mathien, wine
merchant, who has cateved into o prrtner-
ship with . R, Lanctot and carrying on
the drug business under the name of H,
Lauctot. This caso will be argued at the
June tevm, and your attorneys feel conti-
dent that judgment will be in favor of the
Associntion,

Your Council have instructed the Reyg
istrar to enforce the rule requiring ten
days’ notice from all candidutes prior to
the date fixed for cither the major, minor
or preliminary exanmination.  The vegular
bourd of examiners held their semi-nunual
exininations as follows :—TIn Quebee, on
the 18th and 19th October, 1892; when
six major aud eleven minor candidutes
presented themselves.  Of these only one
minor eandidate passed.  In Montreal, on
the 18th to 20th April, 1893, when nine
candidates for the major and twenty-six
for the mipor examinations entered theiv
names,  Of these, six major and sixteen
minor candidates were suceessful.

The preliminary board of examiners
hield their quarterly examinations in the
cities of Montreal and Quebee in July,
October, January and Apreil, when 143
candidates presented themselves, and of
these thirty-seven were successful,

The registrar reports on his registers
the nmes of 205 licentiates, € certitied
clerks, 165 apprentices wnd 7 physicians
registered under the provisions of Article
40354 of the Pharmacy \ct.

The Treasurer’s financiud statement will
be luid before you, showing a balance of
cash on hand Apeil 30th, 1393, of $2.-
348.85. Tt will be seen by this state-
ment that there has been added to the
funds of the Association, in excess of the
amount on hand at the commencement of
the present year, the sum of $310.00, and
in addition to this amount there has been
au iteni of $120.00 pnid for preliminary
exaniiners’ services which did not appear
in last year's statement, thus making the
actual gain this year the sum of $430,-
00, a showing which your Council trust
will meet with the approval of the mem-
bets.

The Registrar’s books and  Preasurer’s

financial statement have been duly audit-
cd by the auditors appointed by the Coun-
cil, and by them certified as correct,

All of which is vespeetfully submitted.

Tho tinuncinl statement was then read
by M. Mauson.

Moved by Mr. Contant, seconded by
Mr. Maunson :

That the annnal report and Treasurer’s finan-
cial statement now read bo aceepted and adopts
e, printed in English and Freuch, and civenlns
ted among the members of the Association,
Cuartied,

Moved by Mr. 1. Watson, scconded by
Mvr. Jos. Contant :

That tho st of one hundred dollars be hand.
ed to the Registrar as o bonus tor services dur-
ing the past year, and that they cudorse the
President's suggestion, recommending  the new
Conneil tuzuhhhc sum of one hundred dollrs
to the present xalary of the Registiar, Caveiedy

Jefore reading his address, the Presi-
dent suggested that it might Le expedient
to allow the counting of ballots to pro-
ceed at oneey and the suggestion meeting
with favor, hie appointed Messrs. W, Ker-
ry and . J. Laurence, scratineers, who
then procecded to count the ballots.

As there were amongst the ballot
. N1
papers three ballots sigued W. E. Brunet,
a question arvose as to which should be
counted.

It was moved by Mr. Watson, scconded
by M. Contant:

That the voting paper posted in Quebee,sigued
W, I Branet, 738 St Valier street, Quebee, be
received, and the others signed W. B, Brunet,
St Sanveuar, Quebee, and W, 15, Brunet, Que-
bee, sealed with a small seal, be rejected,
Carried.

The President then read his
ANNULNAL REPORT

Auother year is numbered with the
past.  Pleasaut and unpleasing reflections
crowd upon the mind when we realize the
fact that this is the twenty-third annual
meeting.  Pleasant, when we compare the
position and prospeets of the Association
now with the straggles and difliculties of
its early days; unpleasant, when we
think of the men who have bidden us an
cternal  fuvewell.  Henry  Lamplough,
Benjamin Lyman, Robert Campbell, John
Gardner, Richard Devins, Dr. Picault,
Thomas Crathern, James Goulden, Steph-
en Jones Lyman, Roderick McLeod, and
others whose names have escaped me, in
their lifetime did theie share in build-
ing up this Associntion and helped us both
with purse and hand, when the phara-
cists of this Province were fighting for an
independent  existence and  progressive
legislation.

The status of the pharmacist has vastly
improved since the days to which I have
alluded. Legislation on the whole has
been as satistactory as could have been
expected, and without having created a
monopoly, has so hedged about our rights
by legal enactients, as to very fairly pro-
teet us in the practice of our profession.
Doubtless the time will come when our
population, being denser, it will be found
necessary to further amend the Pharmacy
Act s0 as to confine the sale of all drugs
and wedicines to properly teained licenti-

ates of pharmmey, Neither in England
or the United States huve pharmncists as
yet succeeded in obtaining such legislation.
Tauking it for all in nll, the Pharmacy Act
us it at present stands, barring o little
ambiguity, is as satisfactory as wo can at
present hope for.

Last year in my sanual addeess I drew
attention to the necessity of woving with
great caution in attompting to obtain fur-
ther amendments, and also with reguard to
taking legal action against grocers and
general storckeepers for infringements of
the Pharmacy Act, and T am thoroughly
convinced of the necessity of reiterating
that advice, more especinlly in vioew of
the disastrous defeat of the Ontario Col-
lege of Pharmacy in their recent attempt
to amend their Act. T would strougly
urge the incoming Council of this Associ.
ation to hesitate before committing the
Act which we st present bhave to the ten-
der mercies of the Legistature for the sake
of u few more or less important amend-
ments.  “ Better to bear the ills wo have
than rush to others we know not of.”
The Ontario papers agree in stating that
n deep feeling has been oxcited against
the pharmacists of that province in con-
sequence of the far-reaching cllects on
other businesses of the proposed amend-
ments of the Ontario College, and they go
so far as to call it an efiort to legnlize
monopoly and extortion. The patent
wedicine men and general  storekeepers
with their wealth and political intluence
ot one: side, and the medical men with their
numerous representatives in the Ontario
Legislature on the other, have proved too
much for the not very united ecfforts of
the pharmacists. The sequel to this ill-
digested attempt at legislation is, that
certain rights previously possessed by the
Ountario phavmncists have been withdrawn,
notably the right to scll 6 oz of spirits
without & doctor’s order, and the chang-
ing of the law relating to the sale of Paris
green, so that this dangerous chemical
may now be sold without any registration
whatever by ull classes of dealers. Strange
to say, this amendment was submitted to
the Legistature by a doctor.

Thus, in its attempt to obtain further
privileges for the pharmacists of Ontario,
the Outario College of Pharmacy has not
only been obliged to withdraw its Bill,
but owing to the determined opposition it
met with, the pharmaucists are in a worse
position now than they were before.  Tet
us in this province rest and be thankful
for a while, until public opinion is educat-
ed up to further progress.

The prize of weslth or even of an assur
ed'competency in old age falls to the lot
of very few amongst those who embrace
the profession of pharwacy.

Hard work, everincreasing anxiety,
and long hours (in my opinion, unbeces-
sarily long hours) are the fate of tho phar-
macist, and, T am sorry to say, the worry
attending the business has been very ma-
terinlly increased of late years by the flood
of new preparations, some of thent of very
doubtful merit, inordinately puflfed and

Montreal Notes.

The little ripple which sprang up among
the country druggists, with regard to cir-
culars issued by n wholesnle drug housce to
country doctors, appears to have been al-
layed by the wholesale house alluded to
having explained in the columns of its or-
gan that a circular had been issued to
druggists and storckeepers, and that one
of theso nccidentally found its way to a
country doctor. Complaint was mude by
the local druggist to a local member of
Council and also to the firm. Xxplana-
tions, as usual, followed, and all is now
lovely. The Council of the Pharmaceu-
tical Associntion, when the question was
informally introduced, of course declined
to have it discussed, as it was not within
the scope of its functions. 1t is but jus.
tice to the firm interested to say that the
junior partner, who is the general manag.
er, has always disclaimed the slightest in-
tention to interferc in nny way with the
legitimate customers of country druggists.

In the Province of Ontario, we believe,
the Local Government has legislated on
the subject of the strength of tinctures
and other pharmaccutical preparations by
making tho British Pharmacopaia the
sole authority. In this Province, so far
as is known, the only reference to the
subject is three or four clauses in the Adul-
teration Act, but these do not state that
the B. P. alone shall be used, but that
either the B. P. or U. 8. P. or any other

standurd pharmacopwin niay be used. Tt
is presumed that the want of an authori.
tative ennctment having been pointed
out, the Local Legislature, on tho sugges-
tion of the College of Physicinne and Sue-
geons, will pass n short Act regulating
the subject.

We have been requested to state that
President of the Pharmncentienl Associn.
tion of this Provinee at the annunl meet-
ing explicitly stated “that he did not par-
take of the opinion that we should ot
have all our tinctures according to the
British Phavmncopwin.”  In the veport of
the Montreal Pharmacentical Jorrnal the
word “not” was omitted.

The Pharmaceutien]l Associntion  lins
lost its suit against Mr. Mathieu for being
a partner in n vetail pharmacy without
being registered.  The judge decided that
Mr. Mathieu was a silent (sleeping) part-
ner and took no part in the business, and,
as such, was not atlected by the Act,

At the first Council meoting of the
Pharmacentical Association for the clec.
tion of officers, Mr. Gray, tho retiring
president, declined re.election.  Tho pre-
sident clect, Mr. Contant, will mnke an
encrgetic and painstaking successor to
Mc. Gray.

The new Council, it is believed, will fol-
low a very conservative course, Its fivst
work will doubtless be a complete revis-
ion of the by-lnws which sadly need atten-
tion.  We would suggest that in the new
by-laws a clause should be inserted re-
quiring a voter, who is too indifferent or
too busy to attend the annuxl meeting, Lo
send his vote in a closed envelope direct
to the Secretary. Votes sent through
other chanunels should be void.

Messrs. W. A, Dyer & Co. are now
fully installed in their ‘new pharmacy,
corner of St. Catharine snd University
streets.

We are sorry to hear that Mr. Con-
tant, of the firm of Picault & Contant,
has had the misfortune to lose one of his
children.

The Christian  Endeavor Convention,
which was held in Montreal this year, has
done a great deal of good to general husi-
ness. Jtis calenlated that the Conven-
tion, which numbers nearly 20,000 peo-
ple, must have left not much less than
2200,000 in the city.

Notes From England.

(I'rom onr own Correspondent.)

The introduction of numerous synonyms
into the pharmacopein has notalways been
of advantage to the trade. 1o the 1885 cdi-
tion of the B. F. the popular torm ¢ soda
water” wag allixed as a synonym to the
preparation -— liquor  soda effervesences,
The idea in the mind of Prof. Attlield,
who is generally eredited with initinting
this innovation, was undoubtedly to bene-
fit the chemists by ennbling them to keep
a standard article which doctor’s could or-
der with confidence. Unfortunately in
this case ns well as in several others, the
requirements of the publie do not coincide
with the pharmacopwinl article. For a
long time it has been apparvent that the
public desire only plain aceated water un-
der this title, and it would be unreason-
able to expect manufacturers to put bi-
carbonate of sodium into it, mercly he-
cause the pharmacopwin demands it. A
long succession of prosccutions, instigated
by over zealous public analysts, sometimes
successful, but more often disnmssed, has.
plainly shown the variance that exists be-
tween the public demands and manufac-
turers’ practice on the one side and the
occasional requirements, of medical prae-
titioners on the other. Professor Attfield
fully recognizes that the pharmicopmia is
not intended to provide standard bever-
ages, and accordingly recommends that in
future editions the names ¢ potash” and
“ sodn water ” should disappear.

Some recent agitation has bheen caused
by a magisterial decision that vinegar is-
essentially the product of malt, and that
diluted acetic acid is inadmissable under
the name of vinegar. llere again, the
Pharmacopwia runs against the popular
conception of at least pickling vinegar
and also distilled vinegar. There is no
doubt that o large quantity of diluted and
colored acetic ncid is sold under the name
of vinegar, and as it is cheaper than the
malt product and answers every require-
ment, it is dillicult to sce what objection:
cau be raised. No sympathy can be felt
for munufacturers, however, who label
such preparations “malt vinegar,” and
several have already been fined for this
proceeding.  Vinegar essences are lavgely.
sold for export to the colonies and else-
where, as there is a considerable saving

The eleetion of Professor Dunstan ns a
Fellow of the Royal Society is an honor
which reflects greatly to the credit of the
Pharmuceuticn! Society. 1y the inaung
uration of a Research  Laboratory for
pharmacological investigations, Vrofessor
Dunstan was given the opportunity,which
he quickly availed himself of, to make a
nawe for himself. Tn 2 litths over four
years he has produced, with the help of a
small band of senjor pharmaceutical stu-
dents, a large number of important results,
commencing with the nitrites and ending,
80 far, with the unfinished aconite work.
Professor Dunstan is 2 courteous, gentle-
manly young man of about 31, with a
good voice and commanding style, 1t is
to the latter trait of an unconscionsly
assumied air of superiority that he owes
.his unpopularity with his students, Al
though he is ever ready to do his ntimost
for them, his mauner does not attruet
their coufidence but merely ensures their
respect.  This is his only defect as a
teacher, as his lectures are in every way
admirable,  With a thorough grasp of
his sahjects and a lucid manper of ox-
plaining ditlicult problems, he is probably
a model of the professional lecturer,  He
is also indefatigable in his work.  Desides
daily lecturing at the Socicty’s School of
Pharmacy, heis lecturer at St. Thomas'
Hospital, director of the Research Tabor-
atory, and yet finds time to contribute
important and voluminous articles to
standard works.

The Royal Society is a very exclusive
hody and only numbers some 60 Fellows.
Ench year a bullot takes place for about
15 new Fellows, and the names ave usuale
ly submitted some months before by the
Council. The Chemical, Linnwan, Geo-
logical and Royal Microscopical Socictics
have considerable influence by submitting
names to the Council of the Royal Society,
but. it is by no means unusaal for first-
rate scientists to have their names sub-
witted on several occasions before nceep-
tation. Thus, Professor Winklyn tried
unsuceessfully and would not permit his
name to he put down again, whilst Sir
Henry Roscor was not elected on the first
oceasion.  Pharmacy can claim a  fair
proportion of Fellows in Yrofessors Att-
fild, Tilden, Dunstan, Sir Frederick
Abel, ete.,, whilst the late Danicl Han.
bury, and W, . Drady had also the hon-
or of acpresenting pharmacy in the Royal
o Y.

An interesting controversy is just now
agitating the wholesale druggists in this
country, the outcome of which is awaited

eagerly by both sides. The Wholesale
Druggists” Club recently raised a protest
against the ipeencuanhn which has of late
been offered on the market here.  Much
of the ipeeacunnhn which has arrived
sinee the price has been greatly enhaneed
by searcity abroad is & mixture in varying
proportions ov woady stem and root, The
vesearches of Hooper, Ransom,and others,
have conclusively shown that whilst all
parts of the ipecacuanha contain emetine,
the root contains the largest proportion,
The wholesale druggists thevefore protost-
cd against this mbiixture,  Shortly aftes.
wards the hrokers published w certiticate
of analysis of this woody ipecicuanha by
Mr. Cripps, whose mune will not, be alto.
gether unfamiliar to your readers by rea
son of my comments recently on his new-
ly-publishedd work on pharmacy.  This
certificate  tended to indieate that the
ipecacuanha in question was of good av-
erage quitlity and had a slightly higher
percentage of emetine than the averge,
This arvoused the winth of the druguists,
who openly declined to admit. M. Cripps’
figures and demanded @ portion of the
bale to be sent to Professor Attfield so as
to obtain an independent opinion.  This
was aceeded and the result has not yot.
heen declared. Whatever the vesult may
be it would certainly be more satisfactory
to sell the two portions quite sepirately
for what they may be worth and not mix-
ing them in the present fashion, Of
course the blame Ix laid as usual upon
“the raseals on the other side,” who will
not take the trouble to exercise diseretion
in this watter.  But the wholesale drug-
gists appear determined to try sd vete
dy this.
An important Discovery for
Deadening Pain.

A discovery in the donsin of aunesthoet-
ics is being 2 good deal talked about in
medieal circles in Vieana, which, if it
bear the severe tests which it is proposed
to apply to it, will prove un inestimable
hoon to suflering bumanity. Neither of
the two agencies heretofore employed by
surgeons to deaden or minimize physical
pain during servious operations—chiloro-
form and cocaine—is wholly free from
dauger.  Chloroform cannot be adwminis-
tered to persons sutlering from heart dis.
cise, poverty of blood, ete,, and cocaine
injections under the skin have more than
once had exceedingly deleterions effects,
The new discovery, which is credited to
Dr. K. L. Schicich, determines the fact
that absolute local inmmunity from pain
even during protracted operations can be
obtained without resorting to general par-
cosis of the patient, so that a sufferer may
remain’perfectly conscious during the am-
putation of his hand or foot without under-
going the tortures usually associated with
such operations, or exposing himself to
the danger of syncope ever present in the
operating rooni. It appears that subcu-
tancous injections of & solution of sugar
or salt, and even of simple cold distilled

water, will produce exactly the same Joeal
anesthetic effects as coenine.

The explanation of the phenomenon is
simple: Local ingensibilty to pain is
enused in tho ense of coenine by purely
chemical changes; whilo cold water acts
mechanically by means of high pres-
sure and low temperature.  Under the
influence of the high pressure and sudden
lowering of temperature, the blood and
Iymph are driven from the region operated
upon to places where the pressure is less,
The tissue s thus deprived of its supply
of blood, and temporavy paralysis of the
nerves results, It is stated on the au-
thority of one of the first physicians in
Furope that the importance of this dis-
covery is all the more undoubted secing
that if, in a given case, cold water alone
should fail to produce the needful degree
of insensibility, a weak and absolutely
hawless solution of cocaine wauld prove
cortainly eflicncious.—Lacific Drugyist,

perseveringly introduced to the medical
profession by manufacturing pharmacists,
Dispensing chemists have now to keep in
stock a full line of pills, both sugnr conted
and gelating of at least four diflerent man-
ufacturers, while the vavious elixirs, pep-
sines, pancreatines, wines and syrups are
a legion in themselves, to say nothing of
the expensive French specindtics so fre-
quently ordered. Mow any pharmucist
with & moderate stock maunges to fill all
the prescriptions brought to him is & mys-
tery which is as impossible to solve a~
that still greater mystery which enables
the manufacturer’s agent to so successful
ly hoodwink the well-educated physicinn.
It the present craze for ready-made com-
pounds and specialtics with tradeanarked
names does not soon cease the art of pres-
eribing will be lost, and the Pharmacopawia
will be n thing of the past. .

The question of the examinations, both
preliminary, minor and mnjor, is 2 matter
about which the members of the Council
should endeavor to obtain the fullest in.
formation.  Articles on this extremely
difficult subject are continually appearing
in all the leading scientific journals and
monthly magnzines, and I know of no
subjoct about which such contradictory
opinions are advanced.  'We are all inter-
ested in finding out the best wmethod of
accurately guaging the qualitications of
the examined. ¢

T have during the past year received
several private letters relating to ourown
examinations, both preliminary, minor
and major, but us the majority of them
were cither from the parents of the candi-
dates or from the candidates themselves,
you may veadily belicve that the rensoning
contained in thewm is considerably biased.
With regard to the preliminary examina-
tions, I am strongly of opinion that one
teacher from the Cutholic and another
from the Protestant Normal Schools should
be asked to fill the position of examiners
in Montreal, and also the same in Quebee.
There bas always been 2 ditliculty in got-
ting wen from the rauks of our practical
pharmacists to take the position of pre-
Hwinary examiners, and it is self-evident
that men engaged daily in teaching are
better qualified for the position than men
who have left College some years.  With
regard to the major sud minor examiners,
the best men for the purpose are those
who are daily engaged in the practice of
pharmacy. The Council must see to it
that none but men specially qualified for
the position, and of the highest character
are appointed.

There are some points with regard to
the preliminary cxaminations which de-
serve to benoted ; forinstance, the major-
ity of the candidates who present them-
sclves before the preliminary board of ex-
swiners arc young wen wuo have passed

some years in  clussical colleges, high
schools, or ncademics. Most of those
from classicnl colleges bave left at the end
of their belle-lettres or chetoric course,
and those from the high schoals at the
end of their grammar course. Tho total
number of candidates who presented
themselves for the preliminary examina-
tion during the past year was 1435; of
this number 70 failed to pass in arithme-
tic. To my wind this is conclusive evi-
dence of o want of appreciation of this
important subject cither on the part of
teachers or pupils. It scems reasonnble
to sny that if these young men, represent-
ing 50/ of the whole, had received proper
instruction in arithmetic such a large
provortion would not have failed ut the
examinations.

During the past year there has been a
wlovement in favor of day lectures, and it
ut first appeared as though a number of
cwployers were in favor of the idewn; but,
on further consideration and discussion of
the subject in all its bearings, it was
found to be not only against the best in.
terests of the clerks themselves, but also
against that of the larger number of dém-
ployers. The standard required by the
examinations, us they are at present, can
readily be obtained hy a little sacrifice of
his evening's pleasure on the part of the
clerk for a few wonths during cach year,
and that during the winter, while the
cmployer, by arranging his staft’ to meet
the exigeneies of the case, need sufler no
great hardship.  On the other hand,
should the clerks require to attend once or
more lectures in the day-time, their value
to their employers would be sensibly dim-
inished, and they must expect » reduction
fusalary. It appeires desirable, in view
of the fact that the average young win
who aspires to be . pharmacist is not xs
as a rule the child of wealthy parents, his
wige-earning powers should sot in any
way be intafered with,  The ability  to
earn wages is perhaps the only temptation
toa number of younyg men who sclect
pharmacy in preference to medicine, be-
cause they feel they can study their pro-
fession and at the same time support
themseives, 1t is self-evident that this
would not be the case in a large centre
like Montreal if the clerks’ attention were
distracted during the day-time from the
practical and commercial side of his occu-
pation by the uccessity of leaving his
work o attend lectures,

There is n strong tendency springing
up amongst young pharmacists to go into
business on their own account as soon as
they have obtained their license. This I
look upon as a grave mistake; far better
to get further practical experience as sen-
ior clerks and managers for a couple of
yearsthan by rushinginto businesswithout
the commercinl knowledge uecessary. A
situntion in u large drug house in New
York or London, or indeed in any large
city, outside of the Province of Quebec,
where the young pharnacist could get an
insight into the great world beyond would
tend to brighten the intellect, expand the
wind and render the settling down %o the

worry aud auxicty of a chemist's life
miore acceptable.

With regard to an interchange of dip
lomas or licenses between the provinces of
the Dowinion and tha states of the neigh-
boring union, nothing further can be done
until there is more uniformity in the phar-
macy lnws, as well asin the curriculum fol-
lowed by the various colleges of pharmacy.

A topic which itinay be as well to draw
attention to at this time is the question as
to how far pharmacists are justified in sup-
plying tinctures made according to the
United States Pharmacopeia.,  Neither
the Dominion Parlisment or the Local
Legislatures have as yet legislated on the
subject. In the preface to the British
Pharmacopeia of 1867 the General Coun-
cil of Medical Education and Registration
of the United Kingdowm, which is charged
with the publication of the pharmacopaia,
states in the preface to the 1867 edition
that “ Tt is iutended to atlord to the weu
bers of the medical profession and those
engaged in the preparation of wedicines
throughout the British Empire one uni-
form standard and guide.” But after all,
this is only an announcement of the coun-
cil, and, of course, carries no legal weight
with it in the Dominion of Canads. The
Act itsclf, which appoints the General
Medical Council, says “it is enacted that
the British Pharmacopaia, when publish-
ed, shinll for all purposes be deemed to be
substituted throughout Great Britain and
Treland for the several above-wentioned
pharmacopains,” that is to say, the Loa-
doun, Ediuburgh and Dublin pharmaco-
pains. By this it appears the Act does
not apply to the British Empire, but only
to Great Britain and Ivelaud, which is
reasonable to suppose. Nothing that X
can find obliges us legally to use the Brit-
ish Pharinacopwin.  Custom alonc has
sanctioned its use amongst us. Livingus
we do, so near to and in such close cow-
munication with the immense confedera-
tion of states south of us, i great mauny
preparations in daily use there are in de.
mand here, and in Ontario I am informed
that Awerican prescriptions are daily dis-
pensed in most pharmacies,and in increas-
ing numbers.

Take as an example a pharmaceutical
preparation in daily use—the tivicture of
arnica. Noone in Canada would think
of supplying the Dritish tincture, which
is made from the root aud has no fra-
grance at all.  ‘What tho public reguireis
the tincture of arnica flowers, which is of-
ficial in the United States Pharmacopacin.
Then, again, many doctors who favor, us
with their custom ohject to pay the high
price of tincture of rhubarb when made
according to the British Pharmacoperia,
which, among other things, contains Span-
ish saffron, the present price of which is
from 80 cents to £1.00 an ounce in Mon:
treal, aud saffron, we all know, is thera-
peutically inert. The United States tinc.
ture contains rhubarb, cardamoms and di-
lute spirit, aud can be produced cheaper
and is what the physicians who supply
their own wmodicines to their patients

‘Those ave silver, these are gold.”

So sings tho bard ; but his advice is not
held to apply in matters pharmaceutical
by our latter-day sages.  The colmnns of
chemists’ journals are filled with accounts
of the thousands of new drugs—some good,
many indiflerent, anda great many bad—
which are poured on the Tuglish warket
from German and Awerican laboratories ;
but only in obscure corners can one find i
reference to the newer propertics of the
old-established drugs. Tt is not to be
imagined, therefore, by the honoured craft
of pharmuncy that the older drugs ave play-
ed out and must soon give way to their
younger brethren, and that the attention
of physiological experimenters is confined
to drugs which bear such high-sounding
titles as methlacetanilide or acetylphenyl-
hydrazine.

On the contravy, they have found new
uses for such old acquaintances as blue
ointment, squills, calomel, and even Bur-
. gundy pitch.  However, no journul has
hitherto published a resume of these new
uses of the old, old friends of our "prentice
days, so to the Inbour of love of putting
them before the kind readers of this journ.
al, who have said so many kind things of
his cflorts to interest them, the author de-
votes this article.  With the space at his
command the references must be brief, but
details of any procedure can be obtained
if desired.

Acetic Acther.—That this prepavation is
one of the most relinble antispusmodic,
and carminatives, and highly preferable to
ether itself on account of its pleasant
odour and taste, has lately been demon-
strated.—(1. V. J., 1892),

Acetum.— Slightly diluted kills nits.
Boocq suggests addition of oncin 500 of
perchloride of mercury. Tt is the latest
remedy for liver spot.

Actd Carbolic —A 9 per cent. solution
is lauded for baldness. Applicd every two
weeks, Combined with tannin and tine-
ture of iodine (o xv. to 1 oz) it forms a
relinble ointinent for chilblains, In the
proportion of a drachm to 2 ozs. of recti-
tied turpenting, it is now applied to cry-
sipelas.  Two drops every four hours are
given with splendid results in influenza
and puerperal fever.—S1vs0x.

Acid Chronic.—Now used as an eschar-
otic for iuterior of nosc in asthma, and
recomuended in February’s Practitioner
us application for syphilitic ulcers in pro-
portion of one in two.

Acid Hydrochloric.--A twoor three per
cent. solution is used as an application for
discased bone, TLoudly praised in Lancet
last May for vomiting. Tt was adminis.
tered iu swmll doses at short intervals,

Acid Lactic.—Said to be reliable remedy
for infantile diarrhwa. Thomas gives «
teaspoonful of & two per cent. solution af-
ter cach meal for infunts under six
months.  Constitutesa valupbleuid to in-
digestion in adults,

Acid Sulphurous.—Hus given excellent
results in ringworm and lupus.  Recom-
mended in whooping-cough and asthmu,

Aconite~—~Qwen cured n great number
of cases of dysentery at Port Blaiv with
the tineture.  Aconitine in doses of 34,
gr. every six hours is given by Tison for
erysipelas, Tt is also recommended in
Grave's discase.

Ayaricus, -=This well-known  fungus,
which grows on the Jareh, bas been Jately
re-introduced into the muateria medica, as
a specitic for the night sweats of phthisis,

Anunonit  dectas.—Vidal recommends
35 to 90 gus. per diem of this for scarlu-
tina.  T'wo ounces of the B. P. liquor will
usually steady the gait and clear the cloud-
ed brain of the inebrinted.

Ammoniwm Cllorids.—Now used as o
diuretic in fevers, Tts value as an hepatic
stitnulant is not fully recognised by the
profession, nor has it attained the rank it
deserves among the remedies for neuralgia.

dugyl Nitrvite~TInvaluable in sea-sick-
ness—three drops may be given every two
or three hours it necessary, It is an anti-
dote for chloroform poisoning, and should
be always used in restoring auimation in
doubtful cases of death, such as drowning,
hanging, ov fainting.

Antimoninm Lartaratum—~Is actually
vecommended in phthisis !

Antipyrin.—1f T may call this an old
fricnd—for it is, at any vate, a true one—
T wish to point out that it cures choren or
St. Vitus’s dance when nothing clse will,
Tt is an excellent local and general styptic.

Arnica.—Chemists must not be surpris.
cd to sce this old heusehold god used in-
ternally. It is given in small doses with
some suceess in dysentery, chronic bron-
chitis, and nervous debility. The pre-
seriber should remember its liability to
produce erysipelatous inflammation,

Arsenious Acid.—Has been proved to be
the sheet-anchor of the neuarvalgic, the
gouty, the dyspeptic, and nearly every
form of invalid where a general blood-
forming tonic is vequired.

Asapatida.—The Master of the Rotunda
Hospital adds the weight of his name toa
new treatment for threatened abortion,
which consists in giving pills containing
11 grains of this drug in gradually in.
creasing quantity until 15 grains are taken
in the day, and then reducing the dose by
degrees.

Atropine Sulphate. -— Is now highly
spoken of in Grave’s discase und for vari-
ous forms of muscular spasm. Yor uterine
hiemorrhage 0.0003 gramme has given
very gratifying results.

Bael Fruit.—This is an old drug with a
great future before it, The extract, pre-
pared from the fresh fruit, has acted like
a charm in the author’s hands for dysen-
tery and persistent diavcheea. Tt possesses
the singular property of acting as a re-
linble astringent in diarrhaa and o bland
Inxative in coustipation. This is not men-
tioned in the usual text-books.

Denzine.—A Russian author suys there
is no remedy for lice or pediculosis like
conmon benzine.

Benzoin.—'The value of iulmlations of
the tincture of benzoin in influcnza is in.
disputable. Tn the recent epidewmic in
Kent, my patients and myself had reason
to bless the good old Frint’s Balsam,

Borax. — Has been  recommended  in
mumps and loss of voice, but Dr. Folsom
was the first to draw attention to the
great value of this drugin one of tho most
formidable of awaladies, namely, epilepsy.
Dr. Stewart has since pointed out that it
exerts a powerful influence over nocturnal
scizures, but is inferior to bromide of po-
tassium in averting divrnal seizures. A
combination, therefore, of the two drugs
has ellected several cures. One or two
drachms of borax are usually administer-
ed in the 24 hours. Gouley, of New York,
states that five grains to the one ounce
solution of borax cures gleet quicker than
anything clse,

Bryony.—=This old root has Jately been
highly lauded for dvopsy, rheumatism,
pleurisy, bronchitis, and pleuro-pneumonia.
(Drie. Med. Jowrnal, Muy Tth, 1892.) In
a recent copy of the Lancet is said to be
useful in uterino bleeding, apart from the
menses or pregnancy.,

Burqundy Pitch.—A mixture of Bur-
gundy pitch, 30 parts; black pitch, 8
parts ; Venctinn turpentine, 2 parts ; and
lard 1 part was highly spoken of in a re-
cent issue of a forcign medical journal for
the cure of ringworm.

Caffeine.—Praised by Elliott in sciatica,
Although the drug causes wakefulness, it
is recommended by Anstic for insomnin
in chronic aleoliolism without delirium.

Calciwm Chloride.—This drug has been
proved to be useful in preventing bleed-
ing, hence it is invaluable in checking
bleeding from the lung in consamption,
and for sdministration heforc major oper-
ations.

Calomel.—1 suppose on the homaopath-
ic doctrine of simila @ stmilibus curantur
this drug is now given in cholera and in
typhoid fever.  Five centigrammes with
one of opinm are given every two to four
days (De Simoncin British Medicale Jour-
nal.) Schiedebergattributes to the drug
antiseptic propertics to account for its
utility in infantile diarrhea.

Cannalbis Indica. — Jee rccommends
threc-quarters of 1 grain of this drug three
times a day for dyspepsia.  One-sixth of

— Professor  Liehruch
recommiends cantharidine for tuberculosis,
or consumption of the Jungs and Iarynx.
The result of recent experiments have
been far from satisfactory.

Carbon Zetrackloride.—Our old labora-
tory friend is now used in France as an
inhalation for phthisis,

Cascara Sagradu.— A pill of the extract
combined with ipeeae. and arsenic is of
great value in the vomiting of pregnancy.

Chamomile. — History repeats itself.
One of the oldest drugs in the Pharmaco-
peaia is now recommended for nearly
everything by Lauder Brunton and Phil-
lips. It is useful in flatulence, summer
diarthaes, the congh of hysterical women,
asthma, whooping cough and pulmonary
catarrh,

Chian Turpentine.—Chemists may not
know thut this is o modern medicament
for cancer.

Clloral Ilydrate.~TLufl' gives chioral
cotnbined with iodide of potassium and
perchloride of mercury for infantile diarr-
haa, Tetanus, or lockjaw, has been cured
by the administration of 7 to 9 grains of
the drug, cobined with 4 to 7 drops of
extract of Calabar bean every two hours
to patient 10 pears old. Externally a 2
per cent, lotion will curce nettle-rash and
some varicties of ulcers, It is of marked
value in the treatment of Laldness.

Cliorine.—Is now inhaled for phthisis.
The ofticial solution is instilled by Schmidt.
in infantile ophthalimia, and adwinistered
;:ntenxnlly by Boyd, of Dublin, for typhoid
ever.

Cinnamon.—The tincture is a very
valuable application in baldness.

‘Cinchona.—Half ouncedoseshave cured
rheumatic fever when all clse failed.
Botkin’s cholera drops, used so largely in
the epidemic of last year in Hamburg,
contain merely the compound tincture, a
little quinine, acid, and Hoftman’s ano-
dyne.

Collodion.—Todized collodion is, accord-
ing to Chatelain, the best remedy for alo-
pecia.

Contine.—Conine  has cured tetanus,
and is suggested in tic by Hammond,

Copaiba.—Chemists must not suspect
the virtue of imbibers of this drug, as it
was highly praised in the Provincial Med-
seal Journal last May for certain liver
diseases and as a diurctic.

Creasote.—Four to ten drops daily has
removed the sugar from the urine in dia-
betes.

Gelseminn.— s sprang into great re.
nown of late. It is of great value in
scintica and theumatism,  Read says he
has cured tetanus with it ; while Wilde
regards the tincture as a specilic in in-
fluenza. Tt is highly praised in measles,
and 10 to 17 drops is n reliable antidote to
nervous insomuin, A wide field has been
opened up for the drug by extensive ex-
periments with it in the treatment of ty-
phoid and intermittent fevers,  These
have hitherto given the most gratifying
results,

Glycerine.~Tn a paper read before the
Academy of Medicine in Puris, Dr. Fer-
rand has shown that the most uscful of
drugs is almost a specific for gall.stones.,
“In Jarge quantities,” he says, “that is to
say in 30 gramme doses, it brings an at-
tack of hepatic colic to an end.  In small
dosesof & grammes to 15 grammes each it
prevents fresh ones.”

Gum Ammoniacum.~—~Used in the Fiunme
Hospital as a cholera specific.

Guaiacum.—This resin is of great value
in painful menstruation. Tt gives relief

in tonsilitis, and is almost a specific for

searlatina (see Dr. Avmstrong’s avticle in
Annual Univ, Med  Sciences).

I ellrbore.~The good old hellebore snufl
which is in such demand in country phar-
macies, has yiclded an alkaloid to modern
investigators, which produces a Jocal an-
wsthesia of the cornea, which lasts much
longer than that produced by cocaine, and
is entively without irritation.

Iydrargyrion.—A new use has been
found for blue ointment by Dr. Broad-
hurest.  He smearsit on strips of lint, and
wraps up the joints with these in gonor-
rheal rhenmatisiy, the novel remedy yield-
ing highly satisfactory resuits. Of the
newer uses of the perchloride it might
truly be said their name is legion. In sur-
gery it is now the favourite antiseptic-in
wounds, burns and ulcers. Not the least
interesting of its uew uses is as a reagent.
for albumen in urine.  Spicgler’s solution
for this‘purpose is prepared. according to
the following formula :

Hydrogen  peroxide.—After bring for
many years amere dilletante in the bou-
doir of tho fashionai le beauty, the gay
oxide of water kas become within the Inst
few months an active soldier in the ranks
of the materin medien.  Inhalations of the
aas have been shown to be of great value
in whooping congh, asthma, consumption,
and bronchitis,  The commercial solution
is a valuable applieation in erysipelas, nnd
a comforting and cllicncious spray in searl-
atina.  For quinsey a pigment of H,0,
and oil of cassin applicd every two hours
gives great rvelief.

ITydrastis Canadensis.—Although not
a very old friend, this is & remedy which
has come to stop. lIts utility in gonor-
theea and gleet is worth remembering,

Jodine.~=The latest novelty from the
other side of the Atlantic is the adminis.
tration of hypodermic injections of iodine,
with chloride of gold and sodimn, for con-
sumption. Renzi’s hypodermic solution
of iodine is prepared according to the fol-
lowing formula:

Indide of potassium . 3 parts,
Chloride of sodinum ... 6

Jodic Hydrargyrum.—Our old friend,
Nessler’s reagent, has been investigated
therapeutically with great results. It is
beyond doubt ane of the best bactericides,
being twice as eflicacious as the perehlor-
ide. Tt is not nearly so poironous, docs
not irritate, and can be administered in-
ternally in doses of & quarter of a grain.
The Laneet says it is aspecific in infantile
diarthwa, and in the “Year Book of
Treatment” the cllicacy of a spray of one
part of the double jodides to 1,000 of dis-
tilled water is highly praised in the treat-
ment of tubercular phthisis.

Todidde of Iron.—A combination of this
drag with phosphide of zinc is the most
recent treatment for chronic lead poison-
ing.

Jodoform. — Externally, iodoform is
practically used for everything nowadays,
Lut internally, T have to record a number
of new uses.  For dysentery § geain with
1 grain opium five times a day hns given
good results.

Juglandine.—~The walnut has given us
an alkaloid of great utility in constipation
and biliousness,

Juntper.—TIn this age of sexual debili-
ty it is worth pointing out the fact that
the harmless necessary juniper is one of
the simplest and wost eflicacious of the
aphrodisiacs.

Lobelia.—Dr. W. Murrcll reccommenids
a spray of a five per cent. solution of the
liguid cxtract in the treatment of chronic
Lronchitis.

T have long given this compound
to old topers as'a “pick-me-up,” with very
gratifying results,

Magnesinm Sulphate.—Epsom salts, as
a remedy for dysentery, looks like a bur-
lesque, but on the contrary, is a serious
new face'of a very-old friend. The new
treatment was introduced by Dr. Leaby,
who makes n saturated solution of the salt,
adding 1 oz, of dilute sulphuric ncid to
each 7 ozs,, and giving 1 oz. of this com-
bination every hour or two till it operates.
The treatment is stated to have met with
a Inrge measure of success.

Manganese.—Bluke White recommends
hypodermic injections of gold and man.
ganese in pulmonary phthisis. The diox-
ide, after remaining werely n laboratory
salt for years, is now bidding fair toattain
the first rank among our potent therapeu-
tic agents, Dr, Jucques, in the “Annual
of Universal Medical Sciences” for this
yenr, says it is invaluable as an cmmena-
gogue, in flatulence, and in gout., Tt has
met with a fair measure of success in gas-
tric neuralgia with “water brash,” and in
the treatment of scarlatina, diphtheria,
erysipelas, puerperal fever, and blood poi-
soning.

Menthol —The stearoptenc of oil of
peppermint is universally recognized as
one of the wmost potent friends of the
therapist, and, on account of its pain-
allaying properties, its uses are innumer
able. In hay fever nothing gives relief
like the following snuft':

B Meathol .............ll0 2 drachms
Chloride of ammonium ....3 drachms
Boracicneid ... .......0 3 dinchms

Mix.
Gottschalk has added the drug to the
long list of remedies for the vomiting of

pregnancy, He prescribes the following :

B Menthol ......... .... 15 grains

hourly.

* Morphia.—Dr. Harris, of St. Bartholo-
mew’s, recommends hypodermic injections
of morphia for hiemorrhage from the lungs
in phthisis,

Myrrh.—A lotion of 15 minims of the
tincture to 1 ounce of water has lately
been recommended as a stimulating appli-
cation to ulcers.

Nuz Vomica.—One of the most largely
used of drugs has appeared in a new light
during the past twelve months, as a topi-
cal application for alopecia or baldness,

Olive 0il,—Chemists must not be sur-
prised at seeing 3 ounce doses of this old
therapeutic prescribed. It is now recom-
mended by McCourt, of New York, in
these large doses for gall.stones. The
treatment has been singularly successful.

Peprin~This is undoubtedly one of
the best possible applications for slough-

ing ulcers. I have used it when every-
thing clse failed in an extensive surgicnl
practice in the Rhondda Vallay, and was
vory gratified by its remarkably healing
eftect.

Phosphoyus.—Now used in lupus ery-
thematosus with good results.

Physostiymatis  Faha.—Radelitfe  has
given four to seven drops of the Huid
oxtract of Calabar bean every two hours
for five weeks, in a case of tetunus or
lockjaw, producing one of the few cures
on recotd of -this lonthsomo maludy,

Pilocarpine.—~This drug has also cured
tetanus.  In the November Judian JMed-
ical Gazelle, n native doctor reports a case
of hydrophobin cured by 11 injections of
4-grain each administered in the course of
soeven days, Tt is a useful topical appli-
cation in baldness. In Germany it has
cured rheumuatism, and Dr. Angel Money
says it will cure “fits” of all kinds.

Lodophyllin.—Chemists who put this
drug in their pills should remember that
it is o powerful nervous depressant, It
will bring on a more intense “fit of the
blues” more elfectually than any drug T
am acquainted with,

Potassium.—A. 40 per cent. solution of
potassium is n sovercign remedy for in-
growing toe-nail. It should be applied to
the nail with a glass brush. Tt will he
found that it dissolves the nail in lIayers,
enabling the suflerer to scrape away the
the entire nail right down to the quick
absolutely painlessly. Dr. John Crerar
says the bicarbonate is an eflicient reme-
dy in influenza. Chapin, of Paris, in this
year’s Medictl Annual, snys that the old
“wise woman’s” remedy for whooping
cough—carbounate of potash and cochineal
—-i3 as good as any other! The bromide
has proved of great use in the distressing
headaches of cataract. The chlorate is
the latest treatment foe lichen. It is
given in ten to twenty grain doses. A
ten per cent. solution of the cyanide has
proved useful in lupus. The iodido is
given for cverything nowadays, but I
think its utility in cataract is not yet
sufliciently widely known.

Quinine.—I have found that among
the better classes, quinine in tonic doses
causes headache nine times out of ten.
‘With the poor it does not seem to pro-
duce this effect. Tt is a little bit of prac.
tical empirics worth the chemist’s atten-
tion. )

Resorcin.—Five grains three times a
day is an eflicient remedy in gastric ulcer,

Salicin.—Tn the Lancet last year Dr.
Turner reported 215 cases of influenza
successfully treated with this drug.

Senecga.—Although originally introduc-
ed as an antidote to the bite of thevattle-
snake, the fact scems to have been forgot-

ten, but its antidotal power has vecently

been once more called attention to,
Senna —Coffee has been lately recom-
mended to disguise the abominable odor
and taste of senna.
Serpentary.—1It is not generally known
that serpentary-is an efficient substitute

for gunincum in the treatment of gout,
rheumntism, and tho many nilments in
which the popular resin of the lignum
vitw is used,

Sodivm,—Dr, Potain, of Puaris, recom-
mends full doses of common salt every
two hours to prevent the re-accumulation
of tluid in plourisy. Iarrison, of Bristol,
hias cured n number of cases of lupus by
applying n 40-grain to the ounce solution
of hyposulphite of sodn at night, and five
minims to the ounce lotion of hydrachlor-
ic acid the following morning.  The hypo-
sulphite is also recommended as a valuablo
application in ringworm. The benzoate
has recently been tried, with very good
results, in whooping cough.  The bromide
is recommenacd in the 2. M. /. for sen
sickness  Twenty grains should be given
thrice daily for three days before going
on board, and the amount gradually dim-
inished during the voyage.  Salicylate of
sodn is now given for most diseasvs, dia-
hetes and erysipelas being the latest ad-
ditions to the list of ills it is supposed to
benefit.  ‘The sulphate of this metal, like
its comrade the magnesium salt, has lately
been advoeated in the treatment of dysen-
tery.

Steamoninm.—AX strong infusion of the
seeds constitutes a very useful and grate-
ful application for inflamed tumours and
painful piles.

Strychnine.—The most important new
feature of this very old friend is its re-
markable value as an antidote to the bites
of snakes, and other venomous reptiles.
De, Mueller is the introducer of this treat-
ment. He gives )y grain as a hypodermic
injection every 10 to 20 minutes, accord-
ing as symptoms become more or less
threatening. The animal and vegetable
poisons are so thoroughly antagonistic,
that the quantity of the drug administer-
ed may be pushed to an extent thiat would
be rapidly fatal in the absence of the
suake’s or other reptile’s poison, The
Lancet says that deaths from snake bite
are extremely rare where this treatment
is adopted. ~Any part of the body willdo
for the injections, but the neighbourhood
of the wound is, of course, preferable.
Surgeon Captain Harold has cured chronic
diarrhaea with two minim doses of the B.
P. liquor, combined with four minims of
tincture of digitalis. Lauder Brunton
recommends hypodermics of the drug in
pneumonin.,  Full doses after cach meal
will often cnablea professional vocalist to
sing “as clear as a bell” after a cold.

Swccini Olewm.—In the B, M. J. for
1st April, 1893, De. Mureell recommends
the oil of amber as a rubefacient, in
whooping cough. He points out that on
the continent it is applied to the chest n
incipient phthisis, and chronic bronchitis,
and administered internally in flatulent
dyspepsia and hysteria,

had almost bLeen forgotten, has, through
Sir A. Garod and Dr. Murrell, of late
years resumed its well-deserved position
as one of the most relinble of the altera-

Its latest sphere
of usefulness is in the treatment of pain-
ful and difticult enstruation.  Dr. Mur-
rell invariably prescribes w mixture of sul-
phur and guniacum for patients “suffering
from constipation and what is convention-
ully termed biliousness.”

Tobacco.—Schwitzer treats diphtherin
with & § per cent. solution in nlcohol of
the cmpyreumatic oil obtained from to-
baceo pipes. It is upplicd with o brush,
and nn infusion of tobucco leaves (2 parts
to 200) is also used as & gargle.

Lurpentine—Recetified turpentine has
during the past twelvemonth been put
forward as an apphcation for erysipelus,
Dr. Ralfe, of the London Hospital, strong-
ly advoeates its administration in gall-
stones, Terebene, the popular turpentine
derivative, has far surpassed: the mother
drug in the treatment of wintercough,
kidney and bladder troubles.

Thyme.—~This fine old 17th century
drug has been reccmmended during the
past year in the treantinent of whooping:
cough. Its stearoptenc thymol is a use-
ful antiseptic, but its therapeutic proper-
ties hiave not yet been fully investigated.

Lurpeth Mineral —This well known
veterinary wedicine has been reconmend-
ed by De. Smart as an emetic in mem-
braunous croup.

Valerian.—I have three very important
new uses of this valunble British herb to
record.  (1.) It hus been used with great
success in the troublesome nettle-rashes of
pregnancy.  (2.) In combination with
guaincum it has proved a valuable stim-
ulant in  cnlirged  scrofulous glands,
(3.) Dr. Butte observed that, physiologi-
cally, valerian so alters the processes of
nutrition that sugnr disappears from the
urine, e accordingly tried it in diabetes
with marked success, and his experience
has been contirmed by the present writers
experiences in three wellmarked cases,
where the sugar disappeared entirely from
the urine after the administration of full
doses of the tincture for three wecks.
Much less satisfactory has been the vecent
application of the drug to the treatment
of Grave's discase.

Veratrum Viride.~~Until within the last
two or three years green hellebore was
hardly ever preseribed, although in the
lust century it was o popular remedy. It
is now largely used in delirium tremens,
pucrperal convulsions,and i the first stage
of pneumonin. There is nothing to cqual
it for quieting the pulse in Grave's di-
scase, according to an authority on this
fearful malady. Davis recommends  drop
doses (for every year up to six), given hy-
podermically for infantile convulsions,

Verbascum Thapsus.—The familiar mul-
lein plant has recently been re-introduced
in Ireland as a specitic for consumption.
Tt is a pleasant demulcent, but has abso-
lutely no therapeutic value. Tn the cur-
rent issue of the “Medical Aunual”
Reamermakes the startling statement that
tho fresh flowers well ruhed in will cure
warts ! What next

Zine.-—Sulphate of zine, combi..ed with
tincture of belladonna or ntropine, is the
anly velinblo remedy for whooping cough.
T have preseribed it daily for the past two
yenrs for tho youngest children, and have
invarinbly had rapidly sucoessful results.
Oxide of zinc is a specific for cpileptic
vertigo or giddiness, Fouv to five grain
doses in iiquor potassie is of great value
in convulsive tic. Tor boils, ZnO is the
best application.  They should be poul.
ticed during tho day, and at night a thick
paste of zine oxide, mado with I. P, borie
ointment, applied.  Early squeezing is to
be avoided, and thoy should rarely be in-
cised,

With the space at my command, my
notes on the remedies under consideration
have been of necessity crude, imperfect,
and incomplote, but I trust they ave sufli-
cient to give the pharmacist some idea of
the host of new faces under which our
old friends have appeared during the last
year or two. I trust T have also proved
my original hypothesis, that the now
friends—for every drug should be an in-
timate “friend” to physician and pharma-
cist—we are constantly having introduced
to us are at best only silver or silver-gilt,
while the old, old friends of our *prentice
days are sterling yellow gold. I refuse to
agree with Professor Charteris and his
following that half the present Pharma-
copeein is valuless, In the hands of blind
idolators at the shrine of Novelty it way
bLe, but in the hauds of patient, persevering
physiologists cvery drug in that collection
is of infinite value in its own peculinr
sphere. It is, no doubt, = very fine thing to
introduce a new derivative of the aromatic
series with a catchy fancy name, a few
half-proven good qualities, and & thousand
faults, but in the opinion of the carnest
therapist he does most service to phae-
macy, medicine, and mankind who intro-
duces o true old friend, whose faults,
failings, and qualitics we all know under
anew face, and rejuvenated by a new
mission to perform, to n new sphore of
usefulness in the service of suffering hu.
manity.—British and Colonial Druggist.

Pharmacy and the Vulgar Preju-
dices against it.

The following avticle appeared in the
Jowrnal de Pharmacie Alsace-Lorraine,but
it contains so much that is pertinent to
our own region that we translate it en-
tire :

“Pharmacy is generally regarded asa
mine of gold to those who practice it, but,
it is needless to say, that this is very rave-
ly the case. If the art has been elevated,
so to speak, in these Iatter times, and has
surrounded itself with a certain amount
of luxury, it is becausc those who practice
it have learned that to succeed they must
participate in the progress that is develop-
ing in every other Lranch of industry em-
braced by human activity. The art of
pharmacy has gnined much, and the do-
maiu of its intervention has been consid-
crably uwugmented of lv:tg years ; but this

is not by any means admitiing that it has
become a Pactolus to bo exploited by
everyone. One should not jufer from
these luxurious surroundings that the
profession of pharmacy is, ns vulgarly sup-
posed, oxceedingly lucrative, and that it
offers a speedy fortune to those who fol
low it. This Juxury is obligatory upon
all who do not wish to be supposed to be
fossilized rotarders of progress, and is no
criterion upon which to declare that ‘the
pharmacist makes a clear profit of 19 sous
oub of every 20 sous that he tukes in,’ ns
was formerly pretended.

“We were led to examine a little closer
into the truth or falsity of these churges
by an article which recently appeared in
the Siccle, that old and honest republican
Jjournal, over the signature of G. Bogelot.
According to this writer, because the pub-
lic does not know just what goes into
those little boxes and vials, the apothecary
sclls them at exorbitaut profits. This is
an acient prejudice, surviving and still be.
lieved, since the days of the legendary
compte apothecaire, & wmere random  ex-
pression, void of basis in truth.

“Tho same sort of tulk is indulged in
with regard to certain pharmaceutical
specialties, and we shall see with how
wuch truth, But oven granting its truth
in individual cases, the fact remains that
the great body of pharmacists barely make
both cuds meet at tho completion of the
year,

“The thing that leads the public to these
gratuitous conclusions are certain pretend-
ed revelations according to which ‘in a
medicanient sold at 2 francs, for example,
there are searcely 60 or 65 centimes worth
of materials including the containers and
corks,” and that U.e pharmacist therefore
must make from 50 to 60 per cent. profit.
The public forgets that this profit is gross,
from which are to be deducted the general
running expenses, which are very consid-
erable in pharmacy. The large number
of shops in the cities, the small amount of
business in the country, muke a very
straightened condition of aftairs,and wean-
while the general expenses in both city
and country areas hieavy as though double
or triple the amount of business were done.
Rent, clerk hire, taxes, contributions, etc.,
come to quite as much as though one were
doing a rushing business.

“In addition to all “his, must no ac-
count be made of our responsibilities, so.
heavy in cases of accident, and, finally, is
not our knowledge worth something?

“When one pays the bills of the phy-
sician, or of the lawyer, one does not
reckon the length of time of the consulta.
tion or of the pleading, but the anterior
Jabor—the preliminary studies wade by
these men to fit themselves for their pro-
fession. 'Why do they not do the samein
the case of the apothecary, who also had
to preparc himself, by long study, by ap-
prenticeship, ete., to obtain his diploma ?
Aside from the time and money speat in
preparation, tho apothecary must have
aud spend capital to purchase a business
or to found onc—ought not this, too, to bo
reckoned for?

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“Is the obligation of remaining con-
stantly at the pharmacy, of being awnk-
ened suddenly by the night-boll to go to
tho aid of any night prowler, or the vic-
tim of somo nocturnal brawl, of no counse-
quence? If we refusc, do we not lay our-
solves lisble to heavy actions for damage ?
Atid How often after arising and attend-
ing to these cases do wu get thanks for
our puins, and not a sou for the iedicines
sud attentions furnished ?

“The public scoms to regard tho phavm-
ucist simply as » shop-keeper who puts o
pinch of powder or a few drops of liquid
in a bottle and churges three or four
pricos for doing so. It takes no account
of the knowledge that it had been neces-
sary for him to ncquire to recognize these
substances, frequently most dungerous,
and to manipulate them to the benefit of
those who receive thems, and without mak-
ing an error that might cost the life of
the client. That is what they dislike to
pay for, and this dislike is most illogical
and unjust. .

“Phatnacy of to-day is a science. From
its shops and Iaboratorics huve proceeded
the principal chemical discoveries of mod-
ern times. Outside of pharmacy, how
many chemists can you enumerate ? There
are a fow in the academics and faculties
of the larger cities, but in the provinces
who but the pharmacist makes the analy-
ses, the expert medico-legal investigations
and the scientific discoveries? Neverthe-
less the hue and cry is raised against him
on all sides. He gets too much profit on
all that he sclls, cspecially upon his
tspacialties.’

“Let us gee if this Jatter charge is true.
A ‘specialty’ is a medicament sold by the
inventor or discoverer, either of new
properties in remedics or new modes of
combining the latter, always at great ex-
pense for advertising. In such prepara-
tions we are told that the cost of the mn-
terials is nothing or next to it, and that
the maker’s profit is enormous. Listen to
M. Bogelot on this score :

“Here,” says he, ‘is a specinlty, the
price of which is 3 francs. I will admit
fot argument’s sake, what is by no means
always true, that the prime cost to the
maker was only 2 francs. You fancy,
thercofore, that the difference of 3 francs
i8 clear protit to the retailer who sells it,
but for this to be true you must imagine
that the manufacturcr sells his waves at
prime cost. He is under enormous ex-
penses—rent, help, waste, and above all,
advertising, which raises the prime cost
not less than 50 per cent., or to 3 francs.
Then he must have some profit, and if he
sells his wares at 3 francs 25 centimes the
bottle he is doing well. All right, say
you, even then the retailer is making a
clear profit of 1 franc 75 centimes—50 per
cent.! That w'oplgl be the truth were it
not for the fact that we get full prices;
but this everybody knows is not the case
in specialties gi)a.wnts’), and that the pur-
chaser demands and gets a discount of 20
per cent. now everywhere on this class of
goods. This reduces the price of a five.
franc bottle to four francs and the phar.

macist, therefore, gets but 75 centitnes
protit. 'This is whero prices are main.
tnined, but pretty soon a certain pharinm.
cy, to draw trade, advertises its 5.franc
specinlties to be sold st 3 francs 75 cen-
times. Iis neighbors follow suit, and wo
soon see, ns is the case to-day, o Hfranc
specinlty, which costs the retailer 3 franes
25 centimes, being sold for 3 francs 50
centimes, or even less—un profit of 3 or 4
sous on nn investent of 65 sous, Where
is the 125 per cent. profit, or oven H0 or
60 per cent, profit in this? In all this
we have said nothing coucerning the cost
of doing business, the risks, cte., to the
rotailer.

“But, en resume, the phavmacist, man
of science and wan of business combined
in one, is paid only as a shop-kecper,
which is not just. The enormous profits,
the comptes dapothicaire with which he is
aceredited, with which he is constantly
reproached, exist only in imagination—
the airy products of high phantasy.

“We are entering an epoch of commer-
cinl crises, of combinations a Pontrance,
from which the pharmacist, big or little,
van not escape any more thar any other
man in trade.  The struggle for life is us
real and stern with him as with any other
trader, and brings him down to the por-
tion congrue, the common herd, Still,
prejudices against him persist, and do not
wenken in the least.  One never pays him
a visit for pleasure, but solely when one
is sick and nceding his attentious, and
genorally, I may udd, in a very bad hu-
mor. ‘It is better,’ says the proverb, ‘to
go to the baker than to the druggist.
Literature and the stage alike make the
pharmacist the butt of their gibes and
pleasantries, but he still continues to ren-
der great services to a public who malign
hiw.—ANational Druggist.

The Standard for Tinctures.

—

As a sequence of the discussion which
took pluce at the recent mecting of the
Pharmaceutical Association of Quebee,
Messrs. W. A. Dyer & Co,, of Montrea),
have issued the following circular to phy-
sicians :

ADULTERATION FROSECUTIONS.

Several city druggists have been served with
notices from the Depaattuent of Inland Revenne
calling upou them to pay the costof analysis for
certain samples of tinctures sold by them to the
inspector of food for the province, which on ex-
aminution were found to be adulterated within
the meaning of the Adulteration Act. The
custs in each case amounts to 12 dollars.

To the ordinary reader this would ap-
pear that some unscrupulous druggists
(names not mentioned) had produced tine-
tures of a cheap quality, possibly to
undersell their nighbor, or to increase
their profit.

Therefore, the action of the Govern.
went, as stated in’ the above para-
graph, is wel? “jeant, aud any pyuishiment

meted out to the olfenders would receive
the endorsement of the publie,

A few dnys since, wns held in this city,
the annunl meeting of the Pharmucentical
Associntion of the Province of Quubec;
the President, in his address, drew the
attention of the members to the action of
the Govornment and raised the question
as to what standurd of strength druggists
should be lield to conform—to quote his
own words, ho says: “Nothing that I can
Jindobliyes us legally to use the British
Pharmacopa:ia.”

We maintain that custom obliges us to
conform in all cases, unless otherwise or-
dered, to the B. P. and our business has
always been conducted upon this line, ag an
invariable and strict rule, and we conti-
dently believe to the satisfaction of the
Medical Profession.

The British Pharmacopeein occupics the
first place in all the Medical and Pharma-
ceutical Colleges of our various Provinces,

one of such vast interest to the physicinn,

question of the Pharmacopwial beaving
towards DPharimacy in this country. In
the meantime we wounid ask for & perusal
of Mr. Gruy’s remarks, and should be
pleased to have an expression of apinion
from our readers.

Tne wanufacturers of Acetanilid are
gradually advancing the price of this pro-
duct. The fact that itis taking the place
of Artipytin and the demand for it large-
ly increasing has induced the makers to
take this step.

Tue Canadian Pharmazal Association
of Toronto and the Ontario Chemists’
Manufacturing Co., Limited, of ITamilton,
have consolidated and formed one com-
pany beaing the title of the last men-
tioned company.  “In union there is
strength,” and if there is any way of
meeting the popular demand for patents
by introducing local manufactures it must
be done by united organization and not
by wnumber of companies striving to stock
the druggist and thus make matters still
wOrse.

EXTRACT OF VANILLA WITHl TONKA.

Vanilla Beaws. . ......... 4 ounces.
Tonka Beans ..... ..... S ounces,
Proof Spirit.......oo0eee. 128 vunices,
Simple Syvap ...ooioanln 32 onnces.

Cut and bruise the Vanilla Beaus, af-
terward adding and bruising the Touka
Beans ; maccrate for fourteen days in one
half the spirit, with oceasional agitation ;
pour off the clear liquor and set aside ;
pour the remaining spirits on the magma,
and heat by means of a water hath to
about 170° Fahrenheit, in a loosely cov-
ered vessel ; keep it at that temperature
for two or threchours, and strain through
flannel with slight pressure ; mix the two
portions of liguid and filter through felt ;
add the syrup.

"This process so exhausts the beans that
percolation is unnecessary.

Note, ~Fhe abave proceas docs not produce a
perfectly clear extract.  Onchalf dram of car-
bonate of magnesia to cach vunee ; rub well and
filter : will produce a clear preparation.

Aunother formula for a cheaper extract
is as follows :

EXTRACT OF VANILLA—STANDARD.

Vanilla Beans (..., ...... & ounces.
Tonka Beans .. .. ... 6 ounces,
SHEAT ceiiiiienieiiienies 12 ounzes.

It secms to me that
any pharmucist may manufacture and sell
tineture of rhubarh thus prepared, provid-
ed he explaing the difference to his medi-
cal customer.  Meantime it is apparent to
me that, although custom has sanctioned
the pharmacist in Cannda in wmcking his
tinctures and other pharmaceuticals ac-
cording to the British Pharmacopwia,
there is really no law at the present mo-
ment obliging kim to doso.  Without go-
ing decper into this subject, 1 throw out
these ideas for consideration and discus.
sion, and perhaps, if within the scope of
the Federnl Govermuent, it would be as
well to have the matter settled by legis-
Jution.

I fear, gentlemen, you will find suy pa-
per rather long and uninteresting: I have
not been able to go deeply into the many
subjects touched upon, but I hope T have
at least furnished matter for veflection.

In conclusion, I would draw attention
to the fuct that our finances are satisfuce-
tory. There is an incrense this year of
$1430. Out of this, however, had to be
paid the sum of R120 to the proliminary
examiners in accordance with the resolu-
tion to that cllvet passed last spring, leav-
ing an actual cash incvease of 3310, The
total cash on hand to the creait of the As-
socintion is, as you have heard by the
Treasurer’s stateient, $2,318.85,
not close my address without acknowledy-
ing the great assistance 1 have received
daring the past year from our worthy Scc-
retary, Mr. Muir, and as we have usually
votedhimabonuseach year of $100,T wonld
strongly recommend the incoming Coun-
cil to make it a permanent thing and
raise his salary that nmount.

Mr. Mann-~Then the Tnland Revenune
cannot call upon us to pay twelve dollurs
for what they call “adulterated within
the meaning of the Act”

The President—There is no decision

and there is no Jaw in the books that I
ean discover, so I do not think they can
do this ; but at the same time 1 think it
is sometimes better to submit to a little
wrong thanto run to greater ones perhaps.

Mr. Morrison—I was going to make a
few remarks on some of the subjects ve-
ferred to in the President’s address. With
regard to the question of the standard for
tinctures, 1 would say that most of the
physicians of this country are educated in
Canada and Englund, a very small pro-
portion of them being educated in the
United States 3 and in Canada and Eng-
land, in the colleges of pharmacy, prepar-
ations are always understood to be accord-
ing to the B. P, T think the majority of
medical students coming from the col-

leges tind it hard enough to remember the,

preparations of the Dritish Pharmacopwia
without being obliged to overload their
minds with the proportions of the United
Btates Pharmacopata.  As far as my ex-
perience goes, T think there can be no
question at all about it that when o phy-
sician prescribes he does so according to
the B. . If you get an Awerican pre-
scription then put in an Amcerican tine-
turc: but what is the percentage of
American tinctures received in siores?

The President—We get two or three a
day in our store.

Mr Morrison—DBut in the vast majori-
ty of stores it is very small,

The President—DBut what about the
French ?

Mo, Marrison—Well, when you get =
French | reseription you can put it up
according to the French Codes, and when
you get an American prescription you can
put it up according to the United States
Pharmacopwia ; but if you get it from
England or Canada it should be put up
by the Ii. P.

The President—There are 1 number of
French doctors here who have got the
YTrench Codex.

Mr. Morrison-—1I refer more particular-
ly to the average physician who completes
his cducation within the Province of Que-
bee. Now, when he writes o prescription
in which there is a tincture, he certainly
means the British Pharmacopaia tincture,
unless  he specifies the United States
Pharmacopwia or the Codex.

The President—Dut how are we to
know that unless there is & law on the
subjest telling us what to do ¥

Mr. Morrison—I do not wish to dictate
or give lessons to a gentlemun like you,
Mr. President, who has been in the busi-
ness for.a great many years.

The President—T do not partake of the
opiuion that we should have all our tine-
tures according to the DBritish Pharma-
copia. T merely say now, however, that
there is no law ordering me how to miake
my tinctures, and I think you would find
it havd for the Government to get a judg-
ment against any druggist.  There i no
Iaw on the subject, and it can be proved
that it is not a univerdal custom to make
tinctures according to the B. P,

Mr. Morrison—I think you could not
prove that it is not the universal custon.

I certainly think it is the universal cus.
toms that when a preparation is ordered,
and the Pharmacopreia according to which
it is to be made is not specially mentioned,
to put it up according to the B. P,

The President—DBut is it the universal
custom for wholesale drug houses to pre-
pare their tinctures according to the

Sritish Pharmacopein?

Mre. Morrison—That T eannot say,

The President—I am not taking sides
on the guestion ; but I wish to help our
confreres who miay, and in good faith too,
get into a difliculty.

M. Morrison—-My opinion is that the
British Pharmacopwin is the standard for
this country ; but I think it would be a
very desirable thing to have the question
settied definitely and beyond all dispute.
I would say that, while of the opinion
that the BB. P. is the standard in this
country, still, I believe that in the major.
ity of tinctures the United States method
will yield a better preparation than the
British. Tt has always been my opinion ;
and T find Farr & Wright in their inves.
tigations on the subject, have proved that
fifty per cent. alcoliol will nake a better
tincture than will the proof spirits. Till
we get, however, » pharmacopeia based
on these investigations of Fare & Wright,
it is the safer plan to follow the British.

The President—Then there would be
no difliculty in getting an order-in-council
from the Exccutive Council in Ottawa,
particularly as they have control of the
lIaws governing this matter,

Mr. Contant—\We should have a Cana.
dian Pharmacopawia.

The President—There should at least
be a re.union of the colleges and repre-
sentations made to the Government to
have it fixed so thut there could be no
doubts whatever. 1 have very grave
doubts that if a detective went into a
drug store and got a quantity of tincture,
and it was examined and found not up to
the British Pharmacopeia, whether an
indiement would lie, beeause no law could
be pointed out.

Mr. Watson—The trouble, Mr. Presi-
dent, is not confined to that alone. It is
manifestly unjust on the part of the Gov-
crnment to go into any storc and demand
from that storc a sample of tincture, and
ask who that tincture is supplied by.
happened to be present in a store when a
demand of that scrt was made. Now,
take a full-strength tincture which is sent
out of the wholesale premises to the retail
dealer. It is taken from the back por-
tion of a heated storc; it is opened and
used half a dozen times; it is brought
forward to the dispensing departmeat to
fill up a small container ; the Government
gets a quantity out of this bottle after it
has been frequently opened in this way,
Now, I want to know whether they can
say that that tincture was not right when
it was made. llow can they get at the
strength of it when made?  If a druggist
sends for citrate of iron and quinine most:
of the houses would supply the commercial
article 107/, and 1 think if the Govern-
moent is going to call upen us to have

strength of the tinctures, that the samples
ought to e taken from the manufacturers
and not taken from an outsider. It is
manifestly unjust that after a thing has
left the premises of any establishwent to
claim that that tincture is in the exact
condition in whicl it was when supplicd,
T hope there wre not many druggists who
adulterate their tinctures, but 1 happen
to know of once or two who do it, and if o
wholesale house has to be responsible for
tinctures adulterated after they have left
the premises it becomes u very serious
question for the wholesale houses,

The President—T have always been of
the opinion that the retail dealer is re-
spousible for what he sells,

Mre. Maun—-Our law swys we cannot
sell certain poisons. Now, if a man comes
in and asks for cight tinctures of nux
vomica would T not he justified in refus-
ing to scll that without & doctor’s order ?

The President —Not if you know him
and he writes his name in the poison-
book ; the law only forbids you to scll
without conforming to certain rules and
regulations.

Mr. Mann —If he refuses to give that
and says that he is an Inland Revenue
ofticer 1

The Presideut—T think you have right
on your side, and you can suy : * There
are the reles and regulations, and I wust
abide by them.”

Mr. Contant——Somce two or three years
ago, while I had the honor of being presi-
dent of this association, I spoke at a gen-
eral mecting-—T think it was the last year
of y presidency, in wy inaugural ad-
dress-~T drew attention to the desirabili-
ty of hanving i general mecting of all the
druggists of the Dominivn of Canadu. By
having such a meeting we could probably
form an association such as they have in
the United States, under the name of the
Auerican  Pharmaceutieal  Association,
By means of an association of this sort we
could obtain from the Legislature botter
privileges thun we have now. 1 also said
then that we could probably have a phar-
macopwin of our own,  Though the idea may
seem strange, 1 still think that if we could get
all the Cruggists of the country to meet and or-
wanize such an association we would bo able to
have our own formulary,  We could take from
the United States and the British pharmiaco-
peias whatever wenld be found best. A come
witteo of doctors and druggists would be naned
hy the Government to go through the different
pharinacopueias and take what s best ont of
cach of them,  This done, we wonld be in abet.
ter position thun we are at present,  As Mr,
Gray has said, we really do not koow what we
are to keep, we we have to Keep preparations
from ditlerent phatmacopoais. 1 know in our
store we have the Codex preparations ; we have
a great tany American tinctures aind we have
the British Pharmacopseina preparations ; and we
would probably not e obliged to huve so many
preparations oin sl if we tuud a plavineopreia
of our own. 1 thiuk the neat Council, if ittinds
time during the yeae, onght to see if it would
not be adviable to take steps toduvite all the
druggists of tie Doinion of Canada to mect in
Montreal with a view to forming an associa.
tion suchiny I have spoken of,

Mr, Morrison- -At the first meetiog of the
Pharmacentical Associntion which 1 attended I
raised this question ju an informal way, thatis,
us regards the organization of n uativnat associ-
ation, I thiuk you will timld in the veport of lust
year's meeting, or that of the year previous,that
1 spoke wbout the matter, 1 certainly think
that the College of Pharmacy of the Provitee of
Ontario and that of the Provinee of Quebee,
could, together with the leading druggists of
the other provinees, form un association similar
to the Anierican or British Pharmaceutical As-
sociation  Such an agsociation would b of im-
menso valuo to us, hoth from a legistative wnd
a educatioual poing of view.

MISTURA OLEL RICINL.

The formuln in the Pharmacopwis for
waking this mixture has undergone a
good deal of criticism, both as to the in-
gredicnts and the mothod of mixing them.
1t is cousidercd by some that liquor po-
tassie is not the best cmulsifying agent
that could hive been employed, beciuse it
<hemically combines with puet of the oil.
In following the officinl dircetions, the al-
ternate thickening of the mixture by the
potash and thinning by the orange-lower
water make it ditlicult for any ‘hut an ex.
pericuced manipulator to produce a good
cmulsion.  Au easier and better method
is to dilute the liquor potassie with about
twice its bulk of the orange-flower water,
and with this emulsify the oils ; to this
add the syrup, afterwards making up to
the required volumo with orange-flower
water. Tt may be made cither in a mortar
or by shaking in the bottle. 1In cold
weather it is au advantage to warm the
ingredicnts slightly, beeause the oil is thus
rendered thinner and wore ecasily incor-
porated.

A very good castor-oil mixture can be
wade by using almonds as an emulsitier,
Half an ounce of almonds will emulsify }
oz. of castor-oil. The anlbumen aud wu-
cilage contained in the sced ave very effec.
tive in this vespeet.  ‘The almonds should
be beaten into . pulp with o litie water,
aftorwards adding more water to form «
thin paste; the oil can then be added
gradually with constant trituration, after-
wards water to tho required volume, If
sweetencd with sugar, this makes quite a
palatable mixture, and is very presenta.
ble. It may be made according to the
following fornula :—

Gum seacia is a well-known substance
for cmulsifying castor oil.

It may be placed in the mortar,
the oil and an equal bulk of water added
at oncey, and stirred till emulsified, after
wards adding watee gradually to the re
quiral volume,

An advantage of this emulsifying agent is
that it forms a compuratively thin mix-
ture with the oil, so that a larger propor-
tion of the lutter can Lo incorporated by
it than by most other agents.

OF the above five mixtures the most
preferable is that made with almonds. Tt
1s superior to the potash beeauss there is
no chemical combination ; to the yolk of
egg because it will keep longer, and s
more presentable, being & white cimulsion,
whily the latter is yellow ; and to the aca-
cia and senega mixtures, as ulso to the
others, beeause it is more palatable.  The
egy emulsion appears to be next ju order
of desirability. It is very presentable,
though yellow in color, and is casily diges.
tible,  One disadvantage is that it cannot
be kept many duys without decomposing,
unless some preservative be added.  As
castor oil, however, is not generally order-
ed in large quantity, being a mediciual
agent of which not more than two or
three successive doses are usually taken,
this deawback in the present case is of
comparatively little importance.  The
acacin and scnega both mske good emul-
sions with the oil, and there is in point of
appearance little to choose between them,
The senega mixture is pechaps the thin.
ner and more presentable of the two, but
that with acacin may perhaps be prefer-
red, because, although neither of these
agenls is likely to have a deleterious of.
fect, the acacin is the more inert of the
two. All the eimulsions can be flavored
as desired.

MISTURA MENTHOL.

Owing to the fuct thiat very little water
will cause menthol to separate from its
solution in spirit, it is best administered
in the form of an cmulsion. A good mix-
tare may Le made with one of three agents
acicia, yolk of egy, or tincture of scuega.

For the ncacin mixture powder the
menthol finely, mix it intimately with the
powdered gum, and add the water gradu-
ally. A very good emulsion is formed.

Where it is used as a nutrient, yolk of
egy is comparatively seldom presented in
emulsions.  An exception occurs in mist.
sp. vini gallici of the IB. P.; the B. P. C.
have also adopted it in combination with
tragacanth to emulsify cod-liveroil.  Itis
an excellent emulsifier of essentinl and
fixed oils, oleoresing and resinous tine-
tures, Tt has, however, one disadvant-
age: where there is no preservative pre-
sent in the mixture one must be added if
the mixture is required to be kept long.
It will emulsify cod-liver oil perfectly

This can be made by treating copaiba
with a strong solution of carbonate of po-
tassium, and allowing tihe mixture to
stand for some time, shaking oceasionally.
Puart of the potassium combines with the
copaivic acid of the resin, and part settles
as bicarbonate to the bottom of the bot-
tle, leaving the copaiba clear.  Thus
treated, it is iniscible with water, forming
an cmulsion without the aid of any emul-
sifying agent.

SELECTIONS.
MunTtHoL.—-When extracted from Jap-
anese oil this body is slightly different
from that extracted from the American
oil. Japunese menthol forms small pris-
matic crystals, whilst American menthol
consists of long, fine needles, and the dif.
ference is due to the method of prepara.
tion. Awmerican menthol appears to have
u slightly higher gravity than Japanesce
—at all events in the melted condition.
The melting points vary only by about 1°
C. The Awmerienn variety boils at 212.5°
whilst the Japanese varies from 210°—
213°,  The votatory powers are practical-
ly identiend and it is probable that the
small differences in physical properties nre
by no means due toany diflerence of chem-
icnl constitution, but are due to some im-
purity, probably wmenthone.—Jowrnal de
Pharmacte.

Grycemye oF Srancn.—It is well
known that glycerine of starch rapidly
loses its omagencous naturs; Patel states
that this never takes place if the mixture
be heated for a sullicient time for the
stmch to bLe completely disintegrated.
Chapelle points out that this does not give
a glycerine of suflicient consistency, and
belicves that the defects in this prepara-
tion are due to the nature of the materials
cmployed.  Tf wheat starch be used, and
this {s the only variety recogunized in the
Codeyx, an exccllent preparation is obtain-
cd, whilst rice and maize starch give very
indiflerent, results.  Muller says that a
small quantity of gum twagneanth will
insure a preparation which will keep in-
detinitely.—Bulletin Commercial,

Sovtum Nrreare is prepared by 1L N,
Warren, in the following novel manner:
He first prepares spongy platinum wool,
by dipping asbestos yarn into a solution
of platinic bydrate in oxalic acid, drying
and incinerating, Ie now packs com-
bustion-tubes with this platinum wool,
and, after heating, passes through them a
current of mixed ammonia and oxygen
gas, when ammonium nitrite is formed.
The vapors of this are conducted into a
solution of sodx, resulting in sodium nit-
rite and free ammonia, the latter being
again available in the continuation of the
procoss.

This solution cxposed to the light will
not give rise to any of the subchloride.
Johuson, of Liverpool, prefers to pass
free chlorine into the solution. It may
be noted that solutions of sublimate only
decompose very slightly when exposed to
the light if they are preserved in well
closed bottles made of a glass fiee from
alkali. The turbidity occuring in these

mercurial solutions appears to be, in part
at Jeast, due to traces of ammonia gas in
the Inboratory, and Johnson’s process pro-
vides n trace of free HC), which neutralizes
this nmmonia. Tt may be noticed that
the amount of acetic ncid suggested by
Schill is too much., The moreat trace of
acids, even the hydrocyanic acid in cherry
lnurel water, will cffectually provent the
precipitation.—Repertoire de Pharmacie.

Crroran Pinrs.—Cereolin is not only

used as an externul disinfectant but also
as an internal remedy in choleriform
aflections, M. Hofwmann (Jour. de
Pharm. & Anvers), recommends the fol-
lowing formula : Creolin, 5 gm., and kno-
lin, 15 gm.; to be divided into 100 pills,
and preserved in tale.  This preparation
forms n perfect emulsion with water.
The pills may be coated with keratin to
prevent the evaporation of the creolin
but salol-conting is preferable, ns the salol
acts us an intestinal disinfectant,

PrrozoNk.—This is a 50-per-cent. solu-

tion of hydrogen superoxido in water. Tt
is used ag a skin-bleach and in dermatol-
ogical practice. When put upon the un-
broken skin, the lutter is quickly bleached
almost to a white, and remnins so for a
considerabie time. A second application
made on the same or succeeding day is
said to cause the appearance of blisters,
The touching or ceven the movement of
the skin thus treated, causes lively prick-
ling scnsations, with considerable pnin
and itehing.

Haschisch in Turkey.

A uote by Mr. Fawcett, of the British
Embassy in Coustantinople, on the mode
of prepaving Indisn hewp for the murket
in Turkey, has lately been published by
the Foreign Office. e describes the
hemp as » vegetable, and its preparatious
are called by the nawe of haschisch, The
word is Arabic, and really means herb,
“Bang,” “bhang,” “bangie,” is the Persian,
In Algerin it is called ¢ Haschisch al
fokara,” or haschisch of the fakirs, The
plant, in its natural state, is much less
used than tho preparations which are
mikle from it. In some countries, like
Turkey, Egypt, Tunis, and Algeris, it is
smoked or chewed like tobacco, either
alone or mixed with the latter, or with
other substances. In Asintic Turkey,
haschisch is known under the name of
“esrar,” and is consumed like syrup with
aromatic substances added to it, and is
smoked as a pastille of about 4 grammes
weight, made of paste formod of “esrar,”
slightly roasted, and with a strong iufu-
sion of collve, It is said that haschisch
smokers are exempted from rheumatic
puins.  “Madjoun,” of Algeria, is a mix-
ture of honey and haschisch powder,
slightly roasted. TInfusions, decoctions,
and various beverages are also prepared
dircctly from the plant, Water distilled
from haschisch has no stupefying action.
The thick extract of haschisch is usuall
wade in the east by boiling the flowery
extremitics of the fresh plant with butter
aud « little water. When this has evap.
orated, and the butter has become suth-
ciently impregnated with the active prin-
ciplo of the drug, it is strained. Wheu

prepared, it is a sticky ointment, yellow-
ish-green in color, of a nauscous taste, and
smells both of butter nad hisechisch to.

Otive Oil Production In Italy.

Tt appears from a recent report by the
French Consul at Palermo that the pro.
duction of olive oil in Ttaly in the year
1591 2 awmounted to 2,739,551 hectolities
(v hectolitie is 22 Doperinl gallons) ns
cowpared  with 3,086,119 hectolitres in
the preceding year, that s, 8 diminution
of 384,565 hectolitres,  Notwithstaading
this diminution the yield for last year is
considered a very fuir one,

The olive tree is eultivated in 3,121
communcs out of a tolal of 8,253 cowm-
muncs, Tt does not cxist in Picdmont,
and is very littde found in Towmbandy,
Venetia, and Emilia, the prevalence of
the north-west winds vendering the at.
mosphere too cold for its cultivation in
these districts.

The province of Porto Mauvizio is one
which, in proportion to its aveu, possessus
the greatest number of olive trees, and
after this province come Lecce, Reggio di
Calabrin, and Chicti. The provinces in
which the yield of the olive tree hns been
greatest in proportion to the avea cultiva.
ted are those of Bicily, and in particular
of Catanin, Girgenti, and Syracusc. - The
largest absolute production, that is to say,
not taking into account the proportion of
the trces to the area was found for tho
year 1891.2 in the provinces of Tecce
Bari, Reggio di Calabrin, Catania, Rome,
and Messina, and the smallest in Bologua,
Bergawme, Vicenze, Como, and Padua.

The average yield of oil per hectare
(hectaro = 2.47 acres), was 2.6 liecto-
litres, or a diminution of 0.39 hectolitres
as compared with the preceding year.
The average yicld per hectare, Lowever,
is very vaiiable, as it is aflected not only
by conditions of locality of soil and quali-
ty of the olives which are cultivated, but
also by the methods of cultivation.

The quantity of fruit dricd or salted is
cstimated at 40,000 quintals.— 7. and C.
Drugyist.

The manufacturer
of this product most obligingly conde-
seends to offer perfumers, under this new
namg, a terpineol, to which w few drops of
yl.m-'ylmw oil have been added, at the
“cheap” rato of 10 per pound. It is to
be hoped that no perfumer will fall into
the trap.

“Qil Nuarcigsus, a powmful synthelic
product for perfumery.”  The person who
imagines this product to provide thescent
of narcissus will be sidly deceived.  This
stull is nothing wore or less than the parts
of light spocilic gravity which are obtain.
ed as & by-product in the munufacture of
terpineol.  As this materia! is of no value
whatever in perfumery, we use it in our
works for cleaning parts of machinery.
The price asked for this product is the
trifling one of $7.50 per pound.

“Oil Ylang-Ylang, artificid.” This

product does not by sny means solve the
sclcnhlu, problem of the syathesis of
ylangylang in a practical wauner, which
would be a matter of great importance.
On the contrary, we have here to deal
with & bald and primitive wmixture of
cananga oil and Peruvian-balsam oil (cin-
namein).

We are quite certain that no one could
be found witih sutficient assurince to try
to place such products upou the European
warket.  Any attempt to do so would
only provoke mirth.  And the house that
daves to place such compounds before the
Awmerican perfumers surely under-estim-
ates grossly the intelligence of itz would.
be customers.—From Schimmel & Co’s
Scmi-Annual Report.

Arsenic as an Explosive.

Recently powdered  metallic  arsenic

which in the process of powdering, had
been moistened with water to prevent
dusting, is recorded by E. Hirschsohn as
capable of spontancous combustion. A
quantity of powdered arsenic in & double
paper bag had been received Jate in the
cvening, and sct asido over night in a
basket containing other articles packed in
straw and sawdust. The next morning,
upon opening the store, the peculiar gar-
lic:chke odour attracted attention to thé
basket containing the powdered arsenic.
An examination digclosed that the arsenic
had agglutinated to a solid growing mass ;
that the paper bags had been charred, and
that a portion of the straw was scorched ;
a number of bottles in the basket had
also bLurst, owing to the high heat, and
upon the charred paper bag were sub-
limed some beautiful crystals of arsenious
oxide.

Borax by a New Procoss.

H. N. Warren hay devised a method of
producing borax in which common salt is
subjected to the action of crude borie acid
aided by superheated steam.  An inti-
mate mixture of the salt and acid is placed
in 2 large clay retort which is then heated
to u low red heat, when hydrochlorie acid
is disengaged in abundance.  The heat
being slightly increased, steam is next ad-
mitted in suflicient quantity to condense
the hiydrochloric neid by the aid of o re-
frigerator connected with the neck of the
retort, and a speedy and complete decom-
position of the sult takes place with the
production of anhydrous borax. This,
whilst still red hot, is cjected into cold
water and allowed to remain for forty.
ecighs hiours to dissolve, after which it may
be obtained from the solution by the or-
dinary routine of crystallisution.—Clhrmi.
cal News,

Spice from Jamaica.

The Island of Jawaica, according to a
contemporary, produces about. all the all-
spice that is used. Tt is known also as
pimento or Jamaica pepper. Tho tree on
which the berries grow is evergreen and
the flowers grow in dense clusters 5 these
develop into sinall green aromatic berries,
the size of black pepper. If allowed to
ripen they become pulpy and Jose some of
their pungency.  Yor commercial purpo-

sos the berries are gnthered when green,
earcfully deied in the sun, and afterwards
packed in bags holding 160 to 180
pounds, and shipped.  Pimento trees
grow in many parts of tropieal America,
but nowhere do they thrive as in Jumni-
cn.  The trees ave never planted by man,
and receive no culture worthy of the
name,  The seeds arve dropped by the
birds, ur d the vains and the tropical sun
do the rest. Surplus trees ave cut down
and became walking sticks and umbrelln
handles.

England.

The long-continued drought has very
injuriously affected the English medicinal
herbs.  Belladonna and Henbane will
give an unusunlly poor yield of leaves this
year, the plants only being about half
their proper size  The same remark ap.
plics to Peppermint and Lavender, aud
prices have in each case considerably in.
croased.

Ergot, jalap, cubebs and ipeeacuanha
have been easier during the past month,
but ergot has improved somowhat towards
the closc.

0il of swoet almonds is a trifle cheaper
and Neroli is offered at lower rates.

Opium has wmaintained the considerable
advance of last month, and the tendency
18, if anything, still upward.

Chivatih and Senega are  somuewhat
easier, but Kino hus reached an unpreee-
dented figure, and Balsam of Peru is very
much dearer,

Pilocarpine and its salts have all ap-
preciably advanced.

Quinine is without much life, and Mor-
phine is finnly held at recent rates.

Victoria Made Chemicals.

The Victoria, B, C., Chemical Compuny,
whose works wdjoin the outer whiaef, have
for two months past been engaged in
manufacture and their first product is
now uwaiting shipment. Tt consists of
muriatic acid, which finds ready sule to
the canners of the Provinee, who use large
quantities m sending up the products of
the canneries,

The members of the company ave all
practicil men of considerable experience
in this line in Lancashirve, England, whence
they came direct to engage in the present
enterprise.  They arve: J. W. Fisher, J.
A Hall, M. Sc, and ¥. Moore, B. Sc.
The advantages of Victoria for the pur-
poscs of their project were made known
to them by Mr. W, Jensen, of the Dallus
hotel, who furnished to My, Hall, his
nephew, particulars as to the demand for
chemical products, and as to the: veady
supply of raw waterial, in the shape of il
limitablo yuantities of iron and copper
pyrites, in the Province. The large quan-
titics of muriatic acid annually used here
have up to the present been iinported from
San Francisco, with the exception of a
comparatively small supply brought. from
Eastern Canada,  Tho buildings are not
yet completed, the muriatic acid appli-
ances having been finished in advance in
order to fill the cannerics’ demands for the
season,  Thoe upper part of the main
building will be an immense lead-lined and
air-tight chamber, of a capneity of 23,000
cubic feet, to be used for the wmanufacture
of vitriol. Tt is cstimated that the works
will require thirty hundred weight of py-

vites duily for this purpose  The exanct
source of supply of this material is not yet
determined on.  The pyrites will bo work-
ed in furnaces now being crected.  The
company have a good local market for all
they can turn out, and they have alrendy
orders for the supply of chemicals for the
use of the local powder works and of win-
cral water factories.  Their refuse will be
uscful to other industries not now  repre-
sented here, For instance, the “salb cake”
renmsining from the wuriatic acid wanu-
facture is adapted for use in glass works,
in the ninufacture of sodi ash and for
other purposes.  The building and works
will be pushed to completion as rapidly as
possible, and before long it is expeeted
will turn out chemicals in great variety.
—Pacifie Drugyist.

SorLuxioN oF Creasore.-—P. Carles, in
a note read before the Socicte de Phurma-
cie upon dispensing creasote with water,
recommended the following formula—

Creasote, from beech ... .. 13 parts,
Tincture of quilluia ..., ¢
Distilled water .....o0l.. 60

The tincture is that of the French Codex
(1 to & of 80 per cent aleohol). The cre-
asote is siid to be dissolved, not suspend-
ed, and the mixture may be diluted to
muy extent with either cold or warm wa.
ter. The eftect is attributed to the sa-
ponin of the quillain bark, and injections
prepaved in this manner are said to bo
preferable to those in which the ereasote
is presented in the form of an emulsion,
—Journ. de Pharm. et de Climie.

Bonro-Sarieviic Acip.—This prepara.
tion is said to have oxtraordinary preserv-
ing powers when used in a solution as
weak as 3 parts in 1,000, It is prepared
(in solution) by dissolving 12 parts of
horic acid and 6 parts of salicylic acid in
1,000 parts of water. Tt is also an excel
lent antiseptic in the streagth of the so.
lution indicated.  This solution uay be
perfuined, and the liquid used for various
purposes of the toilet,
