We wculd like
to have a report from each church in the provincee
in overy issue. 'Will our preaching brethren and
agents see that this is attended to?

Or late death has beea busy among the most
prominent of our church workers. Wo have read
with sorroy of the death of Bro. Longan; but he
went whon his work was done. Death fourd Bro.
Gilbert conducting a protracted meeting and
snatched him away in the primo of life and the
height of his power. DBut no ovent has come with
such sudden and painful surprise as tho death of
Sister Williams. In 1846 sho and her husband,
Bro. E. T. Williains, gave up all the comforts of
civilization and went as missionaries to China.
T'heir labors wero successful and their influence
continually increasing. But Sister Williams’ con-
dition becamo such that she needed the attention
of a skilful physician, and in January they returned
to this country. On the 10th of February sho
wrote a letter to her two little poys, which was to
bo oponed in the event of her death. The first
sentence is this, ‘“ As I expect to-morrow to go
through an operation, which might possibly termin-
ate fatally, I feel that I must leave you a message
of loving counsel.” On the 11th the operation was
performed, and on the 12th her spirit went to God.
Thus God calls away His workmen, but He will
carry on His work, Seeing that the people were
iadifferent to the needa of the fureigu field, He has
preached this stirring sermon; and if, as a conse-
quence, the church is aroused to its responsilility,
and the collection to be taken up in March is com-
mensurate with its ahility, then her death will prove
even a greater blessing than her life could have
been.

THERE are always men looking for sumething to
do, and work waiting for someone to do it; and
nevertheless men rewain idle and work undoue.
Here is & two-fold evil, and there is a cause some-
where. The evil will be removed only when the
work and worker find each other. There are
churches without preachers, and preachers without
churches; and whatever be the cause the result is
that many who should be engaged in preaching the
gospol have, after * having put their hands to the
plow," turned back, aud are now engaged in secular
affairs; and churches which should be acquiring an
increasing power in the community are in many
cases Josing what they now possess, are becoming
smaller and smaller, and apparently will before
long exist only in history. It issad that it should
be so. But there is no logic so irresistible as the
logic of facts, and this proves that in numcrous
iustances churches that once were strong and
active have become inert and isane, and so far as
we can seo for no other reason than that there was
no one counnected with them who gave all bis time
to *‘preaching" the Gospel and ‘¢ teaching ”’ the
disciples to ubserve all the commandments of Jesus.
Here and there you may find a church which has
grown in numbers and usefulness without a regular
minister; but they are as ra.e as srow in June and
strawburries in December, You have yet to find
the church which, so aituated, has made great and
permanent progress, and judging from tho past it
i not rash to say that you never will.

IN these provinces we have no preachers who can-
pot find churches, but wo have churches that can-
not find preachers, Whers aball they look and
find? The past has proved that it is useless to
depeud upon our brethren in the United States.
At present they are so absorbed in their home work

that they hear not our cry, * Como over and help
ws.”  TFor tho immedinte future, at least, our only
hopo scems to bo in our own young men. And the
questions now confronting us are, How shall they
be induced to becomo sowers of the good sced of
the kingdom? and to mako these provinces the
fields in which they will sow? Wae have hosts of
talented young men in our churches to-day. They
aspiro to bocome auccessful farmers, princely
merchants, cultured professors, skilful artisans,
brilliant lawyers, or trusted physicians. But there
are farmers without a market, merchants without
purchagers, teachers withoul pupils, artisaus with
out contracts, lawyors without clients and physi-
cians without patients. But whero is the preacher
who has not more then he can do? *‘ The harvest
truly is plenteous, but the laborers are fow.” In
view of these circumstances young men should ask
themselves, In what way cin I best sorve my God?
and having found the answer, let no consider-
ation ~ of ocase; wealth or worldly renown

cause them to follow any other course. But
when they have su deciled lot our churches show
not only that thoy are anxious to profit by their
labours but willing also to support them while they
work. Are the churches ready to do this? 1f so we
think the young men will be forthcoming. Butif the
churches are not ready, they will continue to look
in vain; “'for the laborer is worthy of his hire,”
and *‘they that preach the gospel shall live of the
gospel,”

John the Baptist—what element in his varied
character do you meat admire} e was unceasing
in his activity, unchanging in his earnestneas,
unbending i the presence of wickedness, unde-
torred in the midst of danger, and unwavering in
his loyalty to God. He had a great work to do
and ho did it with all his might, Thousands flock-
¢d around him and he became the most popular
man of the time. Jesus came to divide the honors.
The people began to leave John and follow Him.
But no spirit of jealousy is seon in the Harbicger.
He does not become cool toward Jesus. But
rather he points away from himself to the Moessizh,
and says “Behold the Lamb of God.” ‘‘He must
increase, but I must decrease.” o was glad to
seo another doing a work whick he could not do,
and he aided Him all he could. Jealousy among
Christian workers is a most pernicious thing. It
drives roligiun from the soul and lets meun perish
in their sins. ‘Chere are those who want all the
glory and honor themsolves. If they are not per-
mitted to do a certain work, they do not want to
seo it dono. [ndeed you would sometimes think
that they would rather seo souls go to perdition
than that other hands than their’s should lead
them to God. If they do not feel that way, then
their actions make a falso impression. That good
be done, ought to e the prayer of all. The ques-
tion how it is dove, or by whom, is a very insignifi-
cant one. The plan which will best accomplish
the work is the Lord’s plan. Tho man who can do
it is the Lurd’sman. And whon sny oneis engaged
in a good work he should have the encouragement
and support of sll who approve of the object in
view. All should be zealous for God, but never
jealous of ono another, *He that soweth and he
ihat reapeth may rejoice together.” ‘‘Other mon
1 bored and ye have entered into their labors.”
The spirit of Moses should bo theapirit of all God’s
peopt~.  “Enviest thou for my sake? Would God
that all the Lord's people were prophets, and that
the Lord would put His spirit upon them.”

Q.—How do you oxplain Jeaiah xlv, 71 H. E. C.

A.—The prophet is hero speaking of the * evil”
of war nnd disaster, by which God sometimes
punished the people. Wo aro ‘not to understand
that God is in any acnse the author of moral evil, for
with such He cannot be tompted, *‘acither tempteth
Jle any man.” James i, 13,

Q.—Why was it that Michael, the archangel,
when contending with tho Devil abont the body of
Moses, dare not bring a railing accusation against
him? H. E. C,

A.—This is confosscdly a diflicult passage to
understand, But among the scveral attempts tu
oxplain it, which we have scen, perhaps the follow-
ing is the most reasonable: When Moses was
wanted at tho transfiguration, Bichael, the arch-
angel, was sent for him. But tho Dovil still had
tho power of death, and disputed the right of the
archangel to take the body of Moses. All the
reply that ho could make was, ¢ The Lord rebuke
thee,” or, in other words, this judicial question
will bo setuled when the Lord shall triumph over
death ‘‘and destroy him that bhad the power of
death, that is the Devil,”

Q.—To what does the Apostle refer when he says:
Whon that which is perfect is coma? 1. Cor. xiii.
100 H.E.C.

A.—Evidently to tho stato of oternal blessed-
nese, when *“ that which is in part shall be done
away.” Now, we see through a glass darkly;
but then, face to face. Now we know in part, but
then shall we know even as also we are known."
This is the stato of perfection to which we all should
aspire.

Q.—Was Judas present when the Lord’s supper
was instituted ! H, E. C,

A.—From Matt. xxvi. 26-60 and Mark xiv.
22-26, we learn that the very last thing our Lord
did at this fenst of the passover was to institute
what is afterwards known as tho Lord's supper.
Both of these inspired historians agreo that when
this was done, *‘ they sang an hymn and went out
into the Monnt of Olives."”

From John xiii. 18-30, we icarn that while thoy
yet lingered arvund the passover table, that Jesus
predicts His betrayal by Judas, and points him out
to tho other disciples by giving him the '*sop,”
which, when he had received, he went *immedi-
ately out.” As soon then as “ he was gone out ™
Jesus began to talk to His diseiples concerniny
Himself. Verses 31-35. From the facz, then,
that the very last act of our Lord on this occagton
was to institute the Lurd's supper, after which they
sang an hymn and went ont to the Mount of Ouives;
and alsu frum the fact that Judas wont out and left
the company while they yet hngered around the
table, it is very evident that he conld not have been
present when the Lord’s supper was instituted.

Knowing that the sisters in our provinces would
like to know something more of the O. C. W. B. M.
and its past hiztory, the secrotary wrote, asking w
uumber of questions, and in reply received the
following:

In June, 1887, about twelve sistors met in Guelph
and organized the O. C. W, B. M. At the firat
suniversary of that meeting thero were but eight
auxiliaries ; thero are now twenty-threo, with a
membersbip of over 400,

Previons to organizing, there wore a few sisters
in several of the churches doing the same work in
a quiot way. At first our efforts were confined to
tho wesk churches in our own province. We then
extonded to Minedusa, Manitoba, where we eatab-
lished a mission church, sent a missionary, and are
atill supporting him with tho aid of the church there,
Asa C. W. B M, we have as yot done nothinyg
for foreign work.

At our last convention, held in Toronta, we felt
that the time had come when 1we shonld reaéh out
helping hands to our poor down-trodden sisters in
heathen lands, who never heard the namo of Jesus,
who are living such sad, hopeless lives, and daily
going down to death and the grave without God
and without a hope for the life boyond.

A call was made for pledges in order to raiso a
fund for sending out a missionary to some foreign
land. In about twenty minutes thers were $145 00
pledyed. The sisters eutored into the work
enthusiastically. A sister was appointed in each
church 10 solicit aid in this home church, We have
& fund from the children’s work of $183.00, draw-
ing interest until we securo a suitable person to
aend to the foreign field. I hopo someone may be
found befors long. If wo could realizo our respon-
sibility, in view of all that the Gospol has done for
us, and of all the comforts and privileges which we
in this Christian land enjoy, wo would surely rise
to the need, remembering that God has mads of
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one bleod all nations, that Josns died for them, and
that He calls in tender tones, ¢ (o teach ALL
nations.” How can Ohristians think calmly of an
approaching judgment o long as they neglect this
command ?

At the next annual we hope to have the Q. 0. W,
B. M. changed to the Canadian C. W, B, M., this
will includo all the provinces. Manitoba has ex-
pressed a willingness to become auxiliary. This
will unmte our forces in tho five provinces, The
new board will consist of tho president and secrotary
from each province, with an executivo situated in
some centro whore business con bo transacted, Wo
shall expect ropresentatives from yonr provinces at
the next aunual, which will bhe held at Bowmanville
in June noxt.

Sister L. Hupman, of Swuinmervillo, N, S, writes:

Our littlo church is only four years old, yet it
fools that it is a glovions privilego 1o be able to help
in this foreign work. We cannot orgamzo, but we
take up a collection for this work tho first Sunday
in every month. Wo woere greatly blessed and
strongthcned by the meeting held here by Bros.
H. ard Wm. Murray.

This report is vory encouraging, We hopoe to
hear similar ones from the rest of the churches,

¢ Missions and misgionaries,” said Alexander
Campbell among tho last things he over uttored,
¢ aro cssential oclements of the divine econoiny of
the universe, The second Adam was the Prince
of missionaries as well as the Prince of peace. He
made the longest journey to reach his missionary
field ever mude by avy missionary, and that ever
can bo made while the presont universe centinues:
He descended from the heavon of heavens to a
small city in Judea culled Bethlebem. At majority
this great missionary, shurtly after Lis baptism,
commenced his ministrations. Tocultivate and ox-
hibit a missionary spirit is the superlative, if not the
paramount duty of every man and woman in the
present kingdom of the Lord Jesus himself, the
Christed missionary of Jehovah Elobim. The mis-
sionary field is, indeed, as broad and as long as the
torraqueous globe.  Every unconverted human being
on this earth, capable oy understanding and believing
the gospel, is found in the missionary field. Henco
the Lord himself conmanded his prime missionaries
to traverse the wholo world, and t preach the
gospel to whole huwman race.”

So spoke one of the greatest of leaders, and
teachers, whon he was president of the American
Mussionary Society.

It makes us feol stronger when we rememboer
that such men as he upheld by word and pen the
cause of missions.

¢ In Jupau the twenty-seven Protestant missions
have a total adult membership of 28,977. This
does not include those who attend church, but are
not mombers. About 5,000 memnbers were added
to the churcn rolls during the last year, and from
present indications it is expected that 7,000 will Lo
added in the yoar 1891, Of the 300 members of
the new Japanese parhament, which was elocted last
July, twelve are profeseedly Christians, There
are 527 Protestant missionaries in Japau. The
first arrived in that country less than six yearsago.
A sumwary of the number of missivnaries in
foreign countries supported by Protestant socictios
in the United States, together with the number of
churches, native communicants and contributions
for the year of 1890, shows the following totals:
Two thousand three hundred and fifty missionaries,
2,721 churchos, 276,187 native connnumecants, of
which 25,933 were added n 1890; 8524,527 cuntri-
buted by natives, and $3,877,701 coutributed in
the United States, A nearly cowplute list of the
Protestant missionary socioties in Great Britain,
and their work in foreign lands, shuwa a total of
2,965 missionanes and 348,081 native communi-
cants, ‘The Protestaut Canadian missionary socie-
ties supported thirty-threo missionaries, while
their native communicants number 8,172,”

FROM THE FOREIGN FIELD,

{Notes from Miss Johnson's lettors of ‘L'okyo, Japan).
AERIT4, Akita Kan., November 6th, 1891;

T came up here on an evangelistio tour. Left
"Tokyo, October 14th, I have visited a town in the
silver mines, and I am the ficet foreign woman who
was evor there. I was in company with our
Japanese pastor of the Akita church. The meot-
ing was u grand ono. Bro. Taito (our pastor) tatked
forty winutes and 1 talked twenty-tive minutes,
and then, when the ineeting was closed, great
numbors came up to talk ahout Christianity, 'L'hey
stayed until half-past twelve, and the next morning
they camo early to invite us to stay another even-
ing at loast. However, we had made an appoint-
ment in a town twenty miles from there and had
tomoveon, We promised to send them a Japanese
mun and teach them the ecriptures and stay in the
town all winter. We had good meetings every
night, and I received such a warm welcome in
Akita that it scemed liko roturning to my home
(having lived there three and a half years). I
wonder if there will be more joy among my loved
ones in America whon I meet them than was mani-
fested by the little band of Christian women here.
They are so very grateful for patient teachiog and
help over hard places. The people of Japan are
turning to the Gospel for curafort and help.

Tokryo, December 11th, 1891:

I want to get a school started and I want funds
for that purposo. It is for poor children. There
are hundreds of childron in this great city who are
unable to attend school. I can eaaily vet tifty from
any one district and u Japanese teacher will give
them reading, writing and arithmetic, and 1 can
visit thein datly und teach the scriptures, Such a
school-building, teacher, books, etc., will cust
about ten doitars a month, and I am sure there is
no cheaper or better way to train children for
Chrisv’s kingdom than by patient, daily teaching.
I will appeal to societies to help me. [ shall use
whatever you sund for this purpose and get as many
more as possible. Not one, but soveral is needed.
The Board would probably send me the "funds
necossary if asked, but it would only delay our
chapel, and we :oust have that as soon as possible.

1 mention these schools that Miss Johusoun wants
to got started in Tokyo. MHow would the ladies
like to work for this, or to help with it, through
tho Foreign Board? As you have chosen Japan
for your foreign field, I am going to help her some-
what if I can, I think it would be the means of
doing great good. Think over it, please, prayer-

‘The OChristian spirit asks, ‘* What can I do for
anothor 1”7 It therefore gives the cup of water to
anothor. Here is seen the radical differonce be-
tween the world and the church. The one is ever
geeking its own good, but the other is never seck-
ing to da others good. Herein is the fulfilling of
the acriptures:  Liook not every man on his own
things, but every man on the things of vthors,”

“Leot no maa seck his own, but every man another's
wealth,” *

I was hungry and you fed me¢" Here is the
assurance of our future reward. Not becausa wo
were feeding oursolves but feeding, and helping
and encouraging others, Our prayer should be
“Oh feed me, Lord, that T may feod Thy hungering
ones with manna sweet.” Tho church of Christ is
more than an ark of safety. It is designedly aun
institution for soul saving, for man making and
reconstructing the deranged condition of society.
Let overy ono ask, Why am I a church member?
If ho can say, it is to help and save others, thon
he is in his proper place, but if it is simply to be
suved he is out of place. Ho only can be saved
who is saving others,

The discussion in THE CURISTIAN, on tho penalty
of Adam’ sin, I do hope will reeult’in good to both
readers nad writors, and in injury to nono, The
kind apirit manifest on both sides I trust will con-
tinuo, and ns this is n matter of opinion rather than
of faith, its proper discussion can jucrease our
knowledgo of the Bible and the great subject of
man’s salvation, whilo an honest diversity of opinion
neod not disqualify us for the service of God nor
tho exerciso of brotherly affection for cach other.
QOur opinions often change ou important subjects
by further examination, and wo aro glad of the
chango. In tho unity of the Spirit there is ono
faith, though thero may bo different opinions.

To mo it would be vory pleasant to agreo in
opinion, a8 1 do in fuith, hope and love with Bro.
Ford, whom I 8o highly esteem for his works sako,
especially his general management of the Querist
De purtment of Turk CHRISTIAN, but having objec-
tions to his views, and those of other oxcollent
brothren with himn on this subject, 1 deem it a duty
and o privilege to state theso objections for all to
consider, hoping that truth, on whatever side it
may be found, will prevail, 2ud God be glorified
thereby. 1 knew nothing of Bro. Ernest Craw-
ford’s starting this matter, and have not rondered
him the least assistance sinco; though I think it
a proper matter for examination.

As spaco in this paper is small, I will only offer
some objections to the views set forth:

Obj. 1. Giving to the word dic a meaning it bas
not in all this book »nor in general use, Died and
die arc used in Genesis over fifty times, and in
overy other place with the meaning the dictionaries
give them, and ss thoy are generally understood
among men, 1 object to giving them a different
meaning here. I know that in the Now Testament
different meanings are ofton given to theso words,
and it may bo a few times in the Old.  Other words
as well as these are sometimes ueed figuratively, but
words that express law are used in their plainest
meaning. 1 know of no greater causo of error and
confusion than to deny to words in which God de-
clares His laws their plainest meaning. Jesus wisely
asked the crafty lawyer not what the law meant
but *“ What satth the law?’ When God mentioned
{ree to Adamn Ho meant tree, eat He meant eat, and
when He paid die He moant die.  How cza law be
underatood or obeyed if not expressed in plainest
words?

Obj. IT. Making a conseguence of sin the penalty of
law. Every ovil doer is corrupted in mind by
what he does and to the extent of his known crime,
A thief is corrupted by stealing, and a murderer
by his crime bas his enmity to law and justico in-
creased, but what law, human or divine, would be
satisfied with the corruption of its violator? Every
just Jaw has its penalty independent of the iujury
the sinner does to himself. And the Adamic law
is not eaviefied, or in any way hounored by the cox-
raption and alienation of its tranasgressor; ho must
suffer death no matter what injury ho did to him-
self; law and justice as well as himsclf are interested
in his crimo and both must be satisfied.

Olj. I1II, The attempt to sever the human race
from what was threatened to Adam for eating,
Holding that threatening to bo alienation from God
and not physical death, and denying that infants are
alienared from God but admitting that they dic o
physical death in Adam—thoy seem to contend that
1t wae when Adam was driven from the treo of life

that the tace was in him and Gied vather than when
ho ato the fruit. Bro Ford says in his lotter, *I

this banishmont the race is necessarily involved, for
if Adam could not oat thercof snd live, neither
could Lis descendants, honce phusica! death is more
immediatoly connectad with banishment from tho
tree of life, aud is thus the remote and not the
direct consequonce of Adam’s sin.” Further on when
speaking of “‘as in Adamn all die” his romarks
are to tho same effect.

Willour brother toll us how therace wasnecessnri-
ly involved in this banishmont from the tree of life
snd how physical death was mere immediately con-
nected with it than with Adam’scating the forbiddon
fruit. Who ever heard of the raco having access to
the treo of life and being driven from it! Tho
race was in Adam whon he sinned and for that sin
¢ gll die” This was bofore the banishment, Adam
was not banishod to change his condition but to
provout a change. Mo was tho same guilty dying
sinner before aftor his expulsion from
Eden.

1f it was not the sin of cating the forbidden fruit
that caused the physical death of Adam and also of
the human raco then no one has told us or can tell
what the sin was that caused the death ofall,  Nor
will any reasoning sot asido the fact that whatover
death was meant in the penalty, that death passed
uponall men, that it reigned evenover them who had
not sinned after tho similitude of Adam's transgres-
sion. Althoughalldidnotsin ashe did, yet all must
suffer death as ho did. The racoe was in tho Joins
of Adam when ho ate, as truly and in the same way
as Levi was in tho loins of Abraham when Melchi-
edec mot hiwn (Heb, vii; 10). And tho race shared
the consequenco of his sin in the ssmo way that all
the passengers in a burning ship in mid-ocean sink
along with tho guilty wretch who sct her on fire.
Thus the innocent can share the consequenco of
sin along with the guilty,

a8

Now the scriptures declare plainly and repeatedly
that death passed upon all men, and that death
reigued from Adam to Moses, even over them that
had not sinned after tho similitude of Adam's
transgressicn, ete. Asin Adaw all die, otc. Believ-
ing this to be the same death threatened to Adam,
I can see physical death passing on Adam the very
hour ho ate, and also on his children as soon as
they are born, and & merciful Father through *¢ the
seed of tho woman ” sparing Adam and his chitldren
from day to day till they niight learn not how to
evade death but how to meot and conquor this
enemy throagh Him who has met and conquered
death. But if I believed the penalty not to be
physical death but to be alienation from God, then I
must belioyo that little children are God’s enomnies
contrary to all that Christ and His apostles have
said of them. PBut I feol glad to learn that although
death comes upon us through Adam’s sia nothiog
but vur own sin can make ns enemies of God.

Ob;. IV, To the reason given for denying to the
word die its current meaning, and the one it bears
in every other part of Genesis, This should be
carefully examined as it is the main if not the only
pillar on which the theory rests. Every advocate,
I remember, uses it as an end of all strife, an
argument as unanswerablo as demonstration itsolf.
Here it is: Thou shalt surely die did not mean death
in its ordinary sonse. Fork ApaM DID NOT DIE
THAT DAY BUT LIVED OVER 900 YEARS AFTER, AND
THEN DIED, .

Although this argument is used by excellent men,
I cannot regard it as vory revecrential or sound.
It appears like an attewpt (wnintentional of course)
to limit tho Huly One to a line of couduct to which
He has not bouzd Himself, In threatoning evil-
doers, Ho leaves Himsalf honorable scope for the
exercise of mercy, but with them no seopoe is
allowed in Adam’s case.  What the Lord threaten-
ed Adam muat be carried out to tho letter, and
sinco he lived 900 years instead of dying that day,
death must mean somothing else. Would they

contend that the Lord meant sowothingZelso ,whon
Ho eaid to Hezokiah ¢ thou shalt die and not live”
beeanse Hezakial did livo Lifteou yoars aftor! (Isa 38)
But, says one, the cases are not parallol.  But
thoy arc parallel in this respect and tho Jaw that
would bind tho Lord in one caso would bind
Him in the othor. The Lord whom it pleased to
longthen Hezokian’s lifo fiftoen yeara boyond the
specified time, could and did lengthon Adam's 900
years begond the day ho sinned. Iis way, which
i4 so much higher than ours, he was pleased to
explain in tho 18th chaptor of Joremiah, and to
illustrate in many cases in tho Bible. He has not
dealt with Adam nor with us according to our
deserts.  **But,” says one, “ wo are told why Ho
lengthened Hezekiali's life, but we are not told why
he lengthened Adam's.” This does not chanye the
facts, but only shows that in Hezekinh's case details
aro given, but are notgivenin Adam’s. Tho entire
history of tho first 1,600 years of timo is givon in
cight or nine chapters, leaving no room for details.
Othor objections to the theory wust remain for
future examination, so that the reader may seo the
views I, in common with many cthers, hold on thig
subject. And lot it hete bo noticed that in con-
sequence of the extremely brief history of tho fall,
much of what wo hold respecting it must be inferr-
ed from the fow historical facts given, and from
New Testamoent teachings. So that after all our
efforts to kave these inferonces fairly drawn, and
well confirmed bo gospel light, we are liable to err,
and should not be too positive in our conclusions.
I feel therofore a desire to have my positions
strictly tested by the word of truth, and hope that
Bro. Ford will leave no stono unturned in their
cxamination,

I will begin this synopsis by the following reasons
for holding the Adamic pounalty to bo physical death.

1st. Every reference to Adam's sin I remembor
in tho New Testamont speaks of it as the cause of
physical death.

2ud. BEvery searifico for sin had physical death in
it, and without tho shedding of blood there was no
remisgion.

3rd. Jesus the great scarvifice for sin, takos it
away by suffering the most dreadful physicel death.
He saves uz by His own blood.

I understand that the sentcnce, ‘¢ Thou shalt
surely die” or as the margin gives the Hobrew,
“Dying thou shaltdie,” passed on Adam and Eve
on the very day they ate that fruit. That in the
morning they were an innocent living pair, and in
evening they wero a guilty dying pair. That they
received tho death wonnd that would never leave
them till their bodies went back to the dust. And
that Gain had also the death wound as soon as ho
was born. That Abel had the samo and that all of
Adam’s offspring has the eame, from birth till
death, and that like Adam they only live from.
hour to hour by Divine permission,

It may be that Adam offered scarifico. Both his
sons did. Abel offered a more excellent scarifico
than Caiu, and what is still better he offored it by
faith, and best of all God accepted his
scarifice, testifying of it that he was righteous,
Still though righteous, the sentence for him was
out, “‘dying thow shalt die.” Tt may be that God
nccepted the life of tho lamb instead of the life of
His true worshippers, while by faith they looked
to the Lamb of God. On the very day that man
had sinned, deliverance was intimated through the
secd of the woman, who in the Now Testament is
called the Lamb slain from tho foundation of the
world. Tn another place He is called, ‘‘ the Lamb
of God which taketh away the sia of the world.”
Not tho sins of the world, but the sin of the world.
That sin which brings all the world irto the grave
shall be taken away, when all that are in their
graves shall hear His voico and shall come forth
unio the two resurxections John v: 28, 29,
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The virtuo of Jesus' death goes back to
Adam’s time, and through it God could be mevoi-
ful to him and to the race who need His salvation.
Wo may thereforo undorstand how God could spare
Adam’s life so long, and how He will yet make all
alive who died in Adam.

Another matter ana T will closo this long article.

In the Saviour’s teaching He often used tho
words life and death somctimes meaning physical
lifo and other times spiritual life. Careful atten-
tion to the subject in hand, and the parties
addressed, will help us to undorstand His meaning.
To inquirers for salvation as in tho 3rd of John
Ho uses life in a spiritual sense with eternal added
to it. In the Hih of John his onemics accuse Him
of Subbath-breaking because Ho had cured a man
whohad been helplesa thirty-cight years. Hedefend-
¢d Hisaction asnot only good, butalsoaproof that EHe
had the miraculous power of God, and mentions a
still hizher proof at the 25th vetse, that the time
had como when the dead would hear His voice and
live. He reaches the climax at tho 28th and 29th
verses, by declaring that His voice would call all

that are in graves to tho resurrection. I regard
this as adescription of what Jesus had power to do
by speaking. Ho had healed the mau, was calling
back the .[ead such as Lazarus, the widow's son and
the ruler’s daughter, and would call all out of their
graves,

Buv at the 24th verse is anothor case (call it 2nd).
In this Jesus uses life with everlasting attached
maeamng spiritual bfe, 1t was necessary for the
ono who had it to believe in God who sent Jesus.
Not so with either of tho three in the first caso,
They had only to hear tho voice of Christ. In the
sccond case no particular time is mentioned: at all
timos, and in all places, ho that heareth Christ’s
word, and believeth on him who sent Chriat, hath
everlasting life.  But in the first case each has a
particular time. There was a time when Christ
healed tho imfirm man, a time when he raised
dead persons, and there will be a set time for the
resurrection. Fach case has 1ta pecnliarities,

In the 11th of Johu, Jesus talks to Martha
about life and deasth. She was deeply grioved
about Lazarus’ death. Jesus says, ‘‘thy brother
shall rise again.” She replied, ‘I know he will at
the resurrection.” Jesus then told her more than
she ever hnoew abont the resurrection, who was tho
cattse of it, and what would bappen tr belisvers at
it. These ho divides into two classes, one class
would be in their graves, and the other living at
the time. Hear His sublimme words, **Jesns saith
unto her, Iam the resurection and the life. He
that believeth in me, though he were dead yet shall
he live, and whosoever liveth and believeth in me
shall never die. Believest thau this!” This then is
the ! ‘essed destiny of all who beliove in Jesns,
whather in their gravea or alive when Jesus comes.
The living ones will not go before the dead. The
dead in Christ shall rise tirst, then the living shall
be changed, and all shall meet the Lord in the air,
and bo forever with the Lord.

us that if wo improve the talents we have we will
be happy in the future, but it doevs not teach us
that the man who gains only one talent with his
two will have his cup of esfjoyment full,

Right herois whore wemake our desiroaud wish the
rule of Bible interpretation. When we comedown to
the close of life and look over the past, we seo
whore we have been negligent, and inaifferont, and
have not boen as faithful in sowing as we ought,
but we trust in the mercy of God to forgive our
failures and give us n harvest of rich, ripe fruit of
labur, that we have novor done. So my brother, your
future will bo just what you make it. It you ftill
the capacity of your opportunities you will have
the fulness of enjoyment. But you can never reap
what you have never sown. It is so casy for us to
neglect the work of God, and bo satisfied with half
work and haif heart, just enough work to securo an
entrance into tho everlasting kingdom, and then
draw on tho mercy of God to make up the defici-
ency by making every one filled with happiness
who gots but standing room inside the city. We
heard & good brother once say, ‘‘that his great
anxioty was to keep out of hell.” We will never be
troudled with hell in the next world if we keep hell
out of us in this world. Lot us learn this lesson,
that, “now is tho day of salvation,” that whatever
God does in the salvation of man, is dune now.
He has given the Gospel to us that it might work
i1 us now, a nature and character capablo of enjoy-
ing that which e is preparing for us in the future.

WIUY DO PREACHERS PREACH?

As I sit down toduy to write to the readers of
e CHRISTIAN, there1s a subject uppermost in my
mind—a subject of importance to all who may read
these lines. Why do preachers preach? Why do
people listen? You may think this s very trifling
watter to be concerned about: Gut if you will have
a little patience with mo I will txy tu show you
that it is no trifling matter,

By a carcful study of the word *fpreacher” I
find it to be a translation from a Greek word which
means *‘a herald” ar “proclaimer.”” In early
Greek writers such. as Homer and Hesiod, we find
the word vsed to denoto a perdon of some impor-
tance. He summoned the assembly; kept order in
it; separated the combatants in the areas, and had
special charge of the arraugements at sacrifices and
festivals. By some their oftice was deemed sacred,
and they were thought to be under the special care
of Jupiter. Hesiod, who lived about B. C. 800,
tells us that Mercury was the herald (Kerus) of
tho gods. In later times the horald was used
chiefly as a messenger between uations in time of
war. In Now Testamout Greek, wo find this
word, or one of the family to which it belongs, is
used to denote tho preachers or public teachers of
the gospel. From the foregaing you will get some
ides of what was the orginal work of preachers.
[ do notintend to enter into the analogy; every
fruitful wind will find somo heautiful thoughts by
a close comparison, but eome onv will ask; Are we
not all preachers? to this I answer no, not in the
true sense of the word. We are all workers to-
gether for the advancemont of our Master’s King-
dom and any one who has the ability and talent if
he can gain the contidunco of the people, may
proach; but we aro not all preachers any more than
we are all elders or deacons. It is true that our
actions manifest to the world something of what is
in us. Itis also true that our example may he
more influential than many a sermon; but wo find

this is not included in a swict analysis of what a A

preacher is.  Wo have known men who were
proachers who lacked the conslstent lifo, Of course
I do not want you to think that I am advocating
tho establishmont of sacerdotalism — just the
opposito. Just before I answer the question, let
mo state what I helicve to betwo facts. (1), Chat
thore is more preaching to profesaing Christians than
to non-professors. (2) That the majority of sor-
mons prenched last year by tho majority of preach-
ors have bees. furgotten by the majority of peoplo
ere this, However humiliating it may be I think
we must acknowiedge the truth of these things.
I think you will commence to seo the reason for
tho question, Why do preachers preach? Just
think of u preacher standing up week after weok:
warning the church to make their calling and
olection sure; of the danger of neglectingsalvation,
exhorting them to continue faithful and refrain
from ovil things and do good. And then to think
that some of those very people will continue wesk
aftor week doing things that aro wrong and treating
tho preachor as though he were a liar, and the
Biblo as of no account, and that they could do
about as they liked, or leave undone that which
they ought to do,

Then think sgain of the many who attend tho
preaching who are not Christians; who are warned
to fleo from the wrath to come; who are told of the
awful fate of the finally impenitent, and of tho
uncertainty of life. The love of God is told in
tender tones, the finished work of Christisexplained,
offering mercy and pardon to all. But alas! They
treat the message with indifference.  They will nat
Lieod the meesago. Ilow many preachers have gone
homo after preaching, with a heart almost bursting;
they havo presented Christ in all His nower to
save, the invitation was ziven, vobody responded.
Oh! how discouraging. This happeus over and over
again. Do you wonder then at my first question,
why do proachera preach?  Let mo briefly give you
afew reasons why. (I). They bave faith in their
message. They hsve the assurance that their work
will not be in vain. That the word of tho Lord
will not return void, but will accomplish that
whereunto it is sent. Let me illustrate from my
own experience. Trusting in God, sometbing over
threo years ago I began to prsech the gospel. I
preached in most of the churches in Nowa Scotia,
New Brunswick and Prince Edward Island, In
nearly every place some were obedient to the
Master, while others were encouraged, Since T
sottled here, messagea liko the following have
come to ma: **My dear husband, in dying, remem-
bered you and spoke of you until the last.” An-
other writes ‘“Our daughter died happy, trusting
in Jeaus. She seemed to think that you hud beeu
sent here to lead her to Christ.” Thess with
others of a like nature coming from people who had
confessed Christ under my preaching cause wmo to
continue in the work. (II). We hope for the best,
We hopo there may be intluences for good from our
preaching that we cannot gee now; sowing the seed
we shall not fail to hold out cur hands, We will
plant and water the seed, God will give the increase.
We hope to hear the Master say ‘‘well done”
when we come bringing in the sheaves, Weo hopo
to shine as the stars in the firmament. (I1I). We
love to tell the old atory of the cross. Wo love God
and wo want others to love Him. We love man.
kind and want them to bo saved. We are quite
wiiling to bear repronches and suffer wrong and be
misropresented, if like one of old *‘we can but save
some.” My article is getting lonz enough, but 1
have not said all I want to say. There are othor
reasons that yyou may .hink over at your leisure
for preachers preaching. I do not aim to exhaust
my subject, I only wish it to be suggestive to
preachers and people.  All being well I shall next
wonth take up the other guestion, ¢ Why do
people listen™? W. H. Harpine.

It may bo possible that the above quotation,
with tho clause that follows in close connection
therewith, if accopted and properly understond by
many of the perplexed ones of earth, wonld havo
an influence in clearing away many perplexities, atd
give a batter understanding of our relations to the
present, and also to the future,

We are told that the human head of the human
family was created out of the dust of the ground,
and ho was caused to live. “*God breathed into his
nostrils the breath of life and man becamo a living
soul.” Adam was mado to live, but the question
is yet asked: of what nature was the life of which
Adam was mude to purtake! Was it an immortal

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lifoe? Again, if so, how was it possiblo for an
immortal lifo to be touched by the blighting hand
of mortality and die?

Questions arise in the mind of childhood, nor
will thoy permit themselves to bo stilled by the
superior wisdom of manhood. They may be sup-
posed to como somowhat in this form: Suppose
everything had gone the other way; that Eve had
not beou tempted, or, had not yielded; if those
who are now called our first parents had notsinned,
what would this earth have been? What wouid
have been the history of the race? Would there
buvo been a human race, and if so, what would
havo been its nature? What its development?
What its desting? Or, would the first pair have
remained in the Garden of Eden, solitary and alone,
with an overlasting existence, knowing not good
fromn evil, nor undorstending oven their own
nature?

It appears to me that to supposo anything in tho
arrangement, different from just what wo bhave,
would spoil the whole arrangement. It wonld rob
man of his experience, which is of some value,
although that experience causes his joys to be
sometimes tonuched by sorrows.

Therefore, I have long since come to the conclns-
ion that man is of the earth, earthy. He is in
keeping with his environmenis—in harmony with
all his surroundings.

Look around, then, on the animal and vegetable
world. In your vbservation what do you behold?
You seo life. You also see death. In both the
animal and vegetable worlds we sco something
corresponding to, “‘tirst the blade, then the ear and
then the full corn in the ear.” But look a little
longer, after the corn is full in the ear, and what
do you seol You sce death, In every instance
where growth ceases, death begins. Therefure, all
around you there is the bud, development, matur-
ity and then—death. Find an exception to this
rule if you can. Ts man an exception? You mus
surely answer: No! Just as soon as the bomnes
reach their highest point of hardness, the prucess
begins of returning to the dust from which they
were taken. ‘“‘Dust thou art and unto dust shalt
thou return.” *‘The first man is of the earth,
earthy.” Instead then, of supposing it unnatural
for man to die, as some do, I have long ago come
to the conclusion that it is just as natural fur man
to die as itis for ‘“a corn of wheat,” or a mush-
room; that when created if left to the natural
course of events, his body, under the withering
hand of time, would *‘wax old,” and droop and
die; and if kopt alive beyond a natural developwent,
ripening and then fading; it would not be by any
arrangement in his nature, but rather by the
superratural, or by the interference of a hizher
puver. Tho foregoing thoughts will doubtleas
conflict with much of the current thought of the
‘“‘religicus world.” and also the graphic deseription
by Milton ot the fruit of that forbidden tree,
““whose mortal tasto brought death into tho
world, and all our woe.” 0. B, EMRRyY.

KEYS OF THE KINGDOM.

MaTr. xvr 18, 19,

Notwithstanding all that was spokon by tho prophets
previous to the incarnation of *‘Josus of Nazareth,"
there were varions ideas entertained by various classes
of the human family (especially by the Jewish nation)
concerning His Messianic mission. From tho time the
tidings of His arrival was first announced by the angelic
host to the eastern sages, “‘that in the city of Duavid a
Saviour was born, which was Christ the Messiah,” from
that very night inquiry and investigation began concern-
ing Him. '"I'he Jewish nation was indeed looking for the
Messial, but they greatly erred io their expectations of
Him. Various ideas were entertained by them concern-
ing His appearing. They were looking forward to the

time whon He would arrivo in kingly pomp and prestige
and tako the reins of ecclesiastical and political sway,
and by His rulo the subjugation of all nations would be
inevitable. But when their anticipations wero frustrated,
they were in o state of chaos over the matter, They
seemed to be unable to arrive at a definite conclusion.
But, sfter learning some of the facts concerning tho birth
of Him who was reported to be the king of tho Jews, and
when it was made sufliciently known to reach the ears of
Horod the King, the fear of a rival stimulated him to
unsheath his sword.  But heaven protects the newlorn
king. God’s plans were not to be thwarted by the petty
decree of the blood-thiraty Herod, God had sent His
Son to bo known, that those who were willing to know
and receive Him might be saved, and thus e protects
Him from the murderous attack of the king. We pass
over a fow of the eventful years in the lifo of the ** Son
of God,” while the cominotion aroused among the Sews
at Hix hirth was beginning to assuage, only to arise with
augmenting intensity. Tho time was fast approaching
when He who was the object of contempt and derision
would walk che streets of Jerusalem and Juden, and not
only reprove thera of their hard-heartedness, but by
mighty signs and wonders convineo them of His Messiah-
ship. From that eventful night in Bethlchem's manger,
until He was announced by * John the Baptist,” there
is nothing of note in the life of Christ, save His interview
with the ““doctors in the temple.” Still the Jowish
nation slopt on regardless of their best interests. But ns
soon asJohn enters the borders of “Judea” and announces
the reign of heaven is at hand, all the region around
about “ Judea and Jerusalem " was again in commotion.
Sowme rushing with anxious, hopeful hearts to receive the
message with joy; others in rage and derisivn, pro-
nouncing anathema upon him who would inwult Cresar
by making himself king. Again the inquiry began, and
from mouth to mouth it flew., But notwithstanding
their clamour, John fills his mission and proclaims Him
the * Lamb of God,” the King of the kingdom of heaven.
Shortly a striking scenc is euacted from the banks of the
Jordan, when tho stranger, king of the kingdom of
heaven, goes slowly duwn from the river bank, led by
John, His messenger, and there in the crystal tide He
sets forth the action and institution of Christian baptism.
And coming up out of the water in the presence of a vast
nultitude, the divinity of Christ and His Sonship to God
the Father is demonstrated by the descension of the
*“Holy Spirit” und the voice of the * Most High,”
“'I'bis is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.”
Notwithstanding the many infallible proofs manifested
toconvince the populace of His Messiahship, still their
hatred and curiosity was not appeated. Still they
hannted Him with all mannee of wnneces$ary questions;
oftimes sought to insnare Him by their subtle knavery,
little thinking that their hearts were an open page under
tho scrutinyg of His divine eye. Yet all this did not
vetard tho progrese of Hiz mission. He went from town
to town, from city to city, and by mighty works convinced
tho people of His mission as the “ Son of God.” A% the
time He propounded the words that furnish the founda-
tion for our remarks (Matt. xvi. 18, 19), He had been
teaching on the coast of Magdela. He had, while there,
encountered strong opposition with the Sadducees and
Pharisecs, ‘Chough He dJdid among them things none
other did, or could do, they still requested a sign of His
Messiahship. But knowing their intentions, He did not
satisfy their request When Ho had come into the coast
of Cxeserea, Phillipi, He said to His disciples, * Whom
do men say I am?” Not that e did not know just
what men thought of Him, but for the purpose, no doubt,
of trying the faith of His disciples. The Sadducees and
Pharixees had been doubtless tampering with the dis-
ciples, secing thoy were illiterate men, and Jesus, know-
ing the influence had heen to darken their minds, He
desived to try them op this account. We noticed when
Ho asked the first question they were all ready to answer.,
But whon He puf them to personal test, “ Whom say ye
that I, the Son of Man, awn 27 it was a general question,
put to the twelve asone. But as far as we know they
were all quiet, with the exception of Peter. As far as
wo know Jesus only received one confession from the
twelve disciples. Deter alono answered: *‘‘I'hou art the
Christ, the Son of the living God.” Jesus cummended
him, and it was a personal commendation, proving it a
personal confo-sion. Josus said: ** Thou art Peter and
upon this rock I will build Ay church,” Not on “Siinon
Bar.Jona,” but upon Him—thoe heaven burn object of
Peter’s confession, My chureh, says the Saviour. No
whero else in tho four Gospels car we find the repotition
of these words. He continues: ““And the gates of hell
shall not prevail against it.” The powers of death, or
the unseen world, shall not overthrow it, for it shall rest
on “ Christ,” the rock of Peter’s confession. ** The rock

of ages,” hewn out of tho mountain of * God's eterna

power,” He atill continues His address to Peter, “I

will give unto theo the koys of the kingdom of heaven,”
or church, We un arstand the keysrepresent authority

delegated to Peter.  Chriat was toreceiva ““all authority
in heaven and in earth.” (Matt. xxviii. 18). The keys
simply mean Christ’s endoracment to Peter the right to
work for Him. And thus authorized, ‘* Whatsoover
thou shalt bind on earth shall be bound in heaven. and
whatsoever thou shalt looze on earth, shall be loosed in
heaven.” From these passages of Scripture many ideas
have gendered. Somo of our friends tell us that Peter
received superfor authority over hix fellqy disciples, but
in the light of revolation it is fruitless to argue from
such a standpoint. Peter was the only one of the twelv

that confessed the Saviour, As far as revelation goes,

tho rest wero silent. Jesus never commends until He is
confessed. It is incumnbent upon those who would be
achuowledged by the “Tord Christ” to confess His name
and His authority. Evon o it was in the case of Peter.
Chirist addressed him personally on that accpunt. He
assures Peter that he should have a part in the great
work, in spreading the claima of heaven and establishing
tho ** church of Christ ” on earth, ‘Lhe condescension of
God, in placing divine power in men to do His work-
“Wo have this power, or treasure, in earthon vessels,”
says the Apostle Paul, that the clory might he ot God
and not of men. Ged conferred the power to the Son;
the Son to the Apostles. (Tsa. xxii. 22). “‘And the key
of the houso of Lavid will I lay upon His shoulder. So
He shall open and none shall shut, and shut and none
shall open.”  Christ was to handle the keys, or have the
right to give them to whom He choss, He chose mare
workmen than Peter. (Isa. ix. 6}, For unto usa child
is born, unto us a Son is given; and the government
shall be upon His shoulder, and Hisname shall be called
Wonderful, Councillor, the Mighty God, the Jiverlasting
Father, the Prince of Peace. All power is given unto
Mo in heaven and inearth. Go yo therefore and disciple
all nations, baptizing them into the name of the Father,
Son, and Holy Spirit. Matt. xxviii. 18,19. So tho keys
promised to Peter previous to the death and resnrrection
of our Lord was taken from the ring and distributed to
each of the Apostles, for the commission was addressed
to all of them that were on themount with Him, A key
is for the purpose to lock or uulock, to loose or to bind.
The disciples were endowed with divine authority, or the
““keys of the kingdom.” At Pentecost the * Holy
Spirit * made & key of Peter’s tongue, by which to open
the door of Judaism, and liberated (looscd) three thousand
souls one day; loosed them from the power of sin and
darkness and bound them to Christ. Philip’s tonguo was
a key controlled by the * Holy Spirit” when he opened
up the light of tho Gospel, which liberated the Ethiopian
Eunuch from the prison house of darkness, error and
superstition. ).oosed from sin and darkness and bound
to Christ and heaven. Again, the tongue of Peter was a
key possessed by the hand of the **Spirit of God,” that
unlocked the prison doors of sin and broke down themidadle
wall of partition and made the Gentiles free. (Acts x.)
Looszed on earth from sin and bound to Christ. “What.
soever thou shalt loose on earth shallbe loosed in heaven

whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall be bound in
heaven.” Whatsoever thou shall do on earth shall he
done in heaven. (Luke xi. 2). Whatsoever work you
perform on earth, through the Holy Spirit, it shall be
acknowledged in heaven. Hence, ¢ Whatsoe er ye bind
on earth shall ba bound in heaven; whatsoevor ye shall
loose an aarth shall be loosed in heaven.” Paul's tonguo
was the key by the spirit power of God Lo open the door
(of salvation through Christ) to the Gentiles, ““Ta turn
theip from darkness to light, fram the yower of Satan
unto God.” To bind thom ta Christ and the church on
earth, and to write their names on the  Lamb's hook of
life” in heaven. Laonsed on earth, lansed in heaven,
